for $7,300, demanded interest and 
principle, which would have brought 
his claim up to $42,000.

Nevertheless he had twelve 
witnesses, all over seventy years old, 
who saw the mob wreck his house.

LONDON, May 8.
Mrs. Drummond suddenly collapsed 

and fell In a heap on the floor of the 
prisoners’ enclosure at Bow Street 
Police Court, this morning, when the 
proceedings against seven of the suf­
fragettes for malicious damage to 
property, was resumed.. She was car­
ried out by the jailer and wardens.
The Court was filled to overflowing,
Clayton, the chemist and accomplice,
was also on trial.

LONDON, May ,8.
Damage to property in the British 

Isles, caused by the suffragettes dur­
ing the past three months, exceeds 
$5,000,000, according to Scotland 
Yard. To this must be added the In­
creased cost of protecting lives and 
property. Three detectives have been 
assigned to watch over each member 
of the Cabinet at all times, while sus­
pected persons are shadowed by plain 
clothes men, and all public, buildings 
have been . placed under special 
guard.

WASHINGTON, May 8.

Two hundred years ago rustics 
were just as full of guile as they are 
nowadays, and Tom Thornborow 
was about as cute as any of them 
were his own interests were concern­
ed, and one fine day he put himself 
in the way of his neighbour, farm­
er Whitacre.

“John,” he said, “let us have a 
deal, \yhat do you say to this? 
That’s a nice crop of rye you’ve 
got, and here’s a five pound note. 
Supposing I hand it over now , will 
you undertake to give me two rye 
coins next Monday, four on Mon­
day week, eight on Monday, fort­
night, and so on—doubling it every 
Monday—for a year?”

What the Court said was, though 
the bargain was a foolish one, it 
held good in law ; there was a ‘con­
sideration,’.and as for the farmer's 
contention that it was an impossible 
contract, it was only impossibly in 
respect of his own inability.”

'•Tbornborow v. Whitacre” is 
still a “leading case ” at Common 
law. Every law student reads it 
every lawyer quotes it to client who 
has been foolish^ enough to enter 
lightly into a similar transaction, 
So long as there is a ‘‘consideration”
—something given or to be done or 
abstained from on either side—some­
thing of value—the law courts don’t 
bother themselves about its suffici­
ency ; every man must look to his 
own affairs.

Valuable Secrets of Trade that arc no 
Longer Known.

Numerous are the trade secrets 
handed down generation by genera­
tion from father to son, and vast is 
the capital made out of some of them 
in the commercial world of to-day.

Particularly, perhaps, is this the 
case among the numerous manufac­
turers of piquant sauces and the 
countless vendors of patent medi­
cines.

But there is also, it must be 
regiembered, another side to the case 
Many, alas! are the priceless trade 
secrets buried far down below the 
mouldering dust of the misty past, 
and lost to the world, perchance 
never again to be recovered.

To cite the first example that 
occurs to the mind of the wr.ter, for 
instance, what would a Royal Acade­
mician of the present day give to be 
possessed of the secret held by the 
Old Masters— Raphel’ Rubens, 
Corregio, Van Dyek, and their comp­
eers— for mixing their colours so as 
to render them imperishable and 
impervious to the ravages of time.

The red colurs, especially of these 
artists of a bygone epoch are every 
whit as bright now as they were three 
long centuries ago. On the contrary 
the colours of pictures painted only 
a hundred years ago have lost their 
lustre, and are faded and decayed to 
a daplorable extent.

Again in the world of music, ihe 
manufacturers of violins — Old Mast­
ers, as "one may justiably term them 
in another branch of art— treasured 
a recipe for a varnish that sank into 
the wood of their incomparable in­
struments, and mellowed it as well 
as preserved" it.

With such extreme, relentless jea­
lousy, however, did they guard their 
great secret that it, too is lost, to all 
appearances, irretrievably.

Rather more than a hundred years 
ago there lived in a quaint, old- 
world village in Wales a working 
blacksmith, who had managed by 
some means or other, to bring the 
welding of steel to such a pitch of 
perfection that the join was abso­
lutely invisible and the temper of 
the steel as fine as on the day it left 
the tester’s hands. By his process he 
was able to join the'very finest of 
sword-blades, and after he had finish­
ed with them they were absolutely 
as good and as sound as when they 
had left the factory.

Tnfe blacksmith s fame spread far 
arid wiife atid’,' hh'Urral ly-enough,! he 
attained a great reputation; but he 
made a point of invariably working 
in solitude. He was offered large and 
tempting sums to divulge his secret, 
but kept it obstinately to himself, 
and when his spun of life had run 
its course he took it with him to 
anolher world.

The ancient Greeks bad a sub­
stance which we call Greek fire, avd 
which they use in naval warfare.

Their method of employing it was 
simply thus— to throw the subsalnce 
upon the surface of the water, where 
it flamed up and set tire to the shi| s 
of the enemy. What was it? Ti e 
only known substance of the present 
day that would do this is the metal 
potassium, but to set fire to a ship 
in the manner described would 
necessitute the use of at least half a 
ton of the metal. Where did the 
Greeks obtain the substance thev 
used with such effect? Or how did 
they make h? If Greek fire was 
potassium, the secret of the process 
is another that must be numbered 
with the lost.

Yet another perennial and ever­
green conundrum. What were the Py­
ramids of Egypt 'ntended foi? And 
how were they erected? With all 
the scientific and practial knowledge 
at the command of the engineers of 
the present day, they are not capable 
of dui'ding the Pyramids; in the first 
place, becattse we have no machinery 
if sufficient power to raise enormous 
blocks rf stone such as form them to 
a height of four hundred and odd 
feet, and, secondly wè should be at a 
loss where to obtain the said stone.

Again there is no granite, within 
fifty miles çf the Egyptian Pyramids 
of the same character as that of 
which,they are constructed.

The man who could disinter the 
buried recipe fot Roman mortar 
would be bowed down to and wor­
shipped by the builders of the pYe- 
sent day. How thev made it is a 
profound secret, ançl bids fair to re­
main so.

.The mortar is as firm now as it 
was two thousand years ago; it has 
calmly scoffed at the ravages of time 
and weather.'*

The above are but a few— a very 
few— of the lost and buried secrets 
of antiquity;which modem scientists 
and medhatiîcians would give -much 
to learn.

Bell Which Rings Out Coed News to 
Underwriters.

The bell at Lloyd’s, which is rung 
whèn a ship long overdue and import­
ed lost unexpedtedly reaches port,is 
one of the sensation bells of the world 
ft was only a few days ago that its 
clanging announced the safe return of 
theSnowdon Range a 3,000 ton steam • 
ship which recently arrived in a bat­
tered condition at Queenstown, after 
being fifty-two days out from Phila­
delphia, and long reported lost. Her 
loss would have cot Lloyd's some 
thing like 8500,000, and it is little 
wonder, therefore, that the un tiv 
writers cheered when they heard the 

‘bôll.
The bell noW used at Lloyd’s is of 

naval origin. It belonged to the Lu­
tine, which was wrecked near the 
Zyuder Dee in October, 1799 |while 
taking specie fromEuglish merchants 
to Hamburg.

England then being at wai with the 
Netherlands the Dutch Government 
claimed the wreck and $400,000 
worth of the bullion was recovered. 
It was not until 1857 that L'oyd's 
secured equal rights in the treasu-e 
with a private company to which the 
Dutch had granted concessions in 
1858 with onsiderable quantities of 
specie, the bell was recovered.. Since 
then it has stood in the library at 
Lloyd’s, together with a chair and 
table made from the Lutine’s rudder.

There is a room at Lloyd’s known 
as the Chamber of Horrors and here 
are posted telegrams received report­
ing casualties. Unimportant accidents 
are not entered in the loss book, bu t 
the most serious are not only entered 
there, but are cried aloud by an offi 
cial who stands in georgeous uniform 
beneath the sounding- board. When 
after a week’s disappearance, it is 
feared a vessel has gone down, the 
owners make an application to the 
committee at Lloyd’s to have the ship 
posted. This is done by affixing a 
notice in the Chamber of Horrors, 
which says that the authorities 
would be glad, of information con­
cerning the boat.

A week elapses and then a second" 
notice is put up saying that the boat 
has not since been heard of. When 
you read that a ship has been 'post­
ed as missing’ you may k.iow this 
ship is upon the notice-board, and on 
that day the insurance money is pay­
able, and all who were upon her are 
legally considered dead. When a ship 
is posted the old-Lutine bell is tolled 
once. In the very unusual event of a 
vessel arriving in poit after being 
posted the bell is struck twice, and 
the, caller makes his announcement 
from the rostum amid a breathless 
silence.

Men’s Work Undertaken by Women.

Mr Lewis recently introduced in­
to the Lower House of the New 
York State Legislature at Albany a 
Bill empowering the Police Com­
missioner of New York to appoint 
twenty women as members of the 
metropolitan police force. If the 
Bill is passed the policewomen ap­
pointed will wear uniforms and re­
ceive the same pay as men. Their 
duty will be to protect women and 
children in the streets, dancing 
halls, public parks, and picture 
theatres.

Recent!five wealtv women of 
Chicago, including Mrs. Joseph 
Bowtn, a well-known philanthrop­
ist, offered their services to the 
mayor as policewomen, and suggest­
ed that they shonld be allowed to 
wear as a uniforn a long navy-blue 
coat provided with brass buttons, a 
soft navy-blue felt hat, black gloves, 
and low-heeled walking shoes.

It is interesting to know that a 
short time back a lady was appoint­
ed to the post of police chief in 
Hunnewell, Kansas This appoint­
ment was a sequel to the election, 
a little time before, of Mrs. Ella 
Wilson to the office of mayor. This 
lady chose Mrs. Rose Osborn from 
a large number of applicants for the 
position of chief of the city police, 
and the latter, just 'after her ap­
pointment, put the machinery of 
the law in motion against the 
‘ blind tigers,”/as illicit drinking 
saloons are called in America.

About thirty-five years ago M. 
Porehet, the chief warder of the 
prison of Aigle, in the Rhone Val­
ley, married a young woman who 
proved herself to be a helpmeet in­
deed, for she made as good a con­
vict-controller as her husband, and 
on many occasions performed his 
duties when be was ill. When M. 
Porehet died the prison governor 
asked his widow to take his place, 
and she agreed.

There are said to be several wo­
men warders in Norway who are 
are told off to look after male con­
victs.

The first wrmen’s jury in Idaho, 
U.S. A., intercepted a case at Twin- 
falls the other day by leaving in a 
body to go home to cook their din­
ners for their families. They asked 
the judge to adjourn the case so they 
might return to their kitchens, and 
when he refused to do so they put 
on their hats and filed out of the 
jury box. After a lergthy absence 
the women returned and resumed 
their places without a protest from 
the Bench. ’
