LLOYD GEORGE "PRESENTS BUD-
GET.
LONDON, May 4.

In presenting the Budget to  the
Commons to-day, the Chancellor of
the Exchequer estimated that if the
war lasted during the whole fiscal
vear, Britain’s expenditure, in that
time, would be $5,682,170,000. Mr.
Lloyd George said that if the war
should last six months, instead of a
year, Britain’s estimated expenditure
woula be $3,952,290,000. He estima-
ted that the total revenue for the
year 1915-16 would be $1,350,910,000.
This is an increase of $218,190,000
over the total of last year. On the
basis of a six months’ war, the Chan-
cellor continued, the expenditure for
war, apart from advances to the Al-
lies of Britain, would rise to two
million pounds daily, and the net de-
ficit would be $514,346,000. On the
basis of a twelve months’ war, the
net deficit would be $862,332,000.

Those supplies
that were not needed for the Army.'
he added, would be marketed for the
benefit of the civil population, in or-
der to prevent such an increase in
price as would arise from a shortage
of supplies.

In the C@mmons to-day, H. J. Ten-
nant, Parliamentary Secretary of the
War Office, said that Britain had un-
der consideration the question of em-
ploying similar expedients against
the use by German troops on the bat-
tlefield of asphyxiating gases. The
speaker admitted that as far back as
April 6th, the British Eye-witness had
said that the Germans were prepar-
ing for this method of attack, but not-
withstanding such rumours the Brit-
ish authorities found it hard to to be-
lieve that any signatory of the Hague
Convention could violate its funda-
mental principles and adopt methods
whicl: might have such far-reaching
effect in modern warfare.

TURKS LOSE HEAVILY.

PETROGRAD, May 4.—(Official.)
In Khorie DPilman, region of Cau-
casus, our troops, after two days’
fighting, opened a determined offen-
sive against the Turkish Corps under
Khali Bey, and completely defeated
the enemy. The Turkish losses may
be estimated by the fact that more
than 3,500 Turkish dead were found
or the battlefield, 900 of whom were
pickéd up in the central section of
the battle line along a front of 800
paces. At Dilman we captured a
Turkish hospital, together with its
entire staff. Pursuit of the defeated
enemy continues.

PREMIER ASQUIPTH ON RECRUIT-
ING.
LONDON, May 4.
Premier Asquith, addressing a

meeting of the committee formed to
encovrage recruiting among employ-
ees of the wholesale and retail dis-

tributing trades of the country, to-
day, said that out of 790,000 clerks,
commercial travellers and other

' workers of these trades, 430,000 had

joined the army.
The Premier stated that enquiries

were being made with regard to re-

cruiting in the cotton trade, biscuit
manufacturies, hotels and other
branches of industry, with a view to

making a furtlier appeal.

Mr. Asquith proceeded to point ot
what women have done to release the
men for the Army. Up to April 24th
more than 50,000 women had enroll-
ed on the war register initiated by
In one of the
largest engineering works at New-
castle, in the department devoted to
manufacture of shells, he saw three
or four thousand women at work. If
that could be done in-an occupation
so far removed from normal activi-
ties of women, it ought to be a far
easier task in other trades. The Pre-
mier insisted that the people recog-
nized the gravity of the war, and did
not have to be flogged and goaded hy
rhetorical incitements, before = they
could be induced to obey the call to
duty.

“Never in the history of any na-
tion has that recognition been more
clear and universal, or that obedi-
ence more prompt and more unsel-

fish.” He said, “We have made a
magnificent beginning. We have
stemmed the aggression, and men

have shown the spirit worthy of the
best traditions of their race. I would
say to the,nation proceed in the same
way.and in the same temper. Every
breach of our first line has been
made good, but there are still in re-
serve, unused and, to the enemy, un-
suspected resources, which you must
mobilize and organize to the full. I
am not the least ashamed to call my-
self an optimist, not that I under-
rate the prowess of the enemy, or ‘the
gravity of the  struggle, imperative
need for the unsleeping exercise of
our national qualities, patience, con-
stancy, resolution and fortitude. I
am an optimist, because I believed
in the rightéousness of our cause,
because I am confident that by per-
sonal  and corporate effort and self
nothing that
we shall leave undone to bring- that
cause, be the struggle short or be it
long, to a decisive glorious issue.”

A quantity of ready-
made bridges, 25 to 30 feet in length,
were rushed on, and with great cour-
age, in spite of the destruction of the
first lots, they placed reserve bridges
ir. positions and finally crossed the
canal, occupying the village of Liz-
erne and several other positions.

“A really great achievement was
all this. It was away to the left of
the Canadians, but it left their posi-
tion untenable, and the 4.7 guns had
to be abandoned.

“But Canadian officers and indeed
the men had the Wellington touch, the
touch of the man who never lost an
English gun which he did not recover.
What Wellington did in the Pyra-
nees the Canadians did on the flattest
plain in Europe. Within four hours
they turned round and advanced. They
endured every sort of difficulty, mental
or mechanical. They saw men ter-
ribly sick, half-blind and weak in the
limbs from fumes let loose by the
Germans. They had to face shrapnel,
rifie fire and machine gun fire in a
counfry absolutely defenceless. They
were wounded by every sort of engine
by bayonet, by gas, by bits of metal of
every shape and size, but they charged
home against all rules of war as un-
derstood in German text books.

“Their charge and advance did more
than regain one position and recover
the lost guns. It enabled the cohesion
of the whole Allied front to be re-es-
tablished. The issue of the battle is
not yet. There are still German out-
posts, few and weak, on either side
of the canals and rivers, but the Al-
lied counter-attacks are regaining lost
ground under the Canadians’-left.”

The Newfoundland
Products Company.

In view of the fact that the contract
between the Government and the New-
foundland Products Company centres
rcund the leasing of such rigtlts in the
water powers of the River Humber as
tke Govt. may convey, and the
granting of the water powers of the
Muskrat Falls on the/Hamilton River
or an equivalent wat er on the
Northwest River, on the Labrador, it
becomes of interest to observe .what
is being done by our neighbours to
the west of us in the way of Conser-
vation of Water Power. We have now
entered on an era of Electricity, in
which the electric form of energy is
being more and more availed of to
supply power to machinery used in
general manufacture, to supply power
for locomotion in transportation, to
supply energy for lighting, and to
supply energy for raising the temper-
ature needed for the reduction of
ores for coking, for carbide and
other products. A natural supply of
mechanical energy which can be con-
verted into electrical energy is of the
first imiportance. Such a supply is
found in the flowage of water, and its
potentiality depends on the extent of
the reservoir behind the dam where
it is hemmed in and the declivity of
the land between the dam and the lev-
the turbines are fed with

el where
this water.

Canada has great natural resources
in the flowage of water in regard to
immense drainage areas which may
be dammed at suitable places to ob-
tain the declivity to run turbines.
Newfoundland has in the island itself
and on the Labrador valuable re-
sources of like character. Canada
has been taking stock of these re-
sources, to obtain more exact know-
ledge of the extent of these resources,
with a view to their exploitation for
the development of industrial ljfe
and to obtain direct revenue from
such as are leased. A report of a
Commission on Water-Powers, which
we have before us, was made in 1911
and gives the result of two years ac-
cuisition of data by.competent hydro-
engineers. The Commis-
sioners declined to give an estimate
of the total water-power of Canada.
I-ut they say: One ‘estimate’ places it
at nearly 17,000,000 H. P., but it does
nret; and cannot, rest upon any basis
of reliable information. They how-
e¢ver state. that 1,016,521 H. P. has
aiready been developed and is being
utilized in various industries.

Ontario in 1907 vested the jurisdic-
tion over proposed water-power de-
velopments in the Hydro-Electric
Commission of Ontario, and issued a
sel of regulations. Among them are
the following:— 4

(1) Applicant for waterpower shall

submit proof of financial stand-
ing and of intention and abil-
ity to develop:. the water-pow-
ers sought. "

Applicant may be required to
deposit a sum of money, and

clectric

if worksof construction and de-
velopment specified in lease are
not carried out, it is forfeit-
ed.

Lease is made at a rental, gen-
erally of 50c. a horse power.
Lease cannot be made for a
longer term than twenty years,
but lessee shall have a right
of renewal for two further
terms of ten years each up-
on new terms and conditions.
Lessee must not interfere with
right of timber owners and
others to drive their logs over
leased waters.

The lessee must keep and main-
tain all dams, etc., used in the
development of the flowage
power in good condition; and
Surrender them all to the
Crown on the final termination
of the leasing.

A perusal of these regulations will
convince any reader of them of the
fact that the contract now being con-
sidered is very considerably more
favourable than the promoters could
obtain under the Hydro-Electric Pow-
er Cpmmission of Ontario.

- Of the Newfoundland
Products Contrjact.

Mr. Ciift, speaking in the House of
Assembly on Monday, on the matter
of the agreement entered into be-
tween the Government and the New-
Company, said
that he ‘approached the discussion
with an open mind. He had heard
Mr. Wilson deal with the proposed
enterprise in a most explanatory
manner a;gd at the time was given to
understand that the concessions ask-
ed for would be very few. If he
were to view the contract in its orig-
inal form, he would have much to
say on the matter of the concessions
asked, but the very necessary amend-
ments which had been introduced
during the afternoon, gave the con-
tract an entirely new aspect. He was
very pleased that the Government
had given the very reasonable and
non-partizan objections raised by the
Opposition such = consideration, and
was of the. opinion that with a few
additional alterations the contract
would be more acceptable. The
points taken by the Opposition had
been for the conservation of the best
interests of the Colony, and in this
respeet he* thought that they might
go still further. In his opinion there
should be some further provision to
protect the right of way of.private
individuals, as regards the tempomr_vi
use of the waters granted, for the
purpose of passing to and fro in
small boats, and for the purpose of
floating logs and lumber. In clause
20, which confers these rights, the
proviso is added, that “Such use shall
not interfere with or prejudice the
business or operations of the Com-
pany.” This, said Mr. Clift, is very
well as far as the Company is con-
cerned but it does not protect the
rights of the persons using the wat-
ers as a very trifling thing may con-
stitute interference from the Com-
pany's standpoint. Mr. Clift then
called the attention of the Committce
to Sections 1 and 5 of the “Trans-
portation of Timber Act, 1904,” and
asked if it was the intention of the
Government to so modify the Contract
as to make it conform with the pro-
visions of the said Act. If not some
words should be used which should
be made to express the intention of
the parties. The Contract as it stood
was in conflict with the provision ef

said Act and if it was intended that
same should so remain it should be
declared that the said provisions
should not apply to the present Con-
tract.

The éections referred to were as
follows:— :

1. It shall be lawful for all per-
sons whomsoever to float saw
logs and other timber, rafts and
Araws over all streams and lakes
within the Colony, when necess-
ary for the descent of such logs
or other timber.

. There shall be reserved for pub-
lic use a right of way twenty-five
feet wide around and adjoining
all lakes and ponds, on both
banks of all rivers on the lands
of the Company. Where the land
adjoining any lake, pond or river
is required to be used or occupied
for a building or other purpose
hy the said Company or its as-
zigns, the Governor in Council
shall permit such use or occupa-
tion upon condition of such other
or substantial reservation out of
the lands of the Company as may
be necessary for the public right
of way around such lake, pond
or river. -

He then called attention te the fact
that no provision had been made to
safeguard the waters in the areas
granted from pollution by deleterious
matter that might be destructive tc
fish life. The question of the right
of way around all streams and lakes
was another matter which he thought
should be introduced.

He wished to endorse the stand
taken by the other members of the
Opposition with regard to taxation.
He, too, felt that “stock dividends,
debentures and other securities of the
Company” should not be exempt from
taxation forever. With regard to
freedom from municipal taxation he
considered the entire exemption for
all time, as directly opposed to the
best interests of the country, and
thought that some reasonable limita-
tions should be made.

With the introduction of these
amendments which he considered as
absolutely necessary one he would be
orepared to give the Rill his support,
ind hoped that the development of the
industry would mark an era of pro-
gress for Newfoupdland.

GERMANS IN U. S. FACTORIES

Bridgeport, Conn., April 20.—Eight
thousand of the 29,000 men: who are
making war munitions for the Allies
in the arms and ammunition factor-
ies in Connecticut are of German birth
or parentge, acccrding to inspectors.
Many German machinists, die sinkers
tool makers and inventors have come
to Connecticut since the war began.
They are working side by side with
English, Irish, Swedish and French
artisans in turning out nearly 10,000
tons a day of war material which Con-
necticut is shipping for the Allied arm-
ies.

THE SHORTAGE OF
OFFICERS.

MERCHANT

There is a growing shortage of offi-
cers in the mercantile marine, caus-
ed by the withdrawal of the Royal!
Navy Reserve men and the large
numbers of officers who have taken
commissions in the fleet auxiliaries
and special war services. New de-
mands are being constantly made by
the Admiralty—for instance, the re-
cent offer of commissions for im-
portant duties under the yacht pa-
trol. Over 2,000 merchant captains
and officers are now on active ser-
vice in the R.N.R. The demand for
officers for the ordinary merchant
service at present greatly exceeds
the supply. Some of the big mail
liners, which usually carry five or
six officers besides the captain, now
carry four, and the slower boats of-
ten carry three instead of four. Of-
ficers are urgently needed for what
may be called Government mercan-
tile work. The cutting down of the
staffs of the ordinary merchantmen
means a severe strain on those who
remain in these days of lurking sub-
marines.

How the British Troops

ot il iy 4

Captured Hill Sixly.

London, April 25—8.00 p.m.—
“Trenches, parapets and sand bags
disappeared,” says the British official
“Lye-witness,” in describing the eil-
fect of the explosion of the British
mines which preceded the attack and
capture by the British of Hill No. 89,
to the southeast of Ypres, recently.

“The whole surface of the ground,”
the narrative continues, “assumed
strange shapes. Here it was torn in-
to huge craters; there large mounds
of fallen debris were to be seen.

“As the reports of the explosions
died away, and while' dense columns
of smoke and dust still hung in the
our men, led* by their officers,
sprang from the trenches and rushed
across the intervening space of some
forty to sixty yards lying between our
and the gaping craters before
them, the front covered by the attac¥k
being only some 250 yards in lengtl.

“Where the mines had actually ex-
ploded nothing was left of the occu-
pants of the hostile line, but in the
neighboring trenches our assaulting
infantry witnessed an extraordinary
scene. Many German soldiers, possi-
bly owing to the fact that they were
working, were surprised while in
their shirt sleeves, and without
equipment. Stunned by the violence
of the explosions, bewildered and
suddenly subjected to a rain of hand
grenades thrown by our bombing
parties, they gave way to panic.

“Cursing and shouting they wer=2
falling over one another and fighting
in their hurry to gain the exits lead-
ing into the communication trenches.
Some of those in the rear, maddened
by terror, were driving their bayonets
into the bodies of their comrades in
front of them. :

“Of all this our infantry had but a
glimpse before they fell
upon the enemy with the bayonet,
burst through the maze of trenches,
pouring into the craters and pressed
on down the communication trench-
es, until at last they were stopped by
bomb-throw-

momentary

harricades defended Dby
€rs.

“The first line of trenches was cap-
tured in a few minutes with little
difficulty, and fifteen prisoners fell
into our hands; but it was then that
the real struggle began, for the Ger-

mans quickly recovered from their

surprise. »
Terrific Arﬁll:ry Duel.

“From our line the hill is a salient
which is exposed to fire from three
sides, and it was only a few minutes
before the German gunners took ad-
vantage of this fact and opened fire.
Soon the whole position became ob-
scured by smoke of bursting shells.
Meanwhile our batteries had begun
to support the attack, and a terrific
artillery fire was maintained far into
the night.

“¥From many points aloeng our line
to the north and south of Hill No. 60,
could be seen the flashes from the
shells, while the flashes from the
guns were so nearly continuous that
they resembled the effect of musketry
fire. TUnder this fire our men had to
work, throwing up parapets toward
the enemy, blocking their communi-
cations and generally rendering the
position defensible.

“Nor was the enemy’s infantry idle.
Advancing up the communication
trenches they threw hand grenades
over the barricades, and also into the
mine craters, on the crumbling sides
of which our men were clinging, in
an endeavour to obtain a foothold.

“Throughout the night the fighting
continued, culminating early in the
morning of the 18th in two massed
attacks by the enemy.

These were beaten off, principally
by the fire of our machine guns, some
of which had been rushed up.

Hill Covered With Dead.

“Nevertheless, in spite of the heavy
losses, which left the hillside piled
with dead, the enemy continued his
pressure during the whole of Sunday,
until we were gradually driven from
the southern edge of the hill. At six
p.m. help reached our front line in
the form of reinforcements, who
swept the Germans from the foothold
they had gained.

“Prior to this the close proximity
of the contending sides had led to a
slackening in the bombardment; bnut
it then broke out afresh, and with al-
most as great intensity as on the pre-
ceding evening. Our position, how-
ever, now was more secure, and, al-

though the shelling and bombardment
never ceased, altogether, the night
may be said to have passed in com-
parative quiet.”

Killed Fifteen Children.

The narrative says the bombard-
ment was maintained Monday, April
19, and that the Germans extended
their shelling to the entire Ypres
town itself, in
which, it is asserted, fifteen children
were killed. Toward evening the
Germans made another attack on Hil!
60, but the “Eyewitness” asserts
“again did our machine guns do tre-
mendous execution, and the attack
was beaten off.”

“Another attack at eight o’clock in
the evening,” the narrative continues,
“suffered the same fate. Still . the
Germans do not admit defe‘at, and all
night long, parties armed with hand
grenades made repeated efforts to
drive us off the hill, their attacks
alternating with bombarments from
artillery of all kinds and also trench-
mortars.”

By Wednesday, the “Eyewitness”
says ,the British had firmly establish-
ed themselves on the hill.

Fought in Small Space.

“The attack upon and the defence
of Hill No. 60,” the narrative de-
clares, “will go down in history as
one of the finest exploits of the Brit-
ish soldiers during the war. Officers
who experienced the bombardment
prior to the attack of the Prussian
3uard, on the 11th of April,-and also
underwent that directed against Hill
No. 60, say that the latter; by far,
was the worse of the two.

“What our troops withstood can, in
some degree be realized if it be re-
membered that the space fought over
during four and one-half days was
only from 250 yards in length by
about 200 yards in depth.

British Stood Firm.,

“Upon that small area the enemy
for hours hurled tons of metal and
high explosives, and at times the hill
top was wreathed in clouds of pois-
‘onous fumes; and yet our gallant in-
fantry did not give way. They stood
firm under fire which swept away
whole scetions at a time, filled the
trenches with dead bodies, and =0
cumbered the approach to the front
line that reinforcements could not
reach it without having to climb over
the prostrate forms .of their fallen
comrades.”’

10,000 Women
Volunteers

Already more than 10,000
have responded to the Government’s
call for women volunteers to do the
work of men who are of military age.

“Everyone is most anxious to do
something,” said one of the principal
women officials of the Labor Exchange,
“but the great difficulty is to discover
what they are best fitted for, It will
take at least a week to classify the
volunteers.

“Most of the women want to go into
ammunition factories. ‘I want to make
bullets to kill Germans,” said one girl.
Quite a large number of women in the
southwest of England are prepared
to do agricultural work. One woman
of good social position, who drives her
own car, has offered to take milk
around. Many are anxious to become
taxicab drivers, and one has sent her
photograph in chauffeur’s uniform.
To-day several women who are quali-
fied wireless operators volunteered to
go to sea in merchant vessels, so that
the men operators may be released
for naval work.

“The women of Woolwich have come
forward in a large body, and almost
without exception they want to go into
munition factories.

“The average age of the applicants
is between twenty and thirty, but
some are seventeen and others sixty.”

Any woman who .is ready to take

up work has only to register herself
at the nearest Labor Exchange, or
she can get a form of registration by
post from headquarters of the Labor
I’xchanges at Queen Anne’s chambers
Westminster, S.W., or from local
Labor Exchanges.
At the meeting of the Essex Edu-
wtion Committee in London it was
decided to release Dr. F. S. Hawks, a
school medical inspector, who desired
to take a commission, and to appoint
in his place during the war Mrs.
Leitch, a woman doctor, whose hus-
band was serving at the front and
who desired herself to help the coun-
try.—London Daily Mail.

How the Worcesters Saved Calais.

(London Daily Mail.)

Only now, after the lapse of many
montlis, is it possible to tell the story
of how 800 British soldiers barred the_
Kaiser’s road to Calais; how fewer
than, 500 English linesmen charged
right iato the mouth of a veritable
inferno, drove back a twenty times
stronger force of Germans, and for
ever freed England from the menace
of the Hun en Calais sands.

The story is told by an officer who
is but now recovering from a wonnd
received on that day at the end of Oc-
tober when 2,400 men of the “con-
temptible” British Army held the vil-
lage of Gheluvelt, on the road to
Ypres, against 24,000 of the War
Lord’s hordes. 'he British troops
consisted of the sorely thinned batta-
lions of the Scots Guards, the South
Wales Borderers, and the Welsh and
Queen’s Regiments, which held hasti-
ly constructed trenches across the
front of Gheluvelt village.

There had been no time to perfect
these poor defences against the artil-
lery and rifle fire of the enemy, but
every British soldier knew “that the
position had to be held at all‘costs,
for once the line was broken there
was, nothing to sfop the Huns’ march
on Calais. Reinforcements had
promised; the Worcesters were
their ‘'way, but even then the
would be nine to one.

Commanders in Dug-Outs.

From long before dawn the battle
raged. The German artillery search-
ed the British trench from end to ead
and shelled the Chateau of Gheluveit,
where the battalion commanders
were quartered, causing their -hasty
removal to a dug-out in the chateau
grounds. Men fell not by ones and
twos, but by dozens and half-dozens,
but those who survived were as
steady as if on parade. There was no
random firing.

The officers, careless as usual of
their own safety, ceaselessly patroill-
ed the position from end to end,
cheering and encouraging their men.
Many fell, and those who could
serambled to their feet again, mak-
ing light of -their injuries, but many
had fallen for all time, and had per-
force to lic where they fell.

At last the shelling ceased and
there was a stir in the German ranks.
They were about to charge. . Now the
British knew that the time of their
inactivity was passed—now they
coulld take toll of the enemy—avenge
their comrades who lay stark and
stiff around them. The machine gun-
ners looked to their weapons; there
must be no hitch, no jam when the
moment came.

-And so the Germans charged. On
they came without fuss and without
flurry, only too be mown down 1n
thousands by rifle and gun. One
moment there was a solid advancing
. mass of Germans, and the next there
was still a mass of Germans, but
they were farther away, while be-’
tween them and the British was a
carpet 'of grey heaps. Again the

stumbling over those grey heaps—-
those heaps which but a few -mo-
ments before were the leaders of the
advancing host. The carpet became
thicker, but no living enemy reached
that lead-spurting trench, and at last
the {\{aiser’s soldiers fell back to cov-
er.

“Cold Steel”

The British held .their
terrific cost; scores lay
there was scarcely an unwounded
man ‘in the whole line of trench. Tle
Welsh Regiment in the -centre had
suffered heavily. einforcements
from the scant reserve behind the
chateau were hurried into the trench,
and then the German shcl!iné
menced all over again. The day
on, men fell left and right, and
vet there was no sign of Wor-
cester Regiment. Towards dusk the
Germans coiuld be seen massing for
another attack, and the British troops
prepared for a final stand; there were
no more reserves, and if the Ger-
nians but persisted in their attack
nothing could stop them.

The shelling redoubled in fury, and
theny came the second attack. The
full fury was directed at the centre
of the line, held by the Welsh Reégi-
ment. Horde upon horde of Germans
pressed forward. Hundreds fell as
they advanced, but where one fell
two filled his place. Right up to the
trench they came; right up and in.
Then it was cold steel. The Welsh-
men fought stubbernly, dying rather
than give ground, but weight of num-
bers told, and as night fell the enemy
commanded the trench from the cen-
tre. No quarter was given to the
British. Savagely the Prussians
stabbed about them. Bayonets were
thrust into dead and living, and many
an Engligh soldier, but wounded by a
Prussian bullet, was murdered by a
Prussian bayonet.

On the left the Scots Guards still
held their line, “and on the right the
Queen’s were at bay, and before the
enemy could advance they had first
to deal with these gallant remnants
of gallant regiments. But now the
Worcesters had arrived. An officer
of the South Wales Botderers, the
old 24th, which gained undying fame
at ‘Rorke’s Drift, had at great risk to
himself found and guided the Wor-
cesters to the hard-fought field.

Lord, Lonsdale says he was “enor-
mously impressed by the health and
vitality of all the horses that I saw,”

“I think it is only due to all those
in the Veterinary Department and the
Remount Department to express the
extraordinary energy, the love of the
animal, the time, hard work, and fore-
thought displayed by all those con-
nected with these two departments.
It certainly was a surprise to me, and
I went into every detail, and had every
facility granted me, and saw every
horse, and I do think that we—the
real lovers of animals (if I may so
express it), /whose interests we have
so deeply at heart—should be not only
satisfied, but most grateful too, for the
forethought, hard work, and endur-
ance of all officers concerned, and the
very highest praise is due to those in
ceammand.”

Northern France, April 27.—Cana-
dians are speaking with proud ad-
niiratiou of the work of the Sixteenth
Regiment, the men of Alberta and
British Columbia, in the opening
stage of the battle. With remarkabie
foresight, General Alderson, who was
holding this battalion in reserve,
stead of having it -parallel to
front, had it perpendicular, that
to say, facing north. When, therefore,
the Germans broke through from
Langemarck toward the canal and
swung south to cut off the Canadians,
the Sixteenth was ready to meet
themm and to advance at the critical
moment to maintain the line intact.
This was undoubtedly the crucial
part of the battle and the heroic
conduct of the men from the far
west undoubtedly carried the day.

Our losses are very. heavy, but half
those of the Germans. The number
of prisoners taken was considerable,
especially after the cavalry interven-
ed, while further  up the canal the
French, in capturing Lizerne, cut off
one entire German battalion. The
great attack on Ypres has for the
moment been stopped, but the French
are still heavily engaged upon our
left in order to regain the lost
ground.” There is no action at pre=
sent between Di;mude and the sea.

' Violin Brought

$19,500 at Auction.

Stradivarius Presented By Lord New-
lands Was Sold Twice — Price
Makes a New Record.

London, April 26.—Amid remark-
ahle enthusiasm, the Stradivarius
presented by Lord Newlands to the
Red Cross sale realized the magni-
ficent sum of $19,5600 at Christie’s to-
day. It was sold in the first place
to Lord Wernher for $12.500. The
generotis purchaser offered it for
second auction, and it then went for
$7,000 to Mr. Brandt, who had pre-
viously advanced the bidding to $12,-
(600, against the original buyer’s sum
cf $12,500, which constitutes a re-
cord for such a violin at public auc-
tion. Although the famous “Em-
peror” Strad now in the possession
of Kubelik, has had a greater value
set upon it, until to-day the sum of
$10,000, paid for the “Missie” violin,
cdated 1760, which for fifty years was
ir. the collection of Count Cozio di
Salabue, was regarded as the highest
price paid for a Stradivarius.

In a descriptive note concerning the
violin sold to-day. Lord Newlands
said the instrument was bought by
his father, the late Lord Newlands,
from Laurie, then the leading violin
dealer in Scotland. The ‘inscription
reads: “Antonius Stradivarius Crem-
oniensis Facibabt, 1702,” followed by
the monogram “A. S.” with a cross
over it. The voilin is mentioned in
Hill’s book, “Antonius Stradivart:
His Life and Work,” and belongs to
what is called the Golden Period of
Violins, which began about 1700.

MEXI(C) GENERAL LEAVES TO
FIGHT FOR THE BRITISH EM-
PIRE.

San Antonio, Texas, -April 27—
Responding to a message from his
mother in England, announcing the
killing of his two brothers in the
British army in the battle of Hill No.
60, and begging him to come home
and fight for England, Major Eduar-
do de Bequer to-day wired his resig-
nation to General Villa, of Mexico, in
whose army he has fought for two
vears.

Bequer, whose mother is English,
was recently made active head of the
aviation corps in Villa’s army, and
was sent to San Antonio on a special
mission. He wired to New York to
ship his aeroplane to Canada from
where he will sail to join the British
colors.

JAP ULTIMATUM.

PEKING, To-Day.

The Chinese Capotal is remarkably
quiet in face of what the Peking Ga-
zette calls the gravest peril in China’s
modern history. After the news was
received yesterday of Japan’s pro-
posed ultimatum, a Cabinet council
was held. The Ministers were divided
in opinion. The President asked ques-
tions but did not express his own
views. Some officials express the be-
lief that China will surrender, while
others are of opinion that she will of-
fer all resistance possible to Japan’s
demands. The decision will rest with
Yuan Shi Kai.

CHINA GIVEN 48 HOURS.

TOKIO, ' To-day.

All Japan has focussed its attention
ou the Chinese situation, which is be-
lieved to be full of historic possibili-
ties. It is reported the Foreign Of-
fice has sent telegrams to all Consuls
in China, instructing them to prepare
their Nationals for possible depart-
ure. The Japanese at Mukden have
been asked to hold themselves in
recadiness to withdraw to places near
the South Manchurian railroad. The
decisions of Cabinet and elder states-
men are expected to-day. The press
says forty-eight hours will be the
the limit of proposed ultimatum.
Newspapers characterize as insulting
the insistence of China that Japan’s
offer to restore Kiao Chow be reduced
to writing.
DESPERATE FIGHTING AGAINST
BRITISH.

LONDON, To-day.

The Daily Telegraph’s correspond-
ent at Rotterdam telegraphs: Furi-
ous fighting is reported from the
northeast of Ypres, where the Ger-
mans are making tremendous efforts
to advance south from Gravenstafel
toward which the Dritish have held a
wedge ,and so to straighten their line
from St. Julien to Zonnebeke. The
British are clinging tenaciously to a
group of villages and hamlets in th's
corner, although at several points
they are subjected to flnaking fire
from the enemy in positions between
Gravenalafel and southward toward
Zonnebeke. The movements of the
troops in Belgium indicate the Ger-
mans are sending all available rein-
forcements to this small zone of
fighting in a desperate attempt to
push back the British from the line,
which if held threatens to prevent the
enemy from reaping the advantage
from the ground captured " in last
week's advance.

W
RUSSIANS HOLD THEIR OWN.
LONDON, To-Day.
Telegraphing from Petrograd, the
Times’ corréspondent under date of
Tuesday says: On the southwestern
front the Russian position costinues
excellent. The Austro-Germans are
trying to advance in this region, hence
the fierce onslaughs on Dafaja and
Lower Nida rivers. The enemy has
successively failed in attacks in East-
ern Galicia in the direction of Stry
and at Mezolaborecz.

St. Pierre Bulletin.

(Official) Midnight 4th.—Our pro-
gress continues in region of Steen-
straete. In Champagne near Beause-
jour, the Germans made three succes-
sive attacks, but were repulsed, suf-
fering heavy losses. In Argonne we
continue to advance at Bagatelle and
we found on the battlefield a great
number of German dead from the bat-
tles of the 1st May. A new attack
enabled us to extend our gain in Le
Petre Wood.

An official decree to-day prohibits
the portation of gold from the Col-
onies and authorizing Governors of
Colonies to prohibit the exportation
of nickel, brass and bronze coins.
