(2) Parcels addressed to members of
the Newfoundland Forces Oyer-
seas ' should bear the name and
“address_of.a second addressee to
whom the parcels may be deliver-
ed or forwarded if it should prove
impossible to deliver the first.
The original address should be
written on the FRONT of the par-
cel where the postage stamps and
Customs declaration are affixed,
and the second or alternative ad-
dress should be written on the
BACK of the parcel.

(3) If a second address is not fur-’
nished at the time of posting, and
delivery cannot be. effected, the
contents of the parcel, unless of
exceptional value or of a personal
nature, will be turned over to the
Military Authorities for distribu-
tion.

(4) Parcels containing articles of a
personal nature or of special
value will be returned, if a re- |-
quest for their return in case of
non-delivery is made by the send-
er, such request to be written on
the cover of the parcel at the time
of posting.

While the British troops
are tightening their bull-
dog grip on the invalu-
able gains made last week
béfore Cambrai and the Italians hold
the enemy on the Brenta and Piave in
what seems a veritable death struggle,
weé are told that Allenby’s forces im
fdr away Palestine have stormed an-
cient Mizpah, at the very gates of
Jeérusalem. The fall of the city itself
seems to bhé a matter of days.
Christians the world over will hail
it, when it comes, with feelings of joy
and thankfulness too deep _tor expres-
sion. Meanwhile we are reminded by
the approaching deliverance ot the,
Holy City from the centuries—lon;_
power of Hell's® representatives on
earth of an appeal from these samé‘
regions and others nearby which goes¥
forth to every Christian and will have
a response in every heart possessed
of a grain of human feeling. We mean
the cry from suffering Syria and Ar-
meriia, from the thousands of -help-
less and defenceless Christians who
are being starved, tortured, degraded
and murdered by a barbariec cruelty
of which this country, happily for it-
gelf, has not the faintest conception.
1t is a pitiful cry for help which for
long has come too faintly across the
wide waters to this side of the world.
But it is heard now and is being an-
swered, America is answering it, as
America alone can and in the only|
way possible. Deliverance of these
poor wretfhes can come but slowly
and may yet be far off. But it is pos-
sible to. alleviate their sufferings, toj}
save them, if not from torture, from
starvation, to. send them food and
money. America is opening her purse
wide and America asks our help. We
must give it.” He-who will not is.no
Christian—he .is not even a man.
Even Belgium, stretched on the rack,
even Poland, devastated and waste,
exhibit no picture comparable with
the misery of Asia Minor. Of the mil-
fons ‘under the heel of the unspeaks
able Turk we may.say_ that, the only.
reason they have not ba!ore &h boen
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’oxtreme need 400,000 are orphans,
many of them. liltle children living

dying daily. - 500,000 refugees have
fled from the Turkish dominions and
are entirely dependent on assistance
outside. We could add - many more
similar figures, but these will give an
idea of the broad ‘facts, though no
'hint of the terrible details. Fortunate-
ly, relief work goes on uninterrupted
by the war and every dollar ' contri-
buted to it goes for relief. But a mo-
ment’s intermission is disastrous and
means some life or lives lost that
might have been saved.

$30,000,000 will be required for this
winter’s  needs. What part of
it can we give? $5.00 a month will
save a life. Arrangements are being
made whereby a Newfoundland fund

fort made. Mr. Kalleem Noah, who
has two sons in Beirut and is able to
corroborate the facts we have given, is
personally working and appealing for
help for his fellow countrymen. The
Christmas season, the feast of Christ-
ians, is near. The war has changed
somewhat our attitude towards it, as
towards so many things. Let us sug-
gest that here is the best object pos-
sible of the fine spirit of Christmas
giving. If everyome who contemplates

' some little gift this year that is not

really needed will give it instead in
this direction, he will have nothing to
regret and the Christmas bells ‘will
not sound the less sweetly in his ears.
The poor, the children and the suffer-
ers of war—Ilet these be thé objects of
our generosity this Christmas. And
of the last none make more urgent de-
mands upon it than these we speak of,
thousands of them starving and
wretched in the sacred birthplace of
Christianity itself. The need is very,
very great. Let us do what we can to
fill it.

BRING YOUR OWN BUTTER.

The Royal Historical Society, whose
lead will be followed by others, now
announces that members must bring
their own sugar for tea. -1 am sur-
prised that the notice stops there, for
the quest of tea itself is more ardu-
ous than that for sugar. There is a
good deal of talk of butter shortage,
and milk will soon be scarce, while
condensed milk has almost disappear-
ed from the shops. As winter draws
on we may have the societies circu~
larising” their members with appeals
to bring their own téa, sugar, and
butter, and, as learned men are care-
ful in the small things of life, I am
afraid we may hear sad stories of how
Professor somebody inadvertently
went too near the fire with his but-
ter in his tail pocket. However,
there may be no fires. Meanwhile,
the rough-and-ready nationing of the
public by their grocers| goes on apace,
and when Lord Rhondda decides to
ration us he will find himself fore-
stalled.

THE UNSPEAKABLE TURK.

Strong action must be taken to
bring home to the Turkish Govern-
ment a proper realisation of the duty
it owes to the British prisoners in its
custedy. The condition of these pris-
oncrs is known to be of the most de-
plorable description. Repeated at-
tempts have, I am informed, been
made by the British Government in
recent ‘months to secure improve-
ment, but the Turkish authorities,
falsely supposed to be “honorable
opponents,” do nothing, and ignore
all our appeals to allow us to help
our troops. Some time ago a confer-
ence was suggested similar to the one
we had with German representatives
to discuss a scheme of interchange of
prisoners. No reply to that proposal
was ever received from the Turks,
and meantime our men are suffering
unspeakable hardships. Nearly 5,000
parcels have been sent from this
country to theé men, and only 82 have
.been acknowledged. Money also 'has

THE SPANISH CRISIS RETURNS.

The situation in Spain is again crit-
ical. The news . of - great political
trouble, follo‘ing on the heels of the
telegrams announcing the re-estab-
lishment of constitutional guarantees,
proves that the apparent stability of
the Dato Cabinet was artificially
maintained by means of a, press cen-
sorship of unprecedented strictness.
This time the attack comes from the
military Committees of Defence,
which do not, as is generally believ-
ed, represent the whole army, but
only the body of officers up to the
rank of colonel. Their action and
motives, they complain, have been
wilfully’ misrepresented by Senor
Sanchez Guerra, the Home Secretary,
through skilful handling of the press
during a period in which the Govern-
ment's views were the only ones
which did not come into conflict with
thé censor. They demand the dis-
missal of the Chbinet and the aban-
donment of the rotating system of
parties. In this", last -demand  they
concur with all’ the living forces of
the country—the political, represent-
ed by the Parliamentarian movement
of Catalonia, and the labor element,
whose discontent undobutedly gave
the basis for the revoluiionary at-
tempts of last August. But it is not
as yet clear whether their interven-
tion will result in the shifting of po-
litical power towards the Left or to-
wards the Right. It should not be
forgotten that the system of rotating
parties, artificial though it is, occu-
pies a central and moderate position
in the Spanish political world. Pos-
sible solutions are a Maura Cabinet,
a purely military business Cabinet, or
a national coalition ministry. From
the Allied point. of view the Ilast
;would be the best.: The situation can-
not remain long in the present acute-
ly critical stage. s

| War Nows.

Messages Received

After ﬁm‘d fighting, in which the

troops came to hand-to-hand fighting
with various results, Field Marshal
Haig's troops are now in possession
of the town of Bourlon and the great-
er part of Bourlon Wood, west of
Cambrai, giving them the dominating
positions over the much sought for
railroad centre and surrounding coun-
try. English, Welsh and Scotch
troops, aided by cavalry now dis-
mounted, encompasscd the defeat of
the Germans, who had concentrated
fresh reserves of men of extreme val-
or to face the British in their do or
die efforts to win the positions which
mean so much toward the ultimate
capture of Cambrai with its tentacles
of railways and highways leading in
all directions, and upon which Field
Marshal Hindenburg is also depend-
ant for support. Little else except
the gaining of this town and of the
wood had had a place in the strategy
of the British Commander in Chief
since his dash of last week placed his
forces west and southwest of Cam-
brai, verily on the threshold of the
town. Ever since the initial attack
the Germans had tenaciously disputed
every inch of ground, realizing that
with the fall of Bourlon and the
wooded heights their tepure of Cam-
brai would be seriously menaced.
Several times previously the British
had gained footing in both the town
and wood, but each time under vic-
ious counter attacks were compelled
to relinquish them. The northeaster-
ly portion of the wood apparently
now is the sole remaining part of it
that is still in German hands, and
being only about three and a half
miles from Cambrai, the Germans are
doing their utmost to-hold it and even
to drive back the British who have
gained a footing there. Since the be-
ginning of the Battle of Cambrai the
British War Office has been extreme-
lv meagre with details of the fighting,
and the latest report gives no hint of
tlie proposed intentions of General
Byng after the conquest of Bourlon
Wood has been made secure. Appar-
ently, however, with these strategic
points safely in his hands, it is not
unreasonable to surmise that having
had several days in which to draw up
his guns and realign his forces, Byng
will almest. immediately strike again

in an endeavour to capture Cambrai.

. The army of the German Crown
Prince has not given up its efforts to
overcome the success of the French
troops last week northwest of Rheims

where gradual incursions into the
German line are threatening Laon.
Here the Germans again have made
two violent attacks, but their efforts
brought them, as has been the rule
lately, nothing but repulses and addi-
tional loss of numerous men. Simil-
arly in the region of Verdun, the
Germans have been worsted in at-
tacks against General Petain’s front.

In the Italian theatre the troops. of
General Diaz are more than  holding
their own against the savage attacks
of the Teuton forces from the region
of Lake Garda eastward to the upper
reaches of the Piave River. After last
week’'s severe repulses with heavy
casualties, the invaders have switch-
ed their main offensive to the Asiago
Plateau sector, but here also they
have been held by the Italians with-
out the gain of a yard of ground.
The attack has been met with coun-
ter attack, and in addition to inflict-
ing heavy casualties, the Italians also
have captured two machine gun bat-
teries. Fighting along the .Piave Riv-
er from the hilly region to the Adri-
atic has been sporadic, but at one
place where the enemy attempted to
cross the river on pontoons he was
wiped out by the fire of the defend-
ing artillery.

For the first time in several weeks
there has been activity on the north-
ern Russian front*and despite-the un-
certain political conditions in. Petro-
grad, and other parts of the country,
the Russians are holding their posi-
tions against the Germans. Near

Jacobstadt the German artillery open- |
ed a strong bombardment against the i
Russians, who replied in turn. To |

the south and also on the Roumanian
front there has been a revival of ac-
tivity both from the trenches and in
the nature of scouting reconnaissan-
ces.

THE BATTLE IN FRANCE.

LONDON, Nov. 25.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—The
correspondent of Reuter’s at the Brit-
ish army headquarters in France, re-
viewing the battle, points out the fact
that Tuesday's ,advance was greater
than the base. This necessitated
widening the latter by bombing the
various Hindenburg lines. This was
entrusted to the Ulstermen, who for-
ced their way three miles northward
against continuous opposition. Alto-
gether the British in two days over-
ran forty square miles of new terri-
tory and captured ten villages. The
Scheldt canal, sixty feet -wide, was a
great obstacle behind the Hindenburg
line, yet we overleapt it and are now
two miles from Cambrai. A half-
built line of trenches intervenes and
here the Germans have massed their
many guns, but it seems immaterial
whether or not we attack, because
Cambrai is worthless as an enemy
base since its communications are
commanded by cur fire. By early
Friday afternoon we had penetrated
well into Middle Wood and with con-

tinual hand-to-hand fighting and
skirmishing in the wood, in which
the tanks rendered noble assistance,
we continued pushing through until
by evening soeme of our men had gone
clear through it. Whether the whole
wood rests in our hands cannot be
ascertained. The wood is not only
protected by formidably fortified and
well camouflaged trenches, but is
full of machine guns. jand strong
points. We have again brdken through

further along the Hindenburg line |

west of Moeuvres, again enlarging the

base of our wedge into the German |

defences to the northward. In Moeu-
vres, where we were on the southern
edge of the village on Friday, street
fighting of great ferocity has been
in progress, the enemy/ continually
bringing up new waves of men only
to be thrown back every time. Even
fiercer at times was the struggle
around Fontaine, which| hapless vil-
lage is now in flames. After we
evacuated it the previous day the
Germans pushed in and/ manned the
houses, mounting machine guns and
firing from the windows. Fontaine is
absolutely commanded on both flanks
and our posts encircle fit on three
sides.
FURTHER GAINS.
LONDON, Nov. 24.

AE,_yarious points west of Cambrai
the British made progress yesterday,
the war office reports. More than one

hundred guns have been captured
recently in this area.
