Why People
Should Dance.

Perhaps the most unpalatable truth 
brought home to us during the war is 
the fact that we are not from a physi­
cal point of view an A1 nation. Now 
the most physically perfect nation in 
the history of civilization was the 
Greek nation of the Golden Age, and 
its physical perfection was largely 
ter than a visit to the theatre, for at 
tention they paid to the training of 
their bodies both by gymnastic exer­
cises and by dancing.

Hund­
reds of children are ordered each year 
by their doctors to take dancing les­
sons to remedy small natural infirmi­
ties notably round shoulders and 
Weak backs. The more our children 
are encouraged In this direction the 
more perfect will their bodies be 
when they reach maturity.—Tit-Bite.

After the Clock.
Shall we, when adopting the Con­

tinental system of decimal coinage, 
also adopt the Continental clock?

The latter is by far the simpler 
method of reckoning time, the twenty- 
four hour dial clock having long been 
substituted in other countries for the 
confusing a.m. and p.m. of the twelve 
hour watch.

Certain branches of our Army, Na­
vy, and Royal Air Force have already 
taken up the idea, but it remains to 
be proved whether the slow-going 
British public will welcome the in­
novation. Scientists always calcu­
late time by means of a twenty-four 
hour dial, and Continental time-tables 
are also based on this system.

A train which left Milan at 12.44 
would arrive at Treviglio at 14.28 ; the 
23.12 from Marseilles reaches Toulon 
at 2.08—no need for the symbols a.m. 
and p.m., since time counts from mid­
night to midnight. In the 'same way, 
a Brighton express from Victoria, 
leaving at 11.55 In the morning, 
would reach Brighton at 13.09 in the 
afternoon.

One of the greatest men In Eng­
land to-day—a man who has borne 
unspeakable burdens alike In war and 
peace—was, when at school a perfect 
dunderhead. On the walls of the liSll 
at George Watson’s College, Edin­
burgh one may read the honourable 
and oft-scanned list of those who, 
year after year, have been the duxes 
of the school. Prouder than all of 
them, however, is the record of Sir 
Eric Geddes, a hoy who when at Wat­
son’s, proverbially sat at the bottom of 
hs class.

“Why do you not try to do better at 
school, my boy?” once asked his 
father.

“There’s so much more fun to be 
got at the bottom!” promptly came i 
the glib response.

Another illustrious dunce was Dr. 
Thomas Chalmers, one of the great­
est churchmep this country ever pro­
duced. So hopeless was Master 
Thomas at school’ that he was actu­
ally expelled as incorrigible and use­
less!

A famous Scotsman was equally 
weak in the classroom—to wit, one 
Walter Scott, who, though world- 
famed In later days as the author ot 
“Waverley,” was, when at the high 
school of his native city, not only told 
he was dunce but that he would al­
ways remain one.

A Hint for Schoolmasters.
Samuel Smiles tells a story of a cer­

tain boy with whom he was at school, 
and who, when not sitting at the end 
of the bottom bench of the class, was 
standing in the middle of the floor 
alternatively tendering the palms of 
his hands to the mercy of an irate 
dominie. Even this dunderhead, how­
ever, eventually belled his schoolday 
reputation. In after years he became 
chief magistrate of his native town.

Who cared to remember, at the 
time' Sheridan was charming the 
world of fashion with his unparalleled 
eloquence that in boyhood his tutor 
had found him as dull-witted a boy 
as he had ever met?

The great General Grant, of Ameri­
can Civil War fame, was a booby at 
school, as was also Robert Clive, the 
founder of our Indian Empire. Thomas 
Chatterton, the poet, was returned on 
his mother’s hands as “a fool of 
whom nothing could be made”; while 
John Howard, the philanthropist, was 
likewise a dunderhead in the days 
when he "crept unwillingly to school.”

In the light ot facts like these, the ] 
parent who abandons hope of the hoy 
who receives more floggings than 
prizes would be none the worse for a 
good sound flogging himself.

Nine years later, he visited Egypt, 
and in 1875 made his great progress 
through India where he stayed seven­
teen weeks, and travelled more than 
10,000 miles.

In 1877 he returned to India for the 
great Durbar at which Queen Victoria 
was proclaimed Empress of India.

A NEW STOCK ISSUE.
Upon enquiry at the office of the 

St George's Coal Melds, Ltd., this 
morning, we were Informed that the 
flrst Issue of stock, amounting to 
$26,000, had been disposed of, having 
been over-subscribed, and that sever­
al offers for stock at par value of $1 
per share, had been received from 
various parts of the country, particu­
larly the West Coast. The very latest 
report from mining headquarters 
show that the 6-foot seam, which we 
referred to recently, continues to hold 
its width of pure, clean coal. As the 
company has proven the Juke’s seam 
to contain pure coal to a greater ex­
tent than was anticipated by the 
geologists, it is now making prepara­
tions to open up other sections of this 
valuable seam, which runs right 
through the centre of the property.

A Novel Competition,THROUGH
GERMAN EYES,

In his interview with Capt. Fenn 
yesterday, the Telegram reporter sug­
gested that he (the captain) give a 
flight in the smaller aeroplane he is 
having sent here, to some Newfound­
lander, and that the one who paid the 
most for the honor 
trip.

The opposition to the League of 
Nations, which has recently develop­
ed so strongly through the German 
Press is but characteristic of German 
ideas and thought. Not -that any hos­
tility manifested by Germany will 
have any effect on the successful for­
mation of the Society, which is al­
ready partly accomplished, but the 
sentiments of the late enemy are 
worthy of note, because It shows that 
there is still but one trend of thought 
in that country, and that—hatred of 
the British Empirera hatred which 
is likely to become intensified rather 
than reduced as time goes on. The 
German sees but one thing in the 
League of Nations scheme, the dom­
ination of the world by the British 
people, or perhaps It would be more 
to the point, if we said Anglo-Saxons, 
for included In the hateful of the 
Germans is America, which country is 
disliked second only to Britain. No 
matter what form the future Govern­
ment of Germany will take, Republi­
can, Bolshevik, Socialist or Spartacan, 
or whether it returns again to the 
Imperial dynasty, hatred of the two 
chief performers in the war which 
brought about its defeat and igno­
minious surrender will be taught and 
engendered. It is not surprising, 
therefore that, so soon, Germany is 
voicing hostility to the formation of 
a Federation of the Powers to which 
she only can he admitted on suffer­
ance and after serving a strict proba­
tionary period.

The cabled announcement of the 
protest uttered by German news­
papers, expressing themselves as be­
ing opposed to the League merely 
echoes similar sentiments contained 
in an unsigned article published in a 
leading German magazine last De­
cember, In which the writer opens his 
subject, "The Suicide of Europe,” by 
declaring that as the most obvious 
result of the war the European Con­
tinent, as a deciding political factor, 
must disappear, three great powers,— 
England, America and Japan—hav­
ing divided up the mastery of the 
world between them: the former be­
ing master of Europe and Africa: 
England and Japan the masters of 
Asia and America and Japan the 
masters of the New World. Through 
this division of domination an under­
standing between England and Ameri­
ca, would result in the division of all 
the spheres of interest in the world 
between them, there being no Power 
left in Europe strong enough to deny 
or prevent them from thus securing 
the mastery of those portions of the 
earth which appeal to them most, in 
addition to that which they already 
possess The writer further states

INTERNATIONAL STANDARD WAGE

PARIS, March 12.
After a general discussion at yes­

terday’s meeting of the International 
Seamen’s Congress, the delegates de­
cided in favor of an international 
standard wage, based on the mini­
mum scale adopted recently at Lon­
don of £15 per month for the seamen 
and firemen. The Congress, which is 
being attended by representatives of 
the Seamen’s Associations of Great 
Britain, United States, Denmark and 
Norway will last three days. The 
Congress will discuss indemnities 
for families of seamen killed by Ger­
man submarines and compensation 
for tonnage lost.

FREE TO ALL.
PARIS, March 12.

Recommendation that the naviga­
tion of the Rhine be opened to all 
nations without discrimination, was 
made in a report to the Peace Con­
ference by the Commission on the In­
ternational regime of Waterways, 
Railways and Ports. It is suggested 
that the Rhine be controlled by a 
commission similar to the Danube 
commission. The status of the Kiel 
Canal has been settled by the com­
mission, on the basis of the freedom 
of use for all nations, for merchant 
vessels or warships in time of peace. 
The canal would continue under Ger­
man ownership and operation. The 
question of the fortification is left by 
the commission to the decision of 
military and naval experts.

WANTS IT ALL.
TRIESTE, March 11.

The Independence of Dalmatia, es­
pecially the city of Spalato, was de­
manded at a demonstration here here 
to-day. Two resolutions declaring 
that the people of Trieste will not 
consider the redemption of Italia Ir­
redenta complete if the sister cities 
do not regain their liberty, were pass­
ed.

MUST FEED GERMANT.
PARIS, March 12.

"We have reached a crisis in the 
affairs of the world,” said United 
States Secretary of State, Robert 
Lansing, at a banquet given to-night 
by the inter-Allied Press Club, in 
honor of the American. Peace Com­
missioners. Mr. Lansing was em­
phatic in his statement that the Al­
lies must feed Germany and give the 
Germans an opportunity to sell their 
products in the foreign markets, if 
the danger of Bolshevism was to be 
averted. He painted a vivid picture 
of conditions in the war zone of 
France, and pointed out that it was 
not through pity for Germany, but to 
the Allies’ own advantage to see that 
anarchy was prevented in the former 
German empire.

ONE JOB DONE.
PARIS, March 11.

The Peace Conference Commission 
on Czecho-SIovak affairs has almost 
completed its work. The official 
communique of the Commission, giv­
en out after its fifth meeting to-day, 
under the Presidency of Jules Gam­
bon, made this announcement, and 
stated that direction for the prepara­
tion of its report had been given.

THE OLD RELIABLE.
LONDON, March 12.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 
The White Star Liner Olympic has 
again been placed at the disposal of 
the Canadian Government, and with 
5,000 Canadians on board sails for 
Halifax on March 17. An additional 
thirty thousand Canadian soldiers 
should sail before the end of March.

NOT ANXIOUS TO CONVERT.
LONDON, March 12.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 
Sales of war savings certificates have 
reached a grand total of more than 
£300,000,000. As each certificate 
represents an investment of fifteen 
shillings and sixpence, the total in­
vestment in this form of security is 
over £232,500,000. This is a result 
of three years’ work and in spite of 
the great facilities provided for cash­
ing certificates, the total value of 
those turned in, including interest, 
during the past three years, amount 
only to £11,000,000 or less than five 
per cent of the total value of the cer­
tificates sold. .

NEW YORK, Mar. 12.

A complete tie up of New York 
cities subway elevated and surface car 
lines, as well as paralysis of its har­
bor shipping, is threatened by the 
strike of harbor workers, which has 
been in progress more than a week, 
it was announced to-day. Frank 
Hadley, general manager of the lr- 
ter-bororough rapid transit and Al­
lied lines, declared that unless coal 
barges are moved at once a shut 
down of transportation to Manhatten 
Island will result. Freight is pilling 
up at piers, and the movement of 
trans-Atlantic, coastal and coastwise 
shipping has been demoralized. The 
last regular delivery of coal was made 
to the Interborough a week ago yes­
terday. Mr. Hadley said, “While we 
have been able to get a few loads here 
and there, the total amount has been 
far from sufficient to keep the lines 
running. We require about 2,000 tons 
a day, and if we cannot get it in some 
way, we have to suspend opera­
tions until we get it, as we cannot run 
without fuel.”

The arrival of more than 7,000 pack­
ages of Newfoundland Scotch cured 
herring this week by steamer Adolph 
has served only to confirm the fact 
that the quaii:y of Newfoundland her­
ring this year is far and away inferior 
to any received in this market during 
the past few years. The general run 
of the fish, the pack and the grading 
of a great number of the packages 
opened at the do.ck in Biooklyn were 
convincing evidence cf the careless 
manner of handling. The quality of 
those barrels inspected Lere, in the 
trade opinion, is a severe commentary 
on the inspection system in Newfound­
land and the qualications of the pack­
ers themselves. Of the entire lot re­
ceived it is doubtful if there were 
more then a few hundred sold. While 
there were buyers there little 
interest was shown in the fish and 
few even inquired as to prices. As in 
past shipments the grading of the 
herring received this week was poor. 
Manyp barrels marked large fulls, and 
topped off with large fancy fish, were 
found to contain matfuls and matties 
in the middle and there were cases 
where empties were found also.

Stocks that were expected to bring 
$25 are reported to have sold as low 
as $20 in some instances. The utter 
lack of demand has naturally made 
holders weak, but there are some who 
hold the opinion that price cutting is 
useless at this time. New offerings of 
Green Bay herring at $17.50 @ 18 are 
reported here and some express the 
opinion that prices mil be still lower 
before the season is much older. The 
quotations which have prevailed ar>, 
of course, nr an al at present, there 
being no maritet upon which to bass 
stable quotations.—N. Y. Fishing Gaz- 
ete, Mar. 1.

The Montreal Gazette says: It has 
been discovered that by putting a few 
raisins and a little yeast in a bottle of 
innocuone cider or temperance beer, 
recorking the bottle and letting it 
stand for a week or two, there is pro­
duced a drink whose “kick” would do 
no discredit to John Barleycorn at 
his worst The dry laws may have to 
be amended to prohibit traffic in dried 
fruit and “barm” it the wicked are not 
to circumvent them.

Although the ceremony was per­
formed three weeks ' ago, Bernard 
Briethort, 80 years of age, of Brook­
lyn, N.Y., did not let the fact he had 
taken a bride (one year his junior) 
become known until last week. He 
said the reason was that he did not 
like publicity and he intimated at 
further that some of his family might 
have objected had he announced his 
intention.

Murderers Who
Betrayed Themselves.

In several notable cases it has been 
the precautions taken by the murder­
er that have given him away.

A man was found dead in his room. 
He was a Frenchman who had lived 
alone. It was clear that he had given 
up his life only after a terrible strug­
gle. There was blood on the floor 
and on the walls—blood everywhere 
except upon the body itself. Nor 
were there any wounds. The man had 
been strangled to death. And the 
blood? The dead man must have 
wounded his murderer.

And so the detectives of the French 
town in which the crime had been 
committed looked about for a wound­
ed man. They did not find him. 
There were finger-prints enough. They 
revealed nothing, for they did not cor­
respond with any finger-print records 
at police headquarters.

At last it occurred to an official that 
perhaps the blood with which the 
room was so liberally bespattered 
should be analysed. That was done. 
It was not the blood of a human be­
ing at all, but the blood of a bull!

The crime was more mysterious 
than ever. Here was a murder which 
had been committed by strangulation; 
the finger marks on the throat were 
those of a strong man; yet the blood 
in the room was that of a bull. True, 
it would be easy to obtain blood from 
a slaughter-house ; but why?

Someone remembered that one of 
the few persons who disliked the 
murdered man was one who worked 
in a slaughter house not very far 
away. He was arrested. His finger­
prints agreed with those upon the 
wall of the room where the crime had 
been committed. The man confessed; 
he was the murderer. He had spat­
tered the blood of the bull around the 
room in order that he might insist, 
should he be arrested, that he had 
fought and killed in self-defence.

Another case: The only evidence of 
a murder upon which the police could 
work was a pair of blood-stained 
trousers. The suspected murderer 
grieved, apparently sincerely, over 
the death. He had evaded suspicion 
to a certain extent by taking an active 
interest in the investigation. When 
the trousers—his trousers—were dis­
covered, he assumed an air of out­
raged indignation. He had killed a 
goose shortly after the murder, and 
had splashed himself with its blood. 
The story was pleausibie: the man 
had kept poultry. The District At­
torney ordered the blood to be exam­
ined. It was the blood of a human 
being. Eventually the man confess­
ed.

It may interest you to know that 
we have collected and distributed 
over six million things from this de­
partment and have had most encour­
aging recognition of the help we have 
been able to extend, from the large 
numbers of hospitals we are organ­
ised to supply and many military 
and civil ones in addition.
