Traced to Sea Salt.
The prime duty incumbent 

upon all Newfoundlanders, who 
engage in the prosecution of the 
fishery is to turn out a number 
one merchantable article. In 
order to reach this desideratum 
it is necessary that the greatest 
care be exercised in splitting, 
Washing, salting, water-horsing 
and making. The quality of the 
salt used should be carefully 
selected, as in a great measure 
reddening of fish—an almost 
constant happening—is due to 
the salt. Some little while ago 
Considerable discussion, was 
carried on through thé press as 
to the cause of this red dis­
coloration of fish in salt bulk, 
and many theories were advan­
ced in supporting the conten­
tions of the numerous corres­
pondents who wrote upon this 
subject. The evil complained of 
was not peculiar to Newfound­
land. Canada and United States 
fishermen experienced similar 
trouble, and the fishery scien­
tists of both these countries 
were then engaged in determin­
ing the cause. Very recently a 
report on this matter has been 
made by Dr. F..C. Harrison of 
MacDonald College, Quebec, and 
almost simultaneously another 
report comes from a United 
States authority in the person 
of Dr. W. W. Browne. Both 
these gentlemen reach the same 
conclusion, viz., that the veget­
able growth to which the dis­
coloration (reddening) of fish is 
attributed prevails only in sea 
salt, and they recommend that 
the usage of sea salt for fish 
curing purposes be discontinued, 
unless sterilized, and mined salt 
be employed instead. Salt is 
produced in many places and 
may be divided into two classes 
—mined, and sea, or solar salt. 
Dr. Harrison, in his report, gives 
the following definition :
'(1) Mined Salt comes either 

from deposits in crystaline 
form, or from areas under- 

t" ground where sufficient 
r' moisture is present to pro­

duce a strong brine, which 
is pumped to the surface 
and then evaporated. Ex­
amples of this kind of salt 

f ~ are known to the trade as 
Liverpool (English salt

areas or basins. The organism 
causing discoloration must 
therefore come to contact with 
thé fish through the usé of sea 
salt as pointed, out by Dr. Har­
rison, for if there were no red 
organisms present in the salt, 
certainly ilo red color could or 
would develop on the fish, 
“Undoubtedly,” he says, “the 
source of this trouble is found 
in trtpical salt, that is, salt ob­
tained by the evaporation of 
sea water in tropical or semi- 
tropical regions.” The process 
of preparation of sea salt is ex­
haustively explained by Dr. 
Hârrieon, a description of which 
will appear in a subsequent ar­
ticle; Enough, however, has 
been written to show that the 
reddening of fish—AS has been 
contended by local writers—Is 
due to the quality of the salt 
used In curing, and to obviate 
which mined salt must be sub­
stituted for^seajialti^

New-Stamp Issue.
CAMBOU STAMPS" TO BE RE- 

PLACE».

a new issue of postage stamps, to 
be placed on sale during the summer, 
is now being considered by the De­
partment of Posts and Telegraphs. 
Designs have been submitted, but no 
definite decision baa been reached 
with respect to these, or to the values 
and number of stamps in the set. It 
is probable that there will .be a dif­
ferent design for each value. At 
present the stamps In use ,are the 
Caribou issue and some values of the 
Cabot set. The Caribou stamps were 
placed on sale In 1919, and were only 
Intended as a temporary Issue ini com­
memoration of the deeds of the Royal. 
Newfoundland Regiment and «New­
foundland Royal Naval Reserve In the 
war. Certain values of this set were 
rapidly exhausted and were replaced 
by remainders of the Cabot Issue. 
There have been several printings of 
the lower values. In 1920, a number 
of surcharges were necessary on ac- 
count of a shortage of the lower val­
ues of the Caribou etamps. There 
have also been special surcharges and 
over-prints for air mall since 1919. 
Although these stamps were heces- 
sary, In nearly every case, they were 
badly handled by the postal authori­
ties, with the result that they came 
under the baw-ot philatelists as specu­
lative issues. _____ -,
