Sugar Making. *

On account of the great rise in the
price of sugar, farmers will do well to
give particular attention to the suga®
bush this season, as they will be well re-
paid for their trouble, Maple sugar,
when properly made, always commands
a high price. After the clear sap is got
it should be quickly boiled. An old
sugar maker says:—‘ He boils the sap
until it is quite thick, and then strains it
throngh flannel, after which he lets it
stand until it is entirely cooled, and then
boils it again; during this boiling he
cleanses it with eggs und milk; uses
about two eggs and one pint of milk to
each fifty pounds of sugar, and again
strains it through flannel ; sap that he
gathers in the morning he boils at night
and that gathered at night he boilsin the
morning; by this second straining he
gets out a gritty substance which he can-
not get at the first strnmmg ; this gnttg
