Antiiles, combined with- extraordinary vol
canic influences, undermined the Antilles
chain, which went down in the Cataclysm
well establisbed in Indian traditions which I
have gatbered both in North and South, and

themsel(e%. Io the tremendous catastrophe,
probably the most stupendous that ever took
place on tbe surface of the globe, the Penin-
solar of Yucatap, with, its splendid Aztec
cilies, sank, and since has partially risen,
leaving the two grand estuaries, the Gulf of
Mexico and the Caribean Sea, ivto whichthe
two sabterranean rivers, from the constant
overflow of their vast cisteros under the
mountains. now spread their clear and blue
waters, hested by the volcavic furnaces they
bave passed.
