VENEZUELAN SITUATION.

Nothing New to Report From Caracas.

Caracas, Jan. 10-rtAdvice» have been 
received here that M. Wiener, the new 
French «minister to Venezuela, has left 
Paris on his way hither to renew the 
diplomatic relations which have been 
■broken since 1864. This is laken here 
as proof that France has no intention to 
join in any measures of coercion. The 
Venezuelan government is informed that 
'the allied powers will not think of rais­
ing the blockade before the arrival of 
United States Minister Bowen at Wash­
ington.

La Guayra, Venezuela, Jan. 10.—The 
Dutch steamer Priez Fredrik Hendrik 
arrived here today and the minister of 
the Netherlands, Dr. van «Leyden, who 
is retiring from his post on account of 
ill health, embarked, accompanied by 
Acting -United States Consul Brewer. 
They were conveyed to the steamer in 
an Italian launch. The British flagship 
Ariadne and the British torpedo boat de­
stroyer Rocket sailed from La Guayra 
today for Curacao.

Berlin, Jan. 10.—A despatch, to the 
Lokal Anzeiger from Caracas says 
United States Minister (Bowen’s* depar­
ture for Washington awakens fears 
among the members of the foreign col­
ony at the Venezuelan capital, -lest acts 
of violence be committed against them 
during his absence. But Président 
Castro, it is added, has promised the 
foreign -residents full protection.

Washington, Jan. 10.—While arrange­
ments have not yet been m-ade for the 
meeting of the Venezuelan commission, 
some attention has been given to the 
subject, and it appears that the United 
(States government will be expected to 
provide accommodations for the body. 
It is probable that accommodations will 
be procured in one of the hotels here 
for the state department has no available 
room to devote to such purposes. Sig­
nor Mayor des Planches, the Italian 
bassador here, is, by virtue of seniority, 
entitled to preside if the proceedings are 
to he in the nature of a joint meeting, 
and his long diplomatic service is re­
garded as peculiarly fitting him for the 
important work imposed upon the com­
mission.

He insisted that he was not 
an anarchist, and said that his wife, 
a ‘French woman, had confined him in a 
lunatic asylum. The prisoner in mak­
ing this statement did not appear ex­
cited, but there are indications that he 
is insane. The-Minister of the Interior 
telegraphed that the attempt vgas direct­
ed against the grand chamberlain, and 
not against the King.

A police sergeant, who was the first 
to seize Feito makes the following 
statement: “After the King’s carriage 
had passed Feito, who was standing in 
front of me, raised a pistol and fired at 
the second carriage in the procession 
Before he could fire a second time 1 
struck him with my sword. He cried: 
“You wish to kill me, but I seek the 
life of the Duke of Sotomayor, who 
the cause of all my troubles. The 
Duke of Sotomayor, however, was not 
in the second carriage it being occupied 
by the Marquis de la Mina, the court 
grand equerry aud two palace officials.

It is the custom for the Spanish court 
to attend divine service every Saturday 
at the Church of Atocha. . ,

This church, however, is now being 
rebuilt, and the King now goes to the 
Church of Buen Suceso. -Ori these oc­
casions the court proceeds in state pre- 
ceded and followed by mounted detach­
ments of the Royal body guard and ac­
companied by carriages containing the 
court dignitaries and grandees of Spain. 
After the shooting incident the people 
gathered along the route from the 
church to the palace, gave the King an 
ovation as the royal carriage proceeded 
slowly towards the royal residence.

Vancouver, Jam. 10.—A. H. Lehman, 

the (South African hero who returned 
from Paardeburg with nine wounds, 
killed himself this morning while under 
arrest for forgery. Lehman had been 
driuking and beirig bothered with debts 
and his brain befuddled with liquor he 
scrawled Police Officer Campbell’s 
name on the back of a check sent to 
Officer Campbell from the Union Steam­
ship campany in payment ot a licence! 
and cashed the check. This happened 
last week when Officer Campbell was 
on his holidays. When the forgery was 
noticed yesterday Officer CampbeB 
placed Lehman under arrest, giving him 
in charge of a special-officer, J. H. Mc­
Pherson. It was then that Lohman 
decided to kill himself rather than live 
to suffer the disgrace of being branded 
as a forger. He asked to write a let­
ter. The letter was written, and ad­
dressed to Mrs. A. Riechers, 292 Van 
Ness avenue, San Francisco. It was 
found in the pocket of Lohman’s coat 
after the suicide.

Vancouver.the two prisoners, who had that after­

noon rejoined their party, standing over 
the prostrate form of the warder. He 
had been struck down by a blow on 
the side of the head, and just as I 
caught sight of the group, one of the 
prisoners was again about to strike the 
unfortunate officer with a email “pick,” 
which he held aloft in both hands.

Had the blow descended, there would
have been, an end to Warder L----- ’s
existence; but the “crane man” seized 
the uplifted weapon, and, three other 
prisoners rushing upon the assailant, he 
was at once thrown to the ground aud 
the P.ick wrested from his grasp.

One old convict drew out the small 
‘ *kel-plated whistle which every prison 

warder is provided with, for the purpose 
of summoning assistance whenever 
needful, and, blowing away with might 
and main, soon brought a number of 
officials to the spot. *

A convict gang deprived of its leader 
is apt to become disorganized, and 
things looked very ugly indeed before 
the arrival of the relief officers. Order 
was,, however, soon restored, and the 
whole gang, surrounded by warders and 
civil guards, was marched back to 
prison aud placed under lock £nd key.

Warder L------ eventually recovered,
and is, I believe, still in the prison ser­
vice, but he had a “narrow squeak,” 
and the brutal ruffians who attacked 
him were properly punished by a liberal 
application of “tbe cat” and a long addi­
tional term of imprisonment.

I happened to be in Parkhurst prison 
a short time ago when a deliberate at­
tempt to murder one of the most 
fatherly warders in that large establish­
ment was made by a convict undergoing 
15 years’ penal servitude for an assault 
upon his superior officer in the army.

This man had some grudge against
Warder M----- , who was in charge of
the “cleaners” party, and as the gang 
was at work on one of the top landings 
of the prison he suddenly seized the 
officer and endeavored to» fling him over 
the rails. Had he succeeded in doing
so, poor M----- might have been killed;
but some fellow prisoners came to the 
warder’s assistance and pounced upon 
the aggressor, who was at once taken 
to the punishment cells to await trial 
by the director, Who always has power
to deal with such cases. Warder M-----
only suffered from shock and was soon 
able to resume his , duties, whilst the 
convict was sentenced to 14 days’ bread- 
and-water diet, piit in leg-irons, aud de­
prived of all “class” privileges for three 
months, in addition to which he for­
feited 720 remission marks.

The latter part of the sentence did 
not, however, affect the prisoner, as 
within twelve months of the occurrence, 
and before he had completed three years 
of his original sentence, he was one day 
found dead in his cell, having commit­
ted suicide by cutting his throat.

Speaking of suicides, these “reminis­
cences” wouldroot be complete were one
to omit the ease ot the convict F----- ,
whose dreadful end caused such a pro­
found sensation in Parkhurst prison just 
before I left that establishment.

The first time he had ever been in 
prison F------ was undergoing the crush­
ing sentence of penal servitude for life. 
He had completed no less than 17 years 
of that sentence at the time of the 
tragiq occurrence I am about to relate, 
and, as under a standing order of the 
Home Office, life sentenced men are 
generally released (on license) when they 
have been twenty years in prison, he 
would have had but three years more 
to serve, when, probably worn out and 
completely demoralized by his long im­
prisonment, he resolved upon putting an 
end to it by taking his own life. En­
gaged in a gang which carried on its 
operations upon the top landing of “A” 
hall, he one day watched his opportu­
nity; and, when the warder in charge 
of the party was occupied with another 
prisoner, deliberately flung himself over 
the railings, and, falling a distance of 
nearly 80 feet, alighted on his head and 
was almost instantly killed.

In most prisons there is a wire guard 
running along the whole length of each 
hall and about 20 feet from the ground, 
thus breaking the fall and preventing 
any would - be suicide from descending 
to the flags beneath.

Unhappily this protective netting was 
not then slung up in “A” hall, although 
it has since that sad affair been placed 
there. *

I chanced to be walking into that hall 
at the time of the occurrence, and saw 
two warders mopping up a pool of 
blood from the spot where the hapless 
prisoner had fallen. He had just been 
carried over to the hospital, but he was 
then, of course, unconscious, and died 
shortly afterwards.

It was in connection with this painful 
incident that a certain “prison poet” 
composed the piece, since published, 
commencing with the' lines:

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ACHILLES EN ROUTE.

First of Ocean Steamship Co.’s Fledt 
Sails From Liverpool.

The British steamer Achilles, first of 
the big Ocean Steam Ship Co.’s liners,. 
running in conjunction with the China 
Mutual fleet, to come to Victoria, leaves 
Liverpool today with general cargo for 
Victoria, and Tacoma, as well as the 
many ports of call en route around the 
world to this port via the Suez canal, 
the Straits Settlements and China and 
Japan. The Achilles, which is one of 
the three' dozen liners ot the Ocean 
Steam Ship company, all named after 
the mythical heroes of old Greece, is a 
fine freight carrier of 7,043 tons gross, 
and about a thousand tons larger than 
any of the China Mutual liners' which 
have yet visited this port, although there 
are some of the vessels flying the China 
Mutual flag now en route, which will 
arrive before her of much' larger capac­
ity, the Ning Chow which is to leave 
Yokohama for Victoria in a few days 
being a vessel of 9,100 tons.

This week circulars for 1903 were re­
ceived from Liverpool announcing tbe 
joint service by the Ocean Steamship 
Co., ILtd., which is the “Blue Funnel” 
line, and the China Mutual Steam Na­
vigation Co., Ltd., between “Glasgow 
and (Liverpool' and Tacoma,” carrying 
cargo on through bills of lading to Vic­
toria, Vancouver, Seattle, Portland. 
San Francisco and other Pacific Coast 
points, steamers leaving Liverpool every 
28 days.

The circular further announces the 
list of sailing dates “from Tacoma and 
Victoria, each 28 days, for Yokohama, 
Kobe, Hongkong, Liverpool and Glas­
gow, carrying cargo on through bills 
of lading for all ports in Japan, China, 
Manila, Singapore, Penang, Colombo. 
Western Australian and European 
ports.”

The total fleet of the ocean steamer» 
operated jointly by these two companies 
numbers in all 49 steamers. Of these 
three are over 9,000 tons gross register, • 
eleven are over 7,000, and the balance 
of the fleet range from 3,000 to 7,00ft 
tobs. The China Mutual fleet includes 
13 steamers, three of which, the Ping 
Chow, Keemun and Oanfa are 9,10ft 
tons gross. The Moyune will be the 
next outbound steamer of this line, sail­
ing for Liverpool via ports on Thursday 
next.

Steamer Glenogle sailed yesterday far 
Kobe and Oriental ports with a cargo 
valued at $102.000: on her last voyage 
under the Northern Pacific flag, for on 
arrival at Hongkong her charter expires

I wish space would permit of a repro­

duction of the entire composition, but I 
have already exceeded the limit allowed 
me, and must conclude this chapter of 
“reminiscences” by referring to the 
case of poor M——, who, within six
weeks of IF----- ’s death, was found dead
in his cell, when the warder first un­
locked his cell door on the 21st of Feb­
ruary. Unlike F----- ;, this man had been
in prison before, and was then under­
going 20 years’ penal servitude for at­
tempting to murder his wife.

The woman subsequently recovered, 
and when her husband had completed 
about eight or nine years of his sen­
tence, tidings reached him that she had 
got into trouble.

M----- 1 brooded over his misfortune to
such an extent that his ’mind appeared 
to have given way. He was “admitted” 
to the hospital, where he remained for 
some time. He accused the medical 
staff of “neglect and ill-treatment” 
charge which, after careful investiga­
tion, I found to be wholly unfounded.

M------was discharged from the infirm­
ary suddenly, and a few days later he 
was found in his cell, suspended from 
tho ventilator attached to the cell win­
dow, and quite dead. He had tied a 
boot-lace around his throat on the pre­
vious evening, and, attaching it to a 
strip of linen torn from his sheets, 
strangled himself.

An inquest was, of course, held in the 
prison the next day, and the usual 
stereotyped verdict — “temporary insan­
ity”—was returned.

But what produced the insanity?
That M-----  was not “insane” at the
date of his conviction and sentence is 
clear, as he would iu that ease have 
been-sent to Broadmoor lunatic asylum.

Perhaps the explanation of_ this and 
many other similar fatalities which 
have occurred in prisons within the past 
twenty years is to be found in the de­
scription 'given of our prison system, by 
Sir Edmond dn Cane, who has publicly 
declared that “our prison regimen im­
poses upon all under it an artificial

Humbert traversed the 
courts*£id of the- prison to the under­
ground passage leading to the Judge’s 
ciiamber with a proud and energetic 
bearing. Me met the glances of persons 
she encountered on the xvay with much 
assurant*. Lawyer Robert was present 
at the examination in behalf of the ac­
cused. Mme Humbert was well pre­
pared to go through with the ordeal as 
she workedebalf of last night arrang­
ing answers to such questions as she 
thought likely to be asked. It is re­
ported that to M. Leydu’s- questions she 
replied with nruelv arrogance, and con­
fidence. She categorically refused, how­
ever. to answer a single question re­
garding the Crawfords or their mil­
lions, saying she reserved her replies 
in this connection for her trial, when 
she would tell absolutely everything. 
Mme. Humbert said she took the en­
tire responsibility of the whole affair 
upon her own shoulders, and that her 
family had nothing to do with It. The 
foregoing is the latest version of the 

questioning, but as the proceedings be­
fore Judge Leydu were private, it is 
impossible accurately to ascertain what 
occurred. A rephrt was current earlier 
in the day to the effect that Mme. Hum­
bert declared the whole story of the 
Crawfords and their millions to he^true, 
and that the Crawfords really existed, 
and that in good time they would ap­
pear and confound her enemies.

idiots. Every law requires public senti­
ment behind it. We know, of course, 
that good laws and strong officers can

by the purest elements of society they 

-can not do. In so far as Mayor Hay­
ward is responsible for the moral tone 
of this city, he has earned the gratitude

MYSTERIOUS I STATISTICS.

The following article taken from a i 
American exchange is a wholesale ar­
raignment of the American school sys­
tem, to which the Canadian system is 
somewhat similar.
ginning to end of -a total misapplication 
of facts.

Dr. Arthur MacDonald, specialist, of 
the United .States -bureau of education, 
has prepared a reptrft to congress which 
shows that crime, suicidé, insanity and 

ttitormality have in­
creased during the pifilt' thirty or forty 
years iu this country proportionately to 
the.increase in the population.

This would not be so startling a state­
ment but for another in the same report.
Dr. MacDonald says 
Atlantic States, tifo: Centra! and the 
-Western, which show the greatest pro­
gress in education and intelligence, a-lso 
exceed in insanity, suicide, hervous dis­
eases, juvenile criminals and almshouse 
paupers.

IS till another statement -taken in con­
nection with this does not indicate that 
the present American school system is 
all that it should be. In the states rep­
resentative of the highest intelligence in 
the country youth as compared with 
adults have committed more crimes as 
society has developed. Suicide among 
children has especially increased.

iWere the general crime increase pro- 
portiouate only to increase of population, 
we might find some comfort iu the fact 
that our ports are continuously open- to 
immigr-atiou from every quarter of the 
globe. The immigratiou of recent years 
has not compared favorably iu morality 
with that of tile earlier periods of 
American development.

In the first half of the last century 
and through its third quarter immigra­
tion was homogeneous and uniformly 
characterized by Christian morality.
The immigrants as a class wore lovers 
of peace and order. They were intensely 
devoted to the idea of a pure and affec­
tionate home. They were for the most 
part of the agricultural class. ...

It has 'beeu ex- eiK-ouraemg factors making for
tenisively from continental congested re- BUed prosperity in tlie United
gions. It has beeu largely without 
religious or moral convictions. It hai 
been saturated more or less with social­
ism, which is incapable of respecting 
any moral law not based upon the will 
of each individual—a doctrine necessarily 
subversive of fhe home idea, the family 
idea, the self-control idea, the self-denial 
idea.

The American people have been- un­
conscious of the insidious progress of so­
cialism in their -free school system. To 
its advance is due in the greatest meas­
ure the increase of crime and -insanity 
among American youth.

socialism rests upon the dogma of 
spontaneous generation of -life, a dogma 
to which science -as science lends no aid 
if Darwin and Huxley be right. So­
cialism rests ugxm the related dogma 
that as life ils spontaneously generated 
there is no such thing as moral respon­
sibility in the individual. Logically, 
therefore, crime Ss a duty where "it 
would satisfy individual desire and sui­
cide is mere recreation where it would 
put an end to obstruction of self-indul­
gence.

This gospei o-f mere brutishness has 
been propagated by the political gospel 
of socialism, which is a perfect match 
for its moral gospel. The -moral gospel 
of socialism is unrestricted selfishness.
The .-political gospel of socialism is that 
the child belongs to the state and that 
the state should do everything -for it.
Responsibility of the parents is elim­
inated and the child acquires the idea 
that he owes* no obedience to the par- 
cut, but Should look to the state for the 
gratification "of -all bis wishes, which are 
pronounced by socialism- -legitimate be­
cause they are “natural.”

J The iSiimilkatoeen Star publishes a re­
view and forecast of the mining in­
dustry to that district from which the 
following is clipped :

Hedley camp is situated near the 
junction of Twenty Mile creek with the 
Similkameen, and is between 25 and 30 
miles east of Princeton. This is the only 
camp in the Similkalmeen that as yet can 
boast a highly developed mine, with 
modern equipment. The difficulties of 
transportation and other drawbacks of a 
-new country that prevent the man of 
moderate means from developing his 
property, were powerless to hinder the 
enterprise of the owners of the Nickel 
Plate mine, and the faith to their proper­
ty that prompted them to make expen­
ditures aggregating several -hundred 
thousands of dollars, has been amply re­
warded by the opening up of large bod­
ies of high grade gold ore.

Work has been carried on continu­
ously on the Nickel Plate for four years, 
a force of about 20 men having been 
employed most of the time. The mine 
has been developed by means of tunnels, 
close to 1,000 feet of drifting and tun­
neling having been done.

The lead, which is 40 feet dn- width, 
is said to average about $20 a ton, while 
the sorted ore will press the $100 mark 
closely.

_ Ottawa. 20th September, 1900. 
Sir,—I have the honor to inform you 

that there have been received at this 
department from the Minister of For­
eign Affairs of Sweden, through the 
Swedish and Norwegian consul in Can­
ada, certain copies of the law and of 
the regulations of the Nobel Founda­
tion or endowment,, approved by His 
Majesty the King of Sweden and Nor­
way on the 29th of June last.

The matter at issue in these docu­
ments concerning, in general terms, 
higher education, it has been decided 
to distribute the documents in question 
among the provinces and territories of 
Canada; and I have accordingly to 
transmit to Your Honor, herewith, one 
copy of the publication^above mention­
ed, with the request that you will kind­
ly invite your ministers to consider 
favorably the request of the Swedish 
Minister of Foreign Affairs that “the 
widest publicity he given to the prin­
cipal contents dt the documents, which 
are of a kind to interest the entire 
civilized world," and, if deemed advis­
able, to take whatever action is deemed 
proper in the premises so as to comply 
with this request.

Briefly it may be stated this endow­
ment or foundation rests upon the will, 
dated 27th November, 1895, of Dr. Al­
fred Bernhard Nobel, an engineer and 
a distinguished philanthropist, who di­
rected that the interest upon a certain 
portion of his fortune, as set forth at 
length iu his will, should be distributed 
annually, in five equal portions, as 
prizes to those who, in the course of 
the year elapsed, should have rendered 
the greatest service to humanity in the 
five following ways, respectively:

1. 'Making the most important dis­
covery or invention in the domain of the 
physical or natural sciences;

2. Making the most important dis­
covery in chemistry or contributing 
most to perfect any existing branch, 
thereof ;

3. Making the most important dis­
covery in the domain of physiology or 
of medicine;

4. [Producing the literary work, most 
remarkable in exposition or interpreta­
tion of the doctrine of idealism;

5. Doing the most for the brotherhood 
of man in the direction of suppressing 
or reducing standing armies, as well as 
for the formation and increase of Peace 
Congresses.

The testator, it may be added, was 
emphatic in willing that in the distri­
bution of these prizes, no account what­
ever shall be taken of nationally, so 
that in every instance the prize is to 
go to the most worthy, whethep or not 
he belong to the Scandinavian king­
doms.

The first distribution of the Nobel 
prizes is, the minister intimates, to be 
made on the 10th of December, 1901.

NOBEL PEACE PRIZE.
To he taken into consideration at the 

distribution of the Nobel Peace Prize 
in the month of December, 1908: The 
candidates must be proposed to the 
Nobel committee of the Norwegian par­
liament by a qualified person before the 
1st February, 1903.

Are qualified to propose candidates: 
The members of the Nobel committee of 
the Norwegian parliament; members of 
Legislative assemblies and of Govern­

or various States; the members 
of the Inter-parliamentary council; the 
members of the permanent International 
Peace commission; the members and as­
sociates of the Institute of International 
law; the Professors of Law and of Poli­
tical Science, History and Philosophy 
in the Universities; persons who have 
received the Nobel Peace Prize.

The Nobel Peace Prize may be given 
to an institution or to an association.

Pursuant to article 8 of the Statute 
of the Nobel Foundation, every proposi­
tion must give reasons, with writings 
and other documents upon which it is 
founded.

Pursuant to article 3, every writing, 
to be admitted in the competition, must 
have heen published by means of the 
press.

TO STRENGTHEN
THEIR HANDS

According to Mr. J. Matthews, sup­
erintendent of the Wellington collieries 
at Cumberland, B. C., there is a great 
future in store for the town of Cumber­
land as a result of the recent strike of 
anthracite coal there in addition to the 
already large bituminous coal deposits.

>lr. Matthews came over from Na­
naimo today on a business trip and 

registered at Çhe Commercial, says 
the Vancouver Province. To a Province 
representative yesterday he stated that 
the discovery of anthracite coal which 
was made about two months ago, has 
been thoroughly prospected, and is now 
being opened up.

The location of the new mine is about 
four miles from Cumberland, and a 
force of 60 men had been engaged until 
a_ few days ago iu making a clearing 
95 feet to strike the vein. The deposit 
preparatory to sinking a shaft down 
has been found to be quite extensive 
The same vein crops out in two places 
over three miles apart, and Mr. Mat­
thews is also confident that the opening 
up of this property will also disclose a 
large deposit of soft coal. The new 
property comprises over 1,000 acres and 
promises to be the richest that the com­
pany has yet operated. The roadbed 
for a railway has been constructed from 
Cumberland to the new anthracite 
mine, and it is now only awaiting the 
arrival of rails to be completed.

Cumberland is Said to be the only 
place in Canada where hard and soft 
coal have been found together. Similar 
curious instances have been found in 
sevéral places in Pennsylvania and Col­
orado, bat this find is unique in the 
history of Canadian coal mining. The 
anthracite is of excellent quality, and 
shows an analysis of 80.7 in carbon. 
This is considered a very good showing, 
especially from the outcrop.

Welsh hard coal only averages 2 per 
cent, carbon and the best Pennsylvania 
anthracite only goes from 88 to 90 per 
cent, in carbon.

The new coal is practically smoke­
less, and Mr. Matthews says he has 
burned it in an open grate for some 
time. It will be especially valuable for 
naval and domestic use, and will obvi­
ate importing Welsh coal around the 
Horn, which is largely used by the navy 
at present.

-Mr. Matthews says that the com­
pany expects to have the anthracite 
mine partially opened by next fall. The 
new mine will do much to build up the 
town of Cumberland, as it will give 
employment to a large number of min­
ers. It is the company’s intention to 
transport the miners out to the mines 
by' means of special trains, and will 
have a number of new transport cars 
built shortly, especially for the work­
men.

The work of pumping the shaft at 
Wellington flooded after the recent ex­
plosion is progressing satisfactorily, 
and Mr. Matthews is of the opinion that 
the mine will be free from water bv 
next fall. The remains of only one of 
the victims of that explosion is now 
undiscovered. The mine is now ship­
ping about 900 tons a day from the 
upper levels.

Rosslund Board of Trade Passes 

Strong Resolutions Urging

BEFORE THE is
Rossland, Jan. 7—At a largely attend­

ed and representative meeting of the 
Board of Trade tonight two resolutions, 
dealing with important aspects of the 
mining industry were unanimously car­
ried. The first referred to the desirabil­
ity of abolishing the two per cent, min­
eral tax because of its serious effect in 
preventing the utilization of so-called 
low grade ores of the Rossland and oth­
er camps. The resolution demonstrated 
in figures that the two per cent, tax rep­
resented a margin on actual profits as 
follows: '

On sixteen dollar ore 3.6 per cent.
On twelve dollar ore, 8 per cent.
On eight dollar ore, 16 per cent.
On six dollar ore 22 per cent.
The Board strongly urged the re­

moval of such a serious barrier to the 
utilization of Rossland’s immense low 
grade ore reserves.

The second resolution referred to the 
silver-lead industry and read as fol­
lows:

Demand Is Stimulated by Superior 
Packing.

Hon. Sydney Fisher’s Fruit Marks 
Act, providing for the proper packing 
and grading of Canadian fruit, com­
bined with improved steamship facili­
ties. is greatly stimulating the demand 
to. these products in the British mar­
ket. This is quite evident from the 
alarm which the operation of the act 
has created in the minds of our non- 
Canadian competitors. For example. 
Le Jardin, of Paris, publishes a state­
ment by the French consul ft Liver­
pool, in which he draws attention to 
Mr. -Fisher’s act and the vigorous in­
spection made of Canadian fruit, not 
only when shipped, but upon arrival at 
Liverpool. Owing to these facts and 
to refrigerating plants used on the 
large Canadian steamers, fruit ship­
ments, he says, have arrived at ‘Liver­
pool in excellent condition. The French 
consul goes on to say that the recent 
establishment of the new service of 
steamers will give impetus to the ex­
port of fruit from Canada.

The French consul at Liverpool adds.' 
“It therefore behooves them to further 
improve the quality and beauty of their 
fruit, as well as to improve their traffic 
and to thoroughly organize for the mar­
ket.

“ The Canadian farmers produce the 
pear, ‘Duchesse d’Angouleme,’ and claim 
that it is superior in color and in taste 
to that of France. They exported fruit 
of this variety to England in 1901 to 
67,850 francs’ worth.”

The Japan 
Advertiser says: “On the 7th of last 
month a sea demolished her skylights 
aud flooded her music room and dining 
saloon. On the first day of the storm 
S. H. Nealy, of Washington, D. C., one 
of the passengers, while on a stroll, was 
pinned against the lee bulwarks by the 
lurching of the ship and sustained pain­
ful but not serious injuries. One rib 
was fractured and his side badly 
bruised. On December las seven Chin­
ese sailors were setting the main jib, it 
was whipped ' by the wihd from their 
grasp, aud the wood pulley struck one 
railor, literally knocking the entire top 
Of his head off. killing him instantly, 
it then struck the second man on the 
head, injuring him so that little hope 
is entertained by the ship's surgeon for 
his recovery, the third man was badly 
injured about the shoulder. On Sunday, 
December 7, the assistant purser, Mr. 
O'Meara (who hails from Victoria, be­
ing on his first passage) was thrown 
violently by the lurching of the ship, 
his nose and cheek being badly cut. 
During most of the voyage the chief 
steward of the Athenian was seriously 
ill. and this, with the other disasters 
aboard, kept Surgeon Palmer busy.

INCREASED SUBSIDIES.
To Allow For Improvement in Cana- 

dian-Australian Line.
Steamer Moana, of the Canadian- 

Av.straiian line will sail today for the 
Antipodes via Honolulu and Suva, and 
amongst her cargo she will receive 1,000 
barrels of flour consigned to Sydney by 
Brackman & Ker of this city, which 
firm is shipping 1,600 tons of oats to 
Australia by the ship California now 
loading at Vancouver. The Moana will 
have a heavy cargo. The intelligence 
emanating from Australia, that iu view 
of the expiration in three months of 
the mail subsidy contract on the Cann- 
dian-Australian line between Vancou­
ver and Sydney, an entirely new ar­
rangement will be adopted involving in­
creased subsidies and exclusive control 
being vested in the C. P. R„ has every 
indication of being realized iu the 
future.
. It is realized that the present service 
is inadequate to the constantly expand­
ing demands of trade between Canada 
aud Australia. This trade has received 
an immediate and substantial impetus 
by the completion of the All-Red cable. 
At present many inquiries are being ex­
changed between the Dominion and 
Commonwealth in respect to the stimu­
lation of commerce between these two 
vast domains of the Empire by an in­
vestigation as to what material and 
manufactures may bo obtained from each other.

It is also a matter of common knowl­
edge that _ Premier Seddou is anxious 
to have New Zealand made a party (t 
any new arrangements respecting trans­
pacific mail subsidies. The New Zea- 
no-. l)reilder believes in encouraging all 
•British lines and is averse to the 
bpreckles company receiving any sub­
sidies iu its transportation of mail and 
cargo from San Francisco to Auckland.

The plan of reorganization will em­
brace the idea of putting on larger and 
swifter vessels, and, it is understood, 
that Canada will be asked to increase 
its subsidy from $50,000 to $100,000 
and Australia in proportion. If New 
Zealand is a party to the contract, the 
laige aggregate amount of the subsidies 
will permit of the newly constructed 
Canadian-Australian line providing all 
the necessary facilities for the freight 
trade and passenger traffls which will 
undoubtedly set in by reason of the 
greatly improved conditions iu inter­
communication. It is recognized that 
the Miowera is hardly up to the aver­
age demand, the Moana and Aorangi 
being good boats in their class.

^The Pleiades took the so-called North- 

route for the Orient, swinging around 
to within sixty miles of the Aleutian 
archipelago. Some advance the theory 
that she encountered a terrible etcim 
and was driven far off of her course to 
the 'South—possibly near to the Hawai­
ian Islands—as was me case about two 
years ago with the steamship Garonne.

The Pleiades left the Sound well pro­
visioned and coaled. She had 1,0 < 0 tons 
of fuel in her bunkers and enough food 
aboard to last her crew of fifty or sixty 
men almost a year. Although a new 
vessel, her shaft may have broken, leav­
ing the big ship adrift aud helpless at 
sea. That so staunch a ship should 
have gone down seems altogether im­
probable.

The Pleiades was built by the Mary­
land ISteel Works at ISparrows Point. 
'Maryland, in 1900. She is a steel ves: 
sel, 431 feet long, 47 feet beam and 2o 
feet depth of hold, with a net mea Jure­
ment capacity of <1,740 tous. Head 
'weight she carries 5,350 tons. She left 
this port with a full cargo for the ports 
of Yokohama, Kobe, Moji, Hongkong 
aud ‘Manila. Capt. F. G, Purrmgton is 
in command of her. Thirty or forty of 
her crew are Chinese.

Aside from the general interest mani­
fested concerning the .fate of the steam­
ship Pleiades, there is much interest 
here in consequence of the fact that a 
Vancouver man is second officer on the 
vessel. Ben Joyce, who was for a 
long time mate of the fishing steamer 
New England sailing from Vancouver 
to the Northern halibut banks, joined 
the Pleiades when she sailed from the 
Sound on December 4 for Yokohama. 
Joyce desired to secure deep sea papers, 
■add shipped on the Pleiades with that 
object hi view. Mrs. Joyce resides 
here. Capt. Joyce, father of Ben, is 
master of the fishing steamer King­
fisher, which is operated in conjunction 
with the New England by the New Eng­
land Fish company of this city. The 
Kingfisher lias been due in port from 
the North for the past two days, but 
has not put in an appearance yet. Cap- 
taiij Joyce is therefore unaware that 
considerable anxiety is felt concerning 
the safety of the ship his son is on.

NEW CHINA LINE.
Steamship Line From New York to the 

Far East.
A steamship service is about to be in­

stituted from New York to toe Orient, 
in order that the Eastern merchants 
may get into opposition with the West­
ern Coast, which has, now a growing 
connection with the Far East. The 
American-Asiatic S. IS. . Co. has been 
formed to run steamèrk from New York, 
and the first vessel, the Gibraltar, is 
now en route. The American-Chma 
Development company, which is build­
ing the Lu-Han railway, whose objec­
tive point is Hankow,ta Centre of popu­
lation which with iti| flMghboring cities 
houses two milliorr people, is behind 
the riew steamship line, and will trans­
port the material for the railroad in 
the company’s steamers.

CAPTAIN SUICIDES.
Master/of British Steamer Took His 

Own Life,
The bark Amsterdam is now about 

loaded with sugar for Vancouver at 
Somabaya. Capt. Tate, master of the 
British steamer Firth of Dornoch, which 
is also loading sugar at Sourabaya, _ is 
reported to have taken hie own life with 

rifle shot at the Japanese port. His 
vessel was discharging coal at the time. 
One morning lie did not appear _ at 
breakfast, and, cm his cabin door being 
forced open, he wa§ found lying dead 
011 the floor with a Winchester rifle by 
his side. He had pulled the trigger with 
his toe, and the bullet had entered at

THE VICTORIAN.

Will Arrive at Daylight, 'She Will Be 
Fitted Up as Car Ferry.

'Steamer Victorian did not leave Ta­
coma until last night, and will arrive 
here at daylight this morning in tow 
of the tug Sea Lïôu. The Victorian 
will be met off the Outer wharf by the 
tugs Albion and Sadie, which will take 
the steamer into the Victoria Machin­
ery Depot in the upper harbor, where 
she will be moored pending the changes 
that are to be made in the vessel by the 
Victoria Terminal Railway & Ferry 
company to fit her for service as a car 
ferry running between Sidney and Liv­
erpool. The project for the purchase of 
the barge Washington, and the plac­
ing of the engines of the Victorian in 
the barge—which was under considera­
tion by the Victoria Terminal Railway 
& Ferry company—is said to have been 
abandoned, and the steamer Victorian 
is to be fitted up at the Victoria Ma­
chinery Depot for use ae the car ferry. 
Her bow will be taken out and altered, 
and the hull will be generally strength­
ened to allow of her carrying eight or 
nine loaded ears, aud her house con­
struction will also be altered, so that 
the main deck will be reserved for the 
carriage of cars, and the upper deck 
will be fitted up for the accommodation 
of passengers. Considerable work will 
be done on the steamer before she is 
ready for service.

The purchase of the steamer Vic­
torian was made directly by the officers 
of the Victoria Terminal & Ferry com­
pany. J. H. Greer, the ship broker, 
who is connected- by the eveninfe paper, 
with the purchase, requests the Colon­
ist to state that he had nothing what­
ever to do with the deal for the pur­
chase of the steamer Victorian by the 
Victoria company. Regarding the ne­
gotiations being made for the purchase 
of the four barges, Wishington, Waeh- 
ougai, Wallaeout, and Washtucna, and 

were the tug Samson, which have been con# 
ducted for some weeks past, Mr. Greer, 
said that the evening paper is also in 
error. A deal is being made with a 
coal and oil company by Marshall & 
Hope, of Seattle, for the purchase of 
the barges, and Mr. Greer is iu com­
munication with some London and New 
York capitalists who propose to pur­
chase them to turn them into steam 
schooners to run from Seattle to Valdes 
and Copper river during the coming 
summer.

In connection witn the purchase of the 
Victorian and the fact that she is to 
be converted into a car ferry, Mayor 
Hayward is presenting a resolution to 
the City Council to the effect that in 
the opinion of the Council not only has 
the Victoria Terminal Railway com­
pany in manly instances failed to carry 
out the terms of its agreement With 
the city, but the acquisition of the 
steamer Victorian, precluding the pos­
sibility of the ferry being built in Vic­
toria, is not in compliance with either 
the spirit or letter of the agreement 
with the city.
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ORGANIZEDSURVIVOR’S STORY.

(Second Mate Hanson Tells of Loss
of the Friifte Arthur.

'Second Officer Hanson, of the bark 
Prince Arthur, which was wrecked near 
Cape Flattery on January 3, 
bound from Valparaiso to Chemainus, re­
sulting in the loss of eighteen lives, 
gives the following account of the dis­
aster:

At 1 o’clock cn -the morning cf Janu­
ary 3, the vessel' was running Eastward, 
with a strong Westerly wind. Capt. 
'Markusseu had had no observations for 
three days, but as be and the officers 
had been in these waters before, they 
felt confident that they weie inside Cape 
Flattery and sailing, up the Strait of 
IJuan de Fuca. Suddenly a light was 
seen ahead and the officers decided it 
Was a house on shore. Orders were 
quickly given to wear the ship, and 
the vessel was brought about and stood 
off shore. The oificeis were congratu 
la ting themselves 011 the nairow escape 
when the bark struck a rock.

Cape. Markusseu ordered the pumps 
manned and taking a part of the crew 
below investigated the damage. It was 
found that -the vessel had struck a 
glancing blow and that one of the plates 
had split. Preparations were made to 
stop the leak and the vessel was mak­
ing good headway seaward when a sec­
ond reef was struck, but apparently the 
second did no damage.

■Capt. Markusseu remarked that they 
would soon be in deep water and out of 
danger. ;A mountainous sea was run­
ning, and toe bark, rising on a huge 
■wave, fell on a jagged rock and literally 
collapsed and was swept by a tremen­
dous wave, which took every one over­
board and almost annihilated the ves­
sel. The officer, who is one of the two 
survivors, gives the above story, but re­
members nothing intore until the morning 
when he regained his senses on the 
storm-swept beach. He started for help 
and passed another man also alive, and 
the two proceeded to spread the alarm.

According to advices from Neah Bay, 
those who visited the scene of the dis­
aster say the vessel when she struck 
toe beach smashed her bottom in and 
settled right down as though she was 
nothing more than an egig shell and im­
mediately filled with water. At low 
tide she is high and dry and people can 
walk all around her. The 
stripped her of rigging and cabins and 
the hull is filled with sand and kelp.

Six 'bodies came ashore anti 
buried by the people, and the beach is 
toeing patrolled looking for other bodies, 
but it is thought that they are in the hull 
covered with sand and kelp as it was in 
the night when she struck and only 
those who were on deck at the time of 
the disaster succeeded in getting away 

. from the ill-fated craft, and the remain­
der of toe crew were drowned before 
they could reach the deck.

BERTHA STRANDED.
Alaska -Commercial Company’s Steamer 

Struck Near Kyak.
The steamer Bertha, of toe Alaska 

Commercial Company, which was ashore 
a couple of years ago at Calvert Island, 
near Rivers Inlet, and was floated after 
some difficulty by a party of wreckers 
from this city, was again ashore on her 
last trip to Valdes aud Copper river. 
The Bertha returned to Seattle yester­
day with her pumps working to keep 
her free from water, and she will have 
to go into dock. The Bertha ran on a 
submerged rock as she was leaving Ky­
ak on December -23, on her Northward
