THE LOCAL LEGISLATURE.

HON. MR, HARDY AND THE FALSI-
FYING MAIE.

Mr. Mowat on the Boundary AWward=4 Doctors’
Day in the House—The New Parliament
Buildings.

- The most iportant part of the proceed-
ings in the 'local house yesterday was the
’statement of Mr. Mowat in reference to the
negotiations with the Ottawa n“uthoribies_in
regard to the boundary award, and Mr.
Hardy’s showing up of the Mail iniits false
charges against him in reference to the im-
migration report. There was little of in-
terest in the debate on the address, excep
that it was the day for the doctors, three of
them speaking, and of course having some-
thing to say about the health bill, Dr. Cas-
caden’s speech béing the most effective of
the three,

Mr. Hardy rose on a question of privi-
lege and replied to the charge made in
Saturday’s Mail, that he had ‘“shamefully
garbléd * a-réport of the Hamilton immi-
gration‘agent.< He pointed out that while
the Mail - was in pessession of the state-
ments contained in the article as early as
Thursday night, it had not appeared till
Saturday to prevent a reply. ‘They had
made a_two-fold charge—that certain por:-
tions of the report were not printed in the
departmental report, and that other para~
graphe-and’ statements were 'deliberately |
falsified to ‘suit lis own ideas. As'to the
first charge, he pointed out that the gov-
ernment had a perfect right to reject any
matter in: an_agent's Teport that they con-
sidéred irrelevant or unnecessary, and-as
Mr.  Smith’s report’ was in ‘fact almest &
complete copy:of thut sent to the Ottawa
.department, and not only. went over the
whole ground iof © Dominien immigration
(which was quite . beyond  what ‘was
required :of . him), " but” ' ptofessed  to
deal with 'the trade ‘and prosperity
of ‘the country, - and”  like subjects
he considered he had a perfect right to eli-
minate them, and he was prepared to justify
his ‘action.

As to the other charge of

thegreport, he gave it a most explicit denial.
‘¢ Falsification No. 3” in the Mail charged
him with adding the words, ** with a keen
competition - amongst * tha United States
buyers.” to one of Smith's paragraphs re-
ferring to the demand from' the united
kingdom for breadstuffs and dairy products,
etc.; ‘‘and so He forges from Mr. Smith a
sentence in explanation,” adds the Mail.
This was clearly disproved by quoting from
Smith’s origin al manuscript sent to-the im- |
migration office, the very words he was
charged with manufacturing. He showed,
also, that the alleged added sentence was
not to be found in the Dominion report,
but why he did not know. Perhaps 1t was
not in the original manuscript sent to Ot-
tawa, but he did not pretend to be so wise
as to speak with a certainty of documents
he had never seen.
Here Mr, Meredith rose to a point of
order, and complained that the speaker was
not keeping te the point,
1 knew the honorable gentleman
conldn’t  stand it,”’ exultantly shouted the
provincial secretary. J
In conclusion he said : ‘‘ The helding
over of this article by a large and leading
newspaper for -twenty-four or twenty-six
hours so that no explanation could be made
on the Saturday on which it was published,
nor on the Sunday—and perhaps not on
the Monday, when some of the members are
necessarily absent-—-appears to me to be un-
worthy of a great journal, and to be the
most cowardly piece of journalism I have
ever seen practiced.”
Hon. Mr. Mowat said the government
bad made a statement ;to the Dominion
government of what they claimed in regard
to the boundary award, that their right to
the timber and land should be recognized,
and that their jurisdiction over the terri-
tory should be recognized. Sir John Mac-
donald refused , to assent to this, and sug-
gested a second arbitration, - before Lord
Cairns or Lord Selborme. He refused, as
he believed that any second arbitration
should be before the privy .council, If the
arbitration held. was not satisfactory, no
other would be, as the arbitrators were known
to the country and respected. Asthey could
pot have the contirmation.of the award,
he wished for a provisional arragngements
as to jurisdiction, as there were at présent
two conflicting systems of "law and ' admin-
istrations of itin  the. territory, but Sir
John Macdonald refused both that and any
provisional drrangement as to the timber
and land. ' The negotiations were private
and took place at the time of the- consérva-
tive convention here, -
Mr. Waters, (North  Middlesex) said
the license inspection act was working well
in'the interests of morality and the coun-
try. He believed last session that the
boundary award would have been confirm-
ed before this session. He did not see how
the Dominion authorities could have acted
‘as they did, as the arbitrators ‘could not
have arrived at any other decision.  If he
had opposed the government on every other
question, he would have supportéd them
on the boundary award, The exercise ¢
the power of disallowance was arbitrary
and unjust. All ‘members of the
house should stand shoulder to shoulder in
support of the government in their posi-
tion on both ‘these questions,

Mr. Brereton (East Durham) set forth the
advantages “which had arieen from the
national policy, &specially in_the town of
Cobourg. He sugyested:an gtbitration of
Quakers to settle the boundary‘award, one
from .Manitoba‘ and one from Ontario ; the
third being John Bright. The government
had been neglectful of the interests of this
province, and had delayed ‘action as long as
they could and longer than they should
have done. He was not in favor of new
parliament buildings.

Mr. MacMahon (North Wentworth) had
not made up his mind whether the national
policy had been a bemefit or not. The
prosperity of the country was due to the
good harvests. As to the boundary award,
one of the opposition told them the territory
had not been handed over to Manitoba, an:
other told them that it had, by saying that
they would have to apply to Manitoba for
it. The rivers anud streams act had been
disallowed in the interest of a varty sup-

orter, Mr. McLaren, The  act

THE AMARANTH MYSTERY

The Inquest not Piuished and only a Suspicion

as to ine Murderer—Young Smith in Charge.
SHELBURNE, Jan, 24.—The inquest on

John Smith of Amaranth, murdered in his

house on Saturday night, was resumed this
morning by Coronér Norton.

THE FAILURE OF COMPETITION.

According to the latest reports a fresh
arrangement among the trunk lines of rail-
w'Iy with regard to through freight between
the west and the Atlantic geaboard is
cither completed or just about to be so.
The adhesion of the Grand Trunk, so it is
said, would have been secured some days
ago, but for the going astray of a telegraph
despatoh. The New York Tribune, taking
it for granted that the present effort of the
companies to agree together means business,
thinks that the public will not look with
favor on a pooling scheme which deprives
passengers and, shippers of the benefits of
competition, ~ We would remark that as to
the benefits of competition aforesaid, they
seem o be talking on¥a rather uncertain
and illusory churacter. | The people of Can-
ada, through the action of provinces, muni-
cipalities and individuals, have made grezt
efforts and spent much money to secare this
very thing—railway competition—but the
plaguey thing won't stay secured after all
their trouble. Where now is the competi-

on of the greater part of the local roads of
Ontario, from Prescott to St. Thomas,
which were bonussed up to an aggregate of
many millions by the province and by
municipalities? Gome, we say, for the most
part; gone to join the Great Western, the
Grand Trunk, or thésyndicate. Would

thess many millions ever have been voted
had it been koown that all this money, or
the railways built with it, was destined to
be handed over asa gift to the great railway
companies as their private property? The
failure of all the money given by the
people of Ontario to secure railway compe-
tition in their midst is a startling fact. It
wonld appear very startling, indeed, we
fancy, were some of our local members to
obtain, by order of the assembly, a full
and complete’ statement of the various
smounts which the people of this province
have taxed themselves to raise during the
last ten years. ‘The aggregate of all that
has been given to railways within that time,
for the purpose of securing a competition
which is now rapidly vanishing away, would
give our [ssembled wisdom of Ontario
something “'reﬂect'upon. . %

But the ‘end of the trunk line war,
which appesrs to be eithé accomplished or
just at hand, suggests considerations of
even graver import to the people of Canada.
1f the New York Central, the Erie, the

Pennsylvania, and the Baltimore and Ohio

roads can agree upon an arrangement that

destroys competition in the United States
within the regions they oceupy, what is to
. hinder our own syndicate, Grand Trunk
and Great Western from doing the same
iA Canada?! Nay, what if this very thing
be now in contemplation ; what if the ru-
mor prove true that the syndicate is soon
to absorb the other two companies, and be
jtself the sole railway power in the Domin-
jon? What would our powers of govern-
ment, either provincial or federal, be worth
after that? It does appear as if our legis-
lators, both for the provinces and for the

Dominion, were imperatively called upon

to comsider what they are going to do

mbout it.
