The Postmaster-General to Reply to the

Charges To-Day—The Debate on the

. ‘Privileges and Elections Commifttee’s

Orrawa, Sept. 22.—In the House to-
day Mr. Lister rose and- declared that he is
credibly informed, and that he beliees that
he is able to establish by satisfactory evi-
de nce:

1. That in the year 1879 Messrs. Alex-
ander Manning, John Shields, John James
Macdonald, Alexander MgDonell, James
Ibester and Peter McLaren entered intoa
scontract with the Government for the con-
struction of a portion of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, between Port Arthur and
Rat Portage, known as “‘section B.”

2. That said  contract and, the works in
connection therewith were completed by the

_said contractors to whom they were a source
of great profit. "

3. During the whole period covered by
the said contract, the Hon. John G. Hag-
gart, now postmaster-general, and a mems

ber of Her Majesty’s Privy Council for add

‘anada, was a member  of the House of
Coi/nmons for the South Riding of Lanark,
and still is such member. ;

4. That the said Hon. John G. Haggart
became and was beneficially interested in
profits of said contract which accrued to
the share thereof standing in the name of
Peter McLaren, and has received large
sump out of said profits, and has otherwise
derived direct and substantial pecuniary
benefit therefrom.

5. That during the proggessof said works,
and while Hon. John G. : was inter-
ested therein, members of the. weze calls:
ed upon by members of the mnﬁt of
Canada for large contributions for' political.
purposes and subscriptions yere paid out of
moneys of said firm and “with the know-
ledge and assent of $hé said Hon. John G.
Haggart were charged against the profits of
the firm and while the said contributions
were so demanded and paid the said firm of
contractors were in various ways dependent

« upon the Government by reason of many

matters being unsettled and in dispute in
relation to the said contract which were at

the time of such comtributions or sub-’

sequently settled not unfavorably to.the
gaid contractors.
Asked for a Committee.

Mr. Lister, therefore, moved that a select
committee be appointed to inquire fully
into these allegations. ‘He said the first
witnesses would be the members of the
firm and Hon. Frank Smith. The reason
he made the motion at so late a period’ of
the'session was that the /information and
evidence had comeinto his. possession only
within the past few days. He hoped
that the  investigation.. would be
concluded in four - or . five days.

The statementwas allowed to stand as &
motion to be moved to-morrow.

The debate on the report of the Commit-
tee on “Privileges and Elections was con-
tinued by -Mr. Coatsworth. He pointed
out that the Quebec Harbor Commission
had more to do with the details of the Que-
bec harbor works from day to day than
had the Public Works Department, and yet
it was not claimed that the commission was

nilty of complicity in these frauds.  Mr.
%loswell was the resident engineer of the
works, under whom worked the inspectors,
who received the sum of $5000 in bribes;
yet no one thought of charging Mr. Boswell
with complicity in the frauds, but it was
charged that it was impossible that frauds,
the result of a deep-laid conspiracy, could
be carriéd on without the knowledge and
connivance of Sir Hector Langevin.

He reyiewed the evidence and declared
after a three hours’ speech in favor of the
majority report.

{Herald was examined ip regard to a press
“he had purchased for his newspaper.” It
will be remembered that Mr. Dansereau,
when examined hefore the committee, stated
that Hon. Peter Mitchell got a commission
» the press purchased for that newspaper
from the Whitlock Machine Companly,
Birmingham, Conn. _To-day Mr. Mitchell,
on being sworn,.replied to Mr. Lister that
there was no truth in the statement. = Along
with the manager of The Herald, Mr.
White, he in the fall of 1887 went and pur-
chased three 1:rcs.~,e§; one costing $2150,
another$1600,and another $1150 and a cutter
‘or $440. After making the negotiations
and having got the company down to what
they said were bottom prices, Mr. Ahls-
trom, the manager of the company, asked
if he (Mitchell) would take the commisgion
or if he had a confidential man who wonld
do it for him. Mr. Mitchell replied that
he thought they bad got bottom prices
then. Yes, replied Mr. Ahlstrom, ‘but
we generally allow a commission.” ““That
is not customary -on our side of the line,”
replied Mr. Mitchell. I think you are
wrong,” was the answer. ‘The ‘Printing
Bnreau took @ commission on their press.”
Mr. Mitchell then asked The Herald man-
,acer to arrange with the company’s mana-
ger and get the commission taken off the
face of the amount, ‘so that the newspaper
would get the benefit of it. This was done.
His presses were reduced in price by the
samount of the commission, while those of
the- bureau would be increased by the
amount of the commission, owing to its
being diverted to another purpose by the
parties who made the purchase.
Thig coneluded the evidence and the com-
mittee adjourned.

But
a truce to this discursive and suggestive
writing, or the terrorsof the Inquisition may
fall on my devoted head.

Suffice it to say that all was done that
should be done, and it was well and quickly
done, The charge was given by gmther
Swalt and the final touches laidron by Presi-
dent Cashmore.

FLOODS IN BRITAIN.

A Great Tide Causes an Overflow of The
River Dee,

Loxvox, Sept. 22.—Along the River Dee
a tide 20 feet high, driven up the river by
the gale, has effectually backed the floods
coming down. -The resnlt is that the course
of the river is flooded for miles, and for
lon%lsl.retchea only hedge tops are visible
in the country bordeﬁg itsbanks. Reports
from all parts of North Wales, England
and South Scotland tell of irreparable
damage to ‘crops.’ Trains which started
yesterday from Edigburg for Galashiels
and London were obliged to return. All
the mills are flooded at Galashiels. .The
damage is immenses ' At Aberdeen the rain
continued to fall for 36 hours. The swel-
ling of the Gala River in Scotland has fload-
ed the valley ‘for sixteen miles.

The Liberal Leader Speaks om Political
Affairs.

SENSATIONAL SUICIDE,

The Old, Sad Story of Woman's Love and
Man’s Perfidy.

BeruIN, Sept. 22.—The young Baroness
von Kreizewiz, a beautiful and popular lady
well known in high social circles in all the
large cities of the empire, has committed
suicide as the result of an unhappy love
affair with an officer of the Glogau garrison.
Yesterday a lady deeply veiled called - at
the quarters of the officer in question and
knocKed at the door. She was refused ad-
migsion. The door was at the same time
shut in her face. Instantly the lady drew
a revolver and shot herself through the
head, falling dead upon the threshold. The
young lady was later identified by a rela-
tive as the baroness. It was learned that
she had been acquainted for a long time
with the officer. It finally became neces-
sary to save the lady’s reputation that a
marriage should take place, and she begged
her lover to name a date. He refused and
the suicide followed.

RBUSSIA’S FAMINE,

Unscrupulpus Bakers Selling Poisonous
Bread to the Peasantry.

St. PETERSBURG, Sept. 22.—An analysis
of the bread sold in many places by unscru-
pulous merchants reveals the fact that
poisonous mixtures are sold. Several mer-
chants have been' arrested at Moolmomor-
shausk and they will be summarily tried.
Many specimens of such bread consistof 70
per cent. of earth and sand and 30 per cent.
refuse farinaceous products.

What Is Russia Preparing For?

Ten Killed, Many Injured.

BERLIN, Sept. 22.—At Gleiwitz, Prussian
Silesia, a collision has oeccurred on the rail-
road connecting Golaczowy with Wolbrom,
near the Russian frontier, between two
passenger trains.

FAST TIME, AND CARS GALORE

LOIS OB CHANGES IN THE ‘Z’B"T
CAR SERVIUE, -
—

An. Important Letter From Mr, Everett—
The Manager Has Gone Off to Study
Transfer Systems—The Engineer ‘Says
a Simple and Effective Plan Must Be
Devised By the Company.

For the past two days City Engiseer Jen-
nings and H. A. Everett, manager of the
street car company, have been conferring on
the subject of transfers and running. ar-
rangements on the differént lines. Speaking
to a World representative yesterday, Mr.
Jennings said very decisively that the.com-

‘pany would, of course; have to make ar-

rangements for transfers that would
be.s simple and efficient. He was,
however, ‘inelined  to' give them  reason-
able ‘time to = perfect ' some. . system
that while preserving -to passengers their
right of transfer wo! not  expose the com-
pany to fraud either on the part of dishonest
employees or: others. As a temporary.ex-
pedient it has been arranged that men shall
be stationed at the chief points of transfer
who will take charge of passengers and see
them on fheir car. In the meantime Mr.
Everett has left for New York and other
cities to study the system of transfer in
vogue there, With respect to running ar-
rangements the. following letter from Mr,
Everett to the Engineer is of great interest
to citizens:
ToRONTO, Sept. 21.

W. T. Jennings, Esq., City Engineer:

DEAR SIr,—In ?gard to the street railway
gervice.1 would fespectfully report as fol-
lows: The foliowiug changes have been
ordered:

Yonge-strect line, former time per trip, 63
min. ; new time, 54 min.; former number of
cars per bour, 17; new, 24, The extra cars
will run between 6,30 and 9 a.m and also be-
tween 5 and 7,30 p.m.

Sherbourne-street route has been joined
into a belt line with Spadina and Bloor, per-
mitting a continuous ride without change of
cars in either direction, on a schedule of 75
min. headway and reducing the runuviog time
10 min., with extra carsat 6in the evening
when traffic requires; all night cars runon
this route, also, in both directions.

The King-street cars will run directly
through to the East end, alternating by
stopping at Woodbine and Lee-avenue and
running every 6 minutes *from Dufferin-
street to Woodbine and every 12 minutes to
Lee-avenue. The running time on this route
has been very largely reduced.

The Dovercourt route- has had the one-
borse cars replaced on it and will run 15
regular cars per hour in place of the 6 two-
horse cars heretofore in use,

The Bloor-street line has beén opened for
traffic between Christie and Dufferin-streets,
giving direct transfer to the Belt Line, in
either directiun, at Spadina-avenue.

Schedules are in preparation reducing the
running time on High Park and aiso the
Brocton routes and increasing the number of
cars during the busy hours on the High Park
via Queen-street to 20 per hour, instead of 15

d | as formerly, and iucreasiug the number on

the Brocton route to 12 per hour, in place of
6 hour as heretofore,

e demands of the traffic will be careful-
ly studied on each line and we will endeavor
to furnish additional accommodations when-
ever required, although it will be impossible
to give the public as elastic a service as we
can do with the electric motors, as then
three-car trains can be run as frequently as
a single car can under existing circum-

Nothing is more important to Canada just
now than the great question of the world’s
food supply. Various estimates have been
made of what importing countries will re-
quire and what exporting countries can
spave, and it is pretty understood
that the wheat and rye crop of the world is
very,deficient—somewhere between two and
six hundred million bushels. Ordinarily Russia
has a great surplus which is poured into mar-
ket concurrently with the orops from America
and India, very naturally
But this year the Russian crop is a failure.
Comparing the present with former crops it
was figured that Russia instead of exporting
wheat and rye, would require .to import
250,000,000 bushels, Only one respectable
authority on the sabject has tiad the hardi-
hood to claim that Russia will be able to ex-
port a bushel, though many of them think
she will supply her own wants. The first

- If
we leave Russia out of the count altogether,
which 1s apparently the proper thing to do,
the deficit according to the above figures is
860,000,000 bushels. Though news travels’
slowly through and from Russia enough has
leaked out to show that famine has reduced
the peasantry to terrible straits in some dis-
tricts. In the province of Tamboff the dis-
tress is known to be so dire that mothers are
glad to see their children dying of disease.
rather than of inevitable starvation. Tie
gentry and members of the provincial as-
semblies aré doing all they can to relieve
the peasantry and are giving them reduced
fares on the railways to more favored dis-
tricts, though possessed of scant means the
travelers often carry starvation with them
and widen the famine belt. In the Kon-
stantinoopa district many families have not
cooked a meal since Easter, but subsist on
bread, soaked rye, grain, ete., bestowed in
charity. The Russlan Government has pro-
hibited the exportation of rice, and, more

. significant still,out comes a ukase forbidding
the shipment of bran and other cereal cattle
foods. In the face of these facts the Russian
parade of reserve stores in the Baltic pro-
yinces goes for nothing, for that great em-
pire is bungry, and can eat all it has in
hand.

The potato crop in Ireland is almost a total
failure and on the continent little better—in
fact in parts of Germany, where the potato
is a more essential article of food than in

1ast year’s crop has long ago played
out and the present one is woefully deficient.
The food supply.in all the great consuming
nations has not fallen ‘so short in many
years as now, and if we revise the above
figures by rival tables: prepared by Beer-

Jbohm, Bear and some half dozen others it
leaves us with the conclusion that the world’s
deficit is 200,000,000 bushels at least. That
is enough in all conscience! The American
Agriculturalist has made a study of food
supply and places the deficit at the above
figures, *or perhaps double as much.” It
says:

Enormous exports of wheat and flour from the
United States in August prove that Europe re-
gards the situation as worse tban it has been

Otherwise, why should she buy in a
single month, close ﬁn the harvest, nearly half
as much wheat as took from the United
States during the first eight months of th& year
following one of our largest wheat crops and a
period of bed-rock prices? Indeed, August wheat
exports were almost treble those of the same
month last year, and over four times as much as
the average gxports at this season of last year.
For the first time in yesrs wheat, bran and mid-
dlings are being exported t0 Europe nhthrly in
the season.

The same authority tells us that the pre-
sent prices of wheat are unnaturally low in
America, and the facts just mentioned seem
to show it. It claims that every bushel of
high grade wheat is to-day worth fully one
dollar on the farm where it grew. W, J.
Harris, writing in The London Chamber of
Commerce Journal, warns us that all esti-
mates are based on Europe’s .ftwelve months
requirements, whilé be fancies s’%applies are
wanted for only eleven months.! He thinks
there is no reascn to believe that the har-
vests of France, England and Germany “will
be a month behind the usual period in 1802,
as they have been in 1891, and if the wheat
ripens at the usual time next year it will
make a difference of fully . 3,000,000 quarters
in the requirements.” - He thinks that North
American wheat may in part be held back
from one cause and another until the de-
mand is over, as was done in 1881, The
French, Spaniardsiand Italians can use great
economy in consumption, and if they ever
did economize they will now.

There is no doubt that food supplies will
rule high during the next twelve months,
and it is stated by one authority that scarcity
of provisions effectually forbids a
European war. If a war did oc-
cur. prices in Canada would reach a
fabulous height. But they will go
gloriously high anyhow. Some put the ex-
portable surplus of Canada and the United
States at 225,000,000 bushels,. In every re-
spect this is a great year for agriculture in
North America. Crop reports are just in
from the great corn belts of the United
States and show a great yield, especially in
Illinois, Indiana and Iowa.

But to come nearer home, The Winnipeg

Free Press publishes letters from fifty-eigh’;
correspondents in Manitoba and the Ter,i-
tories. - Speaking of frost in Manitoba— .for
in the Territories there was practically none
of it—The Free Press says that fully s sventy
per cent. of the crop will grade
above frosted and thirty 7j,er cent
will grade No. 1 hard.
