Strength. \- D. A. Robson, the young broker, appear­

ed before Mayor Dice at Milton yesterday 
for examination on two charges. The first 
was for obtaining money under false pre- 
fences on the Campbell forged note for 
$300, {or uttering which he was tried last 
week before Judge KingsmiU and dis­
charged. The charge was based on hie 
alleged statement to Mr. Campbell, to 
which the latter swore, that he had 
the note signed in his office. John Dixon 
and his wife, Matilda Dixon, swore as they 
did last week that they had not signed the 
note. The second charge was uttering 
another Dixon forged note for $300, alleged 
to have been sold by Robson to William 
McLellan, farmer, of Trafalgar about Oct. 
27 last. McLellan swore to the purchase 
of the note and said that Robson told him 
when he bought it that Miss Dixon was 
about to bo married and the money was 
wanted for wedding purposes. The Dixons 
both swore that they had not signed the 
note.

Robson was committed for trial on both 
charges, and bail was accepted.

More About Mrs. pixon.
The friends of the accused talk of

The Attorney-General’s Department yes­
terday despatched Government Detective 
Joe Rogers to Sarnia to investigate the 
robbery of $7000 from the safe in the office 
of the Canadian Express Company in that 
town, the boldest and most daring robbery 
that ever occurred. The robber, or rob­
bers, if there were more than one, made 
good their escape apparently without leav­
ing any tangible clue. The robbery has set 
Sarnia in a fever of excitement, and ru­
mors as to who were concerned in the affair 
are many and varied.

Thomas Cook, jr., who superseded Ernie 
O. Clark about two months ago as the agent 
of the company, has been sick abed for the 
past few days, and the office was in charge 
of James McMahon, who, with the delivery 
man, comprised the office force.

At 12.25 o’clock McMahon, after having 
returned from the 12 o’clock train for the 
east, locked everything valuable into the 
office safe, which is an old-fashioned key­
lock affair, and, after locking the front 
door, went for his mid-day meal. Upon 
bis return, at five minutes before 1, he 
found the door of the safe open with a 
key sticking in the key-hole, and $7000 in 
currency missing. The money had just 
been brought into the office at a few minutes 
to 12, by the local banks, to be forwarded 
to Toronto.

The perpetrators of the robbery gained 
entrance through rear a door in the base­
ment, which had been left open for the de­
livery of some coal. From the basement 
it was practically an easy matter to get 
into the office through a trap in the floor, 
after which all that remained to be done 
was to unlock the safe and abstract the 
packages wanted. After getting the booty, 
the robber made his exit and in the same 
way as he had entered.

The key was a duplicate,. and was evi­
dently made by the roober himself from an 
impression procured in some way from the 
original key to the safe. It is a rather 
crude affair, and is pronounced by a 
locksmith not to have been made by 
chanic. The robber was evidently well ac­
quainted with the methods and business of 
the office, as it was an unusual thing to 
have that amount of money in the office. 
He seemed also to have been cognizant- of 
the fact that the valuables were sent east 
on the second express and not ox the 12 
o’clock train, on which other 
matter is sent. If the officers have

Chicago, Dec. 21.-“If Canada has built

Could Burn Every Town.

“England can send a large fleet of light 
draught war vessels up the St. Lawrence 
River into the great lakes and could burn 
every town from Duluth to Detroit; 
and the singular thing is that the 
United States could do scarcely any­
thing by way of defence so far as 
doing battle on the water is concerned, for 
while we have some light draught warships 
that could get through the canal, we cbuld 
not get them to the upper lakes for the 
reason that they would have to pass through 
British possessions, and that Canada or 
Great Britain would not allow.”

POISON EPIDEMIC.

Drinking Water for Non-Unionists Dosed 
With Croton Oil—The Victims Are 

Imported Hungarians. prose­
cuting Mrs. Dixon for the forgeries which 
she has admitted, but it is not likely that 
any action of this kind will be taken, as it 
is improbable that in view of all the circum­
stances a jury could be secured in Hal ton 
who would convict her.

Mrs. Dixon is well-known to many To­
ronto merchants, with whom she has been 
dealing for four or five years past,and fr 
several of whom she monthly ordered large 
bills of goods for her daughters.

For two or three years she ^conducted a 
milk business, and the C.P.R. loaded up 
scores of cans at the “fourth line” for tran­
shipment to Toronto. Her business in 
nection with the milk trade brought her to 
Toronto two or three times a week.

The manner jn which she disposed of the 
$2000 raised bv forging her husband’s name 
to notes, which she discounted, is no longer 
a mystery. The World learned yesterday 
that as long as three years ago she began 
speculating in Toronto realty, and like 
many another investor her equities 
vanished.

East Liverpool, O., Dec. 21.—A story 
of attempted and partially successful whole­
sale poisoning, similar ’ to that alleged at 
Homestead, comes from New Cumberland, 
XV. Va.

A large number of Hungarians have been 
imported to take the places of striking 
workmen in the John Porter Company’s 
tile and brick works. Recently these 
men have been complaining 
and many of them have left in consequence. 
The trouble was charged to the water kept 
for drinking purposes in barrels about the 
works. An investigation leads to the be­
lief that the drinking water of the work­
men had been heavily dosed with croton oil.

ANARCHIST CODE.

Social Revolution Is to Be Considered the 
First of Duties. ^

Madrid, Dec. 21.—The authorities have 
found a code of Anarchist laws providing 
as follows:

The first duty of a companion is absolute 
disregard of life, fie must recognize but 
that of the social revolution and no enemies 
but capital and ■ bourgeoisie. Compaai 
recognize no jurisdiction save the tribunal 
of honor appointed of themselves, the deci­
sions of which are irrevocable.

Every ^narchiat is obliged to defend Ibis 
companions at the peril of his life. The 
social revolution js to be considered the first 
of duties and obligations. Every Anarchist 
must repudiate all revolutionary movements 
which have not for their direct object the 
destruction of capital.

No Anarchist can refuse to carry out any 
mission that can be entrusted to him, ex­
cept in the case of physical impossibility. 
No Anarchist can exercise a public function 
without the autl ority of the assembly; 
neither can he take part in any manifesta­
tion foreign to the cause.

No Anarchist can belong to any other 
group unless with the object of discovering 
secrets in the interest of Anarchism, or 
unmasking the movements of a false com­
panion—an accomplice of the bourgeoisie.

The latter will be considered the most 
important service rendered to the cause. 
All Anarchist a accept the revolution with 
all its consequences, and bring to bear on 
the propagation of their ideas alV their in­
telligence, courage and energy.

In such places 
you can obtain a cup of toa or coffee for a 
very small sum indeed, and after y6ur bath 
there tn roomswherepeperscanbehad.snda 
nice hour or so spent. Such an establish 
in our city would pay well, but as the de­
sire il not to make money but con­
fer a boon, prices and comforts should 
be brought down to the very lowest. De­
pend upon it auch an establishment in our 
city would be patronized by the great mass 
who have ao euch privileges in their homes.

I look upon it as a great necessity. To­
ronto should, and I am sure would, give the 
water at coat or even free.

Let this estan ishment be called “The 
Masaey Baths.’’ I would even go to the 
length of asking exemption from taxes. I 
do hops that auch a munificent gift will be 
put to the purposes I have indicated.

A Trenchant Speech.
Mr. R. Gilray was the first speaker. He 

was there to support Mr. Sheppard ; he had 
found him to be a man who kept hia word.

Less than 
eight per cent makes a dry butter and more 
than sixteen per cent, is injurious to its 
keeping qualities. If butter contains over 
fifteen per cent, of moisture the water is 
either left in through neglect or dishonesty. 
Such butter loses much weight in shipment 
or in storage and hurts the maker and mar-

The dairy stable that it close and foul 
will not permit the cows to do their beat. 
The pure open air is natural to them. Five 
dollars spent in patting in ventilators will 
be returned many times over by increased 
product, to say nothing of milk saved from 
oont&inin&tioiie

It is the universal experience of our older 
creamery superintendents that there is no 
time in the year when a liberal grain ration 
pays as well at between hay and grass. 
Your cows will have something and the 
grain keeps them from overeating the frozen 
grass and it increases the cream product 
wonderfully at the same time.

Two feedings, a day have proved to be as 
productive of good health and a flow of 
milk as three feedings or more. It is better 
to feed not later than 6 o’clock at night. 
Keep the manger clean through the day and 
water twice.

Oxen do not get much attention these 
days, being wintered on straw and stalks 
without grain. At the high prices paid for 
help, oxen do not pay, as they are too slow 
and on most farms are only used occasional- 
ly, while horses are continually.

Some amateur gardeners rely upon self- 
sown aster seeds for their next year’s crop. 
After the plante ootne up in the spring they 
are transplanted to beds. It might do to 
sow a few seeds in a protected place this 
fall. to have the asters come into bloom 
early, although there is generally no diffi­
culty in getting them into bloom from 
spring sowing.

Do not leave lamps of salt in the cow 
mature.

A Great Egyptian Production at the Grand 
Last Night. :

Wilson Barrett’s latest tragedy, ‘ ‘Pharaoh,” 
was seen at the Grand last night, and is in 
satnery and costuming one of the most gor­
geous of the Egyptian productions which 
have become popular in recent years. The 
clot of the play has already been sketched in 
The World, and it may be said that the great 
actor has di awn a character suited to him­
self : a heroic, manly fellow, but one who is 
no saint. The most interesting feature of all 
the long list of romantic young fellows whom 
Mr. Barrett has embodied on the stage there 
is not one who is not thoroughly human in 
his tendencies, uniting good and bad and 
giving no strain to tbe credulity by excess of 
qualities of either description. Aroi is a 
man placed in a position similar to that of 
Harmachis in Rider Haggard’s “Cleopatra.” 
He is the scion of Royal Egyptian, whose 
familv has been deposed by that of Seti IL, 
tbe present Pharaoh. He seeks to regain hts 
throne, and tbe strongest incident in the 
play is that of Latika’s betrayal of his cause, 
she has loved Ami intensely and worked for 
his cause. On the eve of his success he asks 
her to assist him in winning Tuna, and her 
hopes of being his wife are dashed to the 
ground. She perceives that all her sacrifices 
to his cause have been in vain and Arni’s 
success can only bring tbs crowning of her 
rival She betrays hie plot and in a moment 
of passion attempts to kill him. The most 
original character is that of Pennn, “the 
hat." who has been purposely deformed in 
bis infancy to make a plaything for Seti. 
His love for Aral is as great as his 
hatred for Seti, to gratify whose grue­
some sense of amusement he wears such 
a gruesome guise. His mind is bright and 
full of cunning and the pathos of 
when be dies in Ami’s arms, joyful to part 
with the hideous shell that has encased hie 
soul, has a genuine ring about It that grips 
the heart and puts tears in the eyes.

There are no ideal 
characters in the play and as p 
loaded dice in the ruins of Pompeii 
touch of nature” that makes the ancient world 
more real Mr. Barrett’s Ami is all tbe more 
human to ns because he makes love to two 
girls at the same time.

Mr. Wilson Barrett as Ami was passionate 
and convincing. Even his brutality bad the 
ring of sincerity about it: and in the tender- 
ness of the death scenes of tbe last act he 
was truth itself. Mr. Franklyn McLeay as 
Pennu the Bat made a grand success of a 
difficult and unsympathetic role. Never 
once did be seem ridiculous; the strange 
grimacing creature was exalted by the 
nathos and sympathy of the actor. Mr. 
McLeay shows the spirit which animates 
all great character actors, in that
he makes a human heart shine 
through all eccentricities and gives
tbe golden impress of art to what 
is otherwise merely grotesque. Miss Maud 
Elmore has a world of expression in her 
eyes and a chaste simplicity of method that 
makes every emotion she portrays convinc­
ing. Miss Eastlake used to pant before hand

’ more’s is natural always. Her figure alone 
’ gives unceasing pleasure. Misa Floyd, as 

Tuaa, was gentle and natural and in the 
third act, when she is in danger, showed the 
fright of a weak girl with great troth.

It has been proved over and over again 
that pigs from 70 to 80 lbs. deed weight 
pay better than heavier animals Young 
pigs always grow quickly, and therefore it 
is most profitable to sell the young pigs in­
stead of keeping them till they eat their 
heads off. The dealers in bacon find that 
nine customers out of ten will pick a side 
from 35 to 45 lbs. (including ham), al­
though a short plump tide of lesser weight 
will sell as well, so that the most salable 
weight really depends on the nature of tbe 
pig. The retailer of bacon likes as long a 
side as can be procured without too great 
thickness, as this gives the greatest scope 
for cutting salable rashers.

Sheep should have their ground grain 
scattered thinly over the bottom of a 10- 
inch trough so it will be impossible for 
them to eat it rapidly. Following this rule 
digestion will be found better and more 
complete.

Breed the sows in December for eprini 
pigs.

iy Let me say, m closing, that the growth 
of pauperism, if not of poverty, seems to be 
due in.part to' the decay of two old-fashion­
ed social virtues. One of these is family 
affection. The individualism of the last 
half century has weakened the family bond. 
There has been so much talk of men’s 
rights and women’s rights and children’s 
rights that the mutual and reciprocal dntiee 
and obligations of the family have come to 
be undervalued. Families do not oling to­
gether quite so closely as they once did ; 
esprit de famille is wanting. Èor this rea­
son many persons who ought to be oared for 
by their own kindred become a charge upon 
the public. This tendency ought in every 
way to be rebuked and resisted.

The other old-fashioned virtue to which 
I referred is the manly independence which 
ie the substratum of all sound character. I 
heard, not long ago, these words from the 
lips of a brave soldier of the Union army— 
a man whose patriotism and devotion to 
that army no one who knows him will ven­
ture to dispute : “The one great cause of 
the increase of able-bodied paupers durin; : 
the past few years is the lavish disposal o; 
pensions. And this extravagance,” he 
went on, “is not to much to be charged up­
on the old soldiers, as upon the demagogues 
pud pension agents who have pushed these 
schemes for their own aggrandizement. ” I 
will add not one word ofcomment ; I was 
not a soldier. Nor shall I reveal the name 
of my friend ; I do not wish to expose him 
to a torrent of abuse. To whatever cause 
thé decay of independence may be attribut­
ed, the lose is a very serious one; and those 
who labor for the removal of the evils of 
poverty and pauperism may well remember 
that the foundation of all sound social 
structure is the sentiment of aelf-belp, and 
the just pride that would rather live upon 
a crust honestly earned than feast, as a de­
pendent, on any man’s bounty.—Washing­
ton Gladden, i.n the December Century.

Vet thia American paper 
coolly propoeea to take over Canada and 
annex it to Hie Statea, without even think­
ing it worth while to mention what return 
would be given for robbing na of our country 
and ita reeourcea!

The value of goods atolen by a burglar ia 
alwaya "absolutely trivial” compared to their 
value to the owner. It ia ao in thia case; if 
Canada ia worth $1,200,000,000 to thoae who 
propoee to annex ua, it ia worth incompar­
ably more to ouraelvea, and The N. Y. Sun 
and its inapirere may make up their mi nda 
to thia faet, that before our house ia raided 
and made desolate, there will be "wigs on 
the green,” far more that fell in the scrim­
mage of 1812.

It ia the rankest folly for ua to be mealy- 
mouthed over thia matter. Canada will 
never aurrender her national life until her 
wounda have let out so much blood as to 
render further struggling a physical im­
possibility. And, if by the ■ arbitrament of 
the sword we are forcibly put under the 
Stars .and Stripes, or if by any political 
treachery that disaster occurs, the United 
States wiH long curse the'day when “Con­
tinental Union” deprived us of our country.

The N.Y. Sun seeks to make a great 
point in favor of annexation by declaring 
that “it would relieve the U.S. of all 
anxiety for the defence of what is now 
their northern border.” Such anxiety does 
not exist; there is no defence now of the 
northern border of the Statea; Canada 
has not threatened that border; but 
the blood of her sons and her treasure have 
been pouted out in defending her own bor­
ders from the ravages of would-be annexa­
tionists. The Sun should study and apply 
the fable of the “Wolf and the Lamb” in 
this connection, and in doing so remember 
that the Lamb has watch-dogs of which the 
Wolf would do well to take heed.

Our covetous neighbor ridicules the 
proposal of unrestricted reciprocity as “en­
tirely fanciful and inadmiaaable.” "We 
thank thee. Jaw, for teaching - ua that 
word,” especially for thia comment!

It needs but a cursory examination to 
show that every argument, however apt 
and cogent, which can be brought forward 
in favor of a customs or commercial union 
supports still more strongly the principle of 
political union.

The Sun is altogether astray In stating 
that “the original articles of Confederation 
provided that Canada should be admitted 
into the Union,” that is, the United States, 
“whenever she might apply.” That state­
ment is wholly incorrect.

But the most damning arguments 
annexationist manifesto 

sent broadcast 
over Canada are the facts that the whole of 
these arguments are based upon the ad­
vantages of such a policy to America and 
that the feelings, the convictions and the 
interests of the people of Canada are re­
garded as unworthy of any consideration.

The organ of the annexationists clearly 
regards “Marriage by Capture” as the only 
feasible way of securing Canada. The bride 
coveted and. her family - will protect the 
homestead from such an outrage.

“Drawing social lines” may be quite a 
fine art in private life, ^where one is free 
and ought ever to be free to accept and re­
ceive whom one pleases, and to pass over 
and ignore whomsoever one makes up one’ e 
mind to. No man or woman has a right to 
be questioned if he or she chooses in their 
own sphere to imagine that he is a duke, 
she a duchess, and’that many others are of 
the scum; but that man or woman enters on 
a rather venturesome course, when, in some 
affair of a public character, for instance a 
regiment of militia supported by public 
money, they attempt to draw the social 
line. Then does the venturesome one lay his 
or her pedigree open for public criticism and 
examination, and that being the case those 
who draw the line here ought to be sure of 
their footing. Otherwise they may be mak­
ing a laughing stock of themselves.

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There Have Been a Number of Cases in
Toronto Where Tellers Have Overpaid
Cheeks—Generally They Have Been
Ont of Pocket as a Result of Their
Mistakes.

When Teller J. W. Waddell of the 
Windsor branch of the Merchants’ Bank 
counted up his cash the other night he was 
surprised to find that it was short to the 
amount of $2860, and all efforts to trace the 
missing money proved abortive.

Whether the money was stolen or over­
paid is at present a mystery, but the 
officials of the bank are investigating the 
facta in connection with the disappearance 
of the cash, which was made np of three 
$600 bills and ten $100 bills. Although it 
is claimed that small sums, which the teller 
has made good, have been disappearing 
mysteriously from the teller’s box for 
months, it is generally believed that Wad­
dell overpaid the amount,- as many siAilar 
cases have occurred at various banks 
throughout the province; and while the 
banks have in no oases been the losers the 
tellers haye, in most instances, been com­
pelled to make good the shortages, as the 
recipients of the increased amounts have, 
in no few cases, made restitution.

A few months ago the teller of a bank in 
this city found that his checks and 
cash did not correspond by $1200. 
He could not account for the discrepancy, 
cudgel his brains as he might, and as a re­
sult he bad to make good the sum.

Not many.yjars ago the teller of this very 
bank in Windsor where the present dis­
crepancy exists overpaid a customer 
to the extent of , $5000, and he 
also had to make good the loss.
A case which attracted attention in the 
Hamilton law courts some years ago, and 
in which one of the best known of Hamil­
ton’s citizens was thé victim, was of a similar 
nature. The gentleman was teller of a 
Hamilton bank, and one busy Saturday 
morning a farmer from over the mountain 
came in to cash a check for $2500. The 
sum was paid in $500 bills and accidentally 
the teller dropped on the counter six bills 
instead of five. The farmer grabbed the bills 
and made off like a flash. Unluckily the 
teller was the only witness of the affair and 
although proceedings were taken against 
the dishonest farmer nothing coaid be re­
covered. He was not captured with the 
money on him and he swore he had only 
received $2500. The teller had to put up 
the money lost

Another ease occurred in Hamilton a short 
time since, yhere the teller of a bank inad­
vertently paid out $2000 more than the 
check called for. The farmer to whom the 
money was paid discovered the mistake 
and, being an honest man, returned to tile 
bank to restore the money. “You made a 
mistake,” he remarked to the teller. The 
latter, who differed from most tellers in 
that he had a lofty idea of his own clever­
ness, replied, “Oh, no! nothing of the kind; 
we never make mistakes here, and refused 
to listen to the farmer. When he counted 
np his cash he discovered his mistake 
and at 2 o’clock 
awoke
with tears in his eyes prayed for -the re­
storation of the overpaid amount For­
tunately the farmer was an honest man and 
the amount was restored.

Still another case occurred at a bank in 
this city within a month, hut as the enm 
overpaid wss only $250 the teller made 
good the amount, but where the money 
went was never discovered.

The case in which a telle# of the Queen- 
street west branch of the Dominion Bank I 
claimed to have paid 80 ten dollar bills in­
stead of 80 ones to Aid. Verrai and the suit 
arising therefrom is familiar to Toron­
tonians.

The disappearance of a package contain­
ing $7500 from a Queen-street west bank a 
few years ago and the mysterious departure 
of a $5000 parcel from the Merchants’ Bank 
at Winnipeg also exp 
tages under which tellers labor.

In several of the banks it is the cos tom to 
set aside a teller’s risk fnndof $200 to provide 
for losses of this nature, for no matter how 
careful a teller is, it is only a question of 
time when his turn comes. Handling from 
$10,000 to $20,000 a day it is the easiest 
thing in the world for' him to hand out a 
parcel of large bills instead of a package of 
the smaller denomination which the check 
calls for, and too frequently the recipient is 
not honest enough to restore the overpaid 
amount and the poor teller has no more 
success than the fabled miserly man of 
Athens.

f Come Up to the Scratch.

Down on the banks of the lower St. Law­
rence there are tons of small fish caught 
every season which are used for manure. 
There are large traps set near shore with 

-pnly one opening; into these the fish swarm, 
and then go awimming round and roend in 
a vain effort to escape.

These bewildered victims remind us of 
those paper*, The Globe, and The Montreal 
Star especially, which go round and round 
the tariff question in an eternal circle of 
generalities, ont of which they are unable 
to get free into the open waters of relevant 
argument.

We ask these fiscal commentators to come 
to the scratch. They keep np a continual 
howl that the farmers of Canada are “rob­
bed,” “oppressed,” “victimized,” and gen­
erally maltreated by the tariff. The Star 
says that their oppression is so severe that 
unless their tariff burdens are lightened the 
farmers will all jump from the frying-pan 
of our moderate customs duties into the 
U.S. fire, kept going by the McKinley bill 
It has declared recently over and over 
again that our farmers cannot compete with 
those of America because of the tariff.

On the other hand the American farmers 
are loudly complaining that they cannot 
compete with the Canadians, because our 
tariff is so much more favorable to the 
agriculturists of this country.

It is high time all this indulgence in 
vague, wild generalities were stopped. W c 
have frequently asked those who raise these 
verbal clouds to “condescend into parti­
culars,” as the Scotch say. We want de­
tails, we demand something clearer than a 
fog bank to examine. Let our contem­
poraries give us a schedule of the expendi­
tures of an average farmer, and set out ex­
plicitly the market price of each item of 
his purchases, with a statement in detail of 
the amount of customs doty which has been 
paid on each line of goods bought

If the farmer is so oppressed as they 
represent it will be a very easy task to ex­
hibit the extent of the payments he makes 
to the Govemment'for those customs which 
oppress him.

When a grumbling patient tells his doc­
tor he cannot say where bis trouble is nor 
give any details to guide the physician in 
getting a knowledge of what is amiss the 
patient is set down as malingering; his 
sickness is pronounced to be a disorder of 
the imagination, not of the body.

The Globe and The Montreal Star seem 
to us to have let the “grip” seize their 
fancy. They are slobbering over the sup­
posititious woe* of the farmer as the gentle­
man did over Canning’s knife-grinder, who 
was utterly mystified at this gratuitous 
sympathy.

For the twentieth time we ask for “a 
bill of particulars” ; let ns have a detailed 
statement of an average farmer’s expendi­
tures. When this is furnished we shall be 
better able to judge in what he is oppress­
ed. We would remind The Globe that in 
1878 it published a statement of the ordin­
ary outlays made by persons of moderate 
incomes, which were so utterly absurd as 
to raise the laughter of all who knew the 

i facts. In this case we don’t want amuse­
ment, but information.

It is generally understood that the two 

great twin-screw boats, “City of Paris” and 
“City of New York,”; are shortly to become 
naturalized American*, but it is stated that 
the necessary details and conditions have 
not yet been fulfilled. It is, however, 
authoritatively announced that on Feb. 146 
the great eteainehin “City of New York 
will inaugurate a "complete departure in 
the trans-Atlantic service. N hen she 
leaves New York, whether as an American 
or not, instead of pointing her bow toward 
her former home, she will take a new 
course and sail direct for Southampton. 
It is stated that in the neighborhood of 
£2,000,000 sterling have been or will be 
spent to build in the port of Southampton 
such facilities as the International Navi- 
gation Company require before thq* would 
consent to their steamships making South­
ampton their foreign home.

Southampton, so it is claimed, offers un­
excelled advantages for travelers whose 
destination is Paris or the other great cities 
of the Continent. Swift Channel steamers 
leave Southampton for Havre or Cherbourg 
everv night, enabling passengers to reach 
Paris the following morning. Direct steam­
ers also ply between Southampton and the 
Channel Islands, Amsterdam and Rotter­
dam: it is the port of departure 
for the Royal Mail Steam Packet 
Company, whose steamers go to Central 
America and the Southern Pacific, and of 
the Union line to South Africa. There 
arc also direct connections to all Australian, 
Chinese, Japanese and East Indian ports.

It is a well-known fact that with boats 
considerably slower than the City of i ans 
and the City of New York, the German 
steamship lines are able to get passengers 
and mails to London in an hour or two less 
time than can the faster Liverpool ships.
