Fish and Game Conferences

Two important conferences connected
with the International Fishing r'ghts
on the St. Lawrence River, in the Vi-
cinity of the Thousand Islands, are to
be held shortly at Alexandria Bay.
On Aug. 7, the annual meeting of the
Anglers’ Association takes plice and
an invitation has been extended to the
Minister and Deputy-Minister of Ma-
rine. Mr. Smith will leave on Tuzscay
next to attend this gathering. He will
also represent the Department at a
meeting which is to take place on the
16th of August, between the Senate
Game Committee of the New York
Legislature and representatives of the
Canadian Marine and Fisheries. An
arrangement was entered into by the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries, re-
cently, whereby angling license fees
would not be charged to .American
sportsmen on the Canadian side of
the St. Lawrence on condition that
Canadian boatmen plying their caliing
on the American side should in re-
turn be exempt from the operation of
the Alien Labor Act. This subject is
to be further discussed at the conven-
tion.

No More Indignities to the Red Ensigy,

We have probably heard the last of
such indignities to the Canadian ‘flag
as the one perpetrated last winter at
Hamilton, in Bermuda, when the Ca-
nadian ensign on board the Nova Sco-
t_ia schooner, Emma 8., was confiscat-
ed by order of the colonial authorities,
and not even the Imperial officer at
the port was in a position to safe-
guard Canadian interests. The at!en-
tion of the British Government was
drawn to the incident at the time, and
complaint made that the naval au-
thotities at Hamilton were not suffi-
ciently acquainted with the Admiralty
regulations to” be aware that vessels
of the Dominion were entjtled to_ fly
the Canadian flag in foreign ports. i1n
reply the suggestion was made by the
Colonial Office that copies of the Ad-
miralty warrant of the. 12th Febru-
ary, 1892, which gives this authority,
should be placed on board all Cana-
dian vessels trading abroad. An Or-
der-in-Coucil has accordingly just been
passed intimating that this sugges-
tion has been adopted by the Minister
of Marine, and that instructions have
been issued to have coples of this Ad-
miralty warrant given to the captains
of every Canadian vessel clearing for
a foreign port. This action, it is hop-
ed, will prevent the recurrence of such
indignities as befel the red ensign of
the Dominion in Bermuda.

New Zenland Mails Via Canada,

The Government received from the
Hon. J. G. Ward, postmaster-General
of New Zealand, a request for infor-
mation regarding the cost of carrying
the mails across the Atlantic and via
the Canadian overland route. This was
taken to indicate that Mr. Ward con-
templates utilizing the Atlantic steam-

! ®hip and Dominion land lines for ear-

rying New Zealand mails. This sup-
position is borne out by the Postmas-
ter-General’s reply. Sir Adolphe cab-
led Mr. Ward that thé Atlantic rates
for letters and post cards is 5 franes
per kilogramme, and for other mail
matter 50 cents per kilogramme, add-
ing, “we will grant land transit free
until 21st December, 1895, pending ne-
gotiations,”

Kingston, July 31.—Robert Wycott
pleaded not guilty before Judge Price
this morning on a charge of man-
slaughter in killing W. H. Costell by a
blow from a baseball bat at a picnic on
July 26 at Sydenham. The Crown pre-
sented the facts of the conflict, and
that Castell died from the effects of
the blow received. In the prisoner’s
behalf, many witnesses testified to Cas-
tell’s ugliness, and that Wycott haa
acted solely in self-defence. The judge
found Wycott “ guilty of killing Cas-
tell,” but released him on suspended
sentence on his own recognizance.

AFPRIOIN COLONIZATION
Discussed By the international Geograph-
ical Congress.

London, July 31.—The general ‘meet-
ing of the International Geographical
Congress to-day discussed the question
“To what extent is tropical Africa
suited for development by white races
or under their superintendence?”

Papers were read by Sir John Kirk,
the naturalist, who' was attached to
Dr. Livingstone’s seécond African ex-
pedition ; Captain F. D. Lugard, and
Slatin Pasha, who escaped last winter
from Omduraman, where he was for a
number of years held a prisoner by
Mahdists. }

Sir John Kirk advocated the intro-
duction of small colonies of British In-
dians into the tropical parts of Africa.

Captain Lugard urged that the Brit-
ish Indians were of no value as skilled
artisans. Europeans, he thought,would
develop the country and at the same
time preserve the forests.

Henry M. Stanley declared that he
knew of no intention to colonize any
part of €entral Africa. He did not be-
lieve that the study of scientific geog-
raphy -was necessary for the purpose
of colonization. The Pilgrim Fathers
knew nothing of scientific geography,
nor did Cortez, Pizarro or Cecil Rhodes.
He expressed his thorough belief in a
cautious system of pioneering. Other
papers were read, taking the grouna
that tropical Africa was not suited to
Europeans. f

Sarah :very -sick, inflamma-
tion.”

The mother came here "at once and
asked the girl how she cam2 to be at
Bellevue-avenue. Sadie replied that on
the trip home she had to stay over six
hours in Toronto, and had been on her
way to Mr. Hewson's, when she was
taken ill on ‘the street car, and, getting
off at Spadina-avenue, went  to the
first doctor she eould find. She asked
him to recommend her to a quiet board-
ing house, and he made arrangements
for her at Mrs. Doherty’s. Badie %aid
that Mrs. Doherty had been a mother
to bher. . ! ' s

Somerville Said Sadie Was Well.

Cross-examined by Mr, Raney, Mrs.
James said that a letter was received
at Utica for S8adie on July 16. It was
from Somerville, saying he would be
down at Myrtle on Friday or Saturday.
Witness opened the letter and wrote to
Somerville that Sadie had not reached
home. He sent a note back saying
that she was no doubt enjoying her-
self somewhere. When witness arrived
in Toronto, Dr. Lehman told her that
her daughter was suffering from inflam-
mation and blood-poisoning, and would
probably die. Witness did not learn
of Sadje’s real trouble until she saw it
in the papers after her death.

After the “funeral all Sadie’s letters
were: burned, together with a railroad
ticket to Myrtle, which was found in
her pocket '

Somerville’s Strange Admission.

Alfred Somerville was recalled and
questioned on points relating to his
correspondence with Sadie and her
mother. He showed as much hesitancy
as ever in his testimony. The admis-
sion was elicited that he received Dr.
Lebman’s letter saying Sadie was ill,
and Mrs, James’ letter making enquiries
about her daughter by the same mail,
and that he isat down . and
wrote to the mother that Sadie
was well and probably enjoying herself
somewhere. Bomerville ¢ould offer no
explanation for having kept the mother
in ignorance of the girl’s illness, but
maintained that his action was not
dictated by a knowledge of Sadie’s con-
dition and a desire to conceal it.

He swore that he was to have been
married to Sadie in about a month.

*“‘And,” said Mr. Carry, “you had
not the slightest idea that anything was
wrong with the girl.”

Can Commit and Punish For Comtempt
and Secure Immunity of Members
For Acts Done In the House.

fore shooting the deceased, she said, ‘we
will marry in the other world,’ and
aggin I promised her that I woudd kill
myself.”” The evidence of the girl’s family
went to show, however, that deceased .

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CHINESE “GORDON,

His Resignation and Prophetic IMessage
to the Khedive.

A correspondent writing to the Scet-
tish American says: One chilly morn-
ing at Suez, in the winter of 1879-80, I
received a message from Col. Gordon.
He had just landed from Suakim, and
.wished to see me. I found him seated
in a room at the old Suez hotel, with
his black secretary and trusty facto-
tum, Mahomed El Tohamy, and a few
friends, including the Governor of the
town.

Poor Mahomed El1 Tohamy (who was
destined to see his master fall at Khar-
toum, and probably shared his fate)
was looking cold and miserable, and
I noticed he was sipping some hot mix-
ture of which the aroma, did not seem
familiar. .

On my entering Gordon exclaimed:

“I have resigned the Governor-Gen-
eralship of the Soudan, and am Tre-
turning to England. The khedive’s
ministers dared to send me instruc-
tions, and so I have resigned. Now,
tell me honestly; what will the world
say of my work in the Soudan after
the years I have spent there? What is
the apparent result?” ;

I sald something to the effect that
his name would live and be remember-
ed.

“Ay,” he replied, “but what visible
trace remains of my exile and labor?
it is now God’s will that I should aban-
don my task, and there is absoclutely
nothing to show—nothing for the world
to gaze at—except’—he addéd with a
curious smile, and pointing to the shiv-
ering son of the tropics at the other
side of the table—‘‘except, perhaps, that
I have taught my Mohammedan secre-
tary to drink hot toddy at 10 in the
morning.”

Certainly Gordon’s -ork was not in-
tended for show. At Alexandria he had
an audience with the late khedive, Te-
wifik Pasha, at which he tendered his
resignation, and then, removing his
“fez”’—the badge of allegiance—address-
ed some words of stirring advice to his
highness, “as from an indePendent
English gentleman,” Before embarking
for Europe, Gordon wrote a famous t>le-
gram to the khedive—‘‘Mene, Mene, Te-
kel, Upharsin,” which was shown to
me and to the correspondent of a great
London newspaper; but it is a question

FRENCH LOSSES IN WAR.

Six Million Men Sald to Have Perished
in the Wars of the Last Century.

Dr. Lageneau of the French Academy
of Medicine, has been making an esti-
mate of the deaths by the wars of
France for the past century. He finds
that the civil wars of the end of the
eighteenth century and of the repub-
lic, up to dnd including the year 1800,
cost the lives of more than 2,120,000
Frenchmen. From the year 1801 to
Waterloo, when France was fighting
Europe in arms, more than 3,150,000
Frenchmen were engaged, and nearly
2,000,000 perished. Under the restora-
tion, Louis Philippe, and the second re-
public, when there were campaigns in
Spain, Greece and Algiers, the army
included less than 215,000 men, and the
loss in battle was only twenty-two per
thousand. Even in the brilllant Afri-
can campaigns the mean annual loss
was less than 150 men.

Next came an era of ‘frequent and
bloody wars, the“®ar in the Crimea,
the war in Italy, the war in.China, the
war in Mexico, and finally the war with
Prussia. Out of rather less than 310,-
000 French soldiers sent to the Crimea
95,615 perished. Of the 500,000 that took
part in the Italian war nearly 19,000
perished. Nearly 1,000 perished in the
expedition to China. The medical sta-
tistics of the French in the war of 1870
have not been published, nor have
those of the Mexican undertaking. The
effective strength of the French in 1870-
71 was 1,400,000 men. The number lost
is not positively known, but it is be-
lieved that the wars of the second em-
pire cost 1,600,000 lives. Dr. Legeneau
estimates that the small wars of the
third republic have been fought at
comparatively small loss of human life,
He estimates the total loss for the
century to have been 6,000,000 men,
moely young.—New York Sun.

‘Where Did He Hide.

The captain of the Bath schooner
Eunice Crocker had a queer story to
tell when he reached New York last
week. During the voyage the negro
steward, Henry Silvie by name,. mys-
teriously digappeared, and a thorough
search failed to disclose any clue to his
fate. . Another man was put in his
place, and some time after the sound of
rapping was heard in the forehold.
Thinking that the missing steward
might have been imprisoned there, the
men off duty made a thorough search
of the cargo spacé, but failed to find
any trace of him; but a few days later
the crew were startled by an emaciated
epparition, which suddenly appeared
on deck, coming from no one knows
where, It was Silvie, the lost stew-
ard. He was so weak that he could
hardly stand and in a dazed condition,
and unable to give any explanation of
his disappearace or where he had been
stowed away. Capt. Crocker conclud-
ed that he had become insane, and on
arrival at quarntine turned him over
to the authorities, and he s yet puz-
zling over the question where the man
could have hid himself, as every part
of the vessel was thoroughly searched.

The asphalt pavement cleaners were
at work at the old stand to-day, -not-
withstanding Ald. Judd’s proclamation
yesterday that they should cease work,
owing to there " being no special ap-
propriation for that purpose. Ald.
Hall, who was acting Mayor to-day,
speedily remedied matters by instruct-
ing Street Commissioner McLaghlin
to put the c¢leamers to work. The
street commissioner has secured infor-
mation regarding pavemeént-cleaning
from Buffalo, which may be utilized in
this city. In the Bison City the pave-
ments are cléaned on the basis of 10,000
square feet areas, the cost by contract
being about 33 cents for every 10000 feet
for each cleaning. The Buffalo rate
would cost about 50 cents a block in
Hamilton. The -streets are in a filthy
condition to-day, and.the state of af-
fairs is a result of the ward appropria-
tion introdueed by the vigorous agita-
tion of Ald. Judd. \

Grand Trunk Changes.

It was rumored about to-day that
one of the results of the change in the
presideney of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way will be that an effort will be made
to tentralize the system by transfer-
ring .the engineer’s and other offices
from Hamilton to Montreal, and that
the wages of all the employes of the
road will be reduced. Samuel Barker
was out of the city to-day, and the
rumor could not be confirmed, but C.
K. Domville and James Wallace said
they had heard nothing of the pro-
posed changes, and did not appear to
think them probable.

Want To Be Annexed.

Next Tuesday evening a meeting of
the residents of Hamilton Beach will
be held at the R.H.Y.C. house to
discuss the question of Hamilton an-
nexing the Beach. A petition has been
drawn up and circulated among the
residents, and it will be discussed on
Tuesday evening before it is presented
to the Council. One of the terms of
the petition which will not prebably be
changed is that mo portion of the
Beach shall. become subject to .the
debts or obligations of the city, and
that all the revenues raised from the
Beach by taaxtion shall be expended
in public improvements there upon the
roads and sidewalks, for electric light-
ing and providing an adequate. supply
of water for fire and other purposes.

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IN AN EGYPIIAN HAREM.
A WOMAN'S DESCRIPTION OF WHAT
SHE SAW AND HEARD:

No One But the Husband May See the
Wife’s Hair—The Dancing Girls and
Their Performauces—-The Children and
Their Pretty Ways.

When I went out te Egypt a little
more than eighteen months ago, it was
with the determination to try and un-
derstand the harem lady. This I
thought possible by making ‘‘calls”
on certain pashas’ wives whom I knew
in and around Cairo, but I soon discov-
ered, if I really was to know and un-
dérstand the harem woman as she ver-
itably is, I must live with her, as she
herself lived in the harem. Having
come to this conclusion, I discussed the
ways and means with a Turkish pasha
of my acquaintance, who got me the
necessar? introduction, and in less than
a month I obtaned the post of gover-
ness to four little children in the harem
of one of the best-natured Egyptians in
the interior of Egypt.

The word ‘“harem,” which has, to
English ears, such an ominous sound,
simply means in Arabic, “females,” or
“wgmen.” I believe the original mean-
ing was “forbidden.” For an easterner
to speak of women, as women, is con-
sidered highly improper. He must call
them harema. The harem of a man is,
therefore; the apartments set apart for
the sole use of the women and their
children. These are usually the whole
of the first floor of the palace. No man
may enter but the husband, and some-
times certain of the male relatives; but
I have known a case where the head
of the harem would admit none of his
male relatives to the harem. The harem
usually consists of the wives to the
number of four; female slaves (these
I speak of were black), and female free
women, who were natives of Lower
Egypt. The slaves are the husband’s
property, and he may ‘use them as con-
cubines or not, as he desires,

It is considered indelicate for a lady to
allow anyone but her husband to see
her hair; and unelean for any tp grow
i upon her face or body. Indoors, there-
1 fore, if she respect herself, she wéars a
head dress which hides the hair, and is
by no means unbecoming. When out in
the carriage she allows only the eyes to
| be seen.
| The harem lady is bound to be, from
her bringing up, of a low type. Her
|only education is the idea to be the
plaything of some rich man—that rich
man, of course, belng her legal hus-
band. From babyhood she is taught
| certain exercises of her body, which, to
any pure-minded European, are dis-
gusting. She has no life outside of her

bath, her body, the visits of her hus-
band, and, in a very mild way, her
children. For recreation, a eunuch will
take her for a drive, to call on another
harem in the harem closed carriage,
and for amusement a dancing girl will
be brought into the harem, or, if the
house is in mourning, a sheikh will
chant the Koran in the men’s quarters,
when the women gather on the harem
| terrace to listen. The room in which
| the dancing took place was a large en-
|trance room in the harem, about seventy
feet by sixty. Off this room were all
the bedrooms. KEach bedroom opened
into this room, and there was no com-
munication to the bedrooms except
through this room. It was furnished in
the usual oriental style—heavy silk car-
pets and curtains, divans all round the
walls, floor cushions on the floors, and
a marble table in the centre. The Gha-
wazee, or dancing girls would be sent
for, .and, with much clatter of shoes,
would faddle into this room, removing
their outdoor clothing. Coffee, cigar-
ettes and cognac would be handed them
—the latter, as they say, to remove
ithe veil of modesty from before their
|eyes! We would all then recline on
| the divans, with clgarettes and coffee
to hand, and the slaves would fan us.
' An ex-dancing woman, who had grown
too old to dance, would begin to beat
the darabukeh, or drum, another would
produce a most monotonous discord, in
| excellent time on the kemengeh, a
'the kemengeh, a stringed instrument,
while a third would blow through a sort
| of fiute. The great point to each of
| them, so it seemed to me, was the time,
which the performer on the darabukeh
seemed to have at her own disposal
| When they had fairly warmed to their
{ work, a Ghawazee would get up, and,
with a cigarette in her mouth, begin to
} dance. What this dance is like it would
i be difficult for me to describe, A series
i of wriggles of the body to the time
! of the music, which begins slowly,

gradually getting faster and faster, ti}l |

one is fairly dazed, when the dancer
| suddenly throws herself on her back
ion a floor cushion, all the while wrig-
i gling to the music, which gets slower
| and slower till it stops. The dance us-
{ually lasts about half an hour, but I

have seen one’ Ghawazece who kept it |

| up for an hour and a half, only stop-
| ping to wipe the perspiration from her
{ face. One of these exhibitions is quite
| enough to disgust any European wo-
' man, no matter how broad mlpded,

but, whenever the dancing girls come
| to the harem, it is one of the duties of
ithe governess to be present with her
| pupils, that the little girls may learn
| to imitate the movements,

Should one of the ladies be indis-
posed, she remains in her room. A
slave places her ship-ship, the satin
slippers worn in the house, outside
her door. Then we would all go into
her room, sit upon divans or floor cush-
fons, drink the tiny cups of black coffee
and smoke unlimited cigarettes, and
discuss the good qualities of the pa-
tient in low tones. If she were suffer-
ing pain one of the ladies would say,
“God, who sent it you,-help you to
bear it!” when we would all respond,
“By the prophet, your talk is good.”
Then another silence would be broken
by some one remarking, “Suffering
was made by God, all praise to His
name! but it was meant for giants,
But God also made death. Death i3
the finer work of the two.” This lat-
ter saying was a very common one,
and my pupils often made use of it to
me if I had a toothache or headache.
It was always quoted as though it
were quite original. The calm way
they would leave the sick toom, after
assuring the occupant that *“if she
die# the world would be a perfect
blank to them,” and then stolidly walk
into the next room and abuse her
roundly, and with a fierceness which
was horrible, rather astonished me, and
showed me how little real sympathy
they had with one another. Thelr
jealuosy of one another was fiendish
in its intensity, and I sympathized
with the pasha when he faid to me
how happy Englishmen must be with
no wives to quarrel over them.

children. They are the ynost perfzcty
charming and etraighitforward little
beings imaginable. How can I tell you
of all their little tendernesses and p:--
litenesses? There was no acting or
coquetry with them—they simply did
not understand it. From the youngest
to the eldest, too, their sense of logic
was acute. Request one of these little
darlings to do anything out of the Or-
dinary routine and he will at once ask
the logic for it. If you can give him a
logical reason you may rest assured
that that particular request will be
obeyed always without further com-
ment.

What strikes me is, what could we
not make of these little men and wo-
men if we had them from babyhood?
How can we expect great things of 2
nation of men who are brought up and
pass the most impressionable time of
their lives with these harem women
and their interests? It is easier for &
camel to pass through the eye of a
needle.

Every paragraph of. its four
pages js & direct incitement to incen-
diarism and bloodshed. We do not know
the strength of the organization of the
local Bociety -that is responsible for the
distribution of this literature, but we

individuals of this stamp with the several
conflagrations that made Toronto con-
spicuous during the past winter. These
fires were undoubtedly the work of in-
cendiaries. Incendiarism is ome of %he
arguments of the Anarchists. The men
who openly incite the unemployed to
better their condition by the destruction
of private property are just about as
dangerous as the men who actually ap-
ply the torch and carry the knmife. If
the police had been present at the meet-
ing on Tuesday might they could easily
have laid their hands on half a dogen
of these enemies of the pmblic.

We have referred to the same matter
before and have told the police that it
was their business to look after this
gang of desperate men and have them
brought to justice, ' Their action on
Tuesday night was sufficient ‘in our
opinion to bring them within the clutches
of the law.” The best way to deal with
these gentlemen is to stamp out their
villlany @s soon ap it shows its head.
Even at’ a meeting called by themse]ves,
such language and such literature as
they are known to circulate cannot be
permitted, much less should it be tol-
erated at a meeting called by the*Mayor
and held in a city hall for the purpose
of discussing an entirely different mat-
ter, We have called public attention to
this matter.

nnsatisfactory condition of genetal trade at

However, noiwithstanding these
aud similar conditions, our assets hfive increased
froms $510,000 to $789,000, and had a less con~
servative policy been acted upon the flgures

The receipts on Ordinary Stocic were $95,000,
an increase of about $13,000 over those of the
previous year; while the receipts on account of
Prepared Stock show a stiil larger proportionate
increase, being $114.000 during the year—more
than double those of the preceding year. Another
source of gratification is in regard to withdrawal
of Stock. With every year added to the age of
the Association, it is natural and to be expected,
that the withdrawal of Ordinary Stock will be
proportionately greater; but the expected has
not happened; on the other hand the withdrawals
of this class of Stoék decreased this year over
$4000, in spite of the fact that the number of
shares and the amount of stock in force were
very much greater; and in addition the with-
drawals of Prepaid §tock fell from $14,600 in
]1594 to $2,900 during the year ended April 30
ast.

It will, we are sure, be satisfactory to you to
receive the information that the Association
has experienced a steady demand for loans, hav-
1ng received during the year about 500 applica-
tions, representing about $425,000.00, of which
$287,020.00 were accepted, and the remainder de-
clined. . At the beginpingof the Association year
the resources of the Loan Fund were subjected
to such active demand that to —meet
this demand the Directors, felt ig their
duty to see that funds should be prompt-
ly available, and therefore obtained on
an interim loan of $40.000, which was applied
in mesting the ‘requirements of borrowing
Shareholders. This loan was repaid as seon as
the receipts from the usual sources warranted.
While the balance on hand at the end of our
year is apparently large, it was nearly $10,000
less than the amounts received for investment
during the closing month of our annual period |
Besides, there were also at the end of the year
loaps awaiting the completion of the necessary
papers to the amount of $40,000, which if effect-
ed would have absorbed the total balance on
hand. In effect, therefore, all the Load Fund
was in an earning comdition. And while the

LARGE INGCREASE OF MORTALIIY
» AMONGST CHILDREN.,

-| Above Three Hundred Interments In One

Month — Sixteen Deaths Were From
Diphtheria and Three From Typhold
Fever -Consumption Claimed Fourteen
Victims—Detalled Analysis of the Re-
turns.

The mortality returns for July show an
unusually high death-rate of children.
There were 302 interments in the city
cemeteries, which is considerably above
the summer average. Tworthirds of those
interred were under 14 years of
age. There were 60 deaths from cholera,
infantum and diarthea, 16 from diphther-
i and 8 from typhoid fever,

Of the 802 deaths during the month
medirval certilicates showed 52 died from
cholera infantum, 16 from diphtheria, 14
from consumption, 13 from diarrhea, 8
from heart disasee, There were 4 deaths
from drowning, and the same number
from pneumonia and cancer. Other caus-
es of death were phthisis 10, typhoid fev-
er 3, shock 3, bronchitis 8, murder 2,
measles 2, Bright’s disense 2, and 1 each
alcobolism, burning, suicide, blood-poison-
ing, paralysis, apoplexy, fracture of
skull, dysentery, railway accident, ery-
sipelas, hemorrhage. '

These figures show large increases—of
63 over the deaths in July last year and
of 91 compared with the total for the
month of June this year, Both increases
are owing to the unusually large num-
ber of deaths of children,,chiefly from
what is known as summer complaint.

Analysis of the Retarns.

At Mount, Pleasant there was an in-
crease of 13 interments, compared with
July last year, and a still greater in-
creass of 25 in the figures for June last.
Of the 756 interred, only 4 were 70 years
of age; 38, or more than one-half, were
children. Among the certified causes of
death were: Consumption 8, diphtheria
7, cholera infantum 6, diarrhea 8, drown-
ing 8, and burning, suicide, typhoid fever,
heart disease, cancer and paralysis 1
each.

At the Necropolis 34 of the 52
terred were children, only 6 were old
ipeople. There were 13 deaths from
cholera infantum, diarrhea 8, heart dis-
ease 3, consumption, cancer, bronchitis
2 each, shock, drowning, aleoholism, ty-
phoid fever, diphtheria, paralysis 1each.

No less than 36 of the 49 interred in
St. Michael’'s Cemetery were children;
only 2 were 70 years of age. There
were 11 deaths from cholera infantum,
|2 each from counsumption, pneumonia,
| diarrhea, 1 each from heart disease,
| bronehitis and diphtheria,

At St. James’ Cemetery the interments
showed the largest increase—of 28 over
a. year ago and 33 over June this year.
Only 4 persons over T@swere interred;
76 of the 103 inte rere  children;
There were 18 deathl om cholera in-
fantum, 6 each fron€ diphtheria and
diarrhea, 2 cach from pneumonia, shock
and heart dis;ase, 1 each from blood-
poisoning, apoplexy, dysentery, pneu-
monia, hemorrhage, railway accident,
typhoid fever, fracture of skull and ery-
sipleas. The bodies of the murdered Pite-
zel children were also interred here.

Of the 23 interred in Prospect Ceme-
tery 14 were children; only 4 were 70
years of age. There were 4 deaths from
cholera infantum, amd 1 each from cou-
sumption, heart: disease and -diphtheria.

At Humber Vale Cemefery there were
30 interments during the month.
