Tae rrassure of Wind.

In a paper bi fore the Am«‘ri<-an Society 
of Civil Engineers, Mr. C. Shaler Smith 
gives the results of many years’ observa­
tion of wind pressure and its effects. He 
has personally visited the tracks of d<-- 
tractive storms as soon as possible afi. r 
their occurrence, for the purpose of de­
termining the maximum forqp and the 
width of the path of the storm in «-very 
instance. The most violent.storm in Mr, 
Smith’s records was at Ea-t St. Louis, in 
1871, when the wind overturned a locomo­
tive, the maximum force developed in so 
doing being no less than 93 pounds per 
-quare foot. At St. Charles, in 1877 a 
jail was destroyed, the wind force required 
being 84 3 pounds per square foot. Below 
these extraordinary pressures there wen» 
sundry cases of trains blown off rails, and 
bridges, etc., blown by gales of wind from 
24 pounds to 31 pounds per square toot. 
Mr. Smith observes that in all his exam­
ples lie has taken the minimum force re-, 
quired to do the observed damaire, and has 
considered this as the maximum force of 
the wind, although of course, it may have 
been much higher. Some of the hum* 
canes were very destructive, the one at 
Marshfield having cut down everything 
along a path 46 miles long and 1806 
feet wide, killing 250 people. Mr SrnilU 
has formed the conclusion that not- 
notwithstanding these examples. 30 pr.nmH 
per square foot is sufficient wind pressure 
to allow for in a working specification. Aa 
reasons for this conclusion, Mr. Smith ex­
presses doubts as to whether n direct wind 
or gale ever exceeds this pressure, 
winds may exceed it, but the width of tho 
pathway of maximum effort iu these i* 
usually very narrow. Mr. Smith has only 
found one example, already quoted, when -, 
in the path of pressure over $0. pounds per- 
square foot exceed Q3 feet wide. T"i% 
pressure is in itself very unnsimf, and, re­
ferring more particularly to railway bridge 
it is stated that a toad d passenger train 
will leave the rails at this pressure of 
wind, and consequently not ranck could !>» 
g lined by making the bridge strong 
e tough to resist a storm which wouldf 
blow a train U>.— SaenUjic American,.

The assassin was making his way as 
fust as possible out of the building 
through the ladies’ parlor towards the 
f* B." street door, a carriage being there 
to take hi*)1 away. Kearney threw 
himself before him and seized hiin.

The first shot struck the President 
in the right arm. The President and 
Secretary IJlainp seemed too much 
bewil iered to'T&ali^e the truth. Blaine 
shouted, “ Where is Col. Rockwell?”
Col. Bockwell and several police officers 
came at once to his assistance and he 
was carried to tfip superintendent’s 
room on the floor above.

The President did not say a word 
when first shot. Meanwhile the assas^ 
sin was seized by those standing near 
and would have been torn to pieces 
bpl for the efforts of the police. Hp 
was taken to the police station.

Dr». BU*s and Pay burn were at the 
depot at the time and went at once to 
tho President’s side. Drs. Lincoln and 
Thompson were sent for at oncp. 4 
hurried consultation Was fipkl, and at 
10.20 a. m. an ambulance called and 
the wounded President was lifted in.
Col. Rockwell and two police officers 
also took çeuts therpin, and started for 
the White House.

The news spread like wild fire, and 
Pennsylvania Avenue was crowded 
almost as much as when the President 
rode to the White House in state ou 
the fourth of Mardi. A squad ot 
mounted police forced a passage 
through the throng ami officers on foot 
guarded the entrance of tbp White 
House grounds.

The President was at once carried to 
his chamber and laid upon the bed.
Surgeon General Barpps was a so in 
attendance by Ibis time, and a cursory 
examination showed that the second 
shot had lodged just over thp kidney, 
and will ip all probability prove fatal, 
but physicians still said there was 
hope.

When the President reached the 
White House his pulse was at 50 and 
he appeared to be almost unconscious.

Philadelphia, June 2).—What is claim­
ed to be the largest purchase of laud ever 
made by a single person in the world oc­
curred Thursday, when Hamilton Deseon, 
a prominent manufacturer of this city, 
closed a contract by which he secured 4,- 
000,000 acres of land from the Slate of 
Florida. This huge transaction has been 
in negotiation for several months. The 
land acquired a tract nearly as large as the 
State of New Jersey, was a pait of the 
public domaiu of the State of Florida, and 
under coutrol of the Board of Interim! 
Improvement of the State. Owiug to the 
recent improved value of the land of 
Florida, this property has been anxiously 
looked after by capitalists of New York 
and Bostou. For years, through agents, 
these gentlemen have endeavoured to 
purchase the land. The State bad no 
discretion to sell until recently, when it 
became necessary to do so to relieve the 
State from certain obligations which had 
become burdensome. When these facts 
beep me known there were renewed efforts 
on the parts of the New York people, who 

backed up by a well-known Gv 
hanking house of that city, and the syndi­
cate from Loudon, headed by the ox-Uui- 
ted States Minister to Belgium, Sand ford 
and the Bostou capitalists to buy the land. 
Meantime Mr. Lesson had become well 
acquainted with the value of the land 
through his large interests in the S'ate, 
and formed his connection with the Ever­
glade scheme. He entered the field and 
set to work energetically, keeping in the 
background himself. The other parties 
left uo stone unturned to get possession of 
the property, but they were outgeuerulled 
at every point. The tract is situated north 
of Lake Okeechobee, and is nearly all 
below the frost line. The amount paid 
has not been made public, but it is to be a 
very large sum in cash. It is Mr. Lesson's 
intention to at once begin and emigration 
which will result in a very large 
to the population of Florida. To this end 
he has already established agencies in 
several places in this country, and will 
at once organize emigration bureaus in 
England, Scotland, France, Germany, 
Holland and Italy.

Besides 
furnishing employment to 75 men about 
their mill* and wharves during the long 
open season, E. D. Davidson & Sons 
employ during the winter and spring, in 
the woods and on the streams from 300 to 
400 men and about 200 team*. During 
the past winter they employed as many as 
400 men at one time, and at the present 
time they have some fifty men in the 
woods. We may again estimate the pro­
bable number of men employed in tbe 
woods by other operators in thi* country, 
and putting it at 800, which Is an appro­
ximate propoition to the work done, we 
have a total number of 700 men, the 
majority of whom belong to this country, 
and who derive a large portion of the sup­
port of him 500 to 600 families, or say 
3000 persons from the lumber business ecu» 
treing lu Bridgewater.

These figures give one some idea of the 
importance of this branch of industry. Wo 
are accused sometimes of a lack of manu­
facturing enterprise, but here is an in­
dustry turning out annually and exporting 
from this country some $2'#0,000 worth 
and upwards of a manufactured article, 
giving employment during a considerable 
portion of the year to 700 or 800 people, 
and furnishing the main support of 
upwards of 3000 men, women and child»
