A PHILADELPHIA MANUFACTURER BUYS 4,000,-
000 ACKES OF FLORIDA LAND, GETTING
AHEAD OF NEW YORK AND BOSTON CAPITAL=-
I8 18,4

PuipAbELPHIA, June 2] —What is claim-
ed to be the lurgest purchase of laad ever
made Ly a single person in the world oc
curred Thursday, when Hamilton Desson,
a prominent manufacturer of this city,
closed a contract by which he secured 4,-
000,000 acres of land from the State of
Florida. This buge transaction has been
in negotiation for several months. The
land acquired a tract nearly as large as the
State of New Jersey, was a pait of the
bublic domain of the State of Florida, and
under control of the Board of Internal
Improvement of the State. Owing to the
recent improved value of the land of
Florida, this property has been anxiously
looked after by capitalists of New York
and Boston. For ycars, through ageuts,
these gentlemen have endeavoured to
purchase the land. The Siate had no
discretion to sell until recently, when it
became necessary to do so to rclieve the
State from certain obligations which had
become burdensome. When these facts
become known there were renewed efforts
on the parts of the New York people, who
were backed up by & well-known German
banking house of that city, and the syndi-
cate from Loudon, headed by the ox-Uni-
ted States Minister to Belgium, Sandford
and the Boston capitalists to buy the land.
Meantime Mr. Desson bad become well
acquainted with the value of the land
through his large interests in the' Siate,
and formed his conuection with the Ever-
glade scheme.  He entered the field and
set to work encrgetically, kesping in  the
background bimself. The other parties
left no stone unturned to get possession of
the property, but they were outgeneralled
at every point. The tract is situated north
of Lake Okeechobee, and is nearly all
below the frost line, The amount paid
has not been made puablic, but it is to be &
very large sum in cash. Itis Mr. Desson’s
intention to at once begin and emigration
which will result in a very large addition
to the population of Florida. To this cud
he has already established agencies in
several places in this conutry, and will
at once organize emigration burcaus in
England, Scotland, France, Germany,
Holland and Italy.

320 acres of such section, but no more, at
the price of $1.25 per acre, cash but no
Patent shall issue for such land until after
three years of actual residence upon the
same.

who bave settled in any one of the several
belts described in the said Regulations of
the 14th October, 1879, hereby rescinded,
but who bave not obtained entrics for
their lands, but who may establish a right

Timber for Settlers.

11 The system of wood lots in prairie
townships shall be continued--that is to
say, homestead scttlors having no timber
on their own lands, shall be permitted to
purchase wood lots in area not exceeding
20 acres each, at a uniform rate of $5 per
acre, to be paid in cash.

12. The provision in the next preceding
paragraph shall apply also to settlers on
prairie sections brought from the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company, in cases where
the only wood lands available bave been
laid vut on even-numbered sections, pro-
vided the Railway Company agree to re-
ciprocate where the only timber in the
locality may be found on-their lands.

13, With a view to encouraging settle:

ons of the ¢ Dowminion Lands Act,” to cut
merchantable timber on any lands owned
by it within surveyed towanships ; and sct-
tlement upon, or sale of any lands covered
by such license, shall, forthe time bLeing,
be subject to the opcration of the same.

Sales of lands to Individuals or Corporations
Jor Colonization.

14. In one case where a company or
individual applies for lands to colonize,
and is willing to expend capital to con-
tribute towards the construction of faci-
lities for communication betwecen such
tands and existing settlements, and the
Government is satisfied of the good faith
and ability of such company or individual
sections to carry ont such undertaking, the
odd -numbered sections in the case of lands
outside of the Cavaslian Pacific Railway
Belt, or of the Belt of any branch line or
lines of the same, may be sold to such
company or individual at half price, or $1
per acre in cash. In case the lands appli-
ed for be situated within the Canadian
Pacific Railway Bylt, the same principle
shall apply so far as one-half of cach even
numbered section is concerned—that is
to say, the one-half of each even-number-
ed section may be sold to the company or
individual at the price of $1 25 per acre to
be paid in cash. The company or indi-
viduasl will further be protected up to the
extent of $500, with six per cent. interest
thereon tiil paid, in the case of advances
made to place familics on homest ads,
under the provisions of section 10 of the
amendments to the Dominion Lauds Acts
herein before mentioned.

15. In every such transaction, it shall
ve abgalutely conditional y—

(a) That the company or individual, as
the case may be, shall, in the case of lands
outside of the said Canadian Pacific Belt,
within three years of the date of the agree-
ment with the Government, place two sct-
tlers on each of the odd-numbered sectians
embraced in the scheme of colonigation.

(4.) That should the land applied for be
situated within tbhe Canadisu Pacific Rail-
way Belt, the company or individual sLall
