DESIRABLE RESIDENCE!

—The United States House of Representa­
tives and the Senate have argued the Presi­
dent’s message, and while at one time there 
appeared to be a divergence of opinion, euf- 
ficent to give rise to a protracted debate, yet 
the two houses have, with but little waste of 
time, concurred in a resolution that leaves 
no doubt of the intentions of the United 
States in regard to the Cuban question and 
gives the President a free hand to operate 
tho machinery of war in pressing his demand 
for the immediate withdrawal of Spanish 
troops from Cuba. The United States has 
really declared for war in the event of any 
further refusal on the part of Spain to relin­
quish her hold on her largest colony in the 
new world, and the general opinion is that 
Spain will notegraut such a concession. The 
full text of the resolution in which both the 
House of Representatives and the Senate 
concur is as follows :

“ Resolved, by the senate and the house 
of representatives of the United States, in 
congress assembled :

“ First, that the people of the Island of 
Cuba are and of right ought to be free and 
independent ;

“ Second, that it is the duty of the United 
States to demand and the government of the 
United States does herewith demand that 
the government of Spain at once relinquish 
its authority and government in the Island 
of Cuba and withdraw its land and naval 
forces from Cuba and Cuban waters ;

“ Third, that the president of the United 
States be, and he hereby is, directed and 
empowered to use the entire land and naval 
forces of the United States and to call into 
the actual service of the United States the 
militia of the several states, to such an extent 
as may be necessary to carry these resolutions 
into effect ;

“Fourth, that the United States hereby 
disclaims any disposition or intention to ex­
ercise sovereignty, jurisdiction or control 

• over said island, except for the pacification 
thereof, and asserts its determination, when 
that is accomplished, to leave the government 
and control of the island to its people.”

vantage which she has over her rivals in the 
far East.

The ship Marlborough, owned by E. 
Churchill & Son’s, Hantsport went to pieces 
in mid-ocean on the 4th inat., while on a 
voyage from St. John to Sharpness with a 
cargo of deals. The life-boat was dashed to 
pieces while the crew were endeavouring to 
launch it and the only other boat was a small 
one in which five men embarked, including 
Captain Cochran and Mate Masters, while 
the twelve remaining men of the crew went 
afloat on the ships houses. The men in this 
boat were within sight of those on the wreck­
age for nearly a day but drifted away in the 
night. For five days the boat’s crew were 
adrift without food or water. One sailor 
died on Thursday and on Friday morning 
Captain Cochrane succumbed. The others 
held out till Sunday morning when another 
sailor died; shortly after Mate Masters sight­
ed a steamer and the castaways were picked 
up about 10 a. m., by the North German 
Lloyd steamer Saale bound for New York. 
The second survivor of the boat’s crew was 
James Fanning, a native of P. E. I. The 
Monitor got the story of the wreck from the 
Mate G. V. Masters, who was on the D. A. 
R., express Saturday afternoon en route for 
his home at Hantsport. The wreck was 
right in the path of the ocean going steamers 
and it is possible that others of the crew 
were picked up. Captain Cochran belonged 
to Hantsport where he had a wife and 
family. The Marlborough was built at 
Hantsport, N. S , in 1863, and registered 1, 
383 tons.

Another Whiskey Still Captured.

Yesterday afternoon the Collector of In­
land Revenue, Mr. H. H. Grant, of Halifax, 
and Mr. H. M. Irvine, Scott Act inspector 
for this county, accompanied by policeman 
Quipp, constables Chute and De Witt, 
and Steadman Newcomb raided an illicit 
whiskey'still, probably operated by the no­
torious Wm. McNauqhton, who has already 
served a term in jail for the same offence. 
The still was located in a log cabin on the 
North Mountain, just back of Bridgetown, 
between the Crosskill and Foster lakes, and 
its existence was first suspected by anglers 
who happened to be in the vicinity. When 
the revenue officer and the constables 
reached the scene, they found a colored man 
named Wm. Bailey, belonging to Middleton, 
there, and he immediately started to es- 

, but was chased and eoon captured 
handcuffed. McNaughton was no­

where to be tound, but a suit of clothes be­
longing to him clearly indicated his connec­
tion with the enterprise. About 200 gallons 
of wash in a process of fermentation was 
found in the cabin together with the appli­
ances and ingredients necessary for the man­
ufacture of the reqüïred brew.

probably always continue to believe that the 
traffic, when properly regulated, is based on

SMUGGLING.
The news of Canada’s prohibitory liquor 

law would spread to foreign nations; and, 
as our revenue laws are not respected by 
foreign powers according to the long estab­
lished principles of international law, foreign 
liquor-dealers would become aware of the 
improved facilities for smuggling their goods 
into our country. As a result the wines and 
spirits of the United States, Spain and 
France would find their way to our shores 
and borders iu much larger quantities than 
at present. The breweries in our country 
being close'd, the revenue laws relating to 
wines and spirits being repealed, there would 
be uo one except the temperance people to 
prevent such goods from landing. These 
honest people would find themselves con­
fronted by a great thirsty public possessed 
of all the tact and cunning instincts of the 
traditional serpent. Prohibition cruisers, 
under such circumstances, would police the 
seas iu vain. If the laws of blockade and 
contraband were declared against wines and 
spirits, and all the ironclads in the British 
navy were employed by the Dominion gov­
ernment to enforce them, the thirsty public 
would still have their wants supplied. The 
masters and seamen of the marine police 
force, the customs officials along the border 
and at our ports, under the pressure and in 
tiuence of public demands and private appe­
tite, would in the majority of cases turn 
traitors to tbe saints. It would be simply 
impossible for thirsty men to see a wine- 
laden steamer approach our coasts under 
such circumstances. Whiskey, labelled as 
something else, would pass through our cus­
toms offices and go straight to liquor shops 
disguised as drug stores, harness shops, etc., 
to which customers would go and ask for 
ginger pop or a glass ornament with a wink, 
and going into the back shop would drink of 
the underground beverage to the health of 
prohibitionists, with greater delight because 
illegally done, and to greater excess. This 
kind of thing is going on to day in one form 
or another in your own prohibition county 
of Annapolis, which is known far and near 
as one of the strongholds of the saints. I 
know of a town in the state of Maine which 
has 33 liquor shops disguised as drug 
—the town of L-wiston -which has a popu­
lation of 22.000: and this is done, not to 
evade the prohibitory liquor law, which has 
been dead for years, but to evade the United 
States liquor seller’s

What man, capable of grasping such a 
situation as this, would think of saying that 
the Bible, or any other authority, upholds, 
or ought to uphold, such a hare brained 
scheme as prohibition? For these reasons, 
Mr. Editor, 1 wjsh to say to the electors of 
the country, through your paper, that, in 
the c immnn interests of our country and the 
noble cause of temperance, théy ought to 
vote down prohibition in the coming plébis­
cite. Let them do so frankly and fearless­
ly, without regard to the confident and fool­
ish assertions of the few studious and well- 
meaning, but nevertheless, conceited clergy­
men, who seem to fancy that they were born 
to work a moral revolution, but who in re 
ality, by their evident social intolerance, by 
their ignorance of the most fundamental 
principles of political economy and represen­
tative government, by their lack of intellec­
tual acumen and every day judgment, and 
by their apparent jneapaevy to understand 
the application of the simplest passages in 
the Holy Sorip’ures, almost lead one to 
doubt, however unwilling to do so, even 
their usefulness in preaching the beautiful 
gospel of personal Christian morality, upon 
which, after all, when preached with modes­
ty and simp-iciiy, the welfare of our nation 
depends more than upon all the prohibitory 
legislation that ever was passed.

In addition to this loss, the enforcement 

of a prohibitory liquor law would add to the 
public expenditure. New cruisers would 
lave to be fitted out to guard our ports. 
The present regulations against smuggling 
along the borders would also prove iusuffi 
cient. A new regiment of police would have 
to be organized, and inspectors appointed to 
examine the premises of suspected offenders 
to prevent the use of private stills. The 
fines, forfeitures and seizures would not pay 
the expenses of administration. Since confed­
eration the greatest amount collected in 
fines, etc., in connection with the adminis­
tration of the laws was in 1886, when the 
sum reached $99,227. In 1896 it was only 
$2,993. The administration of justice in 
1886 cost $707,832; in 1896, $758,270. From 
these figures the general principle may he 
gathered that the cost of enforcing any law 
exceeds the receipts. The liquor traffic is 
so thoroughly organized that courts, law­
yers and witnesses would without a doubt 
combine to defeat the object of the law in 
the vast majority of attempted convictions, 
and the expenses be thrown upon the gov- 
ernment. Hence, we may safely infer that 
the administration of such a law would 
greatly increase the public expenditure.

Can Sir Wilfrid Laurier or any men.her of 
his cabinet tell us from what source the 
money is coming to defray this extra expen 
diture and meet this loss of revenue': Of 
the 27 chief heads of expenditure of révcn ie 
not one can be done away with or materially 
reduced. Do the members of the govern­
ment propose to put a customs duty on the 
$38,000,000 worth of free goods entering oui 
country annually? That would strike a cruel 
blow at all of our manufacturers and at every 
workingman and his family. Is direct taxa­
tion the secret intention of those gentlemen? 
Certainly not, if they intend to run another 
election in this country* We must know 
what their full intentions are before we can 
take an intelligent vote on the liquor traffic.

CAPITAL INVESTED.

The prohibition of the liquor traffic would 
destroy one of our prominent industries. 
The large capital invested in breweries and 
in other branches of the traffic would have 
to seek investment in other quarters, which 
would be difficult or impossible. A large 
number of workmen would be turned out of 
employment, while one of the markets for 
farm produce would be cut off During the 
year ended June 30:h, 1897, 29,000.000 
pounds of corn, 7,300,000 of rye, 343,000 of 
oats and 26,200 of barley were consumed iu 
the manufacture of spirits. As it was cm 
clusively shown in my last letter that, when 
properly regulated and controlled, the ex 
istence of the liquor traffic is based on sound 
ethical principles, being backed up by sacred 
authority, the destruction of this market 
would be an evil of great and far-reaching 
significance to the public welfare.

THE SCOTT ACT.
The Scdtt Act is a failure because there is 

no one to enforce it. Merchants will not 
act as witnesses beqpuae it would offend some 
of their customers and they would lose cus­
tom. Physicians would lose practice if they 
ventured on the witness stand; and so on 
On this principle the law fails to be of any 
practical good. But on the contrary, where 
private rights have been invaded, as in cases 
of theft, libel, trespass, or breach of con­
tract, there is somethiug at stake which is 
of personal interest and importance. Wit 
nesses make known to the parties interested 
what information they possess, and justice is 
arrived at. One can get a good idea of the 
extent of the operation of this principle by 
turning up the figures showing the votes 
polled when the Scott Act was adopted in 
the 28 counties in which it is now in force. 
Take your own county, Mr. Editor. In 
1881, when the Act came before the electors, 
1,111 voted for and 114 
number of voters on the 
your county in that year was over 3,000. 
About one-third of your electors took inter 
est enough in the measure to go to the polls 
to cast their ballots. The remaining two 
thirds did not care how the matter went. 
This is true of all the counties which have 
had the measure brought before them. It 
is the disposi 
overlook all minor faults in their neighbors 
As a rule somebody’s private rights must he 
seriously invaded before the law is put into 
operation. As everybody knows, even such 
crimes as stealing are often tolerated rather 
than to put a neighbor into gaol. I would 
venture to say that two-thirds of our popu­
lation feel that it is none of their business 
who drinks whisk 
force is not worke 
have been, and always will be, the qualities 
of human nature. It is only a few of our 
clergy, with some seven-by nine theory of 
salvation which nobody really believes or 
cares anything about, who take interest 
enough in the matter to attempt to enforce 
the law.
^ With these qualities of human nature in 
mind and with the failure of the Scott Act 
high above the horizon, it is easy to predict 
what would happen if an attempt were made 
to enforce a prohibitory liquor law as has 
been suggested by prohibitionists. Revenue 
laws ceasing to exist and breweries closed by 
the cruel hands of our police force, nothing 
would exist in name as it is now. There 
would be nothing left to the public gaze ex­
cept a great beerless and spiritless desert. 
But underground there would be a more 
prosperous business carried 
fore, because the liquor-dealer would have to 
pay little customs and no excise and could 
sell without a license. The same old demand 
for whiskey would smoulder in the same old 
customers. Private stills, walking saloons, 
and a thousand and one quibbles on the 
meaning of the statute would follow as a 
natural sequence.

No Further Biblical Directions.

Youth's Companion : An account of the 
successful and very forcible resistance by 
the late Bishop of Sodor and Man of two 
highwaymen on a lonely Manx road has re­
called a somewhat similar story of Selwyn, 
the good and famous first Bishop of New 
Zealand.

Selwyn, who was gentle and sweet in hie 
life, as well as most earnest and enterprising 
in the propagation of the Gospel among the 
barbarians of the South Pacific, was a firm 
friend of the Maori natives of New Zealand, 
and took their part publicly in a dispute 
which they had with the English settlers. 
This naturally incensed the lower order of 
settlers, who were trying to get the Maori's

One evening, when Bishop Selwyn was 
walking in the streets of Aukland, he was 
accosted by a drunken Englishman who, after 
abusing him for the part he had taken In be­
half of the natives, gave him a blow across 
the right cheek. The bishop stood in aston­
ishment, and then, turning to his assailant 
his left cheek, said :

“ Now, sir, the Bible telle me that when 
my enemy strikes me on one cheek I must 
turn to him the other ; so I will obey its 
commands.”

Upon this the ruffian, seeking the admira­
tion of the group of sympathizers who had 
assembled, struck the Bishop a severe blow 
on the left cheek, saying : “Oh. Mr. Bishop, 
that’s what your Bible tells you, is it ?"

The bishop turned pale. His example of 
patient forbearance had been quite lost on 
the ruffian and the crowd. The time bad 
come for the assertion of the physical force 
which, in bis college days, had won him the 
title of “ the great George Selwyn." The 
bishop said :

“ Yes, that’s what my Bible tells me to do 
to the coward that has struck me once. But, 
sir, after that it gives me no directions as tV~ 
what I am to do, and I am consequently at 
liberty to act on my own judgment.”

Thereupon he took off hie coat, rolled op 
his sleeves, and “ pitched into ” the ruffian 
in athletic style.

Blazing Lard.— When lard boils over it is 
sure to flame up; a dash of water adds to the 
fury, besides sending back smudges over 
everything in the room. A dash of flour or 
sand will at once quench the flames of burn­
ing lard and sometimes thereby save the 
house.

Cooked Flour.—Browned flour is essen­
tial to good sauces and gravies. To make it 
spread the flour half an inch deep in a pie 
plate and scorch it evenly in an oven with 
constant stirring; when cold bottle it.

To Brown Pie Crust. - To brown a pie 
crust evenly and easily, brush it over lightly 
with sweet milk after it has been in the 
oven over fifteen minutes. A clean bit of 
soft, white cloth should be used for this 
purpose.

Oily Hands.—These unpleasant members 
may be made comfortable and touchable by 
wetting them once or twice a day while 
clean, with cologne, alcohol or toilet vinegar.

Cut Glass.—Cut glass dishes should be 
washed in water, only moderately hot, be­
cause in places they are thick and elsewhere 
thin and they shrink and. expand unevenly, 
being liable to crack when subjected to exces­
ses of temperature.

Milk^in Glasses.—Glasses used for milk 
should be washed in cold water first and 
then again in hot soap suds. This will make 
them clear and shining.

Fob Hot and Cold Applications.— 
Flannel or thick cotton bags filled with salt, 
■ xnd or bran should be kept in the house for 
heating quickly on plates placed in the oven 
to warm person's who have pains “in Ihtir 
midst.” Hot water bottles or even rubber 
bigs are less flexible and less comforting 
than these bags. A relay of such bags of 
various sizes is possible, while hot water 
bags are less quickly replaced. Bags of thin 
texture filled with bops are soothing when 
applied either cold or hot in cases of neural­
gia, toothache, etc.

MR. BORER PRESCRIBES THE BEST FOODS FOR 
BREAKFAST, DINNER AND SUPPER.

Mrs. 8. T. Rorer, writing on “ The Beat 
Food for a Growing Child,” in the April 
Ladies' Home Journal, says: “ A child 
must have in its active life at least two-thirds 
carbonaceous foods and one-third nitrogenous 
or flesh building foods. For breakfast he 
may have first a well-baked or steamed ap­
ple, a little apple sauce, a ripe peach or some 
grapes, followed by a well cooked cereal 
with milk, after which, a soft boiled egg, a 
small bit of broiled white fish, a little 
broiled sweetbread, a piece of broiled chick­
en, or he may take simply a bowl of oatmeal 
or wheat preparation, and a slice of well- 
toasted whole wheat bread.

“For dinner, a clear soup, followed by a 
red meat, either beef or mutton, broiled, 
boiled or roasted, or ary of the wild meats, 
with one starchy vegetable, such as rice, po­
tato or stewed macaroni, and one green 
vegetable simply cooked, such as spinach, 
cauliflower, asparagus, lettuce, cress, celery, 
well-cooked cucumber, carefully stewed tur­
nip or well boiled radish, over which is 
poured a little cream sauce, giving the re 
quired fatty matter. Next comes the des 
sert. Such things as rice pudding, cup cus­
tard, caramel custard, mock charlotte, float­
ing island, rice dumplings and boiled rice 
and milk, or moulded wheat let with whipped 
cream, and moulded rice with whipped 
cream may be used. Water, not iced, should 
be the accompanying beverage.

“ Supper may consist of bread, thoroughly 
hiked, with either butter or milk, or corn 
meal mush and milk, mush bread, bread 
sticks and chicken broth. M ilk is, however, 
the better liquid food for the child’s night 
meal. A child who is fed properly, and is 
well bathed and comfortably clothed, will 
eat well, sleep well and be happy and good.”

Then, as the stomach grows 
stronger, take pure milk, sipping it and 
swallowing it slowly. You may take also 
the raw white of an egg shaken with a cap 
of milk, Bar'helow’s food, plum porridge, a 
little scraped beef broiled, and finally broiled 
beef, boiled rice and pulled bread. A glass 
of cool, not iced, water should be taken the 
first thing in the morning. A cup of warm, 
not hot, water half au hour before breakfast. 
For breakfast, three ounces of milk mixed 
with one ounce of bailey water. This 
schedule should be followed every three 
hours throughout the entire day for one 
week, taking the last glass of milk half an 
hour before bedtime. Koumyes may be sub­
stituted for milk or used alternately.”

Feeding Grain to Lambs,

Teach young lambs to eat grain as early 
as possible. The lambs are inquisitive little 
fellows, and a shepherd can soon teach them 
to lick meal. The best way to give lambs 
their meal is in what is called a lamb creep. 
The lamb creep is a small enclosure opening 
off the pen in which the lambs are running. 
The opening into it is only large enough to 
admit the lambs. Place a trough in it and 
keep it supplied with meal for the lambs to 
eat. The beat feed for the lambs is a mix­
ture of oats, bran, and linseed meal, equal 
parts of each by weight. Corn is too fatten­
ing for young lambs, and does not provide 
sufficient growing material. The lambs can 
use large quantities of bran without any in­
jury. The oats can be fed.whole; if ground 
the lambs will leave some of the hulls.

Sheep are particular about their feed. 
They want the best. They will leave food 
that has been nosed over by other animals. 
So a little patience will have to be exercised 
in getting the lambs to eat. Remove any 
meal they have left and give a fresh supply. 
Keep everything clean and sweet for them. 
If the lambs are still in the shed feed them 
meal night and morning when the sheep are 
fed. After all the chores are done see if the 
lambs have eaten up their grain; if they have, 
give them some more. By the time they are 
eight weeks old they will eat one fifth of a 
pound a day. At ten weeks old they will 
consume one-quarter pound a day, and at 
twelve weeks a good Iamb can get away with 
half a pound of grain.

When lambs go out to pasture make a 
creep in the pasture field and continue the 
supply of grain regularly, gradually increas­
ing it. The result will be that the lambs 
will pass through weaning time much better 
and ultimately be ready for market weeks 
earlier than lambs that have had no grain. 
If they are held until those that have had 
no extra grain are ready they will be fully a 
quarter heavier, and worth that much more.

A Monte Carlo Tragedy

AN INCIDENT WHICH MADE BISMARCK AN 
INVETERATE ENEMY TO UAMBLINU.

Prince Bismarck has long been an inveterate 
enemy to the wholesale system of gambling, 
which is “preserved,” as it were, at Monte 
Carlo and similar establishment on the con­
tinent

His antipathy is due to a tragedy which 
was enacted under his very eyes at Baden 
more than 30 years ago. During the season 
at that place, which was of more than aver­
age brilliancy, he would himself go into one 
of the gambling saloons, which was frequent­
ed the highest aristocracy and 
bers of the diplomatic corps. Although he 
played little he would occasionally venture 
email sums. If he won, he would venture 
his original stake again and again, but if he 
lost at the first coup he retired from the table.

One day while Bismarck was standing at 
a table a young man and a beautiful woman 
came in. He was a baron and had only re­
cently married and was on his wedding trip 
with his bride. The man began to play. 
At first fortune favored him, and he won.

Then his luck turned. He began to lose. 
With each loss he became more desperate. 
The beautiful woman by his side vainly strove 
to tear him away. The fever of gambling 
had taken hold of his brain. The more the 
woman besought the more the man ventured. 
Hundreds of francs grew into thousands, and 
thousands after thousands were raked in by 
the croupier.

The whole table was watching this fighter 
with fortune, and among them no one was 
more intent than Bismarck himself.

At last the gambler put a larger stake than 
ever on the table, and again he lost.

He rose and whispered a word to his wife, 
and they left the room together.

Nobody in a gambling saloon heeds the 
ruined man, and the game went on as before, 
less feverishly perhaps and without such 
large stakes.

Suddenly, without a moment’s warning, 
the report of a pistol rang through the room. 
Some people hurried out. There on the 
ground lay the body of the ruined man, a 
bullet wound in his head, from which a thin 
stream of blood was flowing. By the side of 
the body, distracted, almost turned to stone 
by the horrible situation, stood the beautiful 
young wife, now a widow.

Suddenly her restrained feelings overcame 
her, and with one wild shriek she fell by the 
side of the dead man. Bismarck was one of 
the onlookers who had seen the result of the 
fearful tragedy.

“ This horrible business must stop,” he ex­
claimed.

It did stop. In the course of a few years 
every public gambling house in Germany was 
abolished. — Pierson’s Weekly.

To make good butter one must have good 
milk, and this comes only from healthy cow s, 
fed on good, sweet pasture or on good, sweet 
grain and other forage, and which have pure 
water to drink and pure air to breathe. 
Certain obnoxious weeds—leeks, wild onions, 
rag-weed, and others—give the milk and the 
butter made from it a decidedly bad flavor; 
so also does damaged, rotten silage, mouldy 
corn fodder or hay, and musty damaged 
grain. Impure water has its effect, both on 
the health of the animal and on the quality 

.of the milk. In many pastures are seen 
small pools in which the cows stand during 
the heat of the day to rid themselves of flies. 
The water in these becomes filthy and is 
kept stirred up by the movements of the 
cattle, and where, as is often the case, it is 
the only water obtainable, the cows are com­
pelled to drink it. This can usually be avoid­
ed by fencing the pond and keeping the cattle 
out. If this water is needed for the cattle it 
can be drawn out by a pipe laid on the lower 
side into a trough from which the cows can 
drink.

In a close, crowded, ill ventilated stable, 
where there is too little air space for each 
animal, the air becomes foul from the ex­
halations, and this affects the milk as well 
as the health of the animals. The remedy 
in this case is to provide more room for the 
stock and better ventilation.

The stable should be kept as clean as pos­
sible and the cows well bedded and clean. 
The utmost cleanliness should be observed in 
milking. All dirt should be brushed from 
the cow before beginning to milk, and it is 
best to dampen the udder and flank of the 
cow, so as to prevent the dust and ne dirt 
from falling into the milk. The milk should 
be strained immediately after milking and 
not allowed to stand in the cow stable any 
longer than is absolutely necessary.

Solomon asked nearly three thousand years 
ago: “Is there anything new under the 
sun?” He concluded there was not. A 
similar question might be asked now, and 
we would come pretty much to the same con­
clusion. We all more or less bd upo i the 
labors of oar predecessors. This is true sub­
stantially of ideas as well as things. It is 
remarkable that those whom we regard as 
our greatest geniuses and inventors have been 
the greatest borrowers. The following ex­
tract from the works of Robert Hooke, pub­
lished in 1664, will give emphasis to our re­
marks :—

“ As glasses have highly promoted our see­
ing, so ’tis not improbable but that there may 
be found many mechanical inventions to im­
prove our other senses, of hearing, smelling, 
tasting, touching. ’lie not impossible to 
hear a whisper a furlong’s distance, it having 
been already done, and perhaps the nature 
of the thing would not make it more impos­
sible, though that farlong should be ten times 
multiplied, and though some famous authors 
have affirmed it impossible to hear through 
the thinnest plate of Muscovy glass, yet I 
know a way by which it is easy to speak 
through a wall a yard thick. It has not yet 
been thoroughly examined how far atocous- 
ticons may be improved, nor what other way 
there may be of quickening our hearing, or 
conveying sound through other bodies than 
-the air, for that is not the only medium. 
I can assure the reader that I have, by the 
help of a distended wire, propagated the 
sound to a considerable distant, or with as 
seemingly quick a motion as that of light ; 
at least incomparably swifter than that, 
which at the same time was propagated 
through the air ; and this not only in a 
straight line, or direct, but one bended in 
many angles.”

PîHSThe Man who First Discovered Gold in Calif-

Had Marshall been a man of ordinary 
shrewdness or tact, he could have made a 
fortune by taking up claims and working' 
them by hired labor. Instead he wasted bis 
time and energies in efforts to prevent pre­
datory attacks on his cattle and saw-mill, 
and caused so much ill feeling that he was 
forced to seek safety by flight. This ex­
pedience soured his disposition, and on his 
return he foolishly boasted of lichmices of 
which he knew, but the location of which he 
refused to disclose. Hungry prospectors 
eager to make their fortunes, were driven 
nearly insane by such tantalizing, and again 
Marshall was compelled to leave suddenly to 
save his life, His mill was torn down and 
most of his property confiscated. He return­
ed built a small cabin near the scene of his 
great discovery, and there lived the life of a 
recluse, prospecting in the mountains, and 
eking out a poor living.

Efforts were made to secure a pension for 
the man who started the great development 
of California, and the Legislature granted 
allowance for four years# amounting in all to 
$7200. This was all the money Marshall 
ever received from the State for a discovery 
that made scores of millionaires, and that 
crowded into ten years the normal develop­
ment of a half-century. Marshall regarded 
himself as an ill-used man. He nursed hie 
grievance, and as a hermit he lived till 
August 10th, 1885, when he was found dead 
In his lonely cabin.

His grave is on a hill not far from the site 
of his great discovery, and two years after 
his death the State erected a monument to 
his memory. . The monument is of granite, 
is thirty-one feet in height, and is surmount­
ed by a bronze statue ten and a half feet 
high representing a typical California miner.

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Draining Land with Trees.

A Maine contributor to American Garden­
ing takes for his text draining land with trees 
and shrubs. He writes as follows :

I found it necessary to select a location for 
the cesspool of a new house, and in the light 
of past experience I fixed upon a place a rod 
and a half from an elm of a century’s growth 
and within a few feet of a proposed line of 
hedge. The location would also be where a 
bunch of shrubs or evergreens could be group­
ed to give a good effect to the lawn when laid 
out. I placed the cesspool in this situation 
because I had learned by experience that 
trees and shrubs drink up enormous quanti­
ties of liquids from the ground and that their 
roots delight to feed upon just such impurities 
as will soak out into the surrounding ground 
from cesspools and sink drains. No one 
would believe what quantities of water the 
roots of a single tree even will take up from 
the ground unless he has had a practical 
demonstration before his eyes.

I do not recommend open sink drains, 
though these are much better than closed 
drains that are not properly trapped, but 
where such a-drain exists and is likely to 
exist or where a cesspool is to be located, I 
know the presence of trees and shrubs is 
desirable. Hedges may be made doubly 
serviceable in this connection oftentimes, 
serving the purpose just described and that 
of windbreaks and of objects of beauty.

A REBUKE TO INTELLIGENCE.

In the March Ladies' Home Journal Ed­
ward Bok writes on “The Decay of the 
Sunday-school,” and points out the reasons 
therefor. “I have in mind,” he says, “ not 
lees than twelve different men who are act- 
ting as superintendents of our Sunday- 
schools. Not one of these men has even a- 
suggestion of force; not a spark of personal 
magnetism, not a personal possession which 
goes to draw children to him or to the school 
over which he presides. In five of these 
cases the men have been failures in business; 
by men in the outer world they are passed 
over, and yet the church places them in po­
sitions which call preeminently for every el­
ement which they so distinctly lack. To be 
a successful head of a Sunday-school calls for 
a man with the instinct of leadership: a man 
who will infuse life into the school: hope 
and courage into his teachers: who is fertile 
of mind and infinite in capacity: who can: 
draw children to him and retain their inter­
est. Not only must he elevate his children: 
in a spiritual sense, but lessons of the high­
est morality must be taught: an influence re­
fining to the mind and nature must be ex­
haled, and all the interest of the children 
must be arrested and held. Infinite variety 
of method must be sought. The young" 
quickly tire of anything which long remains 
the same, and that is why they are tiring" 
of the Sunday-school. It has too long re­
mained the same. It has fallen into a rut,.

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Give the Boys Some Lambs.

It is a good plan to give the boys on the 
farm a direct interest in the stock. There 
is nothing that will bind the boys to the 
farm as thoroughly as owning something of 
their very own. When a lamb has to be 
raised by hand let one of the boys have it 
for his own if he will care for it. If so for­
tunate as not to have to raise any by hand, 
let the boys have one each out of the flock 
for themselves and teach them bow they 
should be cared for, and thus intereot them 
in the work of the farm.

Let the boys realize that the lamb is their 
own, not simply called so. When the lambs 
are sold give them the price of the lamb. 
Don’t let it be “ Bob’s lamb, but dad’s mut­
ton.” That is a sure way to drive the boys 
off the farm.

Horse Radish for Horae Use.

All horse radish should be got out of the 
ground as soon as the frost is fairly out. 
That for home use is best preserved by grat­
ing finely while fresh, putting the pulp in 
bottles with wide mouths, and corking 
closely to keep out air. It is very difficult 
to keep the roots in warm weather. Those 
kept dry will become dry and worthless. 
Those put in sand with any moisture will 
start to growing, and the root will become 
acrid and of poor flavor.

Stone or Cement Floors for Dairies.

There is no floor for a dairy so good as 
flagstone and cement between the joints. It 
will not absorb milk or cream as boards or 
bricks will do, is easily cleaned,' and is al­
ways easily kept cool in summer The cost 
of a cement floor is not much if any greater 
than that from other material that will not 
give half so good satisfaction. The dairy 
floor should be even with the surface of the 
soil, or but very slightly above it.
