" LARGE OYSTERS.3

A United States fish traders paper
recently announced that an oyster
brought from the Samoan Islands
measured 3 feet 3inches across the
shell, which was no less than 4 inches
in thickness. The largest Canadian
ovster on record was taken on the
Prince Edward Island oyster bed and
measured 15 inches across the shell,
which is preserved in the Fairv ie\\"}hy-
tel, DBridgewater. {Professor vl’ru?co.
Dominion Commissioner of Fisheries,
possesses the heaviest and most mas-
sive oyster ever taken.in Canada. He
obtained it on Prince Fdward.last
summer. It measured only 5 or 6 md'x-
es across, but it is nearly 2 inches in
thickness and in it over 60 distinct
layers can be counted, whereas mn:ft
ovsters have only 6 or 8 layers. It is
a remarkable shell and practical oys-
ter men have declared that it must be
a quarter of a century old.

WHAT THE WORLD DID IN 1902.
(Montreal Witness.)

The events of the year nineteen hun-
and two have lilled many a crowded
page in the book of time, and have
been now interesting, now appalling,
now pleasing - and now of we very
highest sigmticance. OUn the first of
January, 1902, we are reminded that
the first train ran from Port Arthur
to Winnipeg and marked. the beginning
of the reahization of a projected rail-
way extension in the west that has
since. opened the eyes of the world to
the depth as well as the length of our
great country, The final census report
was published on January 15, and to
our disappointment only gave a popu-
lation of 5,369,666, or an increase of
536,427 over 1891, of which the increase
of the rural population was only
52,924. On February 12, Lord Dufierin,
one of our most esteemed and capable
governor-generals, died, the victim of
a stock manipulator, who succeeded in
strippimng  him  of nearly all but his
good .name. The moral need not be in-
sisted upon, as the lesson is too appar-
ent. On March 22, Mr. Marconi, in
furtherance of his agreement with the
Dominion Government, selected a site
at Table Head, Glace Bay, for his new
wireless  telegraphy station, from which
place he successfully sent messages
to England- the other day That Can-
ada aided in making possible Mr. Mar-
coni’s wonderful experiments must al-
ways be a matter for satisfaction on
her part. Cecil Rhodes died on March
26, and whatever history may have to
say to his detraction, it will recognize
his Napoleonic ventures in the fields of
empire. The last day of March saw
the battle of Hart’s River and the nev-
er-to-be-forgotten defence of the Ca-
nadians. It was the last notable bat-
tle of the war, and doubtless had its
share in determining the conclusion of
peace. Negotiations for the same be-
gan only a few days afterwards, and
on May 31 a thankful nation saw the
peace terms signed and settled. On
May 8, St. Pierre, Martinique, was de-
stroyed by a volcanic eruption from
Mont Pelee, and thirty thousand peo-
ple are said to have been destroyed.
At the same time Mont Soufiriere, on
the neighboring island of St. Vincent,
nearly buried the island in ashes and
killed nearly three thousand people.
Few catastrophes have ever equalled
this one, and the shock of it to the
world will not soon be forgotten. The
anthracite coal strike began on May 12.
when a hundred and forty thousand
miners left work and stayed out until
October 14, when the coal commission
was appointed by President
velt. These five months of idleness not
only brought much suffering to the
miners, but practically dislocated busi
ness in many parts of the continent,
and few coal have not suffered
loss and inconvenience thereby. On
May 8 occurred. the death of Lord
Pauncefote, British ambassador to the
United States. He had done much to
increase and foster the respect and es-
teem of the two nations, so essential
to the world’s peace and progress, and
the United States recognized his friend-
ship and greatness by sending home
his body in a battleship.

On June 24 the portentous news that
the Coronation fixed for the twenty.
sixth would have to be postponed on
account of the King's illness, gravely
disturbed the Empire, which hung upon
the hopes held out by the bulletins
with pathetic trust. On July 6 he was
pronounced out of danger by his phy-
sicians, and on Aug.Y, a Saturday,
the great Coronation took place amidst
unprecedented pomp, thankfulness and
rejoicings. On June 28 the United
States took a momentous step when
both Houses decided in favor of the
Panama route for the canal, thus fol-
lowing the best expert opinion which
had long decided its superiority over
the Nicaragua route. Important events
occurred on the last day of June.
General Cronje took the oath of al
legiance to St. Helena and the Imper-
ial Conference opened in London. Can
ada did not come out of the Imperial
Conference with too much credit, our
representatives not having the power
to promise a contribution for imperial
defence, although the British navy
protects our persons and commerce in
every sea, On July 3 President Roose-
velt” proclaimed that there was peace
in the Phillippines though peace was
not apparent to the world for some
time afterwards. Lord Salisbury re-
signed the Premiership of Great Brit-
ain on July 12, being full of years
and honors, and was succeeded by his
nephew, ‘Arthur Balfour,” who has In-
creased his hitherte great reputation
in that exalted position. Events fol-
lowed thick and fast, but it must suf-
fice to recall the complete organiza-
tion of the international shipping com-
bine "on Sept. 15, followed by the
agreement of the British Government
with the Cunard Steamship Co., for
the establishment of a fast

gervice: both new departures whose ef-
fects have yet to be experienced. On
Oct. 30 the all-British Pacific Cable
was completed and on Nov.1 Sir
Sandford Fleming sent a message
round the world in ten hours and
twenty-five minutes. Martial law was
repealed in the South African colonies
on Nov. 19. The next day the news
was announced in London that the
Grand Trunk had decided to build a
railwvay to the Pacific coast.

PRUSPEROUS NOVA SCOTIA.

(Montreal Gazette.)

“I believe that within ten years the
Provincial revenue from the mineral
output of Nova Scotia will reach a
round million dollars,” was the state-
ment made yesterday at the Windsor,
by Mr. F. B. Wade, M. P. for Ama-
polis county, who is a lawyer and cre
of the leading authorities on railway
and trade matters generally in the
House of Commons.

Mr. Wade said that next season will
see no less than 600 miles of railway
under construction in the province of
Nova Scotia, the different systems be-
ing M acKenzie and Mann's railway
along the south shore from Halifax to
Barrington; the Nova Scotia Eastern,
from Halifax harbor to the Strait of
Canso; the Cape Breton extension from
St. Peters to Sydney and Louisburg,
and Mr. M. .J.'O’Brien’s road from
Middleton to Victoria Beach, with per-
haps ‘a number of smaller undertak-
ings. He said that Premier Murray’s
railway policy,
dizing of the forementioned roads in
a liberal manner, was a courageous
piece of legislation, but he believed
that the wonderful development of the
coal trade and the consequent buoy-
ancy of the provincial revenue, fully
justified the policy

Going into details he said that in
1882 the coal royalties only reached
about 50,000, while now the pro-
vince receives from its mineral output
more than $500,000 with the almost
certain -hope that the figure will reach
$600,000 in 1903.

Looking at these handsome figures
and taking into account the future
plans of the Dominion Coal Company,
the Nova Scotia Steel and Coal Com-
pany, the Broad Cove properties of
MacKenzie and Mann, Mr Wade thinks
that it is quite safe to assume that,
even before ten years shall have ex-
pired the sum of $1,000,000 will be an-
nually pouring into the Nova Scotia
treasury as the result of its vast min-
eral output.

“But are you sure that this coal de-
velopment will be as continuous?”

Mr. Wade replied as follow
“There is nothing to. indi
there will be any let up for years to
come. Everything points to a heavy
increase from year to year. In spite
of the fact that the Dominion Coal
Company has just completed one of
the largest shafts in the world, the de-
mand’ is so great that the company is
going to sink another, and the same
rule applies to the other coal com-
panies I have just named, so taking
one thing with another I cannot see
anything to indicate other than a
vast increase in the mineral output
of Nova Scotia.” :

“What do you think oi the sugges-
tion to remove the duty on American
coal if Washington were to set the ex-
ample?”’

“That is, perhaps, a difficult ques-
tion to answer off-hand, but you must
remember that if the auty were re-
moved from coal the cry woulc be
raised that it must be taken from
flour also, for when those duties wer
imposed the one was put on tc ofis

the other.

“Ontario and the West said that if
they had to pay a duty on American
coal they must be protected against
American flour in the markets of the
Lower Provinces. Nova Scotia ob-
jected to this at first, but the quality
of Canadian flour now produced by
our western millers makes the bargain
a satisfactory one, and it will not
probably be disturbed.”

Mr. Wade belongs to the revenue tar-
il of the ministerial party, as he
thinks such a policy best adapted to
the country at large, although he ad-
mitted that’if his lines were cast in
the great manufacturing centres of the
Dominion his ideas might be influenced
more or less by his immediate sur-
roundings.

Proceeding to discuss the railway
system of the Dominion, Mr. Wade ex-
pressed himself as opposed to the pol-
icy of Government ownership of rail-
ways, vet this did not of necessity
apply to the Intercolonial. He sop-
posed, however, to the extension of
the present Government system to the
Northwest and to the Pacific Ocean, as
he thought this should be left to pri-
vate enterprise i

With regard to the future eastern
connections of the present railway
svstems of old Canada, Mr. Wade said
he. expected to see another railway en-
tering Halifax within a few years,
and, referring to the probable saving
of time, he thought at least 50 miles
could be saved between Moncton and
the port of Halifax.

He also predicted some interesting
enterprises as the result of MacKenzie
and Mann's rdilway projects by the
sea. He thought that a line of steam-
ers would be placed on the route be-
tween New York and Shelburne as
soon as that harbor, open every day
of the year, and also accessible by
night, was reached by the railway
from Halifax along the south shore.

One of the dilliculties, however,
which ‘will have to be coped with in
Nova Scotia, is the scarcity of laboe
which extends to the farm, to the
mine, to the fishing vessels and other
branches of in(ﬁus(r_\' as well. The an-
nual wealth created by the fisheries of

He said in conclusion that the ex-
odus from the Maritime Provinces to
the United States had been as good
as stopped, and, in fact, a good many
were returning to these new and im-
profed surroundings which the Lower
Provinces now present to all who set-
tle down within their borders.

THE NORTHWARD TENDENCY,

Looking at the map of Canada one
is apt to wonder whether those vast
and now silent regions east and west
of Hudson Bay will ever be populated
by prosperous and progressive civilized
communities. There can be little doubt
that they will, when we consider the
northward tendency of the race. The
northward growth of population has
of late years been especially remark-
able, and fertile farms are now work-
ed in regions shown on the older maps
as deserts, and ‘high toward the pole
are prosperous towns and many vil-
lages. Greenland has a contented pop-
ulation of thousands and, lying in
the same latitude, its southern edge
commensurate with Greenland’s is Fin-
land, which has just startled us with
failure of the crops. Crops, in the
latitude of Iceland and Slave Lake!
And here is the reportof a railroad
which has been completed to Victoria
Haven, 130 miles north of the Arctic
circle. At forty-four miles north of the
circle one finds the town of Gellivare,
a place of 6,000 people, with a hotel,
theatre, homes of well paid miners,
book shops, bicycles and Paris fash-
ions. In our own Yukon we find yet
more promising settlements closer to
the circle, and railroads in operation
over many passes where, till gold was
found, the foot of man had seldom
trod. The time may be not far dis-
tant when the present settled p%l‘tlo{ls
of Canada will be regarded by the mil-
lions living near the Arctic as a sort
of sub-tropical country.—Island Re
porter.

LETTER FROM LABRADOR.

The following extract copied from an
American paper, refers to Mrs. Hugh
Calder, now in Labrador, as the writ-
er of the letter which gives an inter-
esting account of her voyage and life
in the northern wild:

A resident of the village of Hard-
wick, Mass., has a letter trom a for-
mer schoolmate, now the wife of a
man interested financially in a lumber
company controlling a large area of
timber land in Labrador. The letter
is particularly interesting in that it
presents clearly to view some of the
difliculties encountered in working so
far away from ’'all supplies and re-
pair and in a placé absolutely in-
accessible for almost eight months in
the year. The husband of the letter-
writer, as superintendent for the com
pany, took the first mill into the un-
broken forest -the past summer. A
sailing vessel was chartered, the saw-
mill with its equipment and duplicate
parts to guard against breakage, some
eight or ten horses with harness, sleds,
otc., two cows, several dogs and
abundarnt supplies of hay and grain
were placed on board. The party con-
sisted of the superintendent, his wife
and two children, a boy of three and
a baby some six months old, and
eleven wood choppers, teamsters and
mill hands. Household. goods and
abundant supplies of provisions had
to be included in the cargo and care
exercised that no important thing be
forgotten as there would be no oppor-
tunity to get anything once left be-
hind. The sailing trips began early
in August and in two days less than
four weeks the harbor selected as a
location of the camp was reached in
safety. Tents were used for camping
until the mil! could be landed and
set up, timber cut and sawed into
lumber and the necessary buildiags
put up. The horses were a ‘“‘true
blue” circus to the few native Esqui
maux who came and camped near by
and who had never before seen a
horse. But their eyes opened still wid
er with curiosity and wonderment
when the big saw was started and
went tearing its way through -the tim
ber slicing out the boards and frame-
work for the houses. By Oct.5th a
two story house for the men had been
completed, and a snug little dweiling
house for the superintendent was well
under way: The location was beauti-
ful and Ythe weather very mild, sum
mer clothing being most comfortable
Qct. Hth. The nearest settlement
a little fishing village 35 miles away
and no roads. The writer
expected no opportunity of mailing or
letters after Oct. 5th, until
With one other thought
from the letter I must close. When
the sailing trip began the little boy
was taught by his mother in his even-
mg prayer to Please God, take
care of us and bring us safely to Lab
rador.” Within a hali hour after
landing he came to his mother with
the question “What shall T say to God
now, mamma? Shall 1 say, Thank you
God for “bringing us safe to Labra
dor?”’ How!' many, much older, are as
thoughtful about the ‘“Thank you,
God,” as this little fellow?

A WILD BLIZZARD.

BROWN’S VALLEY, Minn., Jan. 7.

HEAVY_COAL SHIPMENTS.

READING, Pa., January 11.—The
Pennsylvania and Reading railroad of-
ficials claim that for the week ending
to-nicht more anthracite coal was
taken down the line than for any
previous week in years. The total is
10,000 of all classes of cars, or an av-
erage of 1,700 cars for each working
day of the week, equal to nearly 235-
000 tons. This was distributed in_the
company’s territory as far as New
York and along its own branches in
this state and elsewhere. The coal
famine throughout this section has
reached such an acute stage that many
industries in the smaller towns will
soon . have to close, and in the coun-
try districts the distress is so wide-
spread that teams have started for
the Schuykill county coal fields, thirty
and forty miles distant to supply
pressing necessities. In answer to the
criticism that if so much coal is mined
and shipped, why-it does not relieve
the famine, it is stated that there are
so many industrial establishments that
do not use coke or bituminous, and
that many of these depend on a sup-
ply of anthracite to keep them going.

DELEGATES REPORT OF THE AMHERST
FAIR.

Having the honor of being chosen as
delegates from the Bridgetown Agri-
cultural Society to the Kat Stock
Show held at Amherst on the 16th,
L7th and 1sth ot bec., we wish to
make a brief report of what we saw
and heard whiie in attendance.
we arrived at Amberst at 1 o’clock,
m., 16th, secured a room at the
Amnerst hotel and got dinner, and
then we were ready for the Fair.
After a few minutes walk we came to
the Fair building, a magnificent
structure, 140 by 240 feet., two stories
high and heated by steam.

Entering and turning to our left we
came to the sheep, kept in a double
row of pens extending about two-
thirds the length of the building, well
filled with Leisters, Southdowns, and
Shropshires. They were certainly a
very fine lot. We were told by some
of the owners that they had shorn ten
pounds of wool from each sheep. All
the entries were from eastern Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick.
Next in order came the cattle exhib-
it from the calf to the mature ox, tied
in two double rows, the rows facing.
They were an exceptionally fat, slick
and well finished looking lot of cat-
tle, all the big breeds being represent-
ed. Conspicuous among them was a
three year old heifer, owned by Mr.
Oscar Chase, of Port Williams, Lring-
ing down the beam at 1546 lbs., and a
yoke of oxen owned by Me. Davidson,
of Bridgewater. The dairy deparument
was a magnificent exhibit, showing
the cows being kept in an enclosure
apart and remote from the other stock
thus escaping any noise, the better to
insure an accurate test of their milk
and butter qualities. Here were Dur-
hams, Ayreshires, Jerseys and Hol-
Visitors were not allowed to
see this department only by permit
from the owners. (See aairy test in
Maritime Farmer, Dec. 23rd). Next in
order came the swine, which were also
well represented.

We then continued our walk up
stairs to the live and dressed poultry
department. All the different breeds
were well represented, the most prom
inent among them being the B. P.
Rock and White Wyandottes.- The
dressed poultry were put up for ex
port in fine style and looked very at
tractive. Passing along we came to the
seed exhibit sent there by the govern
ment to show the difference between
the good and the poor seed usually
sold to the farmer. A special mention
was made of the seed sold at Bridge-
town as being a very poor quality.
Down stairs we entered the show ring
and auditorium where the cattle were
exhibited and judged. The judges
after placing their awards gave a short
talk on the different animals and gave
the reasons for their decisions. D.
C. Anderson, of Pugsby, Ont., gave a
short talk, showing the points that
make the ideal beef animal.

The opening took place in the Aud-
itorium at 2.30 p. m. In the absence
of Hon. W. S. Fielding, who was to
have opened the show; the honour
was allotted to Prof. J. W. Robertson.
President E. B. Elderkin opened the
proceedings at 3 p. m. Support-
ing him on the platform were :
W. Robertson, Archibald McNeilage,
editor ““Scottish Farmer,” Hon. Wm.
Ross. Col. H. M. Campbell, Thomas
A. Peters, Senator Wood, and a num
ber of other leading men. The evening
lectures were very instructive
We think the Fat Stock Show a
splendid institution and believe it is
the coming show; and we hope the
farmers at this part of the Province
will bestir themselves to the breeding
and feeding of better stock and thus
he fairly represented at the fair in
future years.

The subject for the evening’s con-
sideration was ‘‘which is most profit-
able to raise for feeding purposes,
roots or grain?”’

The Secretary, Rev. R. A. Smith, in
opening the discussion said that he
could not speak authoritatively on tne
subject of raising roots or grain, but
he had had considerable experience as
a consumer in England.

The question as presented was a wide
one. A farmer has to take into his
consideration what animals he wishes
to feed—cows, calves, oxen, horses,
sheep, pigs or poultry. Then what use
he desires to make of the animals. Is
he keeping them for milking, breeding,
working or fatten.ng.

His. own knowledge of farming was
limited to rather extensive dairy and
sheep farming, and he spoke as one
who had to buy all food except hay.

Potatoes were considered to be the
best roots to feed to dairy cattle, and
as regarded from the dairyman’s stand-
point, with cornmeal at 12s. 6d. or
0 per barrel, and bran at 5s. or

a hundred pounds, 30c. a bushel
was the highest price they would pay
for potatoes for feeding to the cattle.

He might mention a few of their
rules.

1. If you wish to produce butter of
best quality, don't feed roots.

2. Always give the cattle long hay
for the first feed when their stomachs
are empty, do not give them bran,
cornmeal, roots or anything of that
kind until they have eaten hay.

3. If you use roots for fattening do
not use them during the last four or
five weeks. They will flavor the flesh
of the animal.

4. They always regarded ground oil-

cake as the safest and best substitute
for milk in raising calves.
5. Some of the cattle and cali foods
sold would fatten animals rapidly but
the fiesh was inferior because tasting
of the food used.

Mr. S. Saunders said it was impos
sible for farmers in the Annapolis val-
ley to rai sufficient grain to feed
their cattle throggh winter. But they
could raise roots profitably.

Mr. George Armstrong said he could
raise roots more profitably than grain.
He had fed good linseed meal to calves
and had found it excellent.

The President, Mr E. McDormand
said that grain was an objectionable
crop for orchards. Roots did better.
The proper ration would probably be
in and roots together. The Secre-
tary had drawn attention to one very
important matter, namely, the first
feed in the morning. In growing roots
he found he could raise two bushels
of turnips to one of mangels.

Mr. George Armstrong said he had
supplied butter to one lady in Annap-
olis regularly, and she had mentioned
the flavor when he began to feed tur-
nips.

Chief MacKinnon on the Ben Davis
Apple in Great Britain.
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(Department of Agriculture, Ottawa.)

Mr. W. A. McKinnon, chief of the
fruit division of the Dominion Depart-
ment of Agriculture, writing from Eng
land with reference to the Ben Davis
apple, states that the enormous sur-
plus in the western and south-western
States is more than likely to lead to
the increased export of the Ben Davis,
especially in view of the fact that a
large aréa of newly planted trees will
soon he contributing to the tide,
which, ‘according to Mr. Keeley, is al
ready backing up. ‘I am no enemy
of the Ben Davis,” writes Mr. Mac-
Kinnon, “but this quality is begin-
ning to be Dbetter, worse, known
here in England, and our own growers
must be on the alert and stop plant-
ing, or bhegin to graft as soon as the
situation demands it. 1i our neighbors
to the south are trapped that is the
time for us to shoot ahead with la
consignments of high class apples in
sound condition.

The above looks dark for the future
of the Ben Davis, and we have not
seen the worst by any means for we
believe we are safe in saying that not
10 per cent of the trees now growing
are of bearing age. The past decade
has been a Den Davis era, and the
trees have heen planted very largely.
One pleasing feature of the mistake if
it has been one, is that the tree is a
strong, ~ vigorous grower and may
be fted irto any variety that may
promise well commercially when th
Ben Davis is refus d by buyers.—Ed).

Cauadian Pears in the British
Market.

(Department of Agriculture, Ottawa.)

From the reports of the Government
agents at Glasgow (Scotland) it would
appear that our Canadian pears are
at last receiving that appreciation
which they deserve. The earlier ship-
ments of Ulapp’'s Favorites and Bart-
lett's were not altogether successful;
indeed, it can be taken for granted
that Clapp’s Favorite cannot be suc-
cessfully ‘shipped and should not be
planted as ‘an export pear. The Bart-
let, under favorable conditions, does
better, but cannot always be depended
upon, nor is the market likely to be
80 good at this season of the year;
but our later shipments of Duches
Sheldon, Anjous, and even Kiefers
have been quite successful. None of
the varieties, however, are likely to
equal the Duchess, either in prolit to
the grower or satisfaction to the buy-
er. This pear combines in a rare de-
gree excellent shipping qualities and
good table characteristics, and the re-
ports, especially from Glasgow, this
year have been most encouraging.

Mr. John Brown, Dominion Govern-
ment agent at Glasgow, has reported
a dealer as stating that ‘“‘after keep-
ing the Duchess for fully ten days he
found this pear to ripen nicely, ad-

ing, T am well pleased with the way
the‘“"_ pears have turned out, and am
looking -forward to getting some of
the next shipments.” Mr. Brown adds

another party, who had about fifty
cases, kept them in an ordinary cellar
for over a fortnight—from October 31
to November 13—and was delighted
with the way the fruit came up. He
expressed his opinion that they were
very much better than the late vari-
efies of French pears that he had been
getting.”

One large Glasgow dealer vecently
purchased over 300 cases of Duchess
pears at from 90 to 96 cents, and af-
ter keeping them for a couple of
weeks,sold every case at from 120 to
132 cents each. These pears were he-
ginning to color splen idly.

Taken as a whole,  this report is
very satisfactory, and, looking at the
large market in the United Kingdom
for fruit all the year round, future
consignments from Canada, if they
maintain the quality of that under
notice, will meet a ready sale, and
will fetch higher prices than those
quoted here.

Th» Farm Wood Lot,

There is a general awakening through-
out the country in the matter of pre-
serving the wood lot and planting
timber trees. Farms without an acre
of wood lot are very common, and yet
the absence of groves is generally de-
plored, and by none others more than
those ‘who haveallowed the last of
the trees on their farms to be cut
down. In many cases the wood lot,
if it is ever to exist, must be an arti-
ficial creation. In other cases the
wood lot cam be saved by fencing out
all live stock. At the recent forestry
session of the Experimental Union at
Guelph, Hon. John Dryden said he
had some experience in protecting a
wood lot on a farm. “Thirty years
ago,’; he said, ‘*‘my father saw the
necessity of preserving a certain por-
tion of the forest growth left on our
farm. Thirty acres of timber were
still standing on the north end of the
place. He arranged to keep the cattle
out of that, and a fine lot of young
trees soon started up. To-day there is
suflicient growth there to permit of
the cutting of firewood. There no
difficulty in preserving the average
wood lot; all that is necessary is to
keep the cattle out so asto permit of
a strong undergrowth of new timber.
The undergrowth protects the root
growth of the larger trees, and gives
them a better hold upon the ground.”

The wood lot will furnish a large
proportion of the iuel needed on the
farm. The fuel tax will undoubtedly
become year by year heavier as wood
and coal become It will fur-
nish posts for fencing and timber for
repairs to buildings. If a sawmill
not convenient, the logs can readily
be dressed into shape with the broad-
axe.

In time the wood lot will have un-
derbrush and wild flowers. It will
form a shelter for birds and rabbits,
and will be a retreat to which the
family can go for rest and recreation
for an occasional half-day in summer.
The wood lot will be a ‘beautiful
spot” on the farm. It will help to
make the love the country.

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Feed ng Salt to inimals.

Ed. Hoard’s Dairyman:—Pure salt is
composed of only two substances, sod-
iumn and chloride, 389.4 per cent of the
former, 60.6 per cent of the latter.
But common salt, purchased as dairy,
barreled, and land salt, contain small
quantities of other substances - called
impurities, calcium sulphate or gyp-
sum, calcium chloride, and magnesium
chlotide are substances always found
among the impurities. About 92 to
97 per cent of land, dairy and bar-
reled salt is composed of sodium chlor-
ide. Neither of these elements of sod-
ium chloride are essential to plant
growth, therefore pure salt is not a
direct food to plants. Among the im-
ies in common salt are substances
ntial to plant growth and. there-
fore of manurial value.

One impurity, gypsum, contains lime
and sulphur; others, calcium; and
magnesium chloride contains respec-
tively calcium and magnesium, both
essential to plants. Therefore 92 to
97 per cent of the total weight of salt
has no direct manurial value, buta
small percentum, 1.5 to 6.5 may have.
It is only the sodium chloride or com-
mon salt that benefits an animal. The
impurities here have no value. The
constituents, sodium and chlorine,
though not essential to plant compo-
sition, are essential to animals. It is
just as essential that animals have
salt as nitrogenous matter. Without
either one, animals cannot long exist.
Though not an ‘essential substancesin
vegetable matter, all plants contain
more or less salt. The quantity con-
tained, however, is not sufficient for
the arvimal's requirements; an ad-
ditional quantity should be supplied
in the food. It is a very common
practice for farmers to salt their ani-
mals once every week or two. This is
not the best way to salt animals.
Salted in this way they consume three
or four times the quantity that should
be taken in any one day. This exces-
sive amount has a bad efiect on ani-
mal nutrition. In a few days, the an-
imals, not being able to store up a
supply in the system, are insufficiently
supplied. Animals should have free ac-
cess to salt.

The elements of salt are essential con-
stituents in certain of the digestive
fluids. In the gastric juice, for in-
stance, the digestive fluid of the fourth
stomach of ruminants corresponding
to the single stomach of non-rum
nants, chlorine is essential. Without
it the fluid would lose its digestive
power, impairing digestion. Independ-
ently of imparting flavor, salt does
aid digestion.

Probably the greatest objection . to
irregular salting is excessive amount
ecaten at one time when fed in this
way. It has several objectionable se-
quels. One is the increased urinary se-

cretion, causing thirst and excessive
drinking. This increased urinary se-
cretion is accompanied by anx{xcreaac.d
destruction of nitrogenous tissue 1n
the animal's system, which means a
decrease in the animal weight and a )}
waste of food. Irregular salting has
other bad effects, and to practice
it means at least, a degree of derange
ment of the digestive system, loss of
flesh and feed.. A supply should be
kept in a little box or manger where
the animals can take and lick when-
ever they desire- They themselves, are
best able to judge of the quantity re-
quired each day.—J. A. M., in Hoard's
Dairyman.

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The Hea!th of the Children.

The health of school children is par-

amount to every other consideration,
When children, particularly girls, be-
tween the ages of ten and seventeen,
exhibit evidences of nervous disorder,
such as twitching of the face and
hands, or extreme irritability, it is a
sure sign either that the school work
is too severe or that they are not liv-
ing under proper hygiemic conditions,
or both,
In the majority of cases, to conquer
the difficulties of arithmetic or gram-
mar or the intricacies of a new lan-
guage is harder " work for the child
than are for the business or profession-
al man his everyday vocation. Hence
children need constant care, sympathy
and encouragement.

Children should spend not less than
iwo hours a day in the open air, and,
if possible, should engage in games re-
quiring both skill and activity. They
should not be permitted to attend
social parties or entertainments on an
evening preceding a school day. They
should spend in sleep not, less than
nine, and, if possible, ten hours out of
every twenty-four.

The following practices should be
prohibited as injurious to health:
Study before partaking of food in the
morning; the rapid reading of lessons
just before the heginning of school ses-
sions; study immediately after the
close of school, before the mind and
body have been rested by play or oth-
er suitable change or occupation; study
immediately after eating a hearty
meal.

The children should have fixed hours
for study.

Parents should never urge children
to make extra efforts to obtain pro-
motion, nor show annoyance if they
fail to do so. What children need for
intellectual and moral progress is sys-
tematic work. If for any good reason
the child is not promoted at the end
of the term, he should not be repri-
manded, but encouraged to try again.
Nor should parents by finding fault
with the teacher, weaken her influence
for good.—The Ladies Magazine.
