TEE Interior:- We have received IlThe Acts and
Procecdings ai the Thirteentb General Assembly of
the Prcsbytcrian Churcb in Canada," lield an Winni-
peg in June las-a large and inîeri±sting volume, af
the contents of which uve hope, hereaiter, ta say some
things interesting ta aur readiers. We bave already
noted the size and oncouraging growth of tIat brancb
of the Presbyterian Churcb.

A CONTEMIPC)RARY says tbat the Queen lias con-
ferred an bonaeur on the Churcli af bcotland*by gaving
a knaghthood ta the Procuratar. Màor. C. J. Pearson
stands bîgb an bis profession, but if t lad been an-
tendcd ta recagnize tbe Scottasb Bar, lac would not
have been the most fitting represenitative ta select.

The lowcr
bouse bas, bowever, adopted a rcsolutaon declaring
that the co-educatiaia ci c races as cantrary ta the
intent af the constitution, and direcsîng the Govc rnor
nat ta dra.v bas warrant foi tht approptiatian o
$8,ooo ta the Atlanta University untal hc receaves
satasfactary. 4ssurance that it w.ill bc devoîcd c>.-
clusively*.txtc instruction of colourcd o-hildren. The
negroes are said to bcejubilant aven thîis action, while
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the deixiolrats regard it as a happy delerance from
a vcry perplexing situation.

Tia. bazaar, as an instrument for raisang religious
and benevolent fonds, se uncomniunly I-omiaxoi ;n
Great Britaîn at the presenit time, os I-easmng even ta
be tlae financial succcss sa ofien urgcd in itsjutifata-
taon. A contemporary gaves a ncv illustration of the
thrifilessness af bazaars as furnishcd by anc r-e.l>.
heid at Knigbîsbridge on behaîf of the Churi af
England Tempérance Society. The receipts were
$8,78o, and tue expenses $4,840, leaving a surplus of
only $3,940. But this case îs tnt quite sa bad as that
Scottish Presbyterian bazaar in London, alsa beld the
other wcek, whcrc the expenses will apparently swal
low up more tban the entare receîpts.

COMMSF.NTING on the deatli in New York of the latc;
Viscounat Forth, the English I>resl!yierian: ilfssenger
say:: -It would bc difficult ta find a more striking
illustration than is furnîshed by tdais sad tragedy of

FlAI.S M .A'D TUL~ CAN4LMA PRB3SD.1Y-
TkRIAN MISSION.

DY C. 's. roi MJAN.

Lontrary te tht captaîn s prediction that we shauld
have bad weather bec.ause there vias a missionary on
board, we had fine weather, and our steanmer, tht
,Fiikwn, had a good passage oi twcnty heurs across
the Formosa channel, tram Amoy te Tamsui, though
ane paon seasick passenger did mit enjoy muc.h.

W~ e anchored just ouiside ai Tanisui Harbeur, Thurs-
day moramng about ters o'clock.

From the steamner, looking towards the harbour,
ont secs on tht right hand saine loiv lying land a mile
or sa in width, behind which are saine mourains,
the highest paint, Kwanyin, goddess ai mercy, being
i,Soa fcet high. To the left pasi saime rising ground lies
Tamsui, bardty visible (roms the nature ai the gnound,
and several miles off across tht table land, a short
range of mountains bars tht iiw iala direction,
lai-tua, the highest peak, being 2,8oe feet above
tht sca.

Conspicuous in the intervai between tht steamer
and the niauntain is tht aId Dutch Fort, now :ised -is
tht British Consulate. It is of red bricks, built about
1644 A.D., by tht Dutch, when that once maritime
power was trying te wi est the Chinese trade from tht
Partuguese and Spaniards. Its walls are eight (tes,
thick, and during the bombardment of Tamnsui by the
French in Otber, 1884, wvhite flfty or sixty Chinese
men, womea and children wtre taking refuge in it, a
sheli struck it and sinking iris tue wall, remaiaed
there withaut exploding.

Our stramer having te wait outside tui aitrnoon
for bigh tide, h 'wtnt asliore in a sait boat that had
corne off for the mails ; tht batmans saw I was a
stranger and tried ta make an honest dollar out ci me
by a persistent attempt ta overcharge for nîy passage,
but 1 had met Chinese bealmen bMère.

Tht boat stoppjed at tht customi house, where h
Ldaded, and ivas directed by the customis officers,one of
ithoati prated ta be an aid acqtmaintancc tram Canton,
hait ta find the bousses ai tht Canadian missionaries.

Going aiong tht rond (ransi tht custoni bouse, tht
Britisb Consulate is passed on the tllsr hand, the wall
et tvhiiLh, by the rond, is built ai round stones (ramn the
beach, and out ai ils embrasures ircwn the ugly
nules ai rusty unmai.lttt cannon.

Tuning up tIle hilI at the sauth-east corner ai the
coasulame, Oxford Clege, tht Girls' Scbael and tht
bouses ai tht missianaries are in full view jusi wben
tht top is reached.

Tht nmission grounds terni tbrec quarters ai a
square. A brick %vall separates tht two-cîuzarters on
which OxforJ College and the Girls' Schooi is built,
from tlie ont quarter whicb cantains thet we mission
bouses aiid outbuildings.

Twn avenues, lincd on bath sides tvith trees, le-id
fromn the public rond te the college nnd school, a dis-
tance of about ane hundred vards, and sinillar avenues
run across the grouss and trami school ta college.

The mission lieuses are substantial stone buildings,
one storv high. bujit bungalôw style and raised by a
stane wali severul feet tram the greund. Each lieuse
bins verandas on thirce sidcs, which help greatly ta
keep thcm cool in thc hll trying months af summer.
A picket (ece lined wîth trees, and a small lawn and
some flowcr pals, separate the hauses fram the rand,
and Iawns and a brick wvall separate the bouses (ram
cach other. Ilehind cach bouse there is the neces.
sary kitchen and servants' quarters ; besides small
vegetable gardiens in tvbich cans bc seen fine cabbages,
Swedisli turiiips, carrots, beets, tomatats, etc. Saine
ppultry is seen in each backyard.

OXFORD COLLEGF.

Oxford College is a bandsanme briLk building, havinR
sevcnty.six ect frontage and depti i of 80 fret. The
friends cf tlîe mission in Oxford Cotinty, Ontario,
furnishcd the money for its crcîion.

Tt was opcned on tht 16th of July, 1882, ini the lire.
sence of hundreds ai converts ani visitors , arnong the
latter was her Britannic 'Majesty's Cansul, MIr. A.
Frater, wvho wvas c.balrman, and twa Chinese mani.
darins. The bililding ivas decara ted for the occasion
witb evergreens and flowers, and the flags ai Great
Britain arid China.

The callege bas three mooins in frant, the centre
and largest ane being the lecture room, af the otlier
tva, one is a class raom, the other a bookroom. The
lecture room, wbîch is 2o x 3o féet, is ligbted by mens
of two windows on each side, and skyligbts abave ;
there is an open space hetween it and the back of the
building. The raorns ai the students are in the rear
ai the class main and bookraom, and on each side
optn inta the space behind the lecture reomr by a
single door. The back af the building, separated by
a litt*.c space (rani the students rooms, contains the
diningroom, kitchen. and four other moins. The
whole building is floored with tules.

A ste platfarni about a foot bigh occupies the west
end of the lecture roam, on which is a sniait desk and
several chairs ; the body af the mrots cantains seats
and desks for about thirty studenîs.

As the students face the platform tbé-y ste two ail
paintings on the wail befnre tbem, that on tht rigbî
being a flic size portrait ai Dr. Mac kay, that on the
Icit a similar anc ai Mrs. -. iackay, in Chinese dress.
These portraits were presented ta the college by the
preachers and students. Abave the blackbaard, whicb
(IcLupies the rniddle ai the watt, is a portrait ai the
QUsEFN, and a little below that the inscription in
Chinese characters, "lTsu Isai Siong*ti," The Lard
God. Two photographs at tht end ai tht inscription
show, in one, a view of the callege, in the othier, a
group of studrnts by the side ai Dr Mackay. One
of Jabnston's coloured naturai history charts hangs
under each ai the portraits, and a Chinese map ai the
warld in hemispheres, on ane watt, and a map af scilar
systeni on tht ollier bang appcsite eacb allher. Over
the firepiace is a mirrar, and on the- mantelpiece a
picture ai "Tht Old Bridge at Stirling" The men
lion ai twa four lamp chandeliers completes the

descipton. THE GIRLS' SCHOOL

Thé Girls' qehool was bu;lt tvith money conîributcd
by the Woman's Foreigin Nissioi'ary Society ai the
Presbyterian Churcb, in Canada, and ivas apened
january i9th, 1884.

Tt is a substantial stane building as large as the
callege, %witb walls Fully twa fret tbi,-k, the back wall
even thicker berause it is fromn that direction the
typhaons camne.

Behind bath coilege and schaol a plantation af
yaung trees is laid out, tvhich when grawn tvill protect
the buildings tram the strong nnrth.east wisids.

There are three lecture ronnis leading inta ecdi
other, in this Part of the schaal, tht largest being in
the centre is lighted and situated as tht lecture moons
in the callege ; behind the smialler lecture rons are
the private roins ai the girls, each apcning with ils
own door mb: the open space behind the lecture
roani, in this respect bettcr laid out tban the callege
The rear ai the building contains dining maoom and
kitchen, and raams for the caok and bis wife, wha is
niatron.

The W<iman's Foreign Mtis&ionary Society aise pro.
vides $4co u year l'or the maintenance ai the school
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which as a beautiful and usclul monument of Wanian s
work for WVonan.

Nient the college L a four-raomcd house for the ose
of any studcnts who may bring tiacir wives.

Altogcîhcer, the buildings and grounds are an orna-
aient ta Tamsui and an honour ta tlîc Canada Prcsby
terian Church.

A DAY'S EXERCISFS IN OXFORD COI.LEGE.
The lasi day af the çalicge session wvas the a4th af

Fcbruary, and 1 attcnded the review af the lessans all
day. From nine ta ten o'clock in the anorning ane
of the studcnt preachcrs addressed the athers on the
proafs ai the existence af God, îevaewing thc lectures
they had heard on that subjcî during the session,
after whicli Dr. MNI.ckay questinned thetn. At thc
close oi ezch hour we bail a rce:ess oi ten minutes.
Froni ton ta eleven uk'cock a numnher af students gave
the names, habits and homes af four or five bards
cach, pointaaag thenm out on the natural hibtory charts;
and Pastar Tain-ha revacwcd the lessons in astronamy,
tasing the map af the solar systcm. Froan elcvcn ta
twelve the Hisîory ai China wvas rcvacewed in an icd-
dress by anc af the students, and then Dr. blackay
questioned thcmn on the sainc subjeci, elicaîing frum
theni the namcs af the dynasties and promînent men.
Twcive ta one, diainer. Ater danner ane student
brought an twenîy kands af medacines in a box, and
gave thear names, properties and uses, w hite others
fillcd up the hour with decscriptions ai flowcrs, culia
vatcd and wald, %vhach they broughit in. Ont uitie
fellow, the youngcst and tinailestian the callcgc, wvas
greeted with a bursi of laugliter as lic mountcd the
platform, ta whach hc rcsponded by saying, IlThis
flower as flot ta bc laughed ai,' and proceded ta gave
a description af i whach Dr. Mâackay toid me was
firsi-rate. I know ail gave carnest attention while lie
dcscribed it, and haw i grew. Thetrest ai the alter-
noan tili four oclack was spent in descnibang bards
and beasts, and reptiles and insects preserved in
alcahol, and the dissection ai a pig's heurt and laver
by Pastar A Hoa and Dr. M.aikay. At four aclock
there was 'a debate on " Christianity sjcrsus Buddh-
ism," wbaLb iasxcd abuut îharty-five mniutes. Thc
desks %ero arrangcd an cach sde ai the lecture room,and the studenîs, twenty-eight of theni, cqually
divided ; wenty-six students spoke in thirty minntes,
the last ont each s;dc tnbwcràng the arguments oi aIL
the test seriatim, tvhi,.b oct upacd tht lasi six or seven
minutes. Dr. Mackay then cratacised style and mat-
ter ai sortie of the debaters. In the evening, in the
bouse the students were examined in the geagra-
phy af Asia, and rcc1urcd ta name ail the countries
of Asia, thuir prin-ipal cities, rivers, inaunitains and
produçîs ; also the pruvances ai China and ber depcnd-
eaicies, and their principal chlies, etc.

TUE 31ACKAY HOSPITAL
The Mackay Hospital, so named fram the lady ai

that name in Windsor, Ontarao, wha gave the money
for the buildang an meanary af ber husband, Captain
Mackay, stands an the tawn ai Tanisui, and is capable
ai accotnianodating (rom forty tafiiiy m-patients. On
gaing up a few steps brio enters the large rooîn used
as a cnapel an the Lord's Day, and as a waiting.roum
on1 week days. There as a platiarni wath desk and
chairs at the end epposite the entrance, and a num-
ber ai benches fil! the intervening space. Portraits
ai Captain ànd birs. Mackay bang apposite ta each
other an the wail. At tht sades af the preachang hall
are the mrots; of the assistant, dispensing, operatîng
and storeroonis ; behind these, and separated by the
space behind tht prcacbing hall, are the patients'
wards, %ery unlîke the wards ai a hospatal ai home,
and yet greatiy superior ta the bouses ot tuosi ai the
patacnts an clcanfintss, light and camiort.

At prescrit, îtaere is no ather preacbang place in
Tanisua than the room ian the hiospitai, but Dr. Mackay
is on the lookout ta rani a suttable place, as mnany
people do nul care ta sit an a ront whcre persans
watli ai manner of daseases have sat every day durang
the week, and even noav are sitting.

Siaouli tht rcntiaîg ai a separatc place prove success-
fui an causing a gaadi congregation ta coule and bear
the Gospel, then a chape! will be btaalî.

During 1886 3,448 new patients werc attended ta,
and sa far ibis year, April 12, there has been mare
than 70o ncw patients and mare than 900 aid patients
treated.

Ili IOWN 0F 1AhISUI.
Tht taotn ai Tamsui consists mainhy ai ane long,

dirty strecti an the banks ai tht rayer lined tvith dark,
dingy shops, the fronts facing aach ailier. There are
a feir bouses on a ball above the tatvn, but taking ut
aI! in ail, 1 îlaank i us tht mosi înuserably danîy tain
ofiany importance 1 have scen in China.

As tva came back tram aur waik throtigh it, Dr.
Mackay 'vas accasîed by a man wbo askcd if h1e
shouhd accamipany hlm, so as ta sec there was no
rcviling , hms tvcil-nie.nt offer was dcclincd, and as
we wcnt on Dr. Mackny told me ho%% ha gai ac-
qualintedi %vit the man. About tan years ago, the
chape! i 'n a village near Sek-Klian 'vas injured by
somiet soidiers or maindairin'rumîners. Tht mandarins,
ais tasual, înied ta evade tlac responsibilily, but whan
they found that watild flot do, ilacy parîly bnabeil,
partly forccd Ibrec beggars ta hear the punishment,
which 'tas caa-nyang the cangue six wecks beinne tha1
c hapel dduôn. Dr. MNack.iy, nowmaig these %veto nul
the guilîy parties, insîrucîed their kecepers ta allaiv
iheni ta sit in the chapei durng the lieti ai the day,
and not treat iieni harshîy, besicles îreaîiog thean
svitlî kinclncss un ather ways. Ont ai tht beggars
dîed tinder the puiiisiment, anolmar lias sance dued,
and the thîrd, tht man vie met, would do.anything an
his powear ta ncc>uutc tht kindness shown hlm.

J usu as this striry ivas finished. we met a mnai
in lais chair, borne by thrcebeararç We stcprIed nul
ai the way. but ha caught siglat ai Dr. Mackay. and
greeted bani. This mandarin bas been a friend ta
Dr. INackay for many years, as wehl as ttaàth sanie
consuls and other faireignens. Il ivas princip.îily
ihîrouga hîs influente thie $inpeo finr damageç in the
chapel 'va% gaI sa rcadiiv.

WVhen a mandarin on the cast coasi tras tient an
opposang tht tvork ihere, Ibis man tvnate im a latter
tvhach liad tht effeci ai stoppang tht oppnsîman. Ht
bas lateiy gai a carniage clotwn froni Shanaghai, and
two or hare days aga sent an invitrtion ta Dr Mac-
kay and family ta go for a ride Roads are a-build-

i ng ai Bangkab. tvhich would tempi sanie foneigniers
ta gel horsts and carnages.

Dr. Mlackay also poarîted out ta me the place he
laved an when lirsi he camne ta Tarniu,,- a litIle daik
hale inta tvhach a Canadian fanmer would flot put his
hanse

We îhank God for
that revelation whach lie bas gîven us-i Cor. xv. 2j,
IlFor since by man came death, by man came alsa
the resurrection ai tht dtad.> We sec inoni tbis thiat
tht dead tvîll be raised, but here z. e are nai tld when
nonr liai; we have ta learn ihese thungs frait other
parts ai tht Word.

In thas tweniy-first verse tve have tht whole human
race brought befont tas an a twofold aspecî-dead, and
raisedl froni the dead. Our ut ponents admit ihai the
whohe becane dtad; if tbey tvere honesi they tvould
admit that tht whoie shaîl bc naîsed (nom tht dead,
and flot a part only. That there trull be tta resur-
recîtons, îvîth a long peraod ntervenmng, tbey tvould
much oblige by giving somti proof. We have seen frain
tht texi quoied the tvhoie haman famihy dead and
raased, 'vuthout distinction an time or place.

And nexi, as ta tvhen ibis shahl be, ire are toid, mn
Mati xxiv. 36, IlBut ai that day anid boum knc-weth fia
man,na noi the angels in heaven,but iNyFatheronly."
Ahihoughi God lias niai îold us tht day or the bout,
Ht bas told us that there 'vihi ba nia resumrrectian ii
tht heavens be fia marc, job XIV. 12. In Ps. cx. i
lit says ta tbt Son, "'Sut Thoui at My righî taand
utia 1 make Thane enemies Thy footstool ' and in
1 Cor. xv. 25, 26, IlThat Ht must reign tili Ht bath
put ail entants under is ct," thai tht heavens
and carth shali pass away, Mati. xxiv. 36.

Nexi, tvhen mn 2 Peter iii. 7 the day of judgnienî
and perdition af urgodly men, in verses 10-i2 the day
ai tht Lard, is mention ed, il may bt aslrcd, Whaî day
ai tht Lard? It is the day ai His judgnient-R..x.
xx. 11, "I1 saw tht grcat wirbte throne, and Hîra thai
sat an mx, froni ihase face the carth and beaven lied
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away jand there iras found no place for theni." But,
say aur oppanienîs, that is the lasi îudgment, where
dicre are only tht wickcd or thetrest ai tht dead,
mcntianed in verso 5, and who live kiat again until
thet housand years werc finisbed. There cannai be a
connection estalilishcd betiren verses 5 and 11 15.
And tiacre is an insuperable difficulty tvith this inter-
pretntian. Those referrcd ta in the fifth verse are ta
live igain, at the end ai the thousand years, in their
moai or natural bodies. in the persans ai those
Iliat should surcecd theni in tvickedness, which they
practised belore tiacir conversion, as seen in Rev.
'<IX. 21 WVliccas aIl those bcicire tue great white
tlarone are in tlacir imanantal bodies.

Anather trouble wiîb aur oppanients in sayîng that
oniv the wicked anc there is the sora giving up ils
dcad. This intc.rpneation wouid be ta say that none
but the wickcd ever tvcre drawned ; thc opposite caa
be prover Vct another obstacle in thŽ way ai accepi-
ing the iclea tiîat only the wickcd are prescrnt
befare the great white thrane is thai troubiesome
passage, 2 Thes. i. ;'-ioo, wherc wc are told that the
Lord jesus shahl he revealed from heaven with His
m'iglity nngl> in fliming tire. takzing vengeance on
theni iliat know niai God, and that abey nat the Gos-
pel of our Lord )e.%us Christ, îa'ho shaJ> bc purnshed
wtvil et'trîasîing destruction from the presence af tht
Lorda.nd tht glory ofliHés powver,'t lien Ht shaîl came
ta be glorified in '-is saints, and ta be admired in ail
tlien that believe (becau:;e aur testimrony aniong yoti

wsbclaevedil, in that day." Hene tve have the twa
great partaes, the rghîeous and the wacked, receîving
their severai sentences ait tht sanie tame and place,
and as in giobt oi the other instances thear order re-
versed, punîshment and destruction ai the wicked
first, and then the glaniiying by aIl in His saints tiext,
and tht admirin, tun ail theni that believe.

Tht thard polint for which 1 contend. is that the
resurrection andjudgnienî af tht raghteous and wacked
will he simutaneous-iNatt. x1ii 40-43, 47-5;1, Madt.
.\%. 27, Mati. xxv. 31 46, Dan. xii. 2, John V. 28, 29,
Arts xv 24, Ranm xiv ta, Romr il 9, lo, Eccles. xii.
14. 2 Cor v. ta. Rev, i. 1. anad Rev XXii. 12.

Wt bave given abave tht proolfs froni nevelation that
there wmll be a resurrectaoa ai bath tht ragbîeous and
the wicked, but flot su iully that i walh be samultant-
ous as Lan be shotvni under this head. Tht firsi pas-
sage cited is Daniel xii 2 1 bave heard aur oppo-
nents at their meetings ai Nia gara say that ibis verse
only meant tht righteous. IF (there is any nieaning
an ianguage i is sureiy stated as plainiy as can be
.rhat there are mto parties, and two destanataons. But
hror tht manner in thich <,ur apponents treat Ibis
subject, it is ont *aig ta have a c, ar revelatian, but
anatber and very calTerent thing ta have a clear head
ta stec i, and an unbiassed and impartial mind ta coni-
prehend is meaning.

In John v. 28, 29 we have tht sanie statement, and
tht sanie result-' Tht hiout as coming in tht which
ail that are in their graves shall hear His voice, and
shail came forth : they thai have dont gaod unto tht
resurrection af ile, and tbey that have dont tvii tinta
tht nesurrecin ai damnation." WVe bave tht two
parties belore us together. Bath hear tht sanie
voace, and corne forth. How could language express
tht mtaning mare distinctiy? 1 wauld iike ta hear
how our opponents would express it in laniguage more
minute, and at tht sanie tume mare comprchensive,
than is donc in ibese twa texts. Tht universality of
tht resurrectaon us clearly sîated, and the twa desti-
niataons af tht rîghteous and tht wicked-life, damna-
tion , everlasting lite, shame and everlasting contenipt.
Those lasi refet ta being raised and .assigned their
different conditions.

Tht nexi reference is ta thetlime, as well as wbat
as ta take place-MatI. xaa. 40-43, " As therefone
tht tares are gaîhered and bunned in tht fire, so
shall i be in the end ofithis worid. Tht Son of Man
shail scnd forth His angels, and they shahl gather out
ai His kingdom ail things that offend, and theni
tvhich do iaîiquity, and shail cast iheni ia a furnace
ai tire ; there shahl bt waiing and gnashing of eth.

He
had takcn a niece and adopted bier and braught her
up, giving hier anl educatian equal ta that af bis awil
children. lie liad dane the samie witb a paar boy-
a waii-ane wha wvas cast upan the% cbarity af the
wvorld. And ail bis duties ta bis ncighbaurs had been
discbargcd in sucb a way tuit at bis cleatb bis lass
wvas iclt as bcbng an alniast irreparable ane. Hîs
place could nat be filed.

The otber, wbo died Tîch, raîsed bis family in ignar.
.ante, made tbemi wark like beasts ai burden, gave
tbein no liappiness in licé; lie anly souglit ta grind
gold aut af themi; and he succeeded in that, but
faicd in cvcrything else. He Iived a paarniserable,
heartlcss bcggar, and lie died the saine. Men laved
bim not wvhite hie livcd, and tbey d:d not regret bis
lass wben lie died. WVhicb succeeded best ? The man
wbo made money-getting tbc abject afi bis lufe, ar tbe
man wba gecrausly used it as st came, be rctaining
bis warking capital ? The man wlîo died, in the
judgment ai tbe warld, paar. He st.cceeded best.
WVhat daes it prafit a man if bie gain the whalc world,
and lase bis awn soutl?

Mir. Alexander Balfour, ai Liverpoal, England,
whose licé ras anc af noble -generasity. and apen-
handed and apen-bearted libcrality-tbe firm of
wbich bie ias a îîîember (Balfour, Willbamsan & Ca.),
gave five per cent. ai their profits ta religious and
cbaritable abjects-%.ben be heard ai a man ieaving
a c.olossal fortune bebind Ilim, and wbo bad distin-
guisbed hîmseli in na aiber way, be wouid say with a
pîiifutscorn. "aw 1 calt that pour mnan's ie acoxn-
plete failure." And so it ivas. Mere money-getting
is ane of the very lawest oblects a inan can place be-
fore bam. It reveals a base nature, and the action
debases tbe nature more.

There can be no abjection ta making mnny in
legitimate business enterprise, for in ail labour there
i s profit, and maney is needed far tbc procurîng ai
tbe necessaries af ice. Money ansvercth ail tbings.
But ta set out wvith noacotler abject titan tbe keeping
togetber ai urealrh is slieer insanîty.

The maun ýdnndt be iegaitded ab uaght in inand who
does such a thing. Wbat is lits objec.t ? To leave sa
muth ai his deaiF. ? ltes, and l.e leaves it ail, cvery
cent ; be takes nothing with him. How many uses
maney riglitly eînpiayed nîay be put ta I h may ciathe
the naked, ieed the hungry, instruct the ignorant,
send tbe Gospel ta those in heathen darkness at home
and abroaâ, cheer tbe list days ai tbc helpiess and
incurable ; smaaîb a dying pillow, provide for the
orpban and the widow; in a word, alleviate almast
every temporal and physicai trouble. It may do a
grand work. And it is this, and this atone, which
justifies tbe desire ta make money. It is this tbat
saves tbe beart froîn tbe curse ai avarice. It is tbis
that niakes it a ineans of grace. It is tbis that trans-
farms goid ino glory. The Rev. Sidney Smith could
say: "I have been happier every guinea 1 bave
gained."1 The reasan ai that was hie tbereby brauglit
additional comiort ta lis iamily. Chinese Gardon
cared so tittle for money that when lie was offered it
in large sums for important services rendered ta the
Chînese Gavernment be would accept nothing. Sir
Thomas Browne, in bis IlChristian Marais,» writes in
this charming way ; "Be charitable belore îveaih
makes tbee cai etous, and lose flot tbe glary ai tbe
mite. If tby riches increase, let tliy mind bold pace
with them , and think it not enough ta be liberai but
munificent. Thaugli a cup ai cald water froni sorme
hand may flot be witbaut its reward, yet stick flot thoit
for wine and ail for the wounds ai the distressed iand
trent the poor as aur Saviaur did the multitudes, ta
the reliques ai sonme baskets. Diffuse thy benleficence
early, and whuf e thy mrasures cati tbee master , for
there may be an Atropos ai thy fortunes before that af
thy lieé, andýthy wealtb cut off belare that baur îvhen
ail men shahl le poor, for the justice of Deatb iouks
cqually upon the dead, and Charon expec.ts no more
from Alexrander than from Irus." John Wesley, one
ycar before bis dcath, wrote witb- a trembling hand in

his journal ai expenses . "lFor mare than 2ighty.six
years 1 bave kept my accaunts exactly. I do not
care ta do sa any langer, having the conviction that 1
economize ail that I abtain, and give ail that 1 can-
that is, ail finat 1 bave." Dr. Sanmuel Jobnson was
wont ta say, speaking ai tnaney-getting "Vl oit must
compute wbant you give for maney." IlGetting money
is not l a mtan's business , ta cultivate kindness is a
valuablc nart ai tbe business ai 111e."$

Getting mioney as tire only abject in lufe is sucli a
use oi it as may make angels weep. What good lies
in that? None witatever; anly evil. There is flot
only tbe absorption ai cniergy by titis alane, but there
is tire ncglect ai home duties, the forgctting ai religions
rites, the hardcning ai tbe beart, the debasement ai
tire nature, the subordination pi everytbing ta this
passion witich rules aver the nature witb a rod afiIran,
and crusbes out aIl tenderness and sympathy and con.
sideration ai the needs or dlaims ai others. But get-
ting nioncy ta use far tbe good ofimen, working bard
for it that there may be a larger beneficence, is truc
nableness. Harv beautiful it is ta look on Miss F. RI
Havergal svor!adng bard tu furihler different schcmnes
ai truc Christian love-devoting bier energies ta the
upliiting and blessing ai souls 1 Her spirit lreatlles
in these ivards ai bers: "As a rule, 1 neyer spend a
sixpence witltout tbe distinct feeling that it is His,
and must be spent for Hlm only, even indirectly."
Here we besîtate nat ta urge Tolin WVeslcy's teacbbng:
Make ail yoit cao ; Save aIl you crin; Give ail you
can.

IVHA TARE THE FACTSf

There are stili saine persans, flot blatant infidels or
blasphemers, who maintain tbat Cbristianity bas lost
and is lasing ground, partly owing ta tbe alienation
of the so-calîed Ilworking classes," and partiy ta tbe
appositions afi nodern physical science. However
trucecither ai these alleged facts may be, or ta wbat-
sacver extent either may reacli, there are some other
iacts which must be reckoned with in making up judg-
ment. One ai these is the circrstance that during
tbe year ending on the ist ai last March the British
and Foreign Bible Society circulated aver 4,000,000
copies ofithe Bible, or parts ai it, and tbe Amnerican
Bible Society, during the sanie pcriod, about balf that
number. And ofithese riincteen-twentieths were soîd
at tbeir proper value. Naw, wbetber we look ai the
nioney and effort required ta issue su many copies in
various language5, or the fact tbat so large a portion
couid be flot gîven aw.ýay, but actuaîly sold, in c.ibier
lase the evidenc.e as ample tbat tire Christian Churcb,
so far irom being moribund, is going forward, like
bier Divine Head, " cor.quering, and ta canquer."i-
Christian I1nieligencer.

OF the 6,436 congregations that compose tlie
American Presbyterian Churchi no less thian i,201 are
reported as vacant. And Uicre are minîsters cnough
ta fil1 the vacancies too, if îhey vert callcd and
acccptcdl the calîs. Undoubiedly this is the %veak
point af Presbyterianism. WVherever Voit find the
Presbyteriin systemt at %work, you find congrcgatiaas
%vitbout pastors, and minaisters desiring ta bc p.t!tors
witliout congregations. A %;ongrcgation without a
pasion invariably suffers in numibers, influence and
spirituality. A minister in scarcli af a cangrcgation,
who secs many others no better than he settled in
good cangregatioas, wvho cames acar being calked
numbers ai limes but fails, wlia is sometimies kept
frona settiemeat t 1 untoward circunisîancts and sorte-
times by wire-pusing-a minister in this position
usually suffers in a number ai ways that for tht credit
af the denomnination we de nat came to dectribe.
Thoughtiul people in the Church are beginning ta ask
if it is quite clear that a systemi whîch causes so miîch
oss and sufferng and which in% olves ail the~ injurious

influences ai caadidaîing, is the best ane. The most
that maay of its most intelligent defenders aow care
ta say about is that it wouid be a vcry gond systemn
with certain modifications. i vould be wel for
somebady ta name the modifications and try ta have
them adopted. Long vacancies nîtb the usual
scramble for a "hearing» are doing most effective
work, but the work iz ail in tht tvrong direction.

What God wants is not qucuntity, but quality. What the
world needs is taot marc meetings, m..rc tracts a-id more
evangelists, but more mirers th:ct ad-quaîs-ly rtirerc the
charactcr ai jesus Christ.
Ves ; a few mirrars ini all aur coagregatians ae.flectiag
tht characteraof Christ would add much tu th! power
ai tht Church for goad. A dozen such mirrars inany
cangregatian, reflecting in sorte degree the Nlastî&s
spirit ai self-sacrifice, wvould do mare ta imprcss the
world than many well-advertised merîiags that wve
read ai. Disguise the iact «as %ve ma-,, the lack afilî'e
spirit af self-sacrifice in the Clîurch is a;nc ai the chief
stumbling.blocks in the way ai ivoridly men. Hard-
headed, thinkîag men ai the wvorld refuse ta believe
that people are ini earnest wha do so littie, and suifer
nathing, for Christ Tbey kaow hîoi mach mon who
tire nat Christians spend for meme amnusement, or
something much ivorse than mere amusement. They
niake comparisans, andi conclude that if Christianity
'vert a reality its disciples would be williag to do and

str-more. Yses ; %vitat ,he %varld rieeds, and what.
the Church needs, too, is a large number ai inirrors in
each conagregation reflecting the character ai Christ,
especially in the mialter ai self-, acrilice and devotion
ta duty. __ ___

IF anirrors reflecting the cliaracter ai Christ arc
the great want ai the warld and the Church at the
present time tht way ta niake these mîrrors must be
a malter ai great importance. l>rofcssor Drtmamond
describes the method thus :

Malce Christ your inct constant campanian, and then re-
flecting in a mitron M-is characteryou imill becbanged inta lits

image. The great secret ai a ganctilied nature la ta be atand-
ing before Jesus Civ-ist, catichlng fils nature and spirit un-
consciocsaly, by mer-- reilection af Him.
Il follows, then, that tht sanctifying power ai a ser-
mon is in exact proportioni ta the presence and power
ai Christ in tht sermon. This wili of course bc gener.
ally admitted. But il also follows that the sanctifying
pawver ai a meeting depeads entirely on the promi-
neace given ta Christ nt the meeting and the ext-.nt ta
which Hîs influence is feit. If Christ's characten is
not uafolded there and His influence felt, yau cannot
stand belote Mis and, as Profcssor Drummond says,
catch Hîs nature and spirit. This may scea a rallier
clementary trtîth ta sorte, but bas it not a very direct
beiriag on nuch %ve rend and hear about religious
meetings ai onc kiad and anoîhe-? Judgiag (rm are-
ports, the nuînber prescrnt, at thte miaistrations af
8atn joncs or sorte ather equally idvcrtised mian, as
the manin thiag in the estimation ai maay people. We
have an idea that neither the Prcsbyterian nor any
otîter Churci wviIl ha revived ta tht righit stase ai the
word until ail go back ta Professor Drummond's foua-
dation tact tiant " the great secret of a saactiflcdl nature
is standing belote Christ."

IT iS understaod ait raundi that ia tht next munici-
pal electian fan Taronto there will be a deadly
strugg!e between tht temperance pcop1z and the
lîquor iaîeresî. Bath parties are understood ta be
preparîng aiready. Indeed, it is weli kaowa that the
lîquon iaîerest bas beca arranging its farces for soume
tante. In sclccting their candidate the temperafice
party should neyer for a moment lase sight ai the
tact that there is little use in running a candidate ivha
is a temperance man and aothiag more. Tht righit
candidate is ane who is a gaod man aIl round, and a
temperance man besides. Tht average elector
knows that therc is other very important business tu
attend ta in tht Council besides cutting down tht
aumber ai saloons, and he is .-ery likely ta mark bis
ballot for tht candidate wha secais able ta take hold
ai ai the important business. Toronto bas a heavy
debt, taxes are high, the watcrwarks must be enlarged,
and tht calargement will cost an immense amaunt ai
money. The people are canstantly being asked ta
vole moaey for one purpose and anoîher, and îhey
are not in tht humour ta vote for an alderman simply
because he mnay be a prohîbitionîst. Tht right can
dîdate is a prohibîtioniîst who bas business abiiity, in-
fluence, gooci social standing, and who is able and
willîng to do. hîs share in gîving tht city hoacst
and economical municipal governatat. It aught flot
ta be dîfficult ta fiaci sucli candidatts. Ta rua any
other kind as simply ta aliow the liquon iaterest ta
triumph. Prahîbitîonîsis that are strong aiea ail
round are tht. candidates needed in this crisis.

If it were in nîy power ta preach the mail splendid ser-

mon ever uîttercid hy mottai lips, not a siewspaper in the
wotld wvouid taite the siigt.test notice of ai; but sil1 put up
an tabrella in the pulpit, or tore the puipit Bible in two,
many a paragraph wauid repart the ecceaîricity. A spiea-
did sermon would be thougiat ai as mteresting only ta a
iew, but an act ai folly wauld be rcgarded as ai universal
interest. Thus it is (though il mnay not seem sa) that things
gýt into histary. Any man living can have a world.wjde
notosiety to-motrow, can have his name tele raphed
throuphout the whole range ai civilization, and be UMe sub-
ject af editarial comment throaghout Christendoni.
Ten thausanci preachers may preach good Gospel
sermons on any given Sabbath, and the teicgraph and
daiiy press are qute salent about theai. But if ane
preacher ia a large city shauld stand an bis head in
the pulit or slide down the pulpit railing backwi rds
ta illustrate the sin ai backsliding, the warlcl wi uld
hecar ofihis eccentricities carly next marnaing. t .s
in this way that heresy always gels sa well advtmtised.
A sensible, belpial sermon is heard by the coagrega-
tian i as preached ta ; a senstltss, sîensational ar
heretical sermon is telegntphed over the world. WVby
should the news columras oi the daily press bc largely
filled.with the fc'llits and crimes ai mankiad ? The ex-
planation is 100 easily giveit-because that is tht kiad
afirnatten taa ma; people like ta rend. Tht fault is
flot mainiy that ci the publisher. Presumably pub.
lishers know what their patrons wish ta rend, and ar-e
williag to pay for. If a man isbo rends every day
much ai wMhais callcd " news » ivishes ta keep bis
mind in a heal'hy condition, lie sbould be carelul ta
rend eaougb nt better matter ta cauatenact the effect
ai tht ilnews." If lie dots flot do su, he miu~ soon
camne ta tht conclusaûn that tht buman faniily is
mainly campased ai knaves and fools.

"This is aIl vcry weII, and scems simple
enough, but why was it tant thoughit af beiorc?"
WVlien Mr. Grcenwood, in the guise oUia tramp, passcd
a r.ight in the cnsual ivatd ai a London workhouse,
and gave a graphic accraunt ai Mis experiences, it
crcated a widcspread intcrcst, and for a titme mucli
good was tacconiplishiec because ai tais revclatians.
Thec probabilities arc that the stirring up workhouse
abuses lien gat has i'een long sircc practicaliy for.
gottea, andi the management of casual andi offitr
wards is n bctter than it should bc.

For the efficient managemecnt ai any institution,
constant vigilance is absolutely niccessnry. There
scems ta bc somne kind af gravitation that ceasclcssly
but silentiy contir aîcs ta drag ail public institutions
down. This bas const.antly ta bc guardecd against
and counateracted. The officiai minci is pranc lu get
intao a fixed routine, but neglîgence and «abuses crccp
in in spite of thcoretically correct cmcthods, and then,
however perfect thc system nmi> appear an papcr,
howcvcr complete the macliipe, unlcss it is directed
and handled by intelligent and ciear insighît, the re-
sults art certain ta bc very diffèrent front ihat was
anticipated.

Oficialismr has ifs faulits. It has an innate tea-
dcncy té hauteur and superculiousness, is very prone
ta self.sufficieacy, becoming caltous ta crdinary criis.-
casai, and drcadfully obstînate. Abuses may bc
shown tapi indignant lcuters written ta the newspapers,
remonstrances may bc couchecd ini caurteous ternis ia
judicial deliverances and grand jury presentmaents,
but the facility %with which water ruas oÎf a duck's
back fails ta parallel the philosonahic equaaimity îvith
wlîich ail these praiseworthy efforts arc aliowed ta slip
aside. The retormi af abuses that have siowlIy crept
int any institution can aniy be accamplished by dex-
terous, persistent harl knocking. Truth is great, and
it %vili prevail, but it takes true men ta bring and kecp
ai belote the gaze af the people, thcy beîng sa intent
on diverse interebis that they are apt ta look the
cter way.

The Globe bit uplon a plan ta ge t athei true in-
wardness ai the methods of dealing wuîh crimînals
and ocher offenders in the police cells, court anid
caunty gaol. An experienced journalîst ivas secured,
wbo effectively simulated druakcnness, and laydawn
an the steps af the Public Library, awaitang de-
veiopments. In due time bis arre5t followed, and bis
aubsequent expericaces forai the subject ai a lengthy
narrative, wh:cb dispiays keen and quick-witted ob-
servation, extensive reailing, vigarnus thînking, and a
faciiity in presenting his ideas in a form, that they
cannat be misunderstaod. The narrative gives ordi-
aary renders a glimpse into the nether social strata
that underiies ail modern civilization. The condition
and treatmeat af the vaifs and strays af Pumnanity, as
well as af the criminaliy incliaed, aiigbt, if thoroughiy
understood, act as a strang deterrent ini the mincis ai
those hcedless Vouths who are fascinated with the de-
lineations ai heroîsmn custamary ip the literature af
te dime novel arder. Here as elseîvhtte it is begin-

nings that bave ta be rtsisted. Many efforts, not
wvithout success, are made ta reclaîmt youthful delin-
quents, but it bas ta be sorrawiully admitted that re-
clamations are the exception, flot thç'ruIe. Prison
life, at Ieast in ils initiatary stages, is cçrtainly not a
school far virtue. The degradation aad'loss cl self-
respect wbiciî the fiitlîy iurroundings produce, and the
stili mare abominable .tssociations ta wbîch. yaunt
ragues are exposed, naturally operate on weak and
tiormed wills as motives why ticy shauid simply
drift aimlessly an the ever-widcniag streama af a crimi-
na] carter. Front whatever cause arisiag, it is certain
that aId Dr young wba have been braught before the
police magistrate a few tîmxes flnd that the dçsctpt ta
a iower dtpth ai criminality, misery and wrctchcIness
is very swift. Not unfitly might the Dantean Itgend
aven the entrance to Inferno be inscribeci on tbt por-
tais of aur palice court, -so fan as the dissolute and
t criminal frequenters are concerrncd.

Periodic visits ai grand
îurics, liowever conscientious the men that compose

r them, can only enable thein in aperunctory way ta
cerifythi ou prson -ie crefllyandcarrectly

kcpt. The surface is ail thcy sec. It cannat bc
mucli othcrwise with official prison inspectors. They
no doubt d.scli.irgc thecir dunies faithfuily cnaugli.
Brutal or incompetent prison afficers take gooti carc

t ta bc an their best beliaviour white thc inspector is
t arnunti.

As ta the religious arnd moral efforts an behali ai
prison inmatcs thc Globe 'vritcr's cammcnts arc flot
flattering. It would bc casy ta rescrnt chcm, and not
difficult ta show that somne af them arc unfounded.
The bcttter way, hawever, wauld be Ia listens ta themt
calmlv, andi sec if a more effective mode of reaching
the hearts and consciences of the unfartunates who
in most instances have practicaliy saidi goad-bye ta
the churches. Devoteti anti selt-dcnying ministers
anti Inymen have gaven miuch tîme and attenta-in ta
caring for the moral anti spiritual wclfare ai prison
initates. Ta tio that work %vell catis for peculiar
qualifications anu aptitudes. Many who can address
othcr audiences proftaably only beat the air in prison
corridoars. Set anti formai services arc flot the best
for gaol chapels. Il cver a mani has ta rcahaze the
brotherhood af humanity at as when he speaks ta a
congregation whose habits af Ilie, trains of thought
andi associations are sa diffèrent tram bis own. H-e
must speal tram the heart ta the heart. The Gospel
ai Jesus Christ speaks as poweriully ta the outcast as
it daes ta the most lcarned andi cuitureti. Il as tolti
ai a gooti chaplain tisait in his stereatypeat prayer he
ntver omitteti to ask for a blessing on thase wha were
deprivet af the privilege ai wvorshipping wîth them.
Whether the prison casual was right ar wrang in bas
strictures there as certainiy room for ampravement in
tnt relagiaus and moral care af criminals. Instead ai
each minister taking his tuon, or finclang sucli substi-
tute as he cars, il might bc far better ta secure the ser-
vices af such men who caulti visa the prisons regularly,
anti who might be able ta gain such a measure ai the
inmtates' confidence as wvould affurd same hope af
bmneliting them. The Prison Gate Mission bas done
mucb gooti, but it shuuld be put an a position ai
doing mucb mîore than its lîmateti reatas permit at
prescrit.

Three
churches taniteti, tlirougb their missianarie, in tht
forminc ai anc Preshyterian Churcla in japan. AI-
rcady the missionarics ai the Reformeti Church in
America, anti af tht Amnenîcan "tcsbyterian Church,
has] laboureti for eighten years, anti more reccntly,
in 1874, the missionaries ai the U'nitedi Presbyterian
Church ai Scatianti liati joineti thcm. During these
'sightecn years great changes have taken place--those
changes tlîat sa suiprised the WVest-anti mission
work liad sharcti in the geaieral movcment. Tht
missioiaaics werefulooise. Ten yearsbhave passeti
nway-ari the highrst liopcs have been fulfilieti.
Tht new Presbytery has becoant five Presbyteries,
with a Synoti embracing aIl. Tht churcbes number
fitty-flvc, ant iare est.iblisheti in ail tht largcst tawns,
andi in many villages, irani H akodate in the Narth ta
N'agasaki in the South. In I;cptember, 1886, thtc
members numbcreti 5,5o0. TwentyÇave ai tht
churches arc whaolly seli-supporting, and ail do much
tawzrti- tbe paymcnt ai expenses. During tht year
cnduaag in September, r 886, tht churches gave,42,ooos
for tht support ai tht Gospel, a suni much larger ini
Japans tlaan ia Scotlanti, as we remember tht com-
parative paverty ai the peopvr. Twenîy ecight ordaineti
ministers arc preaching the Gospel. Tht lapanese
ministers anti eIders far outnumber the ioreign mis-
sionaries in the Presbyterses anti Synoti. Tht work
af tht Church is in native hantis. Synoti bas chosea
at Boardi ai Home Missions, anti most ai tht evange-
listic work i3 in ils care. Forty-three stutients are ina
the theological halls.

Severai ai the churches spontancousty formed
Homne 'Mission Socies, nti now that Synati bas un-
dertakens this grent work they responti at once ta its
appeal. Tht young mea af tht rhurcb press inta the
ministry Tht examinations of the theological hall
bave constantly increaseci in their requirements, anti
as steacliiy the number af students bas incireaseti.
Sanie ai the rhoicest young men <ai tht Church, oi tht
empire, arc in the rninistry. They bave gathereti
converts, forared churches, and, in ivance ai the
mnissianaries, preacheti in diffèrent parts. In evange-
listiar anti pastoral work they excel the missionarits,
andi il hecomes aur duay ta sustain, strengtben anti
upholti thien Wc became their belpers, for with
tbem now rests tht dtiuy ai preacbing Christ ta, their
countrymen.

Sa ave look upoti the past anti gain strength for the
years Ia caine. Witb Iaith in Goti's continueti bîess-
ing, what may we expect ? Wbat is aur reasonable
anti motierate hope ? Tht wvork wiil te widencd anid
strcngtheneti, the Claurcb will be nurtureti anti equip-
peti for its work. Tht flvt Presbyte.ies will become
matiy, as chaurches increase in remote parts ai tht
empire. By the end of* this century wt shoulti sec
3ocs Presbyterian cburches, witb 200 ministers anti
5o,ooi menibers. Tht churches wili be self.support-
ing, anti straiîg in missionary zeal anti liberality. Tht
ministers %vll be educateti, tarnest, sounti in faith
anti lie. Tht Church will be Japanese in in, anti
Christian in beart anti lufe. Foreign aid in schools
anti funtis may still be needeti, but the Japanese will
tendi anti contrai tht churcb. We look ta the year
iço as the close ai distir.ctively foreiga mission
worIc, tbencciorth japans will be tht home mission
fieldi ai tht Unitedi Church.
