1,vas not afttr this fashion, but that lie who
mrade bimseif iowliest and humblest lIn
spirit and tried te, do the most good te the
meat people that lie ceuld, to be servant of
ail, was really the greatest, because the
iargest in hleart, the most iike Christ.

Tliey should be tauglit
that the boy wbho stays at borne la what
may seera humble lite, and lu loving help-
fuiness miakes comfortable a parent's closlng
years, is living a more truly succestful life,
developing a grander character, than his
brother who, witit merely ambition te, shine,
goes eut and becomes prominent lu the
world et wealtit or power. Tliey sbould be
taugbt that the9 bey wbo learns a trade and
works at it ail bis lite, and by bis, example
and public spirit belps te make et ltis nelg'-i-
hors good citizens, with a truc ideal et titeir
duties in civil and political lite, la as wortby
a «nedel for thei te toilow as the boy whe
gees te, coilege, wins honors, is sent te par-
liament, and makes laws for te laind.

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MISTAWASSIS IIIDIAN RESERVIE.
LETTER monM REV. W. S. MOoIzE

idistawassis, 18 Jan., 1897.
To 11ev. Prof. Baird :

There are thrce days wvhiehi 'will stand ont
prominently in our work as wortlîy of note.

The flrst and a very Important day on
Mlstawassis la New Year's day. The pro-
ceedings of this Important day so far as
your missionary wvas concerncd were begun
by running Up the fiag at ten a.m. BY
eleven o'clock the church was fti11. Our
meeting was opeued by prayer and a Cree
hymu. Then a lengthy prog;rammue was
commenced, the first item being an exai-
ination of the cbildren of the Mistawassis
Sabbath Schools ln fit ty golden texts given
out during the year and the last 'hait ot the
Shorter Catechism.

I may here say that I was told that the
first item on the programme was already
over before niy airival, viz, a few young
ladies xnaking the most of the day's privi-
leges. The Indians cail New Year' s day
OochaemekesikaW (kissing day), muclito'
the confusion of some young bashfuls and
the highi delectation of those who have seen
many New Year's days. The examinatioli
was followed by a substantial lunçheon,
consisting of sandwiches, buns and slices
of cake ; 200 each sufficed, together with
two bolers full of tea.

These things belng cointortably disposcd
of, the Nebo Sunday School followed. This
school is 24 strong and came down with
oft expressed purpose of carrying home a
little silver plated dlock, the object of coin-
petition. The result -was shortly atter-
wards announced, the resuit being that a
boy of five summers carrlcd off the prize
by a perfect repetition of the golden texts
and nearly as good on the Catechism. A
girl of six years came second, then two
boys froin Nebo, aged respectively eight
and teu years, and who have ouly been at
school six months in their lite, camne in
third and fourth ; two girls f rom Mista-
wassis aged ten and eleven and «çho have
been at school aimost constantly coming lu
fitth and sixtb.

Another most important item in the day's
proceedings is worthy of mention, viz,1 the
distribution of gifts from a n'el laden tree.
The gifts were generously provided by the
Presbyterial Auxiliary of the W. F. M.
Society. Everyone present got something
of their own choice lu the following-, way'
Ticktets uumbered f rom ont to two hundred
were placed in a bag, which was passed
arouud, each person taking one. Each one
came Up inl rotation and got the choice of
auy one article on the tree. A Mr. Mc-
Kenzie who runs the grist mill on the
Reserve having secured ticket No. 1 came
first. (Trust a Scotchinan, for getting there
in time.)

Anothel' very important day, as you no
*doubt are aware, Is treaty day - but whiat
rendered the past one more important still

than any of the others n'as the t3lection of
a chief ln the rooxu of ',e late Mlstawasuis.
There ivere two candidates foi' the position.
The successfui one, and for whom. I had
the honor to act ag scmutineer ah the poils,
being William Baciger, a son-ia-law ho the
late chief. That the new chief is worthy
of the position niay be seen £romu the taQt
that he la ahead of ail others on the lie-
serve la education, as! weIl as of good
moral character and capable of preaching
effcctively la eihher English or Cree.

Doonxsday ; the most Important of the
three. and the one most anxlously looked
for by ail laborers ln the Indian mission
fields, may be thus approprIaheiy named,
seelng that It la stîll far ln the future and
miglit be defined as tlhe day on whibch the
Indian pupils educated under the present
sehool systexu are to become self-support-
ing men and women.

To some Canadians this day seemas to be
not very far away at ail, as would appear
froin their writings ln the varlous papers
and -magazines, oue of these proposlng as
the only remaining thing to ho doncf ho
reaeh this most desirable object, the plant,
ing out amongst mhihe people the pupils as
they leave the varlous Industrial Schools
after finis.hing their education.

This undoubtedly would accompllh the
objeet aimned ah were it flot that Indians
like their pale-fared relatives are social
animais ; and if lu the case of the one 1h
takes either large salaries or the love ot
Ged to keep white settlers living amongst
Indians and away from their kindred, and
they desire ah ail timesi whven duty permits
to leave their position for a time, how much.
more likely are Indlans, whose attachinent
to their kindred la strong as deah to retura
te their people on thec Reserves, though they
had to face the 'l'Connaught Rangers"?
This idea of Colonies or a Colony system, is
evidently coming to the front iu the differ-
eut denominahions Who are interested ln
the education of the Indians ;the Roman
Catholics, as otten betore, taking the lead
by the establishmnent of a Coleny in North-
eru Alberta surrounded with legal barriers
as imapassable to, Protestant missionaries as
Tlîibet Itself.

A third writer caps the climnax by suggest-
ing that the "olony ho planhcd within a
radius of heu miles et the severai sénools.
But ih la dimoiult to imagine why the sim-
pler, cheaper, and morc-likely-ho-be-success-
fui device did not strike his mind, viz.,
removing the school teo the centre of the
Reserve. D3y doing 20 he would have the
pupils (at least feur-fiftts of them) where
they will assurcdly be and where only hey,
can earn a scaut but certain livelihood, and
thus avoid the probable resuit of the colony
systein, viz., recurrlng cycle ot Reserve,
school, scrip, oil colouy, fallure, famine,
filght or rebellion, rations, reserve, and so
on hîlI doomsday, 1 think. What do you
'hiuk ? 1

Cropper, who com-
pleted his course of study in April, returncd
from Canada, wvas received by Uic Presby-
tery, wcnt on to Denierara, and tooli up tic
work at IdBetter Hope" East Coast, thus
extending the worlc of this Canadian Mission
to that Colony.

On AprIl. 3rd ,three Senior Students who
had compictezl their course of study wcre
ordained to thc wvork of the Mlnistry, and
appolnted, David Ujagarsingk to Oropouche,
Paul Bhukhan to St. Joseph, and Andrew
Gayadeen to Cnroni, wbcre thcy have labor-
cd wlth succc-ss.

The workc bas extcndcd in niany ncw
settiements and centres of population,
following up thc people, who are flocking
out into the country as road and raiiways
prepare the way. In this work our ente-
cbists are a most valuable branch of the
service.

No change has been made la the Educa-
tion Ordinance during the year, and the
present cumbersome fec-system stili conti-
nues, to thc annoyance of Teachers, Mana-
gers, Wardens and Education Officers.
Changes of some kind will probably bc
effected before the end of 1897. We re-
affirm-our conviction that sehool fees must
be aboiished, and a moderate measure of
compulsory attendance enforced to get the
full benefit of the expeuditure on Education.tThe death of three teacliers within two
months greatly wcakened the staff ln Couva,
ai&,! nearly ail our sehools suffered during
the year from the prevalence of measles.

'We visited the
place £0 sec what the prospects were for the
opening of a school, and fromn one littie
bill we were able to count over sixty fam-
illes 'wbcre a few years ago there %vas flot
a bouse.

These people wlien flie terni of their in-
denture expired on thxe estates moved into
the jungle, purchlased a small picce of land
on wbich they raise in some cases sufficient
rice and vegetables £0 support theniselves.
Many of themn wvil doubtiess in a short time
become independent. It is important that
:'ve follow these people -with the Gospel as
xnany of theni were under religlous instruc-
tion wvhile on the estates. A sehool was
opened. The attendance bas not been large
chiefly because the people have no roads,
and thîe heavy rains in the wet season made
their littie paths in niany places impassable.

The action of this heathen land shows
that; a change is taking place in the
minds cf the people regarding thxe education
of their eldren.

I reported a small sehool last year in
Tabaquite but ear]y this year we suspendeei
school workz and approached the Goveru-
nient by a petition for a Government
school. Our prayer w'as flot entertain-
ed so xve resumed -work again ini August
on a larger scale, and have now just coni-
pletecl a new sehool bouse sufficiently large
for the school and teacher's residence.

We have now in t«his prosperous coco:,
district, whielb is being tapped by a new~
branch of railway, a flourishing school with
ciglity chldren on the roll and an average
attendance o? fifty-nine. Application has
been -made to liave it placed on the list of
'Government Assisted Schools.

Our schools have generally doue -very
satisfac'tory work, a number o? then attain-
i ig a hiiglb mark of efficiency.

The odi diffieultv of getting the clîildren
into the seliools still exists to a considerable
extent. We hope the Goverument %vill have
wvisdomn given thien to pass a conipulsory
C(lucation Ordinance and thus save us ex-
pense and worry, and lielp £0 give to the
people, who are. £00o ignorant £0 know its
value, the blessings of, education.

Our twelve Night Scbools have also doue
good work. About sixty people have passed
the eNainination in. Hindi. The dernand
for Christian literature is iucreasing froni
year to year. Rev. Lal Biharri sold about
5,000 bool-s and tracts during this year
aznounting in value £0 $120.00.

In addition to the new building at Taba-
quite, 'we liave ereeted a large scboolhouse
at Hlarmony Hall, which gives us a teacher's
residence and ample -accommodation for 95
chldren. A building hia also bcen exee..ted
on the outsk-irts of San Fernando for Sali-
bath Sehool and Night Sebiool purposeS.
