10d. per
quarter. In Chicago on 5ti April, 31s. 7d.; on 1Oth i ay,
58s. Id. per quarter. These quotations arc given frot tables
of Curi Trade News, and are in sterling maoney per quarter
of -180 lbs. While it nust be adnitted that a large part of
the advance was due to manipulation in United States
markets, it is evident that the trade in Europe nust] have
been very sensitive as toé necessity for iiiiiediate supplies,
otherwise sucli large shipinents fron the United States would
not have been experienced. As imiglt, have been expected,
there lias been a considerable reaction fromt the extrenie higl
prices, and the prospects for aext two nonths are being dis-
cussed with great interest.

It is diflicult to see wlerc the required supply is to le
obt-ailned, especially in view of the fact. that good authorities
on the position in Russia are of opinion that, the exports froi
that country during J une and July will he of a very linited
character.

TIIE CANADIAN PAPER INDUSTRY.
We arc indebted to the Manister of Trade and Commerce

for a copy of the reports of Mr. Anderson and Mr. Sieppard,
who were sent ahroad to study the possibilities of Canadian
trade in Amecrican countries south of the United States, in
Japan and other places.

These reports contain somte points of interest te paper
manufacturers and tho.%e engaged in allied industries. li
his report, on Japan, Mr. Anderson says that, paper making
nachinery is anong the articles of nmaclinery imported fromt

Great Britain, Germany and the United States. ln printing
paper alone, le further s-ays, Japan inported over 9,000,000
pounds last, year, while of other descriptions of paper it
imported to the value of 800,000 yen, equal to S400,000 in
gold.

The requiremîents in "news" arc met by the cheap,
conimon varieties, runniing 500 sheets to the ream. The
principal sizes needed le describes as follows: 31 by 43, 25
by 37 and 27. by 39A, the last size leinîg nost in demand.
Brown wrapping, blue match box, tissue, imitation parcl.
ment, ledger and colored poster papers are in deiand.
Native newspapers being establisled ail over tle country and
the Japanese biing an int.lligent people, le looks for a great
developmient of the demand for printing paper. lie addsa:
"With our natural advant.ages in paperstock, Canadian manu-
facturers should l able to secure a good share of the trade."

li regard to pulp le nakes tie following statement,:
Paper making is a largo inidustry in Japan, and wood pulp

lias alrcady becn received froin Germnany and Sweden. If
satisfactory freigit. rates can bc oltaiiied, Caiada can rcadily
conimand this trade witi the nagnificent resources se pos.
sesses in this valuable product."

Of the outlook for an export paper trade to the Latin
Ainerican rcpublics, Mr. Slieppard writes as follows: "Every
cit.y is well uupplied witlh newspapers, cai iintionality laving
is own daily paper in the large places, and every leading
politician having an organ of lis own witlh whsich to appeal

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to the peuple. That, Canada dues nlot du a greater export
trade in paper, possessing, as she does, all theî articles for its
manufacture contiguous to eaci other, and eiiap water
transportation as well, is ine of the mtiost discour;gin;g
features to bu met with in any attempt to assist in working
up an export trade for tie Dominion. To all the countries
visited this article is found to be exported in very large
quantities, yet Canada does nothing.

The Montreal Star has been interviewinig sotie of our large
paper manufacturers regarding the outlook of their industry,
and Mr. Hardisty, of the E. B. Eddy Company, who considers
that Canada's spruce litmits are a resource mure valuable Litai
the wealth of the Klondike. As to selling iewspaper in
Eugland, lie thinks we shal have to vait until the supply of
spruce in Europe is farther reduced. But he adds: "The
supply of spruce in Europe is even now becoming exhausted,
and Canada will succeed to tie position of paper producer
for the world. There is now a demand in England for our
ground wood pulp, and it will grow rapidly. Parties iere
are continually corresponding with English conicertis with a
view to supplying niechanicail or chemical pulp."

Mr. John Macfarlane, manager of tie Canada Paper Com.
pany, statkd that tie raising of tie American duty on Cana.
dian pulp y tie last change iii tie tariff turned Canadians
to the utilizing of their own spruce wood and water.power for
supplying Uic export. Ccrtainly the Canada Paper Company
lias increased its capacity both for pulp iaking and for paper
imaking since the passage of the Dingley Act. 3Mr. Macfar-
lane also expressed tie belief that an export, duty would
lasten the expansion of tie pulp and paper industries in
Canada and Lite volume of exports very greatly. " Ti a
word," says Mr. Macfarlane, "the Anericans will not huv
our pulp. They strip our forcests of pulp wood, and they Seil
paper made fromn it so cheaply in Englami that we get liss for
t.he pulp we manufacture."

TRANSCONTJNENT.AL TRAFFIC.

Speaking of tie benefits that tre transcontinental railvay
lines of Canada and tie United States are likely to receive
growing out, of tie transfer of tie Philippine Islands froim
Spain to the United States, The 1.ew York Financial News
says Uhat the Pacific coast States, especially Oregon and
Washington, and British Coluimbia, are attracting great at-
tention, not onily in tie United States but in Great Britain
and other countries across tie Atlantic, because of tie fact
of tie great. niatural wcalth of tie region in rich sui, a
temrperate clinatc, great forests and a weailthi of mineral
deposits which cnbraces pretty nuch all tie more useful
ietals us vell as goldl and silver. The extent and variety of
this wealth muakc tie region the great, undieveloped section oF
North Amucrica, and muest draw to it a vast population fron
tie older States of tie Union aid fron Europe. Tie British
lines to Japan and China, and tihe United States trnis-
Pacific lines have been opening up icw and very important
narkets in Asia, and they are markcts whichi vill grow

rapidly and bring about vast interchange of commodities.
These forces in tiienselves are suilicient to give to these
transcontinental lines a greatly iicrcased passenger trailic
and will build up a good local traflic on large portions of tie
linos.

But, says our contemporary, a niew feature las been added
to the situation, tie magnitude of whicl it would be hard to
estimiate, but it, will be great, and that is, the capture of the
Philippines.

IL i4 diflicult. to sec any way in whilich the United States
eau safely get rid of tie Philippines. They cannot, umder
aiy circuistances bie turned over to Spain. If left to tie
untives they will become a region of intrigue, disorder and
pirac, brought about by underhinid attemlipts of Europeai
nations to get virtual possession without responsibility,
becauseno nation could undertak-e to annex themi without prob.
ably bringing on war. The United Staites will have tie only
title recognized by international law and indisputable-the
title of acquisition by conquest in war. And because of this
that country will probably he compelled to hold them for a
long time, certainly until it is demonistrated that they cati
have a stable govertitient of thieir owi, the saictity of which
will be recogiized by the great commercial nations of the
world.

The trade of the Philippines is a great, one, and it will
grow. It is divided up between connnercial nations generally,
but witi tie Pacific coast Stateq and British Columbia, there
will iaturally grow up a very large commerce and aIl this is
calculated to cnlarge atid to greatly vary tie developient
of themn. The transconliniental lies are comsing in for a
great and a long.pul boom.

AS TO BONUSING.

Speaking of tie tendectt of manufacturers to gravitate
their works towards towns that offer themr bontuses for going
there, and away fromn towns thmat do not offer induceieits for
strayinig, The Nlonetary Times alludes tu the appeal of the
Doiniion Cotton Mills Company, who have a large factory at
Kingston, Ont., to the authorities of that city to bonus tihemt
to tie extent of i50,000 as an induceient to renain, witlh
ti alternative of tie abandonmtent of that factory, and tite
erection of another in another place where greater induce-
ments; arc of ?fred.

It is said that a similar alternative lias been offered by this
company to tie city of Brantford, wiere they have another
factory, the explanation in both cases being that the induce-
mient offered at another location, in this instance in the
Province of Quehec, being large watcr pou r offered on ex-
ccediigly reasonable termns.

Tn our opinion it is rot good policy for municipalities to
oiTer extraorditnary induceieente to manufacturers to abandon
another location where they mnay have been establislied for a
long time, or to offer such inducemiîent.s to retain an industry
that scens inclined to migratc; nor is it good policy for manu-
facturers to eigage in any such transactions; and tue prin.
ciple is, without, doubt, contrary to the ethics of what is
knowi as the National Policy. In this respect, the principle
of thie National Policy is to encourage the establishment in
tlie country of enterprises that otherwise would not come to
the country, tie induccment, being the benefit tie enterprise
would derive by reasoi of the protection afforded by the
tariffl.

It mnight, be argued that the induceiîent offered by the
tariff for the establishmt of an industry in the country is
identical with the intiducement offered by a municipality for

lu
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the Cstalîli.slmenlt, of an industry already existing in a0other
municipality. This is nrot our view. The National Policy
inîduces the establishment, of industries that, do not exist in
theo country, or thei multiplinag of sucl industries, perhaps
including the transference of themi frot iiother country;
aid this elians that whatever industries are brouglit into
existence in this country are a positive and distinct acquisi-
tion to it, and, wlerever they iay be located, good to the
wlole country, and no evil wvhatever to any particular
locality of the country is the result.

Not so in the other instance wlere an industry is already
vstablislhed, and wherc another locality is endea% orinîg to
acquire it. It it of no ieiiefit whîateier tu rob Peter to pay
Paul, if boti are of tie saine faiily , and it cannut be of any
benefit to Canada as a whole that a long-establislied industry
in one Canîadian locality should remove its scele of operations
to alother Canadian locality.

Reverting tu the incident alluded to, if the Dominion
Cotton Milis Company find that they have a factory at
Kingston equipped with old and obsolete miîachinery, anîid an-
other at Brantford sinilarly equipped, they are coifronted
with the fact that to operate these or any other factories with
the success they should expect, they must discard the obsolete
iachinery and introduce that which is modern and entirely
u-cdate. If it is clained that, tie bonus they ask fron
the towns in question is required only to enable the substitu.
tion of new miaclinîery, then tie other question presents
itself, whether the peculiar condition surrounîding these
localities render it, possible to carry on operations there, ecen
with tie imîproved mnachinery, as successfully as they iniglit
be conducted elsewlere. Up.to-date machinery is an essential
elemient in conducting an enterprise successfully, but it is
not the only elemient. Other elements are to be considered,
suclh as cost of power, cost of labor, railway facilities, etc.;
and nu anount of bonusing can ever comipensate a nanufac-
turer, even if lis factory is up to.date in all particulars, if lie
is liandicapped in these other directions.

Without doubt the tendency not only of nanufacturing,
but iany other industries is towards concentration ; and this
concentration is naturally and properly to loc.-lities that offer
tie greatest facilities for business, and it is a waste of ioncy
and a delusion to endeavor to restrain an industrial concern
fron leaving an undesirable location and goinîg to one pos.
sessing tie iaximnumn of advantages.

CIIEAP LABOR A )ND TIE TYRANNY OF LABOR.

One of the reasonis advaiced for tie proposed abandomnent
by tie Dominion Cotton Milis Company of their Kingston
:1d lUrantford factories, and the concentration of theoir cner-
gies at another place, is because cheaper power is available
there ; anothier reason given bcing clieaper labor. One of tie
m1ot iiportaint questions a manufacturer las to consider is
the co.it, of power, and tie selection of a location viere power
can be obtained at a miniiumî cost is often dicided hy tie
anrsver t- the question. Unlike tie question of power, tat
of lahor iay not, hc so easily dccidcd ; and as far as cconony is
concerned, it does niot, follow, as a natter of course, that it is
clicaper to emuploy labor that costs but a dollar a day in
preference to that whîich costs a dollaraid fifty cents. It is not
iso mîuchîtle physical s'trength of the emnploye that regulates the

deiand for his services jta the intelligence and technical know-
ledge, the Skill and ability tlat lie is possessed of, and which
he calin bring to bear in the performance of tie duties required
of limî. Tho advantages of cheap power would not count for
much in tie absence of skilled labor to use it; and it is a
question whether there should be an abandoninent of thre
liuidreds of highily skilled and well.trained workers at King-
ston and Brantford for the unskilled and uninitelligent workers
even at greatly reduced wages, that inust of necessity be used
in another place. Of course it i4 a question that thre con-
pany alluded to must decide, but 't forces itself upon thre
general attention, that possibly if the company were to equip
their Kingston and Brantford mills with tie best and most
appro% ed iachinery, employing the well educated, skilled and
intelligent workers they have for so many years lad in tiri
enploy there, it would be more to their advantage than
renmos ing to anutlier place where so called cheaper labor could
bc lad. Would thre deprivation of skilled labor be fully
compensated for by cheaper power ?

There is a still unsettled dispute here in Toronto between
the J. D. King Company and tleir emtployes regarding wages
and the employment of non-union labor, tie possible, we
miglht say the probable result, of which will be to drive tie
conpaiv to aniother locality, where so-called cheaper labor
imay he lad, and wlhere these unfortunate labor troubles arc
not of such frequent occurrence. If the J. D. King Company
are driven out of Toronto in this manner, it will only be a
repetition frequently repeated, of such transactions. This
driving business away fron Toronto has comie to be exceed-
ingly monotonous, and indicates a condition that ought not
to prevail. This journal lias never objected to the undoubted
riglt of the vorking classes to forni and maintain their organ-
izations for the promotion of their own intercats, but it has
combatted and will continue to combat tie efforts of organized
labor tu bring undue pressure to bear upon employers of labor
in the management, of their business. Undoubtedly, labor is
entitled to inucli consideration, but surely capital slould be
entitled to nuch conlsideration also. What boots it, then, if
labor, disregarding thre rights of capital to control its affairs,
drives capital away and deprives labor of its cmploymxent?

It is a remarkabie condition observable liere in Canada,
tliat every effort. to encourage thre influx and investment of
capital in ianufacturing enterprises is looked upon with
distrust and suspicion, and antagonized upon all occasions;
and this feeling has been carried out to the extent of mnost,
unjustand liarslh laws regarding combinations in trade, even
going so far as to place it in thre power of an official of thre
Government to absolutely renove the duty upon certain
articles of ierchandise vienever lie shall iniagine that two
or more maiufacturers of sucli articles have combined to raise
or to maiiitain prices. On tie other hand, lavs are ccnstantly
being enacted exclusively for the so-called protection of tie
laboring classes - laws that do not always protect, but,
which, frequently, operate to the detrinient of employers of
labor. We raise no objection to such laws, but to tie
existence of tlema is due mnucli of the spirit of antagonisn
.displayed te manufacturers by tleir employes. The argu-
nient of tie J. D. King Company is, that even if they ar
forced to remove their factory t- another place, and leave
bchind tiem the competent and skilled workers they
employed here, and have to put up witlh thre inferior.labor

their interests than to have to subiiit to the constant annoy
ance now inflicted upoin them.

It would undoubted
ly be a vexation to the employer, but whtat carthly benîefit
would accrue frot it to the employe?

EDITOILIAL NOTES.
Large quantities of English, Germain and Belgiun ceient

are now being imported into Canada, but why thiis shuould be
we are unable to tel].

The proposed Montreal, Ottawa and Georgian Bay Ship
Canal will, if constructed, shorten the distance between
Chicago and Liverpool about 1,100 miles. This would maike
several days reduction in the length of a voyage, and give
considerable adantage to the export trade of tic Wiindy City.
It is said that 820,000 000 are at the disposal of the proiot-
ers of this short cut fron the lakes to the sea. A subsidy of
S300,000 per annum for twenty years is proposed, the payment
not to be made until five years after the completion of the
waterway. Wletler this proposed sclieie will be carried out
is of course a matter of conjecture, but it certainly suggests il
commercial advantage niot only to Canada and tributar> terri-
tory in the United States, that is not likely to be overlooked
sùane time in tlhe future.-Thîe Age of Steel.

According to the Ottawa Citizen important evidence regard
ing the practicability and probability of constructing thims
canal was given before the Senate Couiiiittee a few days ago
by Mr. James Meldruin, M. Inst., C.E., of Great Britain,
connected with the firn of Messrs. S. Pearson & Son, of Lots-
don, who are probably the largest contractors of public works
in the world. This firin have just completed the celebrated
Blackwall tunnel in London; a Mexicai drainage canal,
twenty.five miles long, and whio are now constructing Dover
Harbor for the British Admiralt.y, and Vera Cruz harbor for
the Mexicau government; besides other important public
works elsewhere, having works on land to the extent of over
ten millions sterling. Mr. Meldrui considered the Georgian
Bay Canal sclici e perfectly feasible and said hisi comîupam-
would do the work and assist in raising the capital if the
Governient would guarantee imterest oi the bonds for tweity
years. lie thouglht the work could be coriipleted im thîree or
four years, as 1t presents .no engineering difliculties. Mr.
Ornond Hignian, an electrical expert of the Inland Revenue
Department, gave testiinony as to the electrical advantages
which the route would afford in the way of water power. le
considered theim more important than those of Niagara Falls.

The annual miles.ton report of the canls at Sault Ste.
Miarie, Micliigan and Ontario, for 1897, shows an cnornious
iicrease in the aniount and value of freiglht whicli passed to
and fron Lake Superior last year, over any previous season.
In 1896 the value of all articles was given at 859,575,129.42.
In 1897 it aniounted t the stupendous sumîî of 8218,235,-
927.77, an increase of S,660,798.34. With an iicrease of
2,743,694 net tons, or Il per cent. in freiglht carried in coi-
parison wiith the season of 1896, the rate per mile.ton was
materially lowered, it being .83 inill in 1897, while it was.99

whore valuable water power is available on reasonable ternis.
A sonewhat similar proposal was made by the company to the
town of Brantford, wlere they own another mill which they
(o not operate. Tf bonuses arc not granted the conpany
tiareatens to sell "most of the inills for wlhat, they will bring
and concentrate the business at one poiit."-Monetamry Times.

At a recent meeting of the Railway Cominittee of the
House of Connnons a bill to authorize the construction of a
canal fron the St. Lawrence to Lake Champlaini met conisid.
erablo opposition on the ground that such a matter sliould bc
a national work ; a private charter imight get under foreign
control. Finally, the bill was reconimended by forty-four to
twenty.inine, but with a proviso that il should go into force
only by special proclamation after the Government loolked
into the matter. Thais opposition to the bill is weil founded.
Sucli a canai would bc of great benefit t all the people of
Canada and should not be allowed to comte into the tontrol of
any corporation. If it is worth building it should bc built by
the Governmnent. So also regarding tie canalI betwcenm Ottawa
and Georgian Bay, that lias, unfortunately, fallen into the
iands of speculators.

Quito a nunber of Anerican sawmnill men wlio hava been
obtainiing thir logs fron Canada, and wio now find tiem-
selves hit, by the requireient of the Ontario Gu crnimient that
the logs shall be sawn in this country, leld a meeting in
Detroit ?. few days ago tw consider whalt steps tliy will take
to get their logs out of Canada. Last winter the legim!lature
of Ontario passed a law providing that, after tlhei close of the
current scason all logs cut in the province should he manu-
factured in the pro% ince. The Delta Luniber Coiipainy, of
Detroit., is onle of the coimpanies hit hy the law, and Mr. John
T. Rich, the trustee of the company, attended the conference
and was active in the discussion. It was a secret affair, and
Mr. Rich refused to give out even the naimes of the others in
attendance, or the coipaiies represeited. " Whatever we
do," Mr. Rich said, " will have to be (onie in Canada. The
conference was for the purpose of consideriig plans forgetting
relief at the hands of the Canadian Government, and it, would
nfot be advisible for our interests to have mutch said about the
discussion in the papers for Canadians te read. They are
very sensitive on the subject just at, this timnîe." It, is known,
however, that these luiberien intend to wage a campaign
for relief citier by contesting the law in the courts or by
working to secure renedial legislationi.

During the part year a company lias beeni making a series
of experinients at Los Angeles, Cal., using the force of th
waves of the occan to generate clectric power for lighnt, and
other purposes. A wiarf nade of netal was built extending
350 feet out into the occan, anid at the end was placed the
generating plant, winch included three Iloats connected with
vertical, hydraulic compressors, whiclh in turn are connected

with a storage.pressure tank. The ioveient of the waves
alternately raises and lowers the floats, punping fresha water
fron a reservoir into the storage-pressure tank, whoer the
water is subjected to sulicient pressure to drive it, out witi
great force througi a water.wheel. This water motor oper.
atces the dynaio, and the water which lias passed fron the
motor flows into the reservoir to be used again. The mna-
chinery is ahlmost self.governing, as in case of storn o hienvy
sea the accumnulated pressure in the storage tank exerts itself
against the pumip pistons and. offsets the action of the floats.
A tioroughI test, of the apparatus was iiade during the winter,
when all kinds of weather- were experienced, and the plant is
iiow to be enlarged to a capacity of 200 horse power.

SULPHUR IN CANADA.
A diplomatic protest lias been entered by Spain agaiinst the

action of Canadian merclants in supplying sulphur to cus-
toners of the United States sinice the opening of the war.
Senor Bonilla, the Spanisi Consul.General at Monitreai, mnoved
in the matter, and the Spanishl Ambassador at the court of
St. James, in London, pressed it upon the attention of the
Britisha autiorities, wio are answerable for Canada's conduct
in international affairs. Sulphur, the Aibassador points
out, is contraband of war, and on the list of articles wiose
sale to combatants is prolibited by Great Britain's declaration
of nteutrality. No action ias beei taken, so far as is yet
known, by tho Britisi Governnient, but it is expected to de fr
to the Spamish protest, and warn the Catadian Govertinmt
to keep an eyo on the sulphur trade.

Secoid, the principles unîderlyinîg
chemical analyses are established and their
correct application gives the groatest assur-
ance of attaininîg desired euds.

Viat is best to do, retaini the old >îractice,tir strive to perfect tie ew ? 'lhis is a
question that interests i iiiaker of pîig ironi,as well as tie coisumner ; for if the blast
firiacoiain can reiovc tlereby aniiy of the
grouînds of coiîplainit by users of his product,lie certainily bas iiucli to hope for froni any
progress toward perfecting analyses ii înmk-
1 mixtures of iron. In leo sense. the use
of cicmiiical aialyses is but a comparative
"iîthiod, a guide to desired enîds iii imakinmguixtures. With a certaimî percenLtage ofsilicon. sulphuir, phosphorus, lii;iganesoaid
carboni iii ironî, other coiditionîs buinig alike,as to fuel. etc., the progressive fouider
kniows very closely just what, physical resuîlts
he iay expect from his mixtures. If all the
pàrocedures have been correct, lie will get
cxpected results, but, the difliculty lies iii tie
possibility of error. For exaiple, if afouniider las becn recciving mitail fromt one
furnîace that lias a careful cheniinst and cor-
rect iiiethods for detcriniiîationàs, lie will
obtain--providiiig nîo errors have beei made
iim the shipmiient or charging of ironî-tlie
resulta le counited 01, iii lîakmiiig his ix.
