The Trust’s reason for the change
from barrel to bag is that the bag costs
and weighs considerably less than its old-
time competitor. The weight of the bag
is only a pound and a lhalf; that of the
barrel 238 pounds. The barrel’s successor
is a plain burlap bag, with a light muslin
bag inside.

Iumber duties, and in pressing for an
advance in the rates.” The export duty
was removed by our Government.

The American duty on pine lumber
was reduced from $2 to $1 per 1000
feet, which was especially benefical as

egards the coarser grades, on which
the duty was of course very onerous,
Had the preduction been applied to
spruce @also, the export of lumber of
that-variety fwould not be handicapped
as it is mow by a dQuty on lower grades
and culls of about 40 pey cent,

There is & movement being agitated
among some of lumber mill owners for
the re-imposition of the duly, upon the
ground ‘that its removal has tended to
have the logs sawn on the American
side instead of our own, thus causing
o loss fto our lumber trade, Before
cither aceepting or rejecting the state-
ment, it would be well to hear the other
side of the question. Mr. John Charl-
ton, M.P.,, a lumber manufacturer for
nearly forty years, and therefore well
qualified to give an opiunion, distinctly
states in a recent interview, that he
consider the repeal of the export duty
on logs was wise and that its reimposi-
tion would be o mistake, After noting
the late large Governm entsale of lim-
its in Toronto, Mr. Charlton in reply
to ithe query, whether he thought it
desirable to secure the manufacture of
our own lumber in Canada, continued
as follows :—

“ Ye-%;\ mills give cmployment to
labor, and it would suit our interests

line, Dut it would avail us little if the
price paid for the advantage of saw-
Ing our own logs was the loss of the

markel for the lumber into which the
logs avere converted. The instant an
export duty is imposed, the American
duty of lumber under the provisions of
the MeKinley Bill gobs back to $2. This
increase will be disastrous to the entire
trade in pine lumber, but worse con-
sequences would speedily follow in all
probability, Wemay be reasonably cer-
tain that after the American duby on

lumber hos gone back to $2 in cousc_-‘

quence 'of our own aect, Congress would
proceed to add the export duty to the
import duty, and when this was done
anexport duty ‘of $2 upon pine Iogs and
$1. upon aprucb logs would mean $:i
duty on pine lumber and $3 on spruce
lumber, which, it is mcedlese to say,
would nearly suspend lumbering oper-
ations and render
valueless.”

There_is no export duty on logs ex-
acted by the Unitéd States Government,
and it may probably surprise some of
our readers to learn that the amount
ol logs imported by Canada from the
United States, is more ‘than double
what we sentl to that country, the
figurey taken from the trade and navi-
gation returns and the TFredericton
Boom Company of New Brunswick for
the past six years being $8,468,000 and
$3,289,000 respectively, s0 that the
Americans, with some show of justice,
complain of our im_posing' an export
duty, so long ag there was no corres-
ponding duty exacted by them.

THI CO-INSURANCIS CLAUSIS,

AL the recent annual meeting ol the
Canadinn Fire Underwriters Associa-
tion, ©ield in Loronto, Lhe general ip-
plication 'of ‘the co-insurance clause—as
abready stated in our issue of the Ldth
ultimo—was allocuted to a commiblee
to be veported upon by the 1st Janu-
ary next, the fecling being that its ad-
option in towns and cities_properly. pro-
vided with fire protection had beeome
n aeeessity in order to fix just and
adequate rates,

Thiet this feeling is not conlined to
Canada, is evident from the facet that
al the meeting of the North Western
Underwriters in  Chicago, Mr. 1. I
Beddall ymanager of the Royal Insurabee
Co., in New York, came out flat-footed
in favor of the clause, and in o paper
he read, made some very pertinents re-
marks upon ‘the folly and practical im-

convincing contrast between the met-
hod of levying taxes Dby a muniei-
f)'ﬁlity and that adopted by the in-
surance compnaics in  eharging their
preminms, Municipalities fix thejr own
value on the property they tax, where-
as (without lhe co-insurance clanse) the
Ingsuranee Companics leave the valua-
tion to the insured and, as Mr, Beddall
puts it, **Can anything Dbe more ahb-
surd ?”? Weeannot do better than give
Mr. Beddall’s own words as a criticism
of this flagrant and unbusinesslike ab-
surdity, which are as follows i —

¢ No wonder that owr turiffs are un-
populay when so gross o violation of
common justice is permitted, As it is
to-day ilhe poor man with his house
mortgaged ‘to its full value and his
goods encunibered by debt is compelied
by his necessitios, if not Ly his eredit-
ors, to pay the fire tax (premiums) upon
the full value, while the wealthy man
who can afford to take the chance of
loss ‘beyond ithe average, escapes the
just proportion of his tax by insuring
for only such a4 sum as will cover his
probable loss, 'And we countenanee “this

great wrong!  Truly such a system

- in its application is uncqual and inde-

fensible, No -wonder that the insurance
business has been anprofitable when
stel practives are permitted,”

_'This is Lhe whole question in o nut-
shell, and as long as property owners
are ailowed to discount the advantages
wiven by the city fire protection, and
run ‘the risk of in}[)robublu or total loss,
while they make the companies pay for
the probable or partial loss, it is im-
possible ito fix rates which shall be [nir
and c¢quitable to all.

As we have often demonstrated the
ratio ‘ol v Dolicy’s liability insuring
$1,000 on o value of $10,000, as com-
pared o a policy of the latter amount,
on @ pimilar jpropcrby, is not in the
proportion of 1L to 10 (although the
zpremium d\\s_), because in the absence
of 'the co-insurance clause, with a par-
tinl loss 'of $1,000 or Icss on ench Drop-
erty dhe liability is exactly the same-~
with & loss of $2,000 the ratio of the
smaller poliey’s liability is hall, and
it is not until the total value is de-
gtroyed thut the larger policy loses in
proportionto the respeetive premiums,

The only way of reetifying this pre-
posterous anomaly is the application
of $he co-insurance elause, whieh would
make ‘the ratio of liability in the above

tial loss. Thus rates could be equitably
adjusted, everyoue paying in proportion
to the hazard incurred, which would
be just as regards both the public and
the companices.

WHAT IS MONEY?

I'rom what we have said, it follows
that there is no universal rule for de-
termining the Pproportion whieh the
standard coin ought to bLear to the
other agents of currency. ‘The only
sensible rule is to let the publie have
just as mueh metallie eurrency as their
convenience requires, and no more; bub
to fzive them, also, as mueh paper cur-
rency as they are willing to employ.
The very tbject of o paper currency,
the ‘on¢ purpose ol its creation, is to
supersede the metallie,  Lhe question,
then, how much coin there ought to
be in the country, depends for its golu-
tion on ‘local causes. In Canada, in
the United States, and in Scotiand,
where the machinery of notes is largely
developed, coin may almost be called
rarc; nor is the fact followed by the
slightest igonvenicnee, In Franee and
in Germany notes arc securee and coin
abounds, In England there svould be
much less eoin in circulation, were notes
under £5, as lately proposed by Mr.
Goschen, to be issued. There can be
no general vule, for it is the aggregate
of the personal wants of cach individual
persont nwhich constitutes the demand
for ¢coin, The issuc of Bank of England
notes for £1 would ¢xpel an immense
host of sovereigns from cireulation, and
ten-shilling notes would treble the ex-
odus as taking the place of the half-
sovereigns that are so largely in use
throughout the United Kingdom, The
total ‘of the currency would nob be
changed—one agent would simply take
the place of another, In Scotland five
£1 notes are quite as valuable, and far
more convenient than a £5 Bank of
Bangland mote. If general reasoning
lailed to convinee, the example of Scot-
land ought to be sufiicient to prove that
{he snan whose trust in the solveney of
‘the ‘bank whose notes he holds, will be
as willing to have it as a sgovereign,
and will make no demand upon the bank
to have it converted into gold, As
;001 a8 £1 notes have taken the place
of kovercigns in England, there will be
no greater demand for gold upon the
‘bm{k fthan there is now., The public

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of gold pieeces, for that woul'd be very
like saying there could be too much
gold, the one thing of whieh, like love,
according to. some _aunthorities, there
can not be too mueh, There is very
much Aeception abroad coneerning the
supply of gold. IPeople cannot he made
to mnderstand that gold, whether in
coin or bullion, is & commodity which
cannot be kept out beyond the demands
for its use in order to obtain the speecial
service whieh it renders, There 'is as
real a limit to gold coins as to that
of hats; there is no demand for them
beyond ‘their use. Every go]d coin in
excess of ‘that point is got rid of by
the unconscious, but individual action
of every individual who holds it.

Let us now suppose that the curreney
is entirely metallie, and that there is
a large supply of gold at the banks.
On ‘hearing this a merchant hurrics
off with his bills receivable, for which
he has no difficulty in getting discount.
He receives gold, which is tied up in
a bag; if the sum 1s lm'_ge', assistance
will be needed to earry it. ‘Would he
not have preferred a credit balanee,
whieh he could have placed to his aec-
counl at once? However, he takes
away fthe gold which he will noti think
of keeping in his own house; he would
rather pay it immediately to the man
whose goods ‘he has bought, and for
which the discount of the hills was
needed. The man to whom it will be
paid, will be in cqual haste to carrvy
baclke to the bank ibe gold whieh was
drawn out of it only a few hours before;
thus, it will be seen thot there is no
difference in the amount ot old held
by the bank. The metallic money is
not kept out after all,
cheeks would have done the same thing

One or two

and would have saved a guantity of
trouble. No manipulation of this kind
can get the sovercigns out; and the
bank is fmited aleo in its power of
lending and discounting by the amount
of its gemeral resources, The gold,
when it returns, is due to the depositor,
while ‘the bank has increased jts eredit
with the security of the discounted bills
only. The bauk cuunot go on cireu-
lating ‘the gold twenty times o day,
mpking & fresh credit at caeh rota-
tlon., The gold which it has it must
keep until it ean find some one who
is able to keep it, ecither by having
soine acﬁuul work for the gold to do,
or by exportation. It is plain that
us bhe bank cannot increase its loans

‘'by making use of the gold pleces; an

cqual value of any other mercantile se-
curities would have given the bank pre-
cigely “he same power ol discounting
as the gold has done, ‘Wehave merely

assumed o case for the purposa of illus-
tration. It is needless to say that
with the flexible, well-secured currency
of Canada, there is no possibility of
such a conidition of things as; we have
supposed,

GRAVEYARD INSURANCE.

The conspiracy case, alrcady referred to
at gome length in these colummns, in which
Dr. Randall, Rev. Sidney Welton and C.
B, Welton mre charged with defranding
the Total Abstinence Life Associabion of
America out of $3,000, Las been before a
jury at St. John, N. B., this week, and
has ereated widespread interest.

The case for the crown was stated by
the Hon. Mr. Pugsley and the alleged facts
against the defendants ecan be briclly sum-
marized. It appears that in 1889-90 Rev.
Sidney Welton acted as agent for the
company and sent forward applications for
insurance. C. B. Welton at that time was
agent for ghe Unfon Mutual, of Portland,
Me., and also acted as agent for o bene-
fit association known as the Supreme Par-
linment of #the Golden Rule Allinnee of
Boston. In January 1890, two appfica-
tions were made for insurance on the lile
of Wm. H. Reid, Albert county. Onc was
sent by the Rev. 8. Wellon to the Total
Abstinence association, whose headguart-
ers are in Chicago, and the other by C.
B.Welton to the Golden Allinnce of Bost-
on. Both applications were dated Janu-
ary 24th, 1890, and both were made out
at Hillsboro, and presumably both signed
in Albert. One was witnessed by Rev. 8.
Welton and one by C. B. Welton. In both,
Wm. . Reid was described as being in
good health and as o first class risk. In
each case the examiner was Dr. Randall
of Albert county, and le certified to the
above effcet. Iusteuld of this being truc,
Reid tvas at that time confined io lis
house, through sickness, and had been so
confined since the 26th _Dcccmber, pre-
ceding. In fact, Reid rebturned from the
United States, in the provious April, in
poor health and +was abiended by Dr.
Murray, of “Albert, who coneluded he was
suffering from pulmonary consumption and
110tlliUg could be done for him. Dr. Rand-
nll's visits began in June '89. During the
summer the patient improved somewhat
but in the fall again grew worse and
finally, on December 26th, he had so failed
that Jie was no longer able to leave the
house, and 18 days after the applications
for insurance had leen made he was dend.

In reference to the policy from Chiéugo
the counsel for ihe crown stated that as

Khat policy had arrived a day or ilwo -

niter Mr. Reid’s death, it was clearly the
duty of the Rev. 8. Welton to forward
it to the beneficiary, Mary A. Reid, so
thot she could %ake steps to collect the

$3,000 of insurance. Instead of that Mrs.
Reid mever saw the poliey and in fact
never knew of jt. The policy wns next
found in the office of C. B. Welton, and
with Rev. 8. Welton’s receipt for the $8,-
000, purporting to be signed by Mary A.
Reid, and witnessed by C. B. Welton. The
evideuce would prove that the receipt was
a forgery. Mrs. Reid would testify and
Geelure that she never signed that re-
ceipt and wnever authorized any one te

¢
i

sign it. L
The facts connceted with the poliey for
$2,600, issued by the Golden Allinnece of
Boston, are somewhat similar. The signa-
ture of Mrs. Reid on thai policy is wit-
nessed Dby the Rev. 8. Welton, bul she
states she never saw the poliey, nor signed
the receipt for the money. In the proofs
of death, Dr. Randall made affidavit that
he attended btvhe deccased who, he said, “:?s
ill only a few days, whercas the crown
found cvidence that he had attended him
since the June previous. Mrs. Reid knew
nothing of her husband’s insurance, until
after his death, and was ihen told there
was a policy of $1,000, whereas the am-
ount in the {wo compunies was §5,500.
It appears that after the jusurance moimy
had been deposited in the bank to the
credit of Mory A. Reid, it was wilhdrawn
by €. 1. Welton, who shewed orders pue-
porting to be from Mrs. Reid to pay the
money to them. It is charged that these
orders were forged, so that forgery has
been added to conspiracy, if what is alleged
by the crown can be substantiated.

The jury returned a verdict of guilty
of conspirncy in ihe case of Cephas B.
Welton and Dr. F. C. Randall, but dis-
agreed as to the Rev. 8. Welton. I'he
prisoners will Le at once tried on {he
pther indictmenls preferred.

THE MERCIER TRIAL.

‘The acquittal of ex-premier Mereier has
brought to a close onc of tle' most im-
portant State trinls ever held in Canada
and seems likely to give the Count a new ]
lease of politicul life. When the case was
first instituted there were many who
doubled the wisdom of such o course, be-
enuse the extravagance ol the late ad-
ministeation had already received ils
condemnation at the hands of the clectors
who had annihilated ab the polls a strong
and hitherto popular government. Mr,
Mercier now poises as & much persecuted
man and stands high once more in the
counsels of his party. On the other hand
the existing adminisiration has not added
to its popularily by the imposition of new
taxes to meel the deficiency in the pro-
vincinl revenue. The clamor usguinst our
judges in gencral for alleged usurpation
of legislative funetions in sitting on.boodle
commissions, ete., has heen a regrettable
outside feature of the trial, for which cer-
tain politicians and newspapers are res-
ponsible. The defence naturally set up|
that Mereier was being persccuted by his
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'{political .enemies, bub nlthough this had

lluo weight there are reasonunble {echnij-

cq] explanations for the ncquittal. The

charge was a peculiar one. One count of
the indictment alleged that the uwecused

"had been guilty of conspiracy with M.

Pacaud to rob the province of $60,000,
and another that they had conspived (o
obtaln said sum of money from one of
ilic Quebee bunks. Ounly one sum of money
was mentioned, and that one sum could

. uob have heen taken from hoth the pro-

vinee and ihie bank. The aceusntion should
have indicated the correct loser The judge
held that the letlers of eredit heing granted

- without the assent of the Lieut.-Gover-

nor were a practienl nullity and did nol
bind the province. It wns impossiblo
therefore Lo suy that the provinee had
lost a doilar by the transaction. Hisg

:Honor also appears to have taken the

ground thot as Mr. Mercier's action was
officinl, and agreed to by his colleagues,
he could not be tried for conspiracy with

“an outsider—Mr. Pacaud—to rob the pro-
" vinee.

The jury were consequently left
with the second count of the indictment
echarging conspiracy to rob the bank.
There was no doubb that $56,772 were
ohtained, of which Pacnud had secured
%$60,000. It could not be proved, how-
ever, that Mr. Mercier and Mr. Pacaud
had ever conspired with the bank in view.
{They had not Leen heard to talk of the
pank and certainly had not proposed that
it should lose. What was more, collateral
Langlajs, a responsiblg
merchant, was given Lo the bank, and
it waas entitled to recover from that gentle-
man. These considerations helped to con-
tince the juwry thal no breach of the law
had Deen committed and the defendants
Deing enlitled to the benefit of any doubts
that might exist it was not long in
bringing @n o wverdiet of acquitial.

The president and My. IDubbard have

arrangements, with the cordial assistance
ol Mr., Secargeant and the officers of the
varjous departments, for further cconom-
ies, some of which had formed the subject

revious correspondence with Canada ;
and these further economles would he
carried out by imposing upon certnin
officers ol the company extra duties with-
out additionnl salnry, and by concentra-
tion and rodistrilitition of duties amoungst
departments.  The genecral consolidation
ol the various companies into one united
system will render these matters eusier of
accomplishment. They are convineed from
thely examinantion and enquiries that no
further reduction is possible without in-
jury to the interests of the company.

As an earnest of the desire of the dirveec
tors to curtail expenditure, they have
determined to veduee their own remune-
ration by one-third, or £1,900 per annum,
until n dividend has been paid on the
second preference sgtock,

The hope is expressed that carly aetion
may be taken by Congress to enable the
railroad companies concerned to estabLlish
pools of money or divisions of traffic so
a8 to afford them an interest in the main-
tonance of rates,

The expenditure on capital aceount dur-
ing the year wns £150,088, of which £445
was on account of the Portland City ele-
vator loan, £89,871 for new works, sid-
ings, stations buildings, bridges, ete.,
£43,074 for double track, £16,085 for new
rolling stock, and £1,160 for lands. The
directors express the opinlon that the
capltnl nccount of the company is closed

are items, however, which will call for
expenditure under this head. The ‘Coronto
station i3 one of these, on which an ex-
penditure of £150,000 is anticipnted, on
one-hult of which, however, the C.P.R. la
to pay interest at & 1-4 por cent., as well
as 4 per cent. on the estimated value of
the present station.

traifie, and other smaller matters In
couneetion with the “World's Falr ” at
Chleago next year. The additional rol-
ling stock which may be required for the

The lines to be consolldated with the
Grand Prunk, and now operated by the
compnny, have been before referred to,
The total amount of their stock is §9,674. -
245, of which §7,163,180 is already owned
by the Grand Trunk, so that there only
remains §2,484.065 held by the public,
It is proposed to issue to the holders of
this outstanding share capital, or ordin-
ary stock, corresponding amounts of Grand
Trunk ordinary stock; and when this
operation has been carried out, the whole
ol the ordinary stocks of these subsidinry
lines will Le the property of the Grand
Trunk ecompany, and the whole of the re-
vevsionary interests of thoe 1,157 1-2 miles
of these lines will be merged in the Grand
Trunk, and all future advantages will thus
acerue to the holders of the Grand Trunk
preference and ordinary stoeks. The con-
solldation of these wvarious corporations
{nto one united corporation will lead to
economies in dispensing with separate

boards and orgavnizations, and the keeping
of separate accounts, and in enabling the
whole system to be worked without re-
ference to the separate corporate rights
of the different undertakings.

Although the gross receipis of the pust
hali-year were inereased by £104:,000, and
the net revenue receipts Dy £405,000, yot
tlie ditectors cannot but sympathize with
the proprictors upon the inadequate re-
muneration which is received by the com-
pany for the enormous amount of trafiic
whicl is carried. The cause for this state
of things is anfortunately beyond their
control, or that of the officers of the
company, The greatest care has heen
taken in the selection of trafilc, with the
view of obtaining such traffic only us
would yleld at the currentg rates the great-
est profit to the compuny ; but the average
rate during the past hall-year for all the
freight teaffic carried was unfortunately
Jower than was ever before experienced,
except in the disastrous- half-year of De-
cember, 1585, when it was the snme, viu,
.G8 of n cent, or say, 1-3 of a penny per
ton per mile, and it is only since the 10th
of the present month of Qctober that the
rates for grain, boxed meat and hogs have
been restored under agreement between
the different companies.

The prospects of traific are now improv-
ing, "Chere has been a good harvest gen-
erally in Canada, and there is a better
demand for lumber, whilst the visible
supply in the Unitelt Stites o! the threc
principal cereals, wheat, Indian corn, and
outs, is mueh greater than that during
the last few years or, probably, at any
previous similinr period. -
