IMMIGRATION AND COLONIZATION.

The frequent contributions of more or
less mierit on this subject appearing in the
pages of leading magazines in the United
Kingdom, many of them by gentlemen
connected with the Colonial and Tmi-
grant's Information oflices in London, bear
evidence of the growing inlerest mani-
fested in it hy thoughtful people. 'Lhe
condition of the over populous disfricts
of Greal Britain, the tendency of the
unemployed agricultural laborer to gravi-
tule towards the large cities, the want of
suflicient employment there, and the
socialistic discontent which follows, are
all matlers of serious concern io states-
men and lovers of order. Tlow lorelieve
this pressure—how 1o reuedy the evil,
has formed the subject of various theories,
viewed in connection with the vast fer-
tilo areas of unoccenpied lands in the
Colonies. .

The Ri. Jlon. . Osborne Morgan,
M. I, deals, in the Nincteenth Cantury for
April, with some important featurcs of
the subject. Reviewing the condition
of the people in the overcrowded dis-
tricts, he questions how England cait
continue to support her ‘fapidly increasing.
population at the ascerlained rate of
growth, of three to four millions per de-
cade. The difticulty is not met by the
fuct thal the working classes of Great
Britain are beller ‘pui'(l, better fed, and
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better clothed, and on the whole better
housed fhan their grandfathers, due to the
enormous development of her manufactur-
ing and other indusiries—to having made
the world her granary and flooded hoth
hemispheres with her cottons and calicos,
to having pressed the latest discoveries of
science into her service. “We get,” suys
the essayist, “our apples from Nova Scotia,
our mutton from New Zealand and our
butter—or what passes as such, from—
Heaven only knows where.,” DBut with all
the advantages arising from the conse-
quent cheapness of living in that country,
the bitter cry of .the unemployed arises
from every quarter. The mouths to he
filled have multiplied much faster than
the openings - for employment and the
sources of subsistence. The population of
Great Britain is being added to at the rate
of about 1,000 a day, and this increase is
wholly "or almost wholly in the towns.
London is growing at the rate of 1,000 a
week, The result of this natural increase
added to the pouring in from the rural
districts and from abroad is the gradual
approach of wages to the starvation point.
There are 50,000 persons huddled together
in Yast London where there is neither
room nor work for one-haif the number.
And it is not alone the mechanic or farm
laborer who claims the atiention of
thoughtful people: the professional man,
or country gentleman of declining years
and income, whose half-a-dozen sons.with
“average abilities” have no taste for any-
thing except cricket and lawn-tennis, finds
nolonger the opportunities of former years,

and there is a scramble for the most
trifiing position that presents itsell. The

competition of female labor, increasing
under the remarkable disproportion of the
sexes, adds to the gravity of the situation.

In seeking for a remedy, the essayist
cannot find it in Y¥ngland.  There the fall
in the priece of agricultural produce has
made the farmer “more anxious than
ever {o reduce his labor bill; and the sub-
stitulion of machinery for hand labor as
well as the conversion of arable into pas-
ture fund, by aflecting the agricnltural
labor market, has done much to depopu-
late the country and fill the towns.”

This state of things brings him to emi-
g_rntion as the only cure. Referring to the
much “well-meant nonsense ” writien on
the subject, he says there are “persons
who think that to draft men and women
from the thickly to the thinly inhabited
portions of the globe, is as easy as to di-
vert water fromy 1 higher to a lower level,”
and :that unfortunately many persons go
oyt 1o these new countries as ignorant of
what lies hefore them ag if they were pro-
ceeding lo another planet. '

:The question of who should emigrate is
next taken up.  Although the work is
mainly agrienlinral, persons whe can turn

their hands to almost anything get on best
in a new country like our own Northwest.
He recommends that the present flow of
populalion from the country to the towns
should be diverted to the colonies rather
than choose the emigrants from men and
women enervated and demoralized by
vears of cily life. The large and increas-
ing class of young men of good birth and
liberal education, who cannot find a caveer
or livelihood at home, would make geod
settlers if not afraid of hard work. “ There
are among our aristocracy,” says Mr. Mor-
gan, ‘““many young men who waork as hard

at fox-hunting or deer-stalking as any .

laborer at his plow or harrow, and manual
Iabor or even menial drudgery involves, it
should be remembered, no loss of caste
where nearly everyone must work with
his own hands.” e speaks in high terms
of Cavada ag a field for the seitler. ““Can-
ada is nol half as far from England as the
Cape, and not one-fifth as far as Australia.”
Its Northwest plains are more accessible
to emigrants from the United Kingdom
than was Lincoln or East Iothian in
former years to the harvest laborer from
Donegal or Galway. THalifax, her most
eastern port, is 500 miles nearer to Liver-
pool than New York ifself, and the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway provides cheap and
easy access all the year round io the heart
of the finest wheat-growing and cattle-
breeding districts on the face of the earth,
The colonization of the northern states,
with a climate not more heaithy or a less
severe winter temperafure, have made
rapid progress. When people bear in mnind
that the climate of Canada is not more se-
vere than thal of central Europe, much of
the terror inspired by early travellers and
trappers interested in mainfaining their
fur preserves, will disappear. *1t should
he noted, too,” says the writer, “that the
large Dbelt of country opened up hy the
great Canadian railroad, and its branches
is fur more fortile than that traversed by
the through lines of the United States, and
{hat the Dominion has no waterless deserts
such as those which make_the interior of
Australia practically uninhabitable.” If
we ‘‘wish to relieve the immediate pres-
“sure on the mother country, we must
“{ake the colony which, so to speak, lies
“nearest to hand (Canada), and which
“oflers the readiest and easiest chance of
“subsistence to the largest number at the
“smallest cost.” ’

Referring to the colomzation scheme ad-
votaled by Lord Brabazon, the essayist is
reminded of the somewhat similar plan pro-
posed by Sir George Stephen, president of
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company,
and other Canadian gentlemen in 1883,
They proposed to take out and settle npon
lands in Manitoba, 10,000 picked families
from Ireland, to plow and seed these farms
for the first year, and to provide each

family with suitable habitations, with the
necegsary implements of husbandry, and
with a limited number of domesiic ani-
mals. The cost of the undertaking was in
the first instance to be defrayed out of the
proceeds of an Imperial loan, repayable
without interest at the end of ten years.
Tor the first two or three years the colonists
were'to pay,itblhing, but after that period
they were to be charged a gradually in-
creasing rent, caleulated at a rate suflicient
to recoup the promoters of the scheme for
their outlay, sand to secure the repayment
of the original lean. An informal appli-
cation to guaraniee the loan was made to
the Dominion Government, which could
not see its way to doing so for evident
reasons. These are hinted at rather than
stated in the scheme for colonizing the
Scottish Crofters lately proposed by Sir
George Stephen, and presented by him in
February last to the Colonial oflice in
London.

The views of Sir George Stephen on this
subject are entitled to the highest consid-
eration, coming from one possessing a
complete knowledge of the country, and
its capabilities under a comprehensive
scheme of settlement. We can only give
a synopsis of the plan proposed :

Tt has been estimated that it would require
about $600 to take a Crofter family, sny man
and wife and four children, from Scotland,
and settle them upon o 160 acres free govern-
ment grant in the North. West,

This sum would place them from the start
in such favorable cirenmstances us to render
their independence within a very few years o
matter of certainty, but it is evident that
neither the Imperial nor Dominion Govern-
ments could safely advance this sum direetly
to the settler. 1t would be far preferable {hat
the netual work of settling the emigrant in
his new home should be undertaken by some
substantial, independent business corporation
and therefore, o lurge land-owning corpora-
tion, like the Canada North-West. Land Co,,
of Iidintmrgh, would probably he more fitted.
to curry out such a scheme than any Govern-
ment Department. . This  company  atready
owns large tracts of farming lands in the
North-West, which must always remain more
or less unsalenble uniil the adjoining free
grant lands are settled, and therefore would
be vitally interested in a scheme (hat would
render its property more valuable, The other
great land-owning corporations, the Hudson -
Bay Co., nnd the Canadian Pacific would also
gladiy co-operate with either government jn
carrying out any effective und practicnl scheme
for the more speedy colonization of the North-
West, .

If, for example, the Jmperial Government
shonld obtuin from Parlinment an approprin-
tion of $1,800,000 (the sum  necessary at the
rate of $600 per family to establish 3,000
families of sny 18,000 souls), during the pree-
ent scason, it is believed that arrangements
could be made with the North-West Land Co.
not only for the transportation and settlement
oi the emigrants in their new homes, but also
for gunranteeing the repuyment of the sum
advanced at the end of ten years, without in-
terest.

I'his would he hrought abont in the follow-
ing manner on the seenrity of the 160 aeres of
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zood agricullural land granted by the Do-
minion Government. ‘I'hie corporation, acting

the intermedinry between the Goverminent
u d the settler, would take 1 mortgage on this
lnnd and its improvements for the sum of
600, payable in fen yenrs, as well as o lien
npon the setiler’s moveables.  The settler
would have the vight Lo pay this off at any
time and would pay no inferest for the first
fonr years.  [Por the lnst six years, until the
maturing of the mortgage, he would pay cight
per cent interest which wonld go to the Land
Compary us indemnity for their expenses and
for the risk incurred in assuming the respon-
sibility of repayment of the capital.  These
morlgages might he held by trustees appoint-
ed by the Goverment us collateral security for
the Land Company’s due performance of their
obligations,

This plan wonld leave little or no direct
profit Lo the infervening compmany.  "Their
chief and almost sole consideration would be
the advantyge accruing  from  the speedy
settlement of the free grant lands, and conse-
qnently it s only a company already pecuni-
arily interested in the setllement of the North
Wasit that ¢onld afford to undertake the work
on the conditions staded.  T'he financinl basis
upon which the whole plan rests is the ample
seeurity  afforded by the land which the
settler receives free of cost from the Dominion
Government, 16 is the fact of this security
thal renders the plan both practical and
fensible and the fuct of this goarantee against
loss should have gread weight in inlluencing
the decision of the Imperinl government in
the matler

INSOLVENCY LTGISLATION,

The legistature of Ontario has not seen
it to act upon the petition of the Montreal
Bourd of trade, in regard 1o the objection-
able clauses in the Bill relating to assign-
ments for the benefit of creditors, The
Toronto Board of Trade co-operated with
the Montreal Board in nrging upon the
government the desire o remove the
restrictions s to domicile applicablo to
assignees, but all 1o no purpose ; some
influence stronger than the desire of the
creditors whose interest is atstake inin-

csolvent estates, evidently prevailed, and

now the hands of ereditorg in this Provinee
aro pretty cllectually tigd as regards the
management of such estales in Ontario.
Thal o serious injustice has been done
annot be questioned 3 and an unpleasant
feature of the transation is the adoption,
it is 1o be leared, of & scectional spirit in
legislation, which cannot well fuil to pro-
voke o seuse of injustice, when good feel-
ing and consideration for each others
natural rights ought, above all things, to
prevail. 1t is only by the exercise of a
spirit of forbearance and consideration for
fellow creditors, that estates ¢an be liguid-
ated in anything like a satisfactory man-
ner, in the absence of a proper insolvent
law, and Montreal merchants will have
ubundant opportunities for the display of o
contented disposition in the appointment.
of assignees in Ontario for some time to
come, nnder the amendments rocentiy cn-
acted,

‘The consequences of contravening the
provisions as to the domicile of the as-
sigznee, do not appear to he very serious.
An assignment {o an assignee resident out
of Onlurio, would of course remove the
liquidation ol the estate from the applica-
tion of the law of assiunments, and judg-
ment might be obtained against the debtor
under which writs of seizure could issue ;
but the geizing creditors would not neces-
sarily obtain a preference, us the law relat-
ing to distribution by the sherifl would
he invoked, and fair-minded creditors
wonld not be likely to sue, mnerely because
an unjust provision in the law of assign-
ments had led to its being pushed aside.
Where creditors in this Province prepond-
erale, therefore, there will probably result
no great harm in the appointment of an
ngsignee of their own choosing. So long
a3 the insolvent mukes no second assign-
ment under the Act, it will not be eusy to
dislodge the assignee appointed by the
credifors.

That is one of the difliculties in the
present  position of matters in Ontario.
Let an assignment be made, and however
objeclionable the assignee may be lo the
creditors generally, there is no means
within their reach for dislodging bim; and
the consequence is, that in many cases
assignments are made and taken in con-
templation of the adoption of such a course
which, if they bad the power, creditors
would prevent ; but being powerless they
have to submit and take what they can
geb from the bankrapt’s nominee. Under
betler provisions, they would not be slow
to sce that their directions in the liguida-
tion were duly conformed to.

As though the absence of proper control
over the bankrupt and his nominee were
not grievance enough, Mr. Edgar’s bill for
the discharge of insolvent debtors, whose
estates have been distributed ratably
amonyg their creditors, is now before the
legislatnre al Ottawa, ‘I'rue, the discharge
must be obtained with the consent of from
three-fourths to a simple majority of the
creditors ; but that is not all the consider-
ation ereditors are entitled to; they should
have complete control over the estate of
their debtor after he has become unable
o pay his debtsin full. It is not suflicient
that the debtor should sutrender his
estate at the time and in the manner that
suits him, withou! regard to the injury
done to his creditors by the persistent
depletion of his estate, until the imminent
approach of judgmaonts serves to procure
on assignment for the benefit of creditors.
A discharge by the eourt, therefore, ought
properly (o form part of a general Insolvent
Law, where if the court discharges the
the debtor on the one hand, it puts the
creditors in possession of his estate, when
the civcumstances warrant- it—on the
other.

It cannot be necessary to say that what
is wanted i a general  insgolvent law for
the Dominion, Business transactions are
carried on by creditors who trade in all
the different Provinces, and who ought to
be protecled by tho operation of a law
dealing with insolvents, uniform in its
operation throughout the Duminion. At
present the scandalous preferences legal
under the laws of the Maritime Provinces,
would justify merchants in refusing to
trangact busginess there except for cash.
In Quebec a semblance of a law exists for
the distribution of estates, but it falls far
short of the requirements of the case:
there is no provision -for the discovery of
assets heyond what the insolvent chooses
to enter on his schedule; the abandons
ment may be contested, but at a cost in
time and money which goes far to close
the door to discovery by that process, and
as that is the only means provided for the
the examination of the insolvent, in prac-
tice no examination is had ; creditors take
what he surrenders and he keeps the
residue, The Ontario law is less eflicient
in some respects, becauge there, creditors
must wait until their deblor assigns vol-
untarily, and their control over both him
and his estate is equally unsatisfactory.
In the North-West Provinces and terri-
tories the position of creditors is still
worse: & stoppage of payment means g
composition at any amount that can be
obtained within reason. The objections
formerly urged by creditors to compositions
and their eflects on competitors with the
bankrupls vanish in the face of the
difficulties ihat attend any atfompt to
reach a satisfaclory liquidation of estates,
and so compositions flourish apace. Until
the Dominion Legislalure rises to the
necessity of dealing with the question of
insolvency by a broad and comprehensive
nieasure, the feeble ineflicient tinkerings
of Provineial parliaments will doubtless £o
on; justice to creditors will not be reacheéd;
the number of undischarged insolvenis
and the demoralizing eflects of trading
under false names will increase, while we
may expect to have renewed atiémpts to
obtain relief for the insolvent debtors,
regardless of the consequences to those to
whom the debis are owing.

THE FISHERIES QUESTION,

The correspondence between the three
governments on the much discussed fish-
eries question, although it containg little
absolutely novel or that has not been
already made public in one form or an-
other, i8 yet worthy of our careful study,
as it displays clearly and succinctly the
actual attitude taken by each of the three
parties to tho dispute, whick was naturally
a mabter of assumption until the exaci
wording of the correspondence of each
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government was rendered public prop-
erty. .

It will be remembered that the Cana-
dian Government extended to American
fishermen during one full season after
their government had concluded the treaty
by notice, the privileges enjoyed under
the Washington Treaty or until January,
1886 ; provided the American Government
would ask Congress to open negotiations
for a settlement, an offer which was at
once accepted. In March of that year
Congress refused to appoint a commission
Lo negotiate, and in the same month there
first arose the questio™ of the right of
American fishermes and their fish at
Canadian ports and  .uship them through
to American ports. The firtn and prompt
action which the Canadian Government
then took was followed up by that bold
and incisive policy which first astonished,
and then convinced the American people
that Canada was a country neither to be
coerced nor cajoled into bating one iota of
her rights, and which consequently in-
spired a reluctant respect for the Canadian
people that might otherwise never have
existed.

It is evident from the arrogant tone first
adopted by Secretary Bayard that he fully
expected a humble compliance with his
demands, and it is amusing to nole the
gradual descent from the lofty, “ take-it or
leave-it” position, first adopted, to the
mild persuasive tone of the later portions
of the correspondence. Secretary Bayard's
first proposals were in effect that the
Government of the Dominion should” sub-
mit its conduct in the past and its rights
in the future to the arbitrament of a com-
mission, withoul any assurance whatever
that the recommendations of that commis-
sion were likely to be accepted by Congress,
and that before the enquiry commenced it
should place upon record the admission
that it had been in the wrong upon all the
most important pomnts in the controversy.

The manly stand taken by the Canadian
Government upon this proposal was a
complele revelation to both the Dritish
and American Cabinets. It first showed
them that the mercantile community of
the Dominion were imbued with the same
spirit as the other branches of the great
Anglo-Celto-Saxon race.
ready to yield to an amicable and friendly
request, they would resist impertinent
aggression ag a national affront, and further
that they were willing to risk pecuniary
loss from retaliatory measures rather than
compromise their rights as a nation.
The eflect of this reply is immediately
apparent, and from"this.time forth there
isn perceptible change in the tone of the
American government’s communications.

At the same time the attitude of the
Canadian Government, though manly and
straightforward, has throughout been stud-

That although-

iously meodest and conciliatory. For in-
stance, in a letter of Lord Salisbury’s,
dated on the 24th of last Mareh, he says,

“Her Majesty's Government have given
their most careful consideration to this
matter and it has also recetved the fullest
examination at the hands of the Canadian
Government, who entirely share the satis-
faction felt by Her Majesty’s Government
at any indication on the part of the United
States of a disposition 1o make arrange-
mentg which might tend to put the afluirs
of the two countries on a basis more free
from controversy and misunderstanding
than unfortunately exisis-at present. The
Canadian Government, however, deprecate
several passaes in Mr. Bayard’s despatceh,
which attribute unfriendly motives to

their proceedings, and in which the char--

acter and scope of the measures they have
taken to enforce the terms of the conven-
tion of 1818 are, as they believe, entirely
misapprehended.”

There can be no question but that
throughout the wliole of the negotiations
(if that tetm can bLe applied to a case
where one party made all the demands
and the other all the concessions) the
Dominion authorities have displayed a
mixture of firmness and tact that would
do credit to the oldest diplomatists and
which have been a perfect revelation to
the British Cabinet. Not even'the enthu-
siastic support of the country has led them
beyond the moderate policy they first
initiated, and, on the other hang, the most
rabid retaliatory measures of the Ameri-
can Congress have not irritated them to
the point of reprisals. They liave pre-
served a dignified and conservative atti-
tude that has inspired respect even
amongst our opponents and has cerlainly
increaged the prestige of Canada in the
mother country ; an attitude which cannot
fail to produce good results now that the
first feelirg of irritation has worn off the
large hearted people who live on the other
side of the political line.

There can be no doubt but that it is
owing to the natural friendly feeling be-
tween the two peoples, speaking the same
tongue, having the same hopes, aspirations,
and aims, and closely akin in manners,
laws and social customs, that the present
peaceful aspect of the question is due,
Qurselves and the greal nation separated
from us merely by a political line, are too
closely interwoven by commercial and
domestic ties {o ever enter into a conflict
over a question that only concerns a small
portion of- the seaboard population of each
country. 1t is frue that the old saying
that * ‘I'here is no feud like a family feud,”
hold good even of nations, but so great is
the mutual respect and liking between the
two countries that it would take far more
provocation than either government would
be willing to offer to provoke a collision
that could not fail to be mutually disns-
trous.

That there ever would have been a colli-
sion is more than unlikely, and now that

the American people fully realize that the
whole matter resolves itsell into an at-
fempt of a small clique of fishery housus
to secure a monopoly of the fish trade by
playing upon the national pride of their
compatriots, il appears certain that an
amicable and honorable compromise must
be speedily arsived at.

THE PRUNE MARKET,

In our issuc of the 1Sth February last
we gave under this caption un account of
the syndicate which was then believed to
control the entire crop of Turkish prunes,
and which bad then jnst issued its cele-
brated cireular, fixing the different instal-
ments or “slates,” each of 1,000 .casks,
which, commencing with the first one at
G cents, were to advance by half-cents at a
time, until it was loped that a ten cent
limit might be reached.

At that time we pointed out that al-
though the syndicate had succeeded in
securing 7,500 out of the 9,600 casks then
afloat, there still remained nearly 12,000
casks in producers’ hands, which could be
hurried forward to Trieste for shipment,
and further that. the visible supply of
Turkish prunes was then 39,870 casks,
while the ordinary consumption could not
be placed at more than 26,010 casks. The
result has folly justified our prognostica-
tions. TheGl cent “slate,” of 1,500 casks,
was the highest price the syndicate could
realize, while among ouiside dealers 63
has been the top ligure, and we now hear
that the syndicate menagers have been
compelled to suspend the “slates” indefin-
itely, while prices have sagged to u lower
point than has been current sinee last full.

It is the old story of the absclute impos-
sibility of correclly guaging the amount of
fruit held by the small Turkish furmers.
Justead of the erop only amounting lo
22,000 casks, as was confidently anticipated,
over 30,500 casks have already arrived,
2,800 casks are afloat, and at least 6,000
casks are still in hand at Trieste and
Fiume, History in this case has simply
repeated itself, for it should be remembered
that when the last prune corner was at-
tempted, and it was firmly believed that
the syndicate held all the visible supply,
no sooner had prices advanced than over
10,000 casks were suddenly pluced in the
market at {Iriesle, which it appeared had
heen held back by the small Turkigh
farmers and were not dreamt of by even
the most reliable shipping houses. In an
article so notoriously diilicult to control as
Turkish prunes, where the fact of there
being no “short” interest naturally weak-
ens the chances, no successful corner ean
be carried out, and the failure of the pres-
ent syndicate is merely a repetition of the
fate of its predecessors.

Another important factor in deciding the
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gituation was the atlention it directed to
Bohemian prunes.  So soon as dealers
found that the price of Tarkish prunes was
to e foreed wp artificially, they turned
their attention Lo this substitute, and the
orders sent to Hamburg for the purchase
of DBoheminn prunes have resulted in re-
ceipts equivident (o 15,000 casks, while in
addition, continned liberal arfivals e re-
ported.  Loliemian froit are cheaper than
the Turkish, and this has influeneed their
salo favorably, uptil they have now found
their way to every section of the countrys
and are foreing the Turkish prune out of
the fickl

Still the syndicate has not allogether
lost. hewrt, They acknowledge thal ab
presont the chanees are against them, and
they have published  their  delead by
abandoning the “slate ” business, hut they
541 hope Yor a more favorable condition of
alladrs in the coming month,  Failing this
they will carry their stocks on till the
fall, hut prospects are againgt them, and
there seems hul little doubt thal the preg-
ent atlempt hag already met the fate of
ity predecessors, and {hat the ligt of un-
suecessiul prane corners must be eredited
with another addition o its numbers,

THIC OCKAN TERRY.

Althongle nob less important as actors
in the great question of transportation than
the iron nelwork of railways which now
covers this continent, it is rarvely thal we
find mueh reference in the public press to
the immensy fleet of stemners thal plough
their way unceasingly over what may now
he truly ealled the “Ocean Terry” In
avery issue of any journal of general ciren-
Intion will be found many items relating
to railroad interests, while a relerence to
the ocean service that renders these enor-
mous rnlways a profitable possibility is of
aire oceurrence. Singularly enough this
apparent negleet i really due lo the
axcellence ol (he service, the extraordinary
freedom from easualities or accidents, and
to the punetuality of arrival and departure
of the great steamship lines.  Were the
arrival of a steamer a matter of uncer-
tainty, as inold days, journalistic enter-
prise would chroniele it eagerly ; bul
nowadays these iron monsters {raverse
the three thousand miles of water that lie
bebween ovur shores and  Greal Dritain
with such speed and regularity that their
advent can he predicted 1o day, if not to
an hoor, and econsequently there is no
more need to chronicle it than to draw
attention fo the safe arrival of a freight
train.

Their freedom from accident or easualty
is another ground.  lLet an  aeecident
of any kind happen and the news will
ho flashed all over the world, but so

safe has ocean travelling now hecome that
it may be said that the sea has no longer
terrors even for the timid, and passengors
now walk on board such vessels ag the
Parisian, Iitraria, or Alagka and lay their
plang coolly for what, they will do in Liver-
pool al the end of the week with as much
seenrity as i the solid land lay bencath
their feet instead of o heaving mags of
waler, separaled from them by only a few
inches of steel. The old days when pus-
sengers made their wills and parted from
weeping friends at the gangway are gone
forever, aixl the modern traveller steps
jauntily on the deck of the floating palace
he has selected, and speaks carelessly of
Llaking a “run over™ to Lurope.

But all this steady growth in size,
magnificence, speed, and safety has not
been attained at one bound. It is the
outcome of the energy, enterprise and per-
severing skill of those who guide the helm
of the great steamship lines they repre-
sent, and therefore some recognition of the
services they have rendered to the travel-
ling public as well ag té'the merchant and
importer seems merited at our hands.
Montreal may well he proud of the Trans-
Atlantic liners that crowd her wharves.
The Allan Royal Mail Line with its fleet of
twenty-seven iron steamiships, is one of
the Jurgest and best equipped mereantile
fleets in tho world, and in addition to this
we may note the Dominion, Beaver,
Donaldson, Temperley, Thomson, Furness,
While Cross, Maclean and other regular
iiners which make their terminus at this
port.

The pioncer ling, the Allan, dates back
so [ar as its sailing fleel are concerned,
more than {ifty years, but we may fairly
take up its history as a steamship line
from 1852 when, with two steamships of
1,500 tons burden, they laid the foundation
of that magnificent fleet which now num-
bers twenty-seven double engined, Clyde
built steamers, aggregating over 43,000
tons burden, and containing such monster
ocean palaces ag the Larisian and Numid-
ian.  That such progress has been possible
within the short period of thirty-five
years, speaks volumes not only for the
skill and energy of its managers but also
for the great natural resonrces of the
country and the indomitable energy with
which those resonrces have been built up
and developed in the teeth of every ob-
gtacle whether uatural or political. Can-
ada may well be proud of the steamship
lings which her growing prosperity las
built. up without any Government assist-
ance oulside of her own border, but it
must be remembered that the advantages
have been mutual and that the present
development of the country is largely due
to the enterprise and energy of the steam-
ship owners who rendered this develop-
ment possible, and who are now reaping

the due reward of their foresight and skill-
fully directed efforts in improving the
means of transatlantic communication.

MAKE KNOWN YQUR WANTS.

The subject of adverlising has been
worh somewhat threadbare by continuous
harping upon the one string, and conse-
quently a class of sceptics have arisen who
profess, in public at all events, 1o decry its
morita. “Whatis the use of advertlising 27
they say; ‘“it never did my business any
good 7 and they proceed to detail what
sums, generally ludicrously insuflicient for
the purpose, they expend’ annnally in em-
ploying this silent salesman for their
wures.

Were these individuals to see a tithe of
the communications which we receive
daily asking for information about news
appearing in our columns, or requesting
the addresses of respousible firms dealing
in the particular commodities the writers
wish Lo buy or sell, they would alter their
key-note at once. Because they have
given an adveriisement {o a small special
trade paper, with a circulation of a few
hundred only and thal principally among
their own particular rivals, or inserted a
card in o large daily paper where it was
swamped by hundreds of “wants,” with-
out reaping the’ expected benefit, they
jump at once to the conclusion that adver-
tising does nol pay, and go about utlering
mournful jeremiads about the money they
have wasted in printers’ ink.

""hat advertising in a general commer-
cial paper does pay and well too, any refer-
ence to our correspondence will abundant-
ly prove. Day alter day we receive letters
asking questions abont the purchase or
sale of all kinds of merchandise, mineral
products and produce, and perhaps a few
samples of the inquiries sent us may form
a beller answer to the question: “ Does
advertising pay? than the best turned
periods the edutorial pen js eapable of.

Tor instance, in our last issue we drew
atlention to the fact that Nova Scotian
potatoes were being shipped in large quan-
tities to the States. The next day we re-
ceived w communication from a Bowman-
ville house asking us to send them the
name of a reliable hiouse from whom they
could obtain them. As a Halifux firm
had just sent us their advertisement we
were enabled to place buyer and seller at
onee in communication. Again, a thoit
time ago we drew attention to the high
price paid for a certain description of- tim-
ber in New Brunswick, and were at fonce
deluged with inquires' as to réspousible
holses in thut section handling such tine
ber. Again, we directed the attention of
the trade to the case with which muchin-
ery for the manufacturing of sheathing
lath could be attached to the ordinary

plant of wood-working ‘mills, and were
again favored with letters agking for fur-
ther information as to the purchase and
getting up of such niachinery. No subject
seems too incongruous to enquire about,
We have received letters enquiring as fo
where the writers could obtain corundum,
hatiste cloth, potatoes, emery, copper ore,
asbestos, and other equally unusual ar-
ticles, and, thanks to the varied nature of
our advertising columns, have nearly
always been able to_refer the purchaser or
sellers o the firms therein contained.

Can it be pretended then that advertis-
ing in sueh a paper as this does not pay?
We can honestly say that there is not a
paragraph in the reading matter of the
Jourxal that is not seanned and scanned
closely. When we mentioned in our sum-
mary columns a ramored change in the
personnel of aleading bank, within twenty-
four hours the general manager had re-
ceived over a dozen copies of the paper
with the paragraph marked. No item
seems too small or too insignificant to at-
tract attention, and sometimes n mere
casual mention of gome commercial fact
has led to important financial results.
This is the best reply that can be made to
those carping critics who complain that
advertising does not pay.

Advertising does not depend upon quan-
tity but upon quality, and because the
gramblers have wasted their money in in-
judicions broadeast advertising instead of
confining it to those papers which reach
the class of readers ihey desire to attract,
journals that are of suflicient worth
and standing to be carefully perused
andnot merely cast aside unopened, it
does not follow that all advertising
does not pay. Some advertising cer-
tainly does not pay, and in fact would
be dear at any cost, and therefore
those whose commercial instinet does not
cnable them o sift the wheat from the
chafl' will always squander much of their
money in useless advertising, and proba-
hly neglect the very paper which would
wive them the best return for their expen-
diture.

NEW DRESSES.

Indications still point to black and white
ag the fashionable combination of the day.
Whether in plaids, checks, or stripes, these
colors appear to be sought after. The
newest combination is a toilet made up of
the two colors in different fabrics, such as
white veiling with black velvet back
breadth -and short panier drapery. The
dress has a long jacket bodice with waist-
coat fronts and - black velvet hows on the
sleeves.

Next to delicate white with black,
wolden maize' appears to be the favorite for
dress materials and is certainly coming to
the front more than was expected. The'

brown and beige tohes are as much liked
as ever, tortoise-shell, brown and old cop-
per taking the lead, while the various
shades from violet into red are favored
more for millinery than dressmaking pur-
poses. Heliotrope and all the various
shades of lilacs and lavenders are becom-
ing {oo common to be long in request and
as coral pink is now said to be the rage in
England it is probable that it will be the
coming color here. Among the dark reds
are a fiery bluish red called cactus as well
as the older shades known az amaranth
and Bordeaux.

Dresses of light woolen material sueh as
veiling, barege, etamine and very fine
cashmere, will have the skirts plaited
surplice fashion this year, the plaited
skirt. falling over an under ome of silk,
taffeta, or foulard. To make the gkirt look
less plain it is sometimes caught up so as
to form a sort of limp pafling round the
waist with a bow of ribbon at the side and
another with flowing ends just below the
pufling. If the bodice be preferred of the
woollen fabrle it is made entirely plain
except the front which is plaited to look
like a plastron, but another and more
becoming style is to have a tight-fitting
jacket bodice of the silk, opening with o
square facing over a chemisette plaited like
the upper skirtand of the same malerial, 1f
the wearer does nol like the plain plaited
skirt without any drapery another style
has a tunie just draped at the side over
the plaited skirt. The bodice is lengthened
into a short drapery and caught up with a
bow of ribbon or a beaded agraffe. This
style is certainly more hecoming to the
majority of figures.

The new model costumes for widows
mark a complete deparlure {rom the in-
convenient old-faghioned style which has
hitherto been considered proper for con-
ventional mourning. The straight flowing
rohes with their long unbroken 2xpanse of
crape have heen relegated to the limbo of
the past and round skirtg gracefully draped
are o feature of new mourning styles. One
dress, made entirely of crape, had in front
a series of large plaits, the two centre
plaits divided by a narrow cord. At the
back were smaller folds, set in gathers,
aud flowing unrestrainedly., The bodice,
also of crape, had draperies in front lo
correspond with those on the skirt and
similar folds on the outside pocket.

AT HOME AND ABROAD.

The Schnacbeles incident has fortunately
been settled without any rernlt beyond a
slight increase in the already existing tension
between France and Germany, and thus what
promised at first to induce international com-
plications of a serious character has fortunate-
ly ended in the reiferation of pacific senti-
menis which no one pretends to believe, bt

which every one intercsted in international

securities  breathes freer for hearing. In
Afghanistan matters are not so reassuring.
It seems evident that the revolt against the
Ameer is stendily spreading, fanned doubtless
by Muscovite emissaries. The tension Dbe-
tween the English and Russian boundnry com-
missioners appears to be increasing and the
reports that Russian  troops were being
mngsed for the purpose of an invasion of
Afghan territory and the seizuve of Khamiab
will doubtless elicit a vigorous protest from
the Indian authorities.  Altogether the politi-
cal horizon is not so clenr as it was, and con-
sequently the tone of the continental bourses
is somewhat weak and ivregular,

There has been very little difference in the
money market since our Inst.  ‘I'he supply of
funds is ample but lenders are not anxious to
push loans.  The commercial demand for dis-
count is certainly increasing but rates are
unchanged at 6 o 7 per cent: Call loans on
stock rule from 54 to ¢ per cent. In the
States money has been a little more active.
Loans on dividend paying stocks may be said
to have averaged 43 per cent with few teans-
actions, but commercial paper has of lafe
shown a scarcity of first-class names and can
not be chronicled as anything but dull at
unchanged rales, The strained condition of
political affairs ot the Coniinent has led o
innctivity and dullness in mercantile enter-
prise and the consequent accumulation of
funds at financial centres, which has in its
turn depressed the rates for wmoney. At
London the rate is only 1 per cent, at Berlin
13, ab Frankfort 1§, and at Paris 23 per cent.

In the wheat muwrket the principai point of
note is the growth of the «bull” clement,
The sentiments of speculators are all in this
direction, and it would be diflicult lo find one
who Dbelieves in any material decline from
present. prices. The market cerininly now
seems in a healthy condition ; Europe is buy-
ing kurgely both of cush wheat and futures at
the recent advance 5« pretly good indication
that our entire surplus will be wanted abroad,
Cnblle advices from Paris report strong and
higher markets, and that France alone will
have to fmport 16,000,000 bushels wheat
before harvest,  The clearnnces at seaboard
during the week were large ; in wheat over
1,309,000 bushels ; in flour 160,000 sacks and
barrels, reducing the Iatter to wheat would
manke total clearnnce of over 2,000,000 bushels.
Stocks at seaboard points are very low, and
receipts at primary points continuc light,
The market has advanced sharply, but the
large amount of wheat in farmers' handg”
does not come out. This would scem to
suggest that, afier all, the crop of 1886 was
overestimated,

ik Dominion estimates plice the  total
proposed consolidated tund expenditure for the
fisend year ending June 20, 1888, at 5,041~
856, 'Ihis is a larger estimate by $828,000
than that propoged last yeur, The Finance
Minister has nevertheless effected reductions
in varions dircetions.  He has ent down the
itmmigmtion vote by $50,000, {he railway
expenditiure by $24,000, the public works
outlay by $500,000, the expenditure on mnil
subsidies by $23,000 and the mounted police
expenditure by $16,500.  These reductions,
with smne others of smaller proportions,
ke a tolal saving of $658,814.  The resnlt
of this ceonomy, however, is lost, owing to
increnses i other services, T'he chiarges on
Lhe pablic debt, incloding $1,661,000 fowards
the -inking fund, will rench $11,672,078 next
yenr,  This is S4130,835 more than in the
previons year. A large part of this increase
resulls from the expected larger deposits in
Government savings  banks,  There is an
incrense of $82,000 in the Agricultural De-
partment expenditures.  Under this heading
are two new voles, one of $00,000, which is
the cost for next yenr of {he experimental
farms, and one of FI7,3338, which is Canada's
contribution {owards the memorinl of the
Queen's Jubilee, the ITmperial  lostitute at
London, The pension list is Incrensed by at
lenst $133,000.  Of this sum $10,000 consists of
pensions to the Mounted Police, the Prince
Albert voluntears and the police sconts, for
services in the robullion of 1885, The sum
of $20,000 is to be volal as pensions for
militinmen engaged during the snme rebellion,

The militin vote will stand al $1,286,000, an
increnge of $57,000.  Of this increase $10,000
is to be incurred in providing barracks in
British Colunsbhin, and $47,000 is the inerensed
cost of the permanent corps, the batteries and
infantry. The total cost of our standing army
next year will be $482 700. In the provincial
subsidies, there will be an increase of $204,-
725, The federal payments to the provinees
next year, outside of the inlerest on debt
allowed, will aggregate $4,169,341. In mis-
cellaneous expenditure {here is a total in-
crease of $100,000.  This iy caused by the
proposed “expenditure on the Government
printing office.  The total vote to be taken
for this cstablishment this year is $131,000,
which will he the cost of the plant. There
are increnses in the working expenses of the
rilway and canals, in the post-office, and in
the customs nnd excise services. The total
proposed increases amount to $1,487,000, thus
wiping out the $658,814 of decreases, and
lenving a total increase in the estimates for
1887-88 of $828,206 over {hose of the previous
yenr.

Eowanns H. Gorr.—There were fow insur-
auce men in Canada who oceupied so much of
public attention during the years 1874 to
1878 aa did the manager of the Canada Agri-
cultural Insarance Co, and promoter and
president of the National Fire Insurance Co. of
Ganada, Mr. B, 11.

to have u history of the matter prepared for pub-
lication, T'his was subsequently extended to
include n sketeh of Mr, Gofl's life, his descent,
parentage, early years, struggles in the march
for preferment, his insurance experience in
Montreal, the futile efforts 1o extradite him,
and his great success ns president of the
American Eleetric Nanufacturing Company
in New York, The sketeh is contained ina
neat pamphlet of about one hundred pages,
amd is printed only for private distribution.
We enn only merely mention the dpologiu pro
viasua; but as a sketch of an eminently
active man whose *average time for work is
liteen hours daily,” it is decidedly interesting
reading,

Savnr Sre. Mawe seems to be one of the
coming towns of Ontario. The importance
ol this place as an objective railway point
scems {o have struck capitalists all at once,
and the resulting projection of two long lines
to open up conncetion between two leading
cities and the east through that place, has
given it a start that will carey it well up in
the list of thriving citics, before there is any
possibility of serious reaction.  Although

neither of the railway lines now building to-.

ward it have rcached their castern terminus,
or will reach it for some months to come,
there is a wonderful activity developing in
real .estate and building operations.  This
is partly due to the government improve-
ments in the river, in the completion of
which some $15,000,000 will be expended,
but is more direetly in anticipation of the ap-
proach of the incoming railroads. From the
west, the Minneapolis, Sault Ste. Marie &
Atlantic will probably reach its destination
this summer, to by followed shortly by the
Duluth, South Shore & Atlantie, The con-
truct for the bridge across the St. Mary's
river, which will form the connecting link
between these ronds and the Canadian Pacifie,
and so directly to the seaboard, has already
been let.

Tune United States iron market, although
rather unscttled, has a favorable outlook.
l’hiln(Lclphiu advices state that the feature of
the market is the large amount of business
done in small orders. Furnace owners are of
the opinion that prices will go higher, Al
the nail mills are full of orders, "The car-
builders are unusually busy. The nail foc-
tories are hard uat work, and distribution is
improving at steady prices, with the expan-
sion of building operations.  Bridge builders
awl structural iron makers have a rush of
business, while western Pennsylvanin mills
and furnaces arce crowding ahead with produes
tion. The iron industries situated along the
New York and New Jersey borders are now
experiencing a noteworthy revival, while the
old mines that have been worked right along
ar¢ compelled to put on extra forces, New
mines are being developed and abandoned
mines reopened, in order to supply the great
und increasing demand for the ores produced
in this section, and which are said to yield a
superior quality of steel.

Tug following communication is from Aix
dated 16th ult :—*About the end of last
month we had a period of very bad weather,
accompanied by heavy frosts. Though the
blossoming of the almond trees was belated
this year, important damages {o the growing
crop has followed in many scctions, the dam-
age being particularly with the ¢Princess of
plaing’ extra, which are always the carliest.

Forman, hns sold out his grocery and re-
moved to Chatham, where hie will again con-
duct the same Dbusiness.

Josken JEFFERY, for many years mana-
ger of the London branch of the Molsons
Bank, has been obliged to retire from the ne-
tive duties of his position, owing to fuiling
health, Mr. M. Heaton, the able inspector of
the bank, takes charge of theLondon business
for the meantime at least. Mr, Jeffery has
been granted three months’ leave of rbsence,
if possible to recruit. Mr, Harrison, who left
the bank's service to conduct the “Bodega”
at Ottawa, is quite satisfied with his three
weeks' experience in the wine business, and
has returned to the position as teller which
he popularly filled in the Toronto branch of
the bank. Mr. H. A. Ambridge, remains in
charge of the Hamilton Lranch, in the place
of Mr. Burns, who has been incapacituted for
some months, owing to an accident from a
fall.

Nova Scotia estimates & rtevenue for the
current year of $678,656, of which nearly one-
fourth or $125,000 come from mining royal-
ties, principally on coal. A claim lias leen
made on the Dominion Government for $136,-
000, expended by the Province on Navigation
securities, of which the Local Government ex-
pects to receive $71,000, which sum appears
in their estimated receipts. In the estimated
expenditures, are Education, $213,500; ronds
and bridges, $140,000; interest, $41,285, the
balance being dist:ibuted among agriculture
steamboats, ferries, hospitals, &c., &c. Nova
Scotin is not in as bad a condition usits Jugisla-
ture would lead us lo expect when pressing
for repeal, but now {hat that issue is decently
intered, the Province will hold up its head.

Tue freshet on the St. John River has been
the greatest ever known. Fredericton was
practically submerged, only the front street be-
ing above walef, and as the snow in tho
Upper St. John districts was several feel
deep in the woods, the flood is slowly abal-
ing. The. loss to lumbermen is beyond
estimate, as no Looms could be erccted, and
the winter cut logs wure carried down the
river and spread over the inundated lowlands,
from which it will not pay to 1emove them
when the freshet subsides. One operator
puts his Joss at $50,000 alone. Every mill is

shut down by the flocd. At Indiantown, near

St. John, half the shops and dwellings were
under water. Railway communication with
{he United States was suspended by the flood
for several dnys.

A xew journalistie (nterprise is just being
started here with every prospect of success.
An 'ijlcricgu reprint of the well-known
Nustrated London News is to be published
weekly from the office in Potter Building,
New York, on May 11th, and every week
following. ‘The first issue will consist of
36 pp. including a four-page supplement en-
titled « The Royal Oak,” representing Queen
Victoria, the lute Prince Gonsort and all their
descendents; 61 portraits, also a choice view
of Arundel Castle, the scat of the Duke of
Norfolk. - The price of this journal is to be
only 10 cents a copy, It is to be an exact
reproduction of the London issue and pub-
lished here simultancously with the English
edition in London.

SATURDAY was a remarkable day ou the New
York coffeec market. ‘The record of contract
dealings approximated closely to the largest
ever made, with an advance of 40 poinisshown
while the business in contraets, spot and
aflout, representing actual cofiee, renched the
enormous and probably unprecedented total
for any single day of 60,000 bags, with §@ic
advance asked at the close. There appeared
to be no really new features developed, Rio
advices remaining about as before and Havre
keeping a holiday, and the Bulletin says the
entire movement can be attributed to the
rampant “bull” fecling that has taken pos-
session of this market.

Tuk people of of Newfoundland are divided
on the question of the bait bill ag, while those
on the east const are unanimous as to refusing
to sell bait to forcigners, those on the west
coast gay the calching and selling of bait to
the French fishermen is their principal means
of livelihood. The French aunthorities intend
to retaliate upon Newfoundlandlers, and will
drive them off the so-called French shore.  If
this is done, there will be lively “times along
the shores of Terra Nova this season, ns the
British Newfoundlanders are not over patient
or particular in their deeds when theiv bread
and butter are at stake.

No rEwER than 150 men snd boys lost their
lives in ihe great mining disaster at Van-
couver. The world is not so unsympathetic
as to fail to appreciate the desolation of the
town upon which has-tallen such a blow., It
must be that before long capital will devise.

Commereial Bulleting the firm of A. Cushman
& Co,, of Auburn, entered into a scheme of
profit-sharing with their 750 employes  What
might be called the fixed charges, such as
wages at current rates, rent of factory, cost of
stock, salaries of travelling men, maintenance
of plant and the ordinary jucidentals, were
first provided for. After {histclass of obliga-
tions came the interest on the firm's capital,
salaries of {he members of the firm, 'a i')h')vi-
sion for the ordinary risks of the business,
and finally, a provision for a surplus fund to
meet such extroordinary losses as might come
from liquidation of business, a fire, o {lood or
very bad business yemt. A committee of three

=
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cmployes, mutually decid:d upon, were made
confidunis of the inside workings of the busi-
ness to a large extent and agreed with the
firm as to what was a fair allowance in the
seeond class of obligations above enumerated.
The net carnings of the entire business over
and above the satisfactions of these two clusses
of obligations were to be divided among em-
ployer and employe in proportion that labor
constituled tlu. cost of the shoe. This pro-
portion was to be obtmnu.l by geliing the

proportion of trh(. whole pay-roll to the amount
realized for’sales. The wages paid the help
were substantially current rates agreed upon
by commitiees of the help and thefirm, The
firm was left free to manage the business in
all its details, and to hire and discharge ac-
cording to the merits of the case. Membership
or non-membetship in labor organization was
no factor in the agreement. The yesr proved
u very fuir one. The leather market ruied in
favor of all manufacturers and the firm had no
losses from failures. The total business of
the firma, which had ranged of late from $900,-
000 to $1,100,000 increased to the maximum
point of $1,269,262 66, or $150,000 over the
previous lurgest year. The amount paid out
in wages was $288,244 67, The result of the
profit-sharing under the plan above outlined
wus the declaration of a dividend to the em-
ployes of four per cent upon their yearly curn-
ings, nmounting to a total of $11 529.78.

Newsrarer Lingr Law.—In view of the
Outurio legislation on this subject, an effort is
Leing made Lo procure similar anendments in
the Province of Quuhc@;‘imd several of the
Tfocal newspapers are soliciting the ﬁccussnry
means to that end. 'Lhe following ‘remarks
from u recent issue of the Pall Mall Budget
will be considered timely :

tThe long promised bill to amend the
newspaper libel law is at last issued, and for
the sake of the public it is to be hoped that it
will speedily become law, as far, at any rate,
us its two main provisions are concerned. By
the first of these any journalist defendunt in
an action for libel may apply symmurily to o
judge sitting at chambers to order the action
to be stayed on the ground of its trifling na-
ture, or Lecause the plaintift has not suffered
substantial injury or upon other grounds ; and
if hie can prove any of them to the satisfaction
of the judge, the uction is to be stayed, or at
Teast the judge shall ovder the plaintift to give
secuvity for the defendant’s costs before he be
allowed to proceed.
once put an end to actions by men of straw,
who have so much to win and nothing to
lose, under the present system; and it will
prevent the recurrence of a greab hardship
upon newspaper men, who have so often been
put to great trouble and expense to defend
themselves against a frivolous or unfounded
charge, brought by a person who is unable to
pay the costs if defeated. By the second pro-
vision the judge is obliged to order seeurity
for o defendant’s costs wherever a plaintifl is
without meahs, I'his will enforce fuir play,
~by. makingi-each- party to a libel action stake

, feature of inter-provineinl trade is the demand
from Ontario for Nova Scotia potatocs, The
Ontario crop has been a failure; there is a
great scarcity for seed potatoes, and there is a
demand there for all that Nova Scotin can
send. Some 50,000 bushels have already been
shipped or arc in course of shipment. The
average price paid in Cornwallis is 30¢ per
bushel. The freight averages another 30c,
5o that the cost laid down in Toronto is about
60c¢ per bushel. Cornwallis potaloes are pre-
ferred to any other, There has been such a
rush of freight on, the Intercolonial of Inte
that great difficulty bas been experienced in
getting cars,  Had there been a supply of cars
available it is probable that double the quan-
tity of potatoes would have been purchased
for the Ontario murket. Kings . county farm-
ers have made a bonanza out of their potatoes
this year—not 50 much in the prices obtained,
although good prices have in all cases bwn
realized—but in the fact that every bushel of
fruit and produce has been in demand. 1f the
Oniario murket beeame a permanent one for
our potatoes, it would largely develop trade
between the upper and lower provinces.”

T fire record for the ten years ending
with 1885, says the Chronicle, *showed that
