I1MIGRATiON AN'D COLONMZATION.

The fregnent c'ontribuîtioiis of more or
less mnerit on this subject aîpeainiig in the

pages of leading magazines in the United
Kingdoim, nany of theis by gentlemen
coimiected withl the Colonial and Emi-
granit's Information oflices in London, bear
evidence of the groving interest mani-

fested li it hy tlhouigltful people. The

condfition of the over Ipplous dlistricts
of ireat Britain, the tenîdency of Lhe
inemployed agricultural laborer to gravi-

tae towards the large cities, the want of

suiient em ploymsnenî t there, and the

sucialistic discoiteit wiiclh fo!lows, are
all matters of serions concern to states-
mon aind loveris of order. Hlow to relieve
this pressire-liow to reieidy the evil,
has formed the subject of varions ticories,
viewcd in coiniection with the vast fer-
tilo ares of unoccnpied lands in the
Colonies.

Thie Rt. loi. Ci. Osborne ilorgan,
M. P., deal:s, in the K nthi titury for
AprilI, wii some im portan>t featuns of
the sulbject. Reviewing the condition
of flic people in the overerowdel dis-
tricts, lie questions how Enghnd can
contiiuiie to support lier 'rapidly incrcasing
Iopuihition at the ascertainled rate 0f
girowth, of thirece to fouri millions per de-
cade. 'Tli diieullty is iot met by the
faet tiat the working classes of Great
.13ritai re better pail, belter fed, id.
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better clothed, and on the whole better
housed han their-grandfathers, due to the
enormnous development of her manufactur-
ing and other industries-to having made
the world her granary and tlooded both
henisplheres with her cottons and calicos,
to having pressed the latest discoveries of
science into hier service. "We get," says
the essayist, ouir apples froi Nova Scotia,
our inutton fron New Zealand and our
butter-or vhat passes as such, froin-
leavei only knows where." But witlh all

the advantages arising from tle conse-
quent cheapness of living in that countltry,
the bitter cry of .the uemîployed arises
froin every quarter. The moutlhs to be
tilled have multiplied much faster than
the openings - for employnoiit and tlie
sources of subsistence. hie population of
GCeat Britaini is being added to at the rate
of about 1,000 a day, and this increase is
wholly or aliost wholly in the towns.
London is growing at the rate of 1,000 a
week. 'Tle resuilt of this natural increase
added to the pouring in froin the rural
districts and from abroad is the gradual
approaci of wages te the starvation point.
There are 50,000 persons huddled together
in East London wliere tiere is neitier
rooni nor work for one-half the number.
Aid it is nîot alone the mîechanic or farn
laborer wlio claims the attention of
thoughtful people : the prtpressional man,
or country gentleman of declining years
and incone, whose half -a-dozen sons.witli
"average abilities " have nu taste for any-
thing except cricket and tawn-tennis, finds
no longer the opportimities of former years,
and there is a scraible for the most
trifiing position that presents itself. The
coImpcetition of female labor, increasing
unîder the remarkcable disproportion of the
sexes, adds to the gravity of ile situation.

In scoking for a remedy, the essayist
cannot find it in England. There the fall
in, the price of agricultural produce lias
made the farier " more anxious than
ever to recduce his labor bill ; and the sub-
stitution of macbinery for hand labor as
well as the conversion of arable into pas-
ture land, by afflecting the agricultural
labor market, lias done imucli te depopi-
lte tie country and illh the town."

h'Ilis state of things brings hlim to emi-
gration as the only cure. Referring to fhe
much "well-mneanit nonsense " written on
the subject, lie says there are "persons
Who thiink that te draft men and women
froni the thickly to tleî thinly ilhabited
portions of the globe, is as easy as te di-
vort vater fromt a higher to a lower level,"
aip: that iiîfortunately iany persons go
on te tiese new countries as ignorant of
what lies before thmn as if they were pio-
'ecding to another planet.

1.he gnestion of vhîo slould emnigrate is
Iext taken up. Althougli fhe work is
maiIînly aIgrçiltural, persons whip can turn

their hands to almost anything get on best
in a newv country like our own Northwest.
He recomimends that the present flow of

population from tle country te the towns
should be diverted to the colonies rather
thian choose the emigrants froi men aid
Nonen enervated and demoralized by
years of city life. Tle large and increas-
ing class of young men of good birth and
liberal education, w'ho canot find a career
or livelilhood at home, would nake gcod
settlers if not afraid of hard w'ork. " There
are aiong our aristocracy," says M'r. Mor-

anmany young mon wlo work as bard
at fox-luînting or deer-stalking ns aniy
laborer at Lis plow or barrow, and manual
labor or even menial drudgery involves, it
should be remnenbered, lie loss of caste
wiere nearly everyone nIst work witi
his oin liands." He speaks in higli ters
of Cauada as a field for the settîler. " Clin-
ada is not lnf as far fromîî Enîgland as the
Cape, and not one-fifth as far as Australia"
Its NortIwest plains are more accessible
te emigrants froin the United Kingdon
thanî wvas Lincoln or East Lothiau in
former years to the liarvest laborer froin
Donegal or Galway. Halifax, lier mnost
eastern port, is 500 miles nearer to Liver-
pool than New York itself, and the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway provides cheap and
easy access all the year round to the heart
of the finest wlieat-growinig and cattle-
breeding districts on the face of the earth.
Tie colonization of the northern states,
with a climate net more eailthy or a less
severe winiter temperature, have made
rapid progress. Whîien ieopîle bear in mind
that the climate of Canada is not more se-
vere than aliat of 'entral Europe, nmuchi of
the terror inspired by carly travellers and
trappers interested iin maintaining Ihcir
fur preserves, will disappear. "It should
be ntoted, too," says the writer, " tliat the
large bolt of country openîed ip by tlie
gieat Canladian railroad, and its branîcles
is tar more frtile than that traversed by
the througli hnes of the United States, and
thiat the Dominuion ls îlo waterless deserts
stucli as those wlicli mnake the ilterior of
Australia practically unfinbitable." If
we " wisl to relieve the inmiiediate pres-
"sure on ic inother country, we iiist
Itake the colony whuich, s0 to speak, lies

"nearest te hand (Canada), and which
"oflers the readiest.and easiest chance of
"subsistence te hie largest nummber at the
"smlallest, cosl."

Referring to thl1e colomization scelmîe ad-
vocuted by Lord Brabazon, the essayist is
reminided ofthe soumewlht similar plan pro-
posed by Sir George Stephien, president of
the Canladian Pacific Railway Company,
aId other Caniadian gentlemmeil ii 1883.
'They proposed to take out and settle upon
lands in M1anitoba, 10,000 picked faminlies
fromuî ¯reland, to plow and seed tliese farins
for the first year, and to provide eali

fauily with suitable habitations, w'ith the
necessary imîplemenlts of hiusbandry, and
with a liiited uiiumber of doiestic ani-
mals. 'The cost of tlhe uundertaking was in,
the first instance to be defrayed out of the
proceeds of an Ituperial loan, repayable
withouit iiterest at the end of ten years.
For the first two or three years the (lolnists
were 'to paÿ"KibLlhiIg, but after tlat period
they were to be charged a gradmilly iII-
creasing rent, calculated a a rate sulcient,
to recoup tic proiiotors of tIle sclicme for
their outlay, and to secure the repaymient
of tlue original kai. An iifor'tiaîl appli-
cation to guiarantec the loal was made to
the Dominion Goverument, wlicl ceoild
nîot sec its w'ay te doing so for evidenmt
reasons. Tliese aire linted at raier than
stated in flhe schemîîe for coloimzing the
Scottisli Crofters lately proposed 1)y Sir
George Stephen, and prescnted by himîî ini
]euI'îîlary last to the Colonial olice ii
London.

Tlhe views of Sir George Steplien on thuis
subjoet are entitled te tLhe hîiglest consid-
eration, coming fromt one porsessiIg a
complete knowledge of tlie country, aind
its capabilities undffler a coinmpielhenîsive
sciene of settlenent. We clin only give
a synopsis of tle plain proposed :

aicted.

hie consequences of contravening the
provisions as to the domicile of the as-
sigice, do lot atppear to lie very serions.
An assignment to ait assignec resident out

of Ontario, would of course remove the
liquidation of the estate froin the applica-
tion of the law Of assignments, and judg-
meut mniglt be obtainled against lte debtor
tnder which writs of sieizure could issue ;
but the seizing creditors would not neces-
sarily obtain n ireference, as the law relat-
ing to distribution by the sheriff would
bh invokted, and fair-miiided creditors

'onld nlot be likely to ste, mnerely becauîse
n unjust provision in the law of assigi-
Ients had led to its being pushed aside.
Wiere creditors in this Province prepond-
erate, therefore, there will probably result
no great harin lu the appointnent of an
assignee of their own choosing. So long
as the iisolvent Iiakes no second assign-
ment lunder the Act, il w'ill not be eausy to
dislOdge then assigiee appointed by the
creditors.

That1t, is one of the difliculties in the
present position of niatters in Ontario.
Let ai assignment be made, and however
objectinabhe the assignee mnay be to the
creditors generally, there is no means
witiiii their reach for dislodging fiin; and
the consequence ia, that in mnuy cases
assiginments are nide and taken in con-
teiplatioi of the adoption of sucl n course
which, if tliey had tlie power, creditors
would prevent ; but being powerless they
have to subimit aind tike wiat they canI
get fromn flic bankrupt's nominee. Under
better provisions, they w'ould not be slow
to see tiat thoir directions in the liquida-
tion were duly conforied to.

As thoigh the absence of proper control
over the bankirupt, and his nomninee were
not grievance enougi, Mr. Edgar's bill for
flic discharge of iiisolvent debtors, whose
estates have beei distributed ratably
aiong their creditors, is now before the
legislatiure it Ottawa. Truc, flic dischargo
îîmuîst be obtained with the consenît of from
three-foutrths to a lsimple mtîajority of the
creditors ; but that is not 111 the consider-
ation Creditors are etitled to; they shtouild
have complete control over the estate of
their dubtor afttr lie has become unable
to pay his debts l full. If is ntot suflicient
that flic debtor should surremider his
estate ait the limie and in the miannlter that
saits himi, without regard to lte injury
dnloi to ils creditors by tie persistent
depletion of his estate, unîtil the iiiinilîtent
approaci of judgmîonts serves to procure
oit assigitment for tle bentelit of creditors.
A disclharge by the court, therefore, oughit
properly to fori part of a general Iisolvent
Law, where if the court discharges the
the debtor' oni the one hand, it puts the
creditos ini possession of his estate, wien
the circuistances warrant- it-oi the
other.

It cannot be necessary to say that what
is wanted is a general. insolvent law for
the Dominion. Business transactions are
carried on by creditors who trade in all
the different Provinces, and who ought to
be protected by the operation of a law
dealing with insolvents, uniform in its
operation throughout the Dominion. At
present the scandalous preferences legal
under the laws of the Maritime Provinces,
would justify merchants li refusing to
transact business there except for cash.
In Quebec a semblance of a law exists for
the distribution of estates, but it falls far
short of the requirements of the case:
there is no provision -for the discovery of
assets beyond what the insolvent chooses
to enter on his schedule ; the abandon-
ment may be contested, but at a cost in
timue and money which goes far to close
the door to discovery by that process, and
as that is the only means provided for the
the examination of the insolvent, in prac-
tice no examination is had ; creditors take
wMat he surrenders and lie keeps the
residue. The Ontario law is less eflicient
in some respects, because there, creditors
must wait until thieir debtor assigns vol-
untarily, and their control over botl him
and his estate is equally unsatisfactory.
li the North-West Provinces and terri-
tories the position of creditors is stili
worse: a stoppage of payment means a
composition at any amoiunt that can be
obtained witiin reason. The objections
forimerly urged by creditors tocompositions
and their effects on competitors with the
bankrupts vanish i fi the face of the
difliculties tiat attend any attempt to
reach a satisfactory liquidation of estates,
and so compositions flourishi apace. Until
the Dominion Legislature rises to the
necessity of dealing with the question of
insolvency by a broad and comîprehensive
mteasure, the feeble ineflicient tinkerings

of Provincial parliaments will doubtless go
oi; justice to creditors will unot be reached;
the number of undischarged insolvents
anud the demoralizing effects of trading
ulnder false naines will inicrease, wile wc

Imay expect to have renewed attempts to
obtain relief for the insolvent debtors,
regardless of the consequences to those to
whom the debts are owing.

TH E FISHERIES QUESTION.

The correspondence between the therce
governments on the much discussed fish-
eries question, although it contains little
absolitely novel or that has not been
already made public in one forn or an-
other, is yet worthy of our careful study,
as it displays clearly and succinctly flic
actual attitude taken by each of the three
parties to the dispute, which was naturally
a matter of assumption until the exact
wording of the correspondence of each
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goverinment was rendered public prop-
erty.

It will be remembered that thie Cana-
dian Government extended to American
lishermen during one full season after
tlieir governmnent hiad conuluded te treaty
by notice, the privileges enjoyed under
the WTasliingtonx Treaty or unxîtil January,
1886; provided the Amnerican Governmext
would ask Congress te open negotiations
for a settlement, an offer which was at
once accepted. li March of that year
Congress refused to appoint a commission
to negotiate, and in the same mointh there
first arose the qiestio" of tie righît of
Aierican fisierniel and their lisi at
Canadian ports and isliip them through
te Axmericai ports. The firn and prompt
action whicl the Canaudian Government
thxen took was followed up by thxat bold
and incisive policy wicii'h first astonisied,
and tien convinced the Americai people
tiat Canada was a country neither to be
coerced ner cajoled into bating one iota of
lier riglts, and whicli consequently in-
spired a reluctanit respect for the Canadian
people that miglt othervise never have
existed.

It is evident from the arrogant toue first
adopted by Secretary Bayard that lie fully
expected a humble compliance withi his
demands, and it is amusing te note the
gradua descent fron the lofty, " take-it or
leave-it" position, first adopted, te the
mnild persuasive tone of the later portions
of the correspondence. Secretary Bayard's
first proposais were in effect that the
Governiment of the Dominion should' sub-
mit its conduct in the past and ils riglhts
in thie future te the arbitrament of a come-
Mission, witloit any assurance whatever
tiat the recommîîendations of tlat commis-
sien were likoly te be accepted by Congress,
and that before the enquiry comnenced it
shxould place upon record the admission
tiat it hxad been in the wrong upon ail tie
imost important points in the controversy.

'Thie manly stand taken by the Caiadian
Goveriixnent upon this proposal was a
conplete revelation te both the Uritisli
and American CaLinets. It first showed
tiem that the mercantile conmuxnity of
the Dominion were imbued with the saine
spirit as the othxer branches of the great
AngIlo-Celto-Saxon race. That ailthough
ready te yield te ai amicable and friendly
request, they would resist impertinent
aggression as a national affront, and further
that they were willing te risk pecuniary
loss froin retaliatory measures rather thtan
compromise their rights as a nation.

h'le effect of this reply is inmmediately
apparent, and fron'tliis.time forth thxere
is a perceptible change in thie tone of tle
American goverinment's communications.

At the saine time the attitude of the
Canadian Government, though manly and
straightforward, lias throughout been etud-

iously modest and conciliatory. For in-
stance, in a letter of Lord Salisbury's,
dated on the 24th of last March, he says,
"Hiter Majesty's Government have given
their most careful consideration to thils
matter and it lias also received the fullest
exanihuation at the hands of the Canadian
Governiment, who entirely share the salis-
faction felt by ler Ma xjesty's Governient
at any indication on the part of the United
States of a disposition te make arrange-
ients whicl mnight tend to put, the aflhirs
of the two countries on a basis more free
froi controversy and mnisunderstandiing
than unfortunately exists-at present. The
Canadian Goveru nment, however, deprecait*
severaI passa.res in M-Ir. Bayard's despatcli,
which attribute unfriendly motives to
ticir proceedings, and in which the char-
acter and scope of the measures they have
taken ta enforce the ternis of the conven-
tion of 1818 are, as they believe, entirely
misapprelhended."

There eau be no question but that
thîroughout the wlole of the negotiations
(if that teim eau be applied te a case
where one party made ail the demands
and the other ail the concessions) the
Dominion authorities have displayed a
mixture of firmness and tact that would
do credit to the oldest diploinatists and
which have been a perfect revelation to
the British Cabinet. Net evenflie enthu-
siastie support of the country lias led them
beyond the moderate policy they first
initiated, and, on the other band, the most
rabid retaliatory measures of the Ameri-
can Congress have net irritated thiema te
the point of reprisals. Tlhey hae pre-
served a dignifled and conservative atti-
tude that lias inspired respect even
amongst our opponents and has certainly
increased the prestige of Canada in the
mother country ; an attitude which cannot
fail to produce good results now tlat fihe
first feeli.g of irritation has worni off the
large hearted people who live on tie other
side of the political Une.

Tihere can be lie doubt but thxat it is
owing te the natural friendly feeling be-
tween the two peoples, speaking the sane
tongue, laving the saine hopes, aspirations,
and aims, and closely akin in imanners,
laws and social customs, that the present
jpeaceful aspect of the question is due.
Ourselves and the great nation separated
fromi us inerely by a political line, are too
closely interwoven by commercial and
domestic ties to ever enter into a conflict
over a question that only concerns a small
portion of the seaboard population of each
country. It is truc that the old saying
tlat 'Lhere is no fend like a family feud,"
hold good even of nations, but so great is
the muttial respect and liking between the
two countries that it would take far more
provocation than either government would
ho willing to ofler to provoke a collision
that could not fail te be mutually disas-
trous.

That there ever would have been a colli-
sion l more than unlikely, and now that

the Amtcrican people fully realize thlat the
whole natter resolves itself into an at-
tempt of a sinall clique of fisliery houises
te secure a monopoly of the fish trade by
playing upon the national pride of their
oipatriots, it ippears certaii thlat aun

anicable and honorable compromise must
be speedily anived at.

TUE PRUNE MARKET.

In our issue of the 181h February last
we gave under this caption ai account of
the syndicate which was tien believed te
coitrol thec entire crop of 'lTurkish prunes,
and wiich iad then jnxst issued ils cele-
brated circular, fixing the different instal-
mlents or "slates," aci of 1,000 .casks,
whichi, couiinencing with the first one at
6 cents, were te advance by ialf-cents at a
time, uxntil it was loped thbat a ten cent
liuit might be reached.

At thxat timîxe we pointed out tiat ail-
thxougi thxe syndicate lad succceded in
securing 7,500 out of the 9,000 casks tien
afloat, tLere still rexnained nearly 12,000
casks lin producers' liands, whichx could be
lxurried forward te Trieste for slhipment,
and furtier that. the visible supply of
Turkish prunes was then 30,870 casks,
while the ordinary coxisumixiptioni could net,
be placed at more tihan 2ti,000 cajsks. The
result las fully justilied our prognostica-
tions. The i cent "slate," of 1,500 casks,
was the higlest price the syndicate could
realize, wvlle among outside dealers oie
has been the top figure, and we xow h ear
that the syndicate xmenagers fhave been
coxmpelled to suspend the "I sates " indefin-
itely, while prices have sagged te a lower
point tihanx has been eurrent since last fall.

It is tlie old story of fie absoitile lxipos-
sibility of correctly guaging the amouxit of
fruit ield by the siall Turkish farmers.
Instead of the crop only Iinoliiting te
22,000 casks, as was conifidently anticipated,
over 30,500 easks have already arrived,
2,800 casks are atfloat, and ut leaist 6,000
casks are still in hand ut Trieste and
Fiume. listory in tis case lias simjply
repeated itself, for it should be re inbered
thut when the last prune corner wvas alt-
temîpted, and it was firxnly believed thxat
the syndicate held ail the visible supily,
nO sooxner lad prices advanced thxai over
10,000 casks were suddenly pliaced in the
market ut IJ'ricste, whichx it appeared iad
been held back hy the simall Turkish
fariners and were net dreamat of by even
the niost reliable shoippig houses. In1 ain
article sri notoriously dilicult to control us
Turkish prunes, where the fiaet of there
Ieixng no "short" interest naturally weak-
ens the chances, no siccessful corner cain
be carried out, and fle failure of the pres-
cnt syndicate is ierely a repetition of the
fate of its predecessors.

A nother important faetor in deciding the
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situation walis the attention it directeil to

iolieili primes. So soon as ucealers
found that the price of Turish prunes was
to Ili foîrced up11 artilicially, tliey turiied
thicir attention to his substitute, aind the
ordlers sent to iainiburg for the piichase
of 'loemianiitii pruines hiave resuilted in re-
ceipts equivaîlent 15,000 casks, while in
aîlition, contiueiiid lilieral invalar re-

ported. Boheiiian triiit Lie icheaper tfiaii
thie Turkisli, aid this lias iiitlieicedl fh Ieir
salo favorably, notfil theoy have now% founild
tieir wvay to every sition of tihe counlit ry,

and aie forcing lie Tuikisht prime out of'
the iield.

MAKE KNOWN YOUR WANS.

The subject of advertising lias been
w'ori soie what threadbare by continuons
harping upon the one string, and conse-
quently a class of sceptic's have arisen who
profess, in public at all evetis, to decry its
merits. What is the use of advertising?"
they say ; ''it never did ny business any
good ;" and tley proceed to detail what
snms, gencrally ludicrously insillicient for
tle paîrpose, they expend annually i em-
ploying this silent salesman for their
wares.

Were those individuals to see a tithe of
the communications whicli we receive
daily asking for information about new's
appearinig .in our coluins, or requesting
the addresses of responsible firmîs dealing
in the particular' comliodities the writers
wisih to buy or self, tliey would alter their
key-iiote at once. Because they lihave
given ait advertisenent to a stall special
trade paper, with a circulation of a few
hundired only and that principally aiong
thieir own'îî particular rivais, or inserted a
card li a large daily paper wiere ift was
swamnped by luîndreds of "wants," witl-
Out reaping thé expected benefit, they
jumtp at once to Uie conclusion that adver-
tisinlg des not pay, ýand go about uttering
mîîournîîfîîl jeremiads about the money tLhey
have wasted in printers' ink.

Tlhat advertising li a geieral commer-
cial paper does pay and well too, any refer-
ence to our correspondence will abuindant-
ly prove. Day after day we receive letters
asking questions about the purchase or
sale of ail kinds of nereliandise, mineral

products and produce, and periaps a few
sailes of the ilquiries sent us iîay forin
a butter answer to the question: "Does
adver'tisinîg pay?" tian the best turned
periods the editorial pen is capable of.

For instance, in our last issue we drew
attention to the fact that Nova Scotian
potatoes wvere being shipped in large quan-
tities to tic States. The next day w'e re-
ceived a coininiuiication fron a Bowimai-
ville house askinîg us to send thcm the
name of a, reliable liouse fron w'lom tley
could obtain tlemn. As a 1-lalifax firi
bal just sent as their advertisement we
were enabled to place buyer and seller at
once in communication. Again, a thoit
time ago ve drew attention to the hiiglh
price paid foi a certain description of timî-
ber in New Brunswick, and woee't one
deluged ivith inquiries' as to- responsible
hItises in tliat section lanidling sucli timîe
ber. Again, we directed the attention of
the trade to the case with whicl machin-
ery for the nitiuf-acturing of siîeathing
lath could be attacled to the ordinary
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plant of wood-working inills, and vere
again. favored %ith letters asking for fur-
ther information as to the purchase and
setting up of suchi machinery. No subject
seems too incongruous to enquire about.
WNe have received letters enquiring as to
vhere the writers could obtain corundum,

batiste cloth, potatoes, emery, copper ore,
asbestos, and other equally unusual ar-
ticles, and, thanks to the varied nature of
our advertising columns, have nearly
ai ays been able to refer the purchaser or
sellers to the firms therein contained.

Can it be pretended then thiat advertis-
ing In such a paper as this does not pay ?
We can honestly say tLhat there is not a
paragraph in the reading matter of the
JOURNAL that is not scanied and scanned
closely. When we mentioned in our suin-
mary colunais a runored change in the
personnel of a leading bank, within twenty-
four hours the general manager hia.l re-
ceived over a dozen copies of the paper
with the paragraph marlked. No item
seems too small or too insignificanit to at-
tract attention, and sometimes a mere
casual mention of soine commercial fact
lias led to important tinancial results.
This is the best reply that can be made to
those carping crities who complain that
advertising does not pay.

Advertising does not depend upon quan-
tity but upon qualiity, and because the
grnamblers have wasted"tleir money in in-
judicions broadcast advertising instead of
confinîing it to those palpers which reach
the class of readers they desire to attract,
journals thiat are of suflicient worth
and standing to be carefuilly perused
andriot merely cast aside unopened, it
does not follow that all adv'ertisinig
does iot pay. Some advertising cor-
tainly does not pay, and in fact vould
bh dear at any cost, and therefore
those wiose commercial instinct does not
enîable theni to sit the wheat from the
chair' will always squander lunch of tleir
ioney in useless advertising, and proba-

bly neglect the very piper which would
.ive them the best return foir their expen-
ditu re.

NEW DRESSES.

Indications still point to black and white
as the fashiionable combination oftlie day.
Whether in plaids, checks, or stripes, these
colors appear to be souglt after. The
newest combination is a toilet made up of
the two color.i in difi'rent fabries, suih as
white veiling with black velvet hack
breidlth and short panier drapery. The
dress lias a long jacket bodice with waist.
Voat fronts and black velvet bows on the
sleeves.

Next to delicate white with black,
golden inaize'appears to be the favorite for
dress materials and is certainly coming te
the front more than w'as expected. The

brown and beige toes are as much liked
as ever, tortoise-shell, brown and old cop-
per taking the lead, while the various
shades from violet into red are favored
more for millinery than dressmaing pur-
poses. Heliotrope and all the various
shades of lilacs and lavenders are becom-
ing too conimon to be long in request and
as coral pink is now said to lbe the rage in
England it is probable that it will be the
coming color here. Among the dark reds
are a fiery bluislh red called cactus as well
as the older sbades known as anaranth
and Bordeaux.

Dresses of light woolenî imaterial such as
veiling, barege, etamine and very fine
cashmere, will have the skirts plaited
surplice fashion this year, the plaited
skirt falling over ain under one of silk,
taffeta, or foulard. To make the skirt look
less plain it is somretimes caunghît up so as
to fori a sort of limp pal'ing round the
waist with a bow of ribbon at the side and
another with flowing ends just below the
pufl'ing. If Ue bodice lîe preferred of the
woollen fabrle it is made entirely plain
except the front which is plaited to look
like a plastron, but another and more
becomriing style is to have a tight-fitting
jacket bodice of the silk, opening with a
square facing over ai chemisette plaited like
tlieuippersirtandof tiesame material. If
the wearer does not like the plain plaited
skirt without any drapery another style
has a tunic just draped at the side over
the plaited skirt. The bodice is lengthened
inîto a short drapery and caught up with a
bow of ribbon or a beaded agraffe. This
style is certainly more becoming to the
iaIjority of figures.

The niew model costumes for widows
mark a complete departure froin the in-
convenient old-fashioned style which lias
hitherto been considered proper for cou-
ventional mourni ng. The straight flowing
robes with their long unbroken axpanse of
crape have been relegated te the liibo of
the past and round skirts gracefully draped
aire a feature of new mourning styles. One
dress, made entirely of crale, had in front
a series of large plaits, the tw'o centre

plaits divided by a narrow cord. At the
back were smaller folds, set in gathers,
and flowing uînr'estrainedly. The bodice,
also of crape, had draperies in front to
correspond with those on the skirt and
simnilar folds on the outside pocket.

AT HOME ANI) ABROAD.

The Schînaebelos incident lias fortiuiiately
been settled wvithout ny resuIt beyond a
sliglt increaise in the alredy existing tension
between France and Gerniany, and thus wiat

proimised at first to induce international coin-
plications of a serious character has fortiinaite-
ly ended in lit reiteration of pacifie senti-
nents which no oeu pretends to believe, but
which every onie interested in international

securities breathes freer for liearing. in
Afghnistan inatters sire not so reaissuring.
IL sells evident that the revolt againist the
Aieer is steadilyspreading, fanied doubtless
by Muscovite eiissaries. The tension h-
tween the English and llussian bouidary comn-
inissioners appeais to ba increasing and the
reports tlat Russian troops vere being
mnassed for the puirpose of an invasion of
Afghan territory and the seizire of Kliaimial
will doubtless elicit a vigorous protest fromî
the Indian authorities. Altogetlier ithe politi-
cal horizon is not so elcar' ais it wias, and col-
sequently the tone of the continental bourses
is soimewhat weik iand irreguilar.

There lias been very little difference in the
money market since our laîst. Tlie supply of
funls is ample but lenders are not anxious to
pîush laons. The commercial deianiid for dis-
count is certainly increasing but rates aure
unchaiged ait 6 to 7 per cent: Call loans on
stock rule froi W to 6 per cent. Iii flic
Stats money has been a little more active.
Loans on dividend paying stocks may bu salid
to have averaged '1 per cent with fewami trans-
actions, but commiiercial liaper las Of laste
shown a scarcity of first-class nancs and can,
not b chronîicled as anything but dull ait
ulnchainged rates. The strained condition of
poitiicial iffairs o. the Continent has led to
inactivity and dutllness in liercantile entir-

prise and the coisequent accumulation oIf
funds at tinancial centres, vwhichi has in its
turn depiressed te rates foi mloncy. At
London the rate lis onfly 1 par cent, lit Ilerlin

, a ut Frankfort 1, and at Paris 21 per cent.

In the w'leit markett le principail point of
note li the growth of tlie aChIIl"' elemient.
The sentiments of splclators le ail in tils
direction, and iL would bI e dillicult te fid une
who believes in anîy inaterial declinue froin
present prices. The narlket certaily now
seeis in a healthy condition ; Eurioe is buiy-
ing largely both of cadh wheat ant futures ait
the recelt advance iL pretty good indication
that ouri entire surplus wlill lie wanted abroad.
Cable aldvices fromn Paris report strong nil
hilghier mnarkets, and that France ailone will
have to ipirt 16,000,000 hitîels ihcat
before haiirvest. The clearances at seaboard
dtuîrinlg the weCk were large in w'heat Over
1,300,000 bushels i in flour 160,000 saciks and
barrels, reduicing the latter to wteaîît wolid
imakle total clearance of over 2,000,000 buushels.
Stocks it Sanboard points are very lowr, and
receipts aI prinary points coutinlue light.
'Tlie Market hais i'dvancel sharply, but the
large amount of wihcat a in fariners' hands"
does not coie out. Thihis would seem to
suggest that, akfter all, the crop of 1880 wiis
overestimated.

profit-sharing with their 750 eiployes Wlat
imiglt bu called tle fixed charges, suichslis

wnges at current rates, rent of factory, cost of
stock, sIlIries of travelling mnen, maintenance
of plati and the ordinary incidentals, were
first provided for. After this alass of obliga-
tions camie the interest ou the firm's capital,
salaries of lie ummbers of the firm, a brOvi-
sio, foir the ordiinary risks of flue business,
and finally, a provision for a surpluis fund to
mseet such extraordinary losses as might come
fron liqidation of business, a fire, a tood or
very bai business yent. A committee of tliree
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employcs, imiitually decidad upon, were made
confidants of the inside workings of the busi-
ness to a large extent and agreed with the
firn as te what was a fair allowance in the
second class of«obligations above enumerated.
The net carnings of the entire business over
and above the satisfactions of these two classes
of obligations were to be divided aiiong em-
ployer and employe in proportion that labor
constituted the cost of the shoe. Tis pro-
portion was to be obtained by getting the
proportion of the whole pay-roll to the aiount
railized for' sales.' 'Thc wages paid the help
were substantially current rates agreed uîpon
by comnsittees of the help and the finu. The
firm was left free to manage the business in
ail its details, and to hire and discharge ac-
cording to tise merits o'f the case. Mebership
or nîon-msîemîîbership in labor organization was
ne factor in the agreemsent. The year proved
a very fair one. Tie leather imarket ruled in
favor of all nianufacturers and the firni badl no
losses from failures. The total busincs of
the firmn, which had ranged of late fron $900,-
000 to $1,100,000 increased tu the miaîxiumni
point of S1,260,202 00, or $150,000 over the
previous largest year. The amount paid out
in wages was $288,244 07. Tie result of the
profit-sharing unider the plait above outlined
was the declaration of a dividend to the esms-
ployes of four per cent upon their yearly cari-
ings, amounting te a total of $11 529.78.

NEwsP,îAEî LisEL LA.-In view of the

Ontario legislation on this subject, aun effort is
beinsg inae to procure similar anmendaients in
the Province of Quebec"nasd several of the
local iewspapersi are solicitinîg the necessary
means to that end. The folloiwing remaris
frosn a recent issue of the Fîall Mal Buidget
vill be considered timely:

"iThe long promised bill te asiend the
newspaper libel law is at last issued, and for
the salke of the public it is tu hop lsojed that iL
will speedily becosne law, as far, at an1y rate,
as its two iaii provisions sure concerned. B3y
the first of these any journalist defendant in
an action for libel may apply stumarnily te a
judge sitting at chamabers te ord'ar the iction
to be stayed oi the ground et its triflissg ia-
ture, or because the pitidtiff lias not sufferedi
substiatial injtury or ipon other grounds; and
if lie Can prove any of themî tu the satisfaction
of the judge, the action is to be stayed, or at
leiast the judge shall order the iniistiff to give
scirity for the diefeidint's costs before lie be
allowed te proceed. This provision wiil at
once put ai end to actions by men of straw,
wio have so mach to win and nothing to
lose, under the present system i and it will
prevent the recurrence of a great hardship
ipon nsewspaper men, who bave so often been
put to great trouble and expense tu defend
themselves against i frivolous or -itufouîndel
ciarge, brougit by as person who is unable to
pay the costs if defeated. By the second pro-
vision the judge is obliged to order secusrity
for i defendin's costs wherever as plaiitiff is
withoit menus. This will enforce fair play,

"by imakingreaci party to a libel sction stakie
z.dlis, Ioniey beforehand.

A NoVA ScOTmA exchange says:-" A inew
feature of inter-provincial trade is the demand
from Ontario for Nova Scotia potatoes. The
Ontario crois bits been a failire; there is a
great searcity for seed potatoes, and thera is a
demisand there for ail that Nova Scotia cian
send. Seme 50,000 busiels hsavealready bcen
shipped or are in course of shipient. The
average price patid in Cornwallis is 30e per
buishel. The freiglt averages aniotier 30c,
su that the cost, laid down in Toronto iS about
60c puer busiel. Cornwallis potatoes sire lire-
ferred to any other. There ias becn such a
rush of freiglt on the Intercolonial of late
that great difliculty bas beent experienced in
getting cars. sad there beei a supply of cars
available it is probable that double the qluin-
tity of potatoes would have been purchased
for the Ontario market. Kings couxnty farmn-
ers have mîadu a boisnaiza cuit of their potatoes
this year-not so much in the prices obtained,
althoigh good prices have in ail cases been
reailized-Ibui tli ifise fact thaï every bisiel of
fruit and produce bas been in demand. If the
Ontario market becamse a permanent one for
our potatoes, it would largely develop trade
between the upper and lower provinces."

"Ts fire record for the tei yeaurs endiig
with 1885," says the Chrwonicle, "showed tiat
the destruction ofiproperty during that period
by sections had been distribited about sis foi-
lows : In the Middle States, tiirty-two per
cent of the wliole loss; in tise Western Stites,
about, the simse proportion iin the Newu Eng-
land States, thirteen per cent; in the South-
ern States, fifteeni per cent; in the Pacifie
States and Territories, about seven pier cent.
The losses in 1880 vere distributed somewihat
diiffrently, about eleven par cent falling on
the New Englanid States, twsenty-foulr per cent
on the Middle States, eigiteei per cent on1 the
Soitiernus States, thsirty-six par cent Oui the

OWesteri States, and eleven pe cent on tIse
Pacific States and Territories. Coipared with
the distribution during the preceding ten
years, a growth in the relative amîousnt busrned
in the Western States, Soutierin States and
Pacific States and Territories, and a decline in
the vaine destroyed in the Nev Englaid States
and the Middle States is te be noted."
