FRENCH CANADIAN [NFLUENCE.

Wken bigots raise their heads in Cana-
dian politics there is one unfailing cry
by which they hope to reach the hearts
and the votes of their jealous followers—
and that cry is—*“French domination’
or “French Canadian influence.” It ig
not surprising, then, that we should see

a man like Dalton McCarthy, especially
when addressing a Toronto audience,
using the lollowing language. in speaking
of the Jesuit Estates Act :

My voice was raised for the disallowance
of un Act which was a disgrace to u
Britisli constitution —-(applause)—-and
though I was not able to prevail upon
my then leader to adopt that course, it
was not because 8ir John Macdonald
did not equally agree with me, but be-
cause he haa been controlled ior some
time before and for some short time
afterwards by the French-Canadian influ-
ence, which, if I live, gentlemen, it is my
purpose shall find its end in the history
of this country ?” '

It is certainly our hope that Mr, Dal-
ton McCarthy may live to « hoary old
age, in the hope that he may see the
error of his life and the evil of his con-
duct and may repent of them before his
time comes to answer for them before a
higher Tribunal—a Tribunal hetore
whose searching gaze, garbled quota-
tions, o1 lawyer’s special pleading will
have no weight, We would, were we
malicious, like Dalton to live fcr another
reason, viz. to witness that “French
influence” for good, so far from being
impaired by any of his efforts, growing
and waxing stronger. We would
like to remind the great Dalton that
many abler and greater men tharn he
can ever hope to be, got smashed on
that rock—*“French influence.” We
would like to point out to him, that it is
just such conduct as his that has made
that influence so great and, we may add,
necessary. We would like to tell him
that “¥rench influence” is a pecnliarly
constructed plant, which thrives and
grows stronger, the more it is opposed,
especially when tiat opposition is
directed against its very life. If you
live, Dalton, this is a painful lesson you
will have to learn, and whether we live
or not, although wedo not claim to be &
prophet or the son of a prophet, we
coufidently predict that you will die
convinced of the truth of wkat we say.
Why, dear Dalton, there is a living,
active and ever present agency among
those French Canadians which has
withstood all the arrogance, ignorance
and presuwmption ; all the pride of race
and assumed superiority of the Anglo-
