Dr. Fougere's assignment will complement one just

completed by Mr. Gerard Tremblay of St, Eustache, Quebec, who has been

advising the Maurltius Government on the marketing of agricul tural

products.

In 1952 he became Director of
the Technological Station at Grande-Rivi2re, Quebec. In 1955 he was
appointed Director of the Halifax Technological Station. Since May
1961 he has been coordinator of !nshore Fisheries and has had

responsibility for a serles of special research projects.
