CANALS.

ST. liAWBENCK RIVER AND_r,AKK3.

The Lachine Canal Is 988 miles from the
Btralif of bellelsie, and is ^14 miles long
from the cl'y of Montreal to the vlllHge of
Lacbinp, avoldli g the Ht. Louis KapidM.
Navigation on It during the aeas' ii of navi-
gation was only oure lutTrupted, and then
only for 5 hourg. The canal was kept In
good order, neveral gates and brl Iges ru«
paired, wharves and flour sheds put In
order, dmlus cleaned out, oanks, tow-psths
and roads repaired. Tlie new works—one,
a Dew entranot* of two locks aad Interven-
ing basin, and the other, the enlargement
and deepening of the enistlng basin, and
the Cvinsiruction of Wetlngton Basin are
being proceeded with. The work on the
Ht. Qabrlcl Kasla haw been completed, the
River St. Pierre excavation and Cote 8t.
Paul brldt;e linished. and four furm biidgeu
built. T»e expenditure for cousi ruction
was $158,018; rppairs, S2S,08L
Beauhnmoia Canal, llj miles long, on the

south side of the at. Lawrence, 15j miles
from Lacbine, connecting Lakes St. Lnuis
and St, Fiaocts, and avoiding the Cascades,
Cedars and Coteau Rapids. A large num-
ber of repairs were made to this canal—the
drains cleaned out and Ave tarra bridges
built over them. Traflic was maintained
throughout, without Interruption, during
the season of 206 days. There was expend-

The rivets under the control of the Do*
mlnt(nr Government are the St. L^wrenoe
and Ottawa ; St. Croix, Restigouche, St
John, and Tignlsh, New Brunswick ; Mto>
Ktguash, between New Brunswick and
Nova Hootia; Fraser, British Columbia:
and Red, ManitolM. An approprlattoQ oi
$l,5"0,0(.o was voted by Parliament for deep*
enhiK the St. Lawrence between Q,uebee
and Montreal ; $5IN),000 was authorized t»
be expended In 187;{ 74, under the supervi-
sion of the Department, by the Montreal
Harbor Commissioners. In the fall of Igli
contracts were given out for six dredges,
six steam tug ', fifteen scows and two ooai
barees, and the work was commenced in
the spring of 1S74. Surveys of obstructions
in the St. Croix River, the removal of whiob
is estimated at $100,000, have been made at
the Joint expense of the Dominion and
United States Oovernments. A number of
improvements liav*' been made In the jA\i-
gatlon ofthe River St. John, and steamboats
now vaaiie t^elr trips with ease in high
water tc the confluence of the Toblque.
The rep<"»rts received from all secifons of
the Dominion on the subject of navigable
rivers suggest the necessity for the en-
forcenieut of the law for the protection of
streams. Most of the harborM of the west-
ern lakes have been reduced In depth by
de^iosl's of sawdust, <fec., Ac, bmughtdown
IIom the upi er watci's of me streams fiow-
ii g into them. The same difilculiieH are
reported In the Maritime Provinces. Much
Inconvenience atid, even positive danger to
nsvistation, has been c»Ubed, and a heavy
expeuse for dredging been thrown upon
the Department.

This is chiefly
on fish fbr exportation. About 10 per cent
more shruid be added for home consump*
tlon; and the produce oi Brlilsh Colombia,
Manitoba, and tbe North-West Is also to
be added .

The production Increasfd in every Pro-
vince. The largest actual IncroHse was la
New Brunswick. The la-gert, In propor-
tion to tbe amount, in Ontailo, where the
increase was mote than a third of the whole
amount In 1878. This increase was chiefly
in M bite l<lsb and Trout, the latter bavins
more than doubled, and the former having
increased from f166 000 to $2«2 000. In
t^uebec the cod-nsh fishery showed a de-
crease, but there was a large Increase In
herrings, mackerel, salmon, lunge^ lob-

A marked
Increase takes place in the production of
the waters set apart at dift'erent seasons
There are vast inland water ui>trlots in
the d)stiict8 of Cenlrai Canada, aboundtnt;
In edible fl^h, whlci it is desirable to pro-
tect. Per«!on«» resort, ng to them have been
required to provide ib- naselves with season
licenses at nominal r<.>t«8, ' jcli llcen'-es
prescrlbirig Liiw modes ai>d tiroes in which
nshingfs allowed in the r^spect've locali-
ties, with due rejard to the protection of
breediiiic tfsh.

The Government s<'hooner La Canadienne
cruis^d ta usu«l In the River a-^'d Gulf of
St. Law>nco during the season o!" 1874 to
protect the H^herles. The season was late,
and th>i vessel only arrived at (4asp$ Basin
on the 4lh June, when trie salmon llshing
wasji'st b-^ginning. She was nngagiHlover
Ave moiiti.s lu the cruise, visiting the Mag-
dalen Islands twice, the North Shore and
Ijabrador Cotst three times, stopping at
the Island of a> tico«tl and the B<ie des
Chaleurs the siime number of times Hn
accident occurred, and a spirit oforder and
tranquillity was found everywhere on the
coasts. Among so large a number of Hsber-
men of all creeds aud nationalities, no dis
turbance of the peace tooK place. Ibe
population of the North Shore is slowly but
steadily increasing C!omparatlvely few
&.meiican vessels visit«d the shores of the
Gulf, and not a single Fiench veFsel. Th
fisheries of British Colnmbia are beginning
to be important. espe<-ially in regard totta
canning of f'esh salmon. There were In
1874 four establishments on the Fraser, and
others were to be opened in 1875. Tbe pro-

Between
three and four irjildons of young fish were
diRtiibnted in the str«-am«« of the dlfTerrnl
Hroslncesln I87S. About 20,000 bkrh of Cali-
fornia salmon were dep'sii«d in tt^e New-
castle eHtabll«bment,a"d have hatched out
flsh that are promising wed. Brecluienaof
Rrittsh Co'umbla salmon have been r*.

celvcd from the Pacific Coast ingo'xlcon
ditlon ; and considering their Immenae
numbers, a lucrative winter trade might
pmbably be carried on with Canadian and
Amerloan mHrkoto. Fish ways have been
built m River Cocagne, Kent (bounty, Sal-
mon River Albert County, and on ibe
Meduxnakti: Dam, Car'oton County, N. B.
Also on La Have River, Lunenotiij Cotmty;
Musquodabcit, Salmon and Indian rivers,
Ilalitax Coun'y; Port Medway River,
(j,ueen's County; Tusket River, Yarmouth
County Nova Scotia: on Salmon River,
Hastings Conntv; Morin River, atThuiHw;
eleven on the River Tliames, and three on
the Grand River, Ontario. New fish wjys
were also built on the River A Mars, a
brarch of tbe Saguenay, and at Matane
River, South Sliore, St. Lawrence, In Que-
bec. Obatruo'ions have b'en removed in
Salmon River N B , and in G'ld Petite,
River Lier, and Kytes Brook, N. H. For
want of a pn>per vcsel, the luvesUgatlons
respecting food fishes were not pursued in
1874. As for the oyster supply, the beds
are so exbaugted tlut nothing but partial
closure and ac'iVA ouliivation can restore
tnem. In artifici-tl fish culture the chief
difficulty met Is a want « if skilled labour;
and it is recommended that some encour-
agement should be given to persons wlilinf
to learn the process, and special eflbrts
made to instruct all flsliery o*^ cers. Th«
license system adopted in Ontarioand Que-
bec has been introducetl with good eneot
into New Brunbwick and Nova ^coi la, and
with beni>fictal elTisct. The seal fishery in
th-< Gulf of St. Lawrence Is threatened!
with extinction. Seme Joint or mmtssionto
regulate a close time, and prevent the
wholesale slaughter now curried on, seems
necesfcary.

So much de^ay took pliice in the manu-
facture of the Dominion Stsindaids for

Weights und Meannres, that a yostiione-
ment for six months beyond the time
originally i>ropo.sed for currying the Ihw
roisulaiin'? these into elleiit beoum« neces-
sary. It wa»i not till the aoth of September,
1874, that the first two of the Mtaudard
Yards were delivered In Ijondon, and they
did not reach Ottawa tUi r>ecember.

BRITI.SH 00t.,UMBlA INDIANS.

All the Indians In British ColumbU w«>re
Visited in 1S74 except those (n the nnin-
land N. of Bella Bella, and the tribes on the
BUeena and Stickeeu itlvers. The visits
weie received with saUsraotion and grout
oonlidence expressed in tbe Intentions of
the Government to deal Justly with th^m.
No regular census has yet been taken of the
B. C. Indians, but from tbe most careftil
estimates that conid be mide, the numoer
Is not far from 35^000. The habitations of
the Interior Indians are like those in the
other parts of the Dominion, but the Coast
Indians live in villages, called Rancheiras,
of 1*2 or 1.5 houses, with 10 or 15 families in
each, built of cedar boards, with flat roofs,
and a smnll opening In the centre or one
side for ingress or egress. These houses be-
come perfect deposits of flltb, and account
for the decimation of these Indians by any
epidemic dl!-ease. Among tbe Cowlchaus
and some otber tribes of the mainland, the
missionaries bava been successful in dis-
oouroging this mode of life, and the condl
tlon and prospect of the natives have much
Improved, many of them having adopted
the maimers and customs ofthe wMtes.

The
Judges of the Courts In the several Pro-
vinces are to make rules for tbe exeoutloa
of the Act; the Courts before which proceed-
ings are to be taken being any Court of
original jurtsdlotlon createcT by the Parlia-
ment of Canada; In (imbec the Superior
Court; In Ontario the Queen'M Bench, Com-
mon Pleas, and Chaucery ; In Manitoba the
<i. B ; in the other Provinces the Supreme
Court ofeach; but Provincial Courts must
first be authurlaed by their respective legis-
latures to carry out the law. The forms of
pleadluys. 4eo., in Crown snits may be the
same as between subject snd subject, and
the defendant may require the Attorney-
Qeneral to proceed an In such case*, or
Judgment of nan. mot. against him.

Costs of con-
testation on behalf of the estate or the gen-
eral interest may be ordered to be paid out
ofthe estate by ereditors and inspectors. If

Questions are to be decided by
nuOority of votes in number and value, un-
less otherwise provldnl; if number and
value do not agree, the Judge to decide,t first meeting, if oallea fbr ordering of

in notice, creditors may vote upon all mat-
ters not specially ezeepted. Claims at-

tested under oath are to be held proved,
but in case of attestation must be supported
by other evidence . Affidavits required may
be sworn beforethe usual officials. A cred-
itor holding securitymay surrender it to the
assignee, or may set a value upon it, tbe
debt then to be deemed unsecured only to
the extent of the balance.

vice of process. The Judge is to have tbe or-

dinary powers &3 to commissions for exam'
Inatlon o witnesses. Any person in Canada
may be summoned to testify. Processes
may be validly served in any part of Can-
ada in the ordinary manner, return to be
made under oath. A person ftiilngto ap-
pear may be punished ; if in another Pro-
vince a certificate of deflatilt may be trans-
mitted to the courts there—oertifloate and
oofpy of process to be evidence. No oertifl-

oate of default to be transmitted unless ex.
penses tiave been tendered- In contes-
tations and applications, tacts to be set
forth in detail and in plain language. For
elgn dlseharges do not bar debts contracted
in Canada. Amendments of pleadings are
subject to ordinary rules of procedure . Tbe
death ox an insolvent does not affect pro-
ceedinsni; heirs and administrators are lia-

ble only as euch. Costs are chargeable
if a certain order, and on certain property
specified. The Judge may order letters ad-
dreued to the icsolvent to be delivered to
the assignee to be by him opened
in the presence of the clerk or pro-
thonotary of tbe court.

Nocompany
not incorporated under this Actor previous
or future Acts ofCanada or existing Acta of
Provinces,may lay a cable connecting two
Provinces or extending beyond the Domi-
nion; but the business of exlsUng linesmay
be carriedon till a Co. within the provisions
of the Aet is Incorporated, and in the opi-

COASTING TRADE.
CTkop. 37—Subjects the owner of any far-

eign vessel eogaged in towing other vessels
from port to port in Canada to a fine of $MOl
and the vessels to detention by the Col-
lector of Customs till the fine is paid. But
G. in C. may exempt ve<'Sels of countries
who have opened their coasting trade, and
of those to which Her Mi^esty had con-
ceded coastlngr rights by treaty before the
passing of the Imp. Act 82 V., c. 11.
