The Early Bulb Bed

The Grape Hyl'cinthi-—M uscaria.

There are perhaps no more satis-

factory bulbs to plant in the fall for
early flowering than those of the mus~
caria, or grape hyacinths. Like all
the early flowers, these bulbs are quite
smalil, and in order for the bulb gard-
ener to obtain anything like a rich
effect, the bulbs should be put in with
o free hand. Huhdreds are to be
had,quite as cheaply as dozens. It
always pays to put these small bulbs
in as large numbers as the purse will
perniit. ]
“Afready {he 'muscarla have Deen
biooming cheerily in many a bed and
horder thruout this city, Those plant-
ed in a partially sheltered situation,
where the frost has not penetrated
too deeply, and where the snow has
not remained so long, have had an
opportunity of showing their pretty
ten-ineh stalks of fat little single
bells, Tedolent with the faintest musk-
like fragrance, scarcely noticeable out«
doors, but -quite marked when the
flower spikes are brought indoors,
. Where the bulbs have been planted-
in the rock gardens, their pretty blues
and yellows, their bright pinks and
cheerful reds are making the most
welcome spols of color,

One needs but to consult any ordin-
ary fall bulb calendar when making
one's choice to enable one to pick out
the colors desired. Any and all are
egually - satisfactory,

For the muscariae are among the
hardiest, the most adaptable and the
most prolific of all early flowering
gpring bulbs. And they multiply pro-
fusely in a few. years, when left un-
disturbed, as indeed ithey must be to

insure a satisfactory bloom. year after |

vear.  For these are among the bulbs
that do not need to be planted freshly
every fall,

The bloom last for some weeks, and
while one cannot exactly admire the
Httle plants for thelr foilage, which 1
have always thought insufficient to
properiy foil the pretty flowers, yet,
when these plants are placed In com-

'\;il]utiuu with other - early -bloomers,
suitable in form and coloring, a re-
markably pretty ecffect may be ob-
tained.

A good combination is made by using
the snowtlakes and perhaps the snow-
drops with muscaria, altho the former
because of its rather taller Habit and
day-or-two later blooming, it is rather
more suitable.

CHICAGO, April 4. —Bearish influ-
ence of the largest acreages and the
finest condition of winter crop ever re-
ported at-this time of the year, held
down today the price of wheat. The
market, altho firm at the close, was
on the same level as last night, to 1-ic
lower. In the other leading staples,
there was a net uecline uil arou..u=—
corn 1-8 to 3-8c, oats a shade to 1-8c
and provisions 6 to 7 1-2¢.
