They appea te other business menc
aller this fashion : Is it not ligi time, then,
thbat ie, as merclhants, should taie imediate
steps Lo establish this excellent systen -cash
before the goods leave ile store-then pay
cash for all -ie buy froi naîîufictuirers and
wholesale men, geL tlhe discounts, and bc in a
position to sel! at such p1rices, that it wouild
not pay Grangers and others to send away to
Toronto and clsewhere for goods, but buy to
an advantage at the sanie place as whîere thcy
sell." We hope to see many otliers following
this exanple.

-The more that is lknown of the circum-

The business was origin.-
ally started by Druîgon & Rowland, whlo, after
going to large expenrse in hitting up premises,
lad conssiderable trouble in establishing tihen-
selves, and were fined< some four or five tises for
sellinîg liquor illegally before tlcy succeeded in
getting a license. In February, 1876, Rtowland
died, and sbortly afterwards the lease of tlie
premises was transferred to OIrs.Drugon, aiîpar-
ently a prinary inove tosvards tlie uîltiniie
object in view. A short fime ugo .Mrs. Drngon
allowed lier effects to bo seized for -eiit, and a
bailiftls sais took place, but so quietly was ail
this donc that not one of lie cieditors lieard lie
lirst thing of it. Te sale of course ias only a
shiam, the effects to the value of $6000 or $8000
being bought in for abouit $500 by Thonias
Fraticis Meaglier, a brother to Mrs. Drugon, and
a someime luminary in the world of literatur,
as f1,e authorof The Clommiîercial Agency
System Exisosed." TheI business had ail tbis

PROTECTION A NEW DEPARTURE.

Wondors will nover cease. Foi- montlhs
the great political question oi rhich [lie
party leaders hao beei exponding thiir
oratoricalpoiwers for the enliglitenment of
the various constituencies lu Ontario and
elsewhoere has been w'hether the fiscal pol-
icy of the Dominion should be based on
free-trade or protectionist principles. The
advocates of the present îninistry have
appealed net only to the doctrines incul-
cated by ble standard wiriters on political
economy, but te the policy carried into
practice by sucli statesien as Gladstone
and Bright. Their opponents, on the other
hand, have conterded that in a new coui-
try it is sound policy to protect, or, as thoy
prefer to say, to foster, the varions new
industries which are constantly springing
up among us. Amnong the niîst pio,
nounced free-ti-aders ii Parliament and on
the platform lias been Mr. James Young,
MP for Waterloo hios utterances, un-

tii win tnhese lest few' days, have b een ns
uinmistakeably in favor of fre-tride as
have been thiose of the Premier or his
phiilosophicil colleague, tle Hon. David
Mills. Mr. Young lias qulite recently as
toinded the public vithl a speech iidicat.
ing a, new departure for hiliself, and,
strange to say, ie have not seen it con-
mnented on as yet by tle Ministerial Press.
The occasion of this renarkable speech
was a publie meeting held hl Berlin in the
couity of Waterloo where the Germant
elenent is powerful, on the tl inst., and
atteiidd by the leading fairniers, under
the pr'esidency of the mayo-, M i. Kraunîtz.
Tle fii-st speakers referred to tlie intro-
duction of sugar factories in France and in
the "l Fatheriland,' and to thie develop-
ment of national "'ealti Il owiîg to a °i"so
fosterig " by the goveriinments of those
countries, and they expressed a hope that
a similar policy wouîld be adopted in Can-
ada. Wel noed lot d(vOll on thie a-"n-
ments tsed by the early speakers, becauso
they were in ne respect dissiiilar fron
tliose which hîave been ii-ged feoi. yetirs by
those favorable to protection. We do nîot
profess to ho fully informoîd as to the ex-
ton t to w'hich the Continental goverinmiîents
exteded their fostering care to the beot-
sugar manufactories, but what ie vIe doknow
ls tlat tlhe Englislh fieo-tiadrois have per-
sisteitly rifused to giwo any kiind ofprotec-
tion to an industry hliich only ' sprung i nto
existence after the ·comiplete recognition
of free.trade principles. There arue no
beet-sugar manufactories in the United
Xingdon, foi the simple reason that the
Imperial Parliament lias persistently re-
fused te tax the consumers of suigar indi-
rectly for the benefit of a beet-root sugar
in terest, and that beet-ioot sugar cannot be
preoduced as cleap as sugar manufactured
frion the sulgar cane if both are offlered to
tlie consumers on equal berins. Mr. Janes
Young should bave explained aIl thtis to
the people of Waterloo, w'ho plobably' are
not very wvell acq1uunted wvitli fihe dlilheuil-
tics rithi vlich this question is beset. re
are of opinion that noe greatei nistake can
be comimitted tlan tliat of allow-ing oui
people, wlether agricultinists or inaiútufac.
turers, te enbark capital ii a new en-
terprise unuder a delusion. Ve have more
than once pointed out tht tlie sugar
duties are the most impoirtamt bianch o
our revenue. They yield about $2,250,000
annually, as much lis the coimxbimed duties
on villes and spirits ol on woollens and
cottons, and are nearly 1-5tli of the aggre-
gate custois duties. Sugar lis been ta.xed
solely foi' revenue purposes. No one i'ould
have drearned of protecting albome mianu
facture te the extent of upwsar'ds of 50 per
cent., im addition to freighti nsu ance,

conimissions and other charges, agregat-
ing a coi ise'able alditional ainount;o and
yet Mr. Young takes credit for laving
sipported tle wise legislation of the
Dominion in support of tlie beet-Isugw
manufactWre. We thiink it woùld only b
honest in tie freetrade jeurnals, if il the
coifidence of te governimeiit,to give sonie
intimation of the probable policy to bo

ptrsued in the future, se that people may
net be led te enbark capital blindly in an
enterprise tînt w-e entei'tain ne doubt
wlatev'er will be rmost disastrois. WVe
shall be told wlien the naîîufactrii'ers
of' beet root sugar discover this fatal
erl'or tlit they weire entrapped by the
G oveitment wriths promises of exemp-
tion fron excise duties andi with assur-
aices fromn the local goveOnlmelits ofsub-
sidies wlich w'ere not, if wve have been
correctly infoeiriud, granted by the Con.
tinental G overnmients. We look on it as
siiply impossible tlat the preseLt sugar
duties cati be naiitained as a protection
to beet sugar mianuîfictu'es. le have lie

liesitation in asserting thiat aIl tie protec-
tive ieasuires advocated by tle party
supportiig theim sink inte utter insigni-
ficaice in coiparisoin iviths tlat te whici

'Mr. Jaies Yoing, tlhe fi-e tiade M. P.

WiVe williigly admit that Mi. Young lias
spoken out frankly and unsmistakeably,
but we would nevertheless varn the beet
siiga'promoters thsat it would bd desi'able
to have sonle iiore distinct assusance
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franis hýDominion Governm nit than is
afiordedi by [. Young's speech. We
siòuld bê glal, moreove-, ta learn from
Mr. Young himself how he thinlks the
sûgar revenue eau be replaced. The beet
root question is, ta thsose wvlio take the
trouble ta refléct on its bearing au tise
revenue, by far the most important that
lias béen broached during the recess of
Iàrliament. It is therefore most impor-
tant that there siould be no decep tion on
tie subject, and thiatpeople should not be
lad into ombarking capital in an industry
that may suddenly be destroyed, as tras
the Motiireal sugar r-eflning industry by
foreign competition encouraged by the
very party of which Mr. Young has been
a prominent leader.

TIIE CANADIAN !MONTHLY FOR
DECEMBER.

This valuable periodical lias reaclsed us
this mnart later than usual, but it con-
tains sane interesting papers. Mr. Jeiu
MatlieIs lias cont'ributed a second article
on l 5 ersonalRepresentation and tie Re-
piresentation of Minorities," wvliicl, thoughi
hardly at present a practical question, is
probably destined ta become sa. Mr. G.
A. Mackenzie ias made Sir Johin Mac-
donaidks Halloween speech ili Montreal
the text for an essay on " Nationalism and
Reaction," in which lie lias endeavoured
ta establisi a charge of inconsistenicy
against Sir John, citing extracts from his
speeches during the Confederation Con-
troversy in 1865. We apprelend that
there has been no change of opinion on
the subject on the part of Sir John Mac-.
donald, and certainly nothing has bean
uttered by the oppaents of the Irnperial
Confederation, Independence. or Annexa-
tion ta justify the imputation tliat they
are favourable ta a reactionary policy. It
is desirable that there should be a clear
understanding as ta the meaning of termis.
The objection ta tie ternis " Nationalism"
arîi "Canada First " is simply that those
wiho use thseni are understood ta be favour-
able ta some organic changes, and no one
casi read the papers in the Caiadian
Monthly entitled " Current Events " IvitLh-
out being convinsced that sonie such
changes are desired. It is simply absurd
ta suppose tlhatý any Canadian statesman
whether he belongs ta tlIe Govarumesit
party or to that of tie Opposition, ean
desire th Ielfare of any o tIses part of the
Empire in preference ta that of Canada.
If by "I Nationalisn " is meat e promo-
tion of the best interests of Canada thera
would not be a dissenting voice against
it. People how-ever, have been taught ta
distrust th intentions of those who use

these terms, and the article in the Cana-
dian Mont7hly headed "Nationalism and
Reaction,' is not calcuilated ta remove
tîseir doubts. M r. Mackenzie, lie. otiers
of tie schsool ta which he belongs, ias not
failed ta quote the opinions of those "I io
prophecy: that a dissolution of the pre-
sent colonial ties nust be looked fa,."
In our judgment, one of the great mistakes
madie by Canadian n-riters is that of at-
taching undue importance ta the utter-
ances ofpublic nieniis Enghimsss. Our visest
course is ta consider for ourselves wietlther
the systemî of governiment under w-iich wve
live is defective, and, if so, in what respect.
We have failed ta discover ini Mr. Macken-
zie's paper a statement of aiy grievance
requiring redr-ess. After quoting an ex-
tract fron a recent speech of thei Hon.
Wmi. Macdougall in which that gentleman
referred ta our "happy coidition,'" and
declared tiait lié wanted no " fédération
of the Empire," the essayist sneers at Mr.
Macdougall as a conservative,witiout even
attempting to refite iss argunents. If we
can accept Mr. Mackensie as an exponent
of the viewvs of the Nationalists, then wie
can have no doubt that they favor the
Pan-Biritannic system. Mr. Blake ias more
than once used expressions in his speeches
thsat wouldi'lead ta the inference iat lie
is favorable ta the Pan-Britannie systesn
and, aifter quoting'a strong passage froi
one ofthose speeches the essayist observés,

his views are sucb. as arouse tIse sym-
pathy af Nationalists.o Tie issue of the
future is said ta be the choice between
Nationalisn. and Reactio1i. We confess
thist w-e fail to compreicnd thie meaning
of the terma Il reactionI" as applied by tie
essayist. We maintain with Mi. Goldwin
Smith that wve have perfect self-govern-
ment and perfect independesicel as far as
our local affairs are concerned, and we are
persuaded thIat w-e iave more real infli-
ence over our foeign relations than ie
would have unsder th absurd scheme that
ias been launched of an advisinsg council
ta the Secretary of State in which Canada
would have a voice. It is for the advocates
of change ta state the grousnds on whicli
they demand it, the grievances under
whic ive atre laboring, and hisich require
to be 'edressed. The sane subject is lile-
wise discussed in "Current Events," and
the writer evinces a very eat-nest desire
that Canada should announîce its readiness
ta sisase in t'ie imperial burtheis; in other
nords, ta defray a portion af tie cost of the
arisy, navy and d-plomatic service. Our
oivi belief is that ioinety-iine in a hundred
of those who have untlsinkinsgly apîroved
of Mr. Blake's rather vague utteranes
segarding aur ceasing ta be depenidents,
I by excianging dependenne for issocia-

tion," have not the inost renioté idem of
thse practical effec~ f Imperial Faderatiosi
Like Mr. Miackenzie, the writr of" Cur-
'ent Events " has identifiad NÄtianalis
with Imperial Federation, but ve own tliat
we doubt very much whether our Mont
real Nationalists, Alderinan Stephens, fot
instance, concur -nith their Torionto allies.
It is indeed qui*te recently that the Na
tionalists have anved thenselves favor
able ta Impérial Féderation. They faiel
however, been strong opponents, sa far as
we have been able ta gather from their
writings, af party governmnent. We should
infer froin the " Currlnt Events " article,
in the last fonthly, that ve have bean
imistaken, and that they'are really sensi-
ble that parliamentary government can
oryi be conducted throughi the instru-
mlentality of party, What we now gather
from the article usder consideration is
that neither of tie present parties is fit
ta be entrusted Ivith thse government of
the country, but that a new party must
be forned from thei Nationalists. A leador
is even indicated, Sir Alexander Galt, viho
unfortunately for bis political ad-
herents is not in Parliaient at
present, and vlo, when last in
the House of Commons, had no followers,
We fail ta discover the pit into whicli We
have falles 1l our reference ta Party and
ta the course of the Nationalists. Our
position was, that the great political ques-
tion was the fiscal policy of the Gavera-
ment, and that whila tise Nationialists pro.
fess to favor a Protectionist policy, they
nevertheless denouice the party wlsich
advocates it. We are gravely assured
tiiat "sa long as liese parties exist,

neither the fiscal nor any otliër national
question vill be freely diseussed or sa-

I tisfactorily settled.1 ]lave the Nation
aligts no leading statesman in their ranks
who vill unifrl their banner and appeal
ta the constituenîcies ta liscard the adhe-
rents of the presènt political par ties ?
We must, however, turi to other sub-
jects in "Cursent Events." Mr. Lau-
rier's. election has led the IVriter to
believe, that " political principle lias no
existence in Quebec," the meaning of
wlich is that the Nationalists. alone have
any principle. Uifortunately when elec-
tion tinie conss they are always fouand in
tise ranks af the irties witlout prinîciple,
and if ire are not nistaken usually cast-
ing thei' votes in opposition ta tie prisci-
ple which they profess ta advocate, viz., a
" national policy." Wre gleans from an-
other passage in " Current Events " that
aur Roman Catlhosio felloIv subjects w-ilt
not be permitted ta join the ranks of the4
Nationalists.

If the Nationalists follow the ad-vice
of the writer 'of " Current Eventsi" and

w'age, var' iith the hierarchy, we appre-
hend that several of our Roman Catholic,

fellow citizens who have joined the

Yational Society under the impression

that religions belief w'ould not b a cause

of dissension will be driven out of its

ans. The tribute to the late Chief
Justice Draper is well meîrited. Thiat

LET US HAVE FAIR PLAY.

The man who by his superior ability, or
« good luck," as it is ofien called, attains
a large share of the worlc's goods is
usually considered fair gaine for those
who can overreach him, or whbo persuale
theiselves they cnu. The city of Mont-
real mnay be conpared to suchi a ran in
its recent history. Montreal is one of the
wealthiest cities in Anierica, but iiumer-
ous circumstances of late have combined
to do lier injustice, Her sugar refineries
have been closedi, her ianufacturers dis-
couraged in various ivays, tariffs and the
repeal of differential dubies have operated
adversely te lier progress, railway and
ocean freights ittve been airanged to ber
positive injiry, and more latterly, w-hen
truth lias failei to satisfy the craving for
that class of news vhich consiats of the
recorded niisfortunes of her business men,
inischievous ruimor sits in judgment
upon ber, and supplies irresponsible news-
paper correspondents with palatable sub-
jects to be wired to our sister cities, to
Chicago, Nev York and elseivere.

A trifling circumnstance bas been breught
to our notice witlin a fev days, ivich
goes to prove at least tlat our cup of
misery is not yet full. Wholesale ivine
and spirit niercliants have lately made
tle discovery tlat brandy in llasks must
pay 65 cents per case more duty at this,
port than in any other port of entry in
Canada. This information vas added to
the stock of kiiowledge of a prominent
importer lately vhile selling goods in St.
John, N.B s cistomer infornied him
that lie could obtain the goods 65 cents
per case cheaper in Quebec and other
ports, and inquiry as to the cause led to
the dliscovery tlîat it ivas owing to exactly
that difference ie the duty. Is thia fair
play ?

During the last two ox three years the
bankers and mnerchants of Mont1eal have
been scattering their substance over the
lengtlb and breadth of the land ; often
iviti too great a trust in theifellow coun-
trynei it is lighb timne nov that there

was a littler-eturn tide, that the men vho
have added so much to the wealth of the
country at large, wlo have made Montreal
what it is among the cities of the woxld,
occupying a position as the commercial
centre of Canada of whîich every adoptecd
or born Canadian should feel proud, should
not be lampered in their legitimate
business efforts, in maintaining individu-
ally and severally the proud position
which Montreal thus fills as the great
mart of Canada. Almost everythxing that
could be expected in the adjustment of
freight tariff lias latoly been granted by
the Grand Trunk Railway Company let
us hope for a spcedy application of the
other necessary remedies also.
