5 pence is the equivalent of 10 tents ; 2'j pence is the equivalent of

5 cents ; a half-penny is one cent.

Gold coin is not in general circulation in either Canada or the

United States. The medium of circulation being bank notes of

various denominations, and silver.

It is necessarv to caution travellers, that while the currency of

the two countries is of identical value, the bills and silver of the

United States are not generally accepted in the Dominion and

VICT ve-sii. There is, however, no difficulty in exchanging one tor

the other at the banks and exchange offices in the larger towns.

But, tor convenience sake, we would recommend those travelling

via New York to keep this in mind and not exchange too large an

amount of their money into .American notes.
