Shanghai may be called the Toronto
of the, east; with its electric lights,
its telegraphs, its libraries and its
stréet cars. (Laughter). But I have
seen. aeroplanes flying over Shanghal,”
supplemented the 8 er. “To-day
there are twelve dally newspapers
published in Peékin,” he sald, ‘*‘and
one is for women. Wonderful changes
aré taking place all over the empire,
but the greatest revoldtion of all is
the educational movement.

Rev. Mr. Taylor declared China is
looking on the English foreign policy
with suspicion.. :

“Now- is the time,” he sald. "“We

fore to throw ourselves in and help
China with our Christianfty. The
Anglican church _must lead for a
c¢hureh in China”

.John W. Wood of New. York struck
the same key in his discourse. “The
Anglicar church in the States,” he
said, “has fallen short of what it
shouyld have accompliskeéd in the west-
ern states. It has heen said that with
the stage coach came the Methodist.
cireuit. rider, with the raliroads the
Roman priest, and with the manicure
pariors and the exclusive furnishers
in' men’s apparel, from New York, the
Anglican clergyman. This must not
happen in China.” .

Cusey Wood, Toronto and others, all
urging that all possible be done to
push forward the missionary move-
ment in China,
