‘not discuss it.
60 per cent. of the men employed by
the coastwise lines were members of
unions, and that closed shops woud
mean discharge of thousands of men
who had been employed for years by
the shipping firms.

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ONE ENGINE DISABLED
AIRSHIP SPEEDS WELL
EN ROUTE FOR HOME

Has Already

---Will Land at East

Passed Azores More Than Half |
- Way Across Atlantic---Covered 1,300 Miles
- in First Twenty-Four Hours of Her Journey

London, July 11.—The air ministry
has received the following report from
Ponta Del Gada, Azores: 3

“The R-34, at 8.10 p.m. Greenwich
mean time (4.10 p.m. New York time),
is 4,000 feet above the clouds and,
despite a disabled engine, is going
strong. We are just about to descend
to look at the sea. All well.”

The R-34 at 2.30 o'clock this after-
noon Greenwich time (10.30 a.m. New
York time), had reached 45 degrees
32 minutes north latitude, 38 degrees
38 minutes west longitude, accordiag
to latest advices from the dirigible.
One of the airship’s engines had com-
pletely broken down. The message
said it was proposed to land at East
Fortune. near Edinburgh.

The latter report indicated that the

R-34 had covered approximately 1600
miles of her Jjourney to Scotland.
Since the last report giving the loca-
tion of the R-34, the speed of the
dirigible had slackened to about 43
miles an hour, due probably to the
broken-down engine. The airship’s
.course was given in the 2.30 o'clock
(Greenwich time) report asxabout 25
miles porth of that given in a previ-
ous message. :

In the first 24 hours of her-retarm
flight across the Atlantic from Mineola
the dirigiblé R-34 covered 1300 miles,
according /to advices received here.

Up to the time of her report at 11.10
o'clock the R-34 had consumed 1683
gallons of gasoline, leaving her with
3027 gallons still in her tanks. This
was taken to indicate that the dirigible
was being aided by the wind.

Elevator Man.

Little articles of unimportance have
often proved the ciue to the unmasking
of a cfhme. In a case which océurred
recently in New York city a discardea
maich proved to aid in the soiuuon of
a rcboery.

A resident of the city reported to the
poiice that his apartment had been
b.oken into dauring his absence and a
quantity of Jjewelry and silverware
sioien therefrom.

The detective sent. to investigate in-
terviewed the complainant, jut , coulk
not get any information from him that
would aid in estabushing the identity ot
the burglar. .

Upon making a careful search of the
apartment the detective found on the
fioor of a bedrom the butt of a bhurned
paper match on which was printed part
of the name of a popular brand of cigar.
This he secured and held as evidence.
He then secured from the superintendent
of the building a list of the house em-
ployees, checked up their movements,
and found that the eievator man was tine
only one of them who had an epportunity
to commit the crime.

The detective left the building, and,
after remaining on the street for a short
time, returned. He entered the elevator
with an unlighted cigar in his hand and
requested. the suspected elevator man to
take him ‘to the apartment of an oc-
cupant on/the fifth fioor, On the way
up he asked him for a match in a casual
way. Receiving the match he lighted
his cigar, Then he pretended to throw
the match butt away, but instead he put
it- in his pocket for further examination.

On leaving the elevator the detective
compared the match butt he had found
at the scene of the burglary with that
he had obtained from the elevator man
He found that both weré similar in ap-
pearance. This, of course, strengthened
his suspicion, L

Entering the elevator again, he asked
the suspect for another tch, and, on
receiving the paper match container,
compared the match butt he had found
at the scene of the burglary: with the
stubs in the container, He found that
it fitted one of the stubs exactly. He
then accused the elevator man of the
burglary. At first the man firmly
maintained his innocence, but when con-
fronted with the evidence of the match
butt broke down, confessed his guilt, and
told the detective where he had secreted
the stolen property.

There has been no generai e
since 1914, In that election thlee'clt:ii‘:)r.l
erals fought upon the policy of abol-
ishing the bar and the government,
supported by the liquor interests of
the province, was returned to' power.
During the session of 1915 Mr. Roweil
reintroduced the same policy, and it
was again-rejected by the government.
But in 1916 the Ontario temperance
act was introduced and * accepted
unanimously by both parties in Jthe
house as a war measure with the pro-
viso that a referendum should be
taken on_ the first Monday in June,
1919. The question of prohibition to
what -was considered the fullest ex-
tent of prohibition jurisdiction was
taken out of the questions of partisan
consideration and by the deliberate
ection of all parties in the legisla-
ture it was not to be reintroduced into
the sphere of partisan politics, but
wag to be submitted t6 the popular

yVote ,of the people as a separate and
distinct question with no political en-
tanglements. It was not surprising
that those whose support had been
largely instrumental in returning the
government "to power should have
manifested a feeling of resentment
against a government that had smit-
ten the hand that helped them.

Under the law which provided for
the holding of by-elections after a
vacancy occurred, Mr, W, J. Lowe had
been elected in February, 1916, by a
splendid majority in Peel and the pro-
fiteering horse dealer was retired into
private life, turning. a Conservative
majority of 627 into\a Liberal ma-
Jority of 305.

In North Perth in July, 1916, the
vacancy that had beén caused by the
resignation of the sitting member, Mr.
Torrance to accept a Dominion gov-
ernment position, made another by-

| —the fact that enormous supplies of
this most vital war material had been
shipped to Germany without let and
‘hindrance and that Sudbury nickel
was at that very time being shipped
by the submarine Deutschlgnd from
the United States to Germany, the
failure of both provincial and Domin-
fon governments to realize thejr duties
and ‘take any effective preventive
measures—these were matters of
burning interest and critical import-
ance at that time, as now, to the peo-
ple of Canada, and this province, nor
was the fact that the provincial pre-
mier, Mr. Hearst, as minister of
lands, forests and mines, had entered
into an illegal agreement whereby the
Canadian Copper Company, the repre-
septative of nickel in Ontario, was
escaping taxation upon its product
under an illegal five-year agreement
limiting the taxation to $40,000 a year
—a matter devoid of interest to the
people of Ontario.

The by-election in Southwest To-
ronto was fought and won upon that
issue—it is a matter of history that
every charge that was made has been
proven to the hilt. The roval nickel
'commission that was appointed, de-
monstrated the falsity of the govern-
ment’s position that these ores could
not have been refined at Sudbury and
established the fact that the hybdon-
ite electrolytic process in use in Not-
way was the one to employ in On-
‘tario, but it, further proved that we
were right in—our confentiong about
taxation and the unwilling govern-
ment was forced to collect $1,350,000
for two years taxes instead- of the
$80,000 that they had already accept-
ed, tho it failed to collect the
taxes for three other years to which
the provinge is still entitled.

do as I think is right in every case. You
will have to trust me, and yow who have
known me in the past know t I am
not one to be driven around by popular
winds of fortune. I think you can rely
upon me to exercise sound judgment and
sound discretion.”

But while I had accepted that posi-
tion, my opponent, Mr. Norris, ap-
pealed from the platform for the sup-
port of the liquor vote. He brought to
his aid in that campaign three cabinet
ministers—Mr. Lucas, Mr. Ferguson,
Mr. McGarry. The Toronto Star was
not supporting me in that campaign
for reasons that seemed ,good to-it—
it did not consider that any Liberal
candidate should be nominated. Mr.
Norris secured the personal endorsa-
tion of the premier, Mr, Hearst. Let
me ‘quote from The Star of Aug. 16:

Government Bid for Liquor Vote.

Realize if you will what this deli-
berate statement of the attorney-gen-
eral meant in August, 1916, after the
unanimous passage of the -Ontario
temperance act in April of the same
year. 1 ask you who was bidding for
the liquor vote in Southwest Toronto.
I am perfectly sure that in the indepen-
dent course I took I received the votes
of both temperance and liquor people
—the latter from no word or pledge of
mine, doubtless from their resentment
at what they deemed the treachery of
a government that had used their
support to get into power and - then
had left them w:thout.uconsldemtlon for
the -conditions that "the government
itself had created.

I did not bid for support by a covert
promise to revise an act unanimously
passed. If the attorney-general meant
what he said “it was an attempt to
bribe the constituency by a promise.”
If he did not mean what he said it
was surely an attempt to obtain sup-
port by false pretences. I wonder if he
consulted any of the officials in his
department to ascertain on which
ground he should be prosecuted. The

Mr, Foy's majority of
nearly 3700 was jurned into a Liberal
majority of 5560/ I prefer to quote
from the sober judgment of those who
spoke at that time than from the at-
tacks that are being made since my
selection 'as —leader —of the party
with a hope to disrupt the Lib-
eral party upon ity general policy. No-
body in the providce was more strong-
ly interested in this question than was
the Ontario Women’s L!berar Associa-
tion. In the 1leaflet, “Facts for
Women; Notes on Ontario Public Af-
fairs,” issued in 1917, under Mr.
Rowell’s supervision, the attitude of
the Liberal party upon women's suf-
frage and prohibition 1is coneisely
stated, and the effect of the election
in Southwest Toronto as then viewed
by Mr. Rowell and the Liberal women
of the province is stated in the fol-
low, paragraph:

“Even after the passing of the pro-
hibition act the gowernment in South-
west Toronto. supported a cand.date
favoring wine and beer licenses, and
't was only the defeat of the govern-
ment’s own candidate in that contest
which saved the province from wine
and beer licenses.”

Dur.ng the three sessions that I
have sat in the legislature I have
never deviated from the consistent
course that has been followed by the
leerm:n'ty in the house, and both
Mr. ell and Mr. Proudfoot haye
had my hearty and energetic support,
as I was prepared to support whoever
might be chosen as the leader of the
Liberal party as the result of the
convention. That kind of support I
ask from the Liberals of the Province
of Ontdr.o today.

The Referendum Vote.

The present form of the refrendum
is the form upon which the govern-
ment decided to submit the question
to ¢he people. ‘Whether it is the
wisest form. or not is not now a ques-
tion. It was accepted by the Liberals
without opposition. The question was
taken out of the partisan arena in
1916, when the. people were not con-
sulted, on the understanding that they
should be consulted now. T-he issue is
one for the people to decide. It has
always been good Liberal policy to
trust the pe:ple, and I adhere to that
policy. Not only have the issues of
the referendum vote been taken out
of . party polit.cs, but they must be
kept out. There must be no mixing
of the vote upon the referendum with
the vote upon a general election in
this province, There are evidences
that the government still proposes to
make a party football of this question,
but this canot and will not be teol-
erated.

In the amendment to the Ontario
election act, brought in last session, I
opposed a clause which expressly pro-
vided for the taking of the double vote
upon the same day. This clause was
as fololws: “If the day fixed for
taking the vote upon such question is
the same day as that upon which poll-
ing takes place at the election of a
member to serve in the jassemoly or
at the election of members of a muni-
cipal council, the polls for voting upon
such question may be held in the
same places and by the same officers
and at the same time as the polls at
the election to the assembly or muni-
cipal election as the case may be.”

After imsistent objection this clause
was struck out. But it may be said
that there is still the right to take
both votes upon the same day, even
thq there is no such expressed legis-
lation as was proposed, but I contend
that when the government dropped
t}_as ‘clause from the bill under con-
sideration it is in honor bound to see
that the voting does not take place
upon the same day, and to keep dis-
tinct in their submission to the people
the separate issues so that the
people mmay fairly and.squarely pass
upon the general record and adminis-
tration of the government.

policy and after assuring the house
that he would continue to “stand by
that policy whenever the vote was
taken, he took up the failure to pro-
perly enforce the O. T. A.

Quoting from the report in The Globe
of Marcn 14, z;:e speaker criticizel the
government:

“Mr. -Carter was not surprised that
some of the Conservative members had
been “jumpy,” but he assured the prime
minister that he would support the pro-
hibition ' policy.

Mr. Carter chided the government for
being “jumpy” on the temperance ques-
tion, He- believed that ‘‘had the rail-
way and express companies bzen appre-
hended long ago there would not be as
much liquor coming into the province
fllegally. He read a long report gener-
ally condemning what he called the lax
method " of enforcing the O.T.A.”

I understand that Mr. Carter then
handed to Sir Willilam Hearst a eopy
of the report that had been made in
the interest of the enforcement of the
act. But I have been unable %o find
that any action had ever been iaken
upon this report. [ also-had received,
as a member of parliament, numerous
complaints with referemce to the way
in which the act was +being admin-
istered and in the time at my disposal,
I investigated somc¢ of the matters to
which my attention was drawn, There
were outcroppings which indicate un
unhealthy condition.

Sc on the 20th of March, T moved for
an investigation of the accounts of
the license department and relating
to the O. T. A. for a period of over
five years and asked that the matler
be relerred to a special commitice of
nine members of the assembly, five to
be nominated by the premier aad four
by the leader of the opposition, with
fai! powers of enquiry and with power
to st during any adjournment of tpe
uuse, Four particular instancas were
polsled out, not as the only ones that
existel, ;but as indicating what did cx-
ist so that committee might make a
genera. investigation. ’

“YVery important matters naturally
came before the public accounts com-
mittee relating to the province, but
many are never considered at all.

Accounts Not Audited.

“We did find that as far as the ac-
counts of the Ontario License Board
were concerned thai by statute they
are not audited, The statute pro-
vides  that the money granted to the
liquor licence branch is money not to
be accounted for. It does not need
to be vouched for as far as the pub-
lic is concerned. There is no audit by
the auditor which can be made pub-
lic. The reason is the employment
of detectives agnd others, and they do
not want the detajls . to be given.
There is not even an audit inside the
depariment. There isjno check on the
inspectors and officials. J. D. Flavelle
was indignant when it was suggested
‘that he should have an audit. He
said he trusted the officials.

No Check on Liquor.

“We also discovered that in the
seizure oi liquor there was no check.
Not only that, but when we traced
liquor that was seized and taken to
parliament buildings, theie was in-
stance after .instance in which there
was no knowledge of what became of
it. We found that as far as a cer-
tain hotel in Toronto was concerned,

the act came into force, two men had
sent for the liquor there, to put it
not far away on the same streei.
Owing to drinking taking’ place, a
seizure was made, and the man who
was tenant of the premises was fined
$200. The liquor seized was taken to
parliament -buildings. 1 received in-
formation that showed that at a later
Gate the same liquor was returned
| from parliament buildings to the two
men by the man who was supposed to
have been fined $200. (LaugkMer).
One of the men also was afterwards
convicted and fined again for selling
some of the liquor the government
had given back.
Whiskey Given Back.

“When we asked with reference to
that whiskey, every official proclaim-
ed absolute ignorance. They knew
nothing aboui it. It could not have
happened! Someene got the pretty
idea that Haverson might have had
something to *do with it. Haverson
safd:
came up and told them they had no
business with the whiskey, to take my
advice and give it back to my clients.’
(Laughtz(‘) I have had a letter since
from theiman who was fined in the
first place, complaining that he should
have had the liquor back. It twas
given Dback to the wrong person.
When wg find instances such as that,
I think they should be subject to in-
vestigation.

Not Fit to Drink.

“The government appointed two
vendors of liquor in Toronto. It some-
times Seems as tho this government
thought the business of liquor ven-
doss® waé the same kind as was done
before, and something out of which
they should make a revenue. There
was ‘a seizure of liquor from - all
quarters, from bootleggers, men on
the street or any other place. This
liquor was of various characters, and
we find from tne recordsof the de-
partment that there was joy whiskey,
and local Scotch manufactured from
high wines at Montreal. That should
not have been sold for human con-
sumption, but I got the vendor to
admit. that it was doctored, brought
up to strength, and %old to the public.
This was taking pla at the time
‘nfluenza was raging/ when doctors
desired to give patients honest treat-
ment, and not have miserabfe stuff
doled out to them. 'The government
should have destroyed the liquor in
the first place. g

“There were more specific matters
eferred to Sir William Meredith.
Among these were certain statements
appearing in The World as subject
»f pubiic ecomment on Ayearst, Slavin
and others. When the cases was re-
forred ‘0 a commissioner, we natur-
ally looked for an. impart;al investi-
gation. We had hoped that a com-
missioner might be appointed in whom
the people would have confidence. Sir
William Meredith was appointed. One
would have thought that those who
made charges might at least have the
right to pursue the investigation. In-
stead the government appointed its
own investigator and counsel. It was
rather singular that a party who was
charged should bé able to appoint a
prosecutor. That <is exactly -what
happsned so far as this case is con-
cerned.”

‘ The S8lavin Case.

One was the case of Nathan Slavin.
This man had been a dealer in a small
way in liquor. A government employe
named Stein arranged with Slavin to
bring from Montreal 20 gallons of high
wine, but Stein arranged for 60 zal-
lons. The liquor was brought . from
Montreal and sold to this man Slavin
with the knowledge of the govern-
ment agent, bringing the liquor from
outside the province here.’ The liquor
was delivered to Slavin, and after de-
livery Slavin was charged and fined
by the magistrate $1000, which was
reduced to $400. That was surely a
case for investigation to find whether
the fine was reduced by political or
other influence, and whether it was a
discreditable transaction for the gov-
ernment to beengaged in thru its offi-
cial. _ Now what was the judgment
of th?\commissioner? In his report,
he did not bring out the fact that
Stein was a government employe; he
did not bring out the real dealings of
Stein and Slavin, or that whilst 20 gal-
lons was the arrangement 60 gallons
were brought in, and that Slavin had
to go round among his relatives to
find the money for the greater quant-
ity at $19 a gallon. The commissioner
did not bring out that Solomon was
Lpaid a sum of $100 for the.introducs
tion which he gave Slavin to Ayearst
and the commissioners of the license,
department, and that by such intro-
duction he was able to accomplish the
reduction of the fine from $1000 to
2400. The evidence showed all this
bargaining with Ayearst, who forgot
to attend the court when the case was
heard, on which account the reduction
of the fine foilowed. It was. not
brought out that Slavin became a gov-
ernment agent and was sent over to
Welland to act for. the government
there. Stein did not appear to give
evidence. and the only comment of the
commissioner was that it looked as if
Mr. Dewart had’ been in. communica-
tion with Stein. (Laughter.) Why
did the commissioner not bring out in
his report the correspondence between
Stein and Ayearst on this very mat-
ter? Let me read to you a portion
of Slavin’s evidence before Commis-
sionr Meredith, when examined by Mr.

The Morrison Case.

Then there was the charge concern-
4ng Inspector Morrison. He had an
iaterest in the private detective
agency, which received $44,000 cov-
ering a period of five years on the
work he handed out to the ency.
The evidence was that the Employers’
Detective Agency did its business with
the government in the names of two
men, White and Simpson, who were
interested in the agency. The evidence
showed that while the condition of
things existed Morrison received divi-
dends of 7 per cent. on $21,000 worth
of stock, being ofe-third of the capi-
tal of the agency, for which he never
paid a penny. And what was the
commissioner’s finding as to Morrison?
‘That his failure to disclose his con-
nection with the agemcy was “highly
improper,” and not to be justified or
exoused—not in law—(laughter) that
any man with a fine sense of right
would not do it. Unfortunately he did
a0t have that fine séhse and he paid
a pretty severe penalty for his in-
digeretion. By losing his position.
(Laughter). That was the finding of
the commissioner, who came to the
assistance of the government. He did
not bring out that Morrison’s accounts
were certified by himself alone, and
that this system of dealing with this
private detective agency was followed
against the suggestion of License
Commissioner J. D. Flavelle, who. de-
clared the system was adopted against
his judgment. I ask you, gentleme=,
whetger that finding of the commis-
sioner was just? (No). S

Burns Agency and Laber.

The year 1917 appears to have been
a lean one for the handy boy of the
government.

Meredith Versus Meredith.

Gentlemen, there is another reason
so far as Commissioner Meredith  is

and inspectors, and in others to the lax
enforcement of the law and the condon-
ing for san purposes of offences
against its provisions; has unduly and
unfairly interfered with the freedom
of exercising their franchise by those
engaged in the liquor traffic, and is .
otherwise mischievous -in its purpose
and operation; -and while declaring its
firm  intention and purpose to be, not
to relax or impair the efficiency of the
other provisions of the law, and par-
ticularly those limiting the number of
licenses to be granted. This house is
of opinion that it is essential to the
honest, non-partisan and faithful execue
tion of the liquor license laws that the
present mode fo appointing boards of
commissioners should be abrogated, and
provision be made for Y‘l:cing the ap-
pointment of the commissioners in the
hands of a body more removed from the
influence of partisanship, and more di-
reotly responsible to and under the con-
trol of the people,”
(Laughter.) The mover of that reso-
lution has become the partisan ap-
pointee of this government, and after
his lofty deliverances in ‘the house,
chooses to take up for the government
this particular investigation. Ladies
and gentlemen, after the réferendum
you will, I trust, have a government
that will have no need for such com-
missions, because it will enact the law
that the people declare for and will
have that law enforced. (Loud cheers.)

London city council appears to have
made a mess of their street pdilway
situation. There is an effort being
made everywhere by - street railway
companies to raise fares on the public.
'I:he idea arose in the United States,
where private ownership of these ac-
tivities or their management has been
so disastrous and improvident that,
what with paying imprudent dividends
on watered stock and neglecting to
provide adequate resérves for emer-
gencies and contingencies as all pru-
dent busineds men do, they have de-
cided to appeal to the public to pull
them out of their difficulties.

The London Street Railway Com-
pany decided to adopt this pian, There
appear always to be members of city
counecils ‘who, .altho elected<by the
people to protect the people’s interests,
are always ready to consideér the other
side and give away anything of the
people’s over which they have any au-
thority. In London a number of the
aldermen readily fell in with the idea
of increasing the car fares. The con-
tract between the company and the
people was nothing to ‘them. They
were willing to tear it up as promptly
as any Prussian would scrap a treaty.
Not only would they violate the con-
tract, but they ignored the city bylaws.
On Monday last they voted the first
reading by a majority, and the second
reading the same night by less than a
two-thirds majority, as was necessary,
of a bylaw to raise the fares to five
cents. Not only is the bylaw irregu-
larly’ adopted, but the council is act-
ing ultra vires in passing the bylaw
at all without a reference to the peo-
ple in the first place. The people must
be allowed to vote on a chiange in ‘a
minicipal contract of this description,

An injunction will be taken out. If
the matter goes to the peopie it will
be dealt with as in Windsor last Sat-
m"day, and as it would undoubtedly
have been dealt with in Toronto had
the question been voted on here,

It is being quite forgotten by all
~Borts of authorities that the people
hive some rights, and corporation offi-
cers, elected persons, government offi-
cials and all and sundry, should re-
member the elementary principle that
the people, tho long-suffering, are de-
termiged not to be the goat in per-
petuity.

We hear of high public officials de-
claring that “the peopie must pay.”
The people have a very ively idea al-
ready of the extent to which they
have béen made to pay, and corpora-
tions which have not yet learned the
lesson that one cannot have one’s cake
and eat {t, too; should reconsider
these raids on the public to replen-
ish the coffers depleted by greed and
bad management.

The London situation, we under-
stand, is utterly illegal, and will be
proved by the injunction which is to
be applied for.

At Windsor the rallway board took
the corporation side againgt the peo-
ple by proposing an, increase in the
fares. On a vote the people turned
this down by five to one. After this
it is somewhat difficult for a rajlway
board. official to rely on a vanished
prestige. The proposal to pay the
men less wages than they can live on
is not sagacious, to say the least. One
man, with ten children, asserted he
would* rather go to the penitentiary
than let his children starve.

Those in authority fail to appreciate
the severity of the struggle "‘to live
which has ensued the failure of
the government to make any provision
to keep prices within reasonable lev-
els for home consumption. They must
face one situation or the other. If
wages are to be stationary, then prices
muset be brought down. If prices are
not to be interfered with, then wages

EMPLOYERS ADAMANT

Some Have Accepted De-
" mands; Others Slow to
Respond.

“I: say to Mr. J. G. Merrick. and
I say it unreservedly, that if he or any
other manufacturer or manufacturers’
agent in Toronto - believes that the
tight against the international union
should be®maintained, he may rest
assured that the system of piece-work
has diéd and is buried for ever,” said
Benjamin Szhlesinger, president of
the International Union of Ladies’
Garment Workers, in the. course .of a
stirring address delivered before 700
members of the unfon'af a mass meet-
ing. Held yesterday” afternoon at the
National Theatre, Dundas street. “And
this is the message I give also to
thoge women or men who would grieve
over thHe passing away of the most
peraicious system which has ever
victimized the workers of any coun-
iry.”’ :

A Pernicious SyStem.

The advent of -the international
president upon the dais was the occa-
sion of rousing cheers, everybody ris-
ing to their feet.. Equally rousing was
the reception aéeorded to James Simp-
son. Mr. Schlesinger pointed out that
the fight of the union, which had been
won -thruout the whole of the United
States, -was upon tiwo principles: that
of collective bargaiaing, and that of
the abolition of: the piece-sweat-work
system, . It could be truly said, he
continued, that easily 96 per cent. of
the employers of America had decided
to aceept the demands$ of the union
and abolish this pernicious 8System.
The  desire of all was to settle all
disputes peacefully, but failing such
hopes %the fight in Toronto would be
waged to a successful finish. Operators
in the garment. trades were neces-
sarily very skilled. This could be
well understood when it was realized
that one firm in New York dealt in
400 - different styles of cloaks and
suitings. In Chicago the styles were
less in number ang thre Aersarts ‘e
skill less onerous in proportion. Hence
the minimum wage -in Ciu.as “
less than in New York. But it would
be: found that the cloakmaker would
fare as well - financially under the
weekly wage system as he or she. did
in the plece-work system and at less
expenditure -of energy. No longer
would men and women sweat away
their precious ‘lives for the sake of
increased dollars and cents. Finally,
it would. not ‘be ‘amiss to impress
manufacturers in Toronto with the
fact that operators and: finishers were
scarce, and ‘that .if.-they fought the
union long in Taromto r it would be
easy to call off thesworkers to United
States centres -where - the principles
of the uajon were properly observed.

Legitimate ans.

James Simpson urged the strikers
to take legitimate means of fighting
the employers. He was absolutely
opposed tothe use of violence in deal-
ing with strike breakers, One could
not be expected to make a good
socialist of another by knocking him
on the head with a shillelagh., It was
the evident desire "~ of employers to
force strikers to. adopt utterly im-
possible means to fight for their
rights, This was a feature which de-
manded careful attention.

Continuing, the. speaker alluded to
the system recently adopted by a large
local firm of giving its employes Sat-
aurday off during the summer
months. He had no doubt that this
would be extended, in time, to include
the whole year and also all trades.
It was a ell-kniown fact that in
Seattle the building trades had a 40-
hour week in operation, and Lord
Leverhulme, th® proprietor of the Sun-
light Soap Works, near Liverpool,
had adopted ‘the six-hour day. It
was noteworthy, said Mr. Simpson,
that thé printers thruout America had
gained large wage increases during the
past few weeks, In New York they
had asked for an increase of $9 a
week. The employers had refused to
grant even a five dollar increase, A
board of conciliation had then been
convened, and this board not only re-
commended the demanded increase of
$9 a week, but even more. The prin-
ters won their demands. In New York
their wages had been increased by $19
a week, in Cincinnati they had 'been
increased by ,$15 a week. and in To-
ronto by $8 a week,

O'Neill had endeared himself to a host

' of friends, who earnestly hoped that

he and Mrs. O'Neiil might long be
spared to enjoy the blessings of this
life.

Mayor Church, in accepting the
portrait on behalf of the city, said ex-
Controller O’'Neill was a gentleman

"who was beloved by his colleagues in

the city council and had done a great
deal of public-spirited work as alder-
man, controder and citizen. "“He is a
great personal friend of mine,”’ said
the mayor, “and a gentleman of most
generous and endearing qualities.” The

by ‘the Hydro Commission on its in-
terpretation of ' the. clause.  These
troubles were fully outlinéd in a reso-
lution ,addressed . to: 'Premier .Hearst,
requesting him 'to ask the judicial de-
partment of the gaverpment ‘to issue
an official interpretation of the clause.

The resolytion will be laid before the
mass meeting on Tuesday for their
approval, along' with another address-
ed to.'the. North Toronto executive,
empowering them to proceed with the
campaign -and to ciréulate a ’ petition
for signatures to present to the leg-
islature of Ontario, praying that the
annexation agreement. be . rescinded
and  legislation passed elevating the
former town of North Toronto to the
status of .a city.” ', i

Report by U. S. Commission
hows They Are Asquiring
Control of Foodstuffs. s

FINANCIAL POWER  ’

Have Acquired Affiliation Thru
Stock Ownership Represen-
tation in Banks.

o

Washington, July 11,—An approach-
ing packer domination of all import-
ant foods in the United States and
an international control of meat pro-
ducts with foreigh companies seem a
certainty unless fundamental action is
taken to prevent it, t| federal trade
commission declared. y in part one
of its report to Presidént Wilson on
the “extent and growth of power of
the five packers in meat and other
industries,”

“A fair consideration of the course
the five packerg have followed and
the position they have already reach-
ed,” sald the report, “must lead to the
conclusion that they threaten the free-
dom of the market of the country’'s
food industries and of the by-product
industries linked therewith. The meat
packer control of other foods will not
require long in developing.”

Declaring “the history of the pack-

_er¢’ growth is interwoven with illégal

combinations, rebates and with undis-
closed control of corporations)” the re-
port urged the importance of full pub-
licity of corporate ownership for all
industries,

Alleging ‘that the “big five” packers
—Swift & Co., Armour & Co., Wilson
& Co., Morris & Co. and the. Cudahy
Co.—jointly or separately, wield con-
trolling interests in 574 companies,
minority interest in 95 others and un-
determined interest in 93—a total of
762 companies—and that they produce
or deal in some 775 commodities,
largely food products, the report gives
this picture of growing packer inva-
sion into related and unrelated indus-
tries : :

“Their vast distributing system, with
the advantages arising from the con-
trol of private cars, cold-storage, and
a network of branch houses, has en-
abled them to extend their activities
on a large,scale ~into pouliry, eggs,
cheese, butter, -rice, breakfast foods,
canned vegetables, soda fountain sup-
yies .and other lines.

’ “In England, France, Italy, Holland
and other Furopean countries, large
meat distributing companies have been
organized by the packers to sell the
meats- from their plants in the United
States, Argentine, Uruguay, Paraguay,
Brazil and Australia.” :

The Financial Power.

As to financial power, the report
#aid in part: :

“The packer has drawn to a marked
degree upon the banks of the:country
for liquid funds. To assure himself
loans ample to his purpose, the big
packer has secured affiliation thru
stock-ownership representation on di-
rectorates and in other ways, with
numerous banks and trust companies.”

After reviewing the interest of the
packers in the leather, fertilizer, cot-
‘ton-seed oil, grain and breakfast food
industries, the report said:

“The reason why the packers are
seeking control of the substitutes for
meat—the foods that
meats—are obvious. If the prices of
substitutes for meats are once brought
under packer control, the consumer
will have little to gain in turaing to
them for relief from excessive meat
prices.

“Judged conservatively. by trade es-
timates the big five handle at least
nalf of the poultry. eggs and cheese
in the main chdnnels of interstate
commerce.

“Recently the - big packers began
deaHng in various staple groceries
and vegetables, such as rice, potatoes,
beens and coffee and increased “their
sales at such a rate that in certain
lines they have become factors of
great moment.”

FOUGHT INDIAN FIGHT
AGAINST BOLSHEVIKI

American Company, Surprised
Near Vladivostok, Rallied in
a Log Cabin.

Romanovka, Siberia, July 11, — It
was at this little village, 50 miles
northeast of Viadivostok, that at dawn
on June 25 a force of 300 Bolsheviks

attacked ‘American camp in which
were 74 m of Company A, 31st In-
fantry, killing. 19 and wounding 27
others, two of whom died of their
wounds,

The men of Company A who were
guarding the-railway from Vladivos-
tok occupied a row of tents pitched
near the railroad. The Bolsheviks
crept up and hid in the dense under-
brush, fence corners and woodpiles
near the camp. At 5 o'clock they fired
a svolley which killed many of the
sleeping Americans. Others who had
been wounded by the first discharge
staggeréd outside and were shot down
as they left the tents.

Of those who escaped the first vol
ley unscathed, some pulled on only ‘.
light garment or two, cla?ed on their
steel helmets and organized a centre
of resistance in a log/ cabin, firing
thence at puffs of m{oke from the
bushes.

Then for three hours the Americans
fought as in an Indian \battle of the
frontier days, relief finally coming to
them when 17 men rolled §n on a train
after an American volunfeer had run
from the besieged cabin to the near-
est camp, five miles distant.

The Bolsheviki, thinking large rein-
forcements were arriving, then with-
drew toward the hills, dragging their
wounded and some of their dead with
them, but leawing behind eight of their
‘nu.mber who Rad beéen killed.

Detroit, July 11.—Re-organization of
the Ford Motor Company is beiug
completed, whereby Edsel B. Ford, 25-
year-old president of the company, be-
comes, with the exception of one other
stockholder, the sole. partner with his
father, Henry Ford, in the corporation.
This announcement was made here to-
day by Frank L. Klingensmiith, vice-
president and general manager of the
company. .

Mr. Klingensmith announced that
the purchase had been arranged of all
the minority stock excepting a block
held by James Couzens, millionaire
mayor of Detroit, and former vice-
president of the company. Mr. Kling-
ensmith and other officials of the com-
pany refused to divulge the amount
involved in the purchase. It was esti-
mated in financial circles, however,
that it would total close to $100,000,000.

Up to the present Henry Ford has
held 5814 per cent. of the Ford Motor
stock- The minority stock bought in
included that of John F. and Horace
E. Dodge, heads of the Dodge Motor
Company.

Today’s announcement comes as a
complete surprise in motor and fingn-
cial circles, as it had been rumored for
some weeks that another large auto-
mobile corporation was seeking the
minority holdings.

No New Company.

Mount Clemens, Mich., July 11.—Ed-
sel Ford, praesident of the Ford Motor
Company, stated that the new stock
purchase means that there wil} be no
new automobile company formed, as
had been planned by the Ford fam-
ily and announced in California last
March,

CROPS FAIRLY GOOD
IN CN.R. TERRITORY

Rains Which Have Recently
Fallen Have Greatly Im-
proved Situation.

The detailed crop report by station
agents in the areas served by Canadian
National Railways lines between Port
Arthur and the Rocky Mountains for
the week ending July 5, does not ‘indi-
cate serious damage to the crop, except
in a few isolated cases, It shows that
the lines in the central distriét, which
lie largely in Manitoba, are thru areas
where the crop situation is excellent.
In the areas served by the lines in the
prairie district, rain 1is reported from:
practically every point and crop con(l}ﬁ-
‘tions have improved as a result, There
is a need of rain reported in some sec-
tions of the western district. It should
be remembered in this connection that
the lines of the Canadian Nationa!
/| Railways do not serve the southwestern
corner of Saskatchewan, or thie southern
portion of Aiberta.

n all 238 agents reported. Of these
102 have shown that rain has fallen in
their district, while 36, mostly in the
western district, indicate a need of rain
in the areas contiguous to their sta-
tions. There are only nine points out
of the 238 reporting where the agents
seem to be willing to admit that the
grain crop s almost ‘a failure. There
are seven points where the growth is
sald to be retarded on account of
drought. By -a great majority, there-
fore, the agents are optimistic that the
raings which have fallen will be suf-
ficient for the needs of the growing
grain,

Special reports made to the manage-
ment of the Canadian National Rail
ways show that there has been sown to
the central districf, 1,966,235; 1in the
prairie district, 6,774,800, and the west-
ern district, 3,109,900, a total acreage of
11,850,935 acres,

Of this total 7,341,025 are in wheat,
3,164,175 in oats, 1,007,630 in barley, and
the remaining acreage in rye and' flax.
