Gabriel Dumont, Rebel Leader,
Dies Suddenly on Same Day as
Riel's Mother--How General
Middleton Spoke of Him.

Rosthern, Sask,, May 21.—(Special)—
Gabriel Dumont, the man who furnish-
ed the skill to conduct the Riel rebel-
lion, died suddenly near Batoche Satur-
day morning. Death was not expected,
and Dumont had not been ailing pre-.
viously. He was about 76 years old, but
quite robust. :

. Dumont figured in the rebellion as
Riel's lieutenant. - In ‘reality he cop-
ducted the campaign which thrilled all
Canada. Afterwards he escaped to Mon-
tana, Riel being captured ‘and hanged.
Dumont was granted amnesty and re-
turned to Batoche, where he settled on
a river lot, Gabriel's’ Crossing . beiug
named. after . him on- the North Sas-
katchewan River, due east of Rosthern.

He lived quietly, the Indians gnd half-
breeds worshipping him.

A most pecullar coincidence in con-

nection with the death of Dumont is
the death of Riel's mother at St Vital
on the same day that her son’s con-
federate passed away at Batoche,

The death of Dumont removes one

of the central figures of the Canadian
Northwest Rebellion of 1885. To him
‘Major-General - Middleton  -attributed
the despatching of the bullet that
went thru the general’s hat at Fish
Creek, where Dumont commanded the
rebels and was foiled in a crafty
scheme to capture the general and
hold him as- hostage. Dumont was
‘also active at Batoche.
. The importance attached to Gabriel
Dumoént by Sir Frederick Middleton
is shown in a report from the general
to the .war department, May 13, 1885,
as a postscript to the report of the
Fish Creek engagement.

“l find from. papers captured at
-Batoeche yesterday that the number of
rebels at Fish Creek was 280, under
Gabriel Dumiont; that they had in-
tendeéd to let me enter the ravine or
cragt and then destroy us, taking me
prisoner and ‘holding me as aghostage.

This
was just before the proposed attack
on Fort Carlton. Riel apologized to
McKay, but at Fort Carlton McKay

Duck Lake. Gabriel Dumont headed
a party. which met them,; and Du-
mont threatened to blow out McKay’s
brains; firing over his head. Then the
rebels forced the police party to re-
turn to Fort Cariton. The Duck Lake
fight, which followed, opened up real
| hostilities. After the capfture of Riel,
Gabriel, Dumont and his companion,
Dumars, fled to the States, In a week
they were arrested south of the bound-
fary and 350 miles away from the scene
of the engagement. They were re-
leased by the American authorities,
no application having been made for
their retention.

Dumont did not come very far away
from robbing the North West Field
Force of its leader, Gen. Sir Frederichk
Middleton, on May Day, 1885,

A. E. Johnson writes from Athgna to
The London Express of the opening day"

he Olympic games, ag follows:

OfAtthens 3l’n these days is full to over-
flowing—the streets thronged, and the
city a modern tower of Babel, where on
every hand the tongues of all Europ:
fall upon the ear. On the afternoon o
the first day of the Olympic games
however, it was all but deserted.

From noon onwards a long, continu-
ous procession was making its way ;ov
the stadium, climbing the lofty tiers tt'
marble that glistened dazzlingly'in the
sun. The Immense horseshoe-shaped
amphitheatire holds some 60,000 persons, |
and .when the appointed hour of 3,
o’clock arrived there were but few va= .
cant places. The benches of the high.;
sloping sides were massed with specta-
tors, and the number of those present
can have fallen little short of the high-
est possible.

Scarce a gap was to be seen in the'
huge assembly, the brilliance of wmch:
—theré is no other word that can be|
used—defies description upon paper, One!
has seen crowds as large, and lurger,[
in England, but to compare the dull
leaden hues of an English crowd with
ihe extraordinary color, so intense, so
vivid, of that which gathered at Athens
is impossible.

In part, no doubt, the more than usu-
ally bright raiment of the ladies and the
resplendent uniforms of the many offi-
cers contributed to this effect; but the
reason is prineipally to be found in that|
clarity of air and vehemence of sun-
light which only those who know the
summer noontide of Athens can appre-
ciate.

A prolonged
and’ sibilant “S-sh!” ran along the
benches as: the Crown Prince of
Greece, president of the Olympian
games committee, was seen to step
forward, paper in hand, and prepare
to. speak. A wonderful silence fell
upon the crowded studium, and the
clear accents of the prince were heard
distinctly as he read—speaking in
modern Greek—a brief and admirably
phrased address, which concluded with
a mrequiest that His Majesty would
deign to perform the formal cere-
mony of inauguration.

King George rose, saluted, and in
a single sentence declared the Olym-
pilan games of 1906 open.

The athletes passed out into the
Apoduteria, where are the baths and’
dressing-rooms, and immediately there
entered some score of Greek gymnasts,
lithe and lissom, ¢lad all in white,
with sashes of the national blue, and
bearing upon their chests silhouets
in dark blue of the famous “Disco-
bolus.”

These presented, both in free gym-
nastics and in exercises upon the
different apparatus, a splendid spec-
tacle, followed by similar perform-
ances of Swedish, Danish, German,and
other teams. One must also mention
the delightful display of the Danish
ladies, under Miss M. P, Petersen, the
distinguished instructress, which not
only astonished by its power and vigor,
but charmed by its grace and dainti-
ness. No more pleasing or surprising
exhibition of feminine athletic prowess

I could be conceived, and to none who

appeared in the arena was more rap-
turous and -enthusiastic applause ac-
corded.

The watching multitude followed
every event with the 'closest eager-
ness, till at length the court rose.
Again- the bands blared forth the na-
tional anthems ‘of Greece and Eng-
land, and the-royal procession passed
out of the stadium. Slowly the spec-
tators dispersed, lingering long to dis-
cuss the brilliant scene-which has in-

laugurated with such promise of com-

plete success the first Olympian games

CHAMBERLAIN ON IMPERIAL UNITY
Mr. Chamberlain’s last deliverance on
imperial unity was remarkable for
vigor, eloquence and clarity. Its occa-
sion was the annual banquet of the
Australasian merchants of London,iand
it deseryes more than the passing no-
tice contained in the brief cable sum-
mary. From the full text of the speech
Mr., Chamberlain made as chairman,
in proposing “The Prosperity of the
British-Australian Trade,” it is evident
he has recovered his form and retains
all his pristine enthusiasm for the great
cause he has made his own. Altho his
immediate text concerned the island
continent of Australia, and that smaller
Britain of the Southern Séa—New Zea-
land—he widened its application to em-
brace imperial responsibilities general-
ly. He believes the British people
are destined by Providence to be a
great governing race, and for that, he
said, great qualties are required.
Never before has he concéded so com-
pletely anq distinetly the new concep-
tion of the British Empire, which, as it
was a spontaneous and natural develop-
ment, holds within it the promise of
strong ang lasting union. Venturing
the remark that ‘“our brethren across
the seas’” are perhaps too sensitive in
their sentimental objection to the de-
scriptive term, ‘“colonies,”” he readily
agreed that they had quite outgrown
the position that word was originally
intended to denote. ““I myself,” he said,
“hgve always preferred to speak ot
them, as I think they are, as sister
states of the United Kingdom, as com-
ponent and equal parts in the great
empire, to which we are proud to be-
long. They are, but for how long who
can says lesser in degree, but we do
not pretend to think them lesser in
quality or in inherent authority. They
are our equals,” he continued, ‘there-
fore in what they will most prize they
are no longer gur dependents; but with
us' they own a common flag, they owe
with pride allegiance to a common con-
stitutional authority in the person of
a common King. But otherwise and
in their own affairs they are supreme.”
In an ironical aside Mr. Chamberlain,
evidently alluding to the recent conflict
between the imperial and Natal govern-
ments, remarked that possibly vséﬁxe
rather different conception o esetre-
lations had been expressed.

His aim is to crys-
talize patriotic feeling in some accept-
able angq efficient organization which,
without infringing individual autonhomyv,

will embody and conserve the central

and essential unity of all. No sacrifice
can be too great to secure so great a
result.

THE CZAR AND THE PARLIAMENT.

new Russian parliament it became evi-
dent that the attempt made by the gov-
ernment to secure a majority of moder-
ate members had utterly failed. All
that the careful restriction of the fran-
chise has demonstrated is the extent to
which all classes have become permeat-
ed b ythe determination to achieve con-
stitutional and real liberties. Thruout
the rise ang progress of the Russian
revolutionary agitation an avenging
Nemesis has dogged the footsteps of the
bureaucrats in their vain effort to de-_
stroy the upward and onward move-
ment of an awakened people. Time and
again they have thwarted or defeated
the more enlightened policy of the later
czars who had the strength to ordain
constitutional reforms, but had not pow-
er or the foresight to select the proper
instruments for their execution, Then
there followed that course of alterna-
tion between savage repression and de-
lusive expectation, than which nothing
is better fitted to assist a revolution-
ary propaganda and wear out the hope
and patience of those who otherwise
would have exercised a temperate and
steadying influence.

While fault could scarcely be found
with the manner of the czar's opening
of this momentous parliament there was
little in his speech beyond the evidence
it afforded of his personal sympathies
and plous aspirations. His sincerity in
these i{s undoubted, but it only makes
his position between the parliamentari-
ans and the reactionaries more difficult
and dangerous. On both sides he has
to deal with determined men, these re-
solved to maintain their privileges to
the uttermost—those to achieve a full
measure of freedom and legislative
right. And-for the first time in history,
the spectacle of the regeneration of a
nation is being performed in the eyes of
a watching world. Modern conditions
permit of the vast drama being unfold-
ed moment by moment,and for that very
reason, renders it all the harder to fol-
low ang to judge,

What has first and foremost been
made clear is the firm hold the reform
majority possesses on constitutional
principles. The address to the throne.
adopted by the lower house of parlia-
ment, is conspicuous for its moderation
of temper, quite as much as Qy its per-
vading earnestness of purpose. This,
far from detracting from its moral
weight, increases and deépens its ap-
peal.
such a moment, pen a document of this
character, can safely be entrusted with
the upbuilding of the new constitution
if the czar has the courage, as he seems
to have the desire, to follow forth the
policy he hag initiated. Ag drafted, the
address formulated twelve demands—
the twelve pofnts of the charter of the
Russian people—which have been thus
summarized: General amnesty; uni-
versal suffrage; abolition of the death
penalty; suspension of martial law and
of alf exceptional laws; full civil lib-
erty; abolition of the council of the em-
pire, the Russian Star Chamber:; revi-
sion of the fundamental law; responsi-
bility of ministers; right of interpella-
tion; forced expropriation of land;
guarantee of the rights of trades
unions; popular education. None of
these points savor of anarchism; there
are none which cannot be found in the
constitutions of one or other of the
leading free nations,

Public attention is now concentrated |
on the response of the czar, ‘and when
the first consternation has passed ths
reactionaries will doubtless do their ut-
most to induce him to make another at-
tempt to retain his autocratic power in
its entirety. That he will adopt this
course, which would practically mean
civil war, is improbable. True to his
temporizing methods, he is more likely
to concede some in whole or in part and
reject others, a course which woulg for
a time at least confine the reform agi-,
tation within constitutional Iimits. But
whether he consents to a general am-
nesty and the abolition of the death
penalty or not, the day of arbitrary
arrest and secret trial and punishment
is swiftly hastening to its close, Few

London, May 21.—More remarkable
than any feat of aeria] navigation on
rgeordi is the balloon trip to be made
from London this week by FPrince
Jaime of Bourbon ang Baron Joset Von
Korwin, 'a lieutenant in the Austrian
army. It now develops that th eaero-
nauts will attempt to cross the Baltic
Sea to Some point in:Austria, covering
the distance, ? approximately 1000
miles, % .

The expedition will be without par-
allel, the nearest approach to it being
the voyage by Comte de Iu
Vaulx trom Paris to Kietf, in’ Russia,
during the Paris exposition.

Baron Von Korwin e ned that
the balloon would be inflated with pure
bydrogen, because it has double the
carrying power of ordinary gas,

“We are using hydrogen'for the pur-

pose of making greater headway,” he
gaid, “in spite of the fact that it 18
quite dangerous. We will carry
enough provisions to last 48 hours, life
belts and a quantity of grease, e
same as Holbein used . in swimming the
channel, in case of an accident in Cross-
ing the sea,
“The balloon and its
weighs 900 pounds, and the
while the human weight will be 300.
The ascent will be made any day this
week when the wind is blowing from
the north or northwest.”

The start is to be made from the
grounds of the Austrian exhibition, and
it i{s probable that it will be witnessed
by the Prince and Princess of Wales.

Shareholders Did the Controlling
—McCabe’s Salary Agreement
—-Rebating is General.

T

Contrary to expectation, the enquiry
into the Confederation Life Assurance
Company did not go on yesterday, That
company not being ready, the royal
commission on insurance called the
North American Life Assurance Com-
pany to give an account of their me-
thods . of carrying on an Insurance
building, After a week's holiday,
Messrs,  Shepley-and Tilley, represent-
ing the Dominion government; Messrs.
Hellmuth and Geary for the Province
of Ontario,.and Messrs. John A. Pater-
son and Walter Barwick, K.C,, werg on
hand ready for business. :

Before the investigatign, Mr, Tilley
tolg the commission that the salary,
statement of the Union Life, that the
management had promised to submit,
was not forthcoming. The excuse was
“not enough time,”’ and Judge McTav-
ish condluded to waif a little longer for
the statement.

L. Goldman, managing director of the
North American, was first called. He
had been connected with the company
since 1881, and had been appointed to
his present position on the death of Mr,
McCabe.

Mr. Goldman explained the forrpatlon
of the company. it had been incorpor=
ated in 1879 with a capital. stock pt
$100,000, afterwards . increased to $1,
000,000, with $60,000 paid up and $40,000
subscribed. The $100,000 was a guarantee
fund which was afterwards increased
to $300,000.

The charter provided that $100,000 in-
surance should be written before the
company should organize, also that an
insurer should have one vote for each
$5000 insurance, and a shareholder a
vote for each $100 worth of stock. These
conditions had peen complied’ with, and
the dividend had never exceeded 10
per cent, » ;

Mr. Shepley then took up the details
of the charter.

The holdings of the late Mr. McCabe
amounted to $86,000, on which §17,000
was paid. In 1801 he had only $21,000
of stock. His estate was now the larg-
est stockholder.

Mr. Goldman owned $14,000 in stock,
at the end of 1905, on which $2800 had
beepn paid,

The directors of the company in 1891
were: John L Blaikie;~Hon G W Allan,
D. A. MacDonald, Hugh-MacLean, Dr
L W Smith, J K Kerr, J Morrison. E
A Meredith, A H Campbell, D McCrae,
E Gurney, Hon Edward Blake, Hon O
Mowat, Dr James Thorburn, Frank
Smith, Willlam McCabe. !

Salary Agreement.

The witness read a list of salaries
from 1891 down. Hon, Alex Macken-
zie, as president, got $1500, besides di-
rectors’ fees. Vice-President Blaikie,
$200, and also $300 as chairman of the
executive. Mr, McCabe, as managing
director, received $7600. The witness
said he would produce a contract Mr.
McCabe hag with the company, to show
the basis upon which his salary was

xed.

r. Shepley read the following state-
ment of salaries for 1903: President,
$4000; vice-presidents, $500 each; medi-
cal director, $3000; managing director,
$8000; secretary, $2400; auditor, $750,

The witness’ salary and traveling ex-
penseg for 1905 were $9533.31.

When the afterngon session opened,
Mr. Goldman produced in explanation
of the system on which the salary of
the late Willlam McCabe, until his
death in 1903 general manager of the
North American Life, was based.

Mr. McCabe was to receive $2500 per
annum until the surplus reached the
figure of $25,000 over and abqve the
guarantee fund. Then the salary was
to -be $5000, dating from the beginning
until the assets reached $200.000 over
and above the guarantee fund. Then
the salary was increased at the rate of
1-4 of 1 per cent, of.such assets. ‘When
an additional $100,000 surplus had been
attained another 1-4 of 1 per cent was
added. When the salary reached the
sum of $10,000, it was to be a matter
of further consideration. The maxi-
mum was later raised to $15,000,

The employment of agents and can-
vassers was the next point touched,
The commissions between non-partici-
pating and participating policies dif-
fered very largely. A surety bond was
required by each agent.

Rebating is Gen2ral,

As for the matter of rebates Mr.
Goldman was reticent, He said that
practically every agent gave rebates,
The practice was known to be' wide-
spread.  He gave an example of a
Toronto man who had a large policy
in three different companies in three
successive years induced® by rebate
propositions,

““The North American Life,” said
Mr. Goldman, *could not stop rebat-
ing single handed. If they lowered
their commissions so as to prevent
their agents from rebating they could
not compete with other concerns, He
was opposed to the practice on the
ground that it tended to reduce the
persistency of the business and raise
the cost.
to part of the policy. ’

‘““Phe manager,” sald Mr. Goldman,
“who does not belleve that rebating
exists among the agents of his com-
pany is too innocent to be at large.”

Mr, Goldman explained the extension
of the company. The company had
started in Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick before business was com~
menced twenty-three years ago in the
Province of Quebec; Manitoba a few
yvears later and British Columbia later
still. They had gone to the United
States in 1899, and had not reached
Great Britain yet, altho witness had
been over in 1904 and made a report
on the outlook. Making a comparisen
Mr. Goldman said that .the business
in the United States was about 40
per cent, of that in Canada.

In 1905 the North American Life did
$6,504,000 worth of new business.

Cost of First Year Insurance,.

Mr. Shepley drew attention to cer-
tain figures showing the high cost of
first year insurance, the -difference
between the provision made for the
cost, and the actual cost itself.

“What is the reason for this?”
asked.,

Mr. Goldman did not- think the
figzures in question showed a “high”
difference relatively.

“But why should there be any loss
at all?” asked counsel-

“If you want to do business you
have to pay a certain rate for it,”
answered the witness. He explained
that competition played a large part
in the cost of first year's insurance.
No policy could make up its reserve
eut of the first year premium.

“Then,” said Mr. Shepley, ‘“‘the busi-
ness written .in 195 had to depend
in a measure on the other policies to
pay its reserve,

“Exactly,” said

‘“Then all policies written
were written at a dead
company. -

“That is the case with every policy
for first year,”

Mr. Goldman said that $4.85 per cent.

American Life investments.

AN HISTORICAL CLAIM.

But Hudson Bay Co., Not Govern-
ment, Should Stand It.

Ottawa, May 21.—(Speciay)——An old
claim, but one with interesting his-
torical traditions, was brought to the
attention of the house to-day, respect-

. ing the “claims of certain retired ser-
vants of the Hudson Bay Company,
under a deed of sale by the sald com-
pany to Lord Selkirk n 1811.”

It appears from the statement made
this afternoon by Mr. McCraney
(Saskatchewan) and Sir Wilfrid Laur-
jer that in 1811 Earl Selkirk acquired
from the Hudson Bay Company some
77,000,000 acres of land in the Red
River Valley for the purpose of found-
ing a British colony.

A number of emigrants did settle
upon this land, but the project soon
failed miserably, and the survivors
made their way to Ontario.

In 1820 Earl Selkirk died, @nd in
1824, his administrators reconveyed
this domain to the Hudson [Bay Com~-
pany, receiving therefor £80,000, be-
ing the amount that Earl Selkirk had
expended on the enterprise.

Eventually this land. passed to the
Dominion government (in 1869).

“The claim” 1is founded upon a
clause in the original deed from the
company to Lord Selkirk, reserving
one tenth of the grant for settlement
by rétired servants- of the Hudson
BPay Company. A
