The body of John Dempster, the young 
mas who was drowned In the lake owing 
to the upsetting of a sailboat oposlte the 
Exhibition Grounds on Friday, July 31, 
was found In shallow water off Long Tree 
Point, Mlmlco, at about 6 o’clock last night. 
Two youths named Trelfer and Adamson, 
whp live at Mlmlco, saw the body lying 
face downwards about 80 yards from shore. 
The lads waded out and brought It to the 
edge of the shore, where they. were over­
come by. the Wrrlble stench which It emit­
ted. They left and summoned Constable 
Gipson of the Humber. The constable 
went ont In a wagon, accompanied by a 
couple of Mr. Nurse's men, who placed 
the body In the rig and took It to the 
Humber. It was clothed In a suit of dark 
material, but had on no Test, boots or 
socks. All that was found in the pockets 
were a small pocketkntfe, a newspaper pic­
ture of the Toronto Baseball team, and a 
piece of paper on which were written the 
names of several books and their authors, 
apparently a guide for getting books at 
the library. Word was sent to Coroner 
Cotton at Lambton Mills, bat he had not 
arrived on the scene at midnight.

The World called on Mrs. Dempster, 
mother of deceased, at 826 Bathurst-street, 
and from the description glvén by the re­
porter, the lady and her daughter were 
positive that the remains were those of 
Jack. They will complete Identification 
the first thing this morning. Deceased wne 
only about 17 years of age. He was very 
fond of books and was almost a daily visit­
or at the library.

The circumstances t)f his untimely "death 
will be remembere. He went out sailing 
with a companion named McGregor and 
the boat capsized. The Cleopatra saved 
McGregor, but Dempster became exhausted 
and sank.

THE AGREEMENT.

The agredlnent provides, cl. 23, that 
should tne purchasers form a joint stock 
company for the purpose of carrying it in­
to effect the Company, upon executing the 
necessary contract of substitution, shall 
be substituted for the purchasers, who 
___ ll be discharged from liability.

By cl. 12 the award, condition^-and ten­
der are made part of the agreement, which 
contains no further provision as to Sun­
day cars.

If this agreement stood alone, and were 
valid without legislation, as to which It 
seems unnecessary to form an opinion, the 
purchasers, without any further grant of 
power by the Corporation, would appar­
ently have at all times the exclusive right 
to operate street railways In the city, but 
they could not run on Sundays without the 
approval of the citizens by vote.

Legislation, however, was required, if 
for no other purpose, in order to incorpor­
ate the purchasers and to sanction the 
extension of the period to thirty years, 
which the city had agreed to aid in pro­
curing.

I have felt It necessary for obvious reas­
ons to explain my views more at length 
than I should otherwise have done, but 
my conclusions and my answers to the 
specific questions may be put very shortly:

(1) I think such an agreement necessary.

, <jThe doubt and difficulty In toe case Is, 
to my mind, created by the statute, the 
phraseology of which as regards this ques­
tion I find lt not easy either to understand 
or account for. I should suppose it to be the 
result of negotiations between those in 
favor of and opposed to a Sunday service, 
each suggesting and obtaining the Inser­
tion of provisions intended to support 
their respective views, without taking 
time to consider carefully the consistency 
of such provisions with each other, or the 
result as a whole. >

The first section of the Act, after de­
claring the agreement to be valid and 
binding upon the parties, goes on to de­
clare that under It the purchasers are en­
titled to the exclusive right to work the 
street railways In the city for thirty years, 
“on all days except Sundays,” but sub­
ject, nevertheless, to all the conditions, 
provisions ^ind restrictions in the agree­
ment expressed or contained, and as here­
inafter mentioned.

Nothing In the Act could ‘ prevent the op­
eration of any subsequent law enacted by 
the same Legislature, and I cannot con­
jecture what the purpose of this clause 
may have been, unless to provide that, con­
trary to A general rule of construction, 
any general^ enactment to authorize the 
running of cars"should apply to this Com­
pany, notwithstanding the previous prohi­
bition just expressed In this special Act.

missions 6124,986, and money borrow­
ed, 6*5,321.

The total disbursements were $405,-

244. The amount paid for prizes was
