Father and Daughter -Met Death Sat-
urday Night in lcy Water,

Thomas and Mamie McDonald Lest Thelr
Lives Through the Swamping of The
Ferry Punt--Mrs. Dleliotuld and Mr.
Frank MeDonald Had 2 Very Narrow
Escape—Second Tragedy '‘at - the Ili-
Fated Cut.

A double drowning fatality occurred on
Saturday ecvening at the flifated Mec-
Namee’s cut, foot of -Cherry-street, by
which Thomas McDondld and his 13-year-
old daughter Mamie, who both lived on the
Island side of the cut, lest their lives, They
were coming to the city in’company with
Mr. Frank McDonald of 54 Stephanie-place,
a brother, and Mrs. McDonald, wife of the
drowned man, when the punt in which
they were crossing filled with water and
sank

Early in the evening Mr. McDonald paid

his brother a visit, and at .30 decided to
go home. At this time the family had not
got tuneir provisions tor Sunday’s -use, so
the deceased bhead of tne family, his wife
and daughter arranged to come to the city
with the visitor.

When the party reached the edge of the
cut they stepped into an old_punt that was
lying on the shore. Mr, Frank McDonald
and deceased’s wife taking seats at the
rcar end; the daughter Mamie sut at the
bhow. ?

Row 1t Occurred.

Thomas McDonald worked the . paddle,
and all went well till' the party wef® in
the middle of the stream, when the boat
began to fill with water and soon after
sank, throwing all the occupants into the
ice-cold stream.

Mr. Frank McDonald, who was nearest
to his brother's wife, seized her, and to-
gether' they . made for the Island shore,
while Mr, Thomas McDonald, in hig brave
yet futile endeavor to save his daughter,
was drowned,

The screams of the drowning party at-
tracted the attention of Mrs. Smilh, who
lives next door to the McDonald ‘ri'ﬂmih-,
and she in all haste sent her boy up the
shore to the ‘home of Messrs. Ramsay
Brothers for assistance. They came on an
leeboat, but too late to save life. Ar-
rangements were at once made. to drag for
the bodies, Wwhlch were recovered soon
after.

Mcanwhile the rescued couple had walked
back to the home, and on reaching the
house were in a very exhausted condition.
The bodies of the victims were also

: bronght there, where they remained over

night until yesterday afternoon. when they
were removed by Urdertaker Millard to his
Yonge-street establishment and prepared
for burial. Later the remains were taken
to the homée of Mr, John Finch, 65 Univer-
sity-street, a brother-in-law.

Mrs. McDonrald is at present at the home
of her brother-in-law, 469 King-street east,
and Is in a preearious condition, caused
by the nervoug shock.

Coroner Greig was notified. hut he deem-
ed an Inquest unnecessary, attributing the
deaths solely to an aceldent.

Mr. Frank McPonald’s Story.

A World representative interviewed Mr
Fiank MecDenald at his home, and he gave
a detailed description of the: thrilling epi-
sode:*

“1 went over in the evening on a visit,’*
eald he, “and at 920 resolved to go home.
My brother, his wife and daughter accom-
panfed me, as they were going to buy pro-
vigiong. and whep we came to the punt my
brother told me to sit beside his wife at
the rear, and he also told Mamie to 'sit at
the front and he would paddle ns over.
Ahont half-way across the boat. started to
§11 with water and immediately sank. Mrs.

McDonald came up near me and threw ler
arms about my neck and together we made
for the Island side. When we got about
twg, yards from the shore we sank, but I
managed to seize some ice and .pull our-
selves ashore. When ‘we reached the land
9 heard my brother exolaim: ‘Liz, are you
saved?” and he immediately sank from
view. Thomas, who was 43 years of age,
had been employed for the past nine years
as a moulder with the firm of W. & J. Greey,
& Co., Front-street east. He leaves hig*
widow, whe- had -such a- miraculous es-
cape, and four children, as follows: Tom-~
my, Georgie, Hiram and Maggie.”

The funeral of father and daughter will
take place to-morrow from 65 University-

street,

A World representative last .night Inter-
view Dr. Andrew Smith, principal of the
Veterinary College, who is the Government’
veterinary in Toronto.

He thought the pigs had been
overfed and were sick in consequence. d'wo
of them had . begn killed and had not
shown -evidences of cholera. The Doctor
was sure thesc two had not had cholera.
Their flesh would not be sold.

The Doctor, snid he had no Information
with which to supplement his laconic re-
plies, other than  that the hogs at the
piggery were very fine stock,

Rome, March 6.—Signor Folice Carlo Ca-
vallotti, poet, dramatist, publicist and the
well-known Radical member of the Cham-
ber of Deputies for Corte Olona, was kill-
ed here this afternoon In a duel with
swords with Signor Macola, member of the
Chamber of Deputies and editor of The
Gazetta Di Venezia.

The encounter was the outcome of a press
polomic in the columns of The Milan Secolo
and The Gazetta Do Venezia. It took place
in an unfrequented spot outside the Porta
Maggiore.

Senor ‘Macola's seconds were the Depu-
ties Signor Guido Fusinato, a professor at
the Universty of Turin, and member for
Foltre, and Signor Carlo Donati, advocaete
and member for Lonigo, Signor Cavalottl's
seconds were Signor Bizzoni, the Publielst,
and Signor Tassi, member of the Chamber

of Deputies.

Shortly before the meeting Signor Caval-
lotti seemed in excelient spirits and even
joked with his seconds. \When the word
was given he attacked his opponent vigor-
ocusly.

Tne first tivo engagements were without
result, but in the third Signor Cavallotti

| received a thrust in the throat that sever-

ed his jugulir. It was first ethought hé
was only slightly injured, but the gravity
of the wound was soon perceived on his
putting his hand to his mouth. He with-
drew it covered with blood and could not
utter a word. The doctors and his seconds
carried him to Zellino and laid him on a
bed in the residence of the Countess Col-
léres. 'Tracheotomy was performed and
artificial breathing attempted, but all ef-
forts weré useless. Signor Cavallotti ex-
pired in ten minutes without speaking
again, Signor Macola did not receive a
scratch. .

Single Tax Ably Di d by the T t
Social Reform Assoclation on .
Saturday Evening.

More than ordinary interest centered in
the proceedings of the Social Reform meet-
Ing Saturday night in St, George’s Hall,
because of the subject dealt with, *The

Theory of Henty George,” which several
members of the Henry George Club dis-
cussed in fifteen minute speeches,

The chairman, Mr, H, C. Hocking, after
a few interesting remarks, introduced the
first speaker, Mr. Georgec Wellings, who
stated that the remedy proposed by Henry
George was assumed by ‘many to be a ques-
tion of taxation alone, This, the speaker
asserted was  not - the case, - Whilst. the
method of taxation, namely, the single tax,
was of importanee, and a great reform in
itself, the single tax, properly understood,
was simply the means towards securing a
Still greater reform, that of restoring to
all men their natural rights to land.

Mr, Joseph H, Parker then followed,
speaking with force and eloguence upon the
umatural conditions in society which pre-
valled everywhere. Referring to statistics
gathered in the United States, Mr, Parker
sald, that practically 74 per cent, of the
people had no ciaim on title to cthe ountry,

CHINA NOT SO WEAK,

With a New Dynasty and New Brains and
Courage She Could Pat Up
a Fight.

London, March 6.—The Spectator to-day
again advances doubts whether China really

is so powerless in the face of foreign a%-
gression as everyone seems to assume. t
says: “We can see very clearly that' a
new Chinese dynasty, with brains and
courage and a new capital, might make
short work of European pretensions. Even
Russia could do little against the million
or two of riflemen, with bags of millet
and willingness to die.”

Wiil Russia Lease Port Arthur ?

Pekin, March 6,—Russia is negotiating to
lease Port Arthur. On FKriday last M.
Yano Fumio, the Japanese Minister to
China, demanded an official signed assur-
ance of the payment of the indemnity due
next May, The Chinese Government in-
structed Yang Yu, the Chinese Minister,
at St, Petersovurg, to urge Russia to evac-
uate Port Arthur, Russia deferred a decl-
sion, alleging that the presence of Russian
war ships at Port Arthur was beneficial
to China and favorable to peace in the
Orient,

Russia is now opposing the Anglo-German
loan, M, Pavloff, the Russian Charge
d’Affaires, lodged a formal protest last
Thursday, and demanded a quid pro quo,

The details of the Russian demand are
not yet made public, but Russia’s attitude
is regarded as inimlcal to peace in the
far Fast. On Friday M. Gerard, the French
Minister to China, made a similar complaint,
with corresponding demands for compensa-
tion In the South.

England and Germany are now regarded
as having obtained their legitimate aspira-
tions, and Russia and France desire to
secure theirs.

The Chinese acknowledge that the Brit-
ish late loan negotiations were disinter-
ested and calculated to advamce China's
welfare and to maintain her independence.

What The Times Says.

London, March 7.—~The Times, comment-
ing editorially this morning on the despatch
from its Pekin correspondent as to Rus-
sian demands at Port Arthur and in Man-
churia and upon Russia's opposition to the
Anglo-German loan, says:

““Russia’s protest is neither more nor less
than a thinly veiled demand upon China te
abandon the whole of Manchuria and the
P'rvovince of Shing Keng, which includes
the Leao Tung Peninsula.

“If China yields, those provinces will
practically pass away forever, to be Incor-
porated In the Czar's empire. While recog-
nizing that Russia’s desire for an lce-free
terminus for her Asiatic railway is rea-
sonable and legitimate, KEngland cannot
assent to the practical absorption of two
great and wealthy Chinese provinces.”

Montreal Cotton Ronds Sold.
Montreal, March G.—The bonds of the

Canada Must Have an Independent Route
to the Kiondlke=Chief Engincer Coste
is Goling te Spy Out the Land -Revenue
and Expenditure for February-Otiawa
General News.

be involved in constructing a railway from
the Portland Canal to Glenora, would re-
quire to send out surveyors.

Easy te Get an Exeuse.

Investigation has been going on uaow
for more than two weeks, If we ure
searching for a pretext for war with
Spain we could find it in the destruction
of the Maine, War is an end easily to
be attained. But if it is to be war,
let us go into battle armed not only with
the just provoeation of the killing of
our sailors and the destruction of our
ship, but also with the motive higher
than revenge or reparation, the motive
of common humanity, the stern demand
that Spain shall cease murdering scores
of Cubans, not in open warfare, but
by starving them to death in the midst
of the most bounteous country the sun
shines on. The proper solution of all
this trouble'is the intervention by the
Government of the United States,

Awailt Their Grders,

Madrid, ‘Miirch- 5.—Senot ~ Gullon,

MINES FOR HAVANA HARBOR,

Spanish Officers Sald to Have Bought Them
in England-—Mysicrious Man
Tells About It.

London, March 5.—According te the
statement -of a man .whose card hes-
cribes him as being an" electrical en-
gineer, and .whose name cannot be dis-
closed, but has been forwarded to Wash-

ington, he sold to Spanish officers _in
London several years ago a large num-

placed in Havana harbor. "He says they
were made in a special way, and had a
specially and peculiarly constructed
cable which, he contends, he can posi-
tively identify, if the smallest piece is
produced. Some of the mines, the man
continued, were fixed so that they could
be fired from a fort, and two of them
had bulbs so arranged that they would
explode under a vessel ¢oming in contact
with them. But the seeming electrical
engineer adds that he does not believe
the bulbs would be used in water as
shallow as that of Havana harbor. He
exhibited the plans of one of these
mines, which, he pointed out, was the
most likely to produce the effect de-
seribed in the case of the Maine. It
was numbered “2” and was constructed
to contain 500 pounds of gun cotton.
The man gives one the impression that
he has been a sergeant of engineers, or
held some similar position. He is ap-
parently thoroughly posted upon electri-
cal matters and submarine mines. Héis

T'he Imparcial calls upon the Govern-
ment to demand the replacing of Consul-
General Lee, “Who instead of tightening
the bonds of friendship between Spain
and the United States daily renders
the situation more threatsning.”

It adds that the next session of -he
Cortes will “consider Consul-General
Lee¢’s conduct,”

Other newspapers accuse General ILee
of “being better disposed toward Cuban
insurgents than toward the colonial
government.”

London, March 5.—The Admiralty. has or-
dered the prompt delivery of ten 12-inch
guns and 24 G-inch quick-firing guns of a
new pattern, the epecial features of which
are their breech mechanicism and a new
apparatus for working the primers. The
new guns work wholly automatically and,

at etpeir firing trials, they gave the great-
est satisfaction, the round 1aking only 64
seconds and eight rounds belng nred in 56
seconds. They have a striking power of
5374 foot tons, against 3241 attainable by
the present guns. The officials here assert
that these are the best results obtained
by any naval power.

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TUHE GOVERXMEIT'S QliANDAII'.

The Laurier ‘ministry is face to face
vith one of the most difficult problems
with which it has had to grapple since
it took office. Sir Wilfrid and his col-
leagues embarked on their Canadian Yu-
kon railway policy ‘without .foreseeing
what it invelved. How 12 or 14 men who,
by: courtesy, are called statesmen could
be 'so shortsighted as not to realize
when they adopted the Stikine route to
the Yukon that there was every like-
lihood of trouble with the United States
is impossible to understand. Mr, Blair,
it will .be remembered,  introduced the
Yukon railway bill, He eulogized the
‘great advantages of this “all Cana-
dian route.” - Incidentally he -mentioned
that, of course, it v_v'ould be necessary to
tranship goods from ocean steamers to
river boats at Wrangel, just below the
mouth of Stikine. “And where is
Wrangel?” asked Mr, Foster, ‘There
wus a world of meaning in this innocent
observation. Mr. Blair had to admit
that Wrangel was in United States
territory. Thus, while the railway bill
wag but in embryo, the minister had to
acknowledge that the “all-Canadian
route” was not an all-Canadian ronte
by any means. 'The Government had
to confess that they had no  reliable
information as to the intentions of the
United States Government at Wrangel.
They assumed everything would be all
right, and now the news comes from
Washington that they are doomed to
bitter disappointment. The despatches
from Washington in Saturday’s papers
do not convey the full force of the
humiliation which that country seeks to
impose upon the Dominion Government
before the ' all-Canadian route which
the Government has been pleased to se-
lect can be secured. Section 13 of the
bill, which is of vital importance to
Canada, reads as follows: 5

“That, under the rules and reguyla-

tions to be preseribed by the Sec-
retary of the Treasury, the privil-
ege of entering goods in warehous-
es and merchandise inh bond, or of
placing: them in bonded warehouses
at the port of Wrangel, District of
Alaska,and of withdrawing the same
for exportation to any place in Brit-
ish Clolumbia or the Northwest Ter-
ritories, without payment of duty,
is hereby granted to the Govern-
ment of the Dominino of Canada,
and its eitizens, or citizens of the
United Staes, whenever and so long
as it shall appear to the satisfaction
of the President of the United
States, who shall ascertain and de-
clare the fact by proclamation. that
no exclusive privilege of transport-
ing through British Columbia or the
Northwest Territories of goods or
passengers arriving from on destined
for other ports in Alaska, is grant-
ed to any persons or corporation by
the Government of the Dominion of
Canada, and that the privilege has
been duly accorded to responsible
persons ‘or corporations operating
transportation lines in British Col-
umbia or the Northwest Territory
of making direct connection with
transportation lines in Alaska, and
that the Government of the Domin-
ion of Canada has consented to and
is allowing on behalf of the citizens
of the United States, the entry free
of duty of all miners’ outfits and a
supply of provisions and clothing,
the whole not exceeding in quantity
1000 pounds for each citizen of the
United States, proposing to engage
in mining in British Columbia or
the Northwest Territory, and that
the Government of the Dominion of
Canada has removed all unequal re-
strictions as to the issue of miners’
licenses to all citizens of the United
Staes operating or intending to op-
erate in British Columbia or the
Northwest Territory. And, further,
that fishing vessels of the United
States, having authority under the
laws of the United States, to touch
and trade at any port or ports, place
or places in the British Dominions
of North America shall have the
privilege of entering such port or
ports, place or places,for the purpose
of purchasing bait and all other .sup-
plies and outfits in the same manner
and under the same regulations as
may exist therein applicable to trad-
ing vessels of the most  favored na-
tions and of trans-shipping their
catch to bhe transported in bond
through said dominions without pay-
ment of duties in the same manner
as other merchandise destined for
the United States may be thus
transhipped.”

In brief, then, to secure bonding
facilities at Wrangel, Canada must:
1. Abolish the monopoly clause
the Mann-McKenzie contract.

2. Must permit all tiansportation lines
operating in the Canadian Yukon to
make direct connection with American
lires, - 3
3. That the Canadian tariff must be
amended so as to permit the scum of
the universe who may be going to the
Klondike to purchase their outfits in the
United States and Canada charge no
duty upon them; and,

4. That the contention for which Can-
ada has been fighting for nearly a cen-
tury in regard to jurisdiction in her own
territorial wafers shall, so far as the
fisheries are concerned, be surrendered.
The question not unnaturally* may be
asked, what is the Government going to
do under these circumstances? Will
they adopt a strictly Canadian policy
and tell the United States to mind their

important questions, What about the
Atlantic fisheries question? True, the

ment, and this seems a small amount to
forego. But that is not the point. A
matter of principl® is at stake, and the
question arises, *Is the Government go-
ing to back down?”

“The Ministers may attempt to wriggle
out of their difficulty by arranging for
the construction of a railway from
Glenora to some point in British Colum-
biu.  But, as Mr. Maclean _brought out
in the House the other day, the Gov-
ernment has not a scintilla of informa-
tion respecting the feasibility of a route
from Observatory Inlet to Glenora. So
far as can be ascertained no white man
has ever traveled a direct route between
these points, The shortest distunce is
estimated to be about 260 miles. There
is an -excellent pass’ cver the first runge
of mountuins, through ‘which railway
construction would not be difficult, but
over the second rauge no one has ever
gone. A rough estimate ofs the cost
of building such a railway—and it is a
vonservative estimate—is ten million dol-
Inrs, Are the people of Canada prepared
to pay such a price for the beunefit of
two or three cities on the Pacitic const?
Such an enérmous sum of money -would
almost build a line of 1200 miles from
Edmonton to Dawson, or at any rate
to Teslin Lake. And the great advan-
tage of a line from KEdmonton over
the one which the Government has
adopted is that it would be a truly
“all-Canadian route,” would open up a
splendid agricultural country, .besides
tapping an . guriferous district which
may prove to be cqually as good as the
Klondike, and, what is still more im-
portant, it would involve the outfitting
by parties going to the Klondike by
this route in our own Canadian cities.
The Governmient, in view of the alter-
ed condition of affairs, will have to an-
nounce a change of policy within a day
or two, i

DO THE CLEAN THING, MR. HARDY.
The hunger for office is the curse of
Canadian ,politics, Our political parties
are so bound up in the idea of holding
office that they resort to discreditable
means, once they are in possession of
it, to retain it. The system of party
government can. only be justified by a
frequent change of parties and the ready
resignation of office by the party which
has lost the confidence of the people
or does not have a clear and unmis-
takable majority in the Legislature, We
have no ‘doubt that the people in On-
tario deelired against Mr, Hardy's gov-
errment, declared that it: was time for
a change; most of all, declared that new
men should be put in''charge of our pro-
vincial affairs. Buat Mr. Hardy, or
perhaps it would be more correct to say
his party, is so bent on holding office
that they are not disposed to resign
or to accept the decision of the people.
They are tempted to resort to every
questionable means to retain power.
They are considering in their secret meet-
ings how the support of members-eldet
can be purchasel by office or by brib-
ery; and it is by resort to these ques-
tionable means in order to retain power
that confidence in our representative
system of government is steadily being
sapped.

Mr. Hardy’s clear duty to the prov-
ince, and most of all to our representa-
tive institutions, is to accept the decision
of the people and resign. There is noth-
ing of vital interest to the country in
his remaining in office; on the contrary,
the country requires, as the people have
declared, a new set of men in office. It
will be far better for the country for
Mr. Hardy to go out of office, even to
inferior men, which we deny, than to
try and demoralize our representative in-
stitutions as he is now attempting.

All sorts of . disreputable* suggestions
are being showered upon him by the
party heelers and party leaders. The
party managers at Ottawa, who are
supposed to econfine their attention to
Federal politics, are busily engaged in
a committee of ways and means to keep
Mr. Hardy in power, and in devising
political trickery to accomplish that
end.

It is this' unnatural and immoral
strain of the party system that is ruin-
ing good government in this country.
Parties ought to go out' of office fre-
quently. In England, , where polities
is op a much higher plane than in Can-
ada, and where the people still have
faith in representative institutions, there
is never any hesitancy in a party ac-
cepting the voice of the people when
declared against it; in fact, the party
in office there are only too glad to go
into opposition the moment they think
thkey have not a substantial majority of
parliament,

Canada is deétined to
become the granary of the—mpire as
well as its base for the supply of the
raw materials 6f her industries. Can-
ada’s geographical position in relation
to the rest of the Empire is such as
may yet make it the pivotal noint of
tte Imperial Federation. Canada is the
very spot where the coming British
Bismarck should make ' his headquar-
ters, The building of the Empire shenld
emanate from here. We are in touch
with Europe on the Atlantie, and with
China, Japan, India and Australia in
the Pacific: It is to our commanding
sitnation, from an Imperial point of view,
that Canada owes the proud distinction
of possessing the greatest and Jongest
rail and steamship routes in the world.
With the completion of one or two
more links Canada will have a trans-
portation system encircling the earth. Al-
ready our railways and steamship lines
cover about two-thirds of the circle.
Canada is the centre of the Empire, as
well as its prospective storehouse, In
ten years we ought to have 10,000,000 of
population here, and in 25 years we
ought to have double that number, Bat
what is required to effect this great
transformation is an Imperial Rismarck.
Mr. Chamberlain has the opportunity of
a generation, or rather, of a century.
But it yet remains to be seen whether
he is a big enough man for the occasion.
As we have already said, the scene of
the new movement is not to be in G.eat
Britain, but in Canada, in Australia and
the outskirts of the Empire, Mr. Cham-
berlain can do better work to hurry on
Imperial extension by coming to Canada
than by remaining where he is.

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[HE LIABLTY OF DRECTORS

e -

The Central Bank Failure and Liqui-
dation Reviewed.

Powers of the Liguldator Under the Wind-
ing-Up Act—The Statute Provides for a
Full Inquiry Tate the Insolvent Com-
pany's Affairs—A .co—pléle Investiga-
tion Called for im Regard 'to the
Farmers' Lon aund Torenfe Financlal
Corperatien.

A meeting of shareholders of the Farm-
ers’ Loun Company, representing about two
hundred thousand dollars, was held on
Friday. The question of:the liability of the
firectors was discussed, and the following
resolution passed:

“‘Resolved, that a solicitor be appointed
to represent the said shareholders, and that
ke ‘be instructed to advise at once. as o
the position of the sharehalders of the
rempany and the liability of the directors,
an:d as to the proceedings which are neces-
sary to bé taken to protect the rights of
the sharehoiders, and tifat such procead-
ings be taken forthwith.”

These gentlemen do not seem to have
been Impressed by the advice of the learn-
ed master-in-ordinary to avold ‘“‘juvenile
law,” and in case of doubt to apply to the
licuidator, who would place at the disposal
of enquirers the 'egal opinions of the
‘Hguidator’'s duly appointed solicitors. This
resolution’ may be fairly construed as a
declaration of want of confidence in the
liqguidation. The World is not able to say
that it was so intended by ' those who
passed it, or what are the anxieties which
kave led to this aetion: It may be due to
the conflicting interests and suspicious re-
\dtionships' of some of those engaged, to
wkich reference has already been made
in these columns. Mr. E. B. Osler was
made interim liquidator. When Mr. Mu-
lock exerted the unusual privilege of mak-
ing a speech of excaipation before a court
which as yet had made no charge against
him, Mr. Osler was at least zealous, some
thought, to exonerate him. As a judicial
officer, he should have been silent. Mr.
Osier then posted off to Engiand and re-
turned holding $800.000Aof proxies of Eng-
iish bondholders. He. nomjnated the To-
rcnto General Trusts Company permanant
liquidator, and made MeCarthy, Osler,
Hoskin & Creelman solfdtors of the per-
gons whom he represents. The liquidator
company also appointed thé same firm its
sojicitors. Mr. John Hoskin is a member
of that firm, and president of the liquidator
company. He is officlal guardian of in-
fonts, some of whom are creditors ‘and
shareholders. At the meeting held to ap-
point an advisory cominittee, some thought
that there was a disposition to exereise
cor:trol on behalf of the bondhoiders, and
t0. confine representation to that class. At
the later meeting, when Mr. Mplock made
his offer of settiement, Mr. Osler indiscreet-
iy urged a friend to ‘“get up and say some-
thing for Mulock.”

I+ is possible that al lthis does not war-
rant suspicion. It may be that the high
standing of the men comncerned should at
oree disarm  suspicion. The aggrieved
sbuzreholders and creditors may say that
the men who wrecked the company were
¢guaily eminent in law and finance-and
that confidence once abused will not ne
lightly given again. At all events, it is to
be regretted that the love of gain or any
other motive should have led anyone to
place himself in a position where his duties
and his interests apparently conflict.. If ke
liad not done so, not even the most unfor-
tunate shareholders would have been a
purty to the retiection on the Integrity «f
those concerned which is contained in the
resolution of these shareholders. :

This is not cur first oxpeﬁ’ence of a
great financial disaster. The Central Bank
was liquidated some years ago under the
same statute. No one ever heard a whisper
that Gooderham, Howland or Lye, or W.
A. Fester or W. R. Meredith might forget
their public dutles. Confidence in that
liguidation was never impugned, and rthe
public weve satisfied that the closest scru-
tiny was carried into the relations of the
highest and the lowest.

Not only the interests of creditors, which
are serious enough, but the interests of
Canadian finance also, are at stake in the
Yiquidation of the Farmers’ Loan Company
and the Toronto Financial Covporation. The
acceptance of Mr. Mulock's offer, though it
be made to appear that he is willing to pay
more than his legal labiilty, will not
satisfy all these interests. They will only
be satisfied by complete Investigation and
disclosure made decently and with due 1e-
spect to the rights of directors and creditors.
It is difficult to see how anyone’s liability,
civil or eriminal, can be properly passed
upon until such disclosure has been had.

The machinery for investigation is pro-
vced by the Winding-up Act, under which
both these companies are being idquidated.

Section 81: ““The court may, after it has
made a winding-up order, summon before
it or before any person named by it, for
examination, any officer of the company or
person known or suspected to have In his
pessession any of the estate or effects of
the company, cr supposed to be indebted
to the company, or any person whom the

court deems capable of giving Information

Section_83: ‘“When, In the course of the
winding-up of the business of a company
under the Act, it appears that any past
or present director, manager, liquidator,
receiver, employe or officer of such com-
pany has misapplied or retalned in his own
kends or become fiable or accountable for
any moneys of the company or been guilty
of any misfeasance or breach of trust in
relation to the company, the court may, «n
the application. of any liguidator or any
creditor or contributory of the company,
notwithstanding - that the offence is one for
wkich the offender is criminaly lable, ex-
amine into the conduct of such director,
manager, liquidator, receiver, officer or em-
ploye, and compel him to repay any}
moneys so misapplied or retained, or for
which he has become liable or accountable *
* * or to contribute such sums of money to
the assets of the comapny by way of compen-
sation In respect of such misapplication,
retention, misfeesance or breach-of trust.
as the court thinks fit."”

Section 96 shows that the whole duty of
the court and liquidator Is not merely to
realize the assets In the interest of credit-
ors and shareholders. Section 96 reads:

‘““When a winding-up order is made, if it
appears in the course of such winding-up
that any past or prvesent director, manager,
officer or member of the company is guilty
of any offence In relation to the company
for which he {8 criminally llable, the cou:t
may, on the application of any person in-
terested In such winding-up, or of its own
motion, direct the liguidator to institute
and conduct a prosecution or prosecutions
fo» such offence, and may order the costs
and expenses to be paid out of the assets
of the company.” -

TEST CASE TO BE MADE.

_Application Will be Made to th- |laster-in-
! Ordinary at Osgoede
Itall To-day.

An action is about to be brought
against the Farmers’ Loan and Savings
Company which will establish the de-
gree of responsibility resting upon the
directors and auditors of that company,
and also decide whether or not those
holding shares shall lose the amounts
they invested with that company.

As a preliminary to this actior, an ap-
plication will be made to-day to tne
Master-in-Ordinary at Osgoode Hall for
leave to add the Farmers’ Loan and
Savings Company as formal defendants
in the pending action. This- application
is based on a ruling of the Master in the
winding up of the Central Bank, which
allowed the bank to be made a party
in an action brought against the direc-
tors for breaeh of trust. - This precedent
warrants the granting of the applica-
tion, the two cases being exactly similar.

A writ has been issned by Messrs.
McMurrich, Coatsworth, Hodgins &
Co., No. 5 Melinda street, on behalf of
Mrs. Mary Toogood 'of Toronto, plain-
tiff, against Messrs. J. D. Laidlaw, Wil-
liam Mulock, M.P., George S. C. Beth-
ume, D. R. Dick, Benjamin Parsons and
W. E. Murray of Toronto, and John
Aikins of Brampton, defendants. The
object of this writ is to recover $2000
of the plaintiff’s money which was in-
vested in Farmers’ Loan stock in
1895. This stock was purchas-d through
a broker and was. formerly held by Mr.
J. D. Laidlaw, one of the directors of
the company. .

The plaintiff's claim ‘is against the di-
rectors and auditors of the Farmers’
Loan and Savings Company for indem-
nity and damages as directors, trustees,
managing agents or auditors of the
Loan Company, for issuing false reports
and statements to the plaintiff, the other
shareholders of the company’s stock and
the Government regarding the concerns
and affairs of the Farmers’ Loan and
Savings Company, and for improperly
paying dividends out of the_capital of
the company when it was in insolvent
circumstances, and for malfeasance, neg-
leet of duty, breach of trust, and mal-
administration and misapplication. of
funds, whereby the Loan Company be-
came insolvent, causing the stock of
the shareholders to become worthless
and rendering them liable to be called
upon to pay up large amounts on their
shares. 5

The case of Toogood vs. the Directors
and auditors of the Farmers’ Loan and
Savings Company- is a most important
one, although the plaintiff is one of the
lesser shareholders in the company. If
Mr. Hodgins of the firm of MecMurrich,
Coatsworth, Hodgins & Co. is success-
ful in the case which he is conducting,
all the other shareholders of the cem-
pany will be entitled to the same terms
he secures, and the liability of the direc-
tors and auditors will become practi-
cally an unlimited liability. . J

The issue of the action will be
watched, too, with considerable interest
by those in legal circles, as a prqcedent
has yet to be established for this par-
ticular form of case.

Rev. Dr. Kerioot Preaches—Twenty-Fifth
Anniversary Sermons—Story of Predes-
tination—Felly of Atheism,

the twenty-fifth anniversary of College-
street Baptist Church were attended by
very large cougrega‘tlens morning and even-
ing, who listened with wrapt Interest to
eloquent and inspiring addresses by Rev.
Prof. . Kerfoot, D. D., of Loulsville, Ky.

The platform was decorated with palms
and the baptistry was made beautiful by a
bank of flowering plants, The pastor, Rev,
8. 8. Bates, and Rev. Prof. Farmer as-
sisted at the morning service,

The preacher’'s theme was God's interest
in His people, and included an exposition
of the doctrine of predestination. The
text was, “All things work together for
good to them that love God.”

The preacher sald he regarded the 28rd
Psalm, the 14th chapter of John and the
8th chapter of Romans as the' highest pro-
montory among the headlands of Serip-
ture, and the last named as the highest
of them all, a sort of Alpine range among
the mountains of God's Word. To these
sunlit heights he would be their himble
guide, and be would blaze no new Pat‘h.
but follow In the very footsteps of the
Apostle Paul.

The first thought was God’s absolute com-
mittal to the interests of those who loved
Him. The statement of God’s foreknowl-
edge and forethought led to a consideration
of predestination, ‘a doctrine which many
people, the preacher said, interpreted to
their own destruction. Those parts -of

for unconverted people; their business was
with “Whosoever will may come.” Paul's
idea was that the lives of men were inter-
twined with God’s eternal purposes; that
God reigned and.that there was no such
thlnf as accident, The doctrine of pre-
destination afforded to the Christian the

His
next visit was to the restaurant of A, J,
Gilboe, where he searched a number of
cigar ‘boxes for smuggled tobacco, Iie
found a small plece o tobacco of Am-
erican manufacture, which Mrs, Gilboe
clatmed her husband had purchased for his
own use, She refused to let him have the
tobaceo, and he left the store, but returned
in a short time with Mr. Kenning, the col-
lector of imland revenuwe. (iilboe was iIn
the store when the officer returned, and a
q‘uurrel ensued. Blows were struck, and
Floody secured the services of a policeman
and had-.Gilboe arrested for assaunlt. Gil-
boe was admijtted to ball, and his examina-
tion was set for to-day, Floody said last,

The Federal Govermment Appears to Have
Aroused the State of Florida In
Regard t6 Yellow Fever.

Washington, March 5.—There Is a promise
of 4 new and uawelcome development of

the Maine affair that in the end may lead
up to an issue between the Government of
the United States and the State of Florida,
if the officlals of the State endorse the
stand taken by the local officlals at Key
West. The latter haye notified Admiral
Sicard that on the first of next month they
propose to enforce the state quarantine law
against all craft arrwving from Cuba, as a
measure of prevention against the introdue-
tlon of yellow fever. e notice indicates
that the law will be applied to the naval
vessels and in view of the serious interrup-
tions such interference with the free move-
ments of his ships would cause, Admiral
Sicard has reported the facts fo the Navy
Department and awalts instructions.

he continued reports that Spain is buy-
ing new war ships lead to counter reports
that the naval authorities here were con-
sidering similar ‘purchases.” In no official
quarter at the Navy Department could this
be confirmed, as steps of this character ne-
cesgartly would be guarded with the great-
est secrecy.

ADORNMENT OF CITIES.

Dr. Saunders Speaks rruéllcnlly of How
This Work is Effected by Trees,
Shrubs and Plants.

At the Canadlan Institute on Saturday
evening Dr, Saunders, director of the Do-
minion Experimental Farmp, gave an Inter-
‘esting address on ‘“Irees, Shrubs and
Plants for the Adornment of Cities and
City Homes.”" The lecture was illustrated
by Mmelight views..s American elm, red
flowering and sugar maples and honse-
_chestnutu were recommended as being the
best varietles of trees suitable for street
planting, Many useful.  hints as to the
method of plsmtlng were given, Nursery-
grown trees are better than those fromy
the woods as the former have better roots,
Spring is the best fime fox‘aPlamﬂ.ng_ Trees
en city streets are usually planted too
closely, 80 or 40 feet apart not being con-
gidered too mear. The latter distance Is
not too great for larger sorts, When trées
get crowded they require trimming and by
this means lose much 6f their beauty.

Dr. Saunders, .in  treating of city parks
and square adornment, said that the rapid
rowth of public sentiment was along this
ine, The layout of various parks from
the Atlantic to the Pacific was described,
and many samples of trees and shrubs were
exhibited, which were mainly grown om the
Experimental Farm at Ottawa, where 2000
species and varietles areé brought together
to test their hardhess and shitability for
this climate, The effect of grouping trees
and shrobs in small plantations was also
illustrated, amd specimens of lovely roses,
peonies, liclies and other herbaeous plants
were shown,

Henry Clews’ Review.

New York, March 5.—Henr, Clews &
Co., in thelr weekly ﬂnauda{ review to-
day, say that deésplte the assurances fromn
the Government, the irregularity of the
New York stock market has been due to
the scare over the Maine disaster. Wall-

The ar-
rival here of at most $10,000,000 of the yel-
low metal would produce .a drop in the local
rote for loans and -probably shap stringency
in Burope, whith might earily induce a re-
vival of local Investments In foreign ex-
change and so effect a prolongation of the
large outstanding ‘balances due from Europe
to the United States,

The railroads generally continue the high
rate of increase in gross earnings that has
been reported for the last eight months.
The annual statoments of the companies
may be expected to henceforth produce
some surprises gratifying to investors.

The one cloud that hangs over our own
horizon sis the Cuba question: and until
that 1¢ dispelled we can scarcely expezt
any real buoyamcy or activity in the stock
market. There Is good reason to hope that
the questions raised by the Maine disaster
may be pacificaily disposed of; but, grant-
ing al Ithat, there stlil remains the larger
anl much more seriols question as to what
our Government may deem itself called to
do towards bringing the Cuban struggle ro
a close.

There are only two methods to accom-
plish anytising through action on the part
of the Government. One is for the insur-
gents to buy Cuba and pay therefor by an
jssue of bonds to be guaranteed by the
United States Governiment. The other 1s
through a friendly Intervention . on rthe
art of our Government to obtain the most
‘beral measures possible from the Spanish
Government in behalf of Cuba.

The siiver Market,

Bradstreet’s of Saturday says: The silver
market this week had another eof those
starp decidnes which have become rather
frequent of late. In this instance the un-
favorable news took the form of a repoct
that the Indian Government would impose
an increased import duty on silver.
It is also stated that New
York has been selling very freely, and this

ounce to 5ic, while the decline in London
was only from 25%d to 25%d, though it
fir.ally siumped to 254d.
