WHILE KUROKI'S TROOPS ARE NOW

~

Armies Are Moving Cautiously
and Positions May Com-
pletely Change.

RUSSIAN CENTRE GOING NORTH

Liaoyang, July 1L.—Gen. Kuropatkin
and Gen. Kuroki are moving their
troops like men on a chessboard, The
Japanese are now twenty miles from
Liaoyang. The rains are impeding
their movements,

Detachments\totamng 1200 men have
been detailed from Gen. Rennenkampf’s
Cossacks| to scout in the defiles and
hills, harassing the Japanese and not
allowing any rest day or night.

Kuroki's army is extremely active
east of the Russian position and the
Russians are correspondingly agtive.
The Russian centre is being pidly
pushed northwards to a point where
Kuropatkin established his base after
the battle at Vafangow. So far as the
Russians knowp, Kuroki is steadily
pushing onwards thru all the moun-
tain passes, even towards Mukden.

Preparations at all points are now
practically complete.- The demonstra-
tions made during the last few days
against the Russian left flank threaten

to completely change the posltlon’ of
the two armies.

Notwithstanding four days’ rain the
troops are still being moved.

DENIES RUSSIAN LOSS.

St. Petersburg, July l.—Major-Gen,
Pflug, telegraphing from Mukden, un-
der date of July 1, says:

“The reports from foreign sources
that the Japanese -fleet sank several
vessels of our squadron on June &
and that our loss included Rear-Admir-
al Prince Ouktomsky and 700 sailors

WILL RETREAT,

Newchwang, July 1.—A telegram
from German sources at Mukden re-
ceived here yesterday evening says
Gen. Kuropatkin has decided not to
fight at Tatchekiao or Haicheng, but
to retreat from Tatchekiao, which
movement was started June 28 and is
well under way. Small detachments
of troops will, it is stated, stay south
to stem the Japanese until the Russian
yetreat is in full swing. It is not be-
lieved here the Russians will be able
to reach Liaoyang, as the Japanese
control the passes, which would indi-
cate that the Russian line of commu-

KUROPATKIN REPORTS,

Bt. Petersburg, July 1.—The emperor
has received the following despateh
from Gen. Kuropatkin, dated June 30:

“Torrential rains fell in the Tetche-
kiao district June 28 and on the roads
from Tachikiao to Siuyen, inundating
our bivouac. The Japanese are advinc-
ing slowly in different directions to-
wards our east and south fronts.

“On the south the Japanese are ad-
vancing eastward, with the object of
effecting a junction with Kuroki's
army.

“It has been ascertained by a recon-

nakssance in the direction of Dalin-
Pads that the Japanese have retired
some distance from the positions re-
cently occupied by them. Their covar-
ing forces, consisting of several com-
panies, retired after a short fusilade.
L “A report from the direction of Feng-
wangcheng, June 29, announced that an
energetic advance of the: Japanese
forces had been discovéred towards
Wafanhuan and the Linhosin Pass.

“The rains continue.”

JAPS EVACUATED DALIN.

FIGHTING ROUND PT. ARTHUR

JapancSe Attack at Siaopingtao Successful, But 1000 Mep
Die—Shelling Doing Little Damage.

Mukden, Thursday, June 30.—(Delay-

ed in Transmission.)—Heavy fighting is| '

reported to have occcurred near Port
Arthur June 26, resulting in the Rus-
sian withdrawal from Guinsanshan af-
ter severe losses on both sides.

The Japanese fleet approached Siao-
pingtao, midway between Port Dalny
and Port Arthur, on the morning of
June 26 and bombarded the toast north!
of the bay so far as Uitseloshan.
Strong Japanese forces which had been
landed then attacked the neighboring
heights, which were occupied by Ruas-
sian riflemen.

Three times the Japanese were driven
back with heavy losses, but the Rus-
sians were forced to retire from their
main position near Guinsanshan. Th/e

Japanese reinforced their ' advance
guard and pressed the attack. After

several fruitless assaults on Guinsan-|:

shan, the Japanese commander sent a
strong column along the central road
from Dalny to Port Arthur with the
object of turning the Russian left,
forcing the Russians to retire.

The Russians lost seven officers. and
nearly two hundred men killed. The
Japanese losses are believed to have
beén at least 1000, as during the battle!
they passed over a mine which the
Russians successfully exploded. I

DID FIVE GET AWAY?

Chefoo, July 1, 7.30 p.m.—A party of
Russians and Chinese arrived here by
junk to-day direct from Port Arthur,
having left there yesterday. They re-
port that for several days shells from
both land and sea have been falling in
the town, but doing little damage.

The Russians who resisted the ade
vance of the Japanese suffered severe-
ly. Many dead and wounded men have
been brought to Port Arthur, The hos-
pital there is overcrowded. ’

The Russians maintain that the fleet
is intact, with the exception of the
battleship Sevastopol, which is being
repaired.

A Chinaman who left Port Arthur
last night says there are only four Rus-
sian warships, cruisers and battleships
in the harbor and none outside. The
opinion prevails that the faster ships
eluded the five Japanese warships
maintaining the blockade,

Regina, N.W.T., July 1.—The depart-
ment of agriculture has just issued an
estimate of the area of the Northwest
Territories under crop this season,
1904 From the figures given it appears
that there are 1,054,211 acres under
wheat, 654,649 acres under oats, 111,-
979 acres under barley and 20,938 acres
under flax,

A comparative table iz also append-
ed, showing the acreage under these
crops for each year since 1898, Wheat,
oats and barley all show large in-
creases in area over 1903, but flax from
32,431 acres in that year has fallen to
20,938 acres for 1904.

AT NEWS EROM THE ERONT

Japs Have Been Suffering Severely

If Unofficial Reports Prove
Correct.

St. Petersburg, July 1L—There was
considerable rejoicing in the Russian
capital at this morning’s reports from
the theatre of war. From the head-
quarters at Mukden came the positive
statement, made apparently on direct
news from Port Arthur and probably
brought by the torpedo boat Lieut. Bu-
rukoff to Newchwang that none of the|
big Russian warships sustained any
damage during the Japanese torpedo
boat attacks on June 23 and June 24,

Japs Lost a Thousand.
Also came the report that the Japan-
| ese have lost a thousand men in a land
fight near Port Arthur.
yang came two separate reports that
Major-General Mistchenko had dealt
the Japanese advance from Sieuyen a
severe blow by recapturing Dalien
Pass, which was lost June 27. One of
these reports, dated yesterday, says
Gen. Mistchenko has been inflicting
loss on the Japanese for several days,
capturing three guns and an ammuni-
tion train. None of these reports are;
official.
Big Battle Delayed.

The military critic of The Russ, who
usually is well informed, strongly op-
poses the idea of 7z big battle before
the end of the rainy season.

BOERS CLAIH SECRET ARMY
READY T0 TA THE D

4000 Men, Well Equipped, in Moun-
tains on Border of German
Southwest. Africa.

York, Pa., July 1.—(Special.)—A Boer

uprising in South Africa is predicted
in a letter written by a Boer in Ger-
man Southwest Africa, to Girardus  H.
Van Deventer, who was a lieutenant
in the Boer army and who is now earn-
ing a livelihood by teaching languages
in this city.

an Deventer was in receipt of the let-
ter yesterday, and he was surprised to
learn that a Boer army of 4,000 men
well armed, fully provisioned and with
good horses, are in the field on the bor-
ders of German Southwest Africa. These
troops are in command of Generals Van
Zyl, Van Brummelen and Moritz, who
have never surrendered their arms to
the British.

After the close of the war these went
into the mountains on the borders of
German Southwest Africa, where they
yemained with a few followers. Dur-
ing the past year their handful of men
has grown, it is claimed, to an army of:
4,000 and is still increasing, It is ex-
pected that there will e 10,000 men in
the field before next January, as Boers
who are dissatisfied with the situation
under the British goywrnment are com-
ing into the border camp daily.

Germans Giving Aid,

The writer of the letter says in part:
““We are well fortified tn the mountains
and have enough provisions to last us a
year, also an abundant supply of am-
munition and arms. These stores .we
have been accumulating gradually.
There are enough arms in the camp
to equip 8,000 men and we expect to
be supplied with more. The Germans
are very friendly to us. Our rendez-
vous is an ideal spot both for livinzg
and in point of the protection it af-
fords us.. The time is not far distant
when the spark of rebellion will be
fanned into a vast flame which will
sweep South Africa. Rest assuded, the
Boers will never rest until the British
are driven out and our country re-
clamed.” { lored

Fear Publieity.

The letter states further that the ex-
istence of the Boer army has not been
given publicity and that the leaders and
the men have been guarded in their
conduct so that none of their exploits
would be recounted in newspapers, '_I‘he
leaders now consider that the force has
become sufficiently large to ' inspire
Roers all over the world, so letters dre
being sent out to Boers all over Europe
and thruout the United States urging
them to be in readiness to respond when
a call for recruits is issued.

Medical Council Will Seek Legisla:
tion to Compel Printing of
Formu'as.

The Ontario Medical Council sat yester-
day, both morning and afternoon, and will
conclude this morning. Both of. yestes-
day's sessions were well attended, and
some animated discussions took place 03
the reports presénted.

The committee on compliints chosen to
deal with the protests of 24 students, who
claimed that justice had not been done
them in their examinations, sustained® the
decisions of the examiners {n every ¢ase,
excepting that of F. A. Aylesworth, who
took Ris primary, intermediate and final ex-
aminations tegether. The committee recome
monded that his claim be allowed.

Changes in Examinations,

A resolution, moved by Dr. Johnson and
seconded by Dr. Macdonald, was referred
to the education committee. It recommend-
ed that the subjects of medical jurisprn-
dence and sanitary sciénce should for the
purpose of examination be considered as
separate and distinct subjects, and that ex-
antiners be appointed in each. It also re-
commended that the epring examinations
in Toronto and Kingston be changed from
the. second to the third Tuesday in May.
To the education committee was also réle-
gated the suggestion of the committee on
complaints, of which Dr. A. Jukes Johnson
was chalrman, that in futare in all oral
examinations two examiners should be pre-
sent together with one member of the medi-
cal council, and that the examiners should
not be appeinted from the same university.

In the prompt and effective action
taken against those responsible for- the
General Slocum disaster there is a les~
son for Canada. The coroner’'s jury
began at the top and went to the hot-
tom of official responsibility. A grand
jury will now take up the work, and
the whole investigation, as well as pro-
ceedings against the persons coverad
by the indictment, will be conducted by
the federal authorities. These meas-
ures ensure a speedy trial and render
impossible the raising of technical cb-
jections such as characterize the pro-
ceedings in the state courts.

Canada has neither the statutes nor
the machinery to deal with corpnrn'.-
tions that are guilty of crimil-
nal negligence. Canadian law
and Canadian officlals are sat-
{sfled ~with the conviction and
punishment. of those who are nothing

To-day it
needs to be directed against political
bosses and those corporations and in-
dividuals with whom the bosses divide
power and profit.

THE PRESIDENTIAL HELECTION.

Estimates made by several American
papers indicate that Judge Parker has
a much larger support than any other
candidate, but not a majority of the
convention. Nearly a third of the dele-
gates are unpledged. If Parker were
nominated he would be likely to poll
the regular Democratic vote, but would
draw very few votes from the Repub-
lican party. He would probably be
beaten in a highly respectable manner
and in accordance with all the rules of
war. Hearst would not do as well. He
would antagonize the elements that are
antagonized by Bryan, while he would
not have the same power of firing the
heart of the radical element of the
party.

All the signs are that the Democratic,
party is tired of radicalism and wants
to take a turn at being safe and solid.
This is the meaning of the Parker
boom; but Parker is an unknown man,
and would hardly stand a chance

more than the instruments of offending
corporations. Little or no attempt is
made to ascertain whether the negli-
gence of the employe is the direct cause
of a system over which he has no con-
trol and which is designed for the one
purpose of reaping the largest revenues
with the least possible expenditure.

The coroner’s jury which investizat-
ed the General Slocum disaster did not
spare the directors of the company to
which the ill-fated steamer belonged.
These directors, it may be safely as-
sumed, will be found guilty by the
grand jury, and they will be proceeded
against as readily as the officers of
the steamer whose negligence or cow-
ardice contributed to the disaster. For-
tunately we have not had in Canada a
disaster of the magnitude of that which
engulfed the passengers of the General
Slocum. But hardly a day passes that
accidents attended with loss of life oc-
cur on our railways or our electric
tramways. For these accidents a con-
ductor,  ,an engineer or a motorman
may be dismigsed or perhaps sentenced
to a term of imprisonment, but what
effort is made to investigate the system
under which these railways operaie?
One official may be doing work suffici-
ent for three, he may be subject to
hours of labor that are beyond human
endurance, he may lack proper appii-
ances. These questions are subordi-
nated to the one object of trying the
humble employe.

THE HUNDRED BEST BOOKS.

Some Opinions Expressed by Andrew
Lang in London Morning Post.

To select “The Best Hundred Books”
is, in fact, to play at an “intellectual
pencil game.” The sport is on a level
with ping pong, and at bést may help
elderly bookish people to pass a wet
day in a country house. There are no
Hundred Best Books. The question is
relative, books good for whom, and for
what purpose? Lord Avebury has re-
vised his century (his purpose shall
later be declared), and we look at the
new list rather for amusement than
for instruction.

Mr, James Payn, with unwonted tart-
ness, remarked that the old list con-
tained ‘‘admirable and varied mate-
rials for the formation of a prig.” The
saying was unjust; prigs are born, not
made, and may be the least bookish
of mankind. If. Mr. Payn meant that
prigs would turn to the books in the
list, not from natural interest, but he-
cause they were recommended by Lord
Avebury, or Mr. Gladsone,’ or Lord
Acton, then his saying can hardly be
controverted. Mr. Payn was all for
freedom of taste, and his own taste
led him to spurn many of the classics,
especially the works of the Greek tra-
gedians. At these, and at anything
Greek in translations, Mr. Herbert
Spencer also snorted. I do not wonder
at it. If"you try the “Electra” of So-
phocles, in Plumptre’s translation, you
wonder how Sophocles ever won a
prize for dramatic excellence, and why
Lcrd Avebury includes “The Oedipus
Trilogy” in the Hundred Best Books.
It is not even a Trilogy at is sthnds,
if that were any recommendation. It
seems, as regards Aeschylus, to be open
to choice whether we put “The Persae”
or “The House of Atreus Trilogy” in
our century. Yet there is & deal of
difference between the literary merits
of the two choices. One is much in-
clined to say boldly that no transia-
ticn, except the English version of the
Bible, can be one of the best books—
for an English reader. There are 8
hundred better books in English, by
Britons, than any translation of the
classics by an Englishman. Our guides
have not even reached the first step
of deciding what ‘“a book” is, If
Shakespeare be “a book,” why is not
Aristophanes, why is not Aeschylus,
why is not Sophocles “a book”™? In
the list Shakespeare is a book, but
Aristophanes is only represented by
one play, “The Knights”—and why
“The Knights” more than any other
comedy?—while Moliere sneaks in as
an essayist. Obviously the st WP
given in The Pall Mall Gazette is mis-
printed or misarranged. Certainly the
enquirer will as easily procure the “Es-
says of Moliere” as the “Essays of He-
mer,” unless a few introductions to
plays are intended. The inclusion of
Moliere among the essayists must be a
cross division of the press.

Indeed, cross divisions abound. Tha
Koran, in Lord Avebury’s opinion, 18
not one of she best books, it seems to
him “dry, uninteresting, and in many
rlaces repulsive.” Yet it is in the list,
not because it is good, but because
many persons, including millions of our
fellow subjects, think it “inspired.”
Perhaps it is, the term is not easily
defined, but the inspiration lacks liter-
ary merit. The “Sheking” and “The
Analects’” of Confucius do not win
Lord Avebury's personal affection, but
they appear because the Chinese think
well of them. The Yellow Peril threat-
ens literature! If popularity be the
test, why not insert the works of Hall
Caine, or America's darling, “The Vir-
ginian”? To be sure, the authors are
yvet in our midst. The ‘“Ramayana’’
and the “Mahabharata” Lord Avebury
does admire, and they are also ‘‘of|
great importance as regards our great
oriental empire.” They may be, but
they are of much less importance than
the Rig Veda, which also includes bet
ter poetry. The same may be said for,
the “Kalewala” and ‘“The Song of Ro-|
land,” of which there is an excellent
new American translation. Neither of
these deserving epics is in the list, tho

| one is much admired by the Finns, the

other by the French, and both by every
person of taste who has read them.
While: Moliere is “a book,” Voltaire is
not; he is merely representéd by one
tale, “Zadig,” not even by *“Candide.”
Why this exclusiveness? Plato’'s Dia-
logs are “‘a book,” but “at any rate the

Plato is in danger of being scamped,
like Voltaire, but Hesiod takes in all

his opera, and in what sense these dis-|

mal poems are ‘“the very best vine,”
while Theocritus has no look in at all,
I cannot conjecture. Theocritus is a|
delightful poet; FKElesiod is hardly a|
poet; he merely wrote verse because
there was as yet no prose to write.
He is useful to the mythologist, almost

Pindar, a great poet, is omitted. Taci-
tus is restricted to the little “Germa-
nia,” Tacitus the master of history
and of statesmen. The Annals are in-
finitely better than the “Sheking,”
but Tacitus doss not count as ‘“a
book” any more than Aeschylus or Vol-
taire. Tennyson does count as a book,
vet if ever there were case for selec-
tion that case is the late laureate’s.
The whole of Ruskin is recommended
as if, taken en masse, he was better
than the whole of Tacitus except the
“Germania,”” a clever but misleading
tract. Sir Walter carries in his whole
“fardel of books,” at least all his nov-
els and all his poems, while Dickens
and Thackeray are - restricted to a
brace of novels apiece, and the Rev.
Charles Kingsley stays in with “West-
ward Ho!” while Miss Austen is ac-
tually turned out, and what really
seems incredible, Fielding, Smollett and
Charlotte Bronte are not included.
Conceive an English list of the Best
Hundred Books without the authors of
“Tom Jones” and “Pride ond Preju-
dice,” but with “Westward Ho!” and
“The Last Days of Pompeil.” We have
not Keats or Shelley or Coleridge, but

oo
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wé have the egregious *‘Self Help” of
Mr. Smiles. Chaucer, “if expurgated,”
may be read in Mrs. Haweis’' editions
Why is “Self Help” “better” than
“Kubla Khan,” and in what sense is
Southey ‘better” than Keats? Car-
lyle's masterpiece allowed to him with
“The French Revolution” is “Past and
Present,” which keeps company with
Green’s “Short History of the English
People.” Smiles is the friend, not Mr.,,
Pepys. “Mr. Bryce suggests that Lewes’
*History of Philosophy’ should be
struck out’’—the marvel is that it ever
got in. If “some history of philosophy”
is really wanted, why not take Schweg-
ler's, which loses no graces in the pro-
cess of translation, and is short enough
for any hurried pursuer of culture,
Lucretius has been turned out as {‘t0o
difficult,” while Hesiod keeps his pride
of place, tho too dull. For whom is
a good bgok supposed to be “too difi-
cult”? Lucretius is certainly one of
the hundred foremost names in human
literature: Kalidasa iz not, nor is Mr.
Smiles, nor Canon Kingsley. Livy ap-
pears en masse, and Tacitus has every
reason to feel bitterly annoyved. The
whole of Emerson is in, but nothing
of Rabelais or of Hawthorne, a greater
than Emersgon.

Nobody 'can say that, regarding the
best as the best, Smiles should be elect-
ed, and Jane Austen, Coleridge, Keats,
Fielding, Marlowe, Horace Walpole,
Pepys, Herrick, Lovelace, left behind
Talboys Wheeler, his epitome of _the
Mahabharata. This ¢entury of books
does not really pretend to represent
the absolutely, best century. Neither
the Prophet of Islam, nor the Apostolic
¥atHers, nor the late Mr. Green, nor
Southey, nor Captain Cook, nor Schil=
ler in his “Willian. Tell” were, or are
believed by any sound critic to be
among the hundred best of the world's
authors. Some of the enigmas are solv-
ed when we observe that Lord Avebury
does not call his list the best books,
but the best for the students of the
Working Men’s College. Why, even 80,
Hesiod should be the best for them I
am unable to conjecture, nor can
guess why Firdusi is better for them
than Omar Khayyam, or the ‘Germa-
nia” better than the “Annals,” or the

For it seems that there are quite
3 large number of Hindoos who go to
Japan for the purpose not merely of
pursuing ordinary studies, but also with
the object of receiving training ' of a
higher order in the varfous branches of
the Buddhist faith.

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THE HALF CENTURY’S HISTORY
" OE TORONTO GENERAL HOSPITAL

First Sod of the Now Famous

| lnstitution Turned Just 50
Years Age.

'Just fifty years ago near the banks'

of the classic Don the first sod wa.s:
turned preparatory to laying the foun-!|
dation for the present Toronto General |
Hospital, the ‘most noted institution of |
its kind in many respects in this broad |
and flourishing Dominion. Within the
stately main building, designed afier
the Old English domestic style of the
fifteenth century, and its affiliated
buildings, all situated within a square
of four acres, more innocents
have been .ushered into the world
and more people have crossad
to the g}ea.t unknown world than
in any other institution in Ontario, if
not in Canada. Over 4000 babes have
first seen the light of day in the Burn-
side Hospital since its inception twenty-
six years ago. No one can tell the num-
ber of deaths that have occurred with-
in precincts of the great. square with-
in the last 50 years. When it was first
proposed to erect the hospital on its
present site great opposition was
brought to bear and strenuous efforts
made to prevent the consummation of
the plan which was thought to be pre-
judicial to the city’'s interest, as it was
said that the hospiial would be too
far away from the centre of the city to
be of best service. But Hon. Dr. Wid-
mer, who was one of the controlling
spirits, had his way in the matter and
the hospital was erected adjacent to
considerable property of his, which in
those early days was an ‘‘elephant’” on
his hands.

For several years after the opening
of the “General’ strife was rampant in
it; everybody was bent on fighting; tlie
doctors, when not contending agaiust
disease, were warring among them-|
selves for preferment, and when not!
combating in these directions, were!
being set upon by students, who were !
an aggressive lot, looking for blood in
other guarters than the hespital, name- !
ly, in the courts and thru the press.
One fearless student for having written
10 the press in the late fifties that he
had seen “visitors” in the hospiial
that stuck closer to the patients than
a, brother, was brought before a medi-
cal commission, and told to make good
his statement. He did, and several
others with it, to the great embarrass-
ment of -the authorities. For his ser-
vices he was thanked by the leading
editor of Toronto and highly compli-
mented for his act.

As a result of the commission’s find-|
ing great reforms were introduced in
the ‘internal economy of the hospital,
several of which are in operation to-
day. The first board of trustees (185%)
were: John Doel, J. G. Bowes and Dr.
C. Widmer. The first board of visiting
and consulting doctors was composed of
Drs. Jas. H. Richardson, E. M. Hodder,
J. Bovell, J. Herrick, J. Teifer, C. Wid-
mer (head of visiting staff), Frank Rus-
sell, L. -O'Brien, W. Nichol, J. Rolph,
W. T. Aikins, H. H. Wright, W. Beau- '
mont. Only one of these is now living,
Dr. Richardson. The first medical sup-
erintendent was Dr. Edward Clarke,
His agonizing death in the eastern wing
of the hospital created a profound im-
pression among the medical men of To-
ronto at the time and was in some ro-
spects a " most remarkable one
from a medical standpoint. The
first matron was Miss Dbnneily.
a woman of striking individual-
ity; indeed, so striking was it at
one time that she once starved
a negro patient for three days, and then|
trounced him for reporting her. She|
threatened him with an iron poker the
next time he dared talk back to her.
In her day the nurses had to scrub the|
wards,. there being no comfortable
nurses’ training home and housekeep-’
ers’ staff at that time. For doing ex-|

All we do know is that he had
access to some trustworthy traditions,
since he was first able to mention the
connection between Shakespeare’s cloi-
pate Justice and Sir Thomas Lucy. |
Davies‘ entry is probably what Mr.
Halliwell phillippss has called it, “the
casual note of a provincial hearsay.” |
But Mr. Simpson’s contention that
Shakespeare’s opinions were Catholic,
and ‘“‘that, with such opinions, he prob-
ably would, if he had the opportunity, |
die a Papist,”” does not seem exces- |
sive.
