CHEAPER GABLES
SURE T0 COME
—LEMIEUX

Back From England, Pr My G
Says Cable Companies Are
- Likely-toMake Con-
siderable Cut-in
“Rates. .

NEW YORK, Dec. 22.—That rot only
cheaper, but very much cheaper, rates
for cablegrams across the Atlantic are
near at hand, was the confident asser-
tion of RodolphHe Lemieux, thé pﬂgt-
master-general -of : Canada, this afiter-
noon on the eve of his depanturs for

Canada after a day spert in this city
following his -arrival- from-Eurcpe last
night,

“The reform has been accomplfiehed
on the Pacific,”” declared Mr. Lemieux,
“and it will’eoon come nbout on the
Atlantic.”

Mr.- Lemieux =add the movemcnt had
recommended itself to ‘influential n-
terests in the United States ailso, but
he’ declined to ke ‘questioned as ‘to
whether or not the United States Gov-
ernment. had been or would be ap-
proached. by -Canadga -or Grea.t Britain
in the matter.

Up to Old Companies,

If the cable comp-anies would make

In any event, he added he had
received such assurances in  Lcndon
that he felt almcst certain that the
day of very much cheaper cabling be-
tween Europe afid America was rnot
distant.
: He believed a state-owned cablz
across the Atlantic, if it should %te-
eome necessary to lay.one, undoubted-
1y woould be as successful and satis-
factory in every way as the Pacfic
cable from Canada fo Australia.

‘“That project first was serious'y
broached in the early nineties,’ ‘he
said, ‘“‘and 1t ®yas accomplished about
1900. Previously it cost $2.25 a word to
send a cable message from Aus ralasia
to England. The new cable brought
a¥out a reduction of about 50 per cent.,
that is to say, $1.15, and there has
since been g still further reduction.

CAN CLARIFY SEWAGE.

Yorkville. Resident Submits Results of
Experiments to City.

Joseph Adams, 67 Mar!boro-avenue.
has submitted to the ecity authorities
samples of clarified water obtained
from sewage. He experimented with

' filthy water obtained from the bay at

the foot of Brock-street and from the
Don. A small amount of a powder
which he has found effective has, in
from 8 to 12 hours, clarified the water
until when siphoned from the sludge it
is apparently free of any trace ‘of
organic matter. A slight odor of lime
is noticeable = which may disappear
when the water is filtered. Mr. Adams
says the powder can be bought at $10
a ton or less, and it may prove a
cheaper and better method than any
yet submitted here, especially as the
sludge will be available as a fertiliz-
er.

C. P, R. has received from Canada in
land and foney gifts so enormous,
that, by comparison; the $80,000,000 in-
vested in the I. C. R. is a bagatelle,

Lloyd George Denounces the Veto of
Government Bills.

LIVERPOOL, Dec,  22.—David Lloyd
George, the chancellor of the exche-
quer, addressing a meeting last night,
from which  women were rigorously ex-
cluded, to prévent suffragette disturb-
ances, denounced the veto of the Lib-
eral kills by the house of lords and
predicted that the country would
“shatter The throne . of
downe,”” who had usurped the sove-
reignty that *‘o king had claimed since
Charles the First.”

With regard to old age pensions, the
chancellor said he could find the money
needed . “without taxing anybody's
bread or interfering with any produc-
tive industry.”
