ASSASSIN CAPTURED

New York, April 18.—Dr. James
Marcoe, a well known surgeon, was
shot and killed today while taking up
the offering at the morning service
in the fashionable St. George's Fro-
| testant Episeopal Church, 15th street
and Stuyvesant place, in the old aris-
| tocratic district of New York.
His assajlant was captured after a
| short chase by a group of parishion-
feng. At the East 22nd street police
’s‘tdt‘ion the prisoner gave his name
| first as Thomas W, Shelley and later
as Thomas W. Simpkin. The police
gaid 'he told them he had escaped
Thursday from the Eastdrn State
Hospital for the insane at Williams-
burg, West Virginia. The man was
‘born"in London, England, and said he
had spent some time in Canada De-
fore coming to the United States,

Dr. Markoe, a wealthy vestryman
of the church, was a friend and per-
sonal physician to J. Pierpont Mor-
gan, also a parishioner ere.  He
;was 56 years old. [
| The church was crowded with par-
! ishioners, many of them representa-
tives of the wealthiest families in
New York, when the shooting took
place. Dr. Markoe was walking down
the left aisle taking up the collection
while® the choir was singing an an-
them. As he reached the 12th pew
( from the rear and leaned over to pass
| the plate, Shelley, who was seated |
| next to the aisle, whipped out a re- |
| volver and fired at the physician, The |
bullet struck him over the left eye
and he collapsed in the aisle.

Several women screamed ‘and men
rushed from their seats, some to the
aid of the physician and others in

Turkish Tredaty to Be Made

Dardanelles and Control of
. Constantinople Among Im-
portant Problems  to Be
Settled—International Ex-
change to Be Considered.

San Remo, April 18.—Questions in
connection with the peace treaty with
Turkey will comprise the first business
to be taken up by the supreme coun-
cil of the allies at its first formal ges-
sion here tomorrow. This was decid-
ed upon at a conference today in the
Duvachan Palace, where the sessions

are to be held, attended by Premlers
Lloyd George of Great Britain, Nitti
of Italy, and Millerand of Franoe, for
the arrangement of the official proced-
ure. With the premiers were Foreign
Minister Scialoia of Italy, BEarl ‘Cur-
zon, the British foreign secretary and

staff,

It was agreed that daily commun-
iques should -be issued, as upon the
occasion of previous sessions of the
council. & .

It developed definitely today that
the United States would not be repre-
sented at the conference.

The prime ministers of the three
great powers—Lloyd George, Nitti and
Millerand—have expressed. regret that
fhe United States government was
taking no part in what is regarded. as
one of the final acts of the peace
conference.: So far as it can be sensed,
the feelipg here is that the absence

is only a temporary one,
€ reasons for her present
detachment are likely to «disappear.

For the present, however, the prime
ministers, foreign ministers-and ‘ambas-
sadors of Great Britain, - France, Italy,
Japan, Belgium and Greece, at the meet-
ing, are preoccupied with problems par-
ticularly affecting themselves, and there
is no disposition to dwell unduly upon
the lack of American participation.

No Labor Heroes,

they became discredited by their follow-
ers.

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DR. GODFREY FLAYS
HEARST JOURNALS

Should Be Banned, Says Con-
servative Member for

West York. :

The West York Liberal-Conserva-
tive Association held one of the best
meetings in its history at Weston on
Saturday afternoon, when the town
hall was packed with an interested
audience. F. F. Reeves of Mimico-oc-
cupied the chair, and in the eiection
oL oificers was re-elected as president
of the association. Other otficersare:
First vice-president, F. K. ‘Bull; secre-
tary, Earl Lawson; treasurer, Thomas
Griffith, ex-warden of York county.

Dr. Forbes Godfrey, Conservative
member for West York, ¢mphatically
denounced the Hearst New York pub-
lications as unfit for any Canadian to
read. He declared them to be yellow
journals of the worst type, and em-
phatically voiced the opinion that they
should be banned from entrance into
Canada and be refused Canadian paper
on which to publish. If the govern-
ment will not ban these publications,
then, he declared,_ no patriotic Cana-
dian should purchase a single copy
of any Hearst publication.

Dr. Godfrey spoke of the danger of
*‘parlor . Bolshevism,” where ‘“‘cham-
pagne instead of wood alcohol is the
beverage used, but the result is the
same.” He pointed out that “the spirit
of Bolshevism is not confined to the
Bolsheviki,” but is even more serious
when found among the educated or
wealthy classes.

Opposed to Referendum. :

The speaker declared himself en-
tirely opposed to a referendum, as he
stated that the "people have already
voted for the O.T.A. without amend-
ments, and the-expenditure of another
million dollars on a referendum would
bea sheer waste of money, as well as
time. “I propose to see the act carried
out in its entirety,” was his declara-
tion. “I refuse to have anything to do
with temperance agitators, who' call
each other liars on public platforms
or behind each others backs, as did
th® prominent men in the two lead-
ing temperance organizations.”

Brig.-Gen. A. E. Ross, M.P., of Kings-
ton, went after the U.F.O. in no half-
hearted style. “I want to tell the
U.F.0. that ‘they are voting against
their own families in their organiza-
tion,™ “he” began.. . In ‘explanation. . of]
this, he said that the farmer’s son
might go to:the city to become a pro:
fessional or business man and then:
run for parliament. His parents would
then be unable to vote for him. “Such
an organization is too -narrow for
Canada,” he declared. :

- Bad War Records.

Speaking of a statement made by
Dr. Godfrey, that the downfall of the
Conservative party in Ontario was due
to the temperance and the. conscrip-
tion issues, General Ross gave as his
opinion that the temperance issue
might be debated as the cause of the
downfall, but the conscription ques-
tion has nothing to do with it, He
then gave an unfavorable account of
the war records of the U.F.0. mem-
bers, saying that they, the winning
party, had only three members with
good war records.

“Farmers are going around the coun-
try trying to make the people -think .
that the farmer is badly off,” he stat-
ed. As a proof that this is not the
case, he gave statistics to show that
‘the farming class was_never more
wealthy than at present.

The speaker rallied to the cause of
party politics, and declared himself
especially opposed to the class poli-
tics of the U.F¥.0,

Represent All Classes.

"Wih jegard to the Conservative
members in the legislature,” said Gen.
Ross, “we represent all classes, and-
will stand behing the present govern-
ment so long as it stands for the best
interests of the country, but when it
debauches the people of neighboring
provinces we refuse to back them.”

Scheme is Expected to
Develop Arguments.

Ottawa, * April 18—Following the ||
..| appointment by the governments of

Canada and United States of engi-»
neering representatives in ‘connection
with the proposed joint devebqpment
of the St. Lawrence deep waterway,
comes the anaouncement of a series
of public meetings to be held by the
International Joint Commission, t0
which tae entire question, both. as to
navigation and power, hus been sub-
mitted for consideration and 'répoért.
It is expected that these hearings
will, in addltion to establishing com-
plete engineering data, develop clearly
the arguments for and against the
various schemes, as well ?s alternates
routes. For_ instance, North ' Bay,
where the opening meeting is to be
held on May 7, may be expected to
urge the merits of taé Géorgian: Bay
Canal scheme, just as the improve-

ment of the St. Lawrence route will|

be strongly pressed by Western ‘On-
tdrio interests, Canadian ) Wat -
erways and Power .Association having
been organized at Windsor last No-
vember, largely for that purpose.

New York State is naturally -critical
of any project’ which might imperil the
recent costly reconstruction of the Erie
‘Canal,  which, by way of Buffalo, feeds
Canadian lakeborne grain to the port of
New York. On the other hand, 15 states
in the American middle west, members of
Great Lakes—S8t. Lawrence Tidewater
Association, are organized to promote the
St. Lawrence scheme, which promises
cheap water freights to the ocean, as
against the ever-increasing railway rates.

Ontario’s Power Claims.

Ontario, will, no doubt, -reiterate her
claim to the power in quéstion, based
on her retention of natural resources at
confederation, tho the federzl govern-
ment relies on the provision of the B.N.A.

“The workmen in the future must
agk, nay, demand, that they shall have
representation in the counsels of the
business in which they. are indirectly
interested, so,that they wil] reap the
tull benefit- of  their ‘exertions,”” de-
clared J. W. Buckley, chairman of the
Inlependent Labor- party of Ontario,
in an addresg:delivered at the Opén
Forum yesterday on ‘“The Aims. of the
Lebor Party”

Mr.. Buckley claimed that the capi-
talists had failed to provide for thé
workers, and. instead of doing that had
glven them crime, poverty .and war,
“Millions could be provided for de-
stfoying the works of man, but no
money would be provided for workmen
in ‘peace,” he said. During wartimeé it
wés a crime for a man to’be out of emi-
pl9yment, but in times of peace’ . ‘all
wds different, and for fthis state. of
:,.g:irs the capitalists were to blame.
‘I'he present financial and political sys-
téms were condemned by the speaker,
who said they were discredited and
bankrupt so far as the worker . was
concerned. “Humanity has degenerat-
ed under capitalism,” said the speaker,
whio -informed his hearers that when
the man poweg of Britain was exam-
ingd for their fitness for military wer-
vice it was found that enly thirty-six

J per cent. qualified as physically fit.
In, the mills of Lancaghire thousands
of the workers had to'be sent into
Clieshire to recuperate’from the effects

‘* of; the conditions under which --they
were forced to work, ithe blame being
lald at the.door of the capitalists who
ars responsible for the exploitation of
thé working man. ¥4

The Government’s Duty:

The speaker declared that the gov-
etnments of today signally failed in

. their duties to the masses. -Their first
function was to feed, clothe amd house
it§ people. The children must not be
brgught up in hoveis if they were to
bgeome useful and healthy citizens.
The whole system should beée used for
the people and he was strongly in
favor of natiomalizing public utilities,
Presently our: governments handed
over their business to private inter-
ests to exploit the people. i

The speaker held that the workmen'’s
compensation,act in England did not
bénefit the employes. The employers
tound that -the insurance compapies
charged high rates covering workmen
over 45 years of age, and promptly
firgd:those who were-over that age. The
policy ©of the capitalists was one of
foree, hate and materialism, and “they
know not human sympathy,” he de-
clared,

Mr. Buckley was emphatic that the
workmen of Canada cannot allow the
Amerjcan Federation of Labor to in-
terfere in things Canadian. “They have

; Mo voice in saylng how we are to go
about getting our emancipation.” To
the American Federafion of Labor we
must ‘say; ‘Hands off’,”” was his ad-
vige. . "

Unable to Understand Why

Army and navy postal veterans
|now comprising an association :of
more than 300 members, decided at
yesterday’'s meeting held at S. 0. E.
Temple to hold all future meetings on
Sunday mornings.  The meeting has
forwarded on to the Re-establishment
Committee at Ottawa recommenda-
tions for soldier members of the civil
#ervices. It was pointed out at the
meeting that married civil service re-
turned men should receive gratuities
granted to married retuned men {n-
stead of as at present single men’s
‘gratuities going to married men n
the service.

An important matter was brought
to the attention of the meeting, This
was the receipt of a letter by a mem-
ber from the government demanding
the return of a sum totaling almost
$400 received during the war .as
working pay while this member was
in the post office (military) in Lon-
don, England. The government ap-
parently made the claim that the pay

then granted, 60 cents a day, was
given in error, and should never have
been paid out. It was pointed  out
during the discussion that this policy
of peying men 60 cents a day as
working pay in 1916 or 1917 and de-
manding the return of such monies
in 1920 was abusiness venture baf-
fling even Raffles. The man in ques-
tion stated that he knew of at least
six other men who had received -de-
mands for large cheques on similar
grounds. It was finally decided sto
get more information relative to this
problem of *“waising alleged excess
military pay.”

NOT OF ONE MIND

Largely attended, the Toronto Sub-
urban Railwaymen's meeting held at
the Labor Temple on Saturday night
decided to present demands upon this
wompany for large increases in wages
At present -the men are receiving a
maximum wage of 45 cents an hour.
The demands call for a wage schedule
for 6V, 66 and 70 cents, and will be
presented in a few days.

It is understood that the smen are
strongly in favor of making a big
fight for these demands, but that
they may accept the wage-already ac-
cepted by the Civic Railwaymen’s
Association, a maximum of 66 cents.

MAY PASS LAW TO

Ottawa, April 18.—(Special) ,—If “out- |
law” strikes contlnue there is little
doubt but legislative effect will be given |
to contracts between employers and labor
unions. So frequent have these viola- |
tions of contracts by labor unions be-
come and indirect opposition to interna-
tional executives that action to make
such contracts legal agreements and
their viglation punishable cannot long
be deferred.

The “outlaw” have dismegarded the ad-
vice of their executives and their solemn
contracts, In some instances yearly con-
tracts have been in force but a ghort
time when irresponsible labor members
have refused to abide by them. The
legislation proposed to meet this conai-
| tion will' make the agreement binding
| under penalty to both ,parties collectively
| and individually. As viewed here, “‘out-
| law” strikes, if not checked, mean dis-
| integration to labor unions and demoral-
ization to industry.

Every Employe_ of Big Ch&udiere
Industry Gains Twenty Per
Cent. Increase!

ALSO RAISE BY EDDY. CO.

Ottawa, April 13.—Every employe of
the bg J. R. Booth industry. at the
Chaugiere,-exclusive of the office .staff
and those who haye recently been grant-
ed incréases, will receive ‘an increase of*
twenty per cent. on his present rate of
wages, dating from May 1.

This announcement was made by Mr.
J. R. Booth on Saturday, following the

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Salvation by Overalls ?

The Americans are truly a remark- |
able people. To whom else, on the
divine footstool would it occur to
bring down the price of tweeds by
sumu'latiﬁg an unnatural demand for
denim? Preachers in the pulpit, judges
on the bench, dandies in” their autos
are sporting overalls as a protest
egainst the high cost of their accus-
tomed wear. Presently, maybe, they
will revert to broadcloth as a pnotes:
against the high cost of hard cotton.
A valn circle of protests cannot oblit-
erate a vicious - circle of climbing
prices. Patriotism is more than wav-
ing flags. Bconomic -equilibrium is
more than melodrama in spectacular
economy.

But d:-nimic protest is useful so far
ae it wakens the powers that be to
the truth that the production and
distribution of commodities have be-
come victims of rapacity to an ex-
went that mortal flesh will mot per-
manently endure. In the necessaries
of life there is mo excuse for in-
creases of profits out of all proportion
to the services rendered, either in
producing or in passing them around.

Two of the canons of orthodox com-
merce have been observed by the pro-
fiteers, with the sanction of immem-
orial tradition, if not with the protee-
tion of law.

;, 'The first is the unwritten right of
a @eller to charge what he thinks the

 buyer will pay—a right that is assum-

' ed to be enlarged either by the scarcity
of the article sold or the dire neces-
sity of the purchaser.

The second is the custom of fixing
profits on a basis of percentage of-the
seller’'s cost. e

At present, both these standards of
trading are accepted by practically
everybody. But with regard to them,
profiteering  in one commodity has
long been limited by a sort of interna-
tional law. Gold has a common value

“all over the world. The world’s busi-
neses has been run on the standardiza-
tion of gold, plus the assumption that
any crisis in credit that might arise
here or there could be met: by the
profuction of enough gold from some
store—like the Bank of England or
the mint at Ottawa—to restore confi-
dence in the values of other commiodis
ties which were always to be tested
and upheld by their relation to the
supply of gold. Everything in trade
was subsidiary to the amount of gold
available to meet emergendjes.

The method worked very well for
long enough before the war. But the
war has put a different face upon all
the transactions of civilized mankind.
The great men who run governments
and direct finance can't yet read the
face. The supply of stored gold, and
the operation of the systems of credit
that were reared aroupnd it, no longer
suffice to keep all the wheels of in-
dustry and all the machineries of credit

i going, because the human element in
the complicated processes has become

ecalcitrant instead of docile. Some-

hing has smitten the world, for which

either statesmen nor financiers were
prepared. Underneath the confusions
that afflict the political and economic
machines, there are great human fac-
tors that refuse to answer to the
working of the mechanism as they
answered a few years ago. Labor re-
fuses to produce in the same quanti-
tles, in return for the same share of
the result. As a part of this phenome-
non, relatively fewer of the things are
produced that the world absolutely
needs—such as food and its congomi-
tants, wool and leather. But the pro-
duction of luxuries that most fmen and
women manage to do without goes on
out of proportion to the necessity for
the elemental things.

Labor is increasingly scarce on the
tarms, which produoce the wool, that
makes the clothes, against the cost of
which men are protesting by wearing
cotton. But cotton is glso produced
from farms where labor is not as
cheaply productive as it used to be.
Without some fundamental change,
overalls, thru increased demand, will

become as dear as dress suits.

But the cry for . luxuries does nuﬂ
decrease as the difficulty of produc-!
ing food increases. On what people |
need—food and clothing—vompared!
with what they desire—luxuries—less |
affort is being spent than is nec-os:saryf
to furnish all human requirements. If|
too few agre growing food, and too!

Until statesmen really tackle
the illusions that create this fool's
paradise we shall get nowhere,” ex-
cept farther into the difficulty of ob-
taining what we shall eat and where-
withal we shall be clothed. When
statesmen live in a fool's paradise
what caance is there for average
people to rest on solid ground their
apprehension of the facts that govern
them?

Housing Makes Progress.

If the house is kind to Hon. Peter
and his budget the legislature this
week siould have chances to discuss
municipal  housing. Development of
‘schemes under provincial aegis has
opened what may prove to be a new
era in Ontario municipal governance,

Towns and cities have been higaly
suspicious  of anything that looked
like Queen's Park interference with
their functions. It was bad enough
to bhave to go to the assembly for
special legislation for this or that
expansion of municipal service, but
to think that the government might
act like an overseer in the spending
of money which became a Ppurely mu-
nicipal liability, was hateful indeed
to lovers of locgl independence.
“Leave us alone, what have we to do
with thee,” was the attitude of mu-
nicipalities to the provincial admin-
istratiom. But, as regards housing,
a change is coming over the .inter-
administrative relationship.

In several places where housing
schemes have been undertaken there
has been divergence between local
and the provincial views. In many
instances local ideas ran to the build-
ing of houses after the manner of
old-world Pprovision - of workers’
dwellings—and after the manmer of
many Canadian industrial tousings.
Architects wers employed, some of
whom had scarcely ever planned for
the habitation of wage earners, There
was a coffin-like uniformity about
their styles.

All schemes had to be submitted to
the provincial secretary’s department
and it wes fréquently found that the
local ideas were not agreeable to the
central authority. Opportunities for
friction were abundant enough, and
friction might have developed, to the
damage of both parties to a progres-
sive movement in community service.
But the government has been fortun-
ate in having at its command experi-
enced architectwral and construc-
tional ability; and local commissions
have found their schemes improved
so that even vgry self-reliant  alder-
men could tell the difference between
the proposal and the improvements
on it. <

Indeed, many municipalities, in-
stead of kicking against governmental
supérvi.sion, have asked for more,
They have recognized that co-ordina-
tion, based on wide experience and
skilled knowledge is the true road to
progress. Dwelling places of the
average citizenry will henceforth be
better than they have ever been.
Cities and towns are being enriched
permanently in variety, beauty and
utility of residential design, not only
by the buildings of present commis-
sions; but the new beneficence will
be emulated in private constructions.

Local Government Board, Maybe.

The Housing Commission’s experi-
ence in Ontario makes it pertinent to
recall a proposal which Sir John Gib-
son favored as the result of his pro-
vincial secretaryship in the Ross gov-
ernment nearly twenty years ago. He
wanted a department corresponding to
the local government board, which
gives a uniformity and stability to
tocal administration in ‘the British
Isles.

It controls capital expenditures of
local public bodies in a fashion that
furnishes a sort of special referendum
which, on the whole, works more effi-
ciently than our custom of submitting
mongy bylaws to special votes of the
electorate, and which ' secures funds
for the smallest municipalities at
rates as low 48 those obtainable by
the largest cities in the land,

When the local council decides on a
scheme, say, for sewerage, waterworks
or electrical plant, it applies to the
focal government board for permission
to borrow the necessary money. The
board sends a trained inspector to~
hold a public inquiry, at which any in-
terested citizen has unfettered right
to be heard, personally or by counsel.
If there is opposition, the case is sift-
ed as thoroly as if it were before the

b
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Dominion and provincial gov‘ernments,
as well as the ' local administrative
bodies figure, are coming to see that
there is plenty of room in Canada for
something like the local government
board system as it works in the old
land. Indeed, Saskatchewan has for
several years had a local government
board which is doing good work.

There is no need to copy the old.
country, after the manner of the dude
who loves to ape London styles.

the revolver in his hand, leaped over
the body of the physictan and started
to run out of the c¢hurch.

Shelley continued shooting. His second
shot directed at meémbecs of the con-
gregation who were pursuing him, went
wild. John C. Tiedman. the sexton,
dropped to the floor in time to escape
the third hullet, which grazed the cheek
of J. Morgan Jones.

Shelley then ran from the church into
Stuyvestant square. Dr. Brewer was
the first man to reach him. He grab-
bed the man’s arm but Shelley managed
to wriggle himself loose long enough to
fire another ' shot, which grazed Dr,
Brewer's thigh. By that time several
other members of the congregation had
thrown Shelley to the ground and were
holding. him down when a policeman
arrived, handcuffed the prisoner and took
him to the police station.

Meanwhile, Dr. Maroe had been car-
ried out of the church and placed in
an automobile. As he was being lifted
into the car he regained consciousness
long enough to say: "I will be all right,”
and then collapsed. He was rushed to
the ‘Lying-in-Hospital at Eighteenth
street and Second avenue, but was dead
when brought into that institution.

Shelley freely admitted that he had
shot Dr. Markoé, according to the po-
lice. ‘“There arc a lot more who are
going to get it, too.” He is reported
to have said when questioned by police
detectives.

Shelley said one of the things he was
certain about was that he had never
seen Dr. Markroe before. He told a
rambling story of his movement cover-
ing the seven years he has been in Can-
ada and the United States.

He said he had been at St. George's
Church on a previous visit to New York
on Feb. 19, 1919. After arriving here
this morning from Richmond, Ve.,
said, he breakfasted and went to the
church.

Shelley later told the police he brought
his wife and two children to Canada
seven years ago. He enlisted in the
Canadian army and was about to sail
overseas, he said, when he learned his
wife had become a mother. He asked
for a transfer to an organization station-
ed near his wife’s home, but was refused
as being ‘‘too valuable a man,” he said.

“I figured.” he explained, “that if I
was too good a man for the outfit to
lose, ‘1 was too good for Wy wife to lose.
I Jumped the outfit and entered the
United States and later brought my wife
and children over.”

About two years ago, Shelley added, he
escaped from the insane asylum at Fer-
gus Falls, Minn,, after three unsuccesasful
attempts. Six months later he went to
Gary, Ind., he said, and there bought a
revolver which he has carried ever sinee,
with which he did the shooting, -~

““They say there is a physical cause for
every mental reaction,” said Shelley. *I
was tubercular and they cured me. Then
I got cancer and I was operated on for
that. So T guess those are the causes,"”

“The preacher in his sermon @t the
church,” hé continued, ‘“‘told them to be
good to strangers, but no one spoke to
me, and I resented it.”

Rev. Dr. Karl Reiland, rector of St.
George’s, in part of his sermon had urged
the wealthy congregation to befriend
strangers and show Christian courtesy.

In addition to the prominence achieved
as physician to the family of J, Pierpont
Morgan, Dr. Markoe was noted for his
philanthropies to the poor of New York.
The Lying-in Hospital, first established
on the lower east side. was the result of
his influence, and later he induced the
elder Morgan to endow and erect a mod-
ern institution, The financier gave §1,-
000,000 to the charitable project. His son
has malntained the hospital.
was its attending surgeon and consultant
head.

Dr. Markoe was physician to the elder
Mr, Morgan until his death, and continued

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PRESIDENT CABRERA
'YIELDS HIMSELF

New Government Formed in
Guatemala, With Herrera
as Chief.

Guatemala City, April 18.~President
Estrada Cabrera has capitulated to thé
revolutionary forces of Carlos Heftera,
after the latter had enveloped hig
stronghold of -La Palma. The presie
dent agreed to surrender himseif to-
day, the ‘revolutionists guaranteeing
his personal safety, ang@ also retention
of all the property legally obtained by
him. . ¥ {

. The capitulation of éabrera follow-
ed intermittent fighting which began

on April 9, when Cabrera, well equip- |

ped and: with numerous supporters,
was holding the forts of San Jose and
Matamores, with-an entrenched posi-
tion at La Palma, south by east of the
¢apital. The revolutionists, lacking
arms, seized small quantities in vari-
ous parts of Guatemala City. The
greater part of the country rallied to
the support of Herréra, and arms and
men arrived every day in the capital.

All attempts by the Cabrera forces
t0 invade Guatemala City were beat-
en off, lively street fighting occurring
in the southern and eastern suburbs
of the city. The Herrera forces sur-
rounded Fort San Jose and compelled
its capitulation on April 12, the revo-
lutionists driving 7a wedge between
Matamores and La Palma, and grad-
ually surrounding the latter place.

The loss of life among the com-
batants in the fighting was not heavy,
considering the amount of ammuni-
tion used, but there were many casu-
alties among the civilians during the
bombardment of the capital by the
Cabrera forces and in the street fight-
ing.

A new government was announced
today, with Carlos Herrera as presi-
dent, and ministers who are prominent
men are said to enjoy the confi-
dence of the country. Perfect order
is reported tonight thruout Guatemala.

‘WILFUL MURDER

Cork, Ireland, April 17.—Charges of
wilful murder against Premier Lioyd
George were brought in the verdict of
the jury in the inquest into the death
of Mayor MaoCurtain of this city, as-
sassinated last month, which was
rendered today.

The verdict also charges Viscount

French, lord lieutenant of Ireland; Ian
MacPherson, former chief secretary,
and several police ingpectors, with
murder. -

The text of the verdict reads:

“We fipd that the late Alderman
Thomas MacCuriain, Lord . Muyor of
Cork, died frem shoek and hemorchayge
caused by rbullet: wounds; thdt he wuas
wilfully murdered under clrsumstances
of the most celious brutality; that the
lnurder wes orgenized and carried out
by the Royal lrish Constabulary, offl-
cially dirvcted by the British Auvern-
ment, and we return a verdict of wil-
ful murder against David Lloyd George,
prime minister of England; Lord ¥rench,
Lord Lieutenant of Iicland; Ian Mac-
Pherson, late chief secretary for Ire-
land; Acting Inspector-General Smith of
the Royal Iidsh Constabulury, Divisional
Inspecior Clayton of the Royal Irish
Constabulary, District Inspector Swaneey
and some unknown members of tne

That part of.the verdict laying the
crime to the hands of the police caused
no surprise here, but few thought the
Jury would go so far as to charge the
premier, Viscount French and Mr. Mac-
Pherson with the murder, even though
the charge !s likely to mean little more
than an expression of sentiment against
these officials.: It is different, however,
with the police officers who, in the usual
course, would be expected to be placed
under arrest immediately.

The verdict charging the constabulary
with the murder was a foregone con-
clusion. It {s known that some of the
S8inn Fein leaders believed two weeks
ago that the verdict would simply charge
the police as a body without mentioning
names. This doubtless influenced Vis-
count French and Sir John Taylor, un-
der-secretary for Ireland, to ignore sum-
monses to appear as witnesses. Elabor-
ate military precautions and the counsel
of cooler heads emong the Sin.. Fein
leaders, it is belleved, will forestall seri-
ous trouble here.

Failed to Reply.

‘When the inquest was resumed Sat-
uirday, Coroner MceCable announced
that he had just issued summonses
against Lord Lieutenant Viscount
French and Under Secretary for Ire-
land Sir John Taylor, but had receiv-
ed no reply. He understood, however,
that a letter had been sent to him,
which, on its arrival, he would read.

Crown Solicitor Wolfe, addressing
the jury, dealt with the tragedies pre-
ceding the lord mayor's death. He
safid that the story had bdlossomed
forth into the open suggestion that
those interested in preserving peace
and order were for some unaccount-
able reason responsible for Ald. Mac-
Curtain’s death, &

It would be a wanton scandal, he
declared, if that charge were perse-
vered in to the end. The maintenance
of friendly relations between the police
and the public was a matter that
concerned everyone. The police were
their own kith and kin, and, instead
of acts of murder and brutality to
drive them from that friendship, it
was to the interest of every Irishman,
no matter of what politics, to preserve
and enhance those friendly relations.

Alluding to the groups of men séen
on the night of the murder, he said
that if the suggestion was to be made,
and if they were dealing with forty or
fifty, policemen, then this was a charge
.of rder against every policeman in
Cork. It would be Impossible to have
forty policemen out that night with-
out the consent and connivance of
every policeman in Cork.

Attorney Lynch, for the next-of-kin
of the deceased, also addressed the
jury, and told them he was sure they
would try the case upon the evidence
alone. He made that observation, he
said, as he would not be doing his
duty to the memory of the dead if he
did not call attention to the action of
a person or persons in what had been
described as an authoritative quarter

On
the night of the declaration of the
war Mr., Asquith, the British prime
mdnister, sent a motor car from
Downing street to Cambridge to find
the profcssor, dead or alive, and
bring him to London. He was found,
however, to ‘be taking a holiday in
Cornwall, and the motor car driver
was instructed over the phone to pro-
ceed to _the west and locate the pro-
fessor. This he did and brought him
to London next day, and after a fin-
ancial conference the authority was
@iven for the issuance of the Brad-
bury pound note. During the whole
war Mr. Kayne was financial adviser
to the British vernment and acted
in a like capacity at the peace con-
terence, Mr, Jackson, who is a

It was,
he continued, the duty of everyone to
do all in his power to eassist in the
noble work the Jewish War Relief
Association had undertaken, and he
went on to voice his appeal in his
usual eloquent style.

Daily Luncheon Arranged.

J. E. Atkinson of The Star news-
paper then addressed the workers on
the greatness of.the task before them,
and he asserted that they must not
allow a single opportunity of adding
to.their funds to pass.

FITTING MEMORIAL
T0 U.C.C. DEAD

Principal Gran’f’, Honoring the
Dead, Speaks for the
Living.

“Let us realize that every man turn-
ed down -in the .course of reconstruc-
tion without fu}lest consideration of
his case forms an insult to the mem-
ory of our dead-—your dead.”

“This was the striking message sent
out Jast night by Major W. L. Grant,
principal-or Upper Canada College, on
the occusion of the third annual me-
morial services held with fitting bol-
emnity ‘at the great college assembly
hall.  “May we ever think of the re-
turned man with the memory of our
dead before us,” continued the prin-
cipdl of ' Toronto’'s famous hall of
learning,  “Those who have returned
to us, bereft of limb, nerve-racked, im-
perfect, yet with fire undimmed, they
are as those who passed over on Flan-
ders’ Fields. They aimed as high; they
fought with equal valor.

“We ‘first held our memorial services
in April, 1918, when the allies were in
the-throes of the great and uncertain
Zonflict. The honor roll of Upper
Canada College expanded and expand-
ed, and it was a_-period of travail for
those left behind here in Canada. But
with. them over there, depression had
no place. In commemorating their
valor, we ‘draw from the cheer which
sped them on from victory to victory.
They have become to us transfigured,
glorified forever. i

“This is the 90th year since the
foundation of our college by Lord Sea-
cdombe. This period of 90 years is in
itgelf a tradition, for no school, no in-
stitution, can exist for the common
weal for 90 years without being root-
ed upon the most solid foundation in
principle and integrity.: We can point
to our roll and show the world some
of Canada’s greatest men—they who
served their country, they who served
the state, who served well their cities.
But that tradition which we are here
commemorating tonight is, I think, the
grandest of all fraditions. It is the tra-
dition of loyalty to state; of devotion
to duty. And because of their devo-
tion to duty, it is well we should com-
memorate their names, their epié¢ valor.
It was such as they and theirs who
made the Canadian corps, the corps
which has given Canadians an honor-
ed and immortal name among nations.”

Major Grant then went on to point
out that it was the ‘intention of Upper
Canada College to commemorate the
valor of her sons by opening her gates
to returned men. The speaker was as-
€ured . that the' boys so chosen in schol-
arship such as the Geoffrey Woods and
the John Roboertson scholarships would
in all respects add to the honor of the
institution.

“FOR JEWISH RELIEF

Splendid Start in Campaign
to Provide for Destitute
' Hel?}'ews in Europe.

Several humndred men and women
assembled. last evening in, the Massey
‘Hall, when .the Toronto campaign,
having ‘for its object the raising ‘of
two hundred thousand dollars for the
relief of the destitute JewsS in east-
ern Europe, was officially inaugur-
ated. :

Leo Frankel occupied the chair, and
in the course of a' short address,
wished it to be kmown, aad to remove
any doubt in the matter that the cost
of the luncheons and banqubts held
during the past week in connection
with the campalgn, was provided pri-
vately, and that no portion of  the
contributions the fund was, or
would be, used Yor that purpose,

M. . Goldstick urged every Jew in
Toronto to do his and her utmost so
that tae objective would not only be
reached, but much exceeded. He sug-
gested that workmen contribute .one
day's - wages to ithe fund; &nd mer-
chants contribute one day's  profit.
Already, said the speaker, over $70,000
had -been subseribed to the fund, and
he ‘was' confident that the Jews of the
city would do their duty in putting
the fund over tae top. “If you . gave
cents ' during. the war towards - relief
to the suffering Jews in Europe, you
require to . give dollans now,” he said.
The thirty million dollars raised for
relief purposes during the war, if di-
vided amongst the Jewish sufferers, it
would give themidbout,two dollars a
year. The massacre of the Jewish
people had added to the cup of mis-
ery, and necessitated an extra effort
being made to provide relief, and tae
speaker was convinced that the 35,000
Jews -in Toronto would nobly' gnswer
the present call,

Hebrew Poet Speaks.

Sholom Asch, the noted Hebrery writer
and poet, who was commissioned by the
Joint distribution committee t proceed
to Europe and investigate thWe condi-
tions of the Jews there, delivered an
impassioned peroration in Yilidish, in
which: he told/ of the unbelievable mis-
eries which the Jews in Europe were
suffering. They were homeless, driven
from city to city, tortured with disease
and hunger, till death claimed its toll in
frightful numbers. Bread, they had none
for days on end, and what little there
was for distribution was fought for by
men, women and children, rich or poor,
who filled the bread lines. The unfor-
tunates are without clothing and have
no shoes to cover their feet. Mr. Asch
made a very serious and eloquent ap-
peal to the Jewish people in Toronto to
come ‘to the aid of their unfortunate
brethern in stricken Europe.

Braniford, Ont., April 18.—With
total receipts of $143,903, the Brant-
ford municipal railways closed the
year with a surplus of $2,342, meet-
ing all operating expenses, interest
sinking fund, but without mak-
ing any allowance for depreciation.
