“There are times mben .the rhinoceros 
would beat out his brains against the iron 
bars of h» cage if it was possible. The 
rhinoceros is an animal of strangely vary­
ing unloads. Sometimes he is playful, and 
wild caper-«round his enclosure Mce a cob 
lassai tomb. Ait either times he is sullen 
amd morose, and gives every evidence of 
a desire for self-destruction. This undoubt­
edly does mot come from amy fret at be­
ing kept in confinement, for African hunt­
ers eay that ithe Suicide of a rhinocéros in 
its native habitait is not an unusual thing.

“The same thing is said of giraffes. I 
have known several of these animals to 
commit suicide by starvation, and my im­
pression is that loneliness is the usual 
cause of the giraffe’s self-destruction. It 
is an absolute cruelty to exhibit one of 
these sensitive animals alone. They must 
have company of their own kind in order 
to be contented. They are, however, af­
fectionate in a dull, bovine way, and often 
became very much attached to a keeper. 
It as far this reason that the same keep­
er is often kept in charge of our giraffes 
for years. The continued absence of a fa­
vored keeper will compel the aiamula to 
fret and display every evidence of dis­
quiet; end if the separation, is a perman­
ent one every tffort has to be made to 
keep the animal from fretting itself into 
a condition of iBnieee. The giraffe that we 
Oaleriaed at the winter quarters tost Jan­
uary was killing itself because, owing to 
the nctughmees of the other giraffes, iit iuad 
to be separated from them. It repeatedly 
injured itself by butting its head against 
the partitions, and very little could be 
done in the way of restraint far fear of 
twtitimg ithe animal's neck or hurting its 

The latter finaily happened, and 
we had to chloroform the giraffe to re­
lieve it of cits sufferings.

“Many other instances of attempted or 
actual suicide among animals have come 
under my notice during the yeans that I 
have been actively engaged m looking af 
tor zoological collections. There ie notii-

The secretary of the treasury has no­
tified the banks with which special de­
posits of public funds were made last 
March that this money must be returned 
to the treasury between .July 10 and July 
20. Bids will be awarded before August 
August 1 for $30.000,000 2 per cent. 10-30 
Panama Canal bonds for which payment 
must be made in full upon notice of ac­
ceptance1 of the bids. Thus there will be 
withdrawn by the treasury within the 
next three weeks $40,^00,000 from banks.

On the other hand it is estimated that 
the expenditures of the government will 
exceed revenues during July by about 
$16,000,000 and by a considerable amount 
in August. The deficit for July and Aug­
ust, 1905, was $18,515,000.

The expenditures for the first nine 
days of July this year were $1,870,000 
more than in 1905, but the revenues were* 
$2,300,000 greater, so that the deficit 
was $436,000 less. This ratio may be 
changed by disbursements under the gen­
eral deficiency bill. Congress adjourned 
sine die March 3, 1905, so that there were 
no eficieaicy disbursements at ithe beginning 
of the last fiscal year.

Probably the net loss to banks by 
return of deposits and purchase of 
bonds will be less than $20,000,000 and 
this may be made up by deposits against 
the new bonds until the money is needed 
in the construction of the Panama Canal.
Foreign exchange has been hovering about 

ithe gold iifiport point for some time and 
foreign insurance companies have only be­
gun to pay their San Fracisco losses, al­
though it is reported from London that 
they have sold a large amount of secur­
ities in preparation for payment. The 
great bankers of Europe seem unwilling to 
facilitate gold exports to the United 
States in aid of speculative operaions at 
this time, but when we really need gold 
opposition to shipments of the metal to 
New York will disappear. Nevertheless 
the price of gold bars may advance.

there is a wide field for useful legislation 

“Equal rights for black and 
Wthitie” and inflexible repression of “color­
ed” aspirations. No race has yet been 
tamed by repression, the last resort of ig­
norant government.

The Transvaaler » not even consistent, 
for, while he elbows the nigger from every 
decent privilege, he genially observes the 
yellow man openly indulge in every privil­
ege, moral or the reverse, wthidh he him­
self claims by right of color. Of the hete­
rogeneous humanity gathered in Johannes­
burg where* the Britisher w getting left 
behind in every legal and illegal pursuit, 
the negro is not the most objectionable 
type. ,

(More physical and moral contamination 
be absorbed by association with 

many wearing the disguise of civilisation. 
There* is little that the home government 
can do for the Transvaal beyond hastening 
the establishment of responsible govern­
ment, and leaving the multitude of conflict­
ing paasriotne and interests to find a com­
mon salvation.

The basis of the new constitution: is 
meantime sub-jud'ioe, but whatever voting 
qualification is fixed, the election results 
wiiiH give -the mining Moloch and >ts para­
site* a rude shock. Public meetings can

There is 
no physical cause disabling white men from 
working in the gold mines, and with 
housing and necessaries at rational prices, 
even low grade ores could be mined by 
white labor at a profit.

The underground conditions are incom­
parably better than in European coal 
mines, and the variable temperature on 
the Rand tries white men less than color­
ed people from warmer regions. Moreover, 
the white man, particularly the British 
workman, if he is willing, has surely first 
claim in the new sphere of industry ac­
quired by sacrifice of which he has borne 
his share.

There are few natives in the vicinity of 
the Rand. It is not generally understood 
here that #J1 black labor engaged on the 

.mines is imported. Zulus, Kwains, Baeu- 
tas and negroes from Central Africa are 
among these available, and as British de­
pendants are entitled to consideration be­
fore alien races. Portuguese territory 
also supplies largely. The Orange River 
and Oape colonies, Natal and Rhodesia, re­
quire their black population, and discour­
age or prohibit recruiting.

In any event, scarcity of native labor­
ers subject to British influence was not 
conclusively demonstrated before the Chin­
ese ordinance was approved, while many 
with opportunities to judge believe a scar­
city was artificially created. It does not 
exist now, and any employer on the Rand 
can get as many Kaffirs as he wants vtith- 
oot trouble.

Depression pervade? all 
classes, and feeds the prejudices which 
stand for political opinions with a large 
proportion of the white population.

Each section of the community has it® 
special grievance against some or all of 
the other division®, while all find common 
ground in distrust of the home govern­
ment based on apocryphal records of 
Liberal colonial policy in the past. With 
no disinterested leaders, and informed by 
a press conducted as a department of 
the financial ring, public opinion runs 
cm the lines of least resistance, and the 
real causes of itlhe present parlous situa-, 
tdon are ignored.

The new colony has opened its career 
where the mother country is (trying to 
leave off. The wair established the finan­
cial side of the mining industry as the 
greatest vested interest . in the sub-con­
tinent, and speculation has cornered the 
pick of the land. The railway system is 
dedicated to the supply of state revenue 
rather than transport; trade enterprise is 
strangulated by the cost of carrying pro­
duce and supplies to and from the 
and living • costs make the whole labor 
difficulty. .

ance are better known in Britain than in 
Johannesburg, where the advent of the 
Chinaman 'had not the approval of the 
mass of local opinion, -though eo-called 
public meetings acclaimed it. The promis­
ed (prosperity has not followed the wake 
of the yellow laborer, for though the gold 
output has increased month by month, till 
all records have passed, money is scarcer, 
and the industrial outlook on the Rand is 
more hopeless than ever.

Wholesale repatriation is a serious step. 
Where all is bad, any change is feared as 
a possible change for the worse. It is 
not surprising that the Chinaman is not 
homesick. He is working under decora­
tive conditions^ designed to capture public 
approval and naturally is pleased with his 
lot. Had the Kaffir been so treated no 
prima facie case for importation of China­
men could have been stated.

The slavery cry at the general election 
seemed exaggerated when well-fed China­
men roalned at large in exuberant spirits, 

yet unconscious <Sf the limitations to li­
berty of action laid down by the ordin- 

The moral dangers of the Chinese 
invasions are unduly magnified. The av­
erage yellow man on the Rand behaves as 
well as his whi#e hffipther, and the social 
atmosphere is not disturbed by his pres­
ence.

Bora to great wealth, young Mr. Twom- 
fcly felt his redpomsibilitiee as a man. There 
is much cant written and spoken about 
the responsibility of wealth. Yet the 
chief responsibility, and the firet duty of 
the rich man, is «to see that the method by 
which he gets his wealth does no other 
man hurt of any kind, either by extorting 
from him unwilling tribute or by denying 
to him opportunities to make himself in­
dependent and prosperous.

Mr. Twombly twos young—only eighteen 
years old. The «money which he had, and 
might «hope for in «the future, was inherit­
ed money. Probably to him never came 
a thought of the responsibilities of wealth 
which some of our millionaire social re­
formers prate of so glibly.

All «those forces axe 
necessary and useful in tihleir way, but tihe 
greatest of all these tools and instrumen­
talities is love. Samuel Smiles reminds 
us «that ‘Baril and his disciples spread 
Christianity over half tihe Roman world, 
with little more money than is gamed 
■from a foehiomablLe bazaar/ ‘We often do 
more good/ eays Canon Farrar, by our 
sympathy than by our labors/ Sympathy 
is one of the greatest secrete of life, end 
one of the oostlieet of accomplishments.
