The tendency abroad, he said, was to­
ward heavier, stronger, faster ships, and 
the American navy must keep abreast of 
that movement.

Admiral Badger and Rear Admiral 
Fletchpr, also attached to the general 
board, agreed that speed in excess of*6B 
knots is not desirable at this time for 
capital ships, as it would necessitate 
increasing the size and cost of ships with­
out giving any substantial added advan­
tage.

Members of the committee questioned 
the two admirals about the value of 
heavy armor for battiships, in the light 
of naval engagements of the present war.

“The German government based its de­
fence of its acts on paragraph 48, of The 
Hague Convention, which authorizes the 
power occupying a country to take all 
necessary measures for maintaining or­
der there.

its eight days to be holidays, days of 
song and thanksgiving.

The holiday is marked by special 
prayers of thanks and psalms of praise 
inserted into the daily ritual, and by the 
kindling of the Channukah lights. The 
usual custom Is to light one light on the 
first day, two on the second, three on 
the third, and so on, adding one each suc­
cessive day of the feast. As to the rea­
son for this custom of kindling the 
lights, legend tells that when Judas 
Maccabeus and his victorious army re­
dedicated the Temple and cleansed it of 
all the impurities of idolatry, he found 
that there was only enough pure oil to 
keep the perpetual light burning for one 
day, and it would be long before new 
oil could be procured. But miraculously, 
this small amount of oil lasted for eight 
days, and the perpetual light 
tinguished. For this reason it was or­
dained that every year lights should be 
kindled for eight days in every house­
hold. It became customary for the lights 
to be placed in the windows and the 
doorways, so that the streets of the cities 
be lighted up. Thus the feast came to 
be known as the Feast of Lights.

The Jewish date for the beginning of 
this feast is the twenty-fifth of the 
month of Kislev. According to one tra­
dition, the reason that Judas selected this 
date Is because it fell exactly three years 
after Antiochus had defiled the Temple; 
according to another tradition it is be­
cause that was also the day when the 
Israelites, after being delivered from 
Egypt, completed the Tabernacle in the 
wilderness.
