Ottawa, July 16.—The exigencies of the war and its duration of a very lengthy period may call for 

a system of national registration in Canada, as in Great Britain, but no such step has yet been taken. At 
the militia department today it wae said that as yet there has been no consideration of such a plan, 
though from outside there has come more or less advocacy of it.

The preseqt system is working very satisfactorily and the more radical departure may be antici­
pated only when it fails or when the duration and demands of the war call for such a system.

This momentous event has been 
expected for some weeks and Russia is 
perfectly prepared to deal with it on the 
same lines as have become familiar in 
the Galician adventures. The German 
plan is to catch the Russian armies like 
a nut between the jaws of a nut-cracker, 
but the Germans have an incalculable 
amount of fighting to face before they 
win to the area enclosing the nut—and 
then the cracking is still to be done. It 
is all sheer frontal fighting; the Russians 
have been so disposed to'take advantage 
of their natural strongholds that wher­
ever the Germans attack they must break 
in by frontal attacks.”

London, July 16—Reinforcements
have been sent to the German troops In 
the Russian provinces of Courland and 
Kovno with the result that vigorous mil­
itary operations have been resumed in 
that section. The Russians are offering 
a stubborn resistance and are holding 
strategic positions, according to an of­
ficial statement issued yesterd— at the 
headquarters of the general staff. The 

j communication follows :
‘The enemy having received reinforce­

ments in the region of Riga and Shavli, 
began, on the 14th, an advance from 
Hazenport on Goldingen and the sector 
Shrunden-Popeliary. Our cavalry and 
advance guards are holding the enemy 
at the passages of the Windau and Venta 
Rivers, and at other favorable positions.

“In the region across the Niemen on 
Wednesday night," there was artillery and 
rifle fire on a broad front, but the offens­
ive, undertaken by small infantry sec­
tions was easily repulsed.

“A partial enemy attack on the same 
night, in the direction of Lomza also 
was repulsed.

“On the right bank of the Pissa and 
on both banks of the Skwa the situa­
tion is unchanged. The enemy captured 
several trenches but did not repeat his 
attacks because of heavy losses suffered 
in the fighting on Wednesday.

Between the Orizcy and Wkra fronts, 
south of Przasnysz, several enemy at­
tacks were repulsed on Wednesday.

“On the Bug and on the Zlota Lipa 
there was no fighting of any significance. 
On the left bank of the Vistula there

has been no change. Between the Vis­
tula and the Bug, on the 14th, the en­
emy made numerous sparate attacks, all 
of which were repulsed by our fire.

“On the evening of the 18th Austrian 
troops took the offensive in the sector 
Neaviska-Okna. The enemy attacked 
our bridgeheads on the ri^it bank of 
the river in the region of Koumouvhe 
and Kolanki. He crossed the Dniester 
in the region of Koumouhve and Kol­
anki.

Rome. July 16—An official statement 
issued last night reports:

“In the Upper Cadore region our 
troops continued to bombard the bridges 
of the Platzwiese and Landrow. They 
were partly demolished, while an enemy 
battery installed on the plateau of 
Rauchkofeld was partly dismounted.

“Encounters favorable to the Italians, 
occurred on Mount Zeillonkofel and up­
on the Burgstall Crest (8,460 feet high.)

“A detachment of Infantry succeeded 
in escalading the slopes of a ravine, 
heretofore considered Inaccessible, and 
occupied by a surprise attack the sum­
mit of Falzarego Pass (6J)45 feet high), 
on the night of Tuesday and Wednes- 
day, this detachment was counter at­
tacked, but the enemy was repulsed, 
sustaining serious losses.

“There has been no change on the re­
mainder of the front.”

Verona, via Paris, July 16—The Ital­
ians are strongly fortifying all posi­
tions captured from the Austrians. 
Trenches have been excavated and plat­
forms on which to mount heavy guns 
constructed.

price- The miners’ wages vary with the 
selling price of coal and if the price 
shows a tendency to fall they may be 
bereft of the benefit of an agreement.”

Toronto, July 16—In a letter dated 

June. 15 and written on stationery of 
the Grand Hotel, du Louvre et Term­
inus Boulogne-sur—Mer, to Jack Her­
bert, of Toronto, Captain D. W. Megaf- 
fin, of 165 Close avenue, a' member of 
the 12th York Rangers, 4th Battalion, 
C. E. F., recounts how fifty-four out of 
fifty-seven of his men were wounded 
and how nineteen of these had 
“wooden cross.’’

He tells, too, of a company of York 
Rangers who, without officers or non­
commissioned officers, advanced, took a 
German trench and refused a British of­
ficer’s orders to retire “because they 
were Canadians.”

The letter reads : “I was in hospital for 
a long time. I am better and back again 
in this inferno. It is awful. I lost 
fifty-four men out of fifty-seven, and 
nineteen of the flft\ -fpur have a wooden 
cross over them. We lost twenty-four 
officers in four hours.

“My battalion paraded 181 strong af­
ter the battle of Ypres. They were at 
once ordered to St. Julien, where the 
12th boys (York Rangers), without of­
ficers or N. C.- O.’s went on and took a 
German trench and held it until rein­
forcements came up and relieved them. 
An imperial officer told me that he had 
ordered them to retire and that they had 
promptly told him to go to blazes as 
they were Canadians and never retired. 
This may sound strong, but on my hon­
or it' is true. Nothing finer ever trod 
than my boys.

“I am, as you will notice, a little shaky 
(referring to his wrfting, which is re­
markably clear), but Jeel O. K. Of 
course you know of our casualties. They 
were terrible, but grand.”

CIVIC TAXATION.
There is no occasion for bickering at 

City Hall over the personnel of the 
Mayor’s proposed assessment commis­
sion, or about the work such a commis­
sion ought to do.

It will be remembered that some years 
ago another assessment commission la­
bored for many weeks in an effort to 
rescue this city from the present aged 
and unjust method of keying and col­
lecting taxes. The report of that com­
mission was submitted to the Common 
Council of that day. The Common 
Council, with obvious reluctance, took 
up the consideration of the report in 
committee, and slumbered over it for 
several sessions. The public was invit­
ed to attend these drowsy meetings, but 
the public displayed little interest, and 
after a while the aldermen quietly drop­
ped the report and buried the incident. 
About the only thing accomplished at 
that time was to demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of nearly everybody—or to 
their dissatisfaction—that the aldermen 
of that day 'were either unsympathetic 
to taxation reform, or were unequal to 

• grappling with a subject which is ad­
mittedly most difficult and concerning 
which there is such widespread difference 
of opinion

If the Mayor’s commissioners are con­
firmed by his colleagues—as they should 
be—their report would be subject to 
view and amendment here and in the 
Legislature, and there would be no like­
lihood that any dangerous or tod .radical 
plan could be rushed through until it 
had received the attention of all of the 
sappers and miners and submarine and 
torpedo experts Who lie in wait for any 
enterprise designed to change the old 
and evil law under which St. John now 
raises the money needed for its civic 
housekeeping.

It is most desirable that this body of 
citizens should set to work at once in 
an effort to secure, in the most broad­
minded and unprejudiced fashion, such 
information as would enable them to 
prepare an equitable basis for a new 
system of taxation. They will not sat­
isfy all interests. They cannot expect 
to do so. No system of taxation gives 
universal satisfaction. From the very 
nature of the subject that is impossible. 
But any competent body of men, if they 

- secure information from other communi­
ties, and acquaint themselves fully with 
the faults and evils of the present sys­
tem, will agree that the present law is 
impossible. No board of assessors can 
capy out the present law to the letter.
It is inherently bad. We have been told 
frequently that because St. John is an 
old city, and because it had many lease­
holds, private and civic, that certain lines 
of reform are out of the question. This 
is not the case, and progressive tax re­
formers will recognize that it is not. 
There are no conditions which eannot 
be met by reasonable arrangements 
which will enable owners of property 
and those who lease such property to 
bear their fair share of the civic burden. 
It probabjy will 'be found that under 
present conditions income taxes and 
personal property taxes are unworkable,, 
whatever might be said of their justice.

Good citizens should advise the com­
missioners not to attempt to judge of 
the Mayor’s commission in advance of 
its work, and to waste no time in at­
tributing sinister motives to it. The 
thing to do is to arrive as rapidly as 
possible at some fair basis for a new 
law. There will be obstruction enough 
later on, and no obstruction at City 
Hall at this stage of the proceedings is 
either warranted or excusable. -Taxa­
tion Is one of the matters in which there 
should be no playing of politics.

Pictures of Lusitania Victims on 
View in New York—Touching 
Scenes as Relatives Recognize 
Missing

New York, July 16—Photographs of 

the Lusitania dead who were not identi­
fied prior to burial in Arlington, have 
been sent to the Canard Line offices in 
this city in the hope that an inspection 
by relatives of Lusitania victims in this 
country will lead to positive identifica­
tion. Thirteen bodies have been identi­
fied by the photographs. Among the list 
of those identified from the photographs 
in the Cunard office is Mrs. F. Groves, 
of Toronto, a second cabin passenger. Æt

The number of photographs sent to 
the Cunard Company in New York is 
120, and of these 107 are of victims as 
yet unidentified. They are those of old 
and young men and women and several 
little children.

Among the children are two tots, 
whose bodies are shown covered with 
lilies draped in their coffins Jjy sympa­
thetic people in Queenstown. There is 
also among the photographs one of a 
woman, who looks to have been about 
seventy-five years old. Any person who 
had known her in life would have lit­
tle difficulty in identifying her by the 
photograph.

The exhibit is a pathetic one. With 
the exception of two or three babies, the 
look on every face is one of mingled 
horror and the deepest agony. A photo­
graph 'of one of the little girls shows 
the victim hugging a “teddy bear,” 
which was found tightly clasped to her 
bosom when the body was taken from 
the water. Another shows a mother 
holding her infant in her arms.

When relatives or friends of the uni­
dentified Lusitania dead call to look 
over the photographs, they are given a 
table in the far comer of the main of­
fice, where they can search through the 
pictures unwatched. Some of the scenes 
that have attended an inspection of the 
photographs by those who lost relatives 
when the 'Lusitania went down have 
been touching in the extreme. An old 
man, when he identified the body of a 
woman relative, broke down and wept, 
while his clinched fists indicated better 
than any words what he thought of" peo­
ple who could calmly send to her doom 
a great ship laden with defenceless men, 
women and children.

It was considered rather a strange fact 
that among the" thirteen Identifications 
made in New York from photographs, 
two were of English women whose 
homes were in that country, Mrs. Loynes 
and Mrs. Hopkins. The photograph of 
the Ferguson baby was identified by an 
aunt whose home was In this city.

Bucharest, July 15—The Austro-Hun­

garian minister here on Wednesday last 
presented to the Prime Minister .pro­
posals offering Roumanie certain neu­
trality and facilities for supplying Tur­
key with munitions of war.

She offers to cede to Roumanie part 
of Bukowina as far north as Sereth, and 
at the same time ameliorate the treat­
ment of Roumanians in the monarchy, 
granting a university to Brashow, large 
admission of Roumanians in Hungary 
to the public service, and greater liberty 
of administration to the Roumanian 
churches.

An alternative proposal affects the 
entry of Roumania into the field of ac­
tion on the side/Of the Germanic powers. 
In this event the ceded territory would 
be extended to Czemowitz and the line 
of the Pruth and the frontier on the 
Danube would be extended beyond the 
Iron Gates and include Mehadia. The 
undertaking mentioned in regard to the 
situation of Roumanians in Hungary, 
would also apply, but allowing complete 
autonomy to Transylvania. There was 
also an undertaking that the Austro- 
German armies will occupy Besserabia 
and hand it over immediately to Rou­
mania. Germany guarantees the execu­
tion of these proposals.

The significant point is that they have 
fixed the term of one month in which 
either alternative arrangement must be 
agreed to. This is the time the Germans 
hope that the Turks will be able to hold 
out in the Dardanelles.

The proposals are being considered by 
the king and prime minister. In politic­
al circles they are regarded as a man­
oeuvre to delay diplomatic action by 
Roumania.

prints an article which, it says in an 
editorial note, contains “inner know­
ledge,” of thè change which has come 
over the German dispositions with re­
gard to Zeppelins. It states definitely 
that since the triumph of Lieut. Waroe- 
ford, V. CX, and the destruction of the 
air shed near Brussels, Belgium has 
been cleared of Zeppelins, and the as­
cendancy of Britain’s aerial armadas is 
conceded by the suspension of Zeppelins 
raids on the East Coast

The article says that over a month 
has passed since the LZ-S8 was de­
stroyed in its shed at Evere, and the 
LZ-7T was brought to the ground by 
Lieut. Warneford. The writer adds:

“The aerial offensive of the Zeppelins, 
in short has been broken. I do not pre­
tend that there will not be more raids 
while the war lasts. To suppose htat 
argues a very poor ■ understanding of 
German determination. Yet it does re­
main a remarkable fact that Just at the 
time of the year when according to ex­
perts, weather conditions are more fa­
vorable for aerial activity the enemy has 
been paralyzed by the discovery that 
he has now to face a new British war 
organization. The organization, which 
was only recently established is air- 
ready marvelously efficient as has been 
proven by the infliction on Germany 
of the most absolute check she has re­
ceived in some months.

Warneford 
and the blowing up of the Evere han­
gar audits contents. What perhaps most 
affected the morale of the enemy was 
the fact that the LZ-87, Lieut. Warne- 
ford’s victim, was a brand new Zeppel­
in which was undergoing its first trials 
and had on board several of Count 
Zeppelin’s chief engineers.

“The LZ-88, according to the Chron­
icle’s correspondent, was the most fa- 

of all the Zeppelins. It was the 
LZ-88 which bombarded Ramsgate and 
Southend and part of the London area. 
He adds:

Sydney Hanshaw of the 26th Bat­
talion Writes Strong Recruiting 
Letter After Arrival in Camp in 
England

An appeal for Canadians to join the 
colors is contained in a letter written 
by Sydney Henshaw of the 26th Bat­
talion and received by a friend here. He 
tells of a pleasant voyage aboard the 
“Caledonia” and of a hearty reception 
on the arrival of the battalion at Ply­
mouth.

“I am only four miles and a half 
from my home town” he writes,. My 
people don’t know I am here yet, so I’ll 
give them a surprise when I get 
my leave. We have our camp 
at the foot of the South Downs 
and there are a large gathering of troops 
here, the camp covering an area of more 
than 20 square miles. All branches of 
the service are represented. A nasty 
story concerning the 26th has been cir­
culated that we had mutinied at St. 
John and shot two of our officers. Such 
rumors create a bad impression, and we 
are trying to show the people how un­
true these reports are.

“The weather is fine here, plenty of 
sunshine. I heard a skylark yesterday 
for the first time in three years and a 
half. Vf* are living in huts, and not in 
tents as we expected to be. Troops leave 
here every day for the front, and 
wounded arrive each day. When we 
arrived there were more than a thous­
and wounded, from the Dardanelles, so 
they must be having it hot out there.

“There are not many young men 
around these parts without the uniform, 
except those medically unfit, and they 
are for the most part engaged in the 
manfacture of munitions. The girls here 
won’t look at the civilians, but they cer­
tainly do favor thé boys in the uniforms 
of soldiers or sailors, In fact they won’t 
be seen with any young 
service who hasn’t joined. I don’t blame 
them, if he is afraid to fight for his 
country, and home, but the brave de­
serve the fair.

“If St. John girls were to follow their 
example it would be much to their 
credit. If a girl has a fellow who is able 
she should force him to prove himself 
and enlist. If she thought him worthy 
of her she would in this way be doing 
her duty. If this were done we would 
soon get the men who are wanted to 
save the empire. It is men who are want 
ed and men we must have. The public 
mind must not be influenced with yams 
to the contrary.

“People of Canada do not realize the 
seriousness of the situation, owing to the 
war being so far removed from their 
doors, but if the war were in Canada 
they would speak and act differently. 
Canada has done well but there is still 
much to be done. Canada and Can­
adians are the ones to do it. In the in­
terest of recruiting, I would ask all Can­
adians if there is something that they 
could do, which they have not yet done?

There is something that business men 
could dq, and that is discharge all 
young men fit for service, and replace 
them with girls who are quite able to 
do the work behind the counter. The 
men would not be kept employed unless 
they are pronounced medically unfit by 
an army physician. This concerns not 
only business houses but factories, and 
it would be in the general Interests of 
all if such a scheme were adopted.IS TEN IIP « mi™
