Allies Driving Germans Back /

London, Aug. 83—The German retreat is general on all
/he three faces of the salient conquered by the Germans in

May, and the Allies are pressing close on the heels of the re-
treating enemy, says Reuter’s correspondent at French head-
quarters, telegraphing at eleven o’clock Friday night.

: With the French Army in France, Aug. 2—(By the As-
sociated Press, 11.80 p.m.)—Soissons- has been retaken and
the valley of the Crise has been crossed. '

The Allied line this evening runs from Pommiers to
Soissons, thence to Belleau, the valley of the Crise, Chacrise
and Arcy St. Restitute, through the centre of the forest of
Nesles to the village of the same name, and through the centre
of the forest of Rheims to Lagery, Lhery and Tramoy. North
of the last named three places, French cavalry has advanced
about another mile to the Bois Le Merne and Treslon. Bruil-
let is still in the enemy’s hands, in flames, and further east,
near Rheims, Thillois has been retaken. The day was one of

A copy of the Berlin Tageblatt received behind the
French line contains the following article written recently
by Herr Hegeler, its war correspondent:

“From the strategical point of view, the seven days’ bat-
tle has been a complete failure. Nevertheless, success has
been gained which I can register today. A new part of France
has been laid waste. Everywhere are ruined towns, villages
and farms. Fires light up the nights, and all day thick clouds
of smoke, caused by violent explosions, float over the ravaged

fields and destroyed forests.”

WOULD MEAN COLLAPSE OF OFFENSIVE

London, Aug. 2—The capture of the Plessier Huler
Ridge by the Allies this afternoon was expected to result in
the rolling up of the enemy line north of Soissons and get rid

of the Plessier Wood, which had been a great obstacle to the|™®

Allied advance.

The situation now is that the Germans are facing west
d the Allies are shooting at the enemy’s back and enfiillading
im down the northern part of the Crise Valley.

It is believed that the enemy’s retreat will be continued,
and that he cannot avoid an eventual retrograde movement
behipd the Aisne or the Vesle, which would mean the col-
lapse of the Crown Prince’s offensive, at least until Septem-
ber when the 1920 class will be put in the field. This class will
yield 400,000 men and possibly might help to bolster the at

present defeated Germans.

The Retreat.

The German retreat began Friday
morning, after the fall of the Tardenois
line brought about by the storming of
the Hartennes Plateau by the troops of
Gen. Mangin the night before  Gen.
Bethelot, on the east, entered Ville-_En-
Tardenois, and advanced on both sides
of the Ardre Valley. The Americans
in the centre marched toward the Vesle
down the Orillon Valley, while from
Hartennes the French debouched into
the Crise Valley, taking in the rear the
previously impregnable redoubt of Bu-

Zancy. :
Little by little the movement quick-
ened. The Dormans-Rheims road was
left three miles behind and Geaux, Pail-
ly, Vadilly, Goussancourt ond Coulonges
were passed at a bound. The forest of
Nesles was celaned out and Dole Wood
entered. Arcy Wood was but a mouth-
ful. On the west the troops carried on
to the Maast Et Violaine, Chacrise and
Septmonts. By mid-afternoon the Allies
were established solidly on the heights
¥on both sides of the Crise, that is to say,
‘ south and southeast of Soissons,

The fall of Soissons, which the Ger-
mans were obliged to evacuale irrevo-
cably decided the fate of the battle. It
was the pivot of the whole German line.
Even admitting that the German left
could cling to the narrow plain betwgen
the Vesle and the Aisne the right wing
could not have remained in the air as
its only support are the Soissons Platean
and the nearest spurs of the famous
Chemin Des Dames.

Thus, it is held here, the sitvation will
revert to where it was at the end of
September, 1914.

Pushing Flanks Inwards
Parls, Aug. 3—(Noon)—Allied forces

are now pushing inward on" both flanks
of the Soissons-Rheims salient, the
French war office commrunication indicat-
ed today.

“During the night the French con-

tinued progress toward the Vesle River,”

the statement says.

“On the left, they reached the Aisne
River between Soissons and Venizel
(three miles east of Soissons”).

Official Statement.

Paris, Aug. 8—The official statement
reads:—

“During the night the French troops
continued their advance toward the
Vesle. On the left the French reached
the Aisne between Soissons and Veni-
zel.”

‘The evacuation of the line of the
Vesle, if it has not been brought about
before, seemingly is made compulsory
by the French advance to the Aisne east
of Soissons. Coupled with- the French
advance north of the Aisne yesterday to
Pompieres, northeast of Sofssons, it s a
dangerous menace to the line of 1he
‘Aisne. The French advance points di-
rectly toward the important heights at
the western end of the Chemin Des
Dames, which are less than five miles
north of Venizel.

In Albert Sector.

London, Aug. 8—British patrols last
night pushed their way farward .in the
Albert sector, north of the Somme, and
occupied parts of the German front line,
the war office announced todey.

ray, who was eating in the restaurant
named White City on Thursday night.
He is said to have been assaulted by a
Greek, and was found unconscious and
bleeding from the head.

After one o’clock this morning the
police made a stand when an attempt
was made to raid the Colonial Lunch
at 849 Yonge street. The police were
assisted by Lieut. Bethune, 75th Battal-
ion, an officer with four service stripes,
who addressed the crowd.

“This is the kind of thing which gets
you in wrong,” he said, and he was
howled down.

The police made a cordon but they
were rushed back. Policeman Levin was
struck by a bottle and rendered uncon-
scious and had to be taken away in an
automobile. Then some one sent the
firemen and two hose wagons appeared
on the scene. Lieut. Bethune then drove
off. The crowd moved on to other
pointss of attack.

British Aviators Destroy
Eleven Enemy Machines

London, Aug. 3—British aviators on
Thursday destroyed eleven German ma-
chines in aerial fighting and drove down
three others, says the official statement
on aerial operations issued last night.
Twenty-four tons of bombs were drop-
ped . on military targets. In a raid on
an airdrome six hangars and sixteen
machines were set on fire.

The statement follows

“On Aug. 1 we dropped over twenty-
four tons of bombs during the day. A
large number of these were directed on
a hostile airdrome from a very low
height in the course of a raid by two of
our squadrons. Great damage was done
to the hangars and living quarters at
the airdrome. Six hangars and sixteen
machines were set on fire and one mach-
ine was blowr to pieces on the ground.
“Eleven hostile machines were brought
down during the day’s fighting and three
were driven down out of control. One
hostile machine was shot down within
our lines by anti-aircraft fire and a Ger-
man balloon was brought down in
flames by  our airmen.. Two of the

jenemy night bombing machines were

shot down over their own airdrome by
our night bombing pilots. Two of our
machines are missing. !

“During the night, in spite of unfavor-
able weather conditions, ten tons of
bombs were dropped by us on railway
lines and stations and airdromes. The
same airdrome which had been attacked
by day again was bombed heavily. All
our night bombing machines returned.”

Surprise to Enemy.

Paris, Aug. 3—It seems the enemy did
not expect to be chased from Soissons.
There were indications that preparations
had' been made for retirement and no
fires were discovered anywhere; ;

On the left Friday French cavalry and
tanks kept in close pursuit of the enemy
and inflicted heavy -losses.

The enemy. appears to be perfectly
aware. of this and also of the necessity
of getting out quickly if he wishes to
avoid’ unpleasant accidents.

imals, which are all higher, and a more
disturbed labor situation, are damong the
basic elements of the week’s commer-
cial news. The line of cleavage between
war industries amd what %re termed
non-essentials is morve -marked;, the first
named becoming.more: active, while the
latter, feeling increased difficulty in get-
ting adequate supplies of materials, labor
ana coal, faces a serious situation. The
week has seen further large drafts made
upon man power for the military serv-
ice, a marked shifting of existing forces,
and increased participation of women in
industry being foreshadowed,: Further
heavy orders for and enlargements-of
munition plants, increased speed in. steel
production and in shipbulding, and
heavily augmented outputs of clothing
and other supplies for the rapidly grow-
ing armies, are other features of the
week. General civilian trade at whole-
sale continues good, very heavy in fact,
considering that it is midsummer, ana
that penaing regulation of prices, pro-
duction of textiles, hides and leather
and a variety of other lines holds down
buying, although much of the mercnan-
dise selling is sold subject to govern-
ment price regulations. Textiles easily
lead in activity at wholesale, and ship-
ments on early placed orders are of good
volume, showing that retailers had cor-
rectly sized up the situation earlier and
bought liberally. Best reports as to
wholesale and jobbing trade come from
the leading southern markets and the big
centers of the surplus food-producing
regions. Aiding this movement is a per-
ceptible improvement in crop conditions,
due to much needed rainfalls, Yet the
crop situation is a spotted one, owing
to lack of moisture in Texas and the
southwest generally. Compared with the
more than full volume of trade doing
by wholesalers and jobbers in July(
 there is relative quiet reported in ‘re-
tail and mail-order business, due paitly
to pre-occupation of producers in crop
work, and partly to the disposition of
consumers to buy cautiously, pending
clearer views of price regulation and
crop. production, The great basic ele-
ment of unprecedented earning power
of the people as a whole is, of course,
still the governing feature which seems
bound to carry trade along until the
war situation becomes capable of meas-
urement and of discounting. Collections
rude fair to prompt. Money is closer,
independently of government borrowing,
partly because of liberal crop movement,
partly because prices are high and there-
fore more capital is needed to swing the
same or a larger volume of business,
and partly because credit restrictions|
call for a more nearly cash basis of op-
erations than has been hitherto the
case.

Reeling Backwards From The

(Undated War Lead by The Associated Press.)

The crists in the Allied offensive on the Soissons-Rheims salient apparently has been feached.

French troops have entered the town of Soissons, the western anchor point of what remaing of the famous sali-
ent, and all along the thirty-six miles of curving battle line from Soissons to Thillois, which lies about three miles west
nf Rheims, French, American and British troops have pushed, in the entire enemy front and sent the Germans reeling
backwards everywhere in precipitate retreat. .

Over the battle front the Allies by quick and forcible methods of onslaught have deeply indented the German
defence line for splendid gains, which seemingly foreshadow the necessity of eventual retirement of the forces of the
German Crown Prince to more tenable grounds in the north, :

The plains behind the northwestern portion of the battle front now are entirely dominated by the Allied big
guns; in the south the French and Americans have negotiated almost all the hill and forest country and are encroach-
ing perceptibly toward the Fismes railway; while on the east the British and French are almost astride the Rheims- .
Sofssons railway and have their guns now s oplaced that the enemy is sure to be sorely tried as he endeavors to press
back and gain a haven of refuge along the Vesle River.

RETIREMENT MAY GO NORTH TO AISNE.

Just how far the retreat of the Germans will go cannot at present be forecast, but with the southern line swing-
ing northward in conjunction with that on the east toward the Vesle, and with the French dominating the Aisne east-
ward from Soissons, it is not improbable that the Germans may be compelied to take refuge north of the Aisae.

Numerous towns and hamlets have been captuted by the Allied troops during the latest fighting, and at some
points they have advanced from two to three miles. South of Soissons the entire Crise River has been forded by the
Alfied troops. Northeast of Fere-En-Tardenois the Allied fine has been pushed well to the west of the region of Grand
Rozoy and the town of Saponay has been taken. In the centre the Nesles Wood is being swept clean of Germans by
the French cavalry and American and French troops are pressing the Germans hard dorth of Sergy and the hamiet of

Farther eastward, almost to the gates of Rheims, combined forces of British and French everywhere are sorely
harassing the enemy. In this latter region, in addition to Thillois, the village of Ville-En-Tardenois is in Allied hands
and the French now are on the heels of the Germans two and a half miles north of the Dormans-Rheims high road over
a front of nearly four miles, ' : : ] :

Altogether, viewed from the war maps, the situation for the Allied troops at present is a most promising one for
complete success in ridding the Soissons-Rheims salient entirely of the enemy. !

GERMANS NO’I' SHOWING SAME STAMINA. .

Men who:are still clased as deserters
and absértees  subsequent to August 24
will, ‘the: proclmation states, “be pursued
and punished  with all the rigor and se-
| verity. of the:law, 'subject to the judg-
: ments of ‘our courts-martial, which will
be convened to try such cases and other
competent tribunals.”

The proclamation provides that those
who employ, harbor, conceal or assist
such men will be held strictly account-
able as offenders and subject to the
pains, penalties and forfeitures in that
behalf by law provided for their offense.”

_ooker which can be made by any house-
wife or any moderately handy person by
using an old packing case, filling it with
excelsior or other insulating material and
placing linoleum round the pot or pan
*'m,which the food is cooking. The fire-
P less cooker is to be on view at the Hall
and the chart of times for the cooking
of different dishes is to be found on the
wall. She also told how cottage cheese
could be made from whole or skim milk
and demonstrated the process, besides
which she gave an_outline of a mew
method of canning fruits such as rasp-
berries, plums and peaches, which was
such an easy and economical method
that it seemed too go6d to be true or
reliable but has been proved quite satis-
factory by experienced housekeepers.
By this method the fruit is put in steri-
lized jars and hot syrup is poured over
it. The jar is then sealed and put in a
wooden tub or fireles cooker in a can of
boiling water and is left closely covered
for twenty-four or thirty-six hours. Mrs.
Hooper has a very happy knack of mak-
ing things closely understood and her
demonstrations were specially interesting
at the present time. i

cally the value of milk as a diet for

children and made a strong plea that

children should be given plenty of milk |

and butter. She spoke in a very in-
teresting way and her hearers were made
to realize the seriousness of the subject
of which she spoke.

iood Board Flashes
For Feminine Folk

In days of peace the working people
of Belgium were a well-fed people, ac-
customed to a liberal diet of bread, but-
ter, potctoes, eggs, meat, pork, fruit and
vegetables.

Now they exist on the ration allowed
by the Commission for Belgian Relief.
The Germans still allow food that is
sent to Belgium to be distributed there
in order to save themselves the expense
and trouble of feeding their captives.

The effect of the meagre feeding is

oticeable among industrial workers, In
a workshop in Antwerp where 800 girls
are employed in making over clothing
sent from Americe, ten or twelve faint
each day. The reasoniis not far to seek.
The usual breakfast is a cup of tor-
realine, which is roasted rye used as a
substitute for coffee. Of all those work-

lers 90 per cent. have not tasted any
| meat for o year except the small por-

tion of bacon issued by the Belgian Re-
lief and more often given up to the sick
and those engaged in manual labor.
When they do get meat—well, it is dog
meat at about 75 cents a pound.

This is but one of the reasons why
we in Canade are asked to save meat
and wheat for export.

HOUSING FOR 1,500 MEN.

At Thursday’s meeting of the Halifax
board of control there was read a letter

6. W. V. A, Split
'~ May Be Healed

Negotiations in Progress—To Meet
Next Year on Pacific Ceast—
“O Canada’ To Be Mere

Promirent

Toronto, Aug. 2—W. J. Dyson, of Cal-
gary, delegate to the G. W. V. A. con-
vention headed a peace deputation which
waited on Lieut.-Colonel’ Pidgeon, of

F Ottawa, and Delegate Maxwell, of Win-
nipeg, at the Carls-Rite Hotel this morn-
ing, when after -a three hour discussion
the delegates who withdrew from the
convention agreed to re-open diplomatic
relations with the dominion convention.
A statement embodying the conditions
“on which they are prepared to resume at-
tendance at the convention was drawn
up and came before the convention this
afternoon.

On Pacific Coast.

Toronto, Aug. 2—Decision was made
today that the next year’s meeting of
the Great War Veterans’ Association
would be on the Pacific coast.

On the request for endorsation by the
convention of a resolution that returned
soldiers should be given the preference,
other things being equal, for govern-
ment posts, Major Powers, M. P, for
Quebec South, stated that this involved
the question of patronage and that had
the government not abolished the patron-
age system they could have stood by
their promises to returned soldiers.

Toronto, Aug. 2—The Great War Vet-
erans’ Association of Canada have de-
cided to replace the British national an-
them “God Save the King,” with “O
Canada” at the close of branch meet-
ings.

It was moved by an English clergy-
man, Rev. J. C. Davidson, now an
adopted son of Canada, and carried at
the convention this morning.

“It seems to be a very serious omis-
sion not to sing ‘O Canada’ at our branch
meetings,” Mr. Davidson said. “We
are Britain’s and British subjects, but
we are all Canadians, and are here to
further the interest of our own country.”

After their excursion yesterday to
Niagara Falls the G. W. V. A. delegates

did not turn up at this morning’s ses-
sion until 9.40, although the hour set was
9 o’clock.

Piresident Purney urged the convention
to confine itself to the important busi-
ness still undone. “I ask you to refrain
from disputes, and to confine yourself
to the work before us. People are say-
ing that we have lost public confidence.
Let us show them we are worthy of con-
fidence.”

On motion -of Major McPherson, the
president appointed a committee con-
sisting of Hendrie of Hamilton, Creel-
man of Montreal, and Tyson of British
Columbia, to interview the Winnipeg
and Ottawa delegates to try to “bring
them back into the fold.”

A drastic resolution regarding enemy
aliens passed unanimously. It demands
the internment of all aliens not engaged
in work of national importance; restric-
tion in travel within a five-mile radius;
the appointment of a custodian of alien
enemy properly; the strict enforcement
of alien laws, the reduction of the in-
come of married aliens from $8,000 to
$1,500 and of unmarried from $1,500 to
$750 with a supertax of ten per cent.;
the suppression of enemy alien books
and newspapers; the dismissal of alien
enemies employed by government, and
the application of the military service
act to all allied aliens, with the alter-
native of returning to their own coun-

try.

FORTIFICATIONS OF
ALAND ISLANDS
ARE DYNAMITED.

‘Washington, Aug. 2—Incensed at the
German control of Finland, the inhabi-
tants of the Aland Islands, in the Baltic
Sea, have dynamited the fortification on
the islands to prevent them becoming
a menace to Sweden through German
control, according to advices received to-
day through official channels. The same
advices said the Finnish government had
ordered the immediate dismantling of all
fortifications on the Baltic Coast of Fin-
land except those at Viborg and Hel-
singfors. Thissis in accord with the de-
mand made by Germany in its agree-
ment with Finland.

Sussex Record:—On Wednesday and
Thursday of next week, August 7 and
8, history will be made at Alma, when
the launchipg of the two splendid ves-
sels, the Meredith A. White and the
Vincent A. White will take place from
the shipyards of the C. T. White &
Son, Ltd., the owners. One will be
launched on Wednesday and the other
on Thursday. They ure three masted
schooners; their dimensions being 148
feet in length, 84 ft. beam and 12 ft. hold,
and registering in the vicinity of five
hundred tons. It is between eight and
nine months since the keels were laid,
and next week when they take the water,
they will do so equipped with sails and
full rigging ready to put to sea at once
as soon as the cargoes are sto Both
are chartered to load lumber for South
Afica..

OFEERS SUGKESTONS AS RESULT

R. E. Armstrong, Secretary of Board of Trade,
Finds Ideas for Betterment of Local Con-
ditions—Some Comparisons :

At the meeting of the council of the
board of trade, yesterday, a letter was
read from the minister of finance stating
that the matter of double :ncome tax had
been brought to the attzniion of the tax-
ation authorities at Washington and that
information respecting the matter had
also been ‘conveyed through the proper
diplomatic channels. = The matter has
been further taken up by American
citizens in Canada and negotiations were

in progress. |
A. W. Rankin, of Fairfield, St. John
county, reported that the board of

tzade seed wheat was doing finely, far
beyond his expections.
The matter of increased freight rates

i for certain bay services wac referred to

the traffic committee io report upon.

The secretary, who at a previous meet-
ing of council had been inctructed to
visit Halifax and report as to the man-
ner in which various city problems were
being dealt with, submitt:d a report
covering reconstruction, shipbuilding,
coastal steamer service, railway enter-
prises, harbor work, civie activities,
troop demobilization and cmbarkation,
and the safety methods that were being
employed.

Report in Halifax. ;

He reported in substance that the
sister city was enjoying a period of great
prosperity ; that reconstruction under the
administration of the rellef commis-
sion was proceeding as rapidly as the
conditions of labor wonid permit; that
the commission with twentv millions at
its disposal needed five millions more to
complete its programme of restoration,
relief and restitution; that 8,500 houses
were undergoing restorative treatment
undeér a thorough system; and that the
plans of the commission contemplated
the laying out of the northern area of the
city where the destruction had been
most complete, along modern town plan-
ning lines,  providing for detached
and
a roadway twenty-four feet wide, and in
the rear service lanes; and that as a
result a bigger and more beautiful Hali-
fax would be the result.

The Halifax metrchanis vwere backing
coastal steamer enterprises in order to
givé their customers along the coast a
satisfactory freight service. 1In the vi-
cinity of fifteen boats were employed.
They were doing effective service.

Work of clearing the ground for the
new steel ship plant north of and in-
cluding the drydock had begun, about
250 laborers being employ=d. The people
of Halifax were reported well satisfied
with the shipbuilding company and
looked forward to a prosperous industry,
which would ultimately give employ-
ment to several thousand people. The
lack of proper housing was an element
that was receiving considération and
that would be met.

Terminal development has been prac-
tically suspended during the war period,
but track ballasting is proceeding and a
temporary wooden station to be com-
pleted September 1, is heing erected, A
freight warehouse is under construction
in front of No. 2 pter. The railway de-
partment does not propose to rebuild
the north end station, olthough it is be-
ing used in a partially dismaniled state.

Provisions had been made along
comprehensive lines for the embarkation
and demobilization of troops, also for the
treatment of convalescent soldiers. The
The civilian population were taking ac-
tive steps along safety lines.

In his “conclusions,” Cecretary Arm-
strong remarked:

«While it is apparent that our sister
city has entered upon an era of prosper-
ity, the fruits of which none will deny
her, there is nothing in that circum-
stance which need occasion any alarm in
St. John,—rather it shouid he a cause for
satisfaction that out of the sufferings
Halifax has been called to endure she is
able to glimpse a better city in the
future, with ampler provisions for the
comfort and protection of her citizens.

“The general business. cf our city, as
indicated by the increasing bank clear-
ings and by the reports frem our met-
cantile houses, is on a sound basis and we
are making good ‘progrzss in that direc-
tion. Our business credit. is good.
Several new and impottant industries:
have been added since the war began,
including two wooden shipyards, sardine
packing plant, enlarged muchine plants,
to say nothing of the dry dock and steel
ship plants that have more recently been
promised us.

“Ag a distributing point we are mak-
ing advances, Many new firms are seek-
ing to establish business connections.
Some have already placed agencies. The
totals of our export and import trade
have advanced from thirty-five millions
in 1918 to two hundred, and seventeen
and a half millions in 1918, thus putting
St. John in second place as a port of
shipment. There is much to encourage,
much that we might well boast over.

“Whatever trouble we have in St.
John—and there are serious troubles—
have been largely. of our own making. It
is not necessary that they should be
especially indicated. It is sufficient to
say that these troubles have produced
suspcion, distrust and division, where
there should be concord, confidence and
co-operation. They have injuriously af-
fected our reputation as a community,
and have made it difficult for us to re-
ceive the consideration that we have a
right to expect.

“One of our first duties: as business|
men, it would seem to me, would be to
endeavor to heal .these differences, to
allay suspicions, to restore confidence in
our leaders and city managers, so that
we may get together and secure that
team. play and co-operation on matters
pertaining to the city’s welfare that are
s0 essential to success. This is not go-
ing to be an easy task, but it is one taht
must be appreciated, otherwise the future
progress of our city will be greatly im-
peded.

Should Encourage Coastal Steamess.

“In this connecstion and arising in
part out of observations made in our
sister city, there are other suggestions for
St. John, which, with your permission, I
would present. They are these: :

“That it would be in the interests of
the trade of the port to encourage inter-
provinical traffic by means of coastal
steamers owned and controled by the
business men of St. John, rather than by
outside parties.

“That without regard to what other

Leave for Soldiers to Gather

Harvest

The Canadian Air Force has become
a working reality, according to a recent
announcement by the military authori-
ties. -

It is announced that the new organiza-
tion is the result of negotiations under-
taken by Sir Edward Kemp with the
Imperial Air Ministry ever since he ar-
rived in England in December. In the
progress of the discussion which had as
its final object the authorizing of a Ca-
nedian air force, various recognitions of
the prominent - part Canadian airmen
were playing in the war were conceded
by the air ministry.

The grouping of Canadian aviators in

a special section, the wearing of a Cana~-
dian distinguishing mark or badge and
recording monthly the exploits of Cana-
dian airmen were some of the results of
the early negotiations.
_In May Iast Sir Edward Kemp was
able to announce that the imperial air
authorities had agreed to the principle
set forth in his policy. He brought the
details before Sir Robert Borden and
his colleagues on their arrival in June,
\and - the proposals were entirely accept-
able and approved. In the interval the
organization of two Canadian squad-
rons to form the nucleus of a Canadian
air force has been in progress. Thus
another branch of Canada’s activities in
the war is accorded that recognition and
credit which the Canadien airmen so
merit. !

Leave Granted.

Soldiers in camp throughout this prov-
ince are to be given leave to assist in
Larvesting under certain ° conditions.
Officials of the provincial government
have received notification from Ottawa
to the effect that soldiers in camp may
be given a leave of absence of sufficient
extent to make it possible for them to
assist in harvest operatious, but, how-
ever, only on the recommendation of
thefr company commanding officer.

It is understood that an effort will be
made to secure the consent of the mili-
tary authorities at Ottawa to_ grant a
general leave of absence to all men who
desire to assist in the harvest operations,
the consent of their company command-
ing officer notwithstanding, provided of
course that each individual establishes
the fact that his desire :o work on the
harvest is genuine.

Seventeeit Wounds.

Béaring the scars of no less than seven-
teen wounds received on the battlefield
{n Europe, and wearing on his breast the
ribbon of the military medal for gal-
lantry in the field, Private O. B. Bren-
nan, of Kansas City, passed through the
city yesterday on his way to Windsor
(N. S.), where he will visit a brother
who has enlisted in the British army and
is now training* for overseas.

Private Brennan is an American, who,
when the war broke out, was in San
Francisco, but feeling tne call of ad-
venture made his way, via the box-car
route, as he smilingly stated, to Winni-
peg, where he joined up with a western

contingent, he had the nisfortune to
break his leg, while exercising a horse,
and was in hospital waen that division
crossed. On recovering, he was trans-
ferred to another unit overseas, and went

through the fighting at St. Eloi, the
Somme, Vimy Ridge, Hill 70 and
Passchendaele. It was at the latter

place he received his wounds.
Killed in Action.

Word has been received in the city to
the effect that Surgeon Frank fin-
combe, R. A. M. C., was killed in Italy
by a shell splinter while attending the
wounded at an advance station. He was
a brothkér of Major Pincombe, former-
ly provost marshal in this district.

The report of the directors of the St.
John & Quebec Valley Railway Com-
pany has been issued and holds much of
interest to the people of this province.

THE SPRUCE BUD WORM.

Fredericton Gleaner: The spruce bud
worm is killing ~spruce and, in some
cases, fir and hemlock in sections of the
province. It has been reported from
different counties ,to a more or less ex-
tent, and has lately been discovered by
parties cutting pulp wood in’ York
county. - The damage being done at
present is only in some small areas. It
is now in its fifth year in certain parts
of New Brunswick, and that is the per-
jod which kills the trees, according to
some authorities. Word to this effect is
coming now to the lands and mines de-

ent.

The tree that has been damaged to
« greater extent than any other is the
balsam fir. White spruce and hemlock
are also subject to injury but have net
yet been hit as badly as the spruce.
The black spruce, one of the most valu-
able trees in the province, is also being
attacked.

Mr. Tothill is in touch with parties

‘in British Columbia who hope to find

a parasite which will kill this worm.
He hopes that, in a few years, the out-
break will subside entirely and that the
province will enjoy a period of years
during which the insect will remain
scarce.

“Universal military service holds sway
over our age and for generations will not
vanish.” “In Germany it must be more
exacting. We shall have to continue to
pursue this road in future, quite apart
from the necessary increase of garrison
artillery and technical troops.”

Permanent Frightfulness,

“The limits of what is permissible are
G in many ways elastic. A new
weapon opens up its own paths, as is
shov:,n, for example, by the submarine
war.

Permanent German World Power,
“Germany must for all time to come
maintain her claim to sea-power.”
“World-power is inconceivable, without
striving for expression of power in the
world, and consequently sea-power.”
Clearly then, this unrepentant Prus-
sian military caste of which von Frey-
tag-Loringhoven is a responsible spokes-
man, stands as an obstacle between the
world and the secure freedom and peace
which it desires. The hold of that caste
can only be broken by an Allied victory.

The Canada Food Board, like its pre-
decessor, was created by his excellenicy
the govcrnor-geneml-in—coun('il,by which
all the powers and duties of the food |
controller were transferred to, and vest-
ed in the Canada Food Board, and the
board was empowered to direct the pro-
duction, conservation and distribution
of foodstuffs in the interests of Canada
and the other British dominions as well
as the Allied nations.

The task before the board, stated
briefly, is to maintain adequate supplies
to meet the home demands, to regulate
profits so that the price of any article
of food shall not exceed the natural rise
jn prices ‘resulting from war conditions,
to reduce the home consumption of cer-
tain articles of food required for over-
sers by providing substitutes and thus
with increased production to add to the
amount for export, to gather in the sur-
plus and to drive it overseas to supply’
our soldiers and Great Britain and her
Allies.

As occasion demanded,
powers were conferred
board to carry out, effectively, the ob-
jects for which it was created. In oddi-
tion to the control of all articles of food
thirough the licknsing system, which en-
ables the board to procure authentic in-

rmation as to the supplies available,

nd to direct the same into as direct a

to follow all grain products from the
mill to the consumer and to direct and
control the distribution.

The quantity of Wheat flour that may
be held by any wholesale or retail deal-
er or individual is limited and this, along
with other methods taken has enabled
the mills, in almost every instance, to
supply the British and Allied purchas-
ing agents. with a quantity of flour great-
ly in excess of the allotment -fixed for
cxport, and the amount anticipated.

Eating Houses, Too.

All public eating places throughout
Canada serving more than fifteen meals
per day have been placed under license
and all eating places where meals are
served or sold to any person other than
to members of the family are placed un-
der restrictigns, more especially as to the
quantity of meats, wheat products,' but-
ter and sugar they may serve at any one
meal.

For the purpose of. further conserva-
tion of meats, arrangements have been
made throughout the dominion for sup-
plying the markets with fresh fish at
very reasonable prices by insuring fo
the fishermen a reasonable price for the
fish and limiting the profits of the deal-
ers. Considerable has been done towards
increasing the consumption of fish by
appealing to the consumer, and towards
supplying the consumer with a more
variable and more inviting quality of
fish.

Canning Standards.

In May of the present year, an order
Wwas passed requiring all canners of, and
dealers in, fruits, vegetables, meats, poul-
try, soups, jellies, jams, sauces, etc., to
take out licenses, which. order provides
a standard for the making and canning
of ‘those products, and prescribes me-
thods of determining the cost of produc-
tion and the distribution, which no
doubt will result in a better product be-
ing placed on the market, and, if not at
a lower price than other years, most
certainly at a lower price than would
have obtained ‘otherwise.

At the beginning of the year an
bakers were placed under license. The
order prescribed that bread may be sold
only in specified weights; and for the
purpose of conserving, as far as possible,
all sugar and fats the amount of the
same used in the making of bread was
limited. Later on, all bakers were re-
quired to discontinue the manufacture of

flour, and lo use a fixed proportion of
substitutes. It, was difficult to impose

fancy bread and to use only standard

!

the use of substitutes at an earlier date,
owing {o the fact that the same were
not available for two reasons: The
United States could not supply corn, the
mills in Canada had not been equipped
for milling the same, and in Canada only
a few of the grains that could be used
as substitutes were grown.

Candy manufacturers are permitted to
use not more than 50 per cent of the
s;gat used in the corresponding period
ldst year. Limitation§ on the use of
sugar have been placed on all manufac-
turers of soft drinks, soda fountain pro-
prietors and kindred industries. Con-
fectioners are limited in the use of
fats and sugar and are prohibited from
making French pastries and like pro-
ducts. All other persons using sugar
in the manufacture of any articles made
by them are under license.

Profits Limited,

Limitations have been placed upon
the profits of all packers of meats, etc.,
and under the order requiring all pack-
érs to take out licenses, further regula-
tions have been made regarding the dis-
tribution of their products.

With a view to further conservation of
butter and fats, oleomargarine is both
being imported and manufactured in
Canada.

All dealers, both wholesale and retail,
in fruits and vegetables have been placed
under license. Provision has been made
for an equitable and economical distri-
bution of these products and inspections
made to prevent ‘waste.

Orders were made limiting ‘the  hold-
ings of sugar and flour by all dealers and
consumers; in the case of sugar, for the
purpose of insuring an equitable distri-

bution and an adequate supply for the|.

preserving season; ‘and -in the case of
dour, to make available for export the
quantities held in excess of what may be
required for the period prescribed by the
order. :

I'he board has been entrusted with the
prevention of waste. Reports are ob-
tained from dealers and storage and
warehousemen of the quantities and
condition ‘of ‘stdcks| | Reports on the in-
spections made by the health depart-
ments in the various cities throughout
Canada are received, and where waste.is
apt to occur either immediate sale is
ordered or the board seizes and sells the
food so that no loss or further loss may
result. If there has been waste, investi-
gation is made and. if it resulted from
carelessness of from the manner of stor-
age -he offender is prosecuted.

It .is required of all railway agents
to report to this board when any cars
containing foodstuffs are held under
load longer than four days after their
arrival at destination. Upon receipt of
such notice, the board notifies the owner
of the car that, unless delivery is taken
immediately, the food will be seized and
sold .in order to prevent waste,

Frequently differences arise between
the consigner and purchaser and in many
such cases the board has had the cars
unloaded. Where immediate action was
necessary to prevent waste, the con-
tents /have been sold, and the proceeds
paid to the owner.

No person may use wheat in the dis-
tillation of manufacture of alcohol, un- |
less such alcohol is to be used for manu-
facturing or munition purposes. No
grades above certein grades may be fed
to stockin a stock yard and' no wheat |
fit for milling purposes or any product
thereof may be fed to. live stock or
poultry. e

All foodstuffs leaving Canada is sub-
ject to license issued by the export di-
vision of the Canada Food Board. Under
this system, 11,797 permits have been
issued.

HARDEN ARTICLE

Calls tiertling a Liar and Says
There is No Trace of Allies’
Wil to Destroy

Amsterdam, * Aug. 2 — Moximilian
Harden In the latest i1ssue of Zukunft,
tells u few bitter truths to Hertling and
to Germany generally. The famous
editor flatly accused the chancellor of
lying when he said that Balfour "and
President Wilson showed they - were
‘bent on annihilating the German people.

| policy for Switzerland, there are hun-
| dreds of thousands of sturdy Swiss cit-
! izens, in the Germnans as well as in the
French cantons, who heartily endorse the
sentiments of Benjamin Vallotton’s
“Polterab,” who deplore with him the
necessity for suppressing these deep-
rooted Helvetic instincts of liberty and
justice because of the obligations of a
neutral state. As Pelterab puts it in
one sentence, “Il s’agit de sayoir §i 0 nest
pour e brigandage.” :

As you sit at iunch at the'Cafe de la
Couronne or on the terrace of the Beau
itivage, and the unwonted sound of Ger-
man gutturals first assail your ears,
the beauty of the sceme seems to lose
something of its magic, the ‘sunlight be-
comes less radiant, the air less eager. One
looks at these sleek, self-satisfied Teu-
tons, and, remembering the Lusitania,
and the  Armenian massacres, all the
long list of horrors perpetrated in the
name of their abominable “kultur,” one
wonders whether in our day—as some
would have us believe—Germans will be
permitted to resume their methods of
peaceful penetration in England, to be-
long to our clubs, frequent our holiday
resorts, and pursue their business and
pleasure as if nothing unforgivable had
nappened. Surely it can never be in the
lifetime of the present generation, un-
less the German has been se thoroughly
chastened that he repents in sackclotn
and ashes, and atones_in full for all the
crimes that have made the name of the
Vaterland a byword throughout all the
seven seas. For the present, judging by
those one meets :n Switzerlangd, he shows
no signs of repentance. He walks deli-
cately, it is true, having nothing to gain
here by blustering, and being generally
engaged on some business of propa-|
ganda, espionage, oOr trade oftensive
which calls for a dJisplay of urbanity;
but nothing in his demcanor suggests
consciousness of the fact that Germany’s
hardest task in~the future will be to
live down the infa'ny that she kas earn-
ed. by her methods of warfare. The
mentality of the German, and especially
his colossal vanity, defy analysis for all
our study of the species. There is no
doubt that the ambushed Junkers who
infest these Swiss hotels, look forward
with calm assurance to being welcomed
and allowed to resume their social and
commercial activities in England and
France, as soon as their good *German
peace” has been concluded. And, un-
fortunately, there is little in the serene-
ly neutral atmosphere of Switzerland to

0f The Allies?

A Russian Problem of First
Importance

For And Against

Complex = Situation Arising Frem
Internal Conflicts as Well as
Attitude Towards All the Out-

siders \

(Springfield Republican.)

One aim of the Siberian expedition
should be to learn more definitely how
much support we can count upon in
Russia, and who are our friends there.
We cannot doubt  that these are many,
but they are scattered, divided, and
even bitterly hostile to each other. To
reconcile them may not be possible, buu
a way may be found in which they can
all serve Russia and the great cause- for
which ‘the allies are fighting. Also, the
number of our friends may be greatly
increased; the true complexity of the
Russian problém has been ‘hidden by the
way in which the Bolshevigi, a small fac-
tion, have absorbed attention. There has
been a tendenty to think of Russia in
one -dimension; the Bolsheviki were
against us, therefore whoever was
against the Bolsheviki must be for us.
That too simple reason has led to many
disastrous mistakes, like the support
given by some of the allies to the
“whites” of Finland and the Ukrane
whose hostility to the Bolsheviki led
themt” straight into the arms of Ger-
many.

By this time it should be clear to all
the reaction against the Bolsheviki rad-
iates in all directions, making a compli-
cated system of forces. Their most bit-
ter opponents, hardly excepting the cap-
italists, arc the old-fashioned Russians
of the bleak northeast which .is the
stronghold of religion. But it would be
a mistake to suppose that these zealots
are friendly to the allies; they are anti-
foreign, and hostile to the newfangled
foreign ideas of the Marxlans, but they
do not on that account love us. Appar-
ently a great part of them do not dis-
criminate between Germans and other
foreigners, to them as to the people of
interior China all “foreign devils” look
alike. We have no possible quarrel with
them, but their intense . bigotry and
narrowness, which Russian novelists have
so admirably depicted, are an obvious
difficulty in trying to win over the Rus-
sian people to our side.

The difficulty of the problem, in fact,
lies in no small degree in the dense ig-
norance of the Russian masses as to
whatever lies beyond the visible horizon.
In all countries the uneducated are af-
fected much by what is near and little
by what is remote, but in Russia this
localism is greatly intensified by Rus-
sian conditions. It would be greatly
to the interest of the allies to have the
government, national and local trans-
ferred to intelligent people, provided
this could he done without antagonizing
the masses and provided also that the in-
telligent people concerned were friendly
to our cause. But both these conditions
give reason for the utmost caution. We
need to learn who are our true friends,
and also to avoid making enemies.uf
classes which at present are merely ig-
norant and indifferent. _

From certain advocates of intervention
we have heard too much of “Russians
of the better sort,” meaning of the up-
per classes, a mode of thinking. and
speaking which in dealings with rev'olu-
tionary Russia needs to be avoided. The
better sort, for our purposes, are all who
are for Russia, against German aggres-
sion, and not hostile to the allies; even
those sturdy conservatives who hate all
foreigners and foreign ways can perhaps
be made our allies. The worse sort, on
the contrary, are in the first place all
the brigands and cut-throats who have
joined the Bolsheviki for plunder and
are running the country, and in the sec-
ond place, all the Russians, high or low,
who are ready to look to the kaiser for
aid or to let Germany trample on the

prise; “where a man’s treasure is, there
will his heart be also.” In the regions
within reach of German aid wealth is
pro-German, as in Finland, the l_i'altéc
provinces, and the Ukraine. In- Siberia
it is as strongly pro-allies, while in Great
Russia the division is not yet quite clear,
as the uncertainty in regard to the pres-
ent attitude of some of the cadets shows.
In those seceding parts of Russia where
the upper classes dominate, the tend-
ency is to shape foreign politics by ex-
pediency, and it would probably be un-
just to suppose that all the prominent
men who have gone over to the German
side have done so for mercenary Or sel-
fish reasons; no doubt in some cases
despair as to the future of Russia has
been a factor. The victory of the allies
in the west, and their plans for helping
Russia should help to offset this tend-
ency of “the better sort” to go gver to
the worse side.

Of the attitude of the Bolsheviki on
what to us is the main issue we may
learn more when the work of the mission
in Siberia begins. It may be doubted,
however, whether if Lenine and his as-
sociates should from resentment openly
take the German side they could carry
with them their party throughout the
country. In Austria-Hungary, as we
have been seeing, the spread of Bolshev-
ist doctrine has contributed to the na-
tionalist and anti-German revolutionary
movement, and no doubt in Russia and
Siberia many who are called Bolsheviki
are not such in the narrower sense of the
term. On the other hand, many who
are listed as anti-Bolsheviki may be
merely opponents of local bands of law-
less marauders who style themselves
Bolsheviki. It is hard for people in an
orderly country to ' realize how little
words mean in chaos. They help us lit-
sle ién urderstanding Russia, and the
mission ‘will do‘a great service if it helps
to bring out the facts that lie behind
the hackneyed catchwords. Apparently
no party, neither the Bolsheviki whom
we dislike, ‘nor the cadets of whom we
have all so cordially approved, is a unit;
there are lines of cross-division, and the
aim of our diplomacy must be tactfully
to follow these up and to align and en-

.list all the elements in Russia which are
opposed to German aggression. That
these include the great majority of the
Russian people is fairly certain.

MAINE FOLK ON SUGAR
RATION OF TWO POUNDS
EACH PER MONTH.

Orono, Me., Aug. i—For the month of
August, Maine’s allotment of sugar
totals 8,024,000 pounds. This is a reduc-
tion of practically one-third - over the
allotment for July, when certificates is-
sued by the federal food administration
covered a total of 4,300,000 pounds.

Acting on instructions from Washing-
ton, Leon S. Merrill, federal food admin-
istrator for Maine, has issued notice to
county food administrators and others
interested, that certificates to retailers for
the month of August will be based on
two pounds per person per month, and
ttat hotels, restaurants and public eat-
ing places shall make similar retrench-
ment by making two pounds of sugar
sufficient for 90 meals. Heretofore, the
per capita allowance has been three
pounds per month, and the same quantity
has been permitted for each 90 meals
served in public eating houses.

Certificates for canning purposes will
be issued subject to the same restriction
as has obtained heretofore—that each
purchaser bé required to present a certi-
ficate issued by the food administration
and placed in the hands ‘of retail dealers.

Dealers will not be permitted to sell
more than twenty-five pounds of sugar to
consumer customers for canning pur-
poses, and the food administration has
urged housewives to can and preserve
a maximum amount of foodstuffs on a
minimum amount of sugar.

Charged with violating the federal law
and suspected of being in a plot to
smuaggle goods into Germany by way of
Sweden, four of the crew of the Swedish
ship Bullena, which is receiving a cargo
of oil at the Tidewater Oil Plant in
Bayonne, N. H., were arrested.

There are now 550,000 men engaged
