Montreal, May 30 — Basing a most 
careful compilation on the official figures 
of the number of passengers and crew 
aboard the Empress, as given out by the 
C. P. R, it would appear that out of the 
total of 1,867 passengers and crew 
aboard, 964 were lost and 408 saved. Of 
the saved, one-half were of the crew, 202 
being saved out of a total of 413, the 
remaining 201 saved were made up of 
150 from the steerage out of a total of 
714, 21 from the second-class, out of a 
total of 163, and 30 of the first-class, out 
of a total of 87.

Following is the summary:
Passengers lost, 753.
Saloon passengers lost—Men, thirty- 

one; women, twenty-six ; children, none. 
Saved—Men, twenty-one ; women, eight ; 
one child.

Second-class passengers lost — Men, 
fifty-two; women, sixty-three; children, 
ten. Saved—Men, fifteen; women, five, 
and one child.

Third-class passengers lost—664, no 
détails. Saved—Men, 146; women, four; 
children, none.

Crew'—Lost 211 ; saved 202.

Early Days Recalled—Founded in 1838 
—Names of Those Who Have Been 
President

The Mechanics’ Institute of St. John 
was organized in 1888 by an association 
of gentlemen who desired to found an 
institution for the intellectual benefit of 
mechanics and others. The institute was 
incorporated in the following yea^ and 
the names df the original members men­
tioned in the act were:—
Beverley Robinson, John Duncan, George 
D. Robinson, M. H. Perley, John G. 
Sharp, William Jack and Alexander 
Lawrence. Beverley Robinson was the 
first president.

The corner stone was laid May 27 
1840, when Mr. Deacon was president, 
George D. Robinson and Robert Keltic, 
vice-presidents, William Jack, recording- 
secretary, M. H. Perley, corresponding- 
secretary and J. G. Sharp treasurer.

The directors were: Barzillai Asley, 
James Agnew, Thomas Barlow, Richard 
Duff, George Fleming, Edwin Fair- 
weather, A. Gesner, John Gray, Alex­
ander Lawrence, Charles McLaughlan, 
James McGregor and Thomas Rankine 
Jr.

The architect of the building was Ed­
win Fairweather. The builders were 
John T. McKay and William Cross. The

Fenety’s Political Notes, referring to 
the year 1840 says:—

“On the 27th May Sir John Harvey 
laid the corner-stone of the Mechanic's 
Institute. The celebration upon this oc­
casion was upon a grander scale than 
was ever known before, and has not been 
surpassed since. All the trades were out 
in procession, and it has been repeatedly 
declared since that our operatives never 
looked better or turned out so numerous­
ly as they did on this occasion. The band 
of the 69th, the Portland Band and Mc­
Intyre with his pipes enlivened the scene 
by various popular airs. Upwards of six 
thousand persons at the lowest calcula­
tion were present. His Excellency spoke 
in laudatory terms of the institute, its 
object and influence, and the prosperity 
of tile city. The business and pleasures 
of the day terminated in a grand ball at 
the St. John Hotel.”

The grand opening took place on De­
cember 7th. In 1842 a bazaar was held 
by the ladies under the patronage of Sir 
William and Lady Colbrooke. Sir Leon­
ard Tilley was then treasurer of the in­
stitute. The sum of $800 was raised. In 
1851 the first industrial exhibition ever 
hdd ire New Brunswick was held under 
the auspices of the Institute, without 
civic or government aid. The exhibition 
buildings extended almost from Welling­
ton Row down to Peel street.

The first lecturer to occupy the Insti­
tute platform was Doctor Gesner, geolo.- 
gist and historian, whose museum be­
came the property of the Institute. Other 
noted lecturers were Mos#s H. Perley 
and the late Governor Boyd.

The library of the Mechanics' Insti­
tute in 1888 ^contained 4,000 volumes. The 
corner-stone of the building at the south­
east corner, contains coins of Victoria’s 
reign, coronation medal of the Queen 
and the royal marriage medal. The pro­

“During tile early morning, a fog drop­
ped around us, and we proceeded slow­
ly. At 1.80 a. m. we put the pilot off at 
Father Point. At 1.52 the collier Stor­
stad rammed the Empress of Iceland.

“The vessels lights had been sighted by 
the watch, who reported to Captain Ken­
dall, who was on the bridge- Tile cap­
tain signalled with three blasts of the 
whistle; 1 ana continuing my course.’

Then Captain Ken­
dall sounded the whistle twice, saying ‘I 
am stopping.’

‘The lights of the collier could be seen 
approaching. The captain of the Empress 
signalled the engine room, to reverse and 
steam full astern, but the big liner could 
not avoid the small ship. She was ram­
med amidships, in the engineroom, on 
the starboard side. The plates were rip­
ped open to an enormous length.

“Then the collier backed off about a 
mile. In a few moments, the Empress be­
gan to list to one side. She made an at­
tempt to right herself, and then canted 
over still farther to starboard as the wa­
ter forced its way in through the gap in 
her side. She lurched fart lier, and was 
doomed.

“An attempt was made to lower the 
boats on the ^larboard side, the first one 
was thrown clear, and the sailor in it 
was thrown out. A boat was overturned.
Then some of the port boats were flung 
across the deck by the list of the vessel 
and several people were killed. They 
were crushed to death against the rail. I 
believe that the chief officer, Mr. Stede, 
lost his life when these boats catapulted 
their way through the crowd.

Clung to Ship As She Sank
“Several hundred clung to the ship 

til she sank, holding to the rail until the 
vessel canted over so far that it was nec­
essary to climb the rail and stand on the 
plates of the side. Then, as she keeled 
over, farther they would slide down into 
the water as though they were walking 
down a sandy beaely into the water to 
bathe.

“Then there were several hundred 
souls swimming around in the water, 
screaming for help, shrieking as they felt 
themselves being carried under and ut­
tering strange, wierd moans of terror.

The lifeboats of the Storstad were 
launched and came to the rescue. Notone 
went hack that was not well loaded. 
About five of the Empress boats got 
away.

“The catastrophe was so sudden that 
scores never left their bunks. They were 
caught like rats in a trap. Added to this, 
was the fact that the passengers had 
been on the ship only a day, and were 
not familiar with their surroundings.

“In the confusion and semi-panic, 
many could not find their way to the 
decks, and only a few knew how to 
reach the boat deck. This was largely 
responsible for the terrible toll of death. 
“Four women perished after they 
reached the Storstad. In each case, I 
was called, and the unfortunates died 
before anything could be done. The 
last spark of energy had been exhausted.

er is a sister of “Laurence Hope,” poet­
ess, who wrote the “Indian Love Lyrics” 
and the “Garden of Karma,” What is 
more Miss Griffin, who lives in Hamp­
stead, London’s “literary suburb,” is a 
B. A. of London University, a classic­
al student, and the mistress of 
tongues. Whenever she visits 
country, in fact, which is pretty often, 
as she is a great traveler, she learns the 
language as a matter of course, and she 
has studied Sanskrit, Persian and Hin­
dustan as well as the modem European 
languages.

“I began to write,” she said “at an 
early age, five to be exact. My father and 
mother were both of literary tastes. My 
father, who was an officer in the Bengal 
cavalry, spent much of his spare time in 
writings, and contributed articles to the 
‘Civil and Military Gazette’ of Lahore, 
the journal where Kipling’s first work 
appeared. He encouraged 
childish attempts, and it was not very 
long before some of the nursery roman­
ces were committed to paper. I used to 
spend my pocket money on foolscap in­
stead of on sweets, for I was very much 
in earnest about writing 
When I was thirteen or fourteen I had 
* short story in some small magazine, 
and by the time I was seventeen I had 
written no fewer than six or 
els. I was never in any doubt about 
my career as an author. I felt that I 
possessed a gift, and it was a delight to 
me to use it. Writing has always been 
as natural to me as talking or walking.

“My first appearance in any magazine 
of note was in the ‘Yellow Book,’ for 
which I wrote, Theodora.’ Then Mr. 
Lane, who published that famous quar­
terly, issued for me ‘The Woman Who 
Didn’t.’ I followed this tip with ‘Paula’ 
and then came ‘A Girl of the Klon-

About a year ago 
she went to Indiana on a visit and since 
her return to the New England states 
she has been doing private work in Cam­
bridge. She applied to go to Labrador 
with the Grenfell mission and was read­
ily accepted for the work.

Miss Dooe will leave St. John on June 
14 and will join other members of the 
party, at St. John’s, Newfoundland, and 
she will sail from there on the 18th on 
the mission steamer Kyle to St. An­
thony where some of ttie party, will leave 
the stwiner. Miss Dooe with others will 
go farther north to Battle Harbor where 
she will be until the hospital there closes 
in the fall. She will then be stationed at 
St. Anthony for the winter.

Among the party who will be joined 
by Miss Dooe at Newfoundland are 
Miss Tompkins, formerly of Newcastle, 
N. B., who is going to Labrador for the 
second time; Miss Williams who was a 
classmate of Mrs. Grenfell in their school 
days, also Miss Helen Northrop, a cousin 
of Mrs. Sheppard (Helen Gould) of New 
York, besides several students from 
medical colleges.

In conversation with a Times reporter 
Miss Dooe said she was looking forward 
to the trip and although she had agreed 
to go for only one year, she hopes to re­
main longer and go farther north. Asked 
if she were not afraid that the work 
would 'be too trying for her, Miss Dooe 
replied that she thought the experience 
would be invaluable to her in her pror 
fession and she said she did not think 
it would be as unpleasant as some people 
imagined. She is well prepared for the 
severity of the weather.

Miss Dooe has many friends in St* 
John who will wish her every success in 
her new work.

Dynn, raised on a farm near Sheakley- 
ville, Pa., started out as a boy in the em­
ploy of a building concern in Pittsburg.

advanced to $4. Before fairly grown 
up, he was making money out of his 
own contracts.

Much as he needed money, he was not 
dazzled by small success. He saw that 
larger success called for two ingredients, 
a field in which enterprise could expand 
without limit and an original idea, 'better 
than had been produced.

Invents New Type

He saw that ' the essential of good 
brick road construction was a bond be­
tween the bricks that would make them, 
when laid, one solid uniform shell. Lugs 
on the side of the brick, to engage the 
cement filler and to Insure uniform inter­
stice between bricks appealed to him as 
the first requisite. Such a lug could be 
produced by repressing the brick, a cost­
ly and, as appeared to him, unnecessary 
process.

ous column. This column in traveling 
over the cutter plates is sliced into bricks 
by common piano wire guided by slots 
in the steel plates.

In 1910 two and a half million of these 
wire-cut-lug bricks were produced. The

royal and grand ducal horses are all fi­
nancial and banking magnates from west 
or south-west Germany. They are Baron 
Alfred von Oppenheim of Cologne, Herr 
von Weinberg of Frankfort-on-Main, 
Herr It. Haniel, and Herr von Schmieder. 
Greatest of all, in fact Europe’s most 
successful racing man, is Baron von Op­
penheim, a Cologne multi-millionaire. 
He is a youngish man, and a member of 
ah enormously wealthy Cologne Jewish 
banking house, Salomon Oppenheim and 
Company. Since his father’s death five 
years ago he has owned the big stables 
of Schlenderhan, near Cologne, and a 
fortune of $12,000,000.

Nearly all the baron’s winnings of last 
year were won by the five horses, Dol- 
imit. Czardas, Majestic, Orchidée II. and 
Ariel. Czardas won two $25,000 races— 
the Grand Prix of Hamburg and the 
Austrian Derby—in one week. Oppen- 
heim’s success is due largely to his train­
er, Hyland, who died at the close of 
the season, and to the jockey Archibald, 
who rode all the chief 
counts as the best jockey on the Euro­
pean continent..

Oppenheim’s only serious rival for the 
1914 season is Herr von Weinberg of 
Frankfort, who last year won $125,000 in 
prizes. Herr Schmieder’s great stable, 
which is at Steinnach in Saxe-Mciningen, 
is under cornmnmL of Brown, who was 
formerly training in France.

The Betting
Hitherto the only kind of betting tol­

erated by law in Germany has been to­
talisateur betting. This system is almost 
universal in Europe There are no fixed 
odds and the money bet on each race is 
divided among those who have backed

winners in proportion to their stakes. 
The totalisateur is fully legal and a to­
talisateur bet is a valid contract enforce­
able in court. One sixth of the 
staked is deducted before division among 
the successful backers; and this is di­
vided between the imperial treasury and 
the racing association which owns the 
racecourse. To make a betting book is 
a penal offence, but the totalisateur law 
and the betting prohibition are ignored. 
Three quarters of all German betting is 
done with illicit bookmakers. In Berlin 
there arc 3,000 bookmakers, and these 
take in wagers between $50,000,000 and 
$75,000,000 a year. The state and the 
racing associations are the losers.

Germany’s new betting bill aims at 
killing the illicit bookmaker; and at set­
ting up instead lawful bookmakers who 
will have to contribute heavily to the 
cost of horsebreeding.

And despite the fact that 
there are many keen judges who believe 
that a reduction in the price of the best 
seats is advisable today, Sir Squire de­
clares he is not at all sure that a fur­
ther increase would not he the better 
plan.

“The fact is that the expenses of man­
agement have risen out of all proportion 
to the increase in the prices of admis­
sion,” he says. “Salaries of actors have 
increased enormously. In the so-called 
‘palmy days’ of the drama salaries were 
lamentably small, and even - the rewards 
secured by eminent actors were, accord­
ing to modem ideas, pitiable. Even at 
a later period, W’hen I became connect­
ed with the Prince of Wales’ Theatre, 
the salary of John Hare, wdio was, as 
you know, a member of our company, 
never exceeded twenty pounds, which 
was then esteemed a large sum. The 
advance was rapid. Four years later 
we gave George Honey sixty pounds a 
week to play the part in ‘Caste’ which 
he had previously acted for eighteen, and 
Mrs. Stirling, when she played the mar­
quise, in the final revival of that com­
edy, received eight times the salary we 
had paid to the original representative 
of the character.

Referring to the appointment of 
Prince Alexander of Teck, - Queen 
Mary’s brother, as governor general of 
Canada to succeed the Duke of Con­
naught in October, the London Daily 
Mail says:

In forty years the new viceroy has 
seen mucli of men and things. He has 
not led the sheltered life of a prince. 
He has been a soldier, a man of af­
fairs, a faVorite in all kinds of society 
—in the best sense, a man of the world.

There was nothing to suggest in his 
early days that he would ever stand 
near the throne. When he was bom on 
■April 14, 1874, his parents, the Duke and 
Duchess of Teck, were living in Ken­
sington Palace. They were not by any 
means wealthy. The children were not 
brought up in luxury. They had a real 
introduction to the realities of life. At 
White Lodge, in Richmond Park, the 
three boys and their sister were allow­
ed to run a little wild. Prince Alexand­
er, the youngest, was also the most ac­
tive and the brightest of the boys; his 
sister’s favorite too. It was a black day 
for little Princess May (now the queen) 
when he first went off to school—a “pre­
paratory” for Eton.

At Eton he made friends all round. 
He was a good-tempered, jolly school­
boy, fond of games, with no hint of 
“side’ ’about him. The democratic man­
ner and outlook have never left him. At 
Sandhurst, when the time came for him 
do go there, he earned the reputation of 
a "thoroughly good fellow.” His first 
regiment was the 7th Hussars. He 
joined them in India, where he played 
polo and did a lot of “pig-sticking.” 
Then the regiment was sent to Natal, 
and there came Prince Alexander’s first 
chance of active service. The Matabele 
War broke out in 1886. The young of­
ficer bore himself well, and better than 
well. He was highly commended for 
his handling of a party of Hussars in 
an attack upon one of the Matabele 
chieftains, which he helped to turn into 

ta. brilliant success.
Next year, at the time of the Diamond 

Jubilee, Prince Alexander came home, 
and there is a touching entry in the diary 
of the Duchess of Teck, then ill, tffling 
how she made an effort to get down­
stairs to be the first to receive her boy.

He stayed in England until the South 
African War broke out. His regiment 
did not go at the beginning, but he could 
not rest at home. He volunteered for 
immediate service, and within forty- 
eight hours was appointed to the Innis- 
killen Dragoons. Pie took part in the 
operations round Coles berg, the routing 
out of General Cron je, the relief of 
Kimberley and the mardi on Bloemfon­
tein.
| Then General Mahon asked for him 
as his A. D. C. when the relief of Mafe­
king was about to he undertaken. As a 
staff officer he proved himself active 
and efficient. Indeed, he was too ac­
tive for his health. During twenty 
weeks he was in touch with the enemy 
every day. The responsibility and ever- 
constant watchfulness told on him, and 
he was ordered home by a medical 
board and was given the D. S. O. (Dis­
tinguished Service Order) to sweeten 
the pill.

In 1902 he went witti the king and 
queen, then Duke and puchess of Corn­
wall, on their tour round the empire, 
and everywhere lie made a good impres­
sion. Two years later he married Prin­
cess Alice of Albany, a granddaughter 
of Queen Victoria, and a very sweet 
girl. The Princess will be a great help 

Her unassuming 
charm and kindly nature lihve won her 
universal affection. They have a son 
and a daughter living.

Since he married, Prince A'~xander 
has been occupied with Ids soldierly 
duties (he is now in the Royal Horse 
Guards) and with such public duties as 
have come in his way. He proved at 
once his energy and his talent for fin­
ance by the success with which he car­
ried on the appeal for the Middlesex 
Hospital begun by his brother, the late 
Prince Francis of Teck. He surprised 
those who worked with him by the fer­
tility of his enterprise and the grasp ef 
finance which lie showed. It was in 
brotherly piety that lie took up the ef­
forts cut short by the duke’s untimely 
death, but the work served also to re­
veal his own capabilities.

No one who knows him can doubt of 
his success in Canada. Tall, debonair, 
and witli a ready smile, lie has just the 
appearance for tile post. From his fath­
er he inherits dignity, from his mother 
common sense and a cheerful spirit, and 
like all the royal family his sense of 
duty is deep and strong. With 
qualifications lie is not likely to fail.

I,ondon, May 20—To an unusual de- 

gree the events and discussions of the 
week in London have been predominant­
ly concerned with Canada.

The death of the Duke of Argyll 
threw into vivid relief the measure of ex­
pansion of the dominion attained within 
th« memory of most young men, and 
the announcement that Prince Alexander 
of.Teck would be the next Governor- 
general of Canada offered further evi­
dence of progrss in another direction. 
The appointment of the next high com­
missioner and his probable change of 
status in comparison with former high 
commissioners is another subject very 
fruitful of discussion; while the alleged 
Americanization of Canada and the Ca­
nadian magazine post have both elicited 
important and widespread expression of 
opinion, on Canadian discussion.

One of the most insistent notes in the 
despatches to the home government by 
the late Duke of Argyll; was the im­
portance of cultivating Canadian trade. 
Indeed he seems to have, originated most 
of the arguments still in use today when 
this subject is surveyed. There is, for 
instance, the same emphasis on the ne­
cessity of studying Canadian require­
ments.

The “back to the soil’ ’movement fori 

the immigrant Jew already has proved 
itself a success in one part of the Unit­
ed States and it is the prophecy of Ben­
jamin Brown, president and general 
manager of the Jewish Agricultural and 
Colonial Association of Gunnison, Utah, 
that the next ten years will find thous­
ands of successful Jewish agricultural­
ists in America.

A newly Irrigated country has been 
opened up for them and sixty-nine fam­
ilies already are on the land. By next 
fall Mr. Brown says there will be 150 
families there, which will compete this 
colony. The present colonists have 
cleared their land and raised good crops 
already.

“The object of this first colony,” said 
Mr. Brown last night, “is to prove what 
can be done by our immigrant Jewish 
people.
immigrant is far better off on the farm, 
happier and far more successful than 
he would be if left in New York to take 
up a peddler’s pack, or work in a sweat 
shop or factory.

“The reason that other attempts at 
putting the Jew on the farm were not 
successful was that they were scattered 
here and there over a large area among 
people with whose customs and ways 
they were unacquainted. By the colon­
ization plan, large numbers of families 

kept together; they have the benefit 
of organization, co-operation and there 
is a general community of interest.”
Each Must Have $300.

Mr. Brown says that the movement is 
one of philanthropy and-in no way con­
nected with charity. LaHd is bought 
from the government or school land from 
the state and turned back to the colon­
ists at original cost

Houses are built for them, the farm 
is stocked and all necessary farming im­
plements furnished. This is paid back 
to the association by giving one-half of 
each year’s crop until the land is theirs.

Whatever they make from their cows 
or poultry all goes to them.

“We are trying to work out in prac­
tice the idea of 4 per cent philanthropy.” 
explained Mr. Brown, “We advocate at 
least 100 families to a colony and re­
quire that each colonist must put at 
least $300 into his original investment. 
This draws bnt 4 per cent interest. This 
is required to prove their earnestness in 
the undertaking.

“The initial requirement, however, is 
that each colonist take out his first pa­
pers declaring his intention to become a 
citizen of the United States, which he 
must do at the end of five years provid­
ed by law. Besides trying to make suc­
cessful farmers out of them we want 
them to become good, law-abiding citi­
zens. x

But the work of the Port of London 
Authority does not stop with provision 
of loading and discharging facilities for 
ships. It also provides close to the 
dock an enormous system of warehouses 
where the goods brought to London 
from all the corners of the earth may 
be kept safely until they are wanted 
for distribution. Some idea of the vast­
ness of London’s trade can be obtained 
from the quantities of goods handled 
on these wharves and in these ware­
houses. The amount of tea passihg 
through the docks in a year, for in­
stance, represents 370,000,000 days’ work 
by its producers. There are 28% miles 
of subterranean wine cellars, stocked all 
the time almost to their full capacity 
with winçs of all vintages maturing and 
waiting for the market. Wonderful 
stories are told about the rare vintages 
which stand in these underground pas­
sages and occasionally one hears of the 
discovery of a small parcel of some won­
derful nectar which has been overlooked 
for years and has become almost price­
less. The wool warehouses of the Au­
thority handle every year $100,000,000 
worth of wool shorn from the backs of 
90,000,000 sheep. The floor space in the 
wool warehouses has an area of thirty- 
two acres. There is also storage space 
in, the warehouses of the Authority for 
1,000,000 carcasses of mutton and 120,000 
tons of beef at one time.

Every class of goods is cared for. The 
tobacco warehouses are heated and ven­
tilated so that the tobacco is kept in the 
best possible condition. Cold storage is 
provided for furs, fruit, butter, cheese 
and eggs as well as for meat. Moth 
proof rooms are there for rare oriental 
rugs and carpets and these acres of w are­
houses are patrolled night and day by 
armed watchmen to protect the precious 
wares against thieves.
