the Dreadnought type are now built, fci 
ing or ordered for the navies of the wo 
The number is spread over practically the' 
whole world, thirteen nations contribut­
ing towards it. The first Dreadnought . 
was begun in 1905. In the present year no 
fewer than 33 Dreadnoughts will have beewj 
béguin, although this includes three or four 
units’ whose keels may not be laid until 
early in 1912.

The increase of the participants in the' 
Dreadnought race has been equally strife-. 
ing. In 1905 England had the field to her­
self, the Umted States joining in the fol- 
lowing year. Germany and Brazil entered 
in 1907. In 1908 no new powers entered 
the field, but 1909 saw the advent of Spain 
Italy and" Russia. Last year France, Aus­
tria and the Argentine Republic laid down 
their first ships of the new type, and in- 
the present year Turkey and Chili have 
joined the Dreadnought powers. a-

Of the 100 now built, building or to be 
laid down this year Germany and England i 
share more than half. England’s total is i 
30, to which may be added the two build­
ing for oversea service; while Germany 
takes 21, so that England’s advantage oven 
this one power is a bare three to two. 
Austria and Italy will each have four 
Dreadnoughts under construction by the 
end of this year, so that the total for the1 
Triple Alliance is 29 against England’s 32,1 
three qf which, including the East Indies 
flagship, are for overseas service. In con­
trast to these sggregate figures, however, 
it roust be noted that England has 14 
Dreadnoughts completed to six for Ger- ' 
many, Italy and Austria.

Of course, even then, she would not have had quite as much respect for tip 
money as if she had earned it herself, but she would have found out what it could- 
and could not do, and would have proceeded to help it do its best by taking due 
care of her clothes.

He said he couldn’t afford to give her an allowance, because he was a poor 
man. As a matter of fact, he couldn't afford not to give her one for just that rea­
son.

It is often the child of poorer parents who has absolutely- no conception of the 
value of money because she never has the handling of any; while the wealthier 
girl, who has a ifcfihite allowance, learns thrift and economy.

I believe that just as soon as a child realizes that pennies have other uses be­
sides being put in his mouth or rolled across the floor, he should have an allow­
ance.

At first this would be only a very little for spending money, but as the child 
grows older I think that more and more of the money spent upon him should be 
put intq his own hands until the boy or girl of fourteen or fifteen .is given an al­
lowance that covers all his personal needs Mother or father would supervise the 
spending of course. That goes without saying.

Too many mothers and fathers have an idea that an allowance is. an extra, 
something that only wealthy people can afford to give their children;

The sooner they get rid of this notion and realize that with an allowance of j 
no more money than they have previously had ip driblet sums, if as much, their 
children can buy thrift and economy as well as clothes and pleasures, the better for 
those children.

Ottawa, Aug. 4—The financial statement 
of the dominion for the first four months 
of the fiscal year shows a steadily grow­
ing revenue with expenditures remaining 
practically stationary.

The income for the four months was 
$40,309,171, an increase of $4,753,732, as 
compared with last year. For July the 
increase was $1,748,939.

The expenditure on consolidated fund 
account for the four months was $23,002,- 
686, an increase of $958,609 compared with 
last year. The expenditure on capital 
account was $4,644,799, a decrease of $1,- 
152,538.

With over $50,000,000 of supply voted 
by parliament before dissolution and an 
expenditure so far of about $28,000,000 the 
government still has about $22,000,000 
available to carry on the administration 
until the new parliament meets in. Oc­
tober.

The public debt on July 31 was $327,- 
181,427, a decrease of $1,500,000, as com­
pared with the same date last year.

With the revenues increasing at the 
rate of over $1,000,000 a month and with 
the public debt showing a decrease, it is 
safe to say the opposition will not make 
the government’s financial administration 
an issue in this campaign.

of the tide takes place. Think of the gal­
lons of warm and exhausted atmosphere 
that are carried out and of the cool and 
humid air that comes back to take its 
place twice a day through all the hot 
weather season. It is this automatic sup­
ply of humidity which makes the shores 
of the Bay of Fundy, not only Nova 
Scotia’s, but New Brunswick’s, too, one 
of the best apple producing countries in 
the world, and each year its advantages 
will become more recognized by investors 
and by men seeking homesteads in this 
country. Other countries raise apples, ! 
some of them very nice ones, but there is ' 
a tendency to insipidity even in many of j 
the best looking of them that is 
found in our Nova Scotia fruit.”

Mr. Archibald believes there is scarcely 
any limit to the quantity of apples that 
can be raised in the counties adjacent to 
the Bay of Fundy. “A reasonable "estimate 
made today,” said he, “might appear ridi­
culous to the majority of people, but in my 
opinion, the greatest progress that will 
he made in the Maritime provinces during 
the next half century will be the progress 
in fruit raising.
