The testimony contains an account of
the British fortification at Esquimault,
where it is reported that great Britain is
now concentrating war vessels with a
view to contingencies in Behring sea,
A great number of witnesses discuss in
all its relations the question of subsid-
ies to steamers from the Pacific coast to
China, notably the lines which have
been subsidized by Great Britian, in
connection with the Canadian
Pacific road, and which con-
stitute a continuous subsidized line
from China to Liverpool, oyer the
Canadian Pacific. The general policy,
and effect of the Canadian Pacific rail-
road upon the United States railroads is
discussed by the friends and opponents
of that system. One of. the curious
features of the testimony is a con-
sideration of the possible transfer of a
portion of the fisheries interest from the
Atlantic to the north Pacific coast. The
testimony gives the latest information as
to the salmon industry on the Pacific
coast, and the coal production along the
northern frontiers and in the northwest-
ern states.

The testimony is an important contri-
bution to many subjects connected with
debate. Nearly every question connec-
ted with the tariff as affected by the re-
lations between the United States and
Canada is treated on both sidesin this
testimony. The managers of the United
States Transcontinental railroad system
sets forth at length their complaint at the
competition of the Canadian roads, which
is made possible by the fact that these
roads are not subject to the operations
of the interstate commerce law. A . great
many different remedies for the evils of
which the United States roads complain
are suggested. Most of the American
railway managers maintain that the
Canadian Pacific is inimical to American
interests. Many of them suggest that
the long and short haul and the pooling

The boy was riding on
the stone and cement mixer of Booth &
Flynn, which is stationed on Highland
avenue, near Staunton avenue, when he
fell into the mixer and was instantly
crushed to death.

The mixer is a long, flat car,which con-
tains a cylinder about 25 feet long and
12 inches in diameter. Attached to the
cylinder are large and heavy cast-iron
blades, which revolve at the rate of fifty
revolutions to the minute. The box
covering the cylinder is usually kept
closed on the opposite side from
where the men shovel in the
cement and stone, but yesterday the
doors were left open. The little fellow
bad climbed upon the car on the oppos-
ite side from where the men were work-
ing and seated himself on one of the up-
right beam at the end of the car. The
sudden movement of the car by Engineer
William Conley caused him to lose his
balance and fall into the revolving cy-
linder.

Several men near by saw him fall and
shonted to the engineer.

POLICE ADMINISTRATION.

Tuk GAzerTE in its local columns, yes-
terday, culled attention to the methods of
Chief of Police Clark in dealing with the
alleged misconduct of one of his men.
There is 1.0 civic department in the ad-
ministration of which the public have a
keener interest than the police ; and it is
highly important that the standard of
efficiency should be increased.

A few months ago Tue GazeTTE Wwas
pleased to announce that Mr. Clark had
been appointed chief of police. His pre-
decessor in office had become old and
infirm and the control of the force had
passed from his hands into those of his
subordinates—some of them wmot the
most capable. A change frow _ais state
of affairs was imperative and THE Gaz-
£rTE was of opinion that the gentleman
who was placed at the head of the de-
partment would make a capable official.
Before taking the office he was given the
opportunity of inspecting the workings

* of the police departments of Boston and
other places, and onght to be thoroughly
familiar with their methods.

The case brought to the surface yes-
terday by Tue GazerTe goes to show,
however, that unless a change is made
by the chief in dealing with his subordi-
nates the usefulness of the force will be
interfered with. For years the former
chief encouraged a system of pimping,
back-biting and tale-bearing which kept
the men at sword’s points with each
other, and often drove decent men from
the force. From present indications
some dregs of the old system still remain,
and unless the present chief has the
courage to grapple with the matter at
once his administration of the police de-
partment will be as great a failure as
that of his predecessor. A large major-
ity of the citizens of St. John know the
peculiarities of the police depariment
and are watching the current of events
before giving an opinion on the result of
the changes already made.

As we have said the great curse of
the department has been backbiting and
slander. It seems that in the casein
point the suspended officer was refused
the name of the person who made the
complaint against him, a most unheard
of proceeding in a case which involved
his reputation and position. TaE Gaz-
ETTE does not know whether the charge
was well founded or not, nor does it
make the slightest difference in this case.
The point we wish to make is that when
a charge is made against an officer it
should be made in writing, with the
name of the informant; then a date
should be appointed by the chief for a
hearing of the evidence for and against
the charge; and upon this sworn testi-
mony, not the mere statement of another
party, the case should be judged. This
is the course that would be suggested to
any fair-minded man. It is the course
that ought tobe provided for in the
police act, and if the act is defective in
this particular, the government should
amend it.

There are other matters in connect-
ion with the police department which
THE GazeTTe will give attention to in
future articles. For notwithstanding
the opinion of the chief that it is not the
business of the public to know what the
police are doing, THE GazrrTE believes
that the public have a lively interest in
the proper administration of this
department.

THE GRENADIER GUARDS DIFFICULTY.

The difficulty with the grenadier
guards seems to have been ofa more
serious nature than the English papers
cared to admit, because the second bat-
talion, the one in which the insubordin-
ation existed, has been ordered to Ber-
muda in consequence of the trouble. It
is a very unusual thing for this regiment
to be ordered to a foreign station
except when actively engaged in
foreign service, and therefore
we may assume that the intention of
the British war office is to show the
grenadiers that in consequence of their
acts they have been degraded to the po-
sitian of ordinary line regiments. Mili-
tary mautinies are such dangerous affairs
that the utmost vigilance is necessary
to guard against them, and it is also pro-
per to put them down with the greatest
vigor., But in the case of the grenadier
guards it might be weil for the
authorities to inquire = whether
they have not a substitial grievance.
They seem, at all events, to have
the sympathy of the people, who
cheered them lustily as they marched
from their barracks to the railway stat-
jon and who desire to show their good
will towards the departing soldiers in
every possible way. Some strange stories
have been told in regard to the treat-
ment of the grenadier guards. The officers
of that crack regiment are supposed to
be more aristocratic in their tone than
those of ordinary regiments, and possi-
bly they are more arrogant. It
is complained also . that the food
which is furnished them is in-
sufficient, and that this difficulty
exists, not only with reference to
the grenadier guards, but also in regard
to the regiments of the line. If this is
the case the banishment of one regiment
by way of punishment will by no means
put an end to the present difficulty.
Strict enquiry ought to be made as to
whether the complaints of the men are
well founded or not. It would be well
that a regiment whose career on the field
has been so glorious should not
be degraded without the fullest
knowledge that its members are in the
wrong. Soldiers can no longer be treat-
ed like dogs, as was the case half a cen-
tury ago. The army opens an honorable
career to young men in the British isles,
and has been raised to a considerable
degree of respectability. It therefore
ought to be the policy of the government
tokeep itin that fayorable position and to

do the soldiers justice. The present
difficulty is one that is much to be re-
gretted.

THE PROPOSED BOYCOTT (N THE SOUTH.

Some of the southern newspapers and
public men threaten to boycott northern
manufactures and products in the south
should the Lodge federal election bill,
more generally known as “the force bill”
be passed. As the force bill is aimed at
the south it seems to be proper enough
for the southern people to retaliate by
withdrawing their trade from the north.
The northern republicans are seeking to
place the south under the domina-
tion of a set of brutal
and illiterate negroes and the
white men of that part of the United
States will again draw tbe sword rather
than submit to it. But before resorting
to so extreme a course they will try the
effect of a boycott, knowing that north-
ern philantropists who are weeping
over the supposed wrongs of the negro
are not insensible to the advantages of
the southern trade. Since the republicans
geated the miserable Hayes in the
White House by fraud they have always
had a desire to employ violent methods
to win elections, and no one need be sur-
prised if their record of fraud, bribery
and dishonesty in election mattersshould
end in the spilling of blood. But & boy-
cott of northern wares in the south will
awaken the selfish instincts of the
northern people, restore them to honest
dealing and may avert a greater catas-
trophe.

A QUEER PHASE IN WOMAN'S CHARACTER.

A discussion in the United States
senate on the 19th inst., anent a proposed
appropriation of $4,000 per annum for aid
to the Industrial Christian Home Society
in Utah territory, reveals the peculiar po-
gition of affairs in that territory and an at-
titude among the women toward the insti-
tution of polygamy that is almost incom*
prehensible. The home was established
several years ago at an expense of $50,-
000 for the protection of Mormon women
desiring to éscape from polygamy. It
was stated by Mr. Cockrill that it had
never had in all more than twentyinmates
including children,and no one questioned
his accuracy. Mr. Edmunds stated that
the purpose of congress in aiding the
work of Christian women in Utah was
to save Mormon women from tbe slavery
of polygamy. He admitted that not
many Mormon women tock advantage
of it, but said the building was an open
invitation to them, and tbat he should
be glad to have the people of the United
States help the home for that reason
alone.

Then Mr. Cockrill replied that he was
warranted in the assertion that at pres-
ent the institution was without an in-
mate except those persons who were re-
ceiving salaries from the United States.
The statement made by Mr. Vest was, if
anything, more startling than those that
preceded it, but like them it was uncon-
tradicted. He said the home had been
started as an asylum for poor deluded
Mormon women who wanted to escape
from polygamy, but it seemed that they
did not want to escape. It was a notori-
ous fact, he said, that the women of Utah
were more opposed to doing away with
polygamy than the men were. Thatwas
easily explained. It arose not from
sensuality or from any degraded feeling,
but from religious sentiment. If one
wanted to find absolute religious en-
thusiasm he would find it among women.
The great architect of the universe had
constructed them in that way. The
essence of the female nature was ce-
pendence in this world and the next.
He asked a womandn Utah whether she
was a plural wife. She said yes; that she
was a third wife, that that was according
to the Bible, and that her husband could
not go to heaven if he did not practice
polygamy when he was able to take care
of several wives. Senator Pomeroy had
had the idea that sufftage ought to be
given to the women of Utah, so that they
could escape polygamy. They had got it
and every one of tuiem had voted the
polygamist ticket. Mr. Edmunds, the
promoter of the bill, admitted that the
Mormon women who had been enfran-
chised had voted for the hierarchy.
We, who live far away from the baneful
influences of the abomination of Mormon-
ism can account for the position of af-
fairs that is here set forth, in one way
only. The female proselytes to Mormon-
ism are gathered in the main from those
sections of the world where education is
unaided by the state and where the
densest ignorance prevails among the
middle and lower classes. Their female
children are reared in ignorance
and in consequence are  easily
moulded into a belief that by sub-
mitting to the most debasing con-
dition & woman ever occupied they are
promoting the glory of God. The conclu-~
sion is that the safety of the state, of so-
ciety, of the family, is dependent upon
the education of the people, and in order
that none should fall into evil ways un-
wittingly it should be made compulsory,
with heavy penalties on parents and
guardians, who neglect to comply with
its provisions for their charges.

Dr. Bridges, in this paragraph, delib-
erately states an untruth; and if the-e is
any other word in the English language
which will express in a more emphatic
manner our denial of his statement he
may accept it as said. This journal has
treated him unvaryingly throughout
with a courtesy which, from the above
extract, 1t appears he didn’t deserve.
No extracts were given from his paper;
and we published noisolated paragraphs.
The reporter simply gave a summary of
the drift of Dr. Bridges’ paper, and we
maintain now thatno injustice was done
Dr. Bridges. The latter finding, how-
ever, that he made a mistake in his pa-
per, is imitating the trick commonly
used by pnblic men and others who seek
to evade responsibility for their owan
mistakes by attempting to throw the re-
sponsibility on the painstaking and un-
prejudiced reporter.

WEIGHTS AND MEASURE .

Traders, Manufacturers and owners of Weights,
Measures and Weighing Machines generally are
specially requested to read carefully the following
instructions and act accordingly: =

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for
irregular inspections of the same, which may be
made at any time when deemed necessary by the
inspector, and it also imposes a heayy penalty on
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in
the performance of his duty under said Adt, or
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights

(jur inspection when called upon to
do so by an inspecting officer.

2, Every trader, manufacturer and owner of
weights, measures. and weighing machines when
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect-
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees,
is entitled to, and is .specially requested to
mand from the officer who makes the inspection,
an official certificate (““Form 0, 6” with the words
“Qriginal for the Trader’” printed at the head
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also
at the same time-to carefully ascertain whether
or not the stamps attached to such oertificate
represent exactly the value the amount of cash
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of
fees charged are attached. g g

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
catesare specially requested to keep them care-
fully for two years, and in order to secure their
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are dune,
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad-
ers who are unable to produce their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob-
lbility. have to pay over again  their verification
fees.
