Strenuous efforts are being made to 

PAtchjUp some sort or a railway pro­
ject to satisfy the people of Victoria 
and Vancouver Island. A week or two 
ago the Times gave a semi-official re­
port on the proposals in regard to the 
route of the Canadian Northern rail­
way, in so far as the negotiations had 
progressed at that titne. It was then 
proposed by ,the railway company to 
rub the féèry from Port Mann to Mill 
Bay, and construct the railway up the 
"Cowichan valley, and going north of 
Cowichan lake, pass on to a point In 
the neighborhood of Nitlnat lake.
Then i turning ' short to the right, it 
would come out at a point near the 
mouth of Alberni Canal on Barclay 
Sound. Running powers were to be se­
cured over a line which is tb be built by 
the B. C. Electric railway from Deep 
Bay, until such time as the other line 
was constructed, and then Mill Bay 
would be connected with Victoria by 
way of Coldstream.

Negotiations have been going on 
since that time, and the latest rumor 
is that the Canadian Northern railway 
will have running rights over the Vic­
toria & Sidney railway into the city, 
and that the line will then be con­
structed by wày of Metchosin to Ped- 
dar Bay. Turning to the right at that 
pdint it 'will skirt Sooke Harbor, and 
from that point to the Cowichan val­
ley, and south of Cowichan Lake to 
Barclay Soufid or Alberni Canal. This 
route would open an entirely new 
country and would be of more service 
to Victoria than would the route first 
mentioned.

What gives- color -to this proposal is 
1 the fabt that L. C. Gilman, represent­
ing the Great Northern railway, was 
in town last week, and that he was in 
consultation with the representatives 
of Mackenzie & Mann in this city. On 
the other hand Manager Van Sant, of 
the V. & S„ has heard nothing of the 
arrangement, and says he considers it 
very -improbable, although possible. It 
ip dBubtful. too, If the citizens of Vic­
toria would consider this' a fulfilling 
Of the pledges of the premier.

•‘J'.hc Canadian Northern sent ur en­
gine and Afty empty box cats to the 
relief of the stricken town and m fif­
teen minutes everybody that could 
reach the depot Was safe on the Cana­
dian side, although it looked as if 
they were going out of the frying-pan 
into -the fire, as the town of Rainy 
River was on fire In several place®, 
the Rat Fortage Lumber Co. at that 
point losing the entire plant and yards. 
The Shelyih Mathew Lumber Co.'s 
yards at Spooner, just across the Beau- 
flette river from Beaudette, Were en­
tirely consumed. The company lost 
minions of feet of sawed lumber and 
had great difficulty in saving the plan­
ing and saw mills.

"The down coming trains report 
bodies of fire victims on the right-of- 
way, five having been found between 
hère and five miles west.

It is reported that the monks began 
the fighting by firing on the revolution­
ists who were marching to meet a 
small body of Royalists. The Republi­
can force turned aside and a rifle fight 
ensued, In which the churchmen were 
Victors. The Republicans fell back 
until their cavalry and artillery ar­
rived, when a bombardment began. 
The unequal fight was continued ter 
some time.

The shells of the artillery bit Into 
the maeonery of the building, scatter­
ing the debris on the defenders and in­
flicting frightful wound*.

Exploding shells added to the havoc, 
and seeing the futility of further de­
fence, the monks surrendered. Follow­
ing the capitulation the Republican 
gunners bombarded the buildings, 
which caught fire in many places and 
practically were destroyed.

Reports say that twelve monks were 
killed and fifty seriously wounded, The 
Republican losses were slight.

The surviving msnks were allowed 
to leave and take their dead and In­
jured . with them.

Later advices state that several 
hundred monks took part in the con­
flict. Two regiments of Republicans 
were engaged. Serious fighting accom­
panied the expulsion of monks from 
other monasteries, and it Is reported 
that a heavy loss of life was Inflicted

King Confident.
Gibraltar, Oct 8.—It is reported here 

to-day that Dom Manuel last Thurs­
day assured Governor Hunter of Gib­
raltar that he was confident he would 
regain his throne. Manuel is said to 
have expressed the belief that the 
greater part of the army and the peo­
ple are loyal, and that he Intends soon 
to lead an anti-Republican army.

Order of Banishment.
Lisbon, Oct. 8.—The republic of 

Portugal to-day formally proclaimed 
an order of banishment against King 
Manuel, Queen Mother Amelie, Dow­
ager Queen Maria Pia and the Duke 
of Oporto.

It was learned to-day that the Duke 
of Oporto was captured while fighting, 
and that he was escorted to the sea- 
coast and placed aboard the royal 
yacht Amelie. The order of exilé 
against him and the fallen king is metot 
strict.

It was reported here to-day that Don 
Manuel had attempted to commit 
suicide at Gibraltar following the news 
of the banishment, and that he was 
prevented from carrying out his pur­
pose by his mother. This report could 
not be cpnflrmed, nevertheless it cre­
ated considerable excitement.

The newspaper Secolo asserts that 
Manuel became despondent at Mafra 
instead of Gibraltar, and wounded 
himself. Gibraltar reports no mention 
of any wound or attempt at suicide, 
and it is believed that all reports of 
injury to the young king are erroneous.

Supporting Republic.
President Braga insisted to-day that 

representatives from the provinces are 
encouraging to the republicans.

“The people still are very excited,” 
said the new executive,j “and until 
normal conditions are restored we will 
take every precaution against en­
dangering our new found liberties.”

The engineer pointed out that suej/ 
a process might last a year or so, bvt 
It Is well known that asphalt will dis­
integrate In water, 
water-proof cement would, he thought, 
be better.

Howtver, It was decided to appoint 
Alderman Bannerman to take the 
matter up with the Pacific Coast Con­
struction Company and ascertain what 
the company’s terms are.

The city engineer reported that there 
Is at present about seven feet of water 
In the reservoir and the daily leakage 
is about 60,000 gallons.

Gunner Thomas Alien, R. c. G. A., 
who shot and killed Captain Peter El­
liston at Work Point barracks on Aug­
ust 1st, last, was yesterday afternoon 
found guilty or wilful murder by a 
jury at the criminal assizes, -and 
sentenced by the chief justice to be 
hanged on. December 2nd.

Allen remained practically unmoved 
during the balance of the trial yester­
day afternoon, during which Capt. 
McDonald and Dr. Hart were recalled 
by the prosecution, and the addresses 
of both counsel and judge were heard.

The prisoner listened attentively to 
the address of C. F. Davie who 
peared for him, but was slightly restive 
under the flaying remarks on his con­
duct- addressed to the jury by J. A. 
Aikman, for the prosecution. He paid 
careful attention to the judge's sum- 
ting up and appeared to ftillow the 
facts keenly, and from the time the 
jury retired to consider the evidence 
until it returned, with the verdict, Allen 
hardly moved, 
upon the floor and wiped his lips with 
a handkerchief, but beyond this 
tion hardly a feature of his 
changed during the two hours the jury 
was absent."

When the verdict of guilty 
turned, there was a perceptible tremor 
seen to pass over Allen, and when told 
by the judge to stand, the prisoner 
grasped the rail of the dock with both 
hands and stood up. Asked if he had 
anything to say before the sentence of 
the court should be passed upon him 
Allen said “X have nothing to say, only 
I must have been mad.” He then 
heard the sentence standing, and 
removed from the 
cuffed by Provincial Police. Constable 
Dockstader,~by whom he was taken for 
temporary' keeping to the cells below 
the courtroom.

A curious and eager crowd watched 
the condemned man as he stood a few 
moments surrounded by the provincial 
police-officers in the court. Alien had 
eyes upon him from every point but 
did not falter. He showed no sign of 
breakdown or collapse and marched in 
custody from the room with as steady 
a step as he walked in the ranks.

The jury was absent two hours all 
but two minutes, having retired exact­
ly at 4 o’clock and returned at -5:58. 
At three’ minutes past six o’clock the 
man was condemned to die and on his 
way to the condemned cell at the Hill- 
sàku avenue jail 'where lie will remain 
until December 2nd, the date set by 
the judge fdr His execution.

Capt. McDonald was recalled when 
the trial resumed yesterday afternoon 
and said three years ago the prisoner 
had been a good clerk arid a good 
soldier. He was a min of superior In­
telligence and well educated, but lat­
terly had become known as a "barrack 
room lawyer.” In January last he had 
been court-martialed for a very clever 
little , bit of English, written. and 
signed by him. The witness had not 
noticed his intellect weakening, and 
did not believe it had weakened of 
late.

Gnr: Brown was called to clear up 
some details of the morning parade on 
August 1st. He said there had been no 
parade, and the white washing gang 
of which the prisoner was supposed to 
be a member had gone direct to work 
at 7 a. m. Allen had done no work 
but had marched up and down stairs 
and was suffering from the effects of a 
drunk, appearing very shaky.

the southwest to-day is predicted to 
-bring the total of dead in the fire zone 
up to 750. Couriers report that scores 
of lumbermen were caught by the 
flames and killed, and that the bodies 
of many never may be recovered.

Tl\e Are zone is 80 miles long, ex­
tending from Gravel Pit spur to Strat­
ton, Ont., and 30 miles wide between 
Red Lake, Minn., and Lake of the 
Woods. It is reported that the fire is 
spreading in all directions.

Lumbermen estimate that an aver­
age loss of 6,000 square feet of lumber 
to the square mile over a territory ap­
proximately measuring 3,000 square 
miles has been caused.

The state of Minnesota is mustering 
its fire fighters and rushing them to 
the scene on special trains as rapidly 
as food and supplies can be furnished.

At Rainy River the fire burned 
from the International Bridge to Sixth 
street, within one mile of the Centre 
of the town, and it is feared that 
Rainy River is doomed.

Nelson, Oct. 8.—Two residents of Nel­
son died suddenly here in 30 hours. John 
Lewis was playing a game of patience 
with carde in the billiard room of the 
Royal hotel, when Harry Gardner, the 
manager. Invited him to have a drink 
in company with a number of others. 
Mr. Lewis accepted the Invitation but 
immediately on taking the drink com­
plained, that he bad swallowed a piece 
of tobacco he ha# in his mouth at the 
time. He commenced .to cough and 
died while Mr. Gardner was telephon­
ing for a physician, who arrived on the 
scene In five minutes, to find life ex*; 
tinct. The doctor pronounced hemor­
rhage of the stomach as the cause of 
death. The late Mr. Lewis was 63 or 
64 years of age. He was of English 
birth, having come from Worcester­
shire and had been in this country 
about 20 years, the bulk of the time in 
the vicinity of Nelson.

Death came suddenly to Richard 
Hall, porter at the Madden house. Mr. 
Hall was seen by those In the rotunda 
to fall to the floor. He was immedi­
ately raised by Thomas Madden, pro­
prietor of the hotel, and a, doctor was 
instantly summoned. Life, however, 
had fled when he arrived. The late Mr. 
Hall was a native of Abingdon, Berks, 
England. He came to Nelson last May 
with his daughter. For the past two 
months he has been porter at the Mad­
den. The deceased was <3 years of 
age.

It was not by reciting the woes of 
Ireland that Mr. T. P, O’Connor, one 
of the leading Nationalist members of 
the British House of Commons and 
an envoy of the United Irish League 
to Canada and the United States, 
sought to interest his audience In 
Massey hall, Toronto, a few days ago 
In the struggle of his party to secure 
local self-government for his country.
On the contrary, his speech Included a 
confident expression of opinion that 
Ireland would shortly attain Home 
Rule;' perhaps by June next; an ac­
count of the progress made toward the 
total abolition of absentee landlordism 
and Its attendant evils in the Emerald 
Isle, and an outline of a constitution 
for the Empire at large. Not only 
Ireland, he contended, should control 
Its own local affairs, but England,
Wales, Scotland and the other coun­
tries of the Empire should have their 
own parliaments. "Above all these 
there should be an Imperial assembly, 
where all the Empire should be ruled 
and all the Empire should be represent­
ed,” he declared.

Wished to Visit Canada,
“When I consented to come for the 

fifth time as a member of a mission 
from the United Irish League to Can­
ada and the United States,” said Mr.
O’Connor, when the applause which 
greeted him had subsided. “I stipu­
lated that I should be allowed to spend 
the greater part of my time In Can­
ada.” This he had done because hé 
believed the Home Rule movement 
had reached a phase which would be 
Interesting to Canada and in which 
Canadian influence could be of great 
assistance.

“I shall, therefore, celebrate my 
62nd birthday on October 5 on Cana­
dian soil," he continued. At any age 
he was able to look back and say that 
when he had started his public life.

wrought in Ireland. Now 300,000 
tenants had bought out their land­
lords, and In ten or fifteen years 
200,000 more would own their own 
farms. “The very name of landlord­
ism,” said Mr. O’Connor, “will soon 
be forgotten as à nightmare and we 
shall have a solid foundation of three 
million people rooted on the soil of 
Ireland.” Thqpe would form a firm 
bulwark against Socialism, which so 
many persons feared, and would not 
be, inclined to Join In any revolu­
tionary movement. Some years ago 
there were a number of Irish laborers 
living In wretched hovels that were 
a shame and scandal to the world.
Instead of these hovels there were 
now 55,000 new houses, each upon its 
own plot of ground. County govern­
ment,. once in the hands of the grand 
juries and through them controlled 
by the landlords, was now dominated 
by the people themselves. Comfort­
able school-houses had been erected.
Teachers were well paid and received 
pensions on retiring. The lamp of 
learning had been stamped out for 
several centuries in Ireland, but with 
the past year the fair fabric of a 
truly national university had sprung 
up in Dublin. ,

Mr. O’Connor was Interrupted by 
two persons who endeavored to in­
terject Irrelevant remarks and were 
silenced by shouts of “Put him out.”
Order having been restored, Mr.
O’Connor proceeded to say; “We want 
that Ireland should be governed hy 
Irish opinion.” This would mean that 
England would. be governed by Eng­
lish opinion, Scotland by Scottish 
opinion, and Wales by Welsh opinion.
Imperial affairs were Interfered with 
In the British House of Commons by 
the pettiest local business. For hie 
own part, Mr. O'Connor did not like 
the position now occupied by the Na­
tionalist party In the Imperial House. I 
He would prefer to see the Liberal 
party with a larger majority.

Britain and the Empire.
"Many people," said Mr. O’Cknnor,

"have urged that there is a necessity 
for closer relations between the 
Mother Country and thrf colonies.
They think that It the colonies are to , 
be governed In their foreign relations 
and their defence by a parliament at 
Westminster, they should have repre­
sentation In that parliament. I take 
It that we can all agree that the col­
onies should have a voice and repre­
sentation In the Imperial parliament.

“The way to deal with Imperial 
affairs is in an Imperial parliament; 
the way to deal with national and 
local affairs is In local parliaments.
The solution of this problem In the 
British Isles Is to have not one parlia­
ment, but four parliaments — one for 
England, one for Wales, one for Ire­
land, and one for Scotland, and above 
them there should be one great Im­
perial assembly, where all the Empire 
Should be ruled and all the Empire 
should be represented. These are 
the lines upon which this question 
will be settled."

Mr. O'Connor said that the English 
people were a conservative people, 
who bed progressed by - evolution tury, B. C.

The annual exhibition of the North 
and South Saanich Agricultural So­
ciety was brought to a successful ter­
mination on Saturday evening. Of the 
forty-three fairs held by this associ­
ation, this year’s ranks easily as the 
best, it surpassing all others both in 
respect to the number of entries and 
to the quality of the exhibits.

Saturday was recognized as a holi­
day throughout the Saanich peninsula 
and despite the inclemency of the 
weather, the residents of both districts 
began to gather early ih the afternoon. 
Victorians, who always patronize the 
fair, visited the exhibition In large 
numbers, the special train, which left 
here In the afternoon being crowded. 
Among those who attended the exhibi­
tion were: Hon. D. M. Eberts and 
HOn. Price Ellison, who viewed the 
exhibits with general satisfaction. It 
was expected that they would open the 
show, but neither addressed the gath­
ering.

By noon on Saturday all the awards 
had been made and the ribbons and 
cards were placed over the winning 
exhibits.. The poultry and horses were 
Judged by M. A. Jull, livestock com­
missioner for the province; the cattle, 
sheep and swine by J. H. Moore, dairy 
instructor, and the bread, cakes and 
pastry by W. J. Rennie, of this city.

The only Victoria exhibitors in the 
roadsters class were Rennie & Taylor, 
who captured a number of firsts. In the 
span their two little stallions were 
awarded first by the Judges. Exhibited 
separately these horses secured first 
and second places from a large field. In 
the two-year-olds the local horsemen 
were successful In taking the blue 
ribbon with one of their thoroughbred 
equlnes. In all the other classes the 
competitions, which were between the 
farmers of the peninsula, were all very 
keen.

The two most coveted prizes In the 
cattle classés, the championship for 
the best bull and cow, were won by J. 
L. Brooks, of North Saanich. Both ani­
mals were perfect specimens and did 
not take the Judges long to decide in 
their favor.

The cup presented by A. Hendry, of 
this city, for the best collection of 
vegetables was awarded to Dean Bros., 
one of the largest exhibitors at the 
fair. They seured 31 points, being four 
ahead of their nearest rival, J. A. 
Grant, Royal Oak.

In the afternoon the Fifth Regiment 
band attended the fair and rendered a 
choice programme of musical selec­
tions. While the musicians were play­
ing the hall was crowded, and at times 
it was difficult to move.

Every event on the sports’ pro­
gramme held in connection with the 
fair was keenly contested and suffl- 
clent amusement was provided for all. 
The horse races probably attracted the 
most Interest, although the athletic 
events were excellent.

Despite the heavy downpour of rain, 
the track, which is situated in the 
field adjoining the exhibition grounds, 
was lined with people under the shel­
ter of- numerous umbrellas and very 
few of the enthusiasts left the track 
before the conclusion of the pro­
gramme.

The first race on the programme was 
the half mile trotting in which three 
horses, Palmero Boy, Saanich Boy and 
Saratoga, faced the starter. Although 
the track was very muddy the horses 
made good tiine and kept well together 
during the whole distance. Palmero 
Boy, however, took the lead at the final 
turn and made a fine run down the 
stretch, besting Saanich Boy by sev­
eral lengths. In the second heat the 
winner of the first was again success­
ful In defeating both of its rivals, 
thereby gaining the $25 purse offered 
by the society. Saanich Boy received 
second money.

In the half mile* running race three 
horses owned by Saanich horsemen left 
the barrier. As they circled the track 
without one gaining any advantage of 
the other it looked as though another 
heat would be required. Dick Simp­
son’s equine finally forced Into the 
lead a short distance from .the fin­
ishing post. W. Flannagan’s horse se­
cured second place, while H. Horth fin­
ished last. x

Of the athletic events the most In­
teresting was the half mile, which 
brought out three starters, A. Bates,

Already Marquis de Dion and 
other Influential Frenchmen are ad­
vocating the adoption In France of the 
British custom.

The matter Is becoming more and 
Year by year the Overcoatsmore important, 

ntrhrlber of British motorists touring 
the continent Is Increasing, while the 
number of continental motor tourists 
In Great Britain also is growing con­
stantly. However, in this, as in every 
other problem, the chief factor Is the 
Atnerlcan. One can see American cars 
and American drivers at almost any 
moment on the principal streets of 
London. »

A correspondent asked many of these 
as to how they fare In London traffic, 
and they all said that the left hand 
rule confuses them greatly and keeps 
them ceaselessly on the anxious seat. 
They also say that the right hand 
driver has great difficulty In making 
himself at home In the narrow, wind­
ing hedge blinded roads of the prov­
inces.

“The moat Important consideration 
Involved," says Lord Montague, editor 
of the Car, “is the fact that most men 
are right-handed, and hence it is 
tural to place the steering wheel, the 
change speed lever and the 
lever op the off-side of the car.

'"Aside from this point, it would, 
generally speaking, be a matter of in­
difference whether the driver turned 
to the right or the left. In one re­
spect, however, the continental method 
is particularly bad.

“The cart drivers when walking keep 
their carts on the right hand and 
themselves in the middle of the road, 
which is always a perilous position 
for everbody concerned. We are con­
vinced that if the World could be In­
duced té adopt the left-hand rule it 
would add immensely to the pleasure 
and security of international motor 
touring."

POULTRYMEN ORGANIZE.

Rossland, Oct 8.—A meeting was held 
at the city hall for the purpose of 
fornilhg a poultry association for Ross­
land, and additional Interest was add­
ed to the proceedings from the fact 
that there was present to give them the 
benefit of his advice, T. G. Edwards, 
formerly of kossland, and now of Vic­
toria, who has been judging at vari­
ous shows in the province.

E. S. H. Winn presided over a very 
gratifying attendance of those Interest­
ed in the keeping of poultry. T. G. 
Edwards said It was not necessary to 
advance much argument In favor of 
keeping poultry, the most valuable of 
farm products.

In answer to the chairman, Mr. Ed­
wards said that there was a sum of 
$2,500 placed at the disposal of the Pro­
vincial Poultry Association, and up- 
country districts would, out of this 
sum, receive $150 If they would form 
an association Independent of any other 
organization. The government had no 
Interest in this, but they believed that 
there would result a great help to the 
commerce of the province.

It was formally moved and seconded 
that a poultry association be formed 
for Rossland, and this was carried 
unanimously.

J. Hooson suggested the advisability 
of Rossland and Trail Joining in one 
association, and asked If they could 
put up a decent show in Rossland.

Mr. Edwards said he had been round 
to many of those who kept birds, and 
he thought they had a better class of 
bird than he had seen in his travels.

Fong was handcuffed and taken 
across the bay on a feiry boat, and 
hurried to Moffitt’s office, where he 
made a full confession of his plot to 
assassinate the prince. A five-cham­
bered 38 calibre revolver, fully loaded, 
was found in his pocket.

The arrest was made so quickly 
quietly that neither Prince Hsun 
any members of his party knew any­
thing of it until the steamer was ready 
to sail. Then Rear-Admiral Thomas S. 
Phelps, representing the government of 
the United States in the final cere­
monies attending the distinguished vis­
itor’s departure, was informed by the 
officers of what had occurred. Whether 
the prince was told of his close call 
from death was nor learned.

In his statement to the authorities 
Fong denies that his action was the 
result of a conspiracy to kill the 
prince. He says that the organization 
to which he belongs is in no way re­
sponsible for the attempt to slay the 
emperor’s uncle. The prisoner should­
ers all responsibility in the matter. 
Fong expressed regret that he had not 
accomplished his purpose.

Fong was born in San Francisco 81 
years ago. He is married and has a 
wife and two-year-old child in China. 
He has been employed in a students’ 
fraternity house at Berkley as a cook. 
He left there last Monday and came 
to San Francisco, .Where he engaged a 
room in the Oriental hotel, awaiting 
the arrival of the prince. At 1 o’clock 
yesterday lie went across the bay to 
the Oakland mole in company with 
Mrs. V. Hoag, his former teacher, and 
at present principal of a private school 
in this city. He. left her at the depot 
and took a position, on the edge of the

were set the prince and his retinue be­
gan to alight from their private car. 
The detectives were watching Fong. 
They saw him-take his glove from his 
right hand and edge his way through 
the crcfwti. They followed closely, and 
as his ungloved hand went to his 
pocket they closed on him.

In his statement to the authorities, 
Fong, who speaks good English, said: 
“I tried to kill Prince Tsai Hsun be­
cause he is ah enemy to mÿ people. 
I did the best I could, but my work 
in (his particular case is over for a 
while. It will be taken up again else­
where, I can assure you.

“My desire was to strike a blow for 
the liberty of my people, just as 
George Washington did for his people, 
I am quite willing to be a martyr. I 
am not afraid to die for this cause. 
There Is no one In this affair but my­
self. The Young China Association had 
nothing to do with it. I have long 
wanted to kill some one of the Man- 
chu house, it did not make any differ­
ence whether it was Prince Hsun or 
some one else. I consider it the pa­
triotic thing to do, and ,1 am anxious 
to give mÿ life to set my people tree 
from this terrible oppression they are 
suffering.”

Government Press Pessimistic as 
to Outcome of Veto Con­

ference

London, Oct. 7.—Ministers are . now 
'returning to their departments, and in 
political circles there ls the keenest 
Inquiry Into the prospects of the 
autumn sitting of parliament, which 
will open on November 16.

When parliament rose, the only busi­
ness left over was the finance bill and 
the shop hours bill, and, in the House 
of Lords the constitutional resolu­
tions. To settle this business three 
weeks would be sufficient, for whatever 
may be the result of the veto confer­
ence, one thing ls certain, the choice 
between peace and war will be quickly 
announced.

The simplicity of things has been de­
stroyed, however, by the Osborne judg­
ment regarding the payment of labor 
members, and obviously there arises 
the question whether parliament ought 
not to meet at an earlier date than 
the .one arranged. The cabinet as a 
whole has come to no decision upon the 
judgment and some ministers have 
wandered beyond the range of news­
papers, but it Is very improbable that 
the situation will be met with a mere 
negative. Payment of members, to 
commence possibly after the general 
elections, and payment of election ex­
penses, would be. approved, it is as­
serted, by the çabinët as a whole, and 
such proposals would be difficult for 
the Conservative party to resist. Still 
it must be remembered that only last 
year Mr. Balfour and almost all of his 
colleagues voted solidly against a mo­
tion to this effect, and that the present 
opposition consists essentially of coun­
try members, who have little sympathy 
with the plunges into Quasi-radical­
ism, with which the Morning Post 
seeks to recapture the cities. This is 
the inward meaning of the attacks 
which have been made upon Sir Alex. 
Acland Hood, chief Conservative whip. 
He stands for the old Toryism, and he 
knows that whatever the tariff reform­
ers may say, the advantages of wealth 
In electioneering would be enormously 
diminished if members and returning 
officers were paid by the state.

Regarding the conference • on the 
question of the Lords’ veto on Lib­
eral legislation, the government press 
is pessimistic as to the outcome. The 
Daily Chronicle is of the opinion that 
there ls little hope of, definite results, 
from the meeting of the two parties 
around the conference table. In the 
camp of the opposition all is not 
harmony, however. The need of a 
definite constructive policy is felt 
keenly^ The Mqrning Post regrets that 
there is no alternative to the Asquith 
ministry until the IThionist leaders 
shad come to know their own minds, 
while the Standard denounces Mr. 
Balfour’s inexplicable silence on the 
question of imperial defence.

The tariff question is also td the fore. 
With so many topics ready to be ven­
tilated In the two houses, the coming 
assembly of parliament is awaited with 
exceptional interest.

Vancouver, Oct. 6.—At the annual 
meetihg of the Vancouver branch of the 
Navy League the secretary. Captain 
Charles Eddie, presented a report, 
which took the form of a resume of 
the work done by the branch since its 
Initiation.

The 
branch has at present 75 members in 
good standing and the financial state­
ment ls satisfactory.”

Sir Charles Hibbert Tapper was elect­
ed president, Rev. Mr. Flennes-Clin- 
ton was elected first vice-president, 
and Capt. Eddie (who resigned as sec­
retary) was elected second vice-presi­
dent.

Capt. Eddie explained that he gave 
up the secretaryship In order to de­
vote himself to other work. Several 
members expressed regret at losing the 
services of Capt. Eddie, In whose place 
Alfred Shaw was unanimously elect­
ed.

CHARGED WITH MURDER.

Los Angeles, Cal., Oct. 7.—Howard

Green-ls held in jail without bail, the 
charge of murder against him, al­
though Skidmore, as he lay dying 
tended his hand to thé man who shot 
him and voluntarily assumed all blame 
or the murder.

Skidmore recently came to Los An­
geles from Texas, ■ where he was a 
member of the faculty of a smàli col-,, 
lege. According to history, told to the 
authorities before he died, he had 
loved Mrs. Green for 30 years although 
since her marriage to Green he him­
self had married and became the 
father of eight children.

In his dying statement Skidmore de­
clared he went to the Green home last 
Friday in response to a telephone mes­
sage from Mrs. Green. He was met at 
the door, he eaid, by Green, who shot 
him four times in the groin. He had 
gone to the Green home, he said, to 
say good-bye to Mrs. Green before re­
turning to his Texas home.

According to the police, Green tele­
phoned them that he had killed Skid­
more and was waiting for officers to 
arrest him. Since the day of the 
shooting he has refused steadfastly to 
discuss the affair.

His Majesty Afflicted With Melon- 
choly—May Make Another 

Trip Abroad

Madrid, Oct. 6.—(By courier to Hen- 
daye, France, Oct. 7.)—King Alfonso 
is fatally ill, according to a statement 
of a high medical authority here. The 
complaint involves the decay of the 
bones. Dr. Moure, the celebrated Bor­
deaux scientist, to whom Alfonso has 
made frequent visits of late, has been 
able, only slightly to retard the pro­
gress of the disease.

The King, as is well known in of­
ficial circles in Spain, and at other 
European courts, has been a sufferer 
from birth from a hereditary blood dis­
ease. As an infant it was only by the 
most unremitting attention that he was 
kept alive. This care and the vigorous 
outdoor life that he followed as. he 
grew older seemed to work a consider­
able improvement and by the time he 
attained his majority he was extreme­
ly sound. It was not long, however, 
before it was evident that his appear 
ance of health was merely superficial 
and that at bottom his constitution was 
completely undermined.

His Majesty suffered mentally from 
the same complaint which affects him 
physically. In public he manages to 
maintain an appearance of lightheart­
edness, but those familiar with his pri­
vate life say he is constantly1 afflict­
ed by melancholy. EVen'hla efforts at 
cheerfulness are often marked by ec­
centricities suggestive of not quite in­
sanity but of mental unbalance.

This condition is largely responsible 
for the care the Kings advisors take 
to guard him from lull knowledge of 
the politically disturbed conditions in 
Spain. During the uprisings -at Bar­
celona last year he spent his time at 
San Sebastian. When Premieb Canale- 
jas was at the height of his battle with 
the Vatican thé young monarch was 
visiting In England. Plans are already 
under discussion tor him to -go abroad 
agâih if, as seems certain’, the state 
and church quarrel becomes much more 
acute.

The alarming state of Alfonso’s 
health complicates in the most danger­
ous manner possible the already criti­
cal situation in Spain. If any possibil­
ity exists of maintaining the dynasty it 
can only be done through the utmost 
efforts 6f an" able and popular ruler. As 
he is to-day, Alfonso lacks the ability 
for such an effort,

Alfonso’s early death would also in­
volve another long regency, such as 
preceded the reaching of Alfonso's own 
majority. Even thç Conservatives ad­
mit that a fresh, regency could not last 
many months. - Queen Victoria, -it is 
contended, has neither age, experience 
nor mental equipment, and, as a thor­
ough English woman who has never 
been at all in sympathy with the Span­
ish character, she is heartily disliked 
from one end of the country to the 
other. Her mother-in-law. Queen Maria 
Christina, is considered even more un­
suitable. And there is no one else in 
Spain who is even thought of for the 
position. y

by the local police,

police refuse to divulge their Identity 
but they are believed to be Chinese 
prominent in the workings of the 
Young China association.

The room where Fong has been liv­
ing in Berkeley was searched by the 
Oakland police and the Young China 
Association in Oakland has been under 
surveillance since the attempt on the 
life of the prince. The headquarters in 
this city is likewise watched.

Tile police say that more than a 
score have already teen drawn Into 
the alleged conspiracy. iii some man­
ner. They assert that they will make 
arrests as soon as certain bits of 
missing evidence have been secured.

"I wanted to be George Washing­
ton of China,’’ said ’ Fong yesterday. 
“I am sorry my attempt to' kill the 
prince failed. I wanted to kill him two 
weeks ago when hé wag here, but I 
couldn’t get a chance, r' want to set 
China free from the Manehurs and 
make It a republic. Revolt is my re­
ligion.”

Local Chinese who are loyal to the 
emperor are greatly worried lest a re­
petition of the attempted assassin of 
Prinse Tsai Hsun be repeated on board 
the steamer Chi Yo Maru. It was ru­
mored about Chinatown that four 
men were on board the liner for that 
purpose. Officials of the steamship 
company were notified shortly before 
the boat sailed and precautions against 
any such attempt are being taken on 
board.

H. A. Treen, 634 View : strict, 
been appointed agent for the Canadian 
Mexican line of steamships operating 
between British Columbia and ports on 
the west coast of Mexico.!- Mr. Treen, 
who has been.agent for the Northern 
S,»S. Company for some time past, is 
a.-veteran transportation man And is 
probably the oldest in the business still 
actively engaged in the Dominion. He 
entered the service of the Great West­
ern Railway, England, »s far back as 
1864, and in the same year became con­
nected with the Metropolitan Under­
ground Railway Company.

ALLAN GUILTY OF MURDER

(Continued from page 3.)

about to close on this life drama, and 
the responsibility for this man’s life is 
yours now."

Mr. Aikman having complimented 
the counsel for the prisoner on his ad­
dress, went over the evidence in de­
tail and held the prisoner on the morn­
ing of the murder had been particu­
larly sane. He had gone up and down 
stairs for the purpose of keeping a 
watch for Capt. Elliston, and when he 
saw him did not hesitate to shoot. Re­
ferring to insanity, Mr. Aikman said 
there had been a controversy for many 
years between the medical and legal 
professions as to the correct definition 
of Insanity. However, the jury had to 
determine upon the legal definition.

The chief justice, In his charge to the 
jury, said there was no doubt that ac­
cused had shqt his superior officer, it 
had not been denied by the prisoner’s 
counsel. The defence rested on Insan­
ity as a defence. The law held that 
.drunkeness was no defence for crime. 
If drunkeness was accompanied by a 
mental disease the case would hear 
different interprétation.' “You. cannot 
look Into the prisoner's mind, you can 
only Judge by his acts prior to and 
subsequent to the act. He picked up 
a loaded rifle. That act involves time. 
Choosing It and levelling and Srlng it 
all involve time. Tou must consider if 
he, as a soldier, knew what he was 
about. A man's mind must be active 
during the time he did these prepara­
tory acts,” said Ms lordship. He drew 
Attention to the fact that Allen did 
not go to help the wounded man, but 
took to flight, which has by authorities 
been held to indicate guilt. “You are 
to consider If thèse acts indicate In­
sanity. Then you have to consider If 
there was malice. There is his threat. 
Dr. Hart has said Allen Is a singularly 
clear-headed man, and the other wit­
ness referred to him as a barrack-room 
lawyer. In the box he showed himself 
a singularly capable man for one In hia 
station of life. "Whimsical, capricious, 
fancies must be eliminated from your 
minds, and it must be demonstrated to 
you that he was insane for you to ac­
quit. There is the presumption that In­
sanity continues. He appears sane now 
and ifhe was Insane on August 1st the 
presumption Is there would be signs of 
It now. Witnesses thought he had come 
off a drunken spree and was shaky. 
You must find reasonable doubt, not 
fancy, catritlous, or flimsy, doubt."

The chief Justice said he did not 
think it fair of counsel to fasten re­
sponsibility upon the Jurymen. The 
jury, like himself as judge, like the 
constables who arrested Allen, and the 
attorney-general's department from 
which the final orders would come, 
were all parts of the great machinery 
established for the protection of so­
ciety. “If the evidence shows to your 
minds that the accused is guilty of a 
homicide your responsibility ends in 
bringing in a verdict of murder," were 
his lordship’s concluding words.

In passing sentence his lordship did 
not wear the black cap. The case end­
ed the criminal assizes at Victoria.

Allen was taken last night to the pro­
vincial jail on Hillside avenue and 
placed In the condemned cell, where he 
will remain until the morning of De­
cember 2nd. Three guards are to be 
appointed to guard him until that time. 
Two have been obtained and a third 
is wanted. The guards will be on 
duty, one at a time, In eight hour 
shifts, outside the condemned cell.

Allen has shown remarkable forti­
tude throughout the trial and since his 
arrest-. He has remained . practically 
the same and his appearance In court 
during the trial yesterday was Im­
proved over his appearance at the po­
lice court hearing immediately after 
the commission of the crime. Away 
from drink, his health" hâs Improved 
and the signs of dissipation present at 
the police court hearing had vanished 
yesterday.

The provincial jail authorities re­
port that Allen slept -yell last night 
and this tnornlng appears _as usual. He 
has not suffered a breakdown at any 
time since the verdict was returned 
yesterday. He will tie accorded all rea­
sonable diversion in thé nature of lit­
erature until the time of the execution, 
and Will have such spiritual instruction 
and. consolation as can be administered 
if he desires it.

“I saw a car of apples from the Vic­
toria Fruitgrowers’ Association, VlCr 
tdrla,’ B. C., at Plunkett & Savage’s 
warehouse here. Mr. Savage stated that 
the Dominion fruit Inspector proposed 
branding “falsely marked" as they 
were not up to grade marked on the 
box. I could not see the Inspector as 
he was out of town. He further re­
ported that they were not offering these 
for sale until the Inspector returned 
and inspected them again. The same 
firm stated to me that they had bought 
heavily of British Columbia winter 
apples, and were offering the same to 
the trade, quoting at $1.80 per box In 
car lots f.o.b. at point of purchase. The 
Macpherson Fruit Co. here stated that 
they had bought 75 car lots of winter 
apples at different American points 
paying 75 to 95 cents per box f.o.b. at 
point of shipment tor assorted varieties 
all to be No. 1 with the exception of 
Jonathan apples for which they are 
paying $1.10 per box.

“Plums, prunes and peaches are over, 
jobbers and retailers are now looking 
for quotations on winter apples and 
our growers and shippers should get 
In touch by quoting prices as soon as 
possible or having their travellers call 
upon them personally. Apple prices 
are firm and the demand good, so there 
is no necessity for sacrificing or cut­
ting prices although at the same time 
It will be necessary to watch Ameri­
can shipments and quotations from the 
American coast states, as they are our 
competitors and not Ontario, with the 
exception of the Winnipeg market In 
which they figure largely. At the same 
time our growers and shippers should 
remember to keep up the present high 
standard and grade of our pack in 
every respect, and compel them to buy 
as It were, at higher prices, our fruit 
from its excellence in comparison with 
others." .

FRUIT CANNING

St. Petersburg, Oct. 10.—Captain Ma- 
cievlch, thé Russian military aviator, 
was killed Jn a fall from a Voisscn 
biplane. The accident occurred during 
an altitude competition, which was 
won by Captain Maclevich, who reach­
ed a height of 3,933 feet. He had risen 
to that height when he decided to de­
scend. When at a height of 1,640 feet 
his machine upset and he was thrown 
out. He came down like a plummet, 
reaching the ground before the biplane. 
Every bone in his body was broken ex­
cept an arm.

It is the belief of the physicians 
that he died of heart failure before 
reaching the ground. Loss of control 
of a lever is supposed to have been re­
sponsible for the accident.

The fall of the aviator caused a 
panic among the spectators. Captain 
Maclevlch’s wife became delirious, and 
it is feared she will be permanently in­
sane. —

GownsCan’t Understand Why Petitions 
From Property Owners Should 

Be Turned Down

John Deitz, Who Held Cabin 
Against Officers, Gives Him­

self Up

Committee Appointed at Duncan 
to Prepare Report on Pro­

posed Establishment

(From Monday’s Daily.)
Wm. W. Northcott, purchasing, agent 

for tile corporation, Is calling for ten­
ders, which will be received up to Fri­
day héxt, October 14, at 4 p.m., for the 
paving of Vancouver street with as­
phalt, from Pandora avenue to Hum­
boldt street. In this connection it may 
be mentioned that considerable dis­
satisfaction exists in certain quarters 
at the fact that a majority of the 
members of the city council seem in­
disposed to give a fair trial to the 
bitulithic type of pavement, notwith­
standing that in some instances the 
property owners most interested have 
by unanimous petition asked that this 
pavement be laid down.

A Times reporter this morning inter­
viewed Frederick C. Beckett, local re­
presentative of the Columbia Bitu­
lithic Paving Company, and asked 
wherein was his company dissatisfied 
with the manner in which the city is 
at present awarding contracts for 
street improvements where pavements 
are required. Mr. Beckett said:

"When I was appointed local repre­
sentative, exactly three months ago, I 
called on the mayor and had a chat 
about the bitulithic pavement. Mr. 
Morley said he knew the pavement and 
preferred it to any other except creo­
sote block, when the latter was pro­
perly laid, but intimated that I must 
be prepared to talk ‘price’ before I 
could do anything with the council. I 
then wrote a letter to the streets com­
mittee which was read and referred to 
the city engineer for report, but that 
report bas never yet been produced so 
far as I know.

"At a subsequent meeting the en­
gineer reported that the ratepayers on 
Pemberton road, represented by J. A. 
Mara; were desirous of having that 
street surfaced with bitulithic in pre­
ference to sheet asphalt, and the en­
gineer reported that either bitulithic or 
asphalt was suitable for that street, 
but left it with the council to decide 
which should be adopted. Alderman 
Fullerton and Alderman Sargison both 
intimated that they would Iik,e to see 
bitulithic introduced for the sake, of 
competition, but the mayor said that 
asphalt had been adopted as the pave­
ment in Victoria, and that as ours was 
a patented pavement he was opposed 
to its. being laid in this city.*

“We had, at the suggestion of the 
engineer, reduced our price for the re­
surfacing of Pemberton road to $1 a 
square yard, which sum was Wors- 
wick’s bid, but in spite of this, and in 
spite of the fact that the ratepawers 
were unanimously in favor of bitu­
lithic, our offer to do this work at a 
reduced price was turned down. Our 
original bid for this work was at the 
rate of $1.25 per square yard.

"Following this a deputation from 
Pemberton road, consisting of Messrs. 
J. A, Mara, B. Heisterman and A. • C. 
Flumerfelt, called on the may#r and 
requested that the street be surfaced 
with bitulithic, but they were turned 
down.

"We then filed a petition for bitu­
lithic on McClure street, on which 
were ten names out of a total of four­
teen ratepayers, the remaining four 
being out of the city, when the petition 
was circulated by Mr. Bagshawe. This 
petition was, as you know, also turned 
down on Friday night, and the street 
is to be paved with asphalt. This ac­
tion we consider grossly unfair, hav­
ing regard to the fact that the mayor 
spoke at first so much in favor of 
bitulithic.

“We would mention that Victoria is 
the only city of any size in the Domin­
ion of - Canada that " has not adopted 
bitulithic, and if you will read the list 
of cities in which bitulithic has been 
laid my statement will be borne out.

“The charge that our pavement is 
patented and, therefore, does not per­
mit of competition, is as unfair as it Is. 
unjust; for while it- is true that we 
have protected the results of our abil­
ity by patents it does not at the same 
time prevent competition either from 
the city or from other contractors 
who iriight desire to tender on bitu­
lithic.

“Our company is formed from Bri­
tish Columbia capital, and we have 
had to protect our payement from the 
Asphalt Trust - and other contractors 
by requiring a umall royalty in the 
event of others desiring to tender 
against us; for while there is but a fair 
steady frofit made on the -bitulithic 
pavement, other contractors might 
easily underbid us to the extent of a 
cent a yard and ldy the pavement in­
competently, and so prejudice the pub­
lic against it.

“In cities where we put in our own 
plants our patent serves no other pur­
pose than to ensure the fair profit to 
which every meritorious article Ts en­
titled ; and it is not necessary to re­
mind the business men of Victoria 
that there is no satisfactory business 
done with any company whose profits 
can he attacked by every low-bidding 
man who ‘takes a chance’ on a con­
tract.

"In cities where we have no plant 
we do make arrangements with the 
eity on a royalty basis of five or ten 
cents a yard, depending on the magni­
tude of the business. We think, and I 
am sure you will admit, that a small 
royalty such as that is as justly due 
the Inventors and prpmoters for the 
limited term of seventeen years (seven 
of which are expired), as are the simi­
lar royalties on . different types of pil­
ing, etc., continually specified by en-

Committee Appointed by Mayor 
, Finds Times Building Was 

Wrecked by Explosive

Cal., Oct. 10.—The com- 
mittee appointed by Mayor Alexander 
to investigate the explosion of the 
Times building, reported that the dis­
aster was caused bv the explosion of 
nitro-glycerine or a product of nitro­
glycerine, “placed in a highly effective 
position in an alleyway between sec­
tions of the Times plant.’*

The report was unanimous. It was 
signed by every member. As the in­
vestigation proceeded, the report said, 
it became more and more evident to 
the committee that an explosive had 
been employed. The investigators 
"found the centre of the upheaval at a 
point 30 or 35 feet from Broadway in a 
covered passageway in the north wall 
of the building.

“We are of the opinion that the 
building was .destroyed by a high ex­
plosive force,” the report declared.

The search for the men who are be­
lieved to have dynamited the Los An­
geles Times plant centered about Los 
Angeles Saturday. Attorney Rogers, 
who is in charge of the investigation 
for the Merchants’ and Manufacturing 
Association, refused to talk.

William J. Burns, in charge of the 
detective work of the city, detailed sev­
eral operatives to work on new clues 
which, in accordance with his recent 
orders, were withheld from the public.

Burns apd Rogers are working in­
dependently, the Los Angeles police de­
partment being at Burns’ disposal. It 
is believed, however, that they are 
working generally upon the same clues.

Work amid the ruins of the Times 
building is being rushed. Seventeen 
bodies have been recovered and the 
Times management believes that at 
least six more lie in the debris.

The workers are handicapped by the 
weakened condition of the walls that 
are still standing. Several times dur­
ing Friday night they were ordered 
from the pit while the wells were test­
ed. It is not believed that the clear­
ing of the ruins will be completed be­
fore late this week.

Alberni and Clayoquot Canneries 
Have Good Pack and Continue 

Operating

Considerable Quantity of Import­
ant Business Transacted by 

Streets Committee \t

As announced In Friday evening's 
Times, the provincial government has 
at last chosen a site for the new drill 
hall, the erection of which Is rendered 
necessary by the old building on Men- 
zles street requiring to be pulled down 
so as to round out Parliament Square.

Hon. Price Ellison, is making 
rangements to complete the purchase 
by expropriation in several instances, 
of ten city lots at yie corner of Bay 
and McBride streets—one street above 
Douglas street and close to the North 
Ward school. The total purchase price 
of the new site approximates between 
230,00 and 235,000, which amount will 
be paid by the province, which retains 
title in the land.

The selection of the site has already 
been approved by Lieut.-Colonel Currie 
and Capt. Lindsay of Work Point Bar­
racks, who represented the federal 
government. It is not expected that 
the erection of the new militia head­
quarters for Victoria will be under­
taken until next season.

At the time that the provincial gov­
ernment decided upon the utilization 
of the entire square bounded by Belle­
ville, Government, Superior and Mon- 
ales' streets for provincial legislative 
and administrative purposes, an agree­
ment was reached with the Dominion 
government that a new drill hall 

.•would be erected upon the sole condi­
tion that the province provide the al­
ternative^ site, to be approved by the 
district 'officer commanding—who at 
that time chanced to be CoL J. Peters. 
Upon that officer’s retirement from 
the charge of military district No. 13, 
the approval of the new drill hall loca­
tion on behalf of the federal govern­
ment was transferred to Lleut.-Colonel 
Currie, who had associated with him 
in the selection Capt. Lindsay, of the 
Engineers.

Heavy gales and cross seas 
countered almost all the trip 
steamer Tees, Capt. Gillam, which 
turned to port Thursday night from 
Clayaquot and way ports. The Tees 
was delayed two nights going up the 
coast, at SeChart and Clayoquot, and 
at Banfleld coming south. .Southeast 
winds and big southwest swell, a pe­
culiar condition which is often found 
off the west coast, gave the steamer 
her first real shaking up since the 
spring. On Sunday when the Tees 
reached Sechart she found the steamer 
Otter had returned to the whaling sta­
tion after setting out for Victoria.

News was brought from Alberni and 
Clayoquot that the canneries at those 
points were running full time. The 
pack at Clayoquot is now about 6,000 
cases, and at Alperni 8,000 cases. From 
the first-named packing plant the Tees 
brought down 950 cases.

Among the passengers who 
down on the Tees were: J. E. Duncan, 
W. Bender, Miss Blerreman, J. John­
ston, J. W. D. York, Mr. and Mrs. Pay- 
sant, E. Dumont, Mr. Mtllyard, of the 
Pacific Cable Company, who has been 
inspecting the Banfleld creek station; 
sixteen employees of the Graham Lum­
ber Company from San Juan; Hr. 
Robertson and a party of surveyors 
and 27 deck passengers.

A considerable quantity of Important 
business was transacted at Friday even­
ing’s meeting or, trie streets committee 
of the city council. The Pacific Coast 
Construction Company will be award­
ed the contract for the erection of the 
sea wall along the Dallas road fore­
shore for the figure of 274,389. The 
city engineer and city assessor, to 
whom were referred the various ten­
ders to report at last night’s meet­
ing recommended that the Pacific 
Coast Construction Company be given 
the work, the next lowest tender be­
ing- W. E. Wilson, representing Amer­
ican capital, for the figure of 278,777. 
The other tenderers were: The West- 
holme Lumber Company, 287,336; city 
engineer, 2*9,487 ; Moore & . Petrlck, 
294,837; Hugh McDonald, 2112,588; Par- 
fitt Bros., 2119,984 and Louis A. Borde, 
2140,756. The tender of the last named 
was discarded because he failed to 
enclose the necessary certified cheque 
as called for in the specifications. The 
committee’s recommendation that the 
company’s tender be accepted and the 
contract awarded will be adopted at 
Monday night’s meeting of the city 
council.

The repaving of Bastion street be­
tween Government street and Wharf 
street, and on Langley street between 
Yates and Bastion streets, will be com­
menced at an early date. Tlfe city so­
licitor reported that all the owners on 
Bastion street had signed the agree­
ment which will be entered into be­
tween the- city and the owners under 
which the city will assume the remain­
ing three annual assessments due un­
der the old paving by-law, an amount 
of about 22,200, and the new work’ will 
be assessed against the owners in the 
usual ten annual payments. The pres­
ent concrete base will be suitable for 
the new surface, one-third of the cost 
of which will be borne by the city and 
the remaining two-thirds by the own­
ers. The offer of the Worswick Pav­
ing Company to lay a five-inch as­
phalt surface on the concrete base at 
a cost of 21.50 per yard on a ten years’ 
guarantee, fifteen per cent, of the con­
tract price to be retained by the city 
as a guarantee, will be accepted and 
the owners agree not to raise apy dis­
pute or action because of anything 
done under the new arrangement. In 
regarjl to Langley street the owners on 
that#thoroughfare have not yet all 
signed the agreement but It is expect 
ed that they will do so.

The city engineer reported that to 
widen Douglas street from Humboldt 
street to the junction of Douglas 
street with Superior street will cost in 
the neighborhood of 226,275 for expro­
priation of necessary land and to pave 
the thoroughfare with asphalt and lay 
sidewalks, curbs and gutters will cost 
another $40,725 or a total of 267,000.

The engineer submitted a plan of 
the proposed widening showing that it 
will be necessary to remove a portion 
of the rear of the Weller factory and 
also the removal 6f a small residence 
owned by J. A. Turner, while the 
street line will come very near the 
residence of Mr. J. J. McKay cutting 
off the veranda.

Entries are 
expected from all the leading apple 
growing centres of America as well as 
elsewhere and no effort is being spared 
to make the event a complete success.

The local Fruit Growers’ Association 
will make an exhibit, but to do so re­
quires a considerable sum if the ex­
hibit is to be one worthy, of the Island. 
The association is not financially 
strong enough to undertake the mat­
ter itself. As an advertisement for the 
Island a first class exhibit of the fine 
fruit which is grown here would be, 
the fruit growers believe, one of the 
very best. It is the intention to ship 
at least three cars of the finest speci­
mens of the various varieties of ap­
ples. To buy, pack, ship and property 
instal the fruit in the Vancouver show 
will cost from 22,500 to 23,000, but In 
return the Island would receive one of 
the very best advertisements it has 
ever had. Some idea of the excellence 
of the Island fruit which oil tilde grow­
ers are very prone to decry, can be 
had from the fact that at the recent 
local exhibition, of the four commer­
cial classes three of the first prizes 
went to local growers, the fourth being 
taken by Mrs. Smith, of Spence’s 
Bridge, a grower wlio has attained a 
world reputation.

Vancouver is raising a large amount 
towards the conduct of the show. 
Nelson has given 2500 and other muni­
cipalities are showing à ready desire 
to contribute in order that their sev­
eral districts may be adequately rep­
resented at the show. The local grow­
ers believe that it is also up to the 
Island sections to contribute to the 
end that this section of the province 
may not lag behind the other fruit 
growing districts.

CLEARING FORT
With dense clouds of smoke pouring 

from her funnels and her captain and 
engineer under orders to drive her “to 
the limit" the steamship Stanley Dol­
lar sailed from San Francisco on Sun­
day for Panama two days behind the 
Pacific Mail liner Pennsylvania. A^essrs. 
Bates and Cheeseborough. who control 
the Pacific Mail’s rival company, the 
California and Atlantic Steamship 
Company, have sent the Stanley Dol­
lar to sea with instructions to her mas­
ter to beat the Pennsylvania into An­
con at all costs. They state that the 
Pacific Mail liner was dispatched 
ahead of schedule time with the inten­
tion of reaching the Panama port be­
fore the Dollar and blocking the lim­
ited wharf space there so that the 
rival vessel would be seriously delayed 
in discharging.

At the outset of the race the Stanley 
Dollar met with a delay. Off Pigeon 
Point she encountered the oil tanker 
Whittier, disabled, and lost seven hours 
towing her to port. Immediately upon 
dropping the tow-line the steamship 
turned her nose again for the sea and 
started her gruelling chase after the 
Pennsylvania. H. S. Bates, of the Cal­
ifornia and Atlantic, is optimistic In 
spite of delays. “The Stanley Dollar 
will beat the Pennsylvania into Ancon 
easily,” ; lie said. “She can make 1U4 
knots under forced draught and the Pa­
cific Mail boat can’t do better than 
eight."

The Pacific Mall officials are now 
endeavoring to get the Pennsylvania, by 
wireless and instruct her captain to 
keep his lead even if his stokers get 
no sleep.

“Instruments change. Take for ex­
ample the army. The men who fought 
in the civil war fought shoulder to 
shoulder with muzzle-loading muskets; 
our army to-day uses repeating rifles. 
It is folly—it would be rank folly—to­
day to decline to adopt new weapons 
because the old ones did well in their 
day.

"There are two lessons from that. 
In the first place the tolly of refusing 
to adopt new experiments in order to 
solve the new problems, and next to 
remember that while the methods 
must be different, the spirit must be 
the same. It Is not necessary for us 
to have a big army,, but we must have 
a first class navy. I am a profound 
believer in peace, and I want to see the 
navy kept up because I know nothing 
procures a stronger desire on the part 
of other people to keep at peace with 
us.

“Now, friends; what I have said of 
the army applies in civil life. On the 
one hand we cannot solve our govern­
mental problems of to-day unless we 
approach them in the spirit of our 
forefathers, who solved the problems of 
their days; and on the other hand it 
is simply folly fo reject methods of 
government because they were not 
kfiown to our forefathers.

"Now in the same way the govern­
ment must increase its power—its 
power of control over the possible use 
of wealth in large aggregations. Con­
tinually, my friends, people say that I 
attack corporations when I speak as 
I am now speaking. For the thous­
andth time I will say that I am not 
against corporations. I am only say­
ing that they have to t>e. honestly 
managed. The little rpan can safely 
be left to be dealt with by his neighbors, 
whereas the big man is the neighbor 
of all of us.

“The man who " controls a great rail­
way-system. stretching-- from 1,000 or 

“2,000 miles—that man Is the greater 
than all of us, and he Is too big for any 
of us to deal with in his individual 
capacity.

“In the case of that man you have 
to invoke the help of some higgler 
man, and that is Uncle Sam. I mean 
you have to get the representatives of 
all of us to deal with particular kind 
of wealthy man—deal quickly with 
Bim.”
