gration chaplains stationed at Port Hali­
fax will petition the Social and Moral Re­
form Association of Canada to interview 
the Dominion government with a view 
to securing an act similar to the one in 
fbree in the United States to afford im­
mediate protection to young women im- 
migrahts entering Canada, and save them 
firorn men and women engaged in the 
white slave traffic.

“Baron Àehrenthal, the Austrian For­
eign Ministar, considers that he has an 
unassailable case in refusing to allow out­
side interference between Austria and 
Servia. The situation is therefore drift­
ing toward a 
difficult than any that has yet been en­
countered. The best thing to hope for is 
-that time will mitigate instead of in­
crease the strain. ,

“If the Servian authorities are shrewd 
enough to see through the game they 
will be able to preserve, or. at last, to 
prolong the independence of the little 
kingdom. Austria has been playing skil­
fully for a “moral” positioh, and she 
thinks slie has gained it. She also seems 
to believe that by careful tactics Servia 
by her own rashness will presently fall) 
into her arms without provoking a general 
European war. Russia fully appreciates 
the situation, yet she cannot publicly ad­
vise Servia to abandon even her demand 
for a conference and accept the status 
quo without reserve.

“On the other hand, the St. Petersburg 
government is not in a position to adopt 
the drastic course of notifying Austria that 
it will defend Servian independence under 
all circumstances. It is a pretty game and 
there is plenty of gunpowder still lying 
around loose, but the influence for peace 
is as strong as ever. Diplomacy will he 
able to settle the Austro-Turkish side ana 
the Turco-Gulgarian feature- of the prob­
lem ought to be got over without blood­
shed.”

Uganda railroad, and elephants have been 

at Elburgon, 4Ï5 miles inland on the 
railroad and along the Sebaski River, not 
far to the north of Mombasa.

The railroad car used over the line as 
far as Port Florence by other distinguished 
visitors to Uganda, such as the Duke of 
Mecklenburg, the JDuke of Connaught, the 
Duke of Abruzzi, Joseph Chamberlain and 
Winston Spencer Churchill, is being re­
fitted for the U6#e of Mr. Roosevelt. This 
car is most complete in its detail and pro­
vides tlie traveler with every comfort.

Everything points to a successful stay in 
British East Africa and Uganda for Mr. 
Roosevelt ; the natives are peaceful, game 
is plentiful, and the people 
are waiting eagerly to give him a welcome.

The foregoing is the first direct cable 
British East Africa on the subpeet of Mr. 
Roosevelt’s trip since it was learned last 
year that die was going to Africa. It was 
filed about noon on March 10 by the Asso­
ciated Press correspondent at Mombasa 
and it reached New York some hours later 
owing to the seveù hours’ difference in 
time aiul the great distance traveled. The 
message came over tile deep sea cables 
from Mombasa- around the end of Africa 
to Aden, thence by way of Suez. Port 
Said. Malta and Gibraltar to New York.

Mombasa, British East Africa, March 
11—Mombasa is preparing already to wel­
come Theodore Roosevelt when he lands 
here the latter part of next month on his 
much-heralded African trip, and the com­
ing of the former president of the United 
States has given a decided impetus to the 
interest in the present hunting season. 
The governor of the protectorate, Lieuten­
ant Colonel Sir James Hayes Sadler, is 
getting up a programme of welcome and 
entertainment for the distinguished visit­
or, but notwithstanding these arrange­
ments, the greeting to Mr. Roosevelt will 
be more to the great sportsman, whose 
fame is well knmvn to local hunters than 
to the former president.

East African sportsmen were highly 
gratified to learn- ttiht Mr. Roosevelt had

Lions and leopards are classed as 
vermin and consequently no license to 
kill them is required.

The white population of Mombasa lias 
heard much of Mr. Roosevelt’s personality, 
and in a joking way frequent references 
to the “big stick” are being made.

The men in the Every Day Club last 

evening heard an interesting address on 
microbes by Dr. Warwick, who treated 
the subject in a very plain and simple 
manner, without" reference to technical 
terms. He made diagrams to illustrate the 
microbes of various diseases such as diph­
theria. typhoid fever, tuberculosis and 
others, and described how they entered 
the system, how they developed and mul­
tiplied and how they might bn destroyed.

He dwelt upon the importance of sun­
light, fresh air, cleanliness and the care 
necessary on the part of those who dressed 
wounds or attended patients.

He told of a case where an epidemic 
of typhoid was traced from the city to a 
farm where the woman who washed the 
milk cans was also attending a typhoid pa­
tient, and he gave other apt illustrations 
to emphasize the points made.

Dr. Warwick dwelt upon the importance 
of destroying the sputum of consumptives, 
and pointed out that where this was done 
there was no danger of other persons" con­
tracting the disease.

The importance of keeping in good health 
and avoiding dissipation in order that the 
renting power 'of the body might destroy 
the microbes of disease was made clear by 
the speaker, who was heard with keen in­
terest by, the large number of men present.

Ottawa, March 11.—At a meeting of 
the fisheries committee of the commons 
this afternoon, Prof. Prince urged that 
a closed season for lobsters along the 
whole coast of the maritime provinces 
should be made from July 1 to January 
1 or, failing this, that the closed season, 
as specified, should be applied to the coast 
west find south of Cape Caneo and for 
the remainder of the coast north of Cape 
Caneo the closed season should be from 
July 15 to January 1.

A uniform closed season waa needed for 
the spawning months. At present the 
chief offenders against the regulations 
for the protection of berried lob­
sters were 4hc canncrs who placed tempor­
ary profit below conservation of the lob­
ster resources. . ,

Mr. Kyte urged that the licenses of of­
fending packers be instantly v cancelled. 
This was endorsed by Dr. Daniel and A. 
F. MacLean, the latter recommending iin- 

. prisonment in addition.
Prof. Prince thought that the claims of

“The announcement of the operators’ 
position was followed by a free discus- 
si oif of the various demande, each, side 
stating its views fully in regard thereto. 
The ; operator!* declared their unwilling­
ness to re-open the eight hour day ques­
tion and other questions passed upon by 
the anthracite strike commission of 1902. 
They also declared themselves opposed to 
the mine workers’ proposition for a one 
year’s agreement.

“They declined to recognize the United 
Mine Workers of America, chiefly on the 
ground that it was controlled by bitumin­
ous workers.

Philadelphia, Pa., March 11.—The an­
thracite coal operators’ committee met the 
hard coal miners’ committee at the Read­
ing terminal here today and flatly refused 
to grant the demands the men laid before 
them. At the same time they proposed to 
the mine workers that tlie present agree­
ment which expires March 31st be renew­
ed for another term of three years. Tills 
decision, while not unexpected by the 
mine workers, was a great disappointment 
to the men when they were officially in­
formed of it.

Dr. W. J. MeNichoIl, who first attend­
ed at the scene of the murder and who 
was the first coroner appointed in the 
case, told of being telephoned to come to 
the Kinrade home. As far as his know­
ledge went he wae, he said, the first per­
son to enter the house after the shoot­
ing. He found all the doors entering the 
house open. The body of Ethel Kinrade 
lay on the floor on her back with her 
feet at the foot of the back stairs. Bhe 
was apparently dressed for the street, 
having bat, veil, and coat on. He saw 
most blood on her hair. When the body 
was moved, he saw blood on the floor.

■'Where the head was resting at that 
time, there was no pool of blood?” asked 
Mr. Blackstoc-k.

“No.”
* “But when the body was lifted you saw 
a pool of blood under the dead girl's 
back?”

“Yes.”
On the body there were three bullets 

in the left breast, which he noticed first. 
Shots had been fired at such close range 
that, the clothing was burned to the skin. 
Two wounds pierced the lower lip, one in 
the left cheek, and another in the scalp, 
which he suspected at the time, but did 
not see.

He then went across to -Mrs. Hickey's 
to see Florence.

"Could you form any impression as to 
how long she had been dead'?”

In refusing to say whether he will fight 
the negro Johnson or no Jewries appears 
to be partly influenced by the belief that 
Hi; new heavyweight ohampion, who won 
the title from Bums in Australia, may, 
himself suffer a crushing defeat at the 
hands of Sam Langford, the negro, when 
they clash in a twenty round fight at the 
National Sporting Club, London, on May 
24. Jeffries has studiously refrained from 
commenting on Johnson’s prowess as a 
prize fighter, but it is known that he re­
gards, Langford as a phenomenal fighter 
for hie size and weight. Langford stqnds 
5 feet 7 inches in his stockings, and can 
make 153 lbs., the middleweight limit. He 
has the style of Joe Walcott, in fact looks 
like him in many ways. He is scientific, 
liis best qualities being speed and hitting.

As .an illustration of his power as a 
knockfont artist 
that last April he knocked out Jim Barry, 
the Chicago heavyweight, in two rounds, 
and repeated the trick in June in three 
rounds, whereas Barry in a recent fight 
with Kaufman in Los Angeles went thirty 
nine rounds before his seconds threw up 

' the sponge. Kaufman has, since dodged 
Langford, yet says he wants to fight Jef­
fries. In 1906 Langford, then weighing 
only 138 pounds, had Johnson almost out 
in the second round of a fifteen round 
bout at Chelsea. Mass. Langford is a hot 
“mix-up” caught “Little Arthur ’ on the 
point of the jaw with a terrific uppercut 
and down went the big colored boxer in 
a heap. The referee was accused of giving 
Johnson the benefit of a “slow count,” 
several watch holders at the ringside de­
claring that the present champion wis on 
the floor for more than 15 seconds actual 
time. At any rate Johnson finally manag­
ed to regain his feet, and then boxing 
Langford at long range in the remaining 
rounds he was declared the winner on 
points.

' Langford is a far better pugilist now 
than in those days. When he tackles 
Johnson again he will weigh about 185 
pounds, while Bums’ conquerer will scale 
et about 200, perhaps ten pounds more 
than he weighed in the Chelsea mill. Tom 
O’Rourke, who has seen both men in ring 
action, has already predicted that Lang­
ford will surely put Johnson away and 
will accomplish the trick in short order. 
oStourke has also stated, without re­

tirât if Langford beats Jehnson 
there will be no fight between the winner 
and Jeffries for the title, and he gives as 
a'reason that Jeffries will never consent 
to meet a pugilist who is more than four 
inches shorter and nearly seventy pounds 
lighter fqr the heavy-weight champion­
ship of tile world. It is a fact that heavy­
weights are seldom anxious to tackle fight­
ers shorter and lighter than themselves for 
the reason that the latter are hard to 
reach while at the same time they are si­

zable to inflict severe punishment.

{NEWS AND VIEWS OF SPORT I*r
There exists in tlie world today but a 

single challenge cup that has never been 
won by any aspirant for athletic honors— 
that is the famous Alexander Cup, of solid 
silver, standing three feet high on its 
solid silver pedestal, and worth about 
$1,500. This cup will be given to the man 
who swims across the English Channel, 
from the shore of England to the coast of 
France.

The feat was performed oiice by Captain 
Webb, in 1875, in 21 hours and 45 minutes, 
but never has it been repeated, although 
several persons have come within as little 
as three-quarters of a mile of repeating 
Webb’s marvelous feat.

Some 40 attempts in all have been made 
to swim the channel since Webb succeed­
ed. , Cavill, in 1877, and Dalton, an Am­
erican, in 1890, claimed to have succeeded 
but neither claim was allowed.

Webb is said to have swam the channel 
and is usually credited with the perform­
ance, but this was before the Alexander 
Cup was offered for competition. So this 
superb trophy has never been awarded 
to anyone. Wolffe, who made the nearest 
approach to success, reaching within three 
quarters of a mile of~ the French shore, 
has- made six attempts. Two of them he 
made in 1908. ,

A correspondent of the New York Shipping 
Illustrated writes from Wellington, New 
Zealand, to ask what was the end of the 
famous clipper ship Thermopylae and to- 
quote some of the fastest records under sail 
to San Francisco, Australia and the Far 
East. The ' Thermopylae was an Aberdeen 
clipper originally a full rigged three-masted ' 
,ship, which was claimed to be the fastest i 
calling vessel ever built' covering 7,796 knots ! 
iu thirty days. She was subsequently put 
into traus-paciflc trade and changed to a 
bark rig. The last heard of her, she was a 
training ship at the mouth of the River Ta­
gus, and is presumed tobe there yet.
1853 the little clipper Architect, bull in Bal­
timore, won distinction by placing her tea 
in Loudon in 107 days from Canton. The 
Mandarin made the run to Melbourne in 73 
days, and the Ringleader also made some 
very smart passages. The record of the Fly­
ing Cloud from New York to San Francisco 
in 84 days was never broken except by the 
Comet, which claimed a passage of 76 days, 
but the claim was disputed.
