Philadelphia, Dec. 3—The U. S. Trans­
port Prairie, which went aground in the 
Delaware /River thirty-five miles south of 
this city last night, while enroute to Cen­
tral America with 700 marines on board, 
is still fast in the mud, and the prospects 
are that the vessel will remain there the 
next high tide this afternoon.

the loss of three of her crew last night, 
and the saving, over the life saver’s line, 
of her captain and three others.

Smith, Wm. Eisenham, and Robert Wer- 
phacer. The four men who were brought 
ashore were Capt. Martin XVestharer, Al­
bert S. Smith. Timothy S. ^eisnis, Tank­
er Snully. All hands hailed from Lunen­
burg, N. S.

The Mizpath was driven up so far on 
the beach by the sea and high tide last 
night that when the men went down to 
her this morning at low water they were 
able to walk completely around her. As 
Peaked Hill bar makes out more than 100 

,-yards from the shore and as every previ­
ous vessel that lias been wrecked at this 
.point on Cape Cojd remained there until 
broken up. there was very little hope to­
day of dragging the schooner off the 
beach.

Chatham. Mass.. Dec. /3—Another call 
for assistance came with, the dawn today 
from the unknown 'three masted schooner 
which has been anchored for the past 
three days on the windward side of Lit­
tle Round Shoal where she was discover­
ed on Wednesday but the sea has been 
so boisterous that no help could reach her.

Richard Currin, of the Waltham 
police, says that when he found Miss Le 
Blance under the bed in the room former­
ly occupied by Glover, her hands were 
dirty and that she had a bhuise on the 
forefinger of her right hand. He said he 
did not discover any powder marks on the 
hands of the girl. When asked about the 
bruise cn her hand, the girl said she got 
it in the scuffle with Glover'in the laundry 
before the shooting took place.

Atty. Tufts gave out the following 
statement in regard to the" case:

“I have had my attention called to the 
statement alleged to have been made by 
Mr. Elmore, Mrs. Glover’s advisor, in 
which he is represented as asserting his 
•belief in the guilt of Miss LeBlanc, in con­
nection with the Glover case.

“It is my opinion Mr. Elmore was mis­
quoted. for I hesitate that an attorney, 
however deeply interested in a case of this 
nature, would give utterance to a state­
ment of the kind attributed to Mr. El­
more.

“Our client has entirely recovered from 
the sense of fear which possessed her at 
the time of her arrest, and is assisting in 
every way possible.

“We expect to have all the details of 
her connection with the unfortunate af­
fair within a day or so and are confident 
of ultimate success in securing her free­
dom.” •

Doubtful if There Will Be a Case of American 
Packed on Market by January 1

These were
Eastport, Me.. Dec. 3—Owing to the ex­

tremely small quantity produced, it is 
considered doubtful if there will be a 
case of American sardines on the market 
on Jan. 1. The pack by the sardine’plants 
on the Maine coast, w'hich Avere closed by 
law' at midnight on Nov. 30, was small 
this year, not more than 50 per cent of 
the usual quantity having been canned.

for canning. In fact, hearings of all sizes 
have been scarce this year, even the smok­
ed herring industry suffering a shortage.

June and July there were none at all. 
During August they returned, ' but soon 
disappeared again, and during the remain­
der of the season very few were taken 
and these were of mixed sizes.

Glover on Stand

The defendant. William Glover, was on 
the stand almost the entire morning. His 
evidence corroborated that given by Mrs. 
Peterson before the commission, lie said 
that his familiarity with the wife of the 
plaintiff commenced with a kiss given her 
by him in a vessel lying at Campbellton. 
He and she had .been drinking whiskey 
previously to this while Peterson was 
away on a tugboat owned by the defend­
ant. The witness said that the first time 
he had improper relations with Mrs. Peter­
son was in her house and the intercourse 
continued frequently from 1895 down to 
1905. It took place both in his own home 
and in the plaintiff’s.

Glover admitted having given the wo­
man sums of money frequently and on one 
occasion gave her $2,000. * This was out of 
sympathy and through fear that she would 
inform her husband, which might cause 
him t6 face a suit for damages. The hus­
band was informed of the matter at last, 
by his wife.

Glover said that when Captain Peterson 
and his wife visited his house all three in­
dulged in some whiskey or brandy and 
when he visited ths plaintiff's home the 
same would take pi*%e.

In cross-examination by Mr. Baxter the 
witness said that he was always on friend­
ly terms with the Peterson family, and 
valued the captain as a faithful employe. 
When Peterson was present there were 
never any improper actions between Glov­
er and Mrs. Peterson. The witness said 
he paid her rent amounting to $300 a year 
and paid other bills.

When he employed as a housekeeper a 
woman named Annie Campbell, there was 
an immediate coldness between him and 
Mrs. Peterson who became intensely jeal­
ous. This closed the case for the defense.
