The other 
case of extreme modesty referred to above 
is that of a distinguished publishing 
honse, which, after lavishing itself on a 
magnificent portrait of a statesman of 
world-wide fame, advertises its product 
with the assurance, “This is not a cari­

The St. John Globe says,—
The rapidity with which a newspaper 

can deteriorate is demonstrated by the 
Montreal Herald. Since the days of Mr. 
Kiunear, who was editor in 1854, until 
the death of Senator Penny, the Herald 
was a property which constantly increas­
ed in value and in esteem. Since Mr. 
Penny’s death it has had several changes 
of editors, more than one change of 
owners, and a constantly increasing list of 
creditors. At last it has fallen into Mr. 
Peter Mitchell’s hands. Whether any 
worse fate can befall it is a problem 
which the future will solve. Mr. Mitchell 
paid $20,000, but he bought book debts 
worth on theii face $30,000. If they rea­
lise only $10,000, the new owner will have 
got the paper at a low figure. There 
is a statement that within a few years 
$100,000 worth of bad debts have been 
written off. The accumulation of such 
an amount is proof of poor management. 
We welcome Mr- Mitchell into the fra­
ternity of newspaper men, and trust that 
he is not too old to learn to distinguish, 
editorially, truth from errer. If he en­
ters upon editorial life he will find it 
necessary, perhaps, to be able to do this.

Archdeacon Farrar On Intemper­
ate Language.

[Concluded from last week]
I told you even brewers often used lan­

guage as strong. Supposing I were to say 
that “ A great many public houses are 
vile places; some of them are seething 
hells of vice, immorality, and crime, and 
they do not exist in answer to any real nec­
essity or any popular demand, and they 
are galvanized into a putrescent existence 
by the operation of the brewer’s battery. 
There are in England 107,377 licensed pla­
ces of drink of all kinds, and they ought 
at once to be diminished by 64,000, since 
at present there is one to every sixty 
male adults in the country. ”

And supposing I were to say that the 
compensation ought tq come in great meas­
ure from/the trade—a remark which you 
received as somewhat startling from your 
Chairman—is that intemperate language? 
Who uses it? That is not used by poor 
fanatics such as we are, but by Mr. James, 
of the Stonehouse, Devonport, and Ply­
mouth Beer and Wme Trade Protection t 
Society. (Laughter.)

What do we aim at? We want to save 
hundreds and thousands from misery, and 
as far as we can, to put an end to a licens­
ing system, weich we belive to be fraught 
with evil. It has been said :

“It would be impossible to find any­
thing which stands for so much loss to 
soul, body and estate, for so mnch discom­
fort, and everything disagreeable, as the 
public house. Even if we can accept the 
best case that can be made for it in prin­
ciple, the fact is that it is still a large 
nuisance, and misery. There is not a vice, 
a disease, a disorder, or a calamity of any 
kind, that has not its frequent rise in the 
public house. The public house degrades, 
ruins, and brutalises a large fraction of 
the British people.” Who ventured to 
use that highly intemperate language ? 
That is the language of the Times, and it 
has written other passages equally strong. 
Four years ago it had a description of a 
singularly flourishing community in Cana­
da, where it was said that all the men 
were pictures of robust health and 
strength, and that they lived like 
fighting-cocki ; and ^ then were added 
these words, —“Everything is within 
reach of that flourishing community 
except that which is the most fatal of all 
things to human and individual machin­
ery, viz., strong drink.” You know who 
it was who said, “Drink produces more 
evil than the three historic scourges of 
war, pestilence, and famine combined.,’ 
(Cheers.) You all know that that was 
said by one of the most powerful Prime 
Ministers that England has ever had. 
(Cheers.)

It was only this morning I was reading 
the fine address Mr. Lowell, the Ameri­
can Minister, gave at Birmingham, where 
he said:—“We build hospitals; we es­
tablish missions to the poor; we endow 
schools; but all the remedies are partial, 
and palliatives merely. It is as if we would 
apply plasters to a single pustule of the 
small pox with a view of drawing out 
the disease. The true way is to discover 
and extirpate the germs.” Gentlemen, 
in trying to put an end to the cause of 
drunkenness we (believe that we have dis­
covered, and we know that we are try - 
ng to extirpate, the germs of misery, of 
vice, of. pauperism, and of disease.- (Loud 
applause.)

We are able, thi* week, to present to our readers our usual statement of 
lumber shipments from the provinces of New Brunswick and Nova Scotia to 
trans-Atlantic ports. We are indebted for the New Brunswick returns largely 
to the Collectors of Customs at the different ports,and to Mr. Snowball’s Annual 
Circular for the Nova Scotia statement. Our references c.f 8th instant to the 
condition of the Liverpool deal market during the year 1884 showed that the 
whole season was one of unusual depression. The effect has been to discourage 
operators in the woods, who pad shippers and banks alike growing cautious and 
conservative in reference to production for the next season.

In view of the continued depression in Great Britain of business affecting 
the wood trade, and the absence of any signs of permanent improvement of 
prices, there is a degree of encouragement in the fact that the record of the past 
year shows a decided reduction of exports, and the comparatively small stocks 
held over (less than 27 millions on the Miramichi against 40 millions last year) 
with the limited operations now going on in the woods, guarantee a continuation 
of the same safe and sensible policy. It is only by reducing production from 
the forest that the market can be toned up, for if the lumber is got out it must 
be marketed, even though the operation entail loss, and so long as supply more 
than anticipates demand, just so long will prices remain at the present unsatis­
factory figures.

Had the House of Commons only been 
high-minded and patriotic enough to lay 
party aside for an hour and show itself 
resolved to maintain the union, the dan­
ger would have passed away. The pre. 
ference of party to country which has al- 
most placed England at the feet of Healy 
and Biggar is one of the foul spots in 
Euglish history. Even Imperial Federa- 
tiouists have done their share of 
mischief by tampering in the iutereet of 
their chimera with the demand for dis­
union under the name of Home Rulers. 
That with which Mr. Gladstone is charge­
able is the negative encouragement given 
to disunionism by his omission to declare 
his own unalterable loyalty to the Union; 
and if his silence indicates irresolution or 
a secret intention of giving way, it is far, 
better for him as well as for his country 
that his reign should close, even though 
it closed in gloom. Disaster is not so 
grievous as dishonour.

In South Africa, and still more in 
Egypt, there has been vacillation with 
calamitous results. This hardly any­
body denies, and the demand of the 
Times that the Ministry should resign, 
though it can hardly be serious, and will 
certainly not be effectual, may be taken 
as a strong sign of national impatience. 
There were good reasons against inter 
vention in Egypt, unless the Suez Canal 
was in danger, and Mr. Bright, no doubt, 
now feels well satisfied with the course 
which he took. On th^ other hand, des­
tiny seemed to point tip a British occu­
pation of the country, the ruler of which 
had become the warder of the highway to 
India. This much, however, was clear 
thât to interfere was to occupy, at least 
till a permanent settlement should have 
been effected; and the imbroglio which 
now seems bottomless is manifestly the 
consequence of having taken the first and 
really decisive step without distinct fore­
cast of the inevitable consequences or re­
solution to embrace them. The fact, 
however, is that the foreign and military 
policy of the country has now, by the 
advance of democracy, passed out of the 
hands of the Government. The vacilla­
tions, inconsistencies, and blunderings 
which the nation is deploring are those of 
the nation itself, and of the press, whic^1 
is the many-voiced organ of its fiokle, ir­
responsible, and divided will. In the 
Liberal party, to whose support the Gov­
ernment had always to look, there has 
reigned throughout a perfect Babel of 
opinion on the ^Egyptian question. The 
present editor ofc-,tkc Pall Mall Qazette 
takes with the utmost violence the op­
posite line to his predecessor of yester­
day. Even the Opposition has been 
united in nothing but the determination 
to condemn, liai ass, and thwart the Gov­
ernment. This haphazard expedition to 
Khartoum, the isaue of which everv body 
awaits with misgiving, is the work not of 
a Cabinet Council, but of the passionate 
interest which the nation has eonceived 
in the character and adventures of an in­
spired madman. That democracy^ unorg­
anized as it is at present, is incapable of 
carrying on a foreign policy of admin, 
istering an Empire, is the moral of these 
events, and it is one which, if trouble 
should really arise in India, may receive 
calamitous illustration.

It is Mr. Gladstone's son who now tells 
us that the political life of his father can­
not be much prolonged. His words are 
more trustworthy than bulletins. The 
luminary which has shone so brilliantly 
and so long evidently hastens to its set­
ting ; and it seems likely to set in cloud. 
Not that Mr. Gladstone’s ascendency 
either in the country or in Parliament is 
diminished. Perhaps it was never more 
signally manifested than when, setting 
himself above the limitations of party, he 
negotiated a Redistribution Bill with the 
leader of the Opposition. Only the other 
day journals not entirely in harmony with 
his policy were proclaiming his “apotheos 
is.” But the most fervent admirers of his 
genius and his character can hardly fail to 
see that while as.an orator, as a Parlia­
mentary leader, as a framer and exponent 
of legislative measure*, he has not only 
not declined but risen higher than ever, in 
the work oi a Prime Minister and a ruler 
his weaker points have been betrayed* 
Nature does not lavish all her gifts upon 
one man. On Mr Gladstone she has not 
bestowed a measure of practical decision 
and forecast equal to his share of other 
powers. Nor has fortune of late been kind 
to him, for she has accumulated upon him 
questions of the very sort with which a 
minister not pre-eminent in practical dec­
ision and forecast must be least qualified

Of the chapter of failures the saddest 
part is the State of Ireland. In dealing

ТЕЖ EZLE EXPEDITION.

MERCHANDIZE[ntOM THK SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT OF 
THE LIVERPOOL JfвГСНГу.]

Gbmai, Dec. 2.—As .General Butler 
remarked to me when I arrived at 
Wady Haifa, and asked him for news : 
—“This is the most interesting episode 
in the expedition,” referring to the 
fact that the troops to be engaged in it 
were yet in transit to the seat of war. 
Nothing, of course, can be done—or as 
I was ifficially informed would be— 
until the troops intended to take an 
active part were assembled at Dongola. 
And I know, from what I saw, that this 
would take some weeks to come.

The Staffordshire Regiment, which 
left Haifa on the 6 th November—so far 
as my information went—had not yet 
entered Dongola, though it was near it. 
The Duke of Cornwall’s Regiment only 
left here on the 20th of November,,and 
will doubtless reach headquarters in 
time for Christmas plum-pudding, if 
such a thing there will be so far from 
old England. A part of the Camel 
Corps had started, but the greater part 
were still at Wady Haifa. Still, as I 
was anxious to visit some points on the 
way, in order to satisfyfmyself as to the 
progress of the whalers up the catar­
acts, and in case something might oc- 

at Dongola of importance, even be­
fore the troops were massed there, I 
struck my tent and sent on my camels 
and horse to this place, and followed 
them by train, which I reached au 
hour before they did—although I left 
Wady Haifa fiye hours after I had 
started them. With my caravan arriv­
ed also the detachment of Marines, and 
the first battery of the Southern Artil­
lery. These were preceded by detach­
ments of light cavalry, under Colonel 
M’Oalmont, of the 7th Hussars.

We encamped under a clump of palms 
on the river bank, near the Canadian 
Voyageurs’ camp,and shared the hospi­
tality of Colonel Burnaby and my 
friend Dr. Neilson for the night.

I found the Canadians very indig­
nant at certain statements published 
about them in the English papers, and 
specially some made by the correspon­
dent of one London journal. In the 
letter of its correspondent, dated from 
Gemai the day before they arrived 
there, they were described in anything 
but flattering terms, 
according to this correspondent, was 
armed either with a revolver or rum- 
bottle—or both. When taken to task 
for this statement this worthy replied 
that he had heard so ; and on a mere 
hearsay he had set afloat a story that 
turns out to be utterly untrue respect­
ing a body of men who'bifl come from 
their far-distant home- to serve their 
Queen in this expedition. I am assur­
ed by Dr. Neilson and Colonel Ken­
nedy that the eight or ten revolvers 
possessed by these 360 Canadians,^when 
they landed at Alexandria, were soon 
after taken from them, and that nearly 
the whole of them are teetotallers, and 
that all the rum the others have had is 
the tot dealt out to them as a ration. 
Thp correspondent, referred to is an offi­
cer, and in trying to prejudice people 
at home against the Canadians was 
only following the fashion of, I am 
sorry to say, too many of his confreres 
here, who think they are all wise 
enough and skilled enough to run the 
expeditionary machine, boats, railways, 
and all, independent of extraneous aid.

Occasion has been taken from the 
unfitness of some seventy-five of these 
Canadians for the special work they 
have come to do to decry the whole. 
And I am assured by Lord Charles 
Beresford, Colonel Grove, and more 
recently bÿ Colonel Primrose and others 
that their experience in the manage­
ment of the Nile boats in these rapids 
has been most valuable; and, as a still 
further proof of this, a general order 
has given the Canadians complete and 
responsible control of the boats in 
which they may be engaged, and which 
order makes them entirely independent 
of interference by officers whose incom­
petence in such matters has often been 
a source of danger to all concerned. I 
am afraid from what I learn second­
hand that many of the disasters to the 
boats of which you have heard are 
mainly attributable to the interference 
of officers in command of detachments 
proce eding'in them.

Our special correspondent in the 

Soudan has forwarded us several speci­
mens of the wood of which some of the 
Nile boats that have recently come to 
grief were built. These boats are de­
scribed as simply outrageous, and the 
specimens we have received will fully 
bear out this term. The wood used 
was white spruce—a material utterly 
unfit for boats exposed to all the dan­
gers of the nile. We have also received 
a specimen of the stem of the boat No. 
656, the bow of which was tom open in 
a raging current, and a Canadian wash­
ed overboard and drowned. This piece 
of elm, which is split into matchwood, 
shows how unfitted such a material was 
for boats of this description. Several 
pieces of No. 14 boat have also been 
forwarded to us. They are of white 
spruce, which is as brittle as glass.

It might have been exposed to 
the weather for years. It reminds me of 
a piece of wood I got from the timber of 
old London Bridge, which had been im­
mersed for close upon a century—hut with 
this exception, it is not in half such good 
condition.

Do yon think the Nile boats ought to 
have 4been sent out when built of this 
quality of wood?—Certainly not; but then 
you must remember that, with a coat of 
paint outside and the wood polished in­
side, the quality could not at first be easily 
detected.

Executes.Did you see any of the boats built on 

the Thames for the Nile expedition?—No; 
but I have heard about them. They were 
built from timber bent from the solid, ” 
instead of narrow widths like those we use 
in making pleasure boats for this river. 
They were only “ sewn” together without 
riders, and consequently the moment a 
boat bumped the side would go in.

If you were building a boat for the navi­
gation of such a river as the Thames, 
would you use for the stem a piece ef wood 
like this speciment of elm ?—No I would 
not; it is unsuited for such a purpose. I 
am now building a Thames pleasure boat, 
and this is the kind of wood we use for 
the stem in a river where there is nothing 
more to fear than the rollers of a pier.

[The stem shown was of oak, as solid as 
it was old, and apparently as durable as a 
piece"of iron.]

What do you think was the cause of the 
wrecking of boat 556 ?— There is no doubt 
what was the cause of it. With a great 
rush ef water against the boat the stem 
would open like a pair of lock gates. No 
boat built of such wood as this could be 
expected to pass a caaract. Why I can 
break it like a match, and no nail would 
hold in it.

What do you think about these speci­
mens of spruce of which the bottoms of 
the boats were constructed?—Well, sir, 
the wood is poor Swedish spruce, and in 
water becomes pulpy. The best spruce is 
thatwhich comes from America, Furthert, 
instead of being three eighths of an inch 
thick, it ought to have beep at least half- 
an-inch.

Then are you of opinion that the con­
tract price paid by the Government was 
too low for these boats ?—No ; but the 
builders, in vider to make as much profit 
as possible, permitted their workmen to 
use an inf є і tor class of wood.

What thickness wood do you use for 
your pleasure boats ?—We use half-an- 

; inch for boats for only two rowers.
This was the substance of my inter­

view with a professional boatbuilder, 
and the impression left on my mind 
was that the question of the construc­
tion of the Nile boats ought to be in­
vestigated by a Select Committee.
