The University Extension course of
1897 wes opened ‘in the Oddfellows’ hall
on the 5th inst by Dr. J. .

- THE DEATH PENALTY.

Washington, Jan. 5—The senate
passed the house bill abolishing the
death penalty in a large number of
cases. 'The measure is in the line of
recent state laws abolishing capital
punishment and applies the ~same
principle to federal offences, although
the change is not extended to the to-
tal abolition of the death penalty. The
present laws which have come down
from colonial times, have a sanguin-
‘ary aspect, and prescribe death for 80
offences of various characters. ‘The
bill passed today reduces these of-
fences to five, namely, treason, rape,
murder and two offences applicable to
the army and navy. In all other of-
fences hard labor for life is substitut-
ed as the maximum punishment, and
even in cases of murder and rape,
hard labor may be substituted if the
jury states in its verdict, “without
capital punishment.,” As the bill has
passed the house after a long crusade
by Representative Curtis of New York
and is amended but slightly by the
senate, it is likely to go to the presi-

Present to Honor Sir Charles.

His Speech in Reply to the Toast Proposed
by Major Gemeral Burns.

London, Jan. 5—The complimentary
banquet to Sir Charles Tupper, and to
Hon. Duncan Gillies and Hon. Sir
Robert G. W. Herbert, agents re-
spectively for the colonies of Victoria
and "Tasmania, in London, at St.

Major General Burns toasted' and
eulogized Sir Charles Tupper, and the
togst was drunk with all standing,
amid great enthusiasm. Sir Charles
Tupper replied and in turn eulogized
Sir Donald Smith, the Canadian high
commissioner in London.

“I feel a great admiration for the
United Stated, but I do not desire to
possess their institutions. I feel that
there is greater security under British
institutions for life, property and lib-
erty. Canadians are greatly flattered
at the desire of the United States to
possess Canada, but so deep is their

THE WATER TUBE BOILERS.

Experiments with the New System on
Board the Canadian Cruiser
‘Aberdeen.

To the Editor of the New York Her-
ald:

The disoussion 'on the water tube
boiler, now brought before the public
by the Herald, is without doubt one of
the most important emgineering ques-
tions of the day, and is certainly mot
receiving any more attention than it
deserves.

Of course in the meodern Atlantic
liner next to speed, space and coal
consumiption are the first requisites. A
fraction of a pound of coal per indi-
cated horse power means a great deal
in a steamer consuming 350 or more
tons per day.

In the test of the Babcock and Wil-
cox (boilers on board the steamship
Nero, of the Wilson line, the coal con-
sumption per indicated horse power is
given at 1,563 pounds per hour. In
your lissue of Sunday, the 26th inst.,
Mr. Thomson gives two pounds per
indicated horse power for the Belle-
ville type. He also mentions merchant
steamers running with Scootch boilers
and forced draught that only use 1.2
pounds of coal per indicated horse
power. I am sure a number of your
readers mwould be pleased to hear
something about these steamers.

Mr. Allan says that every tube is a
unit of danger. Every tube is equally
a unit of safety, as the bursting of
one tube would not wreck the whole
“job,” or cause large loss of life, as
would be the case in the explosion of
a oylindrical boiler.

Friends of the Scotch type claim
that even using moderately salt water
will soon Tuin the water tube boiler.
But with the improved evaporating
apparatus now used mno difficulty
should be experienced in keeping .the
water fresh. In the water tube boiler
the circulation through the tubes is so
rapid that it certainly keeps them
clean, the salt depositing in the water
legs, or headers, where the circulation
is more or less sluggish.

Contusion of the Cqmlﬁ‘issiéﬁ"s Sitting
in- Montreal.

Want the Duty Taken Off American and Eng-
lish Coal—Tea Importers Heard From
—Theatrical Managers Seek

; Redress.

The tariff commission econcluded its
1abors in Montreal: Dec. 30th.

D. G..Thomson, manager of the
Montreal Transporiation Co., appear-
ed in behalf of the inland marine of
Canada, and submitted the following
statement: I appear before you in the
interests of the Canadian inland navi-
gation, but more especially in the in-
terest of the St. Lawrence river trade,
where we have been suffering from the
high price we have to pay for manilla
cordage, as well as the duty on coal
We have to compete on the river
against American companies who can
buy their cordage in the United States,
say, 2c. per pound cheaper than we
can in Canada, and the coal usedo-n

ware should also be ruduced to zo or
25 per cent. ¥ ’

Tﬂm GRAIN BUSR\ESS

Alex. Mitchell sroke of the milling
business of the country being control-
led by two or three large concerns,
the smaller ones being driven out. Let
the 76 cents duty on flour be swept
away, and let all stand on their feet.
Mr. Mitchell said that these big mil-
lers sold flour in England at from $1.35
to $1.50 lower than in’Canada. They
could sell flour here at a profit of $4.05,
and yet they got $5.30, and he contend-
ed that it would be better for Canada
if we had five hundred mills than to
have all the business done by two or
three big firms. What he wanted was
freedom of trade, and he hoped that
the government would take away the

duties on all farm products. He said |

that previous to the matlonal policy
Montreal had a big flour trade, and
four or five mills were running on the
Lachine Canal, but all this had been
swept away.

Edgar Judge, president of the Corn
exchange, said it was utterly unfair
for Mr. Mitchell to ignore the fact that
strong bakers' fiour is totally of a dif-
ferent grade and quite unsaleable on
this market. He also knew why the
Montreal flour trade had declined, ail-
though as a matter of fact, there was
more flour made on. the canal today
than ever before. Formerly Montreal

cheaper than we can purchase. Such
regulations sllould be adopted by the
govérnment, So that Canadian boat
owners should be at least on an equal
footing - with Ajmericans engaged in
the same trade on ithe River St. Law-
rence.

The present Can-
adian duty on manilla rope coming
into this country is equal ¢o 30 per
cent., the duty on binder twine is 121-2
per cent.
should be 30 per cent. and only 121-2
per cemt. on binder twine I cannot
understand. I think they shouald be
the same, that 121-2 per cent. protec-
tion is sufficlent for both. 'The pres-
ent duty on cordage going into the
United States is, I thmk 10 per cent.,
but I do not dbjecttoatalr amount of
protection to any Canadian indu.stry,so
long as no combine is formed and the
price is regulated by honest competi-
tion. When a combine is formed then
1 think it is the duty of the govern-
ment to see that the mer is pro-
tected against such ém‘btnes and the
duty reduced accordingly. Mr. Thom-
son disputed the theory that Ameri-

Thomson’s views; and said that Can-
adian vessels had no freights in going
up the lakes, and were thus urnder a
disadvantage, and Mr. Thomson said
he was ready for a reciprocity in
coasting business with the Americans.

Jas. Ward represented the produce
business, and told the ministers that’
they had received a good many votes
by promising to secure & market for
our products to the south. He was,
however, not a free trader, but a fair
trader, and would mot like to see the
Canadian market thrown open to the
Americans without a quid pro quo.

‘Wm. Bwing spoke for the seed trade
and said it would be a mistake to re-
move the duties. There were more in-
ferior and dirty seed than in any
country. He knew of whole parishes
in Quebec province  which had . been
ruined by the imtroduction of these
American seeds.

THEA IMPORTERS HEARD.

The representatives of the tea trade
were then introduced. = H. Wallace
Stroud advocated the imposition of a
10 per cent. duty against England, and
he believed that if this were done a
great deal of the very poor gunpowder
teas now coming in would be kept out.
He said that the countries in Europe
where the duty was the highest were
the biggest consumers, and that tea
worth 40c, per 1b. would g0 twice as
far as a 20c. tea.

‘R. J. ‘Anderson was against a ten
per cemt. duty on tea when imported
from the United States, and if, he add-
ed, a duty is placed against the states,
then I think it should be placed
against all countries of growth and
produection.

Mr. Tees sam bhe diserimination
just spoken of shut out the jobbers of
the United States, and gave the retail
trade to our own merchants. The re-
moval of it would open up this market
to our meighbors. - Hsalso pointed out
that for all practical pm'poses the
United States market is now sufficient-

-1y open to the wholesale importer, as
. almost every. invoice of Japan tea im-
ported by American merchants bears
what iz termed the (Canadian clause
which wm{tn its ent:y to Canada free
of duty. We would also strongly urge,
he concluded, that rigid instructions
be given the appraisers of the various
ponts of emtry to reject all tea not fit
for consumption. E

Thos. Dherty said that as Iong as
the United. States had: ,and coffee
on the free list it would unwise for
Canada to impose .a duty, as. it -would
give rige to an untold muntot smug-
gling.

R. Henry Hollmd nomed in the
interest of fancy goods and enamelled’
ware. He represented German
facturers, and denied that their goods
had been entered beneath their value. j
He said that if the makers of enamel-"
led wa:eseomdnotntdonzwitha
duty of 26 per cent. instead of 35 per ;
cent., they should go out of business
and allow the importers, who had been
nearly ruined, to earn a living.

‘Mr. Nelson advocated a reduction of
the duty on .toys from 36 ‘to 25 per
cent., as.in a good many articles that
might be imported the former figure
was prohibitory. He thought china-

Mr. Judge also related
that he had it upon undoubted auth-
ority that when Mr. Mitchell was man-
ager of the Lake of the Woods Milling
company ‘he put his export theories
into practice and with what result?
The result was most disastrous and
the capital was depleted by one-half.

Robert Meighen, president of the
Lake of the Woods Milling company,
explained the cost of a barrel of flour
laid down .at Montreal, produced from
wheat purchased from the Manitoba
farmers at 70 cents per bushel, at an
18 cent freight point from Fort Wil-
liam:

Four and a half bushels of wheat at
70 cents—$3.15.

Cost of manufacture charges (bags,
etec., included—52 cents.

Cost of purchasing wheat at interior
elevators, 2 1-2c. per bushel.

Freight frcm point of purchase to
Montreal, 92c. per bbl; with 2c. per
. bbL. for stopover; grinding &nd tran-
eit. This embraces. mm ‘of flour
from tke one that sells at $2 to thé one
that sells at $5.20. Now we require to
add 26c. to the average cost of flour to
bring it on a basis of the standard of
strong bakers’. which makes the bar-
rel of flour to cost, delivered-in Mon-
treal, $4.99.

Mr. Meighen also stated that the
quailty of American strong bakers’
was of lower grade than the :Cana-
dian, and that the Canadian consumer
received flour at as low & rate as the
American, quality being taken into
consideration.

John E. Schultz appea.red to refute
a statement made at Berlin, Ont, to
the effect that if woollen pressed felts
were protected sufficiently they could
be made in Canada. He stated that
they were a raw material and should
be reduced, ar, if not; left at 17 1-2 per
cent.

‘W. F. Torrance, as a coal lmpotter
asked that the duty of 60 cents per ton
be removed from bituminous  coal.
Montreal had réceived 550,000 tons of
coal, and of this quantity 500,000 tons
had come from Nova Scotia, 40,000
tons from Great Britain, and 10,000
tons from the ‘States. He wanted the
60 cents removed and trade fostered
with the old country. A

STERL AND IRON INDUSTRY.

B. J. Coghlin, J. R. Wilson and K.
Blackwell were then introduced, re-
presenting the steel and. iron frade.
Mr. Coghlin said that Bge could not
make sufficient’ profits on: springs be-
cause the N. P. had pla.cea a duty on
the component parts. ;

Mr. Wilson, of Thomas Eobertson&
Co., argued at length to show that the

sceriery, costumes, properties, and -
thographs and pictorial printing for
the advertising of theatrical produc-
tions, be removed. By so doing no
ICanadian industry could be injured,
as these articles were not produced
in the country. These duties were
a heavy tax upon the managers of
ithea‘res, and they jeopardised not
only the millions of dollars invested
in the business, but also the 3,000 per-
sons employed in connection with the
theatres, since the companies produc-
ing the higher class attractions re-
fused to come to Canada on account
of these duties, and as a result the
theatres had to be frequently closed,
which caused the employes to suffer
lack of employment, as well as af-
fecting very seriously the hgtels,
laundries and merchants.

‘Mr. Furlong, who represented the
Theatrical Mechanical Association of
\Canada, asked for the abolition of the
duties, and explained that on account
of the lack of work which the . em-
ployes of theatres suffered as a con-
sequence, on account of the houses
having to be frequently ctused, they
were going to the United States,where
things were better.

F. G. Gale, of F. G. Gale & Sons,
manufacturers of iron and brass bed-
steads, spring bedsteads and mat-
tresses, asked that the raw materials
for mattresses and bedsteads remain
op the free list, and that on bedsteads
the duty remain about the same as at
present.

James Ramsay, D. ‘A. Rose, Rpbert
McLaughlin and John Anderson ap-
peared as a deputation representing
the workmen employed by the Dom-
inion Bridge Co., the Canada Pipe &
Car Wheel Co., the Dominion Wire
Manufacturing Co,, and Peck, Benny
& Co., and their request was that no
chang= be made in the iron duties.

A. L. Smith, of Peter Smith Gran-
ite Co., asked that the duties be taken
off marble and granite, since such a
step would stimulate trade, and would
not in the least affect any Canadian
industry.

Sir Richard Cartwright said that
the commissioners would, up to the
time the house met, be glad to re-
ceive, in writing, any further views
which any deputations might desire
to lay before them.

We may
gratefully own that much good has
{been done, but we are deeply impressed
that the year 1897 ought to see a very
great advanc. Our, work is of a spir-
itual character, and can enly accom-
plish its high purpose as we receive
the Divine Spirit to open our eyes to
the needs, duties and privileges. There
are yet some teachers who recognize
mno high purpose for their work, and
wherefore see no need for special eelf-
denying efforts to qualify . themselves
for this calling. There are superinten-
dents who have not awakened to the
great possibilities of their school. They
peem mot to know of what it might
do towands building individual char-
acter, towards helping home Ilife in
many instances, towards filling the
¢hurch with members well instructed
in the Word of God, towards the fu-
ture of their own country. Such are
mot on the lookout for higher qualifica-
tions, and therefore have no teachers’
meetings, no normal  class, are not

What Some of the Witnesses Said Concerning
Their Trade in Teas,

St. John, N. B., Dec. 21, 1896,

Dear Sir—I wish to correct the state-
ment made by Dr. Pugsley in his open-
ing address in the case of Seligmann
& Armitage (Reinachs Nephew & Co.)
v. Dearborn, that the tea sold_ by
Messrs. Dearborn & Co. as being ‘the

a cheap and inferior grade. This was
not the case, as it was shown by 'the
eviderice that the tea gave as good if
not ‘better satisfaction as that put up
by the plaintiffs. Messrs. JParker &
Bakins, the parties who bought the
tea. in question, were perfectly well
satisfled with it, and it was through
no complaint of theins that the action
was brought. Although the selling
price ©of Union Blend is 30c., and
Messns. Dedarborn & Co. sold the tea
in question for 24c. per mdound. the
original ‘cost price.of 16 ‘half chests
was 11 pence, or 22c. per lb., the same
as Union Blend cost at ‘that time, but
it was also shown by the evidence
that at the present time Union Blehd
only costs 10 pence 3 farthings in
Liondon.

I would also state that at the time
the sale was made Mr. C. H. Dearborn
was in Florida and had no knowledge
of it in any way. w is some of
the evidence given by witnesses on
both sides, which will prove the cor-
rectness of the above.

I would not have troubled you were
it ‘not that the wvery unusual course
waa adopted of publishing not the evi-
dence in the case but the opening ad-
dress of the counsel. With §ge other
statements contained ‘in ‘the- address I
cannot here deal, as the matter is still
before the counts.

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CAPSIZED IN THE THAMES.

Almost Incredible Accident to Royal
Mail Steamer Orotava.

A Vessel of Magnificent Proportions ‘Lying
on Her Beam Ends as Helpless
as a Log.

London, Dec. 16.—It seems almost in-
credible that ithe royal mail steamer
Orotava—owned by the Pacific Steam
Navigation Co., and chartered by the
Orient line—after braving the perils of
the ocean for thousands and thous-
ands of miles, should have idgnobly
capsized and sunk in 'dock, within the
reaches of the River Thames, thus
sharing the same fate as her sister
vessel, the Austral, in Sydney harbor,
a dozen years ago. ‘The unexpected,
however, has happened, and the cal-
amity, it appeans almost certain, has
untont_unaitely been attended by the
ioss of five lives. Visitors to Tilbury
docks yesterday witnessed the remark-
able spectacle of a.wvessel of magnifi-
cent outline and moble proportions ly-
ing on her beam ends, as helpless ae
a log of wood, her bulwarks om the
port side reared high into the air, and
on the starboard side immersed s0
deeply that the handrail of ithe spar-
deck was only just visible on the water.
The promenade decks, both fore amd
aft, .were intact, But the ship’s boats
on the davits presented a dilapidatad
appearance. On account of the curve
of the vessel's deck, the bow was clear
but not so the stern, even the wonds,
“Orotava, Liverpool,” being  almost
submerged. She was surrounded by
crafit of various sizes and descriptions,
two of these being steam pumping
lighters belonging to the Thames Con-
servancy, so powerful as ito ‘be able
between them to discharge water from
the hold of the discomfited monster at
the rate of over a thousand tons per
hour. .

Fourteen ships constitute the Orient
line,and the Ophir holds pride of place,
for she is of 6,910 tons burthen, and
has engines of 10,000 horse power. The
Orizaba  figures second, the Oroysa
third, and the Ormuz fourth, ithe differ-
ence between the three being less tham
100 tons.

Cables and hawsers were
likewise fastened around the hull of
the Orient liner to prevent her from

slipping when righted, but up to a
late -hour last evening she was still
: submerged in the waters of the dock,
which had been kept as low as pos-
Isible, having regard to the safety of
the other craft in the vicinity.
Nautical men profess to have no
difficulty in guessing the cause of the
» disaster, but anything in the nature
of surmise must be repressed, seeing
that a coroner’s inquest will be held
on the bodies of the deceased men and
be supplemented later on by the usual
;oﬂlcial inquiry. That someone had
blundered was generally recognized—
by none more markedly than the offi-
cers of the ship and the docks, who
who maintained a reticence worthy of
the dumb. The occurrence will not
be allowed to interfere with the ar-
rangements of the Orient company,
who are already securing a vessel to
perform the voyage upon which the
Orotava was to have started on the
day before Christmas. It transpired
that when the.craft listed so suddenly
there were seven men down in the
tanks at work, and their terrified cries
were distinctly heard by the people on
the quayside. Two of the imprisoned
workmen managed to scramble out of
the tanks, and so saved their lives.
One of these was the youngest of the
party, a mere lad in fact, and he owes
his life to the unselfish gallantry of
an older man who, although at the
moment nearest to the means of
escape, voluntarily gave way in order
i that the youth might be saved. :
‘_ Among experts, a correspondent’
states, the accldent is generally at-
tributed to miscalculation in coaling
the vessel. The men were almost en-
tirely at work on the starboard bunk-
ers, and the greater weight at this
side of the ship caused a heavy list,
which gradually brought the lower
range of ports of the big liner into
touch with the water. Slowly trick-
ling in at first, the stream soon in-
ereased the pressure upon the star-
board side, ands then when the . water
began to flow in more quickly, it ob-
tained such a grip as rendered the
righting of the vessel impossible.

’ An Australian Method,
There seems to be no limit to the de-
vising of means for the transportation

‘of perishable produce to a distance. A

new method is that of packing ‘butter
in a box .nmade of six sheets of ordin-
ary glass, all the edges being covered
over with gum paper, ' The glass box
is enveloped in a layer of plaster of
paris a quarter of an inch thick, and
this is covered with specially-prepared
paper. The plaster, being a bad con-
ductor of heat, the temperature inside
the hermetically-sealed receptacle re-
mains constant, being unaffected by
external changes.

PIG-FEEDING TESTS.

Recent Experiments Conducted in On-
tario and New Zealand.

Two experiments in the feeding of
pigs have been made by Mr. H. .
Dean, Ontario Agricultural College,
says the Farming World. The one was
to determine the relative value of wet
and dry meal as a food for pigs, and the
other to compare sweet milk and sour
milk, In the first test seven grade
Berkshire pigs, averaging 141 pounds,

A WAGON BOX LIFTER

,ONE OF THE . HANDY SORT TESTED
FOR TEN YEARS BACK.

Details of Description and Material, With
Illustrating Cuts How the Lifter Is
Worked After Construction-The Cuts
Make It Al. Plaia.

Below is a description, with cuts, of
a wagon-box lifter that we have had
in use for ten years, says C. L. Ream-
er, in the Ohio Farmer. In that time
it has paid for itsclf several times
over in the sav.ng of backache and
temper, I think F gs.1and 2 will make
its constiuction pkin. F 7. 1 shows
the frame, or a po 11 it, of the
wagon shed and corn ¢! , with ap-
paratus in place, a d iluc wagon-box
litt\(d part w.y, Fig. 2 shows the rol-
ler and drum, with ropes in place, de-
tached.

The first thing we did was to spike
(or bolt) two jo st3 to the rafters as

We tried’ trapping and
all the usnal methods to’ clear: them
out,. but none seemed to lessen the
number, until I discovered In some
paper a plan which proved successful,
in which no- grout, concrete or cement
was uced Avrd in building our silo,
which s'ill bas a dirt floor, five years
ago, the brick wall around it was laid

| of thesilo; and fixed in the same way,
and not a rat “has in’ either cellar or
‘silo treubled us since. The method is
‘this: At the base of wall on the inside,
dig a little trench, four or six inches
below the bottom of the wall; in this
set bricks on end. or ‘flat stones up
edeewise, the tops resting against the
wall; pack the dirt against them teo
‘hold in place. Somebody had discover-
ed that Mr. Rat would never make
‘the second turn downward and in-

WARWICK ENQUIRY.
Witnesses  Testify thaf the

Wreck of the Steamer
Was Due

—

To Gannet Rock Light Appearing asa
Fixed Instead of an Inter-
mittent Light,

Which Led the Captain and Officers to Take
It for the Light on Brier Island—One of
the Quartermasters, However, Told a To-
tally Different Story—Captain Thomson
of the Ship Treasurer on the Stand.

Captain Smith, R. N. R., opened his
court. of enquiry into the loss of the
Donaldson liner Warwick on Decem-
ber 30th, 1896, at the Custom house at
10 o’clock Saturday morning. Efforts
were made to secure the presence of
Capt. Douglass as one of the nautical
assessors, but after some telegraphic
correspondence it was decided by the
department of marine to go on with
the enquiry without further delay, so
Captains William Thomas and James
Hayes, both of St. John, sat as asses-
sors,

M. Jarvis, who just before the mid-
day adjournment asked Capt. Smith

Went on deck, but didn’t take notice
of the time. Saw the captain on the
bridge then. Saw ne land or light.
Only remained on deck a minute cr
two and went helow again, Flad cen-
versation at that time 'with the mas-
ter. He did not say where he thoueht
the ship was. The engines were then
stopped and the ship was bumping.
Captain asked his opinion as to put-
ting the engines astern to get her off.
Witness said he thought it was ad-
visable. Captain-told him to get the
carpenter, but could not, so he sound-
ed No. 2 hold himself and found it
full of water. Thouzht the engines
moved astern after that. It had no
effect and when he came up to report
the water in the hold,"the engines
were stopped. After that no effort
was made. All hands were obedient
to orders; so were the cattlemen, and
there was no panic. Got the two star-
board boats out in five or ‘en min-
utes after she struck. Looked at the
clock in wheel house at 11.30. Must
have been on shore then nearly an
hour. Put out the port boats over the
starboard side. That took a long
time. When he went to look at the
compass on the bridge some time after
the vessel had struck, the binnacle
lights were out and he could not see
how her head was. Observed the
polar star and her head was then E.
by S. Vessel swung round after strik-
ing. ‘Saw e light about 1130 on the
port bow. Thought the shock of strik-
ing and the straining put out the bin-
nacle lights. 'The light he saw was a
fixed one. Looked at it a good while.
Estimated its distance at about 4 or
5 miles. ‘The captain pointed out  to
him that it was a fixed light and said
he thought it was Briar Island, but
considered that from that position he
should have seen Cape St. Mary's. It
was between 3 and 4 in the morming
when they made out the position of

.the ship. Then saw the light flash-

ing. Before that it had been a fixed
light. Then came to the conclusion
it was the Yellow Muir ledge. Did
‘no€ motice the Tocks till putting out

the port boats. 'The crew were picked

up from the boats, having abandoned
the ship at 11 a. m. of the 31st, by a
schooner and taken into Seal Cove,
Grand Manaen. The captain and 23
men were in our hoat, and witness in
the large boat with 28 men. ‘Were
pulling for Gannet Rock when picked
up.

To Mr. Palmer—When he cast the
lead at 7.30 p. m. the log read 61. At
8 p. m. it registered 66. Remembered
the captain going into the rigging to
look for Cape Forchu light. That was
between 6 and 7, during the watch of
witness. Thought the captain did
this twice. Had the first cast of the
lead shortly after the captain had been
once aloft.- Witness said the wind
was increasing up to time he left the
bridge, and shortly before 6 p. m. an
allowance of about 1-4 of a point was
made for sea drift. On. the way out
were days without an observation,
owing to the weather, but when they
did they verified their dead reckoning
by it and found that by allowing 13
per cent for slippage, of log, their dead
reckoning corresponded with the exact
position.

To Capt. Smith—This was his first
attempt to get up the Bay of Fundy.
Had been to Montreal in the War-
wick.

- BERNARD WEPBE,

second officer of the Warwick, was
then eworn. He produced his centifi-
cate of comp:téency as first méate,
dated Southampton, Sept. 19th, 1896.
Had been with the ship since last Aprit
and for nearly two years in the com-
pany’s service. 'Was never up the Bay
of Fundy before. On this voyage took
soparate observations from the ocap-
tain and first officer. They ‘all com-
pared this work each day at noon in
the chart room and the ship’s position
was then givén. $Saved none of his
books from dhe wreck, as they did not
return to the ship. First made Nova
Scotia ‘land Deac. ‘30th, about 1 p, m,
when they sighted Cape Sable Hght
house, That came in very well with
the course and distande ran from noon.
‘Were steering a westerly course then;
‘could not give it exactly.. After sight-
ing the lighthouse gradually altered
the course to the morth, passing it 7 or
8 mifles off. -Saw Blond mock buoy.
When Seal Island was abeam at 3.20 it
was 4 miles off, bearing N. €9. Then
