Sunday’s Boston papers contain the 
tragic story of the death of 12 year-old 
Hilda Whelpley, of 38 Willow Avenue, 
Somerville, Mass., daughter of William 
Whelpley, formerly of St. John, and 
who will be remembered as a speed 
skater of much prominence about fif­
teen or eighteen years ago. 
Whelpley, the bereaved mother, was 
formerly Miss Addle Belyea, daughter 
of the late C. P. R. gate-keeper at the 
Falls. Captain Hanford Whelpley, of 
North End, Conductor Ernest Whelp­
ley, of Fairville, and Mrs. Herb. Wil­
liams, of Long Reach, are uncles and 
aunt of the little girl.

Mr. and Mrs. Whelpley, with their 
children, and a Mr. and Mrs. Porter 
three children, and a Mr. and Mrs. 
Porter and children, neighbors, were 
coasting on a steep hill, which the In­
dulgent father hacLfiooded Into a veri­
table glare of Ice. The double-runner 
used was an old timer, one Mr. Porter 
had when a boy.

It appears that in rapidly descending 
the hill a heavy team 
a cross street, Holyoke Road, and In­
to this the unmanageable double-run­
ner crashed with awful impact. Poor 
little Hilda Whelpley was the only one 
of the party injiAed, and her hurts 
were so serious that death ensued be­
fore a nearby hospital „was reached. 
Nobody else was injured.

The whole locality was shocked at 
the fatality and the Boston papers con­
tained portraits pt the little girl and 
sketches of the accident. Mr. and Mrs. 
Whelpley are prostrated with grief.

Arthur West, aged 27, butcher, Ed­
ward Parr, aged 24, farm hand and 
Albert Filby, aged 21, farm hand, all 
natives of Londond, England, arrived 
yesterday on the steamer Lake Cham­
plain. Landing at Sand Point they 
started for the city, soon after dinner, 
and obeying the sage advice of some of 
their fellow passengers, who Informed 
them what a wild' and woolly country 
Canada was, procured revolvers and 
ammunition.

On arriving at Carleton, West again 
produced his revolver and started fill­
ing the chambers with cartridges. He 
was Just outside the immigration 
buildings, so Officer Lee, who was 
present, handed him over to the im­
migration agent. The man was search­
ed and a pair of brass knuckles were 
taken off bis person. He was then 
locked up and Blake Robertson, assist­
ant superintendent of immigration,who 
Is in the city, ordered him to be held 
for deportation.

Shortly afterwards another of the 
trio, Edward Parr, was found in the 
building with a revolver. It was taken 
from him and he was also b$d for de­
portation.

CULPEPPER, Va., Feb. 27—In the 
little Culpepper court house Mrs. Wil­
liam Bywattrs, the bride ot an hour, 
the killing ot whose husband by her 
brothers James and Philip Strothers, 
about two months ago, was one of the 
most notable tragedies in the history 
of this section, her sister, Mrs. Ed­
ward Gaines, and one of her brothers, 
George French Strothers, today told 
the story of the shooting and the 
events which led up to it. Mrs. By- 
waters testified that her betrayal was 
accomplished by promise of marriage, 
told of the three tripe she and By­
waters made to Washington for the 
purpose of having a criminal opera­
tion performed, told the story if By­
waters’ attempted flight, his sudden 
breaking away from her In her bed­
room and the shooting as he slug ht 
escape through a window and over the 
roof of the poych. Both the sister and 
brother who were called to the witness 
stand testified that there was no 
thought of shooting until By waters 
sought to desert his bride and they 
told of his indifference toward the lat­
ter.

The trial will be resumed tomorrow, 
when it Is probable that James arid 
Philip Strothers, who fired the fatal 
shots, will be called to testify. With 
the completion of their examination 
the rebuttal will probably follow on 
Friday and it is possible the case will 
go to the jury by Saturday antrnoon.

The trial dragged somewhat at the 
afternoon session, the defense calling 
only two witnesses, Mrs. EdvlTird L. 
Gaines, a sister, and George French 
Strothers, a brother of Mrs. Bywaters.

Those who crow-ded into the little 
court house during the morning session 
to hear Mrs. Bywaters tell the pathetic 
story of the wrong done her, again ap­
peared at the afternoon session but" 
Judge Harrison ordered the —coom 
cleared, and the proceedings were 
heard by only the court officials and 
Jury, the counsel and the newspaper 
representatives.

Mrs. Gaines proved an excellent wit­
ness for the defense, though hef testi­
mony hardly carried the effect of that 
given by her sister, Viola, at the ear­
lier session.

Questioned by Attorney John L. Jeff­
ries, for the defense, Mrs. Gaines, 
In a simple, unaffected way, told of 
Bywater’s first introduction into the 
Strothers home, his affection for 
Viola, and then of the circumstances 
leading up to the tragedy at “Rother- 
wood” on the night of December 15, 
when, while fleeing from the bedroom 
In which, his bride lay ill, he was shot 
and killed by her enraged brothers.

There was no color or passion at the 
outset of her testimony, but when she 
dwelt upqn the criminal operation al­
leged to have been performed on Viola, 
at the instance of Bywaters, her 
bitterness against the dead man was 
apparent. She declared repeatedly 
that her brothers did not entertain the 
remotest thought of killing Bywaters 
up to the time of the shooting.

George Frenÿi Strothers was called. 
He testified that twelve years ago he 
moved to West Virginia. He and his 
brothers were devoted to Viola, the 
youngest of the children. The brother 
testified1 "that he came here in Decem­
ber with James because of reports 
about his sister being away from home. 
Witness said he reached here two days 
before the shooting and he went to 
“Rotherwood” the next day. He said 
that while he did not favor a marriage 
between his sister and Bywaters he 
agreed to thh ceremony after his broth­
ers had persuaded him that It would 
be the only way to cover their sister's 
shame. His testimony, like that of 
Mrs. Gaines, was that none of the 
brothers thought of killing Bywaters 
until they were convinced that he In­
tended that night to abandon Viola.

Witness was not examined by the pro­
secution and Judge Harrison adjourned 
the court until tomorrow.

Seven years ago yesterday Lord Rob­
erts with his British and Colonial 
troops, wiped out that humiliating dis­
aster to British arms, inflicted by the 
Boers at the storming of Majuba Hill 
in 1881, which resulted in the death of 
Major-General - Sir George Pomeroy 
Colie* and the loss In killed, wounded 
and prisoners of nearly the whole of 
the four hundred to five hundred of­
ficers and men, who were posted on the 
fatal hill.

The disaster following so closely on 
the Zulu massacre of the 24th Regi­
ment at Isandula, In the campaign 
against Cetewayo, rankled deeply for 
nearly twenty years in the hearts of 
British soldiers, and the nation, for at 
Majuba Mountain the Boers turned the 
British out of what was considered a 
strong position.' The Boer revolt of 
1880-1 began with the ambush of the 
right wing of the 94th Regiment, at 
Brunkerspruit, while on the march to 
Pretoria, where the troops had orders 

>' to concentrate. In less than half an 
hour over a hundred officer^ and men 
were treacherously killed or wounded 
by the Boers in ambush. This base ac­
tion was followed by others as bad, 
notwithstanding that the British army 
had saved the Transvaal from beljig 
captured by Cettewayo and his war­
riors, and their agreement of 1877.

The small British garrisons were at 
once besieged, the one at Potchefs- 
troom especially being short of pro­
visions. Sir George Colley, In com- 
mand at Natal, though having but a a~ 
email army—about twelve hundred 
bayonets and artillery—gallantly de-
termined to light his way in, if posM- ! the assaulting Party, three to 
ble, and relieve the latter plav, and 
then hold on the defensive until re­
inforcements were sent him from In- | 
dla and Great Britain. His route 
march was by the road runulng 
through the pass of Laing’s Nek, j 
which the Boers had occupied on the 
first gunshot, and put in a strong 
state of defense. Still Corey hoped to 
dislodge them and clear the road with 
the few troops he commanded.

He began his advance on the 21st 
January, 1881, to Laing’s Nek, with the 
58th
Royal Rifles, a number of sailors and 

, marines, and some troops of Natal 
Mounted Rifles. The Boers held the 
pass with three times his number, and 
were entrenched on the side of the hills 
bordering on Laing’s Nek. Joubert and 
Smldt commanded the enemy. Wl.cn 
about a mile aud a half from the Nek, 
his battery of six light guns came Into 
action and shelled the Boer trenches 
for a short time before the infantry 
and cavalry columns advanced. A part 
of the naval column and some com­
panies of the 60th Rifles were posted 
on a piece of high inclosed ground on 
the right, and a wing of the 58th, ar.d 
a hundred mounted men assailed the 
left of the Boer line, in broad daylight 
with the most disastrous results.

As the storming party moved up the 
slope of the pass in open column of 

.companies with colors flying, they 
were met with a terrific fire on all 
sides from modern rifles, and soon 
fully one-third of the brave fellows of 
the 58th were put out of action. It 
being futile, with so small a force, to 
dislodge the enemy, the survivors were 
ordered to draw off, reforming their 
shattered lines behind the GOth Rifles, 
who covered the retirement in good 
order, the Boers not daring to <ome 
out in the open plain and give battle.

Their Vessel Wrecked off the Nora Scotian 
Coast—Men Had a Hard Time 

in Reaching Safety.

■A Lunenburg despatch to the Hali­

fax Echo says:
The coasting schooner Cambridge, 

Captain Harding, ran on the Hounds 
on the east side of Cross Island Mon­
day and is now a total wreck. Captain 
Harding and his crew of two men 
reached the island safely, where they 
stayed at the house of Mrs. Leander 
Levy until yesterday, when the tug 
Maggie, ran down from here and took 
them off. It was thought at first that 
she was an American fisherman, and 
owing to the heavy sea running, fears 
were entertained that many lives had 
been lost. Captain Harding left Hali­
fax Sunday at noon for Loekeport 
with a cargo of general merchandise 
and met with considerable ice on the 
way down until off Big Duck Island, 
when his vessel struck. He succeeded 
in working her out, chopping through 
two miles after a hard effort, and nar­
rowly saved himself from being car­
ried on that island. After clearing he 
kept off, avoiding the points of ice. 
It was blowing hard and snowing and 
to clear the ice he kept too close to 
Cross Island and was driven on the 
Hounds in a thick snowstorm. The 

і vessel at once filled, the crew having 
hardly time to launch their boat, only 
saving a few articles which were at 
hand. The captain lost all his clothes 

; and a sum of money. The Cambridge 
і was built in Cambridge, St. Charles 
I river, twenty-two years ago, was 
about 50 tons, and is owned by John 
Stubbard of Bluff Harbor, Quebec. 
She is valued at twelve hundred dol­
lars. The cargo was consigned to mer­
chants in Loekeport, and is worth about 
twenty-five hundred dollars. A singu­
lar thing In connection with the loss 
of this cargo is that it is a duplicate 
of the one lost three weeks ago, when 
the Mary C. was wrecked, and this 
vessel is the third one which has re­
cently made an unsuccessful attempt, 
to reach Loekeport from Halifax.

MANILA, Feb. 2»,—There is general 

surprise here among the Philipinos at 
the recent action of the United States 
senate in defeating the amendment of­
fered by Senator Culbertson to the act 
establishing an agricultural bank in 
the Philippine Islànds, declaring the 
intention of the United States to aban­
don the islands as soon as a stable 
currency should be established. The 
Progressionists express favor with the 
sentiment, but deplore the time select­
ed, in view of the Japanese war talk 
which has caused excitement in the 
provinces surrounding Manila, where 
many natives left the town and hid in 
the mountains. One town was de­
populated recently by the exchange of 
salutes between warships, which 
caused the idea to spread thqj the 
Japanese were entering the bay. The 
government is going its best to allay 
the alarm. Commissioners Lavera 
and Segarda made special tours of the 
provinces explaining the Japanese sit­
uation and quiet was about restored.

Master ol ill Fated Schooner 
Comes Home.

Tells Sun Story of tbs И 
Larcbmont—Will Continue a Sea-

Capt. Frank S. Haley, who com­
manded the schooner Harry Knowlton 
at the time of her collision with the 
steamer, the results of which marine 
tragedy shocked the world, has arrived 
in the city.

When seen by a Sun reporter at his 
home on Germain street, West End, 
last evening, the captain stated that 
the commission appointed to Investi­
gate matters relating to the disaster 
had finished its work. Capt. Haley 
end his crew have been exonerated 
from all blame.

When asked wh"o the blame of the 
accident should rest upon, the captain 
refused to make a statement. He 
knew, however, that his schooner was 
on her right course, and the watch 
lights were all burning. The accident 
occurred on a clear night, and the 
lights of the vessel could be plainly 
seen. Captain Haley is certain that 
the lookout lights were burning, as he 
heard the mate ask the guard at the 
lookout If everything was right. The 
guard replied that the lights were 
burning. A few moments later the 
captain saw the approaching steamer. 
He noticed on her a red light.

When first seen, the Larchmont was 
only about one hundred yards away, 
and the crew on the Knowlton had 
little time to try and evade the 
steamer. As soon as the steamer was 
observed, Captain Haley states that 
he ordered the man at the wheel to 
not change the course. The Knowlton 
remained on- her course until after the 
collision.

It was reported after the disaster 
that the Knowlton strayed from her 
course, but this the captain denies.

At tile Investigation the crew of the 
schooner testified corroborating the 
statements made by Capt. Haley.

The narrow escape which Capt. Haley 
had In the disaster has not In the 
least turned him against the life ot a 
mariner as he told The Sun represent­
ative that he would leave next week 
for Né* York, Where he Will take com­
mand of another schooner.

The home ot Captain Haley has 
been visited by many friends since his 
return and the well known skipper is 
kept busy shaking hands with his ac­
quaintances who were so pleased to 
léarn of his eSqdpe.

Captain Haley speaks in the highest 
terms of the conduct of his crew. He 
states that they did all In their power_ 
to avert the collision and that they 
proved themselves to be plucky sea­
men after their vessel had gone down, 
down.
