8o auspiciously begun has lived out one year of its existence, and has
been largely occupied in sottling itself down into the new ways, and get-
ting used to its new methods, Considerablo friction, incident to change,
has had to be overcome; muel{\misapprehension and prejudice to be ex-
plained away; and, I regret to'say, opposition in some parts of our juris-
diction arising either from the promptings of what are kindred and should
be friendly. organizations, or from the conservatism of some within our
own ranks. I am glad to be able to state, however, that both of these
forms of opposition have been successfully met, and, that at the present
Peace and unanimity reign through all our borders, and our organization
a8 & whole re-inforced by the advanced principles and the more popular
methods it has adopted, has taken a firm hold of the public mind and is
settling down for o steady and prosperous advance. The visit of our
Secretary to the Provineial Lodges of the Maritime Provinces has, I am
assured, been o timely and opportune one. The stafe of our Order a8 o

whole and in its various parts will be laid before you by the Becretary's
Report.

THE ‘‘ TEMPERANCE UNION "'
Has been regularly published, and with improved appearance and matter
now commands a place among the first amongst Temperance papers, and
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is doing a noble work in the general diffusion of our principles and the
creation of public temperance sentiment. Its financial position will be
fully laid before you in the reporLt of the Publishing Committee, and I
bespeak at your hands a most earnest and thorough treatment of the
whole matter. Temperance literature is the right arm of our movement,
we must sacrifice personally and collectively in order toits maintenance.

UNION WITH OTHER BODIES.

At the last annual session a committee was appointed to confer with
other sister temperance organizations, so as to bring about, if possible,
greater oneness of aim and feeling, and with the ultimate hope of build-
ing up for Canada a distinctive and independent national organization.
The idea is a grand and inspiring one, and if resolutely followed, may, in
the not very distant future, be wholly realized. This comumittee will lay
its report of proceeding before you during the session.

LECTURING.

Owing to lack of funds the National Lodge has been unable to put or
keep into the field a general agent and lecturer. Anyone can see of what
inestimable use a thorough and capable man would be to our work, to
‘visit, encourage and institute Lodges, to explain the principles of our
Order, to canvas for our paper and distribute widely our temperance
literature. 'We shall not be completely efjuipped until we possess such
an arm to our work. I ask you to consider whether some such depart-
ment of labor could not be efficiently maintained, either singly) by the
National Lodge, or by united efforts of the National and Provincial

Lodges.
TEMPERANCE DEPOSITORY AND PUBLICATION HOUSE.

Last year the Secretary was empowered to open a depository of tem-
perance publications in connection with his office. This he has accord-
ingly done, and his own report will show you the work accomplished in
this direction. I cannot over-rate the importance of this effort ; if we
will succeed in Canada we must fumigate the whole country with a whole-
some 'sound literature. A Temperance Year Book and Calendar was
published by the Committee, and a detailed statement of the same will
be duly laid betore you.

INTERNATIONAL COUNOIL.

Bro. McDougall, from Great Britain, came over to our country, and

The fire ofa great roform movement has spread
over Western and Middle States, and into several of our Canadian oities,
which has burned up the dross of many a wasted life, and brought Sforth
thousands of saved and purified men. 'Tho sentiment of the people has
everywhere been been gradually rising to the point of legal enactment,
and in Maine, Vermont, Rhode Island, and other places, the strong arm
of the law has been evoked to maintain the righteous verdict of publie
opinion. In Ontario, the Dunkin Act oxcitement is unparalleled, and the
8uccess which has greeted county after gounty, shows to the great joy of
all workers, * whereunto we aspire.” In this grand conflict, wide as hu-
man woe, and as deep as the human heart, let us ag an associn,ti‘on bear
an honorable and worthy part. Let us be united, consistent, earnest,and
immovabl® in steadfastness to our great prineiples, striving to act our
part as becomes an independent loyal Canadian organization. And may
the God of all good lay his broad benison upon us, and give us heart for
every endeavor, and courage for every difficulty.

The Report of J. R. Miller, Esq., past President, as Delegate to Na-
tional Lodge of Great Britain and Ireland and the International Council,
was read by the President.

REPORT OF THE DELEGATE T0 GREAT BRITAIN.

Mr. Miller gdve a vory interesting acéount, in detail, of hig reception -

by individual members of the Order, as well as by the National Lodge of
Great Britain and Ireland, held on the 15th September 1876 ; also of its
proceedings and the organization of the International Council at Edin-
burgh, on the 18th September, 1876. The following account of his re-
eeption, is from the Temperance Star:— :
«Tn order to allow Mr. Miller, of Canada, to take part in the debates
thereon, and to become ez officio, a member cf the National Lodge, the

-

President said,

We have the happiness of having with us a brother from Canada, who
represents the great organization tlhere which during the past year has
united itself with us (cheers). I am only expressing your feelings when
1 say how happy we are that that matter has been consummated, and I
am only giving utterance to your feelings when I tell Bro. Miller that we
accord to him a very earnest, hearty, and affectionate welcome amongst
us, and that he will not only enjoy himself while in the old country, but
while he strengthens us he himself will be strengthened also.

The President then welcomed Bro. Miller, and invited him to take
part in the celiberations. Mr. Miller, who was well received, said,

Mr. President, I thank you sincerely, for the very hearty welcome you
have accorded to me and to the people of Canada, whom I represent. I
convey to you the fraternal greetings of some 80,000 members of the as-
sociation in.Canada. We have peace within our borders, and we thank
God tor it, . Just before coming to England I attended our National
Lodge, to which some brethren came 1,500 miles. 'We had o session ex-
tending over a week, and during that time we think we have laid a tem-
perance foundation upon which we shall be able to rear anoblestructure.
Tt has been with us as with you too much nonsensical work iw connection
with our temperance organizations, and wehave now come down to some-

“thing simple and plain, and I am delighted to find that you and we are
working very much in the same way. It seems as it the same mind that
pervaded you pervaded us at that meeting, We then formed a union be-
tween the British Templars and the British American Templars, under

,the namo of the United Temperanc Order. The best of feeling prevails
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between us and the other organizations—we are as one. Mr Miller then |

read an address from the National Lodge of Canada to the National
Llod)ge of Great Britain and Ireland. (See appendix A for address and re-
ply. ;

The Rev. Geo. Hinds then rose and said it would be an appropriate
and blessed thing if, following upon the interesting moment to which we
have béen brought,we unite together in singing the doxology, and prayer
The suggestion was at once adopted, while all rose and sang

Praise @od, from whom all blessings flow,
Praise. Him, all creatures here below,
Praise Him above, ye heavenly host,
Praise Father, Son, and Holy Ghost.

Very fervent Erayer was then offered by the Rev. Mr. Moore, of Dum-
fries, after which Messrs. Hinds, Chapman, Fergusson, of Montrose, and

Moore, were instructed to prepare a suitable reply to the Capadian ad-
dress.

ORGANIZATION OF INTERNATIONAL COUNCIL AND RESOLUTIONS PASSED AT
FrrsT MEETING,

s

On the following Monday, September 8th, the several members ap-
pointed to form the International Council, met at Darling’s Temperance
Hotel. My instructions from my colleagues were to assist in forming a
“ Provisional International Council ' When this quesﬁon came the oth-
er members of Committee insisted on forming a complete organization,
and I consented the more readily as I believed that to be the desire of
the National Lodge of Canada, in requesting me to act when at our meet-
ing at London. My instructions were as follows :

1st.—To prepare pasiwords for one year, four quarterly and ono trav- .
elling, and to guard against possible unforseen delays in full formation of
International, to adopt provisionally like passwords for a second year.”

2nd.—To make out an uniform form of Clearance Cards and blank
forms. : ‘

8rd.—To devise a suitable Motto for our Order, to be submitted for ap-
proval to both National Lodges and to be binding when adopted by the
International Council.

4th.—To recommend an uniform Charter and Certificate of member-
ship to be submitted as above for approval.
5th.—To consider and recommend best method of extending our Order

]
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and to draft and issue circular addresses to all the Lodges in our whole
jurisdiction. :

6th.—To consider advisability of having a complete uniformity in cer-
emonies of the Order, and to devise methods for securing the same, sub-
ject, however, to the approval of the National Lodges.

From the minutes of meeting, which I presume all have read through
the columns of the UNiox, I shall, however, take the liberty of making
extracts to show how these several points suggested were taken up and
disposed of. The following resolutions were unanimously adopted :

1st.—That the draft of the basis of International Constitution as now
read as agreed upon in detail, be adopted and an International Council
be formed forthwith. (See general principles.)

ond.—That N. B. Downing, be appointed President, J. R. Miller, Sec-
retary, and Revd. Geo. Hinds, Treasurer.

3rd.—That J. R. Miller, and Rev. G. Hinds, be appointed a Committee
to prepare Quarterly passwords for the year 1877, and that they also pre-
pare the necessary passwords for 1878, provisionally.

4th.—That the Motto of the International Council shall be *Total Ab-
stinence for the Individual and Prohibition for the Nation.”

5th.—That the Certificate of membership now in use by the Grand
Lodges of Great Britain be adopted by the Council.

Gth.—That each National Lodge adopt its own Charter.

7th.—That the new Manual prepared by the National Lodge of Great
Britain and Ireln.n&, in 1876, be recommended for universal adoption.

8th.—That the President be requested to issue a circular address to all
the Lodges. :

9th.—That each National Lodge be requested to grant a sum of money
for the payment of necessary expenses connected with the Council,

10th.—That the next meeting of International Council be held within
the jurisdiction of Canada. '

RESOLUTIONS PASSED AT THE SECOND MEETING oF INTERNATIONAL COUN-
cIL, HELD AT GODERICH, CANADA.

1st.—Whereas the principles and aim of all Temperance Orders are
the same and since united action is all important to attain the object in
view, therefore, be it Resolved, that this International Council reiterate
the principles of the United Temperance Association, in endeavoring to

¥
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secure union with all temperance workers and heartily endorse the action’
of the National Lodges of Great Britain and Ireland and Cauada in wel-
coming to the Subordinate Lodge meetings temperance workers of all de-
nominations, and that we would respectfully ask all sister Orders to ex-
tend a like hand of fellowshipand join with us in creating unity of action
in view of future legislation.

2nd.—That with the view of benefitting the membership of the associ-
ation and adding to the efficiency of the Primary Lodges, the Nation-
al Lodges are hereby recommended to establish an Insurahee Fund,which
members of the Association only, shall be at liberty to join.

8rd —That the insignia of the Association shall be a blue ribben, the
wearing of which, however, shall be entirely optional. The motto shall
be “ Total Abstinence and Prohibition.”” The emblem of the Order shall
be a circle enclosing an open Bible, having on each page a Seriptural
text as follows, “ Touch not, taste not, handle not.” ¢ Woe unto him
that giveth his neighbor drink.” :

4th.,—That the International Council urges upon the several National
Lodges, the importance of taking immediate steps to advance the inter-
ests of our association in the several countries to which it has not yet
been introduced.”

The Counsellors submitted their Reports which were referred to Com-
mittee on Distribution.

REPORT OF THE SENIOR COUNSELLOR.

Mz. PresioENT,—You will permit me as Senior Coursellor to report
that the National Lodge has not been able during the year to put a Lec-
turer in the field for two very sufficient reasons : First, the almost impos-
sibility of securing a person every way adapted to the situation, and Sec-
ondly, the want of means to prosecute the work. During last session
suggestions were mado by which a fund for this purpose might be raised,
but no action, so far as I can learn, has been taken towards carrying them
out. 8o important is the Lecture work in the cause that I may be allow-
ed to urge upon this Body the necessity of at once endeavoring to over-
come the difficulties named, so that during the year upon which we now
enter a competent person may be kept in the field the greater part of the
time.

Of our own work as an association, we are scarcely yet able ‘to speak,
a8 before stated, this has been a year of re-construction, a year of unvest
and change, a year of waiting, to some a year of criticism, and with all
this a year of unparalleled business depression, which has had a paralys-
ing influence on all philanthropic:movements. *We cannot expect much
material advancement until the new system of working becomes thor-
oughly established and the entire membership becomes loyally and en-
thugidstically attached to it. We first must feel before we can make oth-
ers feel ; we must first love an object before we can attach others to it, and
we first must be enthusiastic in the propogation and success of our own
particular work if we expect to take the multitude with us. Our organi-
zation unlike some others, was not the enthusiastic outgrowth of some
spontaneous effort but the result of deliberate legislation and careful sys-
tematizing. It is not a system developing with its increasing member-
ship but a system ready made with which our members must become
thoroughly acquainted before superiotities can be realized and their love
transferred from former attachments. This has been our hardest year
and from the favor with which the United Temperance Association has
been received, we have no doubt as to its future success, as there is an
open and uncultivated field into which our peculiar organization can en-
ter. .

‘We should also consider that never did an organization start upon a
career with the advantages of experience, standing, influence and mem-
bership of the United Temperance Association. Why should we not do
a great work in this Canada of ours ?

is coming up ; at the time of the union the Order was well nigh dead but
the labors of Rev. J. W, Bell, revived old Lodges and added many new
ones, so that the Secretary reports thirty working Lodges and is taking
steps to employ a Lecturer at once. l
MANITOBA

has made little or no Progress during the year and since the Provincial
Lodge meeting and election of a new Secretary, wo have had no returns.
We anticipate, however, that advancement will be made during the pres-
ent year as the President, J. W. Sifton, was one of Ontario’s noblest
sons and Rev. J. W, Bell, who during the past, has done' 8o much in On-
tario and Quebec, has just taken up his residence in that Province.

The arrangmonts of the Com-
mittee wore based upon a faith in the meambers that the subseription list

would soon make the papor self-sustaining, but this
they felt that its publication must either be suspended until the meeting
of this body or better terms of publication must be secured.  After con-
siderable negotiations with publishers, terms wers sccured by which the
paper will pay its own way on 1000 subscribers, and thus by any kind of
fair support, will become & source of revenue to the National Lodge. By
request of the Acting Managing Committee, the financial management of
The Union has been placed in the hands of your Secretary. I would
specially mention that the Provincial Lodge of Ontario, gave $200 to-
ward the indebtedness of The Union, New Brunswick $100, and Rev. T,
W. Campbell, $10, and that your Sacretary has been compelled to draw
on the funds of this body to meot the hecessary running expenses of the
paper. It isto be regretted that we have not been able to pay off the
olaims of Bro, P. H. Stewart, on ascount of publishing The Union, and
it is to be hoped he may be fully remunerated for any loss he may sus-
tain in consequence.

With o view of bringing before the Canadian public reliable statistics,
beuring upon this question of the hour, your Secretary issued the Tem-
perance Almanac or Teetotaller's Year Book. We need express no opin-
jon as to the value of such a pamphlet other than the high euology pass-
ed upon the Almanac by those into whose hands it has fallen. It appear-
od to us as a powerful auxiliary of our Book-Room and Organ, and would
express thehope thatits publication might be continued from year to year,
and thatit might be the beginning ofa sound Canadian Temperance Liter-
ature to be issued under your auspices. All will be pleased to learn that
this, our first venture at phblishing,was not a financial failure,and had our
Lodges but interested themselves in its sale, as they should have.idone,
the National Lodge would have $200 more in its treaspry, and the intelli-
gent temperance sentiment of the Dominion been farther advanced along
the line of Prohibition. Should you continue the publication, means
should be adopted to malte it still more valuable as a Canadian Temper-
ance Cyclopedia.

BOOK ROOM.

One of the wise policies of this National Lodge was to authorize its
Secretary to open a Book Room in connection with his oftice. There
were many ready to pronounce it & financial burden and if its success had
depended upon their unsympathetic support, so it would have proven.
Instead however, of its being & burden, it has been a source ot revenue
more than enough to pay the expense of the rooms we occupy. But this
is not a revenue question and should not be & means of revenue to any
organization. The Book Room has, by placing it within the reach of our
membership, been the means of circulating thousands of pages of whole-
some temperance literature and of furnishing our Lodges with the means
of higher toned entertainments. As this great contest of temprrance
against intemperance goes on, the importance of the press becomes more
manifest. 'We have passed the age of gentimentality in the agitation of
this question and have reached the age of practical investigation. In this
pragtical age no proposition is long tolerated or stands any chance of
meeting with popular favor that will not stand the most careful analyti-
oal investigation. Upon a question so intimately connected with the
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moral, v wial, pi. .cul and political prosperity of the nation, it is all im-

‘portant that e~ vy man be able to give an intelligent reason for his vote
ag vo the permetuation or suppression of the liquor traffic. We should,
therefore, aim to flood the Dominion with informati

on touching every

Progre;;s means life, inactivity means death, Progress is always the
result of rightly directed effort. As we must fight if we would reign, so
we must work if we would live. Action is the law of life and it is only

/active societies and active people that are doing anything in the world,
“ By their fruits ye shall know them,” is the principle upon which this
Association with its improved system will be judged. It is not' enough
that we shut ourselves up-in Lodges, transact a little routine business,
then dismiss the matter for a week or two and return again to repeat the
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same action ad ‘infinitum. It is true the routine work of the Lodge may

be necessary, just as the routine work of eating and drinking is necessary,

Dut as eating and drinking, not followed by proper exercise, produces dys-
pepsia, so the mere routine work of the Lodge produces indifference, dis-
content, neglect, and finally stagnation, and stagnation is death. Surely
if we mean anything by organizing ourselves into an Association, it is that
we may advance the noble cause oftemperance and how ? By work, only
by work, individual and collective<all at it and always at it. As an Asso-
ciation weshould constantly employ the double action,all organized effort
affords, viz : regular or personal, special or united. We should make per-
sonal appeals to the friends of temperance to join us forthe sake of suffering
humanity, personal effort with those who are forming the habit of intem-
perance, to warn them of their danger and unitethem with us in this holy
erusade and a personal sympathy and untiring labor with the poor vietim
of the cup, to lift him up and win him to the paths of gobriety and virtue.
But above all we need a personal consecration of ourselves to this work to
which, in a most solemn and impressive manner we have pledged our, sa-
ered honor, and with such personal consecration and personal effort, each
must add at least one to our ranks. Can we be satisfied or guiltless with
less than this? And now for special efforts. Personal efforts alone,
should take the world for temperance, but we must do more than combine
our cfforts in building up Lodges, o traly evangelistic missionary spirit
must characterize our operations. The outside world knows little or noth-
ing of ‘ouvr Lodge meetings or what occurs in them—we must reach the
masses— operate upon the masses—influamce the masses and re-
claim the fallen masses. This can only be done by special means. As
before, united means are only of use as they accomplish the end. The
history of the past and present shows that personal effort in connection
with the close organizations, can never veach all circles of society, and
4lso, that much of person al effort is destroyed by the rigid system that
directs is. Let us, therefore, take hiold of that department of our Associ-
ation work, properly 8o called, and follow out the line of action pursued
by the Reform Club movement. Let every Lodge arrange for a series of
meetings for several nights in succession and have & regular temperance
revival from which to gather into the Lodge, and thus, by combining the
two departments, our Association might, nltimately, surpass all move-
ments. There is still another special means of progress and not; the least
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important, viz : Organizing and Lecturing Agency. The organization of
new Lodges is of the greatest moment, in order to success—every new
Lodge is an additiona! school to instruct Total Abstainers, and Prohibi-
tion priaciples, another nucleus of temperance seutiment and influence.
Wo cannot carry on the work without some such organization. And in
connection with this let me ask the question, why should not any and
every member of ouy Association hate/the privilege of organizing a Lodge
if he have an opportunity ? In other words, why cannot a pledged tem-
perance man start a temperarice gociety ? Having taken the pledge him-
self why cannot he give it to others ? But to carry on this work of or-
ganizing more systematically and successfully, we need regular Lecturing
Agents also, to stir up the Lodges and the public to duty. Al admit this
necessity, but at the same time deplore their inability to engage organiz-
ing agents. It is a mistaken policy for this Nationa® Lodge or any Pro-
vincial Lodge, from any supposed economy, not to hn‘e regular Lectur-
ers in the field. It does not require much business foresight to see that
a Lectuting Agency, under cireumstances at all favorable, must be a
source of revenue; it is, thevefore, a lack of enterprise rather than of
means, that every Provincial Lodge does not keep, at least, one lecturer,
in the field. A glaunce at the history of Temperance Organizations proves
that those that have Organizers and Lectarers in the field, have always
been advancing numerically and financially, while those not making use
of these Agencies have scarcely been able to hold their position.
money is the one great requisite for the carry.mng on of this work, it would
be well for us to devise a plan for raising an Agency Fund, which might
be raised as follows: 1st.—Charter Fees {from New Lodges. 2nd.—Col-
lections at all public meetings.

REPORT ON LECTURE AQENGY.

FreEDpERICTON, N. B., Aug. 11th, 1877.

Your Committee on Lecture agency report, recommending as follows :

1. That this Lodge deem it of highest importance that a permanent
lecture aggncy be established, and that the.co-operation of the Provincial
Lodges be “wolicited in: the carrying on of such agency.

9. That each Provincial Lodge be asked how much it will contribute to
such Leoture Fund; it being suggested that each Prov. Lodé’e contribute
the amount it intends to appropriate to lecture purposes, it being guaran-
teed that the National Lodge will contribute to the Lecture Fund $1.00
for every $4.00 contributed by any Prov. Lodge; and it is also guaran-
teed that each Province shall have the services of the Lecturer in propor-
tion to the amount contributed ; provided that the total sum contributed
is sufficient for the purpose had in view.

3. That with this fund, aided by subscriptions and collections, a compe-
tent man be enaaged, whose time shall be wholly devoted to tne work
and proportionally to the Provinges.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON STATE OF ORDER.

s

1. Your Committee on the State of the Order, recognize the fact that
the unsettled state of the organization has not been favorable to its ad-
vancement, but are pleased to know that our principle of working, as &

* whole, meets with much favor.

2. We would call attention tdthe constant drain onour membership, with
aview. of lending all grades of Lodgesto & closer investigation of the cause
of this annual loss. The actual membership in the Provinces of the Do-
minion at the last annual session was 93,484, and there have been initiated
during the year 8,781, which, without loss, would give & membership of
82,165, instead of 92,761 as reported, which leaves 9,404 unaccounted for,
or an actual decrease of 678, As only 797 are reported as having violated
the Pledge, there were over 9,000 members lost to the Association by
withdrawal, suspension and expulsion; over 5,000 of whom were for non-
payment of dues. In reference to this your committee agree with the
Secretary that if the funds of our Primary Lodges were rveally regarded
and used ns temperance money no true temperance man or woman would
forfeit membership for the trifling sum required to carry on this work.

3. We would bring prominently before our membership, and the worlds
that ours is not a secret temperance order, but a united temperance associ-

ation with only the singlé object of advancing total abstinence and prohi-
bitionprinciples. That the peculiar genius of our Association work may be
properly brought before our Primary Lodges, we would recommend the
appointmient of & special committee to draft out a line of action for all
grades of Lodges under our jurisdiction, by which the work of total absti-
nence, reform, and prohibitory legislation may be carried on not only

where Primary Lodges may be established but in localities unoceupied by
our Association. ; A i

4. We would recommend every possible facility for extension, in the way
of opening new Liodges, and urge upon the Executives of Prov. Lodges to
appoint a8 Special Deputies all who have opportunity and ability for or-

goniring Lodges.
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5. We emphasize the importance of individual effort, and urge upon our
membership to see that they do their part in doubling the membership
during the coming year.

6. Your committee are thoroughly in sympathy with the ides of cultivat-
ing & missionary spirit, and believe it would fire our members with greater
zeal, and give the public greater interest in the movement if a temperanco
missionary speech were given in each Lodge quarterly and a public tem-
DPerance missionary meeting held annually; therefore we recommend that
provision be made for such meetings, at which collections be taken up for
the support of the Missionary Fund of this National Lodge, to be paid
through the Provincial Lodges. In conclusion, we urge upon every Lodge
under our jursdiction, the importance of properly understanding the
genius of our Association work and entering upon it with a zeal that will
give our organization at once & distinotion and place in the Temperance

The position of the U.T. A, in regard to Political Action
in Canada.

Mg. Presipent,—At the last Annual Session I was appointed to sub-
mit & paper on the position of the United Temperance Association in re-
gard to Political Action in Canada. This duty 1 have been unable to dis-
charge until arriving at this Session,

The Temperance reform naturally divides itself into two branches ; it
is o reform of two methods. In the first place it is a reform of the indi-
vidual, a struggle against inward temptation; and, as applied to goci-
ety, it is a struggle against the outward incitement shenece it divides its-
oIf into the moral and legal aspect. Like all other reforms it has been &
development of principles as well a8 of modes of action. The first Tem-
perance reformers regarded the liquor traffic as o moral and necessary
business and only sought to regulate it and prevent the abuse of aleohol-
ic stimulants. Experience soon proved the source of intemperance to be
in the use of such drinks and not in their mere abuse, and the modera-
tion pledge was superseded by that of total abstinence. The teetotal
movement spread among the adult and the Band of Hope movement
among the young but still the evils of intemperance prevailed. Every-
where the exertions of temperance reformers were met and repelled by
the legalized liquor traffic. The advanced temperance worker, seeing
that the evil and consequences of intemperance all had their cause in
the liquor traflic, reasoned that the scientific remedy for this disease upon
the body politic, was to remove the cause. Hence * Prohibition of the
Liguor Traffic by the strong arm of the law,” became the watchword
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and legal was added to moral suasion in this great reform.

Moral suasion is required as the foundation of every reform, we need
correct public sentiment as the foundation of all correct public action
—we cannot overvalue it. We all know the value of moral suasion and
the achievements of total-abstinence, but out of this very moral reform
grows the necessity of legal suasion. Who does not know that total-ab-
stinence for the individual means prohibition for the State? 1f total-ah-
stinence be the correct principle, then drinking is wrong, and selling is
wrong, and the right and necessity of prohibition is manifest, - It follows
then as a necessary consequence, that while we must uncompromisingly
advocate and enforce the prineiple of total-abstinence without any evasion,
we must also proclaim the principle of Prohibition as the consistent and
legitimate part of total-abstinence work.

As a Temperance Society it is highly important that this National
Lodge adopt a platform of prineciples touching this great question and T
would submit the following as the Declaration of Principles of the United
Temperance Association :—

1.—That it is neither right nor politic for Government to afford legal
protection and sanction to any trafficor system that tends to increase
crime, to waste the resources of the Nation, to corrupt the social habits,
and to destroy the health and lives of the people.

2.—That the traffic in intoxicating drinks, as common beverages, is in-
imical to the true interests of individuals, and destructive to the order
and welfare of society, and ought, therefore, to be prohibited.

8.—That the history and results of all license “legislation in regard to
the liquor traffic, abundantly. prove thatit is impossible, satisfactorily,
to limit or regulate a system so essentially mischievous in its tendencies,

4.—That no consideration of private gain or publie revenue can justify
the upholding of a system so utterly wrong in principle, suicidal in poli-
cy, and disastrous i results, as the traffic in intoxicating Liguors,

5~That the legislative prohibition of theliquor traffic is perfectly com-
patible with rational liberty, and with all the claims of justice and legiti-
mate commerce,

6.—That the legislative prohibition of the liquor traffic would be highly
conducive to the development of a progressive civilization and secular
éducation, and to the advancement of tocial, moral, and Christian re-
form.
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7. That, rising above class, sectarian, or party considerations, all good
citizens should combine to procure an enactment prohibiting the sale and
manufacture of intoxicating beverages as affording most efficient aid in
removing the appalling evil of intemperance.

§,—That the creation of & sound public opinion upon the question of
Total Abstinence and Legal Prohibition, whieh will demand of the Legis-
latures of the Country such laws as will eZectually suppress the traffic
in intoxicating beverages, is important and necessary, and every legiti-
_mate means ghould be used for the creation of such an opinion.

9.—That, although a healthy public opinion upon the subject of total
abstinence, in order to the effectual working of Prohibition, is desirable,
yet efforts to obtain legal enketment should not be delayed in conse-
quence of public opinion—as no public opinion, however strong, will ever
have any moral eflect upon those engaged in the liquor traffic ; who will
for the money they can make, drag down to ruin their fellows, without
any scruples or moral restraint.

10.—That as the pledge of the United Temperance Association requires
ench to * Discountenance the use of intoxieating beverages in all honorable
ways;” therefore it is the duty of every member of the Association to
avoid giving thesanction of their presence and patronage to liquor selling
louses,except in cases of extreme necessity. It is also the duty of members
when the Temperance question is atissue, by precept, example, influence
and vote, to oppose the granting of license for the sale of intoxicating
beverages, and endeavor to securc their prohibition by law, in the elec:
tion of such men as are the friends or supporters of our principles.

By the adoption of the above platform, this National Lodge and its
subordinates, will bo firmly and solemuly committed to the policy of Pro-
hibition and the principle of the Association may be defined as Total Ab-
stinence from,—No license for,—and Legal Prohibition of the manufac-
ture, importation, sale and use of intoxicating liquors as & beverage. As

‘a body, we may define onr platform of Principles, but unless these are
backed by practical measures of application, they will prove failures, and
work the injury of the Association in the public confidence, by assuming
what it does not pextorm—or in other words, by preaching what we do

not practice. /
Hoping that the U. T, A starting a8 it does, : with a well-defined pro-
kibitory platform, may sustain that"position honorably and nobly, until
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our principles are triumphant, T respectfully submit the above as the po-
litical creed of the U. T. A.

8rd.—That the interest and co-operation of the Christian Church, be
enlisted in these meetings and that as far as possible, they have a distinct
religious character.

4th —That the exercises of the meetings consist of prayer, addresses,
experiences, singing and the circulation of the pledge.

5th.~That each pledged worker be recommended personally to visit and
seek to reform those of intemperate habits or reclaim any who may fall
away.
6th.—That Lodges seek to provide a room furnished with reading mat-
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ter and other means of entertainment as a place of meeting and resort
for their members and associates.

* Tth.~-That in localities where g regular Lodge could not be sustained
but Association work could be caxried on, we recommend that a Certifi-
cate for Charter be granted to those subscribers to the Associate Pledge
who shall organize a Society taking the Officers, Constitution, By-Laws,
and Rules of Order of our Primary Lodges as far as practicable. :

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The National Lodge of the United Temperance Association of Cana-
da, to the National Lodge of Great Britain and Ircland of the
United Temperance Association, sendeth greeting :

FEESTR e

RusPECTED AND DEAR BRETHREN.—In the name of our common
cause we salute you. To send you at this time fraternal greetings affords
us unmingled satisfaction; and especially so in view of the fact that we
now sustain to each other closer relationship.than ever before. We have
watched with interest the rise, progress, and final union of the different
orders that now compose the United Temperance Association of Great
Britain and Ireland, most heartily sympathizing with you in your strug-
gles to establish a temperance society that should be characterized by
simplicity, economy, and utility.

The relations of our Dominion to the mother country command theloy-
and strongest affections of all Canadians; and in our fraternal rela-
tions to you as a sister National Lodge, you hold the highest place in the
affectionate r‘espect and hearfelt attachment of the whole membership,
not only of Canada, but'in every other colony of the empire where our
banner is unfurled. ;

These sentiments of loyal attachment to the Throne and to the Em-
pire, and of fervent attachment to you as a National Lodge, have been
greatly intensified by our union with you, which has been so heartily and
unanimously consummated.

The
National Lodge of Canada is not only represented in every province of the
Dominion, but also in N ewfoundland, Bermuda, New Zealand, Tasmania,
South Australia, Victoria and Queensland, embracing 10 grand lodges
750 primary and juvenile lodges, and -over 80,000 membeys, We are
profoundly thankful to Almighty God for the auspicious position of our
National Lodge, and for the success which has attended our recent efforts
after organic unity, by which the British, Australian, and British Ameri_
can Templars have been brought into one organization. Among the
important subjects which have engaged our attention at the National
Lodge Session was the drafting of new constitutions and ceremonies, in
the preparation of which we had special regard to simplicity and brevity.

The prevailing feeling of our National Lodge is that there should be
uniformity of working, as far ns possible,throughout the whole order, and
we would ask you to assist us in procuring so desirable an end, Thisun-
iformity should characterize not only our fundamental principles and
plan of working, but our charters, 'blank forms, cards ' of membership,

difference, to an umpire, to be chosen by two such referees ; and in case
either party shall refuse or neglect to appoint a referee for the space of
ten days after notice shall have been given by the other party so to do,
the decision of referee appointed by the other party shall be final.

RE-ADMISSION.,

15. In case of suspension from benefit or expulsion from the Associa-
tion, any person, after re-admission as a member of any Lodge, may,
without the payment of a new entrance fee, renew his subscription to the
Benefit Fund, and, after three months from the date of first renewal pay-
ment, be in half benefit, and after six months in full benefit,

OBJECTIONS,
